THE DECLINE OF POPERY,ETC.
BY XIRWAN.

(Concluded.)
By the very nature of its constitution and claims, po­

pery is adverse to freq institutions, and, in proof, we ap­
peal to the history of the world and to its history. 
Where on earth has it ever been ascendant without throw­
ing its folds around civil institutions, and crushing them, 
as the fabled serpents from the ocean crushed the sons of 
Laocoon ! And who has ever resisted its encroachments 
without sharing the fate of the priest of Apollo ! Ques­
tion the nations of the earth as to this matter. Ask 
Portugal, the country of Dionysius, of John It., and of 
De Gama, what has made her what she is, and she will 
point to her swarming priests, to her mendicant orders, 
to their "graegjng avarice and minute exactions—to that 
all-pervading papal influence which crushes everything 
on which it falls. Ask Spain what has extinguished her 
spirit of chivalry, degraded her mind, paralyzed her pow­
er, and reduced her from her once proud eminence to 
a state so low that there is none to do her reverence, and 
the Ebro will cry to tho Gudalquiver, and the Straits of 
Gibraltar to the Bay of Biscay, popery ! Ask bleeding 
Ireland what has converted its noble people into beggars, 
and sown its fertile fields with salt, and keeps her 
swarming millions in Egyptian darkness, and it will re­
turn the same answer, popery. Why are Mexico and 
South America, with the glorious example of our repub­
lic before them, what they are ? Every time the Genius 
of Liberty seised his trumpet to call up the people to the 
assertion of their rights, popery has wrung it from its 
grasp. The malign influence of popery upon civil institu­
tions iê its direct and necessary influence. When il acts 
out its heart, it has but one way of acting, and that ie in 
the direct line of despotism.

That this ie so, is plain from the events but of yester­
day, and from others that are now transpiring. When 
the Romans asked a constitutional government from the 
Pope, he refused it. When he fled, they established a 
republic ; and the old tyrant invited the allied armies of 
France, Austria, and Spain to abolish the republic, to

Snell the spirt of freedom, and to restore him to his 
irone and hie triple crown. And for conduct far lees 

base than that of Pio Nono, the Congress of 1776 declared 
the King of England to be a “ prince whoso character 
was marked by every act which may define a tyrant 
and while the paists of our own land were singing their 
hosannas to democracy, and were raising money to assist 
the Irish in their resistance to British rule, yet, from 
the archbishop down to tho most ignorant thumber of 
beads before the pictures of the saints, they denounced 
the citizens of Rome for declaring themselves free, for 
dethroning the most arbtrarv despot in Europe, and, as 
if ashamed to go to God, they overwhelmed the Virgin 
with entreaties that she would restore him to his despotic 
chair. And not only so, but, by reviving the “Peter 
pence,” they sent from Ireo America tens of thousands 
of dollars to put bullets into French and Auttrian can­
non for the purpose of battering down the newly-ereoted 
citadel of Roman liberty !

And when the sympathy of all free hearts was flowing 
towards Hungary in its recent but fruitless struggle for 
independence, and when the free earth rang with aspir­
ations for the success of Kossuth and his Dome compatri­
ots, that freo rising and its noble leader were denounced 
at Rome as bitterly as at Vienna, and by papists in New 
York in language as atrocious as the most hopeless Leg­
itimist ooulcl utter. Tho freedom of Hungary would not 
subserve the purposes of popery, and it must abide in its 
chains. Where this system can not rule, it will ruin. 

•Power is its religion ; despotism is its creed ; and when 
you attempt to remonstrate with it, it will answer you as 
did the confessor ewthe Queen of Spain a nobleman who 
set himself in oppbsition to him, “ Sir,” said the haughty 
and blasphemous prelate to the old Castilian, “ sir, you 
should fear and respect tho man who every day has your 
God in hie hand and your queen at his feet.”

This characteristic of popery ie rapidly rising to the 
view of all men ; and as it rises into light, all free hearts 
are rejecting the system. On this ground alone, within 
a few years, it has been rejected by the city of Rome - by 
multitudes in Italy and Germany—by millions in France ; 
and just in the proportion that the spirit of freedom per­
vades the earth, will popery be rejected where it exists, 
and its extension be opposed where it exists not.

Tho last of the causes which we shall name ie the 
rapidly increasing and extending influence of Protestant­
ism. It is true that, since the Reformation, Protestantism 
has not done for the nations all that, under other oireum-

After tea the company met in the open air, in a spot 
adjoining the Mechanics’ Institute, which had been pre­
pared for the occasion. The Rev. R. 8. Patterson occupi­
ed the chair, and gave out part of the 89th Psalm from 
the 15th verse, whieh being sung, the Rev. James Allan 
engaged in prayer.

Even now we find it difficult to induce preachers to come 
from Scotland to this country. But the sacrifices were 
much greater then. He had to leave the sweets of home 
and to sever the ties of kindred, to leave the delights of 
polished society and the land of literature and soienoe, to 
oome to a wilderness, covered with an almost unbroken 
forest, where the rude habitation of the new settler 
afforded but scanty accommodation, and 4he rough wood­
land path was the only means of communication. What 
but the love of souls could have led him at that time to 
have east in hie lot with the people of this place.

He next adverted to the changes which had taken 
place. Before the axe of the settler the forest had given 
way to the waving oorn-field, the rude hut had been 
superseded by oomfortable dwellings ; instead of the 
woodland path we have the carriage road, and instead of 
the difficult and precarious modes of communication with 
the neighbouring provinces, the power of steam now 
affords easy ana rapid means of intercourse.—What 
changes have been witnessed otherwise. The grave has 
covered them. “The fathers where are they? and the 
prophets do they live forever?” “ One generation goeth 
and another cometh.” But “ instead of the fathers he 
takes the children.” The moral waste too has become 
as “ the garden of the Lord.” Dr Keir came not to a 
well organized congregation, he had to lead together dis-

The Rev. John M. McLeod, Clerk of the Presbytery of 

P. E. Island, then read an Address from the Presbytery.
The Rev. George Patterson delivered an address on the 

“ Jewish Jubilees.”
After singing a part of the 8lst Psalm, the Rev. Henry 

Crawford addressed the audience on “ The success of Evan­
gelical preaching.” At the conclusion of Mr. Crawford's 
address, the four last verses of the 26th Paraphrase were
sung, after which—

Wm. McNeill, Esq., of Cavendish, being called on, said 
that since he had been requested to address them, he would 
say a few words. He would commence by expressing the 
deep interest he felt in this meeting. It was more than fifty 
yeara since he had been privileged to worship in Princetown. 
It was here that he became a member of the church. It was 
here that he was ordained an Elder ; and of those who were 
members of Session when he was ordained, Dr. Kier and he 
alone were left. He cordially agreed to every thing that 
had been eaid in the address of the congregation. It con­
tained the truth, but not the whole truth. He remembered 
the time when there was no road on the Island, except a 
narrow bridle-path to Charlottetown. Travellers were 
obliged to go along shore, to cross rivers and creeks in ca­
noes, or sometimes wading. The present generation could 
hardly form an idea of the difficulty of passing from one pan 
of the island to another. He would congratulate the con­
gregation on what they now saw. He had always regretted 
being disjoined from Dr. Kier,—he was opposed to the mea­
sure ; perhaps it was selfish in him to be so. But it had 
been considered for the benefit of the church. With great 
pleasure also he had seen Dr. Kier called by the Synod to 
preside over the training of ita future ministry, and from what 
he had seen to-day, as well as on other occasions, he be­
lieved that he had not labored in vain.

The last address was by the Rev. James Bayne, on tho 
“ Lessons of the present occasion.” He said that he ap­
peared among them as a wayfaring man, not as a resident 
of the Island, nor as a member of Preebyiery. He felt grate­
ful that he had seen the only two Jubilees that had taken 
place in the Presbyterian Church of Nova Scotia. The pre- 
srnt reminded him of one to the Rev. John Brown, of Lon­
donderry. It took place in s very large church built pre­
viously, and the opening of which took place on the occasion. 
And one lesson he would deduce from the present occasion 
was that it would be an appropriate monument of Dr. Kiers 
ministry (or the congregation of Princetown to commence the 
erection of a new Church, of larger dimensiooe and in a stylo 
of architecture sailed to the improved taste of the*age, and 
call it the Church of the Jubilee.

He then referred to the lessons which the occasion might 
suggest to the members of Presbytery. Several of them 

1 were young men trained under him.—They saw how Dr. 
1 Kier had been sustained and brought through all hia toils.

in the Island. Thus both the congregations which hud 
been organized were left vacant. ^

Missioned by the General Associate Syirod in Scotland, 
I came to Nova Scotia, and was sent immediately, by the 
Presbytery of Pietou, to the Island, and, having arrived 
at Prince Town Royalty, with my wife, we took up onr 
abode, for the time being, at tho house of John Thomson, 
one of the Elders, not many chains from where tho 
Church now stands, about the close of tho year 1808.

It ie because that fifty years, during which I have 
labored in the congregation, shall have elapsed from that 
period until near the close of the present year 1858, that 
you now hold this jubilee, although my ordination did 
not take place for some time afterwards.

Having continued to preach the gospel to the people of 
Prince Town Royalty, and tho adjacent settlements, dur­
ing the winter of 1809, and after the death of Mr. Gordon, 
to the people who had been under his charge, for some 
time in the spring of the same year, Calls came out in the 
summer from both congregations. Having left it to the 
Presbytery to decide which of the calls should bo prefer­
red, it was agreed that Î should accept the one from the 
people of Princetown, which l accordingly did, but re­
quested that my ordination might be deferred for a year, 
in order that I might get acquainted more fully with tho 
people before 1 would have to dispense sealing ordinances 
to them. This request being granted, my ordination was 
delayed until June 1810, although the call was moderat­
ed, and snbscribed on the 19th day of June in the year 
1809, and accepted a few weeks afterwards.

I find that the call was subscribed by sixty four persons, 
embracing nearly all the heads of families, and Male 
Adults of the Presbyterian population in Prince Town 
Royalty, New London, Bedeque, and the west side of 
Richmond Bay. Of these sixty-four persons, whose 
names are to the call, only fourteen remain alive until 
this day. The spirit of the others, with many who were 
not then of age to subscribe the call, and others who have 
since been born have passed into the invisible world, and 
their bodies lie sleeping in the dust in the congregation 
of the dead till the morning of the Resurrection, when 
“ the Lonl himself shall descend from heaven with a 
shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the
trnmn ftf Ond.” end null nil hnt.h liuinrr nnH dnnd titra o

jointed materials and with great toil and patience to build 
up a congregation.

In conclusion ho would express his personal obligations 
to Dr. Kier. Thirty-two years ago he had come to the 
Island, and often he had found tho benefit of Dr. Kier’e 
counsel and assistance. He had soothed hie sorrows, and 
had relieved hie perplexity. He would not detain the 
audience farther, but would merely congratulate the con­
gregation on their present position.

y. We found a group of eight hippopotami living in a 

creek just at our observation spot, and they by no means 
approved of onr intrusion. We fired at them, heard the 
bullets strike their heads, but they only grunted, sank 
down and rose again, again to receive another leaden 
salute with the like indifference. I measured the foot­
prints of these animals on the stiff clayey bank of the 
river, and found them 15 to 16 inches and 12 inches. Dr. 
Livingstone declares their flesh to be delicious, and very 
similar in flavour and delicacy to sucking-pig. 1 have 
made arrangements for a hippopotamus ham. Having 
got all ready for forward work, such as trying the launch, 
testing the compass, Ac., we left our first anchorage on 
the 20th of May, with the launch ahead, to lead the way. 
We soon got aground about seven miles up the river, but 
did not remain long there, and by six p m had advanced 
a good many miles from the sea, where we anchored in 
six fathoms for the night. Wo found the river more than 
anticipation had pictured it to be—broad, deep, and flow­
ing with riverly strength, vfliich raised our hopes far be­
yond what they bad formerly been for success with case 
and rapidity. Vain hopes, too soon to be confronted with 
reality, in the shape or reeds and bulrushes right across 
the river ! The mosquitoes began to be very troublesome.
I saw and closely examined six different species, all veno­
mous and brutally ferocious ; but we found that by keep­
ing in the middle of the river our sufferings were some­
what alleviated.

“ Very few natives were seen, and they were shy, not 
daring to approach us, as far as we have yet seen.

“ Next day, May 21, we started at daylight, and ran 
aground at 8. At 10 got afloat and went on, passing a 
wide branch of the river, several miles from the sea. We 
continued to proceed, the river getting narrower, until 5 
> m. On the 22nd of May we reached a short, sharp turn 
n the river, and in trying to turn, by putting her bows 

against the river’s bank, she stuck fast, and at 9 p. in. 
she was dry as far aft as the foremast, her stern being in 
four fathoms water and not 20yards from the other bank. 
No fewer, nor anything that 1 know of, can be worst than 
the mosquitoes that night. The spot is called the Mos­
quito Bend, and the beasts, as if conscious that our on­
ward progress was at an end. feasted with savage prey 
upon us, curtains, clothing, boots even, proving unavail­
ing against their savage onslaughts.

“ On the 23rd of May at day dawn 1 left the Pearl in 
the launch with Captain Bedingfield, to feel for the ex­
pected channel to the Z-imbeei. the fog from the river 
baiely allowing us to see our way, and the river fast be 
coming narrower and shallower, the middle not exceed 
ing 20 yards. At 8 45 we got aground (the launch floats 
in two feet,) and then we left in a gig to try if a passage 
at north-west to the Zambesi existed for the launch. 
The tide being out we did not get far, and as there was 
not enough water for the gig to turn we backed out and 
returned to the launch, having floated. At noon we re­
turned for the Pearl, reaching her at 2 p.m.

“ May 24th.—Again left in the launch to try for some 
channel to the Zambesi. We again got aground, when I 
left in a gig with the geologist and 10 Kroomen, and after 
pulling, sculling, and poling the boat many miles from 
the sea, we were fairly stopped by reeds and bulrushes in 
two feet water in every direction. All hope this way was 
then at an end, and wo turned our thoughts to the other 
branch of the river, from ‘ No Whither Island,’ and our 
prow towards the launch.”

Will the Atlantic Telegraph Cable Last ?—The cable 
having been laid, questions which have for a time been 
set aside again become prominent. Among the chief of 
these is the probability of its continuance. Is it likely to 
last for any considerable time now it is laid ? The con­
siderations affecting this question divide themselves into 
two classes—those which affect the shore ends of the 
cable, and those which rolare to the deep-sea portion. 
The former of these needs no discussion, because we have 
already had sufficient experience to prove that, with 
ordinary precautions, submarine cables run but little 
risk of injury near the shore ; and at Valentia there are 
even fewer sources of danger, we believe, than at any 
other place, in consequence of the absence of shipping 
from that part of the coast. We are unacquainted with 
the nature of the Newfoundland coast at the point whore 
the cable is landed, but there is no ground for believing 
it other than well selected With regard to the deep- 
sea portion of the cable wo see no reason for apprehend­
ing its destruction. It has already existed for two 
weeks, and this affords excellent ground for confidence in 
its durability, at least for a considerable period It is, 
of course, impossible to predict how long the insulation 
of the wires may remain intact, after the many forces and 
novel circumstances to which the cable has been subject­
ed. There are good reasons for believing that the con 
ditions ot water low down in deep seas are highly favour 
able to the durability of a cable. We may confidently 
believe that the greater part of the Atlantic cable is now 
surrounded by water which is so still and so low in tem­
perature as to retain it in security for a long time to 
come.—The Engineer.

frequent rase in the slave-trade to avoid the responsibility 
in case of capture. The Spanish captain having calculat­
ed bis reckoning incorrectly, the brig ran ashore in the 
night at Abaoo, in the Bahama Islands. Floating off at 
high water, she proceeded on her voyage, and at day-light 
passed Saguala Grande, when she mistook the Dolphin 
fora Spanish brig, which had hoisted British colours for 
a ruse, not supposing that there was any American vessel 
of war cruising among the West Indies, or if there was, 
that any American vessel would take suffieie it interest in 
the matter to interfere. When it became evident that 
the Dolphin was gaining on her, the orew of the slaver 
knocked out the hedges from her masts and sawed down 
and cast overboard her bulwarks, to increase her speed 
At the same time the liquor-closets were opened, and the 
excitement of the chase was heightened by the general in 
toxication of the crew. No less exciting was the scene 
on board of the Dolphin, though the artificial stimuli 
wore not resorted to there The Dolphin's men were 
confident of a capture, and this confidence was increased 
when it became evident that they were rapidly gaining 
on the slaver. Already the negroes were observed on the 
deck of the Echo. After a chase of nearly nine hoars the 
Dolphin fired two blank cartridges at the Echo to make 
her show her colors. This was not regarded, and Capt. 
Maffit ordered a shot to be fired, which passed a few feet 
from her stern. The Echo then ran up American colors, 
and the Dolphin immediately hauled down the British 
flag and ran up the stars and stripes. The next shot 
tired passed between the masts of the slaver, and seeing 
that she was entirely at the mercy of the Dolphin, the 
Echo then hauled down the American colors. Capt 
Maffit dispatched Lieut. Bradford, two other officers, and 
sixteen men aboard the slaver who took possession of her 
Capt. Maffit himself subsequently visited the Echo. He 
stites that although presenting a sad spectacle, the con­
dition of the Echo and the slaves was much better than 
that of most slavers and cargoes. Capt. lownsend states 
that they had been allowed extra rations to improve their 
appearance and enhance their value in market. They 
were the captives of warlike tribes brought to the Coast 
and placed in barracoons. While awaiting the arrival of 
the slave ship they were fed on roots and esculents, and 
scantily fed at that, And their close confinement was terri­
ble. On the Echo, Capt. Townsend states, they were fed 
on rice, beans, slivers of pork, and a quart of water, and 
a small quantity of whisky each day. Tobacco was also 
given them, and they were exceedingly fond of it.

Capt. Townsend is at no loss to find excuse for his act, 
He states that the slave-trade is humanity to the prison 
ers taken by the warlike tribes in Africa ; that before 
they were sold to the traders they were put t> death 
in cold blood, and that the captives in the Echo would 
prefer a life in a plantation to the sufferings they eqdur- 
ed at the hands of their enemies in the barraooons. He 
says that the horrors of the slave trade, as depicted by 
writers, are based upon the imagination, and are only 
true as regards the trade carried on by thevSpanish and 
Portuguese.

Capt Townsend is connected with an honorable family 
in Rhode Island, lie distinguished himself in bravery. 
His last exploit will bring disgrace upon an honorable 
name, and tarnish the luster of his previous achievements, 
lie is somewhat dejected and melancholy, but is confident 
of escaping the extreme penalty of his crime by the ver- 
dictof a.South Carolina jury Me expresses his gratifica­
tion at being captured by an American vessel of war, and 
is grateful to Lieut. Maffit for the kind treatment he has 
received at his hands while a prisoner. He has not at 
any time been placed in irons, but lias been confined be 
low decks, guarded by a sentry.

The Dolphin presents the appearance of having passed 
through hard service. This being the first cargo of slaves 
ever recaptured by an American vessel and brought to an 
American port, the position of the Dolphin and her offi 
cere is now one of peculiar interest.

Here, under these trees, M: Boré had an altar erect­
ed, and to this place they marched in procession, 
carrying the host, accompanied by a military band 
of the Turin, and also by a body of the Turkish sol- 
diets! Banners of different colors, and with different 
devices, were hung on the trees or carried in pro­
cession How remarkable the impudence that 
should lead them to eek for the use of a public 
square—the greet thoroughfare of the village—for 
such a purpose! and how still more rnmarkable the 
servile obsequiousness of the Turkish police, that 
should yield quietly to such a demand! But cer­
tainly the most remarkable thing of all is that th« 
Turkish military authorities should send a body of 
troops and n band of music to do honor to an idola­
trous papal religious ceremony ! The facts are eim 
ply these, however they may be accounted for; but 
I have not yet told the whole story. The banners 
had mottoes inscribed upon them in the different lan­
guages of the country. One was in the Armenian 
tongue, which is teed only by the Armenians them­
selves and the American missionaries—none else, 
either of the natives or foreigners, finding it any 
object to acquire ibis language. This inscription 
attracted the special attention of some Protestant 
Armenians who were paeeing by; and so shocked 
were they at the sentiment, that they naturally judged 
that they had wrongly read it. A closer end more 
careful inspection, however, shewed them that th'-y 
were right. It was ne follows: Asdooadz “ Men e 
Mariam,” which is, literally translated—Our "God 
is Mary!!" Why should any wonder at such un­
blushing blasphemy, when they think of the strides 
made by the Roman Church in this direction during 
the Inet quarter of n century.”

■ ARRIVAL OF THE UNITED STATES 
BRIO DOLPHIN.

From the New York Tribune's Special Reporter.
Quasanvinb, Sept. 6—2 r. n.

The United States brig Dolphin arrived last night and 
anchored in the hav off this point. I immediately proceed 
ad to her, end had an interview with Commander J. N 
Msffiit I learned from him that the Dolphin has been 
tan days coming from Key West, having experienced a 
succession of galea and calms. She came to this port 
supposing that Lieut. Bred ford, of the Dolphin, with the 
prise crew of the slave brig Echo, ceptnred by the Dol 
phin, was awaiting her arrival in accordance with orders. 
The order, howerer, had been countermanded by Mr. Lee 
of the Navy, who ordered the orew to proceed to Boston.

The Dolphin had on board Capt. Townsend, the com­
mander of the Echo, es a prisoner. He will be kepi In 
the custody of the frigate Sabine to await the requisition 
of Mr. Uemlltoo, the United States Marshal of South 
Carolina, who haa the Bobo in enstody for adjudication, 
and the Dolphin will proceed to-morrow to Boston, to be 
fitted, it Is said for the expedition to Paraguay.

A comet is now attracting much attention in 
the North West quarter of the heavens. It is 
visible immediately after sunset, in the constel 
talion (.'aties Venatici, which is contiguous to 
Ursa Major. This is probably the eccentric cel­
estial visitor that appeared, in idCSI and 1556, and 
whose re-appearance (at its perihelion has been 
expected, by Astronomers, for some months past. 
In 1556, its nucleus was said to have equalled in 
magnitude one linlf of the full moon, but its tail 
to have been short and variable, extending no 
more at its greatest length than 4°. Viewed 
now with a telescope, its nucleus is very bright, 
and approaches the size mentioned, and its tail no 
longer. It will probably continue in sight for 
some weeks, and give Astronomers a good op­
portunity of calculating its elements.

Since the above was written we observe the 
following paragraph in a Now York paper of 
Saturday :—

Donati’s comet can be distinctly seen with the 
naked eye about ten degrees above the horizon in 
the north-west, about 7J p. m. It shows a tail 
of two degrees in length, and is rapidly increasing 
in brightness and rising higher above the horizon 
at that hour. There tire now visible in the 
heavens three comets, two of them seen only 
through a telescope.

The Atlantic Telegraph has so far proved of 
very little service to the world. No communi­
cations, it is understood, have Jteen transmitted 
through it lately which has given rise to a report 
that the cable had parted. Mr. DeSanty, the 
electrician at Trinity Bay, Newfoundland, denies 
this report, but refuses to make any statement re­
lative to the cable beyond the positive assurance 
that only temporary difficulties of an electrical 
nature had occurred. It is staled that a company 
is in course of formation in Liverpool, England, 
to lay down a new line from the North of Ireland 
to Bel I isle, and l hence along the coast of Labra­
dor to Quebec, with ultimate prospect oT contin­
uing the communication over land through British 
Territory to Vuncouvers Island.

This is still more wonderful— 
more distinguished achievement of science, 
fur over tedious methods of travelling have been 
pWseded by the speed of the railway ear.—We 
enabled to fly over the land with the eagle’elsy 
ness. Distance is annihilated. Remote cittie are 
brought into close vicinity. Our facilities of inter­
course are greatly increased. Our opportunities of 
good or evil are greatly multiplied. Let ns hope and 
endeavor tt.at these more abundant means of com­
munication may be made subservient to our progress 
in virtue. But, as the editor of the Beacon observes,
" The Electric Telegraph is beyond all doubt the 
greatest achievement of our age. It has clothed 
men with a new faculty. As far as the surface of 
this little planet extends, every civilized man, when 
the system is fully developed, will be gifted with om­
nipresence. Even now, whilst we are writing these 
lines, if we should be envious to know how the Em­
press of Austria is progressing in her recovery, we 
can be told all about it in n few minutes, by sending 
a messenger from the Beacon office to Charing-croes. 
What wsi the price of cotton half-an-hnur ago at 
Now Orleans? 1» the weather showery this morn­
ing in the Gulf of Mexico ? Did the Sultan rise 
without a head-ache to-day at Constantinople, and 
Ie His Highness’s humor good?” We can now con­
verse with one another serosa the Atlantic, as two 
friends from the windows of neighboring bouses. 
True, indeed, the mighty ocean, deeply agitated by 
the tempest, with surface ruffled by the boisterous 
wind, rolls between us; but this presents no obstacle 
to our intercourse. A path is opened for the trans­
mission of thought, with the lightning’s speed, by 
means of the mysterious cable in the bosom of the 
deep. The wish of the poet is realised :

O ! that in unlettered union.
Spirit oonld with spirit blend ;

O !. that in unseen communion,
Thought eonid hold the distant friend !

It ie scarcely possible duly to estimate the important 
results which will follow this new connection between 
Britain and the great American Republic. It can­
not fail to unite these two countries—the natural 
allies of each other—more closely in the bonds ol 
amity. They will lie friends, too intimate to quar­
rel. In vain would any chiefs, for the purpose uf 
serving tbeii^own ambitious ends, endeavor to incite 
them to hosijle encounter. Such will be the nature 
of their relations, that they will no more Contend 
than contiguous cities with each other. It will be 
necessary, however, that we have more submarine 
cables. It will not do to truet to a solitary metal 
thread, which, by some untoward event, might be 
deprived of its magic power. Beeidee, it will be 
inadequate to the amount of communication required 
—conveying words only at the rate of five or six in 
• minute. Long-winded correspondents would re­
quire also to study brevity, unices they have a heavy 
purse, as every word costs a shilling, and every 
comma a six-pence.

Among the first news transmitted by the Ocean 
Telegraph, was the intelligence of peace—"the ces­
sation of hostilities with China—of the opening of 
that country to the trade of foreign powers, and of 
the allowance of the Christian religion in nil parts of 
the country.” And the Electric Telegraph will yet 
be the bearer of glorious tidings. It will convey, 
with iu wonted speed, the intelligence of those happy 
changes by which our world will be yet distinguished. 
It will tell ue of the fall of the cruel despotisms by 
which so many ol our fellow-men are oppressed; of 
the overthrow of those false systems which oppose 
the spread of the Gospel,—of enli-chrietian super­
stition, Mohammedan delusion, pagan idolatry; of 
the triumphs of the Cross—of the vicloiiee of Mes- 
•i«l|—that " the kingdoms of this world are become 
the kingdoms of our Lord end of his Christ ”

• while Romanists have scores of churches here, there
is not at this moment in the whole of Constantinople 
and its suburbs a tingle Protestant church edifice 
for the native Protestante of the country ! All their 
services are still held in some hall or room fitted up 
for the purpose in a private house! And, I am sorry 
to any, the foreign Protestant residents here are not 
much better off. The Dutch embassy has a small 
chapel buried up within the wills of its ministerial 
palace, the existence of which is hardly known out­
side of the Protestant community. The English arc 
in a still worse condition — for a miserable little 
chapel, similarly buried, lias been standing for 
years half-finished; the regular services being held 
in n room in the palace. The Prussian legation 
has a chaplain, but no chapel. The only Protest- 
not place of worship erected expressly for the pur­
pose outside of the premises of n foreign embassy, 
is n email wooden building on the Bosphorus, at 
Orta Keny, which is hardly thirty feet square.”

Such are the efforts of Romanists in Turkey 
They are making strenuous efforts to grnsp the whole 
country. Should Protestants sleep while the enemy 
is sowing tares? We can at nil event! send up our 
irayere to God that the labors of the heralds of the 
Cross may not he fruetreted by ihe efforts of the Man 
of Sin. We may contribute of our property for the 
propagation of the Gospel in the land of the Moslem; 
and although it may be but a small amount that each 
individual may be able to give, yet, as the ocean ie 
composed of drops, so the largest sums are made up 
of small ones, I ait all give—each according to his 
ability. Let contributions be general, and tln-ir 
amount will be considerable. We ought not to for­
get Turkey in our efforts for the advancement of 
Christ’s cause in the world.

making a fortune in a few months is altogether out of the 
question ; according to what means a man brings into the 
country, so he will succeed, with a very few exceptions. If a 
man comes bore with nothing, he mast expect difficulties, and 
^privations, which a man with means would not experience; but 
that difficulty will soon pass away, if he is determined to perse-

THE MISSING LETTERS.—MR. DAVIESS EXPLAN- 
ATION.

It would seem that the plain and simple statement 
of facts which appeared in our last, relative to the 
letters pasted and registered in the office here, has 
given groat offence,—why, we are at a loss to ima­
gine; and Mr. Davies, the Postmaster General, in a 
letter to the Examiner—unjustly, we think—attri­
butes to us sinister motives in making the communi­
cation. His version of the story is, that the mail 
bag in which the letters in question were contained, 
was lost somewhere between Shediac and St. John. 
This may be true or not. but whocould bo expected 
to know by intuition that such was the fact. The 
letters posted here are for better security registered 
and paid for;—they do not arrive at their destination; 
—application is made to the Post Office authorities 
at St. Jolki, who state, that no such letters have 
passed through their hands. That there has been 
negligence and inattention somewhere there cannot 
be a doubt, and we merely ask for a solution of the 
difficulty. When a letter is posted and registered as 
a money letter, there is an obligation, as wo take it, 
imposed on the Post Office to take care that the letter 
is properly transmitted to its destination; and if it <1«> 
not arrive there, to afford some good and sufficient 
reason why it lias not. It is not enough for the Post­
master at the place where the letter was posted and 
registered, to say, I put it in a mail bag which 1 
gave to the officer of the mail boat, and he tells me 
that he gave the mail bag to the Postmaster at 
Shediac, and then to draw the conclusion “ that the 
department here should not he held accountable for 
the loss.” Mr. Davies will perhaps find that he is 
mistaken in the law he so complacently lays down 
for his own security. Mr. Davies “ regrets that no 
further information, up to the present moment, has 
been received, though a most diligent enquiry is in 
progress on the subject.” YVe should like to know 
what the nature of such diligent enquiry can be. 
With the aid of electric telegraphs, railroads and 
steamboats, one would think that all the informa­
tion required might he obtained in cight-and-forty 
hours, at furthest. Does the Postmaster at Shediac 
admit that he received the mail Img in question 
and if so, what did he do with it ? Mr. Lund, we 
presume, gave Mr. Davies a receipt for the bag 
directed to St. John; and wo also presume that Mr. 
Lund took a receipt from the Postmaster at Shed 
iac. Where is the difficulty then? Somebody must 
be liable. The office here is liable to the person 
posting the letter, and the other post-offices are lia­
ble to the Postmaster here. Mr. Davies compares 
himself to a consigner of goods. May he not with 
more propriety be considered as the carrier, bound 
to deliver the article entrusted to him to the per­
son to whom it is directed ? In so important 
matter, and affecting the integrity of the whole 
department, we look for something more satisfac­
tory than Mr. Davies’s letter affords.

We have, since the above was in type, been 
informed that letters mailed here on the 10th Aug 
and directed to persons resident in New York and 
Boston, have been received and replied to by the 
parties there: this, of course, negatives the asser­
tion that the mail bag had miscarried, or was lost, 
and renders it still more imperative on the Post 
Office department to clear up n mystery which 
seems, upon investigation, to increase rather than 
diminish.

men’s minds. It was a universally diffused belief, 
that the world would come to an end when a thous­
and years from the Saviour’s birth were expired. 
The year 999 was therefore looked upon as the last
which any one would see. And if ever signs of ap­
proaching dissolution were shown in heaven and 
earth. people of this century might be pardoned for 
believing that they were made visible to them. 
Even the breaking up of morals and law, and wide 
deluge of sin which overspread all lands, might be 
taken as a token that mankind were deemed unfit to 
occupy the earth any more. In addition to these 
appalling symptoms, famines were renewed from 
year to year in still increasing intensity, and brought 
plague and pestilence in their train. The land was 
left unfilled, the house unrepaired, the right unvin­
dicated; for who could take the useless trouble of 
ploughing or building, or quarreling about a pro­
perty , when so lew months were to put an end to all 
terrestrial interests i Yet even for the few remain­
ing days the multidedee must be fed. Robbers 
frequented every read, entered even into walled 
towns; and there was no authority left to protect 
the weak, or bring the wrong-doer to punishment. 
Corn and cattle were at length exhausted ; and in a 
great part of the Continent the most frightful extrem­
ities were endured; and when endurance could go 
no further, the last desperate expedient was resorted 
to, and human flesh was commonly consumed. One 
man went so far as to expose it for sale in a popul 
ous market-town. The horror of this open conies 
■ion of their needs was so great that the man was 
burned, but more for the publicity of bis conduct 
than for his inherent guilt. Despair gave a-loose 
to all the passions. Nothing was sacred—nothing 
safe. Even when food might have been had, the 
vitiated taste made bravado of its depravation, and 
women and children were killed and roasted in the 
madness of universal fear

Meantime, the gentler natures were driven to the 
wildest excesses of fanaticism to find a retreat from 
the impending judgment. Kings and emperors beg­
ged at monastery doors to be admitted brethren of 
the Order. Henry of Germany and Robert ofFrance 
were saints acording to the notions of the time, and 
even now SeSerye the respect of mankind for the 
siinplidity' and benevolence of their characters. 
Henry, the Emperot, succeeded in being admitted 
as a monk, and swofe obedience on the bands of 
the gentle abbot, who had foiled in turning him 
from his purpose. “ Sire,’’ he said at last,
“ since you are under my orders, and have sworn to 
obey me, I command you to go forth and fulfill the 
duties of the state to which God has called you. Go 
forth, a monk of the Abbey of St. Vanne, but Em­
peror of the West.” Robert of France, the son of 
Hugh Capet, placed himself, .robed and crowned, 
among the choristers of St. Denis, and led the mus­
icians in singing hymns and psalms ofhis own com­
position. Lower men were satisfied with sacrificing 
the marks of their knightly and seignorial rank, and 
placed baldricks and swords on the altars, and be­
fore the images of saints. Some manumitted their 
serfs, and bestowed large sums upon charitable 
trusts, commencing their disposition with words im­
plying the approaching end of all. Crowds of the 
common people would sleep nowhere but in the 
porches, or, at any rate, within the shadow of the 
churches, and other holy buildings; and as the day 
of d torn drew nearer and nearer, greater efforts 
were made to appease the wrath of Heaven. Peace 
was proclaimed between all classes of men. From 
Wednesday night till Monday evening of each week 
there was to be no violence, or enmity, or war in 
all the land. It waste be a Truce of God. * * « * • 

And now name the dreaded or hoped for year. 
The awful Thousand had at last commenced, and 
men held their breath to watch what would be the 
result of its arrival. ” And hs laid bold of the drag­
on,that old serpent,whichlie the devil, and Satan^ind 
bound him for a thousand years, and-cast him into 
the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal 
upon him, that he should deceive the nations no 
more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled; and 
after that he must be loosed a little season.”

tian ambition and unrestrained passions of the clergy

from “ thstold serpent,” and the world placed un­
resistingly in his folds. Yet, as if men’s minds had 
now reached their lowest point, there was a perpet­
ual rise from the beginning of this date. When the

THE NATIONAL COMPLAINT.

To Prevent Sprouts.—Many trees are 
liable to throw up sprouts lor yards around, 
and for years after being cut down, to the 
great plague and trouble of the owner of the 
soil, keeping him digging and grubbing, to 
remove the sprouts, to the detriment of his 
crons and his own patience—such, for in­
stance, as locust, poplar, gum and others 
To prevent this, all that is necessary, after 
cutting down the tree; is to bore a hole,say 
from ten to twelve inches down into the 
stump, and fill with common salt. This 
will kill the living principle to the utmost 
extent of the roots. The best time proba­
bly would be some time in August, though 
l have killed locust in spring, and gum in 
August, while others that l did not salt 
kept me grubbing for years

How TO CHOOSE A BaRREL OP FLOUR. 
—It must pack into a ball, and not fall in 
powder, when a portion is pressed together 
in the hands. When a portion is thrown 
against a smooth perpendicular surface, it 
must stick in a lump, or at least not scatter 
in a fine powder. When a little of it is 
wet and kneaded, it should work dry and 
elastic, not soft and sticky. It should be 
of pure white, without a bluish tint. No 
minute black specks should he found on a 
close examination. A slight yellow or straw 
color is not a bad '* sign.”

Unhealthy positions op the Body.— 

Those persons engaged in occupations 
requiring the hands alone to move, while 
the lower limbs remain motionless, should 
bear in mind that, without constantly rais­
ing the frame to an erect position, and giv 
ing a slight exercise to all parts of the body, 
such a practice will tend to destroy their 
health. They should, moreover, sit in as 
erect u position as possible. With seam­
stresses there is always more or less stoop­
ing of the head and shoulders, tending to 
retard circulation, respiration and digestion, 
and produce curvature of the spine. The 
head should be thrown back, to give the 
lungs full play. The frequent long drawn 
breath of the seamstress evinces the cramp­
ing and confinement of the lungs. Health 
cannot be expected without free respiration. 
The life-giving element is in the atmosphere 
and without it in proportionate abundance 
must disease intervene. Strength and ro­
bustness must come from exercise. Con­
fined attitudes are in violation of correct 
theories of healthy physical development 
and the instincts of nature. Those accus­
tomed to sit writing foi hours,day after day, 
can form some idea of the exhausting na 
turc of the toilsome and ill-paid labor of the 
poor seamstress:—[Scientific American.
