Notwithstanding the growing numbers
and influence of total abstainers the drink

ing teetotalers, the drink bill was now £6
a head, higher than it had ever been in
the history of the nation. Dr. Clifford
quoted from leading public men and in-
fluential newspapers srong - statements in
reference to the drink tratfic:

“Mr. Chamberlain had described the
trade as a swollen tyranny. Sir. Wilfred
Lawson had said that it was one of the
most portentous features of the time.
Lord Roseberry had remarked, ‘Unless
the State controls the liquor traffic, the
liquor traftic will control the State.’ It
was indeed doing so- now. Lord Rose-
beérry’s opinion was not that of a misguid-
ed total abstainer. The drink traffic was
the great factor in our political life, and
the controller of the policy of the
country. It had been reported tkat
three hundred and eighty members of
Parliament were prepared to vote for al-
most anything that might be asked for
by the traders in drink. In such s situ-
ation temperance men must unquestion-
ably take to their heart lamentation and
mourning, but out of the lamentation
there -ought to come quickened consecra-
tion to the fight to which God summoned
them against this terrific evil. ‘A priest-
ridden country,’ said Mr. Chamberlain,
‘was very much to be pitied, A publi-
can-ridden country was very much to be
despised.” And Mr. Chamberlain further

British minister here, has received the
following despatch from Gen. Kitchener:
“Wingate’s force came up with the
Khalifa's force seven miles southeast of
Golid and attacked it, After a sharp
fight we took his position. The Khalifa,
who was surcounded by a body-guard of
Ewijrs, was killed and all the principal
Emirs were killed or captured except

man Digna, who. escaped. The der-
vishes were atterly defeated. their whole
camp was taken and thousands surrender-
ed. A large number of women, children
and catile also foll into the hada of the
Anglo-Egyptiun foros.

The Khalifa referred to as being killed
in battle is Abdallah el Taishi, the great
chieftain of the Soudan, who has given
the British so much trouble. It may be
said that the power of the dervishes is
probably crushed. He was one of the
three Khalifas who in 1882 helped the
famous Mahdi to overthrow the govern-
ment of Egypt in Eastern Soudan and
establish the despotism of the Madhi in
its place. At the attle of Omdurman,
Sept. 2, 1898, General Kitchener utterly
defeated the forces of the Khalhfa with
tremendous slaughter, bnt the Khalifh,
wita his harem and Osman Digua, the
most famous of the Soudan generals, es-
caped and .have since been fugitives.
There may be some further trouble for
the British in the Soudan owing to the

‘fact that Osman Digna has escaped. He
