D. Whiting, chief of the staff to Admiral
\cn(t who proceeded to Bahia Honda on the
viespnch boat Despatch, with a crew of
thirty-nine men. The Virginius was in a
horribly filthy condition and stripped of
everything moveable.

The following additional details of the sur-
render of the Virginius are contained in Key
West speciala :—‘* The only spectators of
the sosne about to take place were the men
on the Despatch and the La Favorita, and
some ragged and dirty Cubans in fishing
smacks, apparently intent upon fishing
alone.
