CANADA EASTERN

Will Permit Modern Engines to be
Used on That Road.

Three new bridges are to be erect-
ed on the Canada Eastern branch of
the Intercolonial Rallway this sum-
mer, according to an annoulcement
made by Mr. T. C. Burpee, of Mon-
cton, chief engineer of the Maiaten-
ance of Way Department,

The installation of these three
bridges across the Nashwaak River
above Marysville and at Covered
Bridge aad at Nelson Hollow will
mark the passing of the last of the
wooden bridges on the line and will
make possible the utilization of
the highest type of motive power on
the Canada Eastera branch.

Up to the present time it has been
impossible to use the big “Titanic”
or “Grasshopper” model of locomo-
tive on the branch and consequently
it has been impossible to haul long
trains. The doing away with all the
wooden bridges also makes the line
in fit conlition for carrying ~he
Grand Trunk Pacific trains enroute
to St. Joh1 via the St. John Valley

and the National Transcontinental
Railway is ready for the operation of
through trains.

The in*-oduction of the large type
of locomotives will make some chan-
ges necessary at Gibson, however, as
the roundhouse and shops there are
not big enough for handliag them. It
as beea generally understood for
some time that the I. C. R, authorit-
fes have about decided to have new

He'
brouzht the youngster ashore. a:xd
worked over it until i* had been re-
susciiated 2-d recovered from the ef-
fects of his ducking. The prompt-
nezs of Mr. Smith and his bravery
have beea th2 subject of much com-
ment, and those who saw the act are
lcud in their praise.
