There is such a rush in the spring 
to get seed sowing and planting done 
in good time that anything that can 
be accomplished in the fall to lesson 
the work in the spring should be 
done and particularly where fall 
planting is preferable.

At the Experimental Farm, Otta­
wa. it has not been found satisfac­
tory, taking one year with another, 
to plant trees of any kind in the 
fall. Exposure to the long, cold win­
ter beginning shortly after trans­
planting is not favourable to the 
trees. Any which will be below the 
snowline, however, have a much bet­
ter chance, although in soils where 
there is danger of heaving, late fall 
planting is unsafe.

When low-growing shrubs and 
herbaceous plants are planted in the 
fall, which is a good time, the sooner 
it is done the better after the soil 
becomes moist enough to ensure 
their not dying from lack of mois­
ture as. when set out early, the 
plants have a chance to take root 
again before winter and in the case 
of herbaceous perennials to make 
some growth.

Raspberries. gooseberries. and 
currants may be planted success­
fully in September, and the advan­
tage over spring planting is that if 
any die they may be replaced in the 
spring, wheras if planted in the 
spring it is too late to replace them 
if they die and a season’s growth 
is lost. If strawberries are planted 
in the fall they should be planted 
in September or before to ensure 
their rooting well and lessening dan­
ger from heaving.

As soon as bulbs can be purchased 
in the stores they should, if desired, 
be procured and planted at once

The fall is a good time to plant 
both rhubarb and asparagus. They 
may be planted with success any 
time between now and winter.

Uusually there are good results 
from planting seeds of herbaceous 
perennials, trees, and shrubs in the 
fall. The action of the frost, espec­
ially on tree and shrub seeds, makes 
germination easier. When seeds of 
perennials are planted in the fall it 
is best to wait until just before win­
ter sets in to make sure that the 
seed will not germinate before win­
ter as if seed germinates a short 
time before winter the seedlings are 
liable to be killed. Seeds of trees 
and shrubs, however, and especially 
of fruits, fthould bd planted as soc­
as ripe so as to prevent their becom­
ing dry. Usually fall planted seeds 
germinate very early in the spring.

DECAY OF BODIES 
CAN BE ARRESTED

Paris, Sept. 23—The discovery of 
a process by which a dead body can 
be preserved for twenty years is an­
nounced by two Paris physicians 
Professor Fellevseniczhy and Dr. 
Edmond Bartha. What it does, ac­
cording to their statements, Is to sol­
idify the body so that actual flesh 
and blood assume the appearance 
and hardness of marble.

though decay had begun, it could be 
arrested and the body preserved as 
well as if death had just taken place 
What his method was the doctor, of 
course, refused to disclose. All he 
did was to inject with a syringe into 
the femoral artery the conserving 
liquid which Professor Felleysenlcn 
zhy and he say they have discovered.

For a time there was no change in 
the appearance of the body, but at 
the end of about an hour the flesh 
began to take on an aspect as of life, 
the muscles filled out and the tissues 
and tendons became like those of a 
living person. In two hours the 
change was complete. The skin, too, 
had changed its appearance and, al­
though almost the same in tint as 
when the body had been alive.

Today the body has the same ap­
pearance and the next step in the 
process will be completed in a few 
days. The skin will then be coateu 
with a preserving pomade and when 
this has been done the conserving 
liquid which has been injected into 
the body will, the doctor says, hard­
en so that the body itself will be­
come perfectly right ana as nard as 
if frozen, but will retain the appear­
ance it now' has of tranquility and 
sleep.

No emblaming process yet invent 
ed, either modern or ancient, the 
doctors assert, can so well preserve 
the natural expression and appear­
ance of life, which they say will per­
sist for at least twenty years.

I have been over to France to 
see your Brother Scouts there, in 
the “devastated regions," that is, the 
parts where their homes had been 
wrecked by the War.

The Americans have been awfully 
generous in giving funds for the 
past two years to run Scouts’ camps 
fer these poor French boys. These 
I visited, but it was not till I saw a 
bathing parade of these lads that 
I saw how much they needed the 
camping.

They were so thin and poorly dev­
eloped through the bad feeding and 
bad housing they had had during the 
War, and many of them wore a daz­
ed, tired look that "showed how much 
they had suffered. I was very glad 
to see that the good feeding, the 
open air life, and the jolly games 
that they were getting as Scouts, is 
setting them up again and making 
them once more healthy and cheery.

The S. O. S. fund which you 
! Scouts have raised among you has 
done a tremendous lot of good; you 
did a real "Good Turn" to your 
Brother Scouts abroad when you col­
lected that money.

I visited two large camps for these 
boys at different parts of the devas­
tated districts; and also one for 
Boy Scouts and Wolfe Cubs from 
Paris. This one was a very different 
affair, because here the boys looked 
big and l‘at and cheery.

You should have heard tl:e Wolf 
Cubs sing Mr. Arthur Pqyser’s song 
“The Road to Maresfield!"

Generally it is the town .boys who 
look thin and pale and the country 
lads who look bronzed and burly; 
but here it was just the opposite.

■ The Friris boys had not undergone 
the terrible hardships thdt their 
brothers of the War-swept districts 
had done, and were altogether live­
lier and happier, and looked exactly 
like any of you Scouts.

Indeed I saw two Troops of British 
Scouts visiting France and upon my 
word I could not tell whether they 
were French or British until I heard 
them speak and looked more closely 
into their badges.

I was glad to"-find such aTïut~ut 
British Scouts have been over the 
sea to visit Brother Scouts in differ­
ent parts of Europe this year.

RUSH OF POTATOES 
IS CONTINUING IN 

NEW BRUNSWICK
Never at any time of the year 

says the Hartland, N. B. Observer, 
has there been such a rush of pota­
toes to market as during the past 
fortnight. The conditions of finan­
ces with most farmers is such that 
they have to sacrifice to meet the 
present exigencies; whi.Vi another 
reason of the heavy marketing is 
that the crop is so large there is no 
longer storage capacity. Few ship­
pers are storing stock for the reason 
that few of them are in a position to 
make financial arrangements for 
that purpose. The price of pota­
toes has declined to $1.75 or less, 
and it is only a question of g few 
days, if the tubers continue to ar­
rive, when there there will be no 
market at all.

The report of 326,000,000 bush­
els given by the government esti­
mate last week is now considered 
too low, and it is stated by those 
who should knpfw .that 375.V00.000 
hurhels would be more nearly 
correct Last year there was a 
err-' of 420,000,000 bushels, so that 
even with the higher estimate the 
outlook is a little better than last 
year. In every area producing 
winter stock the crop is turning 
out abundant. It Is certain that, 
the (present heavy shipments from 

section* will materially reduce 
supply sa that before the sea­

son ends there win he something 
of a scarcity.

NOT TO THE C.P.R.
(The Maritime Merchant Sept. 1, 1921)

Sir Joseph Flavelle is of the opinion 
or at least it is so reported, that the 
present system of railways operated 
by the Canadian Government can in 
course of time be made to pay. His 
plan of reorganization was outlined 
in a press despatch from Ottawa last 
week. Any opinion expressed by Sir 
Joseph on a business question may 
be accepted as worthy of confidence 
as he is a very able man. But it is 
not to support his recommendation, 
made to Mr. Meighen, the Premier, 
that we now defer to the railway 
question. Our reference to it is for 
the purpose of expressing the hope 
that the control of the railway lines 
now operated by the Government, 
may not pass into the hands of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway. The 
Canadian Pacific Railway is a mag 
nificent organization, every Canadian 
is proud of it, but nevertheless • we 
do not wish it to become the “Czar*' 
of Canadian transportation, for we 
believe such a thing would be bad for 
Canada, and ultimately for the C. 
P. R.

We read the other day of a Quebec 
politician w’ho advocated selling the 
w’hole Canadian National Railway 
system stock, lock and barrel, to Mr. 
Beatty, for the sum of $1.00 This 
offer we may say, is not so conspicu­
ous for the sum of intelligence which 
it indicates, as it is as an illustration 
of the foolish things that men will 
say in order to attract public attent­
ion. And yet we should not he sur 
prised to hear that there aie other 
people who are adverse to Govern­
ment operation of any public utility 
and who blame the whole railway 
difficulty at the present time on the 
fact that the administration of the 
service is not in private hands.

Now we confess that for ourselves 
wre are not strong on “Government 
ownership", but nevertheless we must 
be fair as to why the railway earnings 
on the Government lines are less than 
the operating expenses. We should 
say that if one portion of it is due to 
the difference between “private" man­
agement and “government” manage­
ment five other parts and more are 
due to things which no management 
either private or government could 
have remedied. Government oper­
ation on general principles may be an 
economic mistake, but who can say 
that it has been so proven by the 
test of the past seven years. The 
fact is that bad as the loss has been 
the injury to the country in all pro­
bability would have been ever so

ment. The satisfactory showing 
which this country made in transpor­
tation during the war might without 
such a change never have happened. 
We should not forget too that the job 
given to Mr. Hanna turned out to be 
one of the hardest if not the very 
hardest jobs ever given to any rail­
wayman since the world began. He 
may have made some mistakes, but 
let us not forget the magnitude of his 
undertaking.

The present Canadian National 
Railway system is a burden which 
the present generation inherited 
a result of the enterprise, call it 
that or something else of the differ­
ent Federal and Provincial Govern­
ments of this country for several 
previous decades. No doubt these 
Governments thought that they were 
acting wisely in following the policy 
of great railway expansions, at \ny 

rate there is no use in blaming them 
now’ or in trying to convince our­
selves that our situation is due in 
any large part to "Government oper­
ation” in recent years. The burden 
is ours today and the only thing for 
us is to bend our backs to the load. 
But Heavy as this burden is we do not 
believe it would he in the best inter­
ests of Canada and all Canadians 
to transfer the Canadian National 
Railway system to the Canadian 
Pacific Railway. It might seem an 
easy way out of present difficulties 
but two decades ahead or less, would 
show that a mistake had been made. 
This country is very much too large 
and its transportation interests too 
important to have its entire railway 
service placed in the control of one 
organisation, even though It be so 
magnificent a body as the Canadian 
Pacific Railways.
