One has not to go to far Molokai to 
witness that awful blight of the flesh, lep­
rosy. In Tracadie, N. B., that out of the 
wayspot in New Brunswick, on the shores 
of the great ocean, I saw sights that are 
calculated to make the soul sick indeed. 
Here are literally immured a score or more 
of wretches touched with a foulness, 
which, for no fault of their own, excludes 
them forever from the world. It is tme 
they are treated with more consideration 
than the lepers of Scriptural times who 
dwelt in the open sepulchres about Jeru­
salem, subsisting on the fragments that 
accidental charity dropped on the grounds 
in the wilderness. There is not heard 
from them that terrible cry as of a lost soul 
in the Dantean hell “Unclean! Unclean!” 
No, the lot of these unfortunates is made 
as endurable as the ghastly malady of 
which they are the victims will permit.

THE LAZARETTO.

The Dominion government has erected 
a commodious hospital on the banks of 
the Tracadie River, overlooking the gulf 
into which the slender streamlet falls. It 
would be difficult to find anywhere a love­
lier combination of “ streamlet and hill” 
than this. Would that one could forget 
the hopeless fate of these fellows. But alas! 
they are “ the world forgetting, by the 
world forgot. ” All that makes life worth 
enduring has been withdrawn from them.

Nevertheless it is pleasant to know that 
their lot is more endurable than it was 
years ago. When the Lazaretto was estab- 
ed about forty-five years ago, the poor 
creatures were lassoed like beasts, drawn 
by ropes and beaten with loug poles to 
force them toward the lazaretto. No one 
would touch them. They were tom from 
the bosom of their families, although in 
many cases they were the sole support of 
wife and children. The cottages which 
then constituted the hospital were filthy 
and uncared for. Males and females were 
cast together, and the contamination of. 
immortality was added to the other hor­
rors. Their food was laid down on tne 
ground, to be eaten where and when they 
chose. To the people in the surrounding 
country the name “ lazaretto ” was clothed 
with all the horrors of Gehena. Little 
wonder, then, that when a member of a 
family was attacked with the loathsome 
disease his relatives took every precaution 
to conceal his condition. It may well be 
supposed that this secrecy tended to spread 
the disease.

SELF-SACRIFICING SAMARITANS.

The condition of the lazaretto at length 
became a public scandal ; so much so that 
in 1868 it reached the ears of Sister St. 
John (Miss Viger), of the Hotel Dieu, 
Montreal. She volunteered to go and care 
for these poor outcasts. Others volunteers 
were asked for and every Sister in the 
house tendered her services. Seven were 
chosen, carefully instructed in the treat­
ment of leprosy, and then they started 
a mission compared with which the ta* 
of cleaning the Augean stables was a light 
one. They found the lazaretto a veritable 
abode of the dammed. But the Sisters 
cheerfully set to work and in a very few 
years everything was transformed. The 
goverment of New Brunswick, glad to 
have the scandal removed, provided all 
necessary funds for meeting the expenses 
of the institution. From being a loathsome 
charnel house it was transformed into a 
home.

SMOOTHING THEIR PATH TO DEATH.

The inmates and the house itself are 
kept scrupulously clean. Hired attend­
ants do all the manual work. The inmates 
have no tasks imposed on them. Their 
path to death is smoothed and relieved of 
cares. They have a small farm with which 
they may do what they choose. They have 
boats in which they may fish and trawl or 
simply idle away the summer days.

As to the origin of the disease, some find 
it in the deterioration caused by genera 
tions of intermarriage. The county of 
Gloucester, which is the seat of the dis­
ease, is settled by Acadian French and 
shut out to a large extent from the outside 
world by their different tongue. The 
little community married and intermarried 
until nearly everybody was related to 
everybody else. One story is that 140 years 
ago a barque from the coast of Syria was 
wrecked in the Gulf of St. Lawrence, just 
off the shores of Gloucester county. The 
rescued sailors stayed for some considerable 
time .with the Acadians, and from them 
the latter contracted the first case of lep­
rosy. Another version has it that a 
stranger hailing from Quebec was afflicted 
with the horror and left it as a leagey to 
his entertainers, while still another story 
is that the disease was contracted through 
some of the people eating putrid fish.

THE SCOURGE.

The disease is called leprosy, although 
it is probable that it is in many repsectg 
different from the leprosy which whiten­
ed the skin and rotted the hones of the 
Hebrews of old. But this is undoubtedly 
a malady of the same nature. It has been 
called by medical men Greek elephantiasis. 
A recent authority thus describes its 
symptoms :

“ The first indication of the disease is the 
appearance of tiny tubercles on the skin, 
and especially on the face. These increase 
from the size of a pin head to that of a 
hazle nut. The nose and lips become 
thickened and swollen, so that the mouth 
is distorted and the features unrecogniz­
able. The eyes droop, and eyelashes and 
eyebrows and sometimes the hair drops 
out. After a time the tubercles break, 
ulcerate and discharge, the disease eveu 
attacking the cartilage, and bone, and 
piece by piece joints and flesh fell off until 
death gives the sufferer freedom from his 
terrible lot. ”

The average duration of the diseasefrom 
the time the first symtoms are discovered 
until death ensues is about ten or twelve 
years.

MAY NOT BF INCURABLE.

The lazaretto was taken in charge of by 
the Dominion goverment in 1869, and Dr. 
Smith was placed in charge, who keeps a 
sharp lookout for infected persons.

In a conversation I had with the doctor 
he said : ,

“ I am not yet satisfied that the disease 
is incurable. I discharged one man from 
the hospital some years ago and he has 
had no return of the symptoms. Last 
year I discharged a girl who had been ad­
mitted to the lazaretto just as soon as the 
first symptoms of infection developed 
themselves. Still though these two are 
apparently free from the malady, I do not 
regard the cases as permanently cured, 
and I still hold them under close surveil­
lance. Of late the disease has been dying 
out in Tracadie, its original seat ; but out of 
the five new cases taken in last year one

was from Cape Breton and four from the 
parishes whiejh adjoin Tracadie — viz : 
Shippegan and Caraquet. I have traced a 
new focus to the bisease, situated between 
Shippegan and, Caraquet, and from this 
centre I have traced it to other settle­
ments. ”

The act which gives the doctor authority 
to segregate patients does not apply to the 
new hot-beds of the disease but he feels 
that as soon as he possesses that power he 
will be able to stamp it out entirely.

A CLEVER DIAMOND THIEF
A carriage drew up in front of a jewelry 

store in Vienna a lady dressed in black 
alighted and asked to be shown an assort­
ment of diamond rings, from which she 
selected one worth seventy-five florins. 
An hour later a stylish looking gentleman 
called at the same shop and asked to see 
the proprietor, whom he addressed as fol­
lows :

“ Sir, my name is Baron Von S. —, and 
I have come on a delicate errand. An 
hour ago a young lady dressed in mourn­
ing purchased a diamond ring from you, 
bnt at the same time she purloined anoth­
er valuable ring/’

The jeweler started in amazement, and 
the young gentleman produced the ring 
from his pocket, saying :

“ Allow me to return it to you with the 
request that you will keep the matter to 
yourself. The lady is my sister, and since 
the death of her husband she has been 
suffering from mental aberration. At 
every shop she goes to she tries to pocket 
unobserved any small article that takes 
her fancy. I suffer mortal agony when­
ever she contrives to leave the house. In 
conclusion I would entreat you in case 
she comes again and attempts to take any­
thing not to frighten the poor creature. I 
will make good the damage.”

The jeweler promised entire secrecy. 
Two days afterward the lady in black 
called again, and asked to see a number 
of diamond riugs, but did not make any 
purchase this time. The jeweler kept a 
sharp watch on his fair customer, but did 
not perceive anything unusual. However, 
when she had gone a diamond cross of 
very great value was found to be missing. 
The jeweler waited in vain for the baron 
to make his appearance and return the 
stolen property. No wonder, a baton of 
that name never existed.

HOT SUMMERS OF LONG AGO.
A German writer, dealing with certain 

prognostications of great summer heat, 
goes back for precedents. In 627, he says, 
the springs were dried up and men feinted 
with the heat. In 879 it was impossible 
to work in the open fields. In the year 
993 the nuts on the trees were “roasted” 
as if in a baker’s oven. In 1000 the rivers 
in France dried up and the stench from 
the dead fish and other matter brought a 
pestilence into the land. The heat in the 
year 1014 dried up the rivers and the 
brooks in Alsace-Lorraine. The Rhine 
was dried up in the year 1132. In the 
1152 the heat was so great that eggs could 
be cooked in the sand.

In 1227 it is recorded that many men 
and animals came by their death through 
the intern, heat. In the year 1303 the 
waters of the Rhine and the Danube were 
partially driefyjp, and people passed over 
on foot. The crops were burned up in the 
year 1394, and in 1538 the Seine and the 
Loire were as dry land. In 1556 a great 
drought swept through Europe. In 1614, 
in France, and even in Switzerland, the 
brooks and the ditches were dried up. 
Not less hot were the years 1646,1679 and 
1701. r

In the year 1715, from the month of 
March till October, not a drop of rain fell, 
the temperature rose to 38 degrees 
Reaumur, and in fevered places the fruit 
trees blossomed a second time, Extraor­
dinarily hot were the years 1724, 1747, 
1756 and 1811. The summer of 1815 was 
so hot (the thermometer standing at 40 
degrees Reaumnr) that the places of amuse­
ment had to be closed.

BRAZILIAN WOMEN.
Society in Brazil is divided into three 

distinct classes — the aristocrats, the mid­
dle and the lower classes. The ladies of 
the upper class are undeniable beautiful. 
They have raven black hair, white teeth 
and perfect forms ; and if it were not for 
the enormous amount of plaster-of-paris 
enamel with which they cover their feces 
they might have lovely, creamy complex­
ions. But their wondrous eyes are the 
chief and never-ending charm—large, 
dark, lustrous and full of expression, 
throwing more meaning into a single 
glance than an hour’s conversation could 
possibly convey; for, though attractive 
and captivating in their simplicity and 
grace, they may not be able to write a 
single sentence correctly — for the educa­
tion of women is not considered essential 
to their happiness. They learn embroid­
ery and music indifferently, and spend 
their lives in rocking-chairs and ham­
mocks, never reading a book of any de­
scription.

The girls are very fond of their dolls, 
taking them wherever they go, even to 
church ; and never give up playing with 
them until they are married, which is 
generally between the ages of twelve and 
sixteen years, thus early assuming the 
important and responsible duties of life. 
Young mothers, little more than twenty, 
with four or five small children, are no 
uncommon sight.

Brazilian ladies never go out, even in 
the daytime, without the family or a 
servant ; they seldom go out at all. They 
do not have gentlemen visitors, and if a 
young man who has been associated with 
a girl in childhood, or who by some ac­
cident is allowed to visit the family, be­
comes a lover, he is immediately ejected 
from the house and the courtship Jpro- 
ceeds from the balcony to the street. If 
notes are exchanged it is done secretly, 
never through the mail. Often a gentle­
man sees a lady for the first time on a 
balcony, at the opera or at church and 
fells in love with her. A courtship like 
the above ensues ; they become engaged, 
frequently without knowing more of each 
other than they can learn from inquiry ; 
know nothing of each other’s minds, 
tastes, character or dispositions. I was 
told of a gentleman who thus courted a 
girl for eight long years and left her three 
months after marriage.

If a Brazilian girl should walk with a 
gentleman not her relative in the daytime, 
it would ruin her.

If the lover desire an engagement to 
the ball or opera, or a promenade with 
his senora, he must first propose at head­
quarters, then seek her pleasure, and, if 
she accord, the whole family goes along.

Among the lower classes there are 
plenty of women who go about the streets 
with bare, brown feet thrust in small 
Turkish slippers whose heels clatter along 
the dusty pavement in the most slipshod 
style. These women lead simple, pur­
poseless lives, going to mass every morn­
ing, where they may be seen kneeling 
throughout the entire service, as no seats 
are provided in their churches. In the 
evening they are found sitting in groups 
on the ground, their nude children around 
them, smoking their long-stemmed pipes 
and gossiping with their neighbors or the 
passers-by. Their dress generally consists 
of one garment, a loose hanging skirt with 
straps over the shoulders, and reaching 
but little below the knee. Their arms 
and necks are always bare, and it makes 
not the slightest difference whether 
strangers are present or not. They seem 
perfectly happy and contented with their 
lives, and are always re..dy to chat with 
anyone they may happen to meet.

PRAIRIE PHILOSOPHY.

WENT DOWN TO DEATH.
A horrible accident occurred at Read­

ing, Pa., Aug. 23rd. shortly before 11 o’clock 
on the Mount Penn Gravity Railwoy, a 
mountain route encircling Mount Penn 
800 feet above the city of Reading. The 
road was opened five months ago and has 
been doing good business ever since. The 
cars were taken from a point on ths out­
skirts of the city to the top of the moun­
tain, a distance of five miles. On return­
ing the cars were allowed to go down the 
mountain by gravity, by way of another 
route, to the point of starting. In the 
afternoon a car containing about 18 pass­
engers was taken from the station to the 
top of the mountain. This consumed 
about 30 minutes. On the top of the 
mountain there is a high stone tower 
where the passengers were allowed to 
aiight and enjoy the scenery for 30 miles 
around.

There are different stories as to the 
cause of the accident, but it appears that 
when the tower was reached the point 
where the gravity portion of the road 
commences, the engine was detached and 
the car ran away while the passengers 
were still on beard. The distance to the 
point of stai ting is five miles, and it is 
estimated that this was covered by the 
runaway car in three minutes, the car 
attaining a fearful speed estimated at 80 
miles an hour. It remained on the track 
to the foot of the plane going around all 
the curves, while the passengers sh ricked 
in their fright and several jumped off.

When the car reached the station at the 
foot of the plane it jumped off the track 
and rolled down a 50-foot embankment, 
where it landed upsidd down with the 
passengers imprisoned inside. The great­
est excitement prevailed and soon a large 
crowd gathered. Doctors and the ambul­
ance were sent for and the dead and in­
jured removed. Four were taken out 
dead.

Norman B. Wisher of Reading, who was 
standing at the foot of the plane when 
the car came crashing down the mountain 
says he first heard a distant roar as of 
thunder, and looking up saw the car com­
ing down the mountain — but sticking to 
the track — at the rate of about a mile in 
45 seconds. He had barely time to recov­
er himself when the car like a lightning 
flash dashed bast the station and down 
the embankment 50 feet below. Mr. 
Wisher was the first on the ground. He 
says he found the car turned upside down 
the passengers all thrown into a confused 
mass, and that with the assistance of 
others who arrived he helped to carry 
out the dead and injured. There were 
about a dozen of the latter v ith broken 
limbs and battered heads, their clothing 
being covered with blood. Mr. Wisher 
said as the car fell the unit 3d shrieks of 
twenty voices addéd terror to the scene.

WAS COLUMBUS A JEW?

Jews figure prominently in the history 
of the discovery of America. The plans 
and calculations of Columbus’ expedition 
were largely the work of two Hebrew 

•astronomers and mathematicians. Two 
Jews were also employed as interpreters 
by Columbus, and one of them, Luiz de 
Torres, was the first European to set foot 
in the New World. When Columbus 
sighted the island of San Salvador he 
imagined that he was approaching a por­
tion of the East Asiatic coast, and he sent 
Torres, who was engaged for his know­
ledge of the Arabic, ashore to make en­
quiries of the natives. It was probably 
this Torres who was the Madrid Jew to 
whom Columbus bequeathed half a mark 
of silver in his will. Another curious 
feet, says the Jewish Wo: Id, is that it has 
curiously suggested—by Mr. Delitzch, we 
believe — that Columbus himself was a 
Jew or of Jewish birth. The name of 
Chistopher was frequently adopted by 
converts, while the surname, Colon, be­
longed to a distinguished family of Jew­
ish scholars. Chrisopher’s father, Diego, 
bore originally the Jewish name Jacob, 
which sounds surprisingly like Shem 
Kadose. Perhaps, during the coming 
celebrations, some jewish scholars in Italy 
will make enquiry into the validity of 
this daring suggestion.

The distance from the Atlantic to the 
Pacific is almost as great as from London 
to SL Petersburg; and from Niagara to 
the city of Mexico as for as from London 
to Siberia, yet the American railway 
journeys are accomplished with for fewer 
changes of carriages than is the case in 
Europe. Instead of village after village, 
town after town, nation after nation, the 
traveller across the prairie i of Canada 
knows that the vast plains through which 
he travels during a railway-car residence 
of several days, are a portion of one great 
nation; a young Frankenstein conjured 
into being by civilization, but without the 
terror of its prototype.

And yet (so freakish is prairie philoso­
phy) the great globe itself becomes small 
again when its people are considered. 
Wilkie-Collins and many others have re­
marked that the world is not so gfi?at but 
that we meet the same faces over and 
over again. Every traveller knows this to 
be true. Once in the jungle of Gujerath,
I and another, chance met, were the only 
travellers at a dark bungalow. On com­
paring notes about the old country, as 
Britishers always do in such cases, we dis­
covered we were near relatives, who had 
not met since childhood.

Fourteen years afterwards, I accident­
ally met in the city of Mexico, a person 
who proved to be equally related to the 
two of us, but unknown to either. I have 
travelled on many occasions on the great 
ocean steamships in both hemispheres, 
and never once without meeting an old 
schoolmate, or an old friend, or an ac­
quaintance of one sort or another. In al­
most every city I have visited, there have 
been similar rencontres, and the great 
Lone Land has not proved an exception,
“ Comme an sein du grand ocean, un hois 
flottant en rencontre un autre, ainsi les 
êtres se rencontrent un moment sur la 
terre ” was written a very long time ago, 
After all, this is not surprising. There 
are very few persons on the foce of the 
earth all things considered ; and when the 
large portion that a man cannot meet (say 
the dwellers in the interior of Africa and 
such places) is substracted from them, 
there are so few left, and these in such a 
limited space, that all our orbits must in­
tersect somewhere.

The whole population of the globe 
could stand shoulder to shoulder on the 
Isle of Wight.

The vast territories of Canada too, have 
been so easily overcome by the surveyor, 
that their limits seem not far apart, 
Americans are proud of planning their 
cities in blocks so arranged and numbered, 
that, given the number of the house and 
the street sought, no inquires are neces­
sary to go directly to it from any other 
part of the city. But imagine an empire 
stretching from the latitude of Constant! 
nopole to the ice fields of the Arctic seas, 
blocked out. Imagine Europe so ^mapped 
out, that a person could find his way 
direct from Paris to a hut in Russia with­
out once enquiring his way. Yet such is 
the case in Canada. — Westminister Re 
view, London, July.

HE CAPTURED TWO ASSASSINS.
James P. Giles, an ex-deputy marshal, 

has captured the remaining two men who 
assassinated James T. Middeton near Har­
lan Court House, Ky. Giles was with 
Middleton when murdered. Middleton 
was one of the wealthiest men in that 
section, and, Giles says, was killed for an 
old quarrel over lands.

Giles and Middleton were riding quietly 
along when they saw something unusal by 
the roadside. This proved to be a screen 
of boughs, from which a moment later a 
shot came. Middleton dropped over dead, 
but Giles escaped. Suspicion centered on 
the members of the Howard gang, and on 
Wednesday a posse captured William 
McGraw, Enos Scott and James Howard, 
and they were held on the evidence pre­
sented.

That night, as Giles was returning from 
Harlan, he stopped at a negro saloon to 
collect a debt. There he found Granville 
Fee and Wilson Scott, both heavily armed. 
Scott was under indictment for a murder 
commited six months ago, and Fee was 
suspected of taking part in killing of 
Middleton. He made himself at home 
with the men. Scott was lying on a bed 
with his Winchester beside him. Giles, 
in a jocular way, offered him a drink, and 
as Scott turned the bottle to his lips, Giles 
seized the Winchester and covered both 
the men. He then made the negro bind 
them with a rope, and through a blinding 
rain led them over the- mountain to a 
magistrate, who held them under bonds.

AND NOW THE BAHAMAS.

Sir Ambrose Shea is here endeavoring 
to obtain steam communication between 
Canada and the Bamhamas. He tells a 
glowing story of the purchasing power of 
the colonists and there increasing exports, 
Their whole trade is now practically with 
the United States, and their sole communi­
cation is with New York. Sir Ambrose 
thinks Canada could supply the Bahamas 
with nearly everything they require, while 
the Dominion would obtain its supply of 
fibre there. This trade could be opened 
up by naming Nassau as a port of call 
by the subsidised steamers running to the 
West Indies. Sir Ambrose will go to 
Ottawa to urge this upon the Government. 
He is most enthusiastic over the success 
and prospects of the fibre industry, which 
he declares will, in the future, command 
the cream of the world’s market. The Gov­
ernor is also very anxious to lay a cable be­
tween Florida and Nassau. Asked as to the 
advisability or probability of England ced­
ing the Bahamas to the United States for 
the greater comity of the two nations, gir 
Ambrose said it was not a living question, 
and declared that the people of the 
Bahamas were the most loyal in the 
empire.

A LITTLE BOY'S SHREWDNESS.
Charles S. is a very bright boy and never 

at any loss for an excuse. He is also somc- 
thiug of a naturalist. Walking along with 
a young lady one day he heard a tree toad 
suddenly begin its shrill chirp. “It will' 
rain within twenty-four hours,” he an­
nounced, oracularly. “That is a sure sign 
—never known to fail.” His prediction 
was received in good faith, but after 
twenty-four hours of remarkably pleasant 
weather he was taken to task about his 
prediction. “Oh, well,” he replied in­
stantly, in an injured tone, “the tree toad 
lied. I am not responsible for his morals.” 
Another time, having been requested to 
perform some little service he came to re­
ceive his reward. His father offered him 
his choice between a silver dime and an 
old fashioned copper cent. “I have always 
been taught to take the smallest piece,” 
he remarked, gravely, pocketing the dime.

The cost of a single round trip across 
tiie Atlant ic and back of one of the great 
ocean steamships must tie from $20,000 to 
$50,000, says a New York despatch to the 
Philadephia ,Press, the last.figure being 
often too small for such a lioat as the 
“Teutonic,” the“City of New York,” or the 
“ Columbia.” The former vessel turned 
into smoke full $7500 worth of coal on her 
last passage to New York or about $1200 
each day. If she had been going to Liver­
pool, instead of from that city, the Ameri­
can coal that would have been used up in 
getting the same amount of power would 
have cost about $10,000. Steamship men 
claim that she must have burnt $10,000 
worth of Welsh coal anyhow, and are not 
inclined to accept any lower estimate. 
The “Columbia” on her record-beating 
journey across the ocean,averaged 345 tons 
daily, or twenty tons more than the 

Teutonic’s ” oificers say she consumed, 
while the Inman officers admit that the 
“ City of New York ” burned 350 tons of 
coal a day in her last voyage. The coal 
bill,of course,is the biggest item of expense 
in fitting out a crack steamer for a trip 
across the Atlantic, though

tiie “feed bill.” 

as the puisers call it,makes a good second. 
Every hour taken of the record means a 
decrease in this important item, too, for it 
is estimated that four pounds Of meat are 
consumed per minute on a voyage with an 
average summer passenger list. On some 
steamers the “ feed bill ” exceeds the coal 
bill, but not on the greyhouds that make 
the journey in six days or better. All the 
boats are provisioned for a fifteen days 
trip, so that, in the event of an accident, 
the bill of fere will not be slighted. The 
steward makes his purchases after scanning 
the passenger list the day before sailing. 
The slaughter houses along the Hudson 
get the order for meat thirty-six hours be­
fore the vessel sails, and they go to work 
at once killing the cattle- A full passenger 
list would compel the steward to put into 
the refrigerators about eighty thousand 
pounds of fresh beef and half that amonnt 
of mutton, 500 pounds of com beef, 600 
fowls, 250 chickens 80 turkeys, 50 brace 
grouse, 1500 pounds of fish, 2600 pounds 
of ham, and 500 of bacon. Besides these 
there are proportional amounts of other 
kinds of meat, so that nothing will be 
missing from the table that could be found 
on the menu of any first-class hotel on 
land. The meat disposed of, the ship’s 
steward gives out his orders for

TIIE OTHER NECESSARIES.

Ten tons of potataes go into big bins that 
look like caverns, and truckloads of other 
vegetables are dumped beside them. Five 
or six hundred quarts of milk are sent on 
board the morning of sailing,together with 
about 9000 eggs and 900 pounds of butter. 
For obvious reasons these are not deliver- 
until the last moment. A single trip uses 
up 250 pounds of tea also, double that 
amount of coffee,and 1200 pounds of sugar. 
Besides these staple articles of the table 
there are dozens of dainties sure to be 
called for by epicurean passengers and 
which the steward cannnt afford to be “just 
out of.” There are four regular meals on 
ship board every day, but the tables are 
are always supplied with fruits, and nuts, 
etc. These disappear so rapidly that the 
steward estimates three orangeos daily per 
passenger,two and one half apples,and one 
lemon. The bread, biscuits, and pies are 
all made on board the vessel, and several 
tons of flour disappear on a voyage. The 
cost of manning the vessel comes next. 
The big ones average 300 men, all told. 
Their pay ranges from $400 to $500 a month 
for the captain to $15 for the “ helpers.” 
Thirty dollars might be a fair avergae. 
That would mean $9000 for the 300 men 
per month, and few vessels average more 
than a round trip each month the year 
through. These three items of coal, food, 
and crew, therefore, foot up over $35,000 
for

across the Atlantic and back. In addition 
to these, however, the cost of maintaining 
docks on both sides of the ocean, offices in 
all the principal cities, and making re- 
.pairs to the vessels, eat up another $10,000 
during every voyage, and often more than 
that. Where does the money come from? 
That it does come in is evidenced by the 
prosperity of nearly all the ocean lines. 
The Hamburg American company paid 12 
per cent, on its $10,000,000 capital last 
year, and the White Star is said to have 
done as welL The French line has al­
ways been a great money earner. The 
agent of one line said the other day thata 
full cabin list on the crack steamers paid 
all the expenses. This means four or five 
hundred passengers who average $90 
apiece in fair and money spent on ship­
board. That would be nearly $40,000 
from the saloon cabin alone. Some of the 
boats average 750 steerage passengers 
westward bound at $20 each, whicli would 
represent an additional $15,000 income.

FREIGHTS ON THE GREYHOUNDS
seldom run over $3,000, because passengers 
take up all the room. Then Uncle Sam 
and Queen Victoria make up a purse of 
$2,500 for carrying the mails on each 
voyage. The totals would .then read: 
From cabin passengers, $40,000 ; steerage, 
$15,000; freight, $3,000; mails, $2,500; 
total, $60,500. This would be for only a 
single trip, too, from Liverpool to New 
York, and if the vessel were equally full 
going back, the companies would be coin­
ing money. But the figures given above 
represent the highest that are obtained by 
any of the lines, and they are often cut in 
two during nine months of the year. At 
other times the passenger list is short, and 
not more than two hundred names are on 
it. They have to be taken care of as well 
as if double the number were on board, 
however, and it is this that eats up the 
bigprofit made by all the lines in the sum­
mer season. The loss of such a vessel as 
the Oregon, which was sunk in New 
York harbor, cuts the stockholders out of 
a dividend, too, and the accident to the 
City of Paris, which the Inman record 
breaker took ‘into dry docks with her 
last spring not to yield it up until the 
Teutonic, brushed off thirteen minutes, 
has lost to the Inman people full half a 
million.

idea. The mere pressure of the head up­
on the pillow is sufficient to start out 
“Annie Rooney” or “Marguerite.” They 
are of French manufacture, and run in 
price all the way from $8000 to $3,000 
apiece. ,
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THE VICTORIA ELECTION.

The result of the election in Victoria is 
disappointing, and ye venture to think, is 
to be regretted in the interest of the county 
itself, which has for the present lost the 
services of a very capable and highly res* 
pec ted representative. There are fe\# 
members in the legislature having the 
business capabilities which Mr. Baird un­
doubtedly possesses, and during the five 
or six years he held a seat in the house, 
his personal influence and the esteem in 
which he was regarded on all sides, have 
continually increased. While we regret 
Mr. Baird’s defeat on many grounds, we 
do not regard the «event as having any 
political significance, either as indicating 
the feeling of the people of Victoria 
county toward the government, or as 
materially effecting the relative strength of 
the government and opposition party. 
The contest was very largely a personal 
one between Messrs. Baird and Porter, and 
with the exception of the feeling indus­
triously worked up against the local gov­
ernment on account of the dominion fish­
ery regulations, which prohibit spearing 
and netting, and the four rod reservation, 
there was no evidence of even the slightest 
antagonism to the government. Mr. Baird 
was elected in January last by a very 
small majority of nineteen votes, and the 
present result follows upon a transfer of 
fourteen votes from Baird to Porter ; cer­
tainly not a stampede in any sense from 
either Baird or the government in a total 
of 1700 votes in the county.

The opposition press pretend to regard 
the election of Porter as evidence of a 
great change of public sentiment hostile 
to the government since January last. 
Nothing could be more absurd. It may be 
there is such a change as the office and 
patronage seekers declare, but we have not 
yet had any evidence of it and a difference 
of fourteen votes in 1700 is not sufficient 
to alarm anybody. The truth is our op­
position friends are booming this victory 
for a vast deal more than it is worth. To 
judge of the actual value of the so called 
revulsion in public sentiment, make a 
little calculation, and it will be found that 
it would just take twenty-eight years to 
change the government majority in York 
county, in the last election, to a minority. 
By the time that number of years shall 
have rolled round, the Gleaner will have 
been forgotten and Mr. Gregory will have 
ceased from pursuing the object of his 
malice and hate.

The election in Victoria outside of the 
parish of Lome, which ^ast month gave 
Porter a majority of twenty and in Jan­
uary gave Baird a majority of nineteen, 
was very nearly, if not entirely, a personal 
contest This is shewn by the fact that in 
January when Porter also ran as a sup­
porter of the government, his vote was 
substantially the same as he now received, 
except in two polling places, other than 
Lome, in one of which he made a gain, 
and in the other a corresponding loss, 
Baird’s vote, outside of Lome, being 
eighteen or twenty higher than in Jan­
uary last. We are now gravely told by 
the newspapers which have had the gov­
ernment defeated twice a week since the 
general election, that Mr. Blair’s death 

* knell is now sounded. Our esteemed 
friends, we venture to predict, will find the 
death knell preceding the government 
decease an unusually long time ; and we 
would advise the Gleaner not to make 
early preparations for doing government 
printing in anticipation of its St. John 
friends getting into power.

All the opposition harangues on the 
subject of stumpage, white wash bill and 
kindred large questions of government 
policy, only had the effect of adding to 
Baird’s vote so that the only thing re­
mained was to ring in the changes on the 
fisheries. The pledge was unconditionally 
made by these leaders of opposition on 
the public platform, that the opposition 
party, if it got into power, would repeal 
the four rod reservation and generally 
reverse the policy of the government. 
Anything is promised and these gentlemen 
are willing to do anything to get hold 
of office. We shall have something to say 
about the opposition attitude on the 
fisheries later.

Mr. Gregory went to Victoria also. It 
is tme he holds no recognized public 
position and can get no constituency ; but 
he does hold a brief to abuse and slander 
the attorney general, and at all hazards 
pull him and his government down. It is 
nothing to Mr. Gregory that when every 
other door in the city was closed to him: 
Mr. Blair’s was open. The malignant bit­
terness of his nature must have vent and 
past fevors are to be forgotten in the 
frenzy of his present hate. Of all the 
opposition speakers who invaded the 
county, Messrs. Gregory and Atkinson 
were the only persons who had the hardi­
hood to bring up and repeat the Leary 
dock charges. Thus we have the outside 
and the inside parents of the accusation 
rehashing the exploded story where they 
thought the people could not have heard 
the facts. As for Mr. Gregory who foully 
assumes every man against whom he has 
a feeling to be depraved, we are not sur­
prised. His life work now is to hound 
his benefactor; but Dr. Atkinson, we 
would suppose, had some little character 
to lose. Dr. Atkinson would willingly 
have signed the committee’s report last 
winter wholly exonerating the attorney 
general if the report had not contained a 
censure upon him for making the change ; 
and notwithstanding Mr. Hanington, 
whose course all through the inquiry was 
that of a bully, repeatedly stated in the 
house that he was glad the attorney gen­
eral had come so entirely clear out of the 
investigation, he (Dr. Atkinson) as well as 
Mr. Gregory, made this one of their staple 
grounds of attack.

The defeat of Mr. Baird in the Tobique 
river parishes naturally raises a doubt as 
to the desire of the people of those 
parishes for the construction of the 
Tobique Valley railway. It is, to say the 
least, a poor return for the untiring efforts 
their member had put forward to secure 
this subsidy, and an inference might feirly 
be drawn that the people were more 
anxious to punish Mr. Baird for some 
trifling shortcoming on his part, as their 
representative ; or the government for the 
fancied wrong it had done them in respect 
of the fisheries than they were to have 
the iron horse steaming up their fertile 
valley at an early day. It may be that no 
such indifference exists ; but that the 
opposition orators who, to the number of 
more than half a dozen, were denouncing 
the government préposai as a sham 
throughout the campaign, succeeded in 
convincing the people that it was only an 
electioneering scheme, intended to be 
abandoned as soon as the election was 
over. However, this may be and however

much the people of the Tobique river 
themselves deserve to be taken at their 
word, we are well assured no such con­
sideration will influence the action of the 
government ; and that having decided to 
ask the legislature to promote this railway 
upon its merits and with the conviction 
that the interest of the whole province 
justify the undertaking, there will be no 
retracing of its steps. Any person who 
has traversed the Tobique country must 
have been impressed with the magnifi­
cent possibilities there awaiting develop­
ment. To say the soil is easily cultivable 
and fertile is to indulge in meagre praise 
of the great valley. There is probably 
nothing so rich or beautiful in any part of 
our fair dominion, as the broad meadows 
slopes and intervales of this magnificent 
valley and the uplands on either side are 
as level and-fertile as the intervales. It is 
in this direction that the future settle­
ment of the province must be directed, 
and so long as there are thousands of 
acres of surpassingly fertile soil within its 
limits, it is a reproach to our people that 
they should pass beyond our borders in 
search of suitable lands upon which to 
settle and make their homes. There is 
only one way in which this section of the 
province can be or will be brought 
within reach of the settler, and that is by 
building the railway already projected 
and partly built. If this government shall 
have done nothing else than to assist this 
important work it will earn the grateful 
acknowledgments of every enlightened 
and patriotic citizen.

The election is now over, and a by no 
means too scrupulous body of oppon­
ents of the government, whose only in­
spiration is a thirst for office, has suc­
ceeded for the present in deluding the 
people in Victoria county ; but the gov­
ernment is not thereby exonerated from 
carrying out the enlightened policy upon 
which it has embarked. We wish to see 
the efforts the government have hereto­
fore unsuccessfully made to come to some 
understanding with the N. B. railway 
company, with regard to the settle­
ment of the company’s lands, renewed 
as soon as these lands pass into the hands 
of the C. P. R. company ; and we hope 
that concerted action in this direction 
on the part of the government and com­
pany may be possible so that the great 
forming belt, forty miles wide, running 
back from the St. John river on its eastern 
bank, may be penetrated with roads and 
opened up for settlement. This is a 
more important question for this country 
than the petty squabbles, personal bitter­
nesses and scramble for office, which go to 
make up the local politics of the province.

That prince of purists, who scents and 
enjoys a scandal as a crow does carrion, 
has made another discovery. It is mar­
vellous with what unction Mr. Gregory 
lights upon these scandals. Notv the scene 
is laid in Victoria county, and Mr. Baird 
is the only culprit named, although we 
are publicly assured by Mr. Gregory that 
the house of assembly is a den of thieves. 
It is charged, as nearly as we can under­
stand it, that last winter Mr. Baird de­
manded and procured from three or four 
of the directors of the Tobique Valley 
railway company a written pledge to pay 
him $3,000 out of the subsidy, when he 
should succeed in obtaining it, with which 
to purchase the support of three members 
of the legislature to the bill for a subsidy. 
Mr. Gregory did not furnish the people of 
Victoria with any authority for the state­
ment, except that he said he had in a 
public meeting challenged Mr. Stewart, 
the president of the company, to say 
whether it was true or not, and that Mr. 
Stewart had made no reply. Hon. Mr. 
Mitchell, who came into the meeting 
while Mr. Gregory was speaking, imme­
diately demanded him to know if (assum­
ing what he said was true, and he knew 
nothing about it) he (Gregory) presumed 
to charge or insinuate that any such 
arrangement was made with the know­
ledge, privity or consent of a single 
member of the government. To which 
Mr. Gregory replied that he did not, but 
that his charge was against Mr. Baird. 
Without ourselves having any knowledge 
or means of knowledge on the subject, we 
make no statement at present further than 
to say that it is in entire accordance with 
its idea of decency and foir play that the 
Gleaner should now declare the govern­
ment guilty of gross criminality in this 
transaction. We are told that a committee 
of inquiry is to be demanded next session 
on the subject. This no one can have the 
slightest objection to and is not a course 
of procedure from which the government 
has anything to fear. In the meantime 
the Gleaner has convicted and is trying 
hard to execute the people it proposes 
hereafter to have tried. A very fitting il­
lustration of true Jed wood justice : first, 
the execution, then the conviction and 
lastly the trial.

TOO MUCH HURRY.

The Western States of the union are 
suffering from the effects of too great a 
hurry on the part of their founders. Times 
are very hard over large areas, and poor 
as the crop is and with the prospect of 
very high prices for almost all kinds of 
produce, formers are rushing their grain 
into the market with all speed. From 
Texas to the Canadian frontier comes the 
story of short crops and a heavy burden of 
debt. It is not necessary to go for for a 
reason for the indebtedness of the Western 
farmers : They were in too much of a hurry. 
The prairie land was highly fertile and 
easily worked. By operations were there­
fore the rule. Money was plentiful, and 
almost the first thing they raised was a loan 
at high interest. The primitive fertility of 
the land has been exhausted and the 
formers have not been able to renew it, 
but the interest in the mortgages stands at 
the old figures, and hundreds of formers 
are struggling to keep a roof over their 
heads, who would be better off if they 
could throw their hard made property up­
on the hands of the mortgagees and start 
anew somewhere else. Of course there are 
hundreds of others who are not so situat­
ed ; but if the unfortunate class are not in 
a majority,they form a very large minority. 
The prodigality of the settlers in the 
Western States has been phenomenal and 
they are reaping the consequences now. 
Their embarrassment is only temporary. 
Those who can hold on will find fortune 
again fovor them, except in those cases 
where the crop-producing ability of the 
land has been exhausted ; but in the mean­
time there is a groat deal of discomfort if 
not of actual suffering. The condition of 
the average former of the Western States 
is not nearly so good as that of the average 
farmers in New Brunswick.

IMMIGRATION TO THE UNITED 
STATES.

Immigration continues to pour into the 
United States at an undiminished rate. 
Unfortunately this is no longer an evi­
dence of increasing prosperity. The new 
comers from the British Isles and Germany 
usually brought more or less money with 
them, and almost without exception ap­
plied themselves to such occupations as 
tended to advance the material interests 
of the country. They were also to some 
extent, often to a very considerably ex­
tent, educated, and had correct views as 
to the rights of citizenship. At least they 
had the instinct of self-government. The 
majority of immigrants are no longer of 
this class, being for the most part the re­
fuse of Southern Europe, whose ideas, 
moral, social, financial and political, are 
very crude, to say the least of it. Castelar, 
the great Spanish democrat, said not long 
since, that he feared any movement which 
would bring abouta republic in Spain, be­
cause the people were not prepared for it. 
If the people are unprepared for self-gov­
ernment in the Iberian peninsula, they 
are even less so in Italy ; and what shall 
we say of the Arabs, the Moors, the 
Turks, the Armenians, the this, that and 
the other nationalities, representatives of 
which pass the New York barge office 
nearly every day. These people come to 
America not to build up the country ; but 
to prey upon it. They do not look at it 
in that light ; neither do the locusts which 
alight on the former’s fields and consume 
the crop. Within comparatively recent 
years it has been noised abroad all around 
the Mediterranean that wealth was to -be 
picked up on the streets, the roads and 
by-ways of America. To the half-en­
slaved peasant or non-descript laborer, 
whose earnings were infinitesmal and un­
certain at that, the chance to do as he 
likes and to earn a dollar is the acme of 
earthly ambition. So they come in hordes, 
and the wise laws of the United States, 
which stop at the frontier an educated 
clergyman or a skilled mechanic, who 
comes to the country under an agreement 
to do certain work for certain pay, per­
mits this ignorant and semi-civilized ava­
lanche to rush on unimpeded. No doubt 
in time the great crucible of American 
life will succeed in combining these un­
favorable elements with others and pro­
duce a race adapted for the exercise of 
self-government ; but the process will be a 
slow one, and in the meantime many 
things may happen, which will show the 
process to be not unattended with danger. 
It is very unfortunate that, at the time 
when the exhaustion of the arable public 
domain forces home upon the considera­
tion of the people a new set of problems, 
these undesirable immigrants should be 
pouring in, in greater numbers than ever 
before. It will be a tough piece of busi­
ness to make citizens out of them.

CANADIAN NEWS.
The Week’s Events In Brief The Cream 

of our Exchanges.

We take the. following from the St. 
Andrews Beacon :

President Harrison, of the New Bruns­
wick university, is coming in for a large 
share of abuse from the local government 
press. We do not know the reason for this 
sudden onslaught on Dr. Harrison, but it 
may safely be laid at the door of “ politics,” 
we think.

This is a very extraordinary statement 
for our contemporary to make, and though 
well intended is likely to do very little 
good. Dr. Harrison has' not given the 
least reason for anyone to criticize him on 
political grounds, and we might remind 
the Beacon that it is possible for a paper 
to be sincere occasionally in its criticism.

TRADING IN PROTESTS.
The opposition press are asserting that 

offers have been made by the government 
party to trade any outside election petition 
for the one in York. This is utterly un­
true. We invite them to name a person 
friendly to the government from whom 
such a proposition has emanated.

Rumors of a dissolution continue in the 
air, although they are contradicted every 
day or so by those who ought to know. 
The latest story comes from Ottawa by 
way of Boston, and is to the effect that 
Sir John Macdonald, fearing the growth 
of the feeling for reciprocity, will appeal 
to the people before Christmas. But to 
assume that Sir John is opposed to reci­
procity is to take considerable for granted. 
The pretnier has never so declared him­
self, ahd he is quite free, if it-suits his 
purposes to do so, to go to the furthest 
extreme in removing all barriers in the 
way of trade between the United States 
and Canada. If the Hitt resolution passes 
congress and Canada is offered the alter­
native of a comprehensive reciprocitytreaty 
in exchange for the high duties proposed 
by the McKinley tariff bill, it is open to 
Sir John, for all that can be quoted against 
him from his public utterances, to accept 
the invitation extended by the resolution, 
The great' obstacle in the way of such trade 
arrangements as will most rapidly de­
velops the resources of Canada is not Sir 
John Macdonald himself, but the great 
debt which is the outcome of his admins- 
t ration.

The Herald would be glad to hear 
what the Moncton Times has to say in re­
gard to the superior purity with which 
the opposition conduct their election cam­
paigns. According to the principle ap­
plied by our opposition Mends to govern­
ment supporters, the late lamented M. P. 
P. Stevens, the yellow valise pilgrim, was 
surely an impostor ; and the pugnacious 
Powell, simply a political, delusion and 
snare. This amiable pair of gentlemen 
did not time their actions with sufficient 
nicety ; for we read that the court opened 
and ohe witness declined to swear that he 
bought votes, for fear of- being indicted, 
and two others swore that they themselves 
were paid for their votes. These interest­
ing disclosures were summarily ended by 
Mr. Powell rising and producing a tele­
gram stating that his resignation and that 
of Mr. Stevens had been filed in the secre­
tary’s office ; but in the meantime their 
supporters had experienced a mauvaise 
quatre heure.

The Restigouche Pioneer puts down 
both feet upon the little up-town daily in 
this fashion :

“ The Fredericton Gleaner, edited by 
J. H. Crockett is just now pouring its 
wrath upon the devoted head of Hon. A. 
G. Blair, its old time friend. We have no 
use for an organ that would slander a man 
who in times that are past stood by it 
financially and assisted it to live. The 
Gleaner is a monopolistic subsidized press 
and seeks to inoculate the public mind 
with the views of such political failures as 
Geo. F. Gregory, who is followed only by 
a few such men as H. T. Stevens and D, 
L. Hanington, creatures who inaugurate 
political schemes and live upon the boodle 
secured by their political piracies. How 
the Gleaner can ever expect the high 
minded electors of York county to follow 
such a man as Gregory, and desert such a 
man as Hon. A. G. Blair we cannot for the 
life of us imagine.”

It is suggested that Fredericton wants a 
park. Perhaps so ; but Fredericton is a 
park. Odell’s grpve could be made a very 
attractive place with the expenditure of 
money enough ; and if there are any gentle­
men who feel disposed to invest their 
surplus friends in buying and ornament­
ing it, The Herald has not a word to 
say, except that they will do the town 
more good, if they invest their cash in 
something that will give permanent em­
ployment to labor. Business, not style, 
is what this town needs most.

To a disinterested outsider it is a mat­
ter of surprise how very deliberate the 
people of St. John are over the questions 
arising out of the feet that their city is 
the eastern terminus of the Canadian 
Pacific railroad. They are all at sixes and 
sevens. One would suppose that political 
and party feeling could be lost eight of by 
our neighbors for a little while at least ; 
but it seems out of the question.

He believes 
that his subordinates, and not the gen­
eral himself, were guilty of looting,

Mrs. Pitre, 105 years, was in Bathurst 
the other day, having, as she said, a look 
at the place before she died.. She is ex­
ceedingly smart, has a good memory and 
bids fair to add a few years more to her al­
ready advanced age. She has not’been 
in Bathurst for fifteen years, although 
she lives but three miles distant 

At noon on Sunday connection was suc­
cessfully made between the two ends of 
theJGrand Trunk railway tunnel under 
the St. Clair river. A large augur hole 
was bored through the remaining distance, 
ten feet, and this enabled the men work­
ing in the Canada end to talk to their 
fellow-workmen in the Americad end.

The Earl of Aberdeen arrived in Mon­
treal on Tuesday and will remain a few 
days. He will then proceed to Ottawa, 
Toronto and Hamilton. After a trip 
across the continent, he will return to 
England, having been absent four months. 
There is a rumor here that he will be the 
next governor-general.

Two St. Stephen boys abroad have Recent­
ly met with accidents in their work as rail­
way brakeman. James E. Rosborough, 
on the Boston and Maine line, lost a part 
of his right thumb in the freight yard at 
Lynn; and Dyson Raine had his hand 
badly jammed at putnam, on theN.( Y. & 
N.E. road .

Henry F. Moore, editor of the Mark 
Lane Express, a formers’ magazine, and 
agricultural editor of the Times, is in 
Montreal. He left for Ottawa to recently 
and will proceed to the northwest to 
investigate the condition of the crops on 
behalf of his papers, and to obtain ma­
terial for a paper to be read before the 
Royal colonial institute.

Wm. Vaughan, president of the Mexican 
association, London, England, is on his 
way to the Pacific epast, where he will, if 
circumstances prove favorable, invest fifty 
thousand pounds in town lots. He will 
also inspects the Grand Trunk rolling 
stock in the interest of English Share­
holders who have heard reports of the 
superior equipment of the Canadian 
Pacific.

“ We believe, ” says Le Canadien, “ that 
Mr. Mercier may go to Paris about the 
end of September to float a new loan. 
Some of his friends fix the amount at $5, 
000,000. Others, and we fcetieve that the 
latter are better informed, state that from 
$8,000,000 to $10,000,000 will be required 
to carry out the schemes spoken of by Mr. 
Mercier, and also to pay the obligations 
now due and the floating debt. ”

Work is agai ^progressing at the Britton 
mine, that is, work in the shaft* The ma­
chinery for pumping, etc., » now com­
pleted, and is workipg splendidly. On 
Friday the mine being pumped out, blast­
ing was commenced again, and it is the 
intention of the company to run thé shaft 
down as fast as possible. The stir around 
the mine now begins to look like business, 
an assurance than which no better could 
be given that the company are fully de­
termined to see what there is in it.

A. A. Knudson, electrician of the east­
ern electric company, has returned to St- 
John from a two weeks’ visit to New York 
and Toronto. While away he made 
arrangements for all the necessary plant 
and machinery not before purchased, and 
it will be there in a short time. Workmen 
will commence next week wiring buildingg 
for the incandescent light and for motor 
power. Work on the power station is being 
pushed along, and the excavations are 
about now completed and the work of 
building the foundations is well under way.

A case of poisoning has come to light 
at Montreal. A man named McPherson 
is alleged to have slowly poisoned his wife 
with strychnine. The pair met inTheiss’ 
restaurant in Sixth avenue, New York, 
and after being married came to Montreal. 
The husband was discovered to be un­
faithful and quarrels between himself and 
his wife ensued. She was suddenly taken 
ill and upon analysis strychnine was 
found in her food. The husband and the 
strange woman have disappeared and the 
police have little hope of apprehending 
them.

A special from Amherst says : — The 
store of John L. Pye & Son, Tidnish, in 
this county, was burglarized Sunday night 
and $1,025 is cash taken ;\the money was 
in an envelope lying on the bottom of the 
safe ready for mailing morning ; $35 
in the cash box was untouched. Entrance 
was effected through a bam which is at­
tached to the shop and the back door of 
the latter. Mr. Pye and his family sleep 
over the shop. The safe was opened with 
a duplicate key, which was left on the 
floor. Envelopes were found 30. yards 
from the store. The amount represented 
July sales paid Friday and Saturday.

There is considerable talk at Campbell- 
ton over the reported elopment of the 
youngest daughter of a prominent railroad 
official, who has been at the Inch Arran 
for some time. She fell in love with 
Morris Bateman a young coachman who 
drives for Jas. Steward, of Dalhousie. 
They eloped and intended to go to the 
states last week but were caught this 
morning. Miss Schrieber’s sisters tele­
graphed to the police all over the country 
and the affair created great excitement in 
Restigouche. Miss Schrieber is about four­
teen years of age and is quite attractive. 
She believes that “ she will die if she can­
not be allowed to marry that man. ”— 
Globe.

One of the meanest acts probably ever 
perpetrated in this country was done a 
week ago five miles from Canterbury sta­
tion, and, if the perpetrator is found, he 
should be severely dealt with. A former 
named Gallagher has a form situated at the 
above place and is ill able to afford a loss. 
On Saturday some miscreant visited his 
farm and scattered poison, on the grass. 
The poison, Mr. Gallagher said,was of 
such a nature that his cows became raven­
ous, and even tried to dig up the earth to 
eat it. On Sunday five cows died. Mr. 
Gallagher has made a complaint to the 
authorities, and he was directed to have 
the stomachs of the cows analyzed. The 
local government will be asked to take 
the matter in hand. Suspicion rests on a 
man who was seen around Mr. 
form.

FOREIGNJEWS.
Summary of the Press Telegrams From 

all Parts of the World.

Mrs. Mary Wilson,with her babe in her 
arms, was in the cemetery at Carbonada, 
Wash., sitting on the grave of one of her 
children, when a tree fell and killed the 
women and child.

Michael Baxter has informed the inhabi­
tants of Basle that the world will certainly 
come to an end at 3 p. m. on March 5th, 
1896, and that 144,000 select mortals will 
be taken straightway to heaven.

The Transvaal Observer says that Portu­
gal desires to sell Lourene Marques to the 
Transvaal government for £6,000,000 and 
Gen. Joubert has gone to Europe on behalf 
of the Transvaal government to obtain 
the necessary consent of England.

A duel to the death-took place at Row­
land, Ky., between Robert Ferguson and 
Boyd Hamilton, two,railway firemen. 
Both fell dead at the first fire. Ferguson 
accused Hamilton of talking about his 
wife.

Amsterdam is appalled at the charges 
preferred against Mile. Aefta Ruyport, a 
distinguished professor of music. It is 
said that she is a murderous monomaniac 
and that, among others, she has poisoned 
Baroness de Smisaert, who recently made 
a will in her fevor.

A reign of terror exists at Bucyrus.Ohio. 
Citizens are Boldly assaulted on the streets 
at night, others are made give up their 
money at the muzzle of a revolver, while 
daring burglaries are committed nightly. 
The police are powerless to cope with the 
toughs and at nigHt they do as they 
please.

The Louisiana lottery people are 
thorougly demoralized and have no hope 
of defeating the anti-lottery bill in the 
senate. One of the agents of the company 
declared : “It is all up with us, and the 
company realizes that its business outside 
the City of New Orleans is about finished. 
If Louisiana can’t support the company it 
will have to go under.”

The Grashdanen says that while the 
Czar and Emperor William desire peace 
in order to be able to occupy themselves 
with internal affairs, there is no problem 
neither actual or prospective that can 
serve them as a motive for common action. 
The interview therefore could admit of no 
construction beyond that of strengthening 
the present peace by affording ocular testi­
mony as to the amicable relations existing 
between Russia and Germany.

The brick tie-up in New York is as per­
fect as it can be. It is probable that about 
1,000,000 bricks now under contract will 
be received and these will be the last 
shipments until the boycott of the Knights 
of Labor against the Verplank faction is 
raised. The effect of the tie-up will be 
felt about Friday, and if the boycott is 
persisted in by the Knights nearly 10,000 
men will be thrown out of employment. 
The boiler makers and ranging manu­
facturers, are already feeling the effects of 
the tie-up, which will extend to all trades 
depending even incidentally upon bricks 
to continue their work.

The first rough count of the census 
enumeration for the State of New York 
gives a population of5,998;633 inhabitants, 
an increase of 915,762 from the 5,082,871 
of1880. The percentage of increase is 18.02 
against an increase of 15.97 per cent., or 
700,112 from 1870 to 1880. It is believed 
that the second, or final, count will show 
a gain of a full million in the Empire 
state. The cities all show a large growth, 
but in the rural {listricte there is a consider­
able decrease. Except in towns where 
there are manufacturing villages, there is 
uniformly a foiling off.

The Port Blankly milling Co., of the 
new state of Washington, have decided 
to send a stick of the pride of Washington 
mill men, the state’s fir timber, to the 
Chicago worlds fair. A magnificent fir 
tree has already been felled, and from its 
trunk they will prepare a stick of timber 
that will be the largest and longest ever 
sawn. This will be exhibited at the 
world’s fair in Chicago as an infant of the 
state of Washington. The stick will be 
150 feet in length, 52 inches square, con­
taining 33,800 feet of lumber, with not a 
knot, break or flaw in the stick. The 
Northern Pacific railroad Co., have agreed 
to carry the stick of timber to Chicago. 
It will take a train of five ordinary flat 
cars to do this.

A curious story has been made public 
as to the restoration of the ring which Mr. 
Stanley lost in Africa. It appears that 
when the Anglo-American expedition 
started for Africa Mr. Stanley was present­
ed with a ring, on which were engraved 
his name, the name of the expedition .and 
the date. This ring hé wore while explor­
ing the lakes in Central Africa on his first 
march across the Dark Continent when it 
was missed, being either stolen or lost. 
After eight years it came into possession 
of a Welsh missionary to the Congo, the 
Rev. W. Hughes, now president of the 
Congo Institute at Colwyn Bay, who pur­
chased it from a native and brought it 
home. On his return the other day the 
missionary forwarded the ring to Mr. 
Stanley as a wedding moment». The ex­
plorer, in acknowledging its receipt, 
expressed great surprise and delight that 
it should have followed him from the 
darkest regions of Africa.

Private letters from Tokio, declare that 
the friends of Sir. Edwin Arnold are 
seriously alarmed over his infatuation for 
one of the young Japanese girls whom he 
has been instructing. Sir Edwin adopted 
the native customs and learned the langu­
age soon after he arrived at Tokio. He 
obtained the privilege of living in a native 
quarter on the strength of his position as 
tutor in English to two charming daughters 
of his landlord. One of these maidens 
has captured the poet’s heart,and he makes 
no secret of his intention to marry her. 
His friends say his mind is unbalanced 
and he must be removed from Japan 
speedily or he will marry and settle 
in Tokio permanently. His daughter,who 
has been devoted to him since her mother’s 
death,is said to be greatly disgusted at his 
infatuation, as she dislikes Japanese as 
heartily as her father admires them. A 
strong effort will be made to bring Sir 
Edwin overt» America to superintend the 
issue of his new poem, “ The Light of the 
World,” but it is doubtful whether it will 
succeed.

Meagre details come from Livingston, 
a mining camp in Galletin county, Mon­
tana, of the killing of Mrs. Quinn and her 
five children by her maniac husband. For 
a few days no stir was noticed about the 
Quinn cabin, and a party went to investi­
gate. Arriving at the cabin the men 
beheld a horrible sight. Sitting in a chair 
was Mrs. Quinn, her head cut open, and 
around her were lying the mangled re­
mains of her five children. Their heads, 
arms and legs were cut of. In the corner 
of the room sat the father eating an arm 
of one of the children. One man Broppy 
advanced to the centre of the room. Quinn 
dropped the arm, and, after glaring at 
Broppy for an instant, sprang suddenly 
upon him and bore him to the floor. 
Broppy was immediately rescued by the 
other men and all went out of the house. 
While they were standing in a group dis­
cussing what was best to be done, Quinn 
came out and started on a run,and Broppy, 
thinking that the man would do further 
damage, pulled his revolver and fired. 
Quinn fell and expired almost instantly.

Accident. — Percy Armstrong, a lad of 
about ten years, while riding with his father 
Wm. Armstrong, Chancey Lane,fell from the 
wagon on Thursday last and was run over. 
The little fellow is not likely to recover.

Runaway. —G. Baily’s horse supplied the 
regulation Queen street runaway last Thurs­
day. No damage was done except to the 
wagon; but somebody will get very badly 
hurt one of these days by these perform­
ances.

The Election Petition. — In reply to 
many queries, it may be stated that nothing 
has been done regarding the York petition ; 
but an application is to be made to Judge 
Palmer on September 11th, in reference to 
naming a day for the hearing.

Improving. — Peter McFarlane who was 
injured last week in the runaway accident, 
had suffprently recovered to leave his bed on 
Friday. Although able to move around the 
house, he is still far from well, but w« are 
glad to state, rapidly improving.

Removing.—The Fredericton electric light 
company are removing their electric light 
plant from the gas house to their new Car- 
leton street station. The company are 
rapidly pushing forward the necessary pre­
parations to furnish our citizens with the 
incandescent light.

St. John Cheek.—This comes from St. 
John and the Gazette is responsible for it : 
When the Patriarchs Militant arrived at 
Fredericton Junction on the down trip last 
night, the band drew up in line and played 
the national anthem. The visitors thought 
they had reached Fredericton, and began to 
serenade the people.

Election Petition. — After some delay in 
getting the Westmorland election petition 
proceedings started, and after two witnesses 
bad sworn to being paid for their votes, 
Messrs. Stevens and Powell resigned their 
seats and the proceedings came to a sum­
mary end. No costs were allowed the pet­
itioner ; but he was compelled to pay $30 
because the case was adjourned over one day 
through no fault of his.

No Agreement. — The Calais Times says : 
Mr. Coleman, the well-known hotel man of 
Fredericton, who came here last week with a 
view to leasing the new hotel in St, Stephen, 
has closed negotiations and gone home. His 
offer was to pay seven per cent, on the cost 
of the building, furnishing and equiping 
the company standing wear and tear. The 
main hitch came on disgreement as to the 
amount that should be invested in furniture.

An Interesting Ceremony. — The corner 
stone of the new Y. M. C. A. building, 
Moncton, is to be laid on September 3rd, 
with masonic honors. The grand master, 
Dr. Thomas Walker, has issued a call to the 
grand lodge of Freemasons and to all the 
subordinate lodges in the province to assist 
him on the occasion. Grand lodge will open 
at Moncton at 14.30 o’clock on the day 
named, and the ceremony will take place at 
15 o’clock standard time.

Fish Story.—This comes from Chatham 
and the World is responsible for it : There 
was a hailstorm in Wellfield some days ago, 
with thunder and lightning and when it had 
ceased several small fishes, some of them 
three inches long, were picked up on the 
ground, and several were found in springs. 
A spring by the roadside, at John 
Dignam’s, in which there were no fish be­
fore, is alive with them now. They are 
growing in size, and are evidently quite at 
home in the spring. Mr. Dignam says they 
resemble mackerel in shape and color.

The Spring Hill Road.

A correspondent complains that the Spring 
Hill road is in a very unsatisfactory condit­
ion, and says that so important a highway 
as this ought to be kept in better repairs. 
There is something in the complaint ; but it 
may be added that we will never have as 
good roadis'É^e ought to have, until a rule 
is adopted requiring repairs to be made 
earlier in the season. Good highways are 
of the first importance. Poor roads mean 
loss of time in travelling and much discom­
fort. People do not appreciate this as much 
as they ought to.

The Parka Cotton Factory.
A meeting of the stockholders of the Parks 

company took place Wednesday afternoon. 
A stat ement of the affairs was laid before the
meeting, shr^P^g considerable liabilities, 
-With no immédiate prospect of meeting 
them. It was also stated that the Bank of 
Montreal was pressing payment of an 
amount due; that in the meantime H. 
H. McLean, on application of certain 
creditors, had been appointed receiver and 
had been running the works. Pending any 
determination as to the future, the members 
of the company approved of Mr. McLean 
as receiver, and he will continue to run the 
mill for the present.

Hello ! Central.

Manager Smith of the Telephone company 
inserts an advertisement in this issue request­
ing subscribers to answer the call from the 
central office every morning. This regula­
tion is in force in all the large cities as the 
only means of ascertaining early in the day if 
the telephones, connections, etc., are in 
working order. During the night wires get 
crossed, ground, or suffer other slight mis­
hap which prevent the service from doing ef­
fectual work, and by attending to these calls 
if anything is found out of order, such can be 
repaired befdre the real business of the day 
commences. The manager should receive 
that assistance which he desires, and will 
gave much annoyance on the part of the 
subscribers and remove misplaced blame 
fropi the shoulders of the central.

Amusements.

The Maugerville and Sheffield Templars 
are arranging for their annual picnic during 
the second week in September.

The A. O. H. excursion to St. Stephen and 
Calais on September lOtli goes by special 
train, leaving here at 7 a. m., and St. 
Stephen at 8 p. m. There will be races in 
St. Stephen on that day. It will be a fine 
chance for a day off.

The water sports at the river on Tuesday 
next will begin shortly after one o’clock and 
will consist of canoe races, swimming 
matches, walking the greased pole, egg 
hunting, tug of war and other trials of 
strength or skill. The firemen of the city 
and St. Mary’s will march in procession to 
the F. A. association grounds at 7 p. m, 
where dancing and a variety of games will 
be carried on. Admission to the grounds, 
ten cents.

The Woodstock carnival on Tuesday last 
appears to have been a great success. Quite 
a large party went up from this city by 
train, accompanied by the I. S. C. band. The 
water sports, the procession, the illumina­
tion and fireworks were all very well man­
aged and got up with much good judgment. 
An immense crowd filled the streets and the 
universal verdict was that the day’s fun 
more than repaid all the trouble, besides 
putting a little money in circulation, which 
in these quiet times is not a bad thing of 
itself.

The Methodist Sunday school picnic on 
Friday was a great success. Through the 
kindness of Hon. R. D. Wilmot, the beauti­
ful grounds on Thatch island were put at 
the disposal of the picnickers, and the gen­
eral verdict tf as that a better place could 
not have been selected. The Florenceville 
made two trips to the grounds, and on her 
return in the evening was loaded to her full 
capacity. The usual athletic sports occu­
pied the attention of the young people. Ex­
cellent music was furnished by the I. S. C. 
band.

The Baptists of Gibson, held their picnic 
on Wednesday last. They were conveyed 
to the grounds in scows, fitted for the occas­
ion, in tow of the Bismark. Unfortunately 
shortly after they started rain commenced 
to fall, and the day proved to be one of the 
most disagreeable of the season. The boom 
houses were kindly thrown open to the 
pleasure seekers, and they had a capital 
time. When returning home they all 
received a thorough drenching; but the 
Baptists are partial to that fluid and 
therefore returned home happy when 
others would have felt grieved.

A Needed Improvement.
Application will, it is said, be shortly made 

to the city council for the opening of the 
street bet ween the western end of North­
umberland street extension and the West­
morland street, so as to give a continuous 
street from Smythe to York street. If this 
is done, a street should also be opened be­
tween Regent and St. John Streets in -line 
with Needham street, which would add an 
additional street to those running lengthwise 
of the city. We understand that the neces­
sary reservations are provided in the grants 
of the land, or, if not in the grant, by the 
owners of the land. The town is growing 
and this new street is wanted. Three new 
dwelling houses are in course of erection 
upon the upper part of the proposed street 
and others would be underway, if the owner 
of the land had been disposed to sell. When 
the proposed improvement is made, the lots 
which formerly made up the exhibition 
grounds will be soon taken up, as these are 
very well adapted for building purposes. 
This will necessitate the laying of another 
water main the full length of the city, with 
the exception of what is now Needham 
street, which has already been provided for 
in this respect. This is about as far back as 
streets will be laid out for some time, as the 
land drops offand is liable to overflowed in 
the spring. The next step will probably be 
the opening of a street a little above the foot 
of ttye hill ; and what a picturesque lot of 
building chances that would give. It would 
not take very much of a boom to send Fred­
ericton expanding up the hillside. When 
one comes to think howthe back part of the 
town has been built up within the last 
twenty-five or thirty years, it seems not un­
likely that we may hope to see several more 
streets running parallel with Queen.

Stanley Items.
Sanson’s mill, that was burnt last fall, is 

in full operation again. The machinery 
consists of one of McFarlane, Thompson & 
Anderson’s latest improved rotary saw 
mills, which is doing excellent work and 
giving great satisfaction. Mr. Sanson is 
also grinding buckwheat by the new roller 
process, having got the machinery from the 
United Stales. This process is making ex­
cellent flour which is commanding the 
highest price in the market. This is 
the first and only roller mill in the province.

Stanley Grange and Andrew Douglass’ 
stores are doing a rushing business. Farmers 
from a distance come to them to buy and sell, 
finding it less expensive to come to Stanley 
with their produce than to drive to Fred­
ericton.

There will be a telephone from Cross 
Creek station to Stanley village before long 
as the poles are being hauled out now.

The Royal Templars of Stanley have a 
very pleasant meeting every Friday evening. 
They have a cadet corps in connection with 
the lodge, and it is a pretty sight to see the 
little boys and girls going through their 
drill under the direction of Capt. W. T. 
Howe. _______________

The toggle Mill Burned.
(Chatham Wurld.)

Flames burst from the Loggie mill, near 
the ferry landing, about 4 o’clock Sunday 
morning, and an alarm brought out the fire 
department and many citizens. It being im­
possible to save the mill, the firemen merely 
watched the progress of the fire, readv to 
go to the rescue of any other property that 
might be in danger. It was a rainy night, 
the wind was from the east, and the fire 
did not spread, although huge sparks were 
carried a long distance by the wind. The 
mill burned down in a short time. It was 
a rotary steam mill, that had not been run­
ning for some years. It was owned by the 
N. B. Trading Co. An offer of $1,100 for 
the machinery, including engine and boiler, 
was made some time ago. The fire, if not 
set by an incendiary, was probably started 
by the pipe of some one who had spent the 
evening in the building with a bottle. Mr. 
Peter Loggie was doing a good business as a 
builder, sash and blind maker, planer, etc., 
when he grew ambitious and erected this 
mill with which to saw the lumber. 
It ruined him financially.

Summer Visitors.
Summer travel to Fredericton was late in 

starting this year, but there never was a 
season when so many complimentary things 
were said by visitors. Without taking too 
much for granted, it looks as if very many 
more strangers would come to see us next 
year. No doubt the excellence of the hotel 
accommodation has much to do with this, 
for however delightful a place and its sur­
roundings may be, tourists will not stay 
long unless they can obtain comfortable 
quarters to put up at. St. John must have 
made a great deal of money out of tourists 
this year. One thing that seems to be 
needed is a bandy little guide book to the 
city and vicinity — nothing very elaborate ; 
but something to tell people what there is 
to see and where to go. This distributed by 
hundreds in the steamers coming to St. 
John and upon the trains, and laid upon the 
hotel counters of this city, would be very, 
useful and more than pay for itself the
first year. _______________

The St. John Exhibition.
The attention of the directors of the exhi­

About sixty cases of West India Island 
goods have already arrived, and the commit­
tee have received notification, that large 
shipments of fruits and other perishable 
articles, will be made through the steamers, 
via New York and Boston.

In reference to stock, agricultural and 
horticultural products, the committee are 
making arrangements whereby they hope 
to meet the wishes of all parties interested 
as near as possible, relating to the time 
articles may be detained, and other arrange­
ments which they have been asked to 
modify.

ROOM FOR THOUSANDS.
A Great and Fertile Wilderness Await­

ing Settlers.

A number of farmer delegates are en route 
from England for Canada to examine and 
report upon the agricultural capabilities of 
the dominion at the expense of the fedral 
government. It is stated that they will not 
visit New Brunswick, which is greatly to be 
regretted, for in no part of the dominion 
will they find a field better adapted to the 
needs of the English farmer with a small 
capital than in this province. One woujd 
suppose that the dominion authorities would 
feel themselves called upon to give these 
eastern provinces more attention than they 
do in regard to immigration ; but it seems 
to be taken for granted that nothing wiU be 
expended out of the feeral exchequer in this 
behalf. Yet we have in New Brunswick

Fertile Sell and a Large Area 
suited to all the requirements of successful 
farming, yet to be occupied, as weU as many 
opportunities for the purchase of improved 
farms. Concerning the latter nothing will 
be said this week ; but a little space wiU be 
given to the former. It is conceded by all 
who have given the subject consideration 
that the soil of the Upper Silunan formation 
in the northeastern part of North America 
is, in point of fertility and adaptation to 
agriculture, unsurpassed on the continent. 
This is strong language; but no stronger 
than the facts will warrant ; for (aking one 
thing with another, it may be foirly claimed 
that one hundred acres ot laud on the 
Aroostook, or in the counties of

Carle ton, Victoria and Btadawaska 
properly farmed, will give returns equal to 
the best prairie land. There must be nearly 
two million acres of laud, nearly all of this 
quality, awaiting occupation in the counties 
named and Restigouche — a great block of 
rich soil, splendidly wooded and watered, 
and so situated as to be capable of being 
made accessible to settlers without any very 
great outlay, comparatively speaking. At a 
moderate calculation, fifteen thousand farms 
could be laid out in this district, and fifteen 
thousand farms implies a resident popula­
tion of more than one hundred thousand 
people. The policy, which shall result in 
filling this splendid domain with people, is 
one worth the attention of the most ambi­
tious of our public men. It must be ad­
mitted that the possession by the New 
Brunswick railway company of a very large 
tract of the finest land, lying in the triangle 
formed by the St. John and the Tobique is 
an obstacle to be overcome at the very out­
set ; but this need not prevent the

Launching of a Successful Project, 
because the Tobique Valley itself furnishes 
a starting point as well as an avenue of ap­
proach to the interior of the region. The 
land immediately along this river is not 
anything like properly utilized. The in­
tervals are, perhaps, the finest in the pro­
vince. One can" hardly conceive of land 
more easily worked or which will stand suc­
cessive cropping with better results. There 
is here one hundred miles of river bank, 
taking both sides into account, nearly the 
whole of which is fit for farming, and only 
about 1200 people occupy it. There 
is sufficient fertile land in this valley to 
feed many thousands of people ; but it is 
more than doubtful if the district is self-sus­
taining. This is to be attributed to the fact 
that

Lumbering, not Farming,
has been the principal occupation of the 
people, and this need not be a matter of sur­
prise, because for many years the means of 
communication along the valley were of the 
most primitive character. The parish of 
Lome was settled when there wqre no roads 
above Three Brooks, that is twenty miles 
from the St. John,and it is only some fifteen 
years since a carriage could be driven to 
this parish. In the winter there was a good 
road, of course, but in the summer, the 
river was the only available highway. 
Under such circumstances it would have 
been miraculous if the agricultural develop­
ment of the country had been rapid. All 
authorities agree as to the excellence of the 
land in Restigouche, adjoining the Victoria 
county line. It is a comparatively level 
country. If one stands upon any high ele­
vation south of the Tobique and looks to 
the south or east, he will see a horizon 
broken by elevated jwéks or long ranges of 
hills ; but to the north and west, the out­
line of the landscape is remarkably smooth 
and uniform. Here may be reproduced the 
splendid Aroostook region, which infertility 
and wealth is easily without a peer in all 
New England. C. H. L.

When George III. was King.

A picture in the show window of Geo. A. 
Burkhardt’s photograph saloon on Queen 
street has received considerable notice from 
the public. It is a photograph of a docu­
ment nearly a century old, beautifully done 
so that every letter was distinct and legible. 
It reads as follows :

“This indenture witnessbth that for and 
in consideration of the sum of fifteen pounds 
New Brunswick currency in hand paid me, 
I do hereby bargain, sell and deliver unto 
my son John, a negro boy named Sippeo to 
be his property and his heirs and successors 
during the life of the said negro, the receipt 
of which money from the said John Harding 
I do hereby acknowledge ; and I, the said 
George Harding, do also warrant the said 
property against all claimants whatsoever.

“In witness, whereof I have herewith set 
my hand and seal at Maugerville, this 
eighth day of July, in the year of our Lord 
one thousand seven hundred and ninety- 
seven. “George Harding (l. s.).,
“Sunbury County. 8. 8.:

“Be it remembered that on the tenth day 
of February, 1802, personally appeared be­
fore me the above named George Harding 
anu acknowledged the above signature to be 
his hand and seal and that he delivered the 
above instrument for the above mentioned 
purposes.

“ Elijah Miles, justice peace.’
A Row. — Phoenix square was the scene 

of what promised to be a lively disturbance 
on Thursday ; but quiet was restored by the 
police. Several soldiers who were engaged 
in it were locked up in the barrack cells, 
and a stranger, calling himself Thomas H.

The Oat Ore».
From eighty-five reports I gather the fol­

lowing information relative to the oat crop :
There has been a marked improvement in 

the condition of the crop during August, 
with a prospect of still farther improvement 
but the condition over the whole province 
is not up to the average. Assuming 100 to 
represent prime condition, the reports give 
the following percentages of condition for 
the several counties during the week end­
ing August 23 :
Albert, 67,2 Queens, 67
Carleton, 82.2 Restigouche, 75
Charlotte, 71' ' 8t. John, 77, 5
Gloucester, 72 Sunbury, 74
Kent, 63 Victoria, 90
Kings, 93, 3 Westmorland, 75
Madawaska, 80 York. 86
Northumberland, 62, 5

A-calculation based upon these percent­
ages and the respective oat product of the 
several counties makes the percentage of 
condition for the province, as a whole, 76. 2.

The report on the acreage in crop publish­
ed in July showed a substantial reduction 
in the breadth sown to oats.

In this connection it may be Interesting 
to stock raisers and others, to know that 
the condition ,of the com and oat crops in 
the United States is exceptionally low. 
This would appear to indicate a large reduc­
tion in the com available for export from 
that country, and to make it probable that 
feed of all kinds will command a good price 
this winter.

The oat crop is also light in Ontario.

ESQUIMAUX SUPERSTITION.

Esquimaux are believers in ghosts. 
That also believe in the transmigration 
of the soul, and spirits return in animals, 
winds, rocks, ice and water, that they are 
evil, angry or good as the elements may 
be favorable or unfavorable, and that they 
can be appeased by hoodoo rites if the 
performer is sufficiently versed occult 
sciences. To change the wind, for instance, 
they chant, drum and howl against it, 
build fires, shoot against it, and as a last 
resort, fire the graves of the dead. Tribes 
put hoodoos on each other by ceremonial 
dances and howling. The hoodoo of 
total destruction upon neighbors is the 
building of a fire within sight of those 
coming under their displeasure. Tribal 
relations are served by making a fire out­
side and burning all ornaments or disguises 
used in ceremonial dances, such as raven 
skins, eagles tails, deer home and masks. 
Tribes that are hoodooed answer by a 
return hoodoo, but with families and in­
dividuals it is different. Outlawed by their 
tribe or relations, they become discouiged, 
hopeless and gloomy, and “ go off and die. ” 
Eclipses of the moon create the greatest 
consternation, and almost paralize the 
people with fear. Arctic earthquakes 
having been coincident with eclipses of 
ti "• moon, they say that an eclipse is 
the of the earth being piled up
and skaken. All the nnutkoots in a vil­
lage will howl and drum till it is passed, 
claiming that they have driven the thing 
away. Among the Nooatoks all hands 
rally around a pair of buckhoms, form a 
circle and march around to the music of 
drums and wild chants till the eclipse is off.

IT AT THE GUILLOTINE.

Some years ago it was still the custom 
in France to conduct condemned criminals 
through gaping crowds of idle spectators 
to the public guillotine. On one such oc­
casion the unfortunate, seated upon his 
coffin in the cart, heard a would be wit in 
the crowd remark to a companion :

“ Well, I’ll bet that fellow don’t feel 
much liV laughing.”

The oddrse attempt at a joke stung the 
prisoner, and when he arrived at the scaf­
fold he asked that the proceedings be 
stayed a moment, as lie had a confession 
to make.

CONTRAETED FEET.

To keep horses’ feet right or cure them 
when disease of any kind settles in them 
is not all the work of the farmer, says an 
expert. The owner of the horse should 
take hie share of the work. With con­
tracted feet the first thing to do is to bathe 
well in warm salt water. This is to soften 
them and check fever. Next put on a 
poultice made out of linseed meal three 
nights in succession. x

Now comes the shoeing. First prepare 
the foot. Pare the sole down well, leav­
ing the bars ; open out the heels all 
they will stand. This is one of the 
great sec rote* in spreading feet. To open 
the heels well don’t take any off the sides 
of the frog, but open up well in the centre 
well forward. The shoe should be a stiff 
one, but not wide in the web. Put four 
calks on the shoe. Heat the heels of the 
shoe one at a time. Take the hot iron 
rasp and rasp them to well outward. Put 
on the shoe to dear the foot at 
the heels, so that it will take an ordinary 
jacknife one-half inch from point when 
the horse’s weight comes on the foot. He 
does his own spreading of the foot. Use 
good hoof ointment three times a week. 
In six or nine months the feet have been 
spread from three-fourths to one and one- 
fourth inches.

THE W. C. T. U. AND THE SAL- 
VATION ARMY.

There is a movement in Chicago, on 
foot for joining together the woman’s 
Christian temperance union and the Sal­
vation Army. At least that is what Frances 
Willard, the veteran president of the W. 
C. T. U., said in a speech at the meeting 
of the Salvation soldiers last night. Miss 
Willard did not go into particulars ; she 
merely gave an outline of what she hoped 
to see before another year rolled by. She 
had always been an ardent abmirer of the 
Salvation Army since it landed in America 
and began its crusade against whiskey 
and the slums. During the day she had 
a long interview with Mrs, Ballington 
Booth, which tended toward union of 
the effoi of the Salvation Army sisters 
with thobo of the woman’s Christian tern 
perance union, and she hoped that at the 
next national convention the Army would 
represented and that Mrs. Booth would be 
the first delegate chosen.

DISCHARGING A MAN.

Discharging a man for any cause is a 
duty that most employers dislike, says the 
Pittsburg Dispatch. To get around the 
disagreeable part of this obligation some 
men resort to subterfuge more or less 
amiable. For instance, a certain firm in 
New York had a letter form which it al­
ways used when bouncing had to be done.

ANCIENT STATUES.

It may not be generally known that 
much of the sculpture of ancient Athens 
was originally painted in bright colourrs.
