There is no-aubjaot, under that of 
God, more suited to the contemp­
lation and study of man than the 
soul that he possesses. At the old 
Choroh of Saints Anelem end Oaoilia, 
in Lincoln's Inn Field’s, London, a 
few Sundays ago, the Rev. David 
Dim ford, delivered a beautiful ser­
mon on the " Individual Soul Creat­
ed by God." Having defined the 
son), and drawn distinctions between 
vegetable, animal and human life, 
the preacher spoke in the following 
graphic and convincing terms of the 
soul :—.

“ Man was able to choose whether 
he would do this or that ; the tree 
had to just as God made it
grow ; and the shrub, the flowers, 
and the animals bad no power 
except that ot instinct. Man had 
the power of free will, and he (the 
rev. preacher) wanted them to note 
this distinction between animale, 
flowers, and fruits, and themselves— 
that as the aoul, or principle of life 
ot the former was corruptible and 
died, man’s eon I, the intellectual 
power he had in hie nature, was 
incorruptible and could not die. 
Was there anyone present there 
who did not believe he had a son I ? 
If so, he had better go to a doc­
tor specially skilled in mental die- 
eases. Let them consider for a 
moment the beauty and splendor of 
the immortal soul which God had 
given them. Adam’s soul wee 
a reflection of the soul of Almighty 
God. God had existed from all 
eternity, end He wished those beings 
He created to take the place of the 
fallen angels. Now, the fallen ang 
els were a reflection of the 
beanty of Almighty. God, and 
therefore the beinge whom 
God placed on earth to replace the 
fallen angels were a reflection of the 
beanty and splendor of Almighty 
God.

Adam unfortunately fell, and hie 
soul hal a certain amount of shadow 
oaat upon it, but that was no reason 
why they should not raise their 
souls from that state of shadow to 
the state Almighty God wished 
them to be in. He could not go 
into all the gifts Almighty God gave 
to the eotrt of Adam, be 00aId only 
comprise them in the gifts of mem­
ory, understanding, and will. Take 
the gift of memory. Did they en­
deavor to remember all that Al- 
mighty,God, their Lord and Sav­
iour Jesus Christ, had done for theml 
Did they try to understand all that 
Almighty God had done for them ? 
Did they try and understand what 
Almighty God was doing for them ; 
did they with their will endeavor to 
follow that out ?

What had God done for them ? 
Created their memory, given them 
a will, and given them their under­
standing, so that they knew thdfn it 
they followed out Hie and their 
will, if they were determined to cor­
respond with the will of Almighty 
God. There was the whole secret, 
not only of Catholicity, but of 
eternity. Almighty God would 
have undergone all His suffering 
for the sake of one individual goal. 
There was one thing that would 
convince them as to the importance 
of their own souls, and that was 
to take a walk through a cemetery. 
Let them go to the poorer part, 
where the bodies were buried in 
graves of mad. Let them ask 
themselves where were all those 
souls. If God made those bodies 
beautiful, if God made those bodies 
looked upon by others as beautiful, 
and if He allowed them to real 
there in clay, they might well ask— 
where are the goals i They knew 
how people hid away jewels, how 
they hid away their aonla. They 
might have beautiful bodies, they 
might have features of good shape, 
bat Almighty God had made the 
soul of man to be hidden away 
completely from the view of other 
men. So was the eonl of Mary, the 
mother of all Ooristians, hidden 
away.

Let them ever have Mary in 
their hearts ; let them cherish her, 
and IcQk upon her not only as their 
mother guide, and protector, bnl 
look upon her as their friend and 
helper. If they did not love J^ary, 
if there was one amongst them that 
did not look upon Mary as their 
mother and protector, he oonld only 
say God htlp that soul."

Missioner Killed 
Tiger.

The “ Indian Daily Telegram 
(Lucknow), gives a detailed nar­
rative of the circumstances attend­
ing the killing of Father Cosmas 
Glader, O. M. Gap., by a tiger, in 
broad daylight, in March last.

The reverend father had been at­
tending a spiritual retreat at Bettiah, 
from which he went on Sunday, the 
14'h, twenty miles north to Ram 
nnggar in an ekka. On Monday 
morning he said Mass in B.mouggar, 
t-nd started on foot with three 
coolies for Snmeewar Hill, twenty

miles or more farther north, where 
the mission has a house, and where 
he took provision and money for _ 
priest, Father Jeremias, who was 
there alone. He soon parted with 
hia coolies, who lagged behind, and 
pursued bis walk alone, on an un­
frequented road, which for the last 
five or six years is a mere footpath 
through hilly jangle», with high, 
rank grass. He had with him his 
watob, fifty rupees, and an old 
muzzle-loading gnn with the muzzle 
corked, which he was taking to the 
ohowkidar on Sameswar Hill.

Father Cosmas mast have been 
attacked, knocked down and car­
ried into the grass when he was 
abent two miles from the mission 
house and at ton m toutes past 2 
o’clock in the afternoon ; for hie 
watch waa found to have stopped at 
that hoar. The ground, when ex­
amined afterwards showed where 
hie feet had slipped, and a dent in 
the earth showed where bis gan had 
fallen. The long grass showed 
plainly where the tiger, or tigress, 
as the natives say itmu it have been, 
dragged its victim for some thirty 
feet to a log of wood, where a pîol 
of blood indicated that the beast had 
stopped and torn the body. There 
were also signe that a onb had there 
j fined the tigress. The ooolies 
reached the spot about 5 o’clock, 
and found the priest’s hat, gun and 
one shoe ; and they also noticed the 
trampled grass and the blood already 
mentioned. Hastening up the bill 
to the house, they informed, Father 
Jeremias, who had a gang of work 
people under him. He immediately 
collected these men and went to the 
place with a gun and torches, for 
darkness was set ing in. Bit al­
though they searched till 11 u’vlovk, 
they found nothing except Father 
Cosmas’ other shoe, and the parcel 
in which he carried hie breviary 
and money.

Next morning the search was re 
newed and by daylight it waa easy 
to see where the body had been 
dragged two miles through the jan­
gle and over a hill. Bat about mid­
way in this distance, that is, one 
mile from the path, the father's 
clothes were torn to shreds, with 
a large quantity of blood, and one 
of hie bones all of which 
proved that ' the tigress had thire 
topped and partly devoured the body 

A mile farther on, the mangled re­
mains were found, with the head 
and face little injured; and in a scrap 
of clothing which was still attached 
to the fragments of the corpse, w< a 
the father's watob. All that re­
mained was gathered together ic a 
native blanket and carried to Rru - 
nnggar, where the corpse in its 
mangled state was clothed in white 
linen and a priest's habit, and con­
veyed to Bsttiah. It was the first 
iot'mation to the priests and na­
tive converts of the mission there of 
what had taken place, and caused a 
great exhibition of grief and 1-or 
ror,

the deceased was born in Zwiok- 
enberg, Carinthia, and having made 
his studies with the Franciscan 
Fathers in Bozin, Tyrol, entered tie 
Capauohin Convent in 1883, and in 
1893 left for the mission at Bottiab, 
India. He soon mastered the 1 n- 
gnages of this country and spoke 
the Hindoo with each perfection 
that scarcely a trace of foreign ac­
cent could bo noticed. Hia zeal 
knew no bounds. Alone and an pro. 
tooted, he went from place to place, 
barefooted and wearing the coarse 
habit ot the Older, beat only upon 
saving souls,

Public Political Meet 
ings.

Mr. John A Mathieson, Leader 
of the Provincial Opposition is 
now addressing a series of public 
meetings in Prince County. The 
meetings commenced on Monday 
last and will continue daily until 
the 26th. Some fourteen or fif­
teen meetings in all will be ad­
dressed by the Opposition Leader 
and other opposition members in 
the Legislature, as well as prom­
inent members of the Conserv­
ative party not in the Legislature. 
Mr. Mathieson was accompanied 
west by John McLean, Esq., M. 
L. A., who speaks at these meet­
ings with the Leader. These 
meetings will surely be of the 
greatest possible benefit to the 
opposition cause ; the cause of 
good government, as the power- 
erfnl advocacy of our able and 
popular Leader, as well as of Mr. 
McLean, the able and experienced 
parliamentarian from Souris, and 
the other speakers accompanying 
them cannot fail to convince all 
who are not already convinced, 
of the disastrous results that 
must surely follow from a further 
continuance in office of the party 
now in power. We anticipate 
that these meetings will not only 
awaken the greatest enthusiasm 
in the cause df good government 
but will so arouse the public 
conscience that the number of 
Grit representatives from Prince 
County after the next election 
will be extremely small. We ex­
pect that these meetings in the 
western part of the Province are 
but the setting of the ball a roll­
ing, and that the enthusiasm 
aroused there will prove to be 
contagious and that the work 
of organization and preparation 
for ousting the present govern­
ment will progress throughout 
the Province. The first meeting 
of the series was held at Welling 
ton on Monday afternoon. The 
Leader of the Opposition and Mr. 
McLean were tendered a splendid 
reception. The meeting was very 
large and enthusiastic. Able ad 
dresses were delivered by Messrs. 
Mathieson, McLean, J. F. Arsen­
ault, M. L A., as well as by Mr- 
John A. McDonald, ex-M. L A. 
Messrs W. L Cotton, A. J. Mc- 
Lellan and others. Another splen­
did meeting was held at Egmont 
Bay in the evening.

Ottawa Weekly Letter.

Imperial Fiscal Policy.

During the past week, Hon. 
Joseph Chamberlain was, as he 
has often been, the cynosure of all 
eyes in Imperial politics. His 
speech, a short time ago, in advo­
cacy of a preferential tariff in fa­
vor of the Colonies, aroused extra­
ordinary interest and excitement 
in political circles. With this 
fresh in the minds of members of 
Parliament of both parties as well 
as in the minds of all interested 
in the fiscal policy of the Empire 
it is not wonderful that the ut­
most interest centered round the 
budget debate, announced for 
Tuesday of last week. That was 
the day set apart for Mr. Ritchie, 
Chancellor of the Exchequer to 
enforce his declaration to abolish 
the duty which had been placed 
on grain as a war tax. This 
would appear to be in direct con­
flict with the ideas advanced by 
Mr. Chamberlain in the speech 
above referred to. To intensify 
matters, Mr Chaplin tabled an 
amendment to the budget bill, to 
the effect that the corn duty be 
not abolished. In anticipation of 
the debate on this motion and 
amendment the Commons cham­
ber was packed with members and 
listeners when the sitting opened 
on the day in question. All re­
mained spell-bound during the de­
bate, which continued till mid­
night The debate was warm 
and excitement ran high. Next 
day all kinds of rumors were 
afloat. It was stated that Cham 
berlain had resigned, or if not he 
certainly would be compelled to. 
Further than this it was said the 
Government would be obliged to 
resign. These were the rumors 
in circulation when the debate 
was resumed on Wednesday even­
ing. On this occasion the Prem- 

"ier, Hon. A. J. Balfour by a dex 
terous and extraordinary speech 
smothered the difficulties and 
aroused the enthusiasm of the 
members to an extraordinary de­
gree. He was cheered again and 
again as he proceeded, and with­
out committing the Government 
to either protection or free trade 
removed all uneasiness, and when 
the division was taken the amend-

THE WEEK IN PARLIAMENT.

In Parliament this week the 
Liberals spent several, days pre­
venting Mr. R L. Borden’s resolu­
tion in favor of an increase in 
iron and steel duties from coming 
up. After W. S. Fielding and 
Hon. Wm. Paterson made a trip 
to Montreal and endeavored to 
call off the iron and steel manu­
facturers, who were also pressing 
the government, Mr Bordon was 
allowed to bring down his resolu­
tion which was defeated by a large 
government majority.

A number of Government bills 
were considered, the most import­
ant being that introduced by Eton. 
Sydney Fisher, to prevent infec­
tious and contagious diseases 
among cattle. The Opposition 
proposed a number of amendments 
in the interests of the farmers.

Hon. A. G. Blair submitted a 
resolution in favor of pledging the 
credit of the country to guarantee

5,000,000 worth of bonds for a 
railway from Gilbert Plains to 
Edmunton.

The minister of railways an­
nounced that the government was 
as yet unable to announce any 
general policy of transportation 
or to state what it will do in re­
gard lo aid for a transcontinental 
railway.

The terms of the* Yukon Com­
mission of enquiry were laid on 
the table of the house. The Com­
mission is not empowered to in­
vestigate any of the charges of 
fraud preferred against govern­
ment officials in the Yukon Mid at 
Ottawa by the members of the 
Liberal club at Dawson City. , 

Hon. W. S. Fielding brought 
down a resolution in favor of an 
advance of $3,000,000 by the gov­
ernment to the Harbor Commis­
sioners of Montreal.

The Grand Trunk Pacific bill 
was referred back to the railway 
committee for further considera­
tion.

Marine and Fisheries and Agri 
culture estimates were passed in 
part

The tenders for the Atlantic 
fast line, which éo&pàre most un­
favorably with those of 1896, 
were laid on the table of the 
house.

Another debate on the Tread 
gold concessions scandal resulted 
in another refusal on the part of 
the goverment to grant a parlia­
mentary enquiry. Hon. J. Isreal 
Tarte declined to vote with the 
Liberal party, claiming that it was 
not acting in the true interests of 
the country.

end announced another which wee to 
result in a great saving. New negotia­
tions were commenced with a bobble 
line, which came to naught. A few 
months ago another attempt was male 
to eecnre offers to operate a fast line 
with two boats of 81 knots and two of 
16 knots. This plan has excited noth­
ing bat ridicale on every side. Two 
tenders have been received, one from 
the Allan line for an annual subsidy of 
$1,600,000 ; the second from the Morgan 
shipping trust who demand $1.000,000 
annually, and an endless number of 
privileges. By refusing tosign theoiig- 
inal contract, the Liberal party denied 
to Canada for years a service which 
would have been most useful to com- 
commerce. In the British parliament 
the other day this lethargy was strenu­
ously condemned by Hon. Austen Cham • 
berlain, who expressed disgust at the 
tardiness of the Canadian government 
to avail itself of the Imperial aid offered. 
All we have after all these years of 
waiting is a proposal for a worthless 
line, at an exhorbltant figure and cir­
cumscribed by impractical conditions.

THE INDEPENDENT PRESS WITH 
GAMEY.

The independent press thronghont 
Csnads has prononneed on the decision 
of the judges in the Gamey case, and 
without a single exception the verdict 
is that, the finding of the commission was 
one which cannot convince any fair-: 
minded man, that Hon. J . B. Stratton 
did not do exactly what Mr. Gamey said 
he did. When it is said that pa­
pers of non-partizan views are nn 
willing to swallow the special pleadings 
of Mr. Chancellor Bord, it will be hard 
for independent minds to look upon it 
with favor. The canonization of Hon, 
J. R. Stratton by a process which neces 
eitated the discrediting of mnch unim­
peachable testimony is too great an 
effort to be apredated by the ordinary 
individual. Mr. Gamey, the acapegoat 
of the commission, has received an as­
surance from hie constituents in Mani 
toulin that he still enjoys their confi­
dence. To date, Mr. Stratton has- re­
ceived no each mark of appreciation 
from the people of hie riding. The 
country feels that the judges overreached 
themselves in their anxiety to make 
black appear white and white black, 
and when the time Comes for the people 
to say their say, Mr. Gsmey will pro 
bably be found occupying a seat in the 
legislature, of which Mr. Stratton will 
have become an ex-member.

THE TREADGOLD SCANDAL.

The terms of the Yukon com­
mission of enquiry have been laid 
on the table of the House of Gom­
mons, and as a pure farce they 
excel anything previously brought 
down in the Canadian Parliament 
Charges of the gravest nature 
have been made In a petition 
signed by thousands of residents 
of the Yukon, by the Dawson 
City Liberal Club and other re­
sponsible parties, and Hon. Wm. 
Mulock, speaking for the govern­
ment on May 12th, promised a 
full investigation of the facts. 
Now the government refuses to 
go further than to investigate the 
effect of hydraulic mining on the 
development of the gold fields. 
Hon. Clifford Sifton, who was the 
minister directly responsible for 
Treadgold and other deals, has 
found it convenient to absent him­
self during the entire present 
session. The country in the face 
of the promise that »p investi­
gation would be held, and the 
later refusal to grant an enquiry 
must be convinced that an effort 
is being made to shield guilty 
persons. It was Hon. James Ross, 
member for the Yukon, in his 
manifesto to the electors of that 
territory, who pledged himself to 
bring to justice those concerned in 
the scandal. It is a government 
supporter who hay questioned the 
honesty of those mixed np in the 
jobbery, not the opposition, and 
therefore the country has a right 
to expect that justice should be 
meted out to those involved. If- 
the government is innocent, let it 
clear its skirts like honest men, 
but the star chamber proceedings 
now followed will not be accepted 
as convincing or sufficient by the 
country.

Shocking Tragedy.
A most shocking tragedy took place 

at Belgrade, Servie, on Thursday night 
last, by which King Alexander and 
Queen Draga, and several others were 
killed. A conspiracy had been 
worked np in the army against the 
King and Qneen and the Government, 
The royal palace was raided after mid 
night, and the King and Qneen were 
shot, as well as Premier Markovitch 
General Petrovitch and former Minister 
of war Pavalvitcb, and some others, 
King Alexander was only twenty-seven 
years of age and was the eon of former 
King Milan who’abdicated in his favor 
in 1889. The conspirators proclaimed 
Prince Peter Karageorgevitch, a scion 
of a to-mer dynasty. King. A new 
ministry was formed and all seemed 
peaceable at the latest accounts. All 
kinds of reports are in circulation re­
garding the canee of the trouble. It ap 
pears that the king in 1901 abrogated 
or arbitrarily set aside the constitution 
under which government proceeded up 
to that time and this had been a cause 
of friction ever since in some quarters, 
especially in the army. Whatever may 
have been the cause, or alleged cense, 
the tragedy ie a most shocking one. 
The Kingdom of Servis comprises only 
18,000 square miles and has a popula­
tion of 2,500,000. It is separated from 
Anetro-Hnnga/y by the Danube. It 
was formerly subject to Turkey; bat 
gained its independence in the early 
part of the last century. Of those who 
have been its rulers during the eight 
reigne of its history, three have abdica­
ted, two have died natural deaths and 
three have been assassinated.

boys’ dressing room, in the upper
story, and at the northeast end of the' 
building. In a very short time the 
fire spread. He at once removed 
two boys who were in the hospital, 
and got the other hoys from the burn­
ing place. There were in boys in 
the institution, and so far as could be 
ascertained all were got out safely and 
without mishap. They escaped in 
their nightclothes, though some secur- 
red blankets. A small harmonium 
and some few other things were saved 
from down stairs, but the lads weri 
left without clothes to wear.

When the roll was called William 
Nelson, aged eight and a half years, 
was missing. Some of the boys said 
that they had seen him after the fire 
was discovered, and it was thought he 
strayed on to the hills. Search par­
ties were out during the following 
day in quest of him, but were unsuc­
cessful. A press message received on 
Tuesday stated that bis remains had 
been found in the ruins.

The insurances are £3,000 on the 
building, £500 on the furniture, and 
£100 on the workshop in the South 
British Insurance Company. Of this 
sum £1,000 is re-insured in the Na­
tional, and £500 in the New Zealand 
offices.

The splendid discipline at the 
school ensured the saving of life. The 
whole of the boys except the lad who 
lost bis life were marshalled by 
Schoolmaster Beach, who sent them 
back for what they could save and 
then marched them down like a 
troop of soldiers.

The total loss is estimated at 
£10,000 and the loss over insurance 
at £6,000.

The boys are housed at present in 
the woodshed and other cuthouses. 
A supply of clothing was forwarded 
shortly after daylight. Gifts of cloth­
es, boots, etc., are greatly needed, as 
everything was lost.

Archbishop Redwood was at Oa- 
maru when the melancholy news of 
the destruction of-the Orphanage 
reached him by wire from the Very 
Rev. Father Lewis, S. M., V. G. It 
was naturally a great shock to his 
Geace, but he bore it bravely, and his 
courage under the blow was greatly 
sustained by the deep sympathy and 
proffered help of Bishop Verdon, 
Monsignors McKay, O’Leary and the 
other clergy that were present in 
Oamaru in connection with the open 
ing of the Basilica. Offers of gener­
ous and practical assistance were also 
made by Bishop Verdon and the 
other clergy present, and strong hopes 
were expressed that the noble work 
done by the Stoke Orphanage and 
Industrial School would suffer only, 
at worst, a temporary check.

Alexander had a scar up 
on his brow of a sword-thrust. For 
a time the artist was perplexed as to 
how he might make a good likeness 
of the king and yet not show this de­
formity. He finally hit upon the ex 
pedient of having the monarch sealed 
upon the throne with his head slightly 
resting upon bis band, thus conceal­
ing the scar. When we sketch the 
character of others, let us kindly 
lay our hands of charity over the 
scars, and when others come to 
sketeh us perhaps they also will lay 
the bands of charity over our scars, 
for we have them, too. Thus shall 
each preserve and set forth the beauty 
of the other, and forget the deformity 
that more or less mars us all.”

What a splendid sormon we have 
in this brief story and the lesson that 
is drawn from it I 

That is exactly the great rock 
upon which *0 many of us split. 
We are well disposed, and we would 
not harm others for worlds ; we make 
it a point to give relief to the indig 
ent and to refrain from repeating 
calumnies—and we believe that we 
are possessed of charity. But we 
never take the pains to correct false 
judgments, to defend the absent, or 
to hide the spots that might be effaced 
if they were not constantly brought 
into the glare of the sun. It is this 
that is charity ; the covering over of 
the scars and the whispering of con­
solation, or encouragement in the 
ear of misfortune. Read over the 
above ancedote and let the lasson 
sink deep into your soul.
