Seas Prevent Rescue

"New_York, Jan. 2.—Battling
today against an angry sea, which
capsized one of their boats, coast-
guards from many station,s aided
by crews from nearly twenty
naval craft, had by nightfall
taken safely to shore seventeen
navy nurses, and 237 of the 2,480
homeward-bound saldiers- on the
United States transport Northern
Pacitic, hard aground for two
days on a sand bar cear Fire
Island light,

When many barrels of oil
spread on the waves in the hope
of stilling them failed to make
the water calmer, the rescue work
was halted until morning. Re-
maining on- board the Northern
Pacific are most of the sick and |
wounded, and naval officers con-
sidered it to hazardous to attempt
to remove the “stretcher cases.”
