School Statistics.—The report of 
the Minister of Education show» the fhl 
lowing :—Last year there were 19,693 
children in Huren between the ages of 
6 and 21 year», and of these 15,880 at­
tended school, over eight thousand being 
boys, and over aeveu thousand girls. 
Clinton had 664 pupils enrolled at the 
public schools ; Goderich 1010; Seaforth 
704, and Winghatn 664. There were 
217 teacher# in Huron, 135 male and 82 
female ; only four counties in the Pro­
vince have a higher number ; average 
coat per pupil, ou average attendance, 
was $12 94, with three counties lower. 
Tke average ooat per pupil in Clinton 
was $9; Goderich, $3.92; Seaforth, 
$7.29; Winghatn, $9 07. Huron has 
four separate Schools, with a total at­
tendance of 232.

million» of dollars in that way ? Is it

Dr Ure on Sabbvth Observance.— 
In his sermon s week ago laat Sunday 
evening, Rev Dr Ure spoke from the 
text Ex >dus xx, 8, and answered the ques­
tion : Is there eny permanent obliga­
tion upon us to observe a day of rest and 
worship Î Some continental writers, he 
slid, place eur obligation as dictated by 
conscience, but is conscience an unerring 
monitor? This question must be an­
swered in the negative, and consequent­
ly God’s word and not our inner con , 
sciousness is the true guide. The fol­
lowing objections were answered : (1)
That the Sabbath is of mare ecclesias­
tical appointment. (2) That it is of mere 
expediency for rest and relax ition. (3) 
That Christ looked upon the devotion 
of one seventh of one’s time as of less ethi­
cs! and moral force than other parts of 
Hia teachings. (4) That the principle 
of observance is in acoordatice with the 
demsndsof our phyeicatand moral nature. 
(5) The commandments stood on a dif­
ferent basis from the other and cere­
monial law of the Jews.and wore intend­
ed to general moral rules applicable to 
all time. Chriat himself warns against 
the infraction of the least of them, and 
the Jews dividing the n into the greater 
and the leas, classed this among the 
greater (6) Profane writers o'all ages, 
as Homer, Josephus, Eusebius and 
others mention the same practice. The 
doctor concluded hia eloquent and ex 
hauetive treatment of this branch of the 
subject by intimating that at an early 
dav he would consider the second part, 
“How the Sibbath should be observed." 
Notice will be given of the time, and it 
is hoped that all who feel an interest in 
the matter ol Sabbath observance will 
have their minds set thoroughly at rest, 
for no one has a greater capacity for brok­
ing on all aide» of his subject, has great­
er Catholicity of spirit, or is more liberal 
in accepting advanced thought than 
Rev Dr. Ure.

CHAPTER II.
Crowing the river to Detroit, out first 

practical, or rather painful knowledge 
that we were in Uncle Sam's country 
was on being relieved of a considerable 
amount of money as duty on our goods 
and chattels.

Our first camp was located some 
sixteen miles on the prairie, and an 
amusing incident took place, which 
caused ua, and I expect quite a lot of 
others, considerable trouble and annoy­
ance. A religious camp-meeting waa in 
progress about half a mile from where 
we had located, and »| soon as the music 
and ainging commenced, every one of 
our horaes, with their ehackle iron» on 
their two front feet msde a bolt right 
into the midst of the people, creating 
quite a panic for a time, and convinc­
ing, no doubt, the zealous leaders that 
their exhortation» had made an impres­
sion in a quarter, eltogether unexpected 
For a week we oontinued onr way over a 
flue level country, finding abundance ol 
feed for our horaee, and good camping 
places for ourselves over night, with 
nothing of Bote to record. However 
this could not last all the time, and soon 
a difficulty presented itself, which both 
taxed our ability and patience, for right 
before ua was a deep river, with no 
bridge upon which to cross ; but on ex­
amination, we discovered one had at 
•otoe time been built, but that with the 
exception of the atringeri it waa all 
washed away. To search for material in 
an open country almost deititute of tim­
ber, and make a safe structure to pass to 
the other side, was a long ehd tedious 
undertaking ; but finally our efforts 
were crowned with luooais. For sever­

al days quite a -number of eimilar 
atreamt were encountered, all of which, 
however, we got over in aaf«-ty. All be­
ing in good spirits, we continued j >gginq 
•long, malting from ten to twenty miles 
a day, sometim e swimming our It >reee 
over the deep rivers and dragging the 
waggon through by means of ropes, with 
our hands. Elated with the eiae in 

hich we were progressing, and con­
gratulating ourselvos on the result, im­
agine our feelings, when all at once we 
were compelled to come to a foil atop, 
caused this time by a far more formid­
able obstacle ir, the shape of water, 

hich Lad formerly been crossed by 
mean» of a ferry, out wliioh, alas, waa 
now abandoned or washed away. To 
cope with such a dim mlty, a council of 
war wai luld to decide what mean» 
were best to «dipt, under the oiroutn- 
stancei. Mmy engineering problem» 
were advanced, and ae rapidly knock­
ed on the head aa unpraetic- 
eb'e Uulitinately it was agreed 
to make a bold move and attempt to 
swim the tesma over, making them pull 
the wsggnna behind them, like boat», 
and trust to luck and floating qualities. 
The «erious part of this resolution, waa 
that in the event of our proviaione 
being damaged or loat in transit we 
could nut possibly replace them, and it 
would therefore leave ut in a bad plight. 
Taking the precaution to pack every­
thing eatable in our oil cloth ruga, to 
prevent injury from wet, and securing 
them with ropes at high up on the 
waggon» as possible, we were soon In • 

■condition to put our experiment into 
practice. I had the honor of being 
selected aa the first man to cross, and 
although I don't,an! never did,make any 
boaat of possessing any mure courage 
than any of my fellow men, yet at that 
particular time I cared for no one and 
would cheerfully go into all aorta of 
danger and run all kinds of risks without 
for one moment studying the conse­
quence. Climbing up on the waggon and 
bracing my fe.-t well against the foot 
board,with the lines firmly in baud, end 
giving a sharp crack of the whip, in we 
went. The horses behaved nobly, swim­
ming like s pair of ducks, but the water 
was soon up to my shoulders, and when 
the current swnug the waggon all at 
once round to the “leeward" (I think 
that’s the right word), I must csndidly 
admit I was just a little bit soared, but 
all things come to »u end, and ao did my 
unpleasant experience», and in a abort 
time I was safely over. O.ie satisfaction 
I had at least, that if I waa first in I waa 
alio first out, end a» I stood facing my 
companions on the opposite shore, I 
solaced myself with the fact that I had 
eaten my brown bread first. With refer­
ence to this little episode, and with all 
regard to his nau'ictl ability, I question 
even today if my old fri«nd, Captain 
Murray Maogrsgur, could have navigat­
ed a four wheeled boat over that rivet 
any better than I did.

Several! days of light, pleasant travel 
waa now experienced, aud in due tiinw 
Iowa City, then a small place of few in­
habitant» was reached. Replenish­
ed our store» of pork and flour, 
and halting for two days, ww 
again moved on, arriving at Council 
Bluffs without any particular incident 
ooeuring. This, alto, was at that time » 
place of little or no importaace. Our­
selves and horses now needing a well- 
earned rest, we remained here for the 
beet part cf a week, to recruit up, the 
peop’e being exceedingly kind and civil 
to us,and provisions excellent in quality, 
while the auppliei of liquida were equal­
ly aa much ao. We all enjoyed onr 
atay to our heart»’ content,and when the 
time came f.-r leaving, we parted with 
the hospitable citizens with regret, and 
do to thia day look back upon that place, 
on the bsnka of the great Missouri with 
pleasure, for we met there a number of 
good fellows who cheered us on our way.

The Spanish merinos existed as a dis­
tinct race 2,000 years ago. The French 

-Saxon and Silesian flocks were all origi­
nally from Spain, and while there is no 
trustworthy nistory as to the origin of 
the race, it is sufficient to say that at n 
very early period, Spain possessed the 
only valuable flocks of fine wool sheep 
in the world, and that all other natural­
ized races of merinos, including our own, 
-have been derived from that country.

The character of the soil on which 
.sheep feed has a great influence in modi­
fying the character of the sheep. The 
soils most to be «referred are sandstone 
end limestone lands of a free, dry, por 
«us character, on which the finer grasses 
flourish, or soils, derived from rocks 
called carboniferous, in regions in which 
coal is mined. The merinos cannot 
thrive in a moist climate, and require a 
wide rangé of upland pasture, and will 
make their living on scanty pasturage 
where the long wool English sheep can­
not. Under favorable conditions it is a 
long lived race and bears herding in 
large flocks, but in low wet grounds it 
becomes diseased, consequently it does 
not thrive in England. There has been 
a large increase in the weight of both 
wool and carcases since the first im­
portations. Prior to 1813 the imported 
merinos yielded only from three and a 
half to four pounds of fleece washed 
wool in the ewes and six to seven pounds 
for the rams. This affords a marked

and .unlocked for entran.ee of the chamber­
maid.

he American merino has no superior in' 
the world as a wool producer or as an 
ihrorover of inferior races of sheep.

Mere in the United States practical ex­
perience lias demonstrated that the best 
sheep for the country generally is abouti 
.three-fourths merino, the higher grades 
proving lers hardy and more liable to 
diseases. In many localities, however, 

-the long wool of mutton breeds have 
greatly increased and liave been exten­
sively substituted for merinos, for the 
production of combing wool as well as 
supplying the large fresh meat markets 
of the country.

The statistician of the department of 
agriculture divides the wool grown in 
the United States into three classes. The 
first of the three classes is clothing wool. 
This is the fleece of full blood and grade 
merino, of fine, short fiber, remarkable 
for its felting qualities. The highest 
type of this race, the registered thor­
oughbred. is found in Vermont, where 
breeding flocks are more numerous < han 
elsewhere, and in considerable numbers 
in western New York, Ohio and Michi­
gan, and scattered through the western 
states.

The merino type of wool prevails al­
most exclusively in the three states 
named, in Texas and throughout the 
Rocky mountain and Pacific coast areas. 
Few sheep of other blood are found west 
of the Missouri river. Western: Pennsyl­
vania and West Virginia furnish wool of 
the merino type mainly. The seaboard 
states of New England "also furnish some 
grade wool of tills type.

The second class, tlie combing wool of 
the tariff classification, includes the 
medium and long wool of the English 
breeds, the Cotswold, Leicester, Lincoln, 
eovcral families of Downs and other 
breeds of long and coarse wool, also 
popularly known as the mutton breeds. 
These are few in number compared with 
the merino type. Nearly all of the 
sheep of the south, exclusive of Texas, 
are of this class, mostly descendants of 
the less improved English sheep cf a 
hundred years ago, with occasional in­
fusions of better blood from England, 
Canada or the northern states. In Ken­
tucky probably Oil per cent, are of the 
combing wool class, -jr considerable 
portion, tob, are highly improved, giving 
to this state the reputation of having a 
larger proportion of high quality mutton 
than any other state.

In the vicinity of the Atlantic cities 
from Mi ine to Virginia sheep husbandry 
ii principally lamb production, the males 
being Downs or other English breeds and 
the ewes grades of both the merino and 
the English types. This combination 
produce:; a mixed wool of a useful char­
acter. Then there are considerable num­
bers of the English breeds, though fewer 
than merino, scattered through the west­
ern stales from Ohio to Kauras, and a

We retire at 7:30 o’clock at night and arise 
at 0:30 in the morning, so as to get an early 
start, A man who has five or ten years to 
serve in a place like this naturally likes to 
get at it as soon as possible each day, and so 
be gets up at 0:30.

We dress by the gaudy light of the candle, 
and while we do so we remember far away 
at home our wife and the little boy asleep in 
her arms. They do not get up at 0:30. It 
is at this hour we remember the fra­
grant drawer in the dresser at home where 
our clean shirts and collars and cuffs and 
socks and handkerchiefs are put every week 
by our wife. We also recall as we go about 
our stone den, with its odor of farmer corned 
beef and the ghost of some bloody handed 
predecessors snore still moaning in the walls, 
the picture of green grass by our own door­
way and the apples that were just ripening 
when the bench warrant came.

The time from 6:30 to breakfast is taken 
up by the average of non-payiag inmate by 
doing tho charnberwork and tidying up his 
stateroom. I do not know how others feel 
about it, but I dislike charnberwork most 
heartdy, especially when I am in jail. Noth­
ing has done more to keep me out of jail, I 
guess, than the fact that while there I have to 
make up my bed and dust the piano.

We go down to thé sink to wash our faces 
and hands. It is a pleasant sight, and re­
minds me of a herd of red legged geese in a 
mud hole.

Breakfast is generally table d'hote, and 
consists of bread. A tin cap of coffee takes 
the taste of the bread out of your mouth, 
and U . Ù if you have some Limburger cheese 
in your ;ioeket you can with that remove the 
taste of tho coffee.

Dinner is served at 12 o’clock, and consists 
of more bread, with soup. This soup has 
everything in it except nourishment. The 
tiend oil this soup is noticeable for quite a 
distance. It is disagreeable. There is every- 
tuing in this soup, from shop worn rice up to 
neat's foot oiL Onco I thought 1 detecved 
cuisine in it.

The dinner menu is changed on Fridays, 
Sundays and Thursdays, on which days you 
get the soup first and the bread afterwards. 
In this way the bread is saved. i

Three days in the week at dinner each man 
gets a potato with a thousand legged worm 
in it. At 6 o’clock comes supper with toast 
and responses. Bread is served at supper 
time, together with a cup of tea. To those 
who dislike bread and never eat soup, or do 
not drink tea or coffee, life st Ludlow Street 
jail is indeed irksome.—Bill Nye in New York 
World.

PARNELLISM AND "CRIME." 
These sre great days for Ireland.

Her darkest hour ia passed, and the 
glimmer of dawn is breaking through 
the gloom which baa of late overspread 
her political horizon. The conspiracy 
which it was hoped by the enemies of 
Erin would culminate in the political 
downfall of Parnell, and the disintegra­
tion of the Irish party, has proved a 
veritable boomerang to their aaaailanta, 
and now instead of the tiger hunting the 
man, the man, well armed and invul­
nerable, ia after the tiger—if we may 
transpose a familiar expression. When 
the Times crusade against “Parnelliaa 
and Crime" began, public opinion—a 
fickle jade " at beat—seemed to lose its 
head, and condemned the accused with­
out waiting for the evidence in defence, 
Tbe testimony of LeCaron, self-confess­
ed perjurer and thief though he was, ap­
peared to carry weight, and considerable 
importance was attached to hie state­
ments, which, iu the light of later know­
ledge, are now out of court. But it was 
not until the man who had furnished 
the Times with the alleged Parnell let­
ters—Richard Pigott—was put in the 
witness box, that the highest pitch of 
excitement waa reached. Hia story, 
told circumstantially and with apparent 
truthfulness, seemed to tell strongly 
against the accused, and it appeared to 
many that the meshes were fast weav­
ing around the Irish leader. But we 
trusted that right would prevail, and 
when tbe cross-examination of the 
Times’ leading witness was begun by 
Sir Charles Russell the curtain began to 
lift, and in due time tbe true inward­
ness of the conspiracy waa exposed. Bit 
by bit the dark secret waa bared to 
public view, and In due season the His­
tory of the foulest attempt to deetro 
and discredit a British statesman, and to 
bring obliquy upon the cause which Le 
espoused, was brought to light. Thi 
sequel is a tragic one. Parnell stand, 
today an uncrowned king, while the 
Times wears sackcloth and ashes, and 
the Tima' chief witness, like Judas of 
old, stands at the bar of God, with hia 
own blood upon hie bands, a suicide in a 
strange land.

And so, ont of darkness has come 
light ; oat of apparent weakness has 
come strength ; and from fear of the 
future has come hope and trust in the 
time to come. Ireland’s cause ia bright­
er todty than ever before ; Ireland’s 
eons can hold up their heads and step 
firmer than for veers past ; we’re a day’s 
march nearer Borne Rule—we’re almost 
there ’ The days of persecution are 
shortening up—the hour of Balfoui ism 
and brut^jity is drawing to a close. The 
sky is brightening, and the way is be­
ginning to look clear, and in the not dis­
tant future is looming up the culmina­
tion of many a patriot’s hope, that once 
again will be seen in Ireland what all 
her true sons hope for, the consumma­
tion of Home Rule and an Irish Parlia 
ment on College Green.

But while e good dee] hat been said 
about the breeding of stock both for 
beef end milk, very little has been said 
about e feature that is just now Demand­
ing the attention of prominent breeders, 
and that ia the matter of judging cattle 
at the greet fairs. A ribbon, a diploma 
or e medal from the Provincial or any of 
the greet eity exhibitions is worth e 
good deal to the owner of a thoroughbred 
animal. The progeny of the cow or 
bull that wine the leading prise et these 
fairs is in demand. In short the men 
who judge live stock at the big fairs can 
do much good or much harm as they are 
lit or unfit men for their work.

Last week Mr Wm. McCrae. of 
Guelph, a leedirg breeder, appeared be­
fore the Board of the Provincial Exhibi­
tion and told a not very flattering tale 
concerning certain judges even under 
the aegia of that institution. He said it 
had been charged that the Board some­
times had not the proper olaas of jodgei 
for live stock, and there was a good 
deal of truth in it.

In the city of Ottawa in 1887 the 
judges in tbo Galloway and Polled 
Angus classes were et fault One men 
actually said he always gave the prix* to 
the biggest beeve !

Mr. McCrae then related the follow­
ing instance :

My father asked another men if he 
ever judged Galloways.

•Yea,’ said the man.
‘Were they spotted 1 ’
•Yea.’
‘And had they’home t ’
‘Yea,’ said the other.
‘Well,’ aaid roy father, ‘that’s the first 

time I ever heard of spotted Galloways 
with horns.” (Laughter.)

Mr. McCrae anggeated that the various 
breeders' associations should recommend 
as judges to the exhibition boards men in 
whom exhibitors could have some confi­
dence as being fit men for the position.

We would recommend our institutes 
to take up the question of the appoint­
ment of judges, not only at the great 
fairs but also at our township and riding 
shows.

Oar own opinion is that fewer judges 
and a better quality of men it the great 
cure for the ilia complained of.

ENGINEER CH1PMAN 8 REPORT.
Goderich, Feb. 22, 1889. 

John Butler, Esq., Chairman Water 
Works Committee :

Dear Sir,—After examination and 
testa of the pumping machinery now be­
ing erected by Tbe Gordon Sttarn Pump 
Co., for your waterworks, made in Jana 
ary, sad after seeing the engines work­
ing again this morning, I peg to report 
as follows :—

That the larger engine works satisfac­
torily when pumping at a speed to dis- 

1 charge 300 gallons per minute, aa shown 
by plunger displacement, which quanti­
ty of water ia the present limit to be got 
from the wells ; but that the smaller en­
gine does not work satisfactorily—and 
cannot be accepted ia its present condi­
tion. As the pumps were delivered here 
early in November, 1888, and have 
been working more or less since January 
1st, at acme expense to tbe corporation, 
and as there can be no revenue derived 
from water-takers until spring opens, I 
would recommend that the pumping en­
gines remain idle until each time in the 
spring as the committee may select, auch 
time to be not later than May 1st, 1889, 
and that the contractor» be then requir­
ed to place the engines in good working 
order according to specifications and 
contract, and that they run said machin 
ery for one month according to section 
C of the general specification.

As the engineer has already made two 
trips to Goderich to test the pumping 
engines, I would recommend that he be 
paid by the contractor for pumping ma 
chinery for any additional services re­
quired of him in testing aaid machinery, 
and that hi* fees and expenses be de­
ducted from any money» due aaid con 
tractors.

Upon the contractors for pumping 
machinery agreeing to the above condi­
tion» I would recommend that they be 
paid three thousand five hundred dollars 
in addition to any amount already, ad­
vanced them.

Unless he gambles on the turf 
or the stock exchange, he cannot spend 
on himself more than a certain not very 
large annual amount ; and there is 
therefore no very nmrve’ous generosity 
in his handing over the surplus to one 
or half a dozen charitable organizations.

Some 
men have the knack, by a ca eful a Jap 
talion of means to ends, r* getting or 
seeming to get a fir greater return f ji 
their money than others. This is a 
science well worth cultivating.

What a picture of thrift dues good old 
Hugh Latimer give in one of his ser­
mons ! *‘My father,” he said, ‘‘had no 
laud of hie own, but only a farm of three 
or four pounds a year at the utmost ; and 
hereon he tilled so much as kept half a 
dozen men. He had a walk for an hun­
dred sheep, and my mother milked 
thirty kine. He kept his son at school 
till he went to the university and main­
tained him there.

I'ndUlags and He».
When boiling puddings be sure that 

the puddings bag is perfectly clean. Dip 
it in hot water, then dredge it well with 
dour. If a bread pudding tie it loose ; 
if a batter pudding tie it nearly close ; 
fruit pudding should be tied quite close. 
When you made a batter pudding first 
mix the dour well with mils and stir in 
the other ingredients by degrees ; you 
will then have it smooth and quite free 
from lumps. Another goyd way is te 
strain it through a coarse hair sieve.

Be sure the water boil» when you put 
your pudding in and that it keeps boil­
ing all the time. Keep it well covered 
with water and move it about several 
times or it may stick to the kettle. 
When you lake it out dip immediately 
iu cold water, which will prevent it from 
adhering to the bag. If you boil the 
pudding in a dish or basin, butter the 
inside before putting it in ; the same 
should be dune for a hiked pudding or 
pie.

Before commencing to make paste for 
puddings or pies it is necessity to place 
near at hand everything likely to he 
needed, to inspect all the utensils, to 
prepare all the ingredients and most im­
portant of all to wash the hands and 
nails perfectly clean. A'ways use good, 
sweet butter, drippings or lard for piste. 
Some persons think that butter which 
cannot be eaten on bread will do very 
well for cooking purposes, which ia a 
great mistake, as the baking jr boiling 
of rancid fat increases the bad flavor. 
Make two or three holes in the cover of 
pies that the steam may escape. To 
make good puff paste rub a quarter of a 
puuid of butter with a half a quart of 
flour very fine; make it into a light paste 
with cold water; roll out a quarter of an 
inch thick, put a layer of butter all over, 
sprinkle on a little flour, double it up 
and roll out again, repeating four or fire 
times, using in all a half a pound of 
butter.

DOMESTIC RECEIPTS.

Perfumed Bureau Mats.—A fine towel, 
or even a while paper, ie the usual cover 
for the bottom of bureau drawer*, but 
how much daintier ia a eel of perfumed 
mate for that purpose, or at least one 
mat for the top drawer, in which one’s 
most cherished posaneeione are usually 
kept. The prettiest ot these are made 
aa'in lined with muelin, with an Inter­
lining of sheet wadding, upon which ia 
•priokled some violet powder. Outside 
and lining are ran together and edged 
with chenille the color of the satin. Crues 
stiches in embroidery silk are taken at 
intervals to tack the nut in square» like 
» small quilt.

Egg Broth and Egg Ten.—Egg broth 
and egg tea for invalids For egg broth 
beat an egg until it ia frothy, «tir into a 
pint of boiling hot meat broth, free from 
fat, season it with a saltspoonful of salt, 
and eat it hot, with thin slices of dry 
toast ; it may be gives to assist the pa­
tient in gaining strength.

For egg tee, beat the yolk of an egg in 
a cep of tea, and let the aick person 
drink it warm ; the yoke is more reedily 
digested than the white, and baa a bet­
ter flavor ; and the tea is a powerful re­
spiratory exeitant, while it promote» 
perspiration, and aids the assimilation ot 
more nourishing foods.

Cranberries Kept Fresh,—To keep 
cranberries fresh so experienced house­
wife says to pot them into cold water. 
No matter if they freeze ; there ia no 
way that they keep so nine and fresh. 
One needs to be cartful not to break the 
skins so that the juice will not ran out ; 
hut they will be just ss Iresh end round 
in May as in November. There it no 
other method that keeps them uncooked 
as nice at thia, and cranberries are al­
ways better when fresh than when pre 
se: vrd, and take less sugar, too, either 
for pics or «sues.

Mphtabd.—Only the best mustard ia 
worth having, hot the adulteration» and 
trick» of preparation are an many that 
the heat ia hard to get. Much depends 
on the method of preparation. When 
good mustard ia carefully ground and 
to carefully aifted that only 30 or 40 per 
cent, of the weight is saved as table 
muataru, a first olass article is the result. 
Some poor staff made from the rejected 
hulls is sold, with cayenne pepper added 
to give it a "bite.” Mustard ia largely 
adulterated by admixtures of turmeric 
and corn meet. Generally, the quality 
of mustard can safely be judged by its 
price, sud the cheapest it really the 
dearest. The yellow English mustard ia 
beat for table use. California mustard 
is ao (rich in oil that lime ot the oil is 
expressed before the muctard is sold to 
prevent it from becoming rancid—hence 
its unaatifactory quality. Brown mus­
tard ia mostly osed in medical practice.

Wm Gevin, living a mile and a half 
west of Tccumaeh, waa returning home 
from Wiodnr on Saturday night, the 
worse of liquor.
