. - of Europe and America. For instance 
the treaties oi Japan with the otlie] 
nations contained wit,at were kno 
as extra territorial rights. Japan ha<j 
been obliged to give humiliating tar 
iff .rates to other nations, and indeed 
was .subjected to keen indignity. Bu 
in 1892 the Japanese government del 
cided that at last Japan should un 
shackle, her bonds and have treafie: 
with the great powers which would no' 
subject her jo any Humiliation.

For many years Japan had concern- 
tratêd her efforts in - the problem oi 
what is no wknown as treaty revision 
and every possible obstacle that stool 
in the Way of that great goal wa 
steadily removed. When, in 1892, tfii 
long standing affair was taken up 
Great Britain was of all the powers 
the first aprpoaehed, as she la id larg­
er interests than any other in the 
question. The negotiations bore fruit,I 
and a revised treaty was concluded, 
with Great Britain on July 17, 1894. 
The other powers followed suit. Tlie| 
revised treaties were put into fore 
on July 17, 1899, Thus, foi- the firs 
time; Japan admittance into the com 
ity of nations on the status of equal­
ity.

By clause XIX. of the treaty of 18941 
it was made optional with Canada and 
other British colonies to adhere to the] 
treaty. Article XJX oi the treaty- 
reads as follows :—

The stipulations of the present1 
treaty shall be applicable, -o" far as1 
tile laws permit to Æ the colonies and 

’ foreign possession His Britannic 
Majesty, excepting .,» those herein- 
after named, that ^ to say. except, 
ten :

India, the. "Btotimjpii of Canada, 
Newfoundluuo A. .c Cape, Natal, New 
South Wales, fictmia. Queensland' 
Tasmania, South Australia, Western 
Australia, New Zealand, provided- al 
wavs that tire".'.stipulations of the pres­
ent treaty shall be made applicable t-c 
any of the above-named colonies oi 
foreign possessions on whose behalf 
notice, to that effect shall have been 
given to the Japanese government by 
Her Britannic Majesty’s representa­
tive at, Tokio, within two years from 
thfe date of the exchange of ratifica- 

, tions of the present treaty.
For various reasons, which I will 

mention lat-er on, it was only- in 1905 
that by a minute of council dated 
September 26, that- Canada became a 
party of the treaty.

This minute of council is based up­
on a report from the secretary of state, 
in which he recommends:—

That a cable despatch be sent to 
Mr. Lyttelton, advising him that the 
government of Canada is prepared tc 
adhere absolutely and without reserve 
to the treaty of commerce and navi­
gation' made between Great Britain 
and Japan in 1894 and. supplement­
ary convention signed in Tokio in 
July, 1895.

In view of the expiration of the two 
years' allowed by Article. XIX of the 
treaty of 1894 for the adhesion of Brit­
ish colonies, it became necessary, to 
conclude a special convention so as.fr: 
give effect-to the* stipulations of the 
trdnty applicable to the. intercourse 
of commerce and navigation between 
the empire of Japan and- the Domin­
ion of Canada.

The convention was signed at Tokic 
on January- 31, 1906. It came into ef­
fect immediately after the exchange 
of ratifications and, as stipulated:—

It shall remain in force until the ex­
piration of six months from the day- 
on which one of the high contracting 
parties shall have- announced their de­
tention of terminating it.

The treaty was submitted to and 
sanctioned by parliament during the 
session of 19Ô7. It will be noticed by 
the first paragraph of article I of the 
treaty that the Japanese are unequi­
vocally given the san\e rights as any 
British subject in Canada. It reads 
as follows :—

The subjects of each of the two high 
contracting parties shall have full lib 
city to enter, travel or reside in any 
pa(t of the Dominions and possessions 
of the other contracting party, and 
shell enjoy full and perfect protection 
for Their persons and property.

Before l proceed any further, I wish 
to answer at once ah objection which 
has been raised by some newspapers.
It was stated that the government 
should have accepted the suggestion 
made by. Mr. Chamberlain several 
years ago. namely, that Canada might 
adopt a policy based on the Natal act.
It has also been stated that we should 
have striven to have obtained an ar­
rangement with terms similar to that 
of Queensland. The Natal act would 
be nothing less than a means of ex­
cluding the Japanese from Canada 
«nd I have no hesitation in saving that 
it -would be a most unfriendly act to­
wards Japan. As regards the special 
arrangement with Queensland, it fr­
eon taint'd in the protocol, signed in 
Tokio, March 16, 1897, in that Queens­
land, ^though adhering to the treaty, 
reserves her rights as regards the im-

-is now possible to so restrict the im­
migration from Japan, as to revert 
to the order of things exist ing before 
1907, when, on account of special cir­
cumstances, the regulations were re­
laxed, not through the fault- of the 
Japanese government, but through- 
false representations, whieh were 
made, as is eyident to any one, my 
mission might- not have been unsuc­
cessful.

It seems to me, sir, that if I have 
found the Japanese government not 
only willing but anxious to meet the 
views of the Canadian government so 
as to stop for ever any large influx 
of immigrants, and consequently any 
further agitation in British Columbia 
by redeeming in the* most- absolute 
manner the assurances repeatedly, 
given by their consul between 1900 
and 1907 my efforts would not have 
been in vain.

And, sir, I elaim that this is the 
result of my mission to Japan. Let

I do not wish, Mr. Speaker, to be 

historical in the statement I have to 
i.ffcr the House this afternoon, but 
having visited Japan, having seen a 
little o' official Japan, having read a 
gn at deal about that country,, may I 
fie permitted to state that there, are 

•in ttie history of modern Japan thrée 
days which must ever be borne in 
mind. These ttiree: «lays are the three 
landmarks of modem Japan. They 
are, first, the revolution which restor­
ed i.ln- emperor to the throne of Japan, 
after dissensions which lasted during 
centuries, during whieh the efforts of 
the empire had been baffled by the 
shogunate. That revolution took place 
forty-five years ago. Then there was 
the introduction of parliamentary gov­
ernin' at in 1889, end finally what is 
now called in Japan the treaty re- 
vi-ion of 1894. That treaty revision 
mark- n new era in the history of 
japan. Before that time Japan was 
not considered a great power but plac­
id on the same footing as China by 
what are known as the great powers 
of Europe and America. For instance; 
tin- treaties of Japan with the other 
nations contained what were known 
a, extra territorial rights. Japan had 
been obliged to give humiliating tar­
iff rates to other nations, and indeed 
was subjected to keen indignity. But 
in 1892 the Jo pape ke government de­
cided that at last Japan should un­
shackle her bonds and have treaties 
with the great powers which would not 
subject her to any Humiliation..

For many years Japan trail concen­
trated lier efforts in the problem of 
what is no «known as treaty revision, 
and every possible obstacle that stood 
in the way of that, great goal was 
steadily removed. When, in 1892, this 
long standing affair was taken up, 
Great Britain was of all the powers 
the first aprpoachcd, <ts she held larg­
er interests than "any other in the 
question. The negotiations bore fruit, 
and a revised treaty, was concluded 
with Great Britain on July 17, 1894. 
The other powers followed suit. The 
revised treaties were put into force 
on July 17, 1899. Thus, for the first 
time; Japan admittance into the com­
ity of nations on the status of equal­
ity.

Bv clause XIX of the treaty of 1894 
it was made optional with Canada and 
other British colonies to adhere to the 
treaty. Ayticle XIX of the treaty 
reads as follows

There is not only 
in British Columbia, but in every Ang­
lo-Saxon community quite an aver­
sion to any kind of Asiatic labor. I 
would, however, observe that so iar as 
Japanese laborers are concerned, my 
hon. friend will agree that for the last 
five or six years there has been no 
Japanese immigration to apeak of into 
British Columbia. Some lew years 
ago when we iecreased to $500 the poll 
tax which had been in existence for 
a great many years against Chi­
nees immigration, we persistently 
refused to extend the some prohibi­
tion against Japanese immigration. 
The reason which we gave at "that 
time was that Japan was an ally of 
Great Britain, ami we could not treat 
the Japanese as we had treated the 
Chinese population. This was accept­
ed by British Columbia itself, and I 
may say that our task in that respect 
was made easy because the Japanese 
government has restricted the immi­
gration of their own people. At 
the present time the Japanese 
governnunt does not allow immigra­
tion from its own provinces, vitn tl-e 
exception of a very few rrom t.’uii 
province. I think it is not mere than 
-our or five from each province, that 
is all that the Japan :se permit to

vnt minister of finance, the chief ieat- 
uri of which was the giving of a fiscal
preference to the mother country. (t 
will be remembered that we had heavy 
battles to wage in drder to obtain the 
denunciation of the German and Bel­
gian treaties, under which those na­
tions were -to participate in most fav­
ored nation treatment. < In the treaty 
wih Japan here was a most favored 
nation clause. It was not known whe­
ther we could obtain the denunciation 
of the German and Belgian treaties in 
order that we might give full prefer- 
mce to the .mother country. That be­
ing so, we might well hesitate before 
we entered into any bargain with any. 
ither nation.

Now, coming to the merits of the 
case, let me say that, during my stay' 
in Japan, I inquired whether the pro- 
risiens of that protocol were still in 
.-xistence. I was told, not only by 
:he Japanese authorities, but by the 
Jritish ambassador at Tokio, that 
ince Queensland had become a mem­

ber of the Australian commonwealth

SOME REASONS FOR OPTIMISM.

The Sovereign Bank of Canada has 
gone out of business. In part, its 
troubles were .no doubt due to the ab­
normal monetary conditions prevail­
ing, but it is by no m'eans eu re the 
institution could have been pulled 
through in the best of seasons. It 
was re-organized last summer in a 
frantic effort to evade the conse­
quences of a policy of reckless expan­
sion. The entire rest fund was ap­
plied to the payment of losses sus­
tained in bad investments and the 
capital reduced from $4,000,000 to 
$3,000,000 and new officers put aboard. 
Yet with this shortened sail only fair 
weather could have made the venture 
prosperous, while bad weather almost 
certainly meant disaster. The bad 
weather came, and the directors, in­
stead of plunging ahead until they 
swamped, looked matters squarely in 
the face, recognized that a condition 
must ensue in which the operation 
of the bank would not be profitable 
and decided to quit whilç the assets 
were large enough to pay off the 
obligations. Arrangements were ac­
cordingly made with older banks, and 
the branches of tire Sovereign opened 
next morning as branches of other 
banks of unquestioned stability. As 
a result the depositors and customers 
of the Sovereign do not lose their 
money—their accounts were merely 
transferred to the other banks.

The wonder is not that one baqk 
should have found it unprofitable to 
continue business; the phenomenon 
must be that only one has found’ it 
so. The others continue to do busi­
ness at the old stands with no signals 
of distress flying. There is little pro­
fit in boasting our superiority, but we 
may be pardoned a measurable pride, 
not unmixed with gratitude, that 
îonditions here are not as the? are 
south of the boundary. There finan­
cial institutions have been suspend­
ing payments, and resorting to all 
manner of expedients, while many 
have gone to the wall, leaving thou­
sands of customers to suffer; here the 
banks have been driven to no ex­
treme measure aside from a string­
ent shortening of credit, and only 
one has 'been forced out. The differ­
ence should suggest something to our 
neighbors to the south. Npt less not­
able to them must be the ease with 
which a Canadian financial institu­
tion withdraws from the field without 
creating panic, entailing loss to cus­
tomers or jn any way disturbing the 
economic conditions of the country. 
NÇith them a “bank failure” means 
ruin to many and loss to more ; with 
ue there is no such thing as a “bank 
failure” in the commonly understood 
implication of the term—a bank mere­
ly hands over its business to the oth­
ers. and shuts up shop. None are 
ruined and none suffer loss except 
perhaps those who own the bank 
stock, and upon whom the losses, if 
any, should properly fall. Whatever 
We may think of the timely or un­
timely conservatism our banks dis­
play at times, no one can question 
that they know how to preserve theii 
solvency, and that they practice the 
knowledge with admirable persis­
tency. To the public this means that 
the man who deposits a dollar, in a 
Canadian bank may rest easy that 
he can get it when he wants it.

The same journal gives the failures 
in Canada for the .week ending Janu­
ary 18th as 44, compared to 63 in the 
preceding week, and 23 for the corre­
sponding week in 1907. The latter 
figure was unusually low, however, 
for the failures for the corresponding 
week ih 1906 were 36, in 1905 37 and 
in 1904 25. The average of Canadian 
failures for the week during the four 
years was thus something over 30, and 
the record for the present year show­
ed an increase of not quite fifty per 
cent. Still more significant is it that 
not one of the 44 firms who failed 
had more than $6,000 capital. The 
mortality this side the border is thus 
absolutely confined to smaller con­
cerns, and it is a pretty safe guess 
that it is confined to such of these as 
were started on a speculative basis. 
During thg -past four or five years 
numbers of enterprises have been 
started with capital only sufficient to 
float them in very favorable condi­
tions while mercantile establishments 
have come into being where present 
business was not sufficient to war- 
rent, but where there was a promise 
ol larger trade in future. Establish­
ments of this character could of 
course only subsist by having their 
capital always available. A time ol 
“hard collections” meant ruin. The 
wonder is not that so many have col­
lapsed, but that so many have not 
gene under.

At the annual meeting of the Bank 
oi Commerce a few days ago Mr. 
Bvron E. Walker as usual reviewed 
the general situation in Canada, and 
touched on the reflective conditions 
abroad. Alluding to our large im­
ports, Mr. Walker said: “WhileCana- 
“dians have taken a natural pride in 
“the great growth of their foreign 
“trade, which has increased from 
“$257,168,000 in 1897 to $617,944,000 in 
“1907, some remark has seemed ne­
cessary each year upon the large ex­
cess in our imports. For the year 
“ending midsummer, 1906, the two 
“had so approximated that the ex­
cess of imports was only $37,630,000 
“in a foreign trade of $550,854,000, but 
"ior the year ending midsummer, 
“1907, we have an excess in imports 
“of $101,601,000, our exports beirtg but 
“iittle larger than for the previous 
“year, while our imports are alxmt 
“65,000,000 more. The first three 
‘months following mid-summer, 1907, 
“showed no tendency towards hn- 
“provement. We cannot build a third 
"transcontinental railroad in addition 
“to providing for the large growth of 
“older systems ; we cannot take care 
“of an enormous and unprecedented 
“inflow of immigrants; and we can 
“not build up new towns and cities 
"by the hundred, without largely in­
creasing our purchases as compared 
“with what .we have to sell."

tion of Japanese laborers to work on' 
the railway ; yet as parliamentarian 
he has posed before the electors of 
his Province as the implacable enemy 
of Asiatic immigration, a kind of hu­
man bulwark against an Oriental in­
undation. Not only so, on the eve 
of the general provincial elections he 
sprung a story that it was the G.T.P.

Thus while the lawyer concludes 
agreements for importing Japanese 
for his corporation allies at sa much 
per, the parliamentarian makes the 
hillsides echo with declamations 
against the impending submergence 
ol the white race by a flood of cho- 
colate-hued humanity. For scientific 
handling of the double role the biog­
raphy of Bowser has the great Druce 
mystery faded to a dull grey. Only 
once do the diverse characters appear 
to have encountered. Even then it 
was no come-by-chance collision with 
humiliating revelations for the per­
former, but a tete-a-tete skilfully ar­
ranged to shower shekels on Bowser 
the lawyer while it shed lustre on 
Bowser the parliamentarian. As with 
the actor who played both Caesar and 
Brutus, there came a time when both 
characters must appear on the stage 
at once, and when in the logic of 
things one must finally extinguish the 
other. But Bowser was bigger than 
the crisis. While the parliamentarian 
considered the electors, the lawyer 
remembered Bowser. The electors de­
manded the Natal Act; «he parliamen- 

! tayan prepared it for the Legislature.
! Bowser needed the wealthy client ; the 

lawyer left a loophole in the -Act 
whereby the importation of Japanese 
navvies could go merrily on. The 
forty-two legislators slumbered peace­
fully in their easy chairs while the 
Act was read & third time and finally- 
passed and sent up to the Governor 
for approval. Meantime McBride the 
Premier had been in Ottawa, and in­
formed the Secretary of State there 
that the Act would not lg- assented to. 
How he knew can only «be explained 
by the genius of Bawser. The man 
had cast the horoscope of the Natal 
Act and projected its fate through the 
intervening ether to his distant col­
league. Thus was the wrath of the 
public directed to Dunsmuir, while 
Bowser the lawyer maintained his 

! wealthy client and Bowser the parlia­
mentarian paraded as the baffled hero 
of the populace, -warring against offi­
cial stubbornness to preserve the 
Province from *he invasion of Asiatic 
lrordee. Confronted with the records 
of his genius Bowser could only affirm 
that he had never done business for 
Gotah nor been legal advisor to the 
Canadian Nippon Co., of neither 
nf which anyone had accused him. 
Considered in the light of his accom- 
nlishments these small emissions 
must be crëdited either to lack of op­
portunity or oversight, and as noth­
ing detracting from the verdict that 
great is Bowser of the Columbians.

which the public; the Government, 
and the Legislature are concented.

The Opposition, with the aid of 
their local organ, have surely estab­
lished u precedent in Parliamentary 
practice. The Opposition leader-, or 
one of them, asks a series of ques­
tions which are answered as fully a.s 
the Government’s information goes. 
But the questioner does not say why 
he asks the questions ; that is left to 
his newspaper supporter. Why it is 
so the - Journal itself makes clear. 
The questions were founded on "vague 
and indefinite rumors." Of these “no 
notice can be taken" by the Govern­
ment. Wherefore if they are kept as 
rumors and prevented becoming other 
than rumors they can be used as wea­
pons against the Government and 
weapqns which the Government can 
take no measures to foil.

Mr. Robertson declined to 
stake his reputation on the tattle of 
the street ; the Journal, haying no 
such possession to risk, may mouth 
the rumors with impunity, serenely 
confident that its standing cannot 
farther deteriorate.

Bradstreet’a thus reviews the bet­

“fixing ol capital in betterments of 
‘all kinds, we need not fear for the 
‘prosperity of the fanner throughout 
‘North America or that our work­
shops will be idle to an extent which 
‘should interfere with a sound and 
‘reasonable prosperity.”

THE BIOGRAPHY OF BOWSER.

Attorney-General Bowser of British 
Columbia occupied the attention of 
Parliament at Ottawa a few days ago 
If the biography of that gentleman 
as presented by the members who 
know him best is to Se relied on he 
is a sufficiently interesting subjeqt to 
'engage the attention of any’ assem 
blage of gentlemen concerned in the 
knowledge of human character.- The 
legal member of the McBride' Govern 
ment, it seems, is an exceedingly ver 
satile gentleman. He is à lawyer and 
also a provincial parliamentarian and 
he succeeds in keeping the two char­
acters sufficiently separate to profit 
both his pocket and his position. As 
lawyer for instance, he was solicitor 
for the C.P.R. in 1902, and for them 
concluded an agreement, with a gen­
tleman named Gotah for the importa-

THE ORGAN OF “RUMORS."
The Edmonton Journal is dissatis­

fied with the -esteemed senior leader 
of the Opposition to the extent of be­
lieving either that Mr. Robertson| 
does not know what he wants or that 
he does not know how to ask for it. 
His questions anent the purchase of 
the city courthouse site did not pro­
vide much basis for political attack, 
wherefore the Journal takes the sub­
ject out' of Mr. Robertson’s hands. 
It invests the public with a curiosity 
to know what was behind the ques­
tions asked by Mr. Robertson, a sup­
positious query that could surely be 
best answered by the honorable mem­
ber for High River himself, did he 
consider "the matter of sufficient im­
portance to throw light upon it.

We are uXormed that there are 
“vague and indefinite rumors floating 
about” with regard to which “perhaps 
no notice can be taken” by the Gov­
ernment, but which the Journal care­
fully gathers up and invites the pub­
lic to notice. “The uald facts of the 
case” (as revealed presumably in 
these “vague rumors,” of wh]ch it is 
proper “no notice” snould “be tak­
en”), are stated to be that the site 
sold to the Government for $27,000 
had been previously bought for $17, 
000. Why the rumoi ists should have 
curbed their zeal at this particular 
point we are not informed. No doubt 
it would lie entirely In accord with 
the logic of events to aay that the 
man alleged to have sold the prop­
erty for $17,000 bought it for $1,700, 
and to cite the probability that the 
man who sold it for $1,700 bought it 
for 1700 cents. If selling property, for 
more than it cost be a crime who is 
scathless, and if buying property for 
twice what it was formerly worth be 
a mark either of ineptitude or venal­
ity, who that has bought property is 
either sensible or virtuous? But that 
this< property could have been bought 
when the Proivnce needed It for less 
than the Province gave for it, the 
spokesman of the rumoriste does not 
aver. That is the whole point in

THE GIBBONS PROPERTY.

It is by no means gratifying to the 
ratepayers to learn that the quantity 
or the availability of the coal on the 
Gibbons property is by no means as­
sured. This property, comprising up­
wards of two hundre’d acres, was ac­
quired some two years ago at a cost 
•525,625. It is located a few miles up 
the river, and was bought as a site 
for the power house when the west­
ward extension of the city shall oblige 
us to take the water supply from a 
point higher up stream. The main 
reason for the purchase of this parti­
cular site was the belief that an abun­
dance of coal could be easily mined 
on the land, and that the cheaper 
cost of producing electric power at 
the pit’s mouth would more than 
counterbalance thé increased cost of 
transmitting the power to the city. 
The council discovered last week, 
however, that the best available coal 
is a three and oné half foot 
seam some 223 feet below the surface, 
and the superintendent of the power 
house is anything but sanguine that 
this can be easily mined, owing to 
the presence of water. This suggests 
that our information when the pur- j 
chase was made was not as full as it 
should have been, but however well - 
founded, criticism of the purchase 
will not now amend matters. The j 
point of importance is that wo have 
the property, that it cost us $25,000. 
and that we must find some way of 
utilizing it to advantage, or of at 
least getting onr money out of it. To 
move the power house there would be 
folly in view of tt)e uncertainy regard­
ing the coal supply, it remains only 
to make what extensions are neces­
sary to the. present plant. It might 
be worth while,. however, to under­
take a thordugh examination of the 
property to see whàt we really, have 
or have not. Other seams might be 
found which would enable us to carry 
out the original intention with advan­
tage, or to make, other satisfactory 
disposition of the land. At the worst, 
we can only make certain what we 
now suspect, and in any event knowl­
edge is worth more than ignorance.

INFORMATION DENIED.

The impudent Opposition in Mani­
toba were shown “where they were 
at” a few days ago. One J. A. Camp­
bell, a troublesome Grit member, 
made some allusions anything but 
complimentary to the Roblin Govern­
ment anent the voters’ list for the 
Dauphin district—alleged that names 
of detested Grits had been expurgated 
from the document or something of 
the kind. Mr. Roblin immediately 
became impressed with the temerity 
of the venturesome legislator, and 
pompously warned him that lus 
chargee were very serious and that if 
they were proven incorrect it would 
be up to him to apologize to the 
House. But Campbell refused to be 
appalled ; he invited Mr. Roblin to 
produce the voters’ list and prove the 
charges incorrect, leaving the apolo- 
gizing till it should be decided whence 
it was due.

would be cheaper to buy it than to 
build and operate a rival system, and 
in this event, the Premier has an­
nounced the willingness of the Gov­
ernment to purchase.

So far as known, the Com­
pany have net intimated their will­
ingness to sell the Alberta system at 
all, though the logic of the Manitoba 
sale is that ‘hey intend withdrawing 
from Western Canada, Whether so or 
not it is as well that they should tin- 
derstand that the people of Alberta 
want telephone communication and 
are ponvinced that this would be 
more satisfactorily secured by a sys­
tem Government owned and operated 
covering the whole Province. There 
is no unreasoning antagonism to the 
Bell Company ; there is a public feel­
ing that neither they nor other tele­
phone corporations should be allowed 
to occupy new territory and that if 
practicable the private-systems now 
in existence should be secured by the 
Government ; but there is no disposi­
tion on the part of either the Govern­
ment or the public to pay any com­
pany twice what its property is worth.

SOME FACTS ABOUT CANADIAN 
RAILWAYS.

Railway Statistics is the title of a 
blue book issued by the Department 
of Èailways and Canals, containing 
an immense amount of valuable and 
interesting information of the rail­
ways of Canada. Something over a 
year ago the Department provided the 
various railways with schedules re­
quiring information on many points 
concerning which mr official record 
had been kept. The current number 
of the blue book contains the statis­
tics gathered by this means, and it 
may be properly considered one of 
the most exhaustive publications is­
sued by any government on this very 
important branch of national activity.

There are 22.452 miles of railway 
now in operation in Canada. This 
has all been constructed during the 
past seventy years, the first sixteen 
mile stretch being laid in the year 
1836. About 1.100 miles were added 
last year, beside 324 miles of single 
track changed to double. Including 
double tracks, sidings ànd yards, the 
total length of track in the Dominion 
is 27,611 miles. During the year there 
were 3,000 miles of track actually un- 
der construction, j,-ut counting of 
course lines projected but not under 
contract.

Of this total Ontario has 7,637 miles, 
Quebec 3,516, Manitoba 3,074, Saskat­
chewan 2,024, British Columbia 1,685, 
New Brunswick 1,502, Nova Scotia 
1.329, Alberta 1,323, Prince Edward 
Island 267 and the Yukon 90.

There is a mile of railway in Can­
ada fof every 287 ii.uaDitants; in the 
United States a mile for each 381 ; in 
the United Kingdom a mile for each 
1,821; in France for every 1,590; in 
New South Wales for each 6S6; New 
Zealand each 358; Victoria each 360; 
and India each 10,119. We have more 
miles of railway in comparison to 
population than any other country in­
dicated. *

For each mile of railway we have 
161 square miles of territory, the Un­
ited States 13 square miles, the Unit­
ed Kingdom 5, France 8, New South 
Wales 46, New Zealand 43, Victoria 
25, and India 61. Thus our railway 
mileage is the smallest in comparison 
to area of the countries enumerated.

Aside from the cost of Government 
railways, Canada has aided railway 
construction by subsidies aggregating 
$181,298,412. Of this the Dominion 
provided $128,127,648; the provinces 
$35,123,130 and municipalities $17,346 ■ 
633.

Beside this the Dominion gave in 
times past 31,762,954 acres of land 
to railway companies—every acre in 
the West.* The 4tems are as follows:

Besides, Que­
bec has granted 13,324,950 acres to va­

772 acres, and Nova Scotia 160,000 
acres. This brings the total land 
grants made in Canada to railways up 
to 62,783,063 acres.

The total capital invested in Cana­
dian railways exceeds $1,100,000,000, 
beside $100,000,000 put into Govern­
ment railways.

The capitalization of Canadian rail­
ways is $56,995 per mile. Dominion 
owned railways cost $51,590 per mile 
and the Ontario Government railway 
$76,047 fier mile.

Comparing this with other coun­
tries the result is found to be :

Our railways last year carried more 
than 32 million passengers and more 
than 63 million tons of freight. The 
increase of passenger traffic over the 
preceding year exceeded 4,100,000, and 
of freight traffic 5,899,000 tons. Of 
the freight, agricultural products pro­
vided abput 10 million tons and live 
stock and animal products 2% mil­
lions, a total for the farmer and ranch­
er of about one-tenth the whole vol­
ume. The mines provided 18 million 
tons, or more than one-fifth ; the forest 
10 millions or nearly one tenth ; and 
manufactures about 8 millions, or one- 
seventh the total freight traffic.

The total earnings of the railways 
of the Dominion for the year was over 
$140,000,000, an increase of $21,000,000. 
or 17 per cent. Operating expenses 
were $103,000,000, an increase of $16,- 
000,000 Or 19 per cent, over the prev­
ious ye’ar. Of the total revenue $95,- 
000,000 conic from freight and $45,000,- 
000 from passenger'traffic. The oper­
ating expenses were 70 per cent, of 
the revenue, f .. .„ ,

Last year 3.504 engines were report­
ed in use on Canadian railways, an 
increase of 573 over the preceding 
vear; 113,514 freight cars, an increase 
of 16,949 ; 3,642 passenger cars, an in­
crease of 323.

The record of accidents for the year 
shows 70 passengers killed and 352 in­
jured; employees killed 249, injured 
1,126; trespassers killed 195, injured 
125; non-trespassers killed 70, injured 
98; postal clerks killed 3, injured 7; 
total killed 587, injured 1,698. These 
are the largest numbers both of killed 
and injured in the history of Cana­
dian railways, but during two years 
the numbers of passengers killed ex­
ceeded that of last year.

Last year 124,012 persons were in 
the employ of Canadian railways, and 
the total amount paid in wages ex­
ceeded 58 million dollars.

THE RAILWAYMAN’S GRIEVANCE
The Legislature on Saturday en­

dorsed a resolution asking the Domin­
ion Parliament to make certain am­
endments to the Railway Act for the 
relief of railway employees. The 
’plaint of the railway men is that at 
present, when an accident Occurs en­
tailing loss of life or destruction of 
property, the train crew or other em­
ployees of the road, are liable to be 
prosecuted without the point having 
ing been established that they were 
responsible for the \ accident. This 
they consider a grievance and ask 
that the law be amended to provide 
for an investigation into the cause of 
the accident before prosecution is. be­
gun. The request seems most reason­
able. It is a request, not to be reliev­
ed from the liability .of prosecution 
when prosecution is due, but to be 
heed from liability of prosecution un­
til it is established that prosecution 
is. due.

ENGLISH MUNICIPAL GRAFTING.

Investigations recently held into- 
some phases of English municipal life 
are disconcerting to those ol us who 
have been taught to look to the Old 
Land as a country free from civic un­
righteousness. The investigations 
were undertaken ou the initiative of 
Mr. John Burns, President of the 
Local Government Board, and reveal 
that in the art of grafting the Boards 
of Guardians in some English cities 
have rivalled the accomplishments of 
the Tammany machine in New York. 
Half a dozen of the forty or more 
Boards in the London district have 
been subjected to enquiry, with the 
result that one contractor and five 
guardians are in prison, while other 
prosecutions are pending. The doings 
of the West Ham Board were first 
looked into. This is a populous dis 
trict, where the expenditure for the 
relief of the poor is very large. It 
was found that every office within 
the gift of the Board was put up for 
sale. The master of the workhouse 
paid $500 for his' job, the medical offi 
cer $5,000, relieving officers $100 each. 
The contractor who supplied coal to 
the Institution was allowed to supply 
an inferior quality and to charge for 
twice the quantity he supplied.

DEMANDS GOOD ROADS Lord Rothschild Said To Have Been 
Given $6,000,000 in Property.

New York. Jan. 29.—Financial and 
real estate circles in this. city were 
startled to learn that August Belmont 
has transferred to Lora Nathaniel 
Meyer Rothschild and the latter’s 
partners in the great English banking 
house in London more than $6.000,000 
worth of real estate in Manhattan and 
the Bronx.

The property so transferred consiste 
of the following:

The Park Row Building, a 33-storey 
skyscraper, opposite the general post- 
office, valued at $5,000,000.

No. 3 Park Row, a comparatively 
new eight-storey store and office 
building, valued at about $250,000.

Four vacant Lots at the northeast 
corner of Fifth avenue and Eighty- 
first street, valued at about $700,000.

Fifteen lots at One Hundred and 
Thirty-Eighth street and Exterior 
street, in the Mott Haven section of 
the Bronx, the property at the north­
west corner of Mott avenue and One 
Hundred ahd Thirty-eighth street, 
probably worth about $200,000.

Mrs. Sage Holds Mortgage,
With the exception 6f the Park row 

building all this property is unincum­
bered. The Park row skyscraper is 
subject to a mortgage of $2,500,000, in 
favor of Mrs. Russell Sage.

Mrs. Sage, it is understood, ad­
vanced the $2,500,000 cash to Mr. Bel­
mont, about six months ago.

Although for years the Rothschilds 
have been accredited the financial 
backers of the house at Belmont, the 
exact reason for the transfer of the 
vast amount of property to them can­
not be learned. Financiers who heard 
of it, however, said that a man does 
not transfer property unless he js 
selling for a profit or discharging 
some obligation.

In connection with the latter it was 
recalled that Mr. Belmont held one of 
the largest interests m the noted pool, 
organized with the idea of making a 
big profit out of the common stock 
of the interborough-Metropolitan rail­
way company or “traction trust,” as 
it is now more commonly known. This 
pool agreed to underwrite 300,000 
shares of this stock at 50. As a mat­
ter of fact, it is believed that- it pur­
chased more than that number of 
shares, with the idea of unloading 
them on the unsophisticated public at 
a handsome advance in price.

When Mr Belmont formed that pool 
he was holding about $3,000,000 worth 
of the common stock of the merger. 
This had been handed to him as a 
"bonus” for the part he had taken in 
the promotion of the merger of the 
bankrupt surface lines- in this city 
with his profitable elevated and sub- 
way system.

How the shrewd Thomas F. Ryan 
had “sandbagged" Mr. Belmont into 
this deal, so profitable to Mr. Ryan 
and so disastrous to Mr. Belmont, is 
now a matter of history.

OF JAP QUESTIONKILLING COLEMAN At my last interview with Count 
Hayashi, the Minister of Foreign 
Affairs of Japan, I called his atten­
tion to this fact. He informed me 
officially and he has authorized me 

state before the Canadian parlia­
ment, that he had practically sup­
pressed emigration companies in 
Japan. There were, I think, seven­
teen of these companies. The deposit, 
required by the government was in­
creased so much that three of them 
only have been able to continue, the 
other fourteen have been suppressed. 
He stated to a deputation of share­
holders in those companies, that in 
future as between high diplomatic 
interests and those of emigrants, the 
latter would yield. He stated fur­
ther that the three emigration com­
panies remaining in Japan were es­
pecially subsidized to invite emi­
grants, not to the United States and 
Canada, but- to Manchuria and Korea, 
and that in future they would be pre­
vented by special regulations from 
carrying on any work of emigration 
to Canada and the United States.
I hope I have convinced the House, 
sir, that the arrangement concluded 
with tiie Japanese government is 
satisfactory, though I am prevented 
for state reasons from unfolding manv 
of its essential details. It is not. the 
first time in the liistory of parliamen­
tary government that' in matters of 
foreign policy, a minister, upon his 
own responsibility, has withheld from 
the public such information as hé may 
have judged contrary to the interests 
of the Crown'. The principle has been 
sanctioned oh many occasions in Eng­
land, and there is a w ealth of authori­
ties on the subject.

The House, I feel confident, will ac­
cept the assurance given officially by 
Japan to the British ambassador at 
Tokio and to His Majesty’s govern­
ment in Canada. A trial of Six 
months—or even less—will be the best 
proof that this assurance lias been 
given in good faith.

After all, sir. there are only two al­
ternatives. Canada mu>st either abro­
gate the treaty nr accept thé arrange­
ment. Assuming that we would 
abrogate the treaty, which can be 
done by giving six months" notice, 
what would be the result? The abro­
gation of the treaty would, in so far 
as Canada is concerned, result ’in 
the loss- of important commercial ad­
vantages, with a market of 50,000,000 
people. Look at the possibilities of 
our trade with the Orient. The ques­
tion of our wheat trade alone with 
Japan, where during the last ten 
years the consumption has increased 
by 800 per cent.; should ever be borne 
in mind, not to speak of the many 
other articles which Canada can sup­
ply her with, such as oatmeal and 
oats, lumber and pulp, lead, copper, 
asbestos, aluminum, leather and 
hides, butter, cheese, fish, horses, 
cattle canned milk, canned fruits, 
wool, bacon, agricultural implements 
and machinery of all kinds. We may 
not as yet have derived from the 
treaty such advantages as were antici­
pated, although our exports to Japan 
have risen from nothing to the half 
million dollars -mark in a very short 
time, but the completion of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific, the increase of 
transportation facilities, with cheaper, 
rates than the existing ones, cannot 
fail, especially in the case of our 
cereal trade, to he productive of most 
satisfactory results.

On the other hand, would Canada 
impose upon the Japanese a poll 
tax of $500? This is practically ex­
clusion, and it is contrary to our 
policy, in so far as the Japanese are 
concerned. It would be resented, 
and rightly so, as a most unfriendly 
act by Japan, a great nation which 
admittedly, during the last half cen­
tury, has risen to a high level of 
civilization, and has become one of 
the world's great powers.

The dignified assurance given by 
Count Hayashi on behalf of his 
government is a solemn engagement 
which Canada is bonnd to accept in 
good faith. The fact that it is given 
of her own free will makes it the more 
binding to Japan.

States. Hawaii is an American 
possession, and, therefore, our Act ap­
plies. If its provisions are not found 
sufficient to meet- all requirements, 
they can be amended accordingly.

It may not be necessary to amend 
our Alien Labour Act, in view of a re­
cent order in council prohibiting im­
migrants from landing or coming in­
to Canada unless'they come from the 
country’ of their birth, or citizenship 
by a continuous journey, and on 
through tickets purchased before leav­
ing the country of their birth or citi­
zenship. This regulation applies to 
the Atlantic and Pacific ports-, and 
applies indiscriminately to all coun­
tries. It will exclude the Hindus 
coming from Hong Kong and Shang­
hai. The position of the Japanese 
government is this : “We do not wish 
to impose our people upon countries 
where they are not wanted," where 
their presence is liable to draw us 
into international entanglements, but 
we object to any discrimination 
against them ; if you treat them as you 
treat all other immigrants we shall 
have no objection. The order in 
council passed by this government 
will in future prevent any Japanese 
coming from the Hawaiian Inlands, 
because they do not come from the 
country of their origin or citizenship.

With the avenue from Japan care­
fully regulated, and the avenue from 
Hawaii completely closed, I can an­
nounce to the country that we have 
eliminated from this issue any fea­
tures that could give rise to appre­
hension of any future trouble in re­
gard to Oriental immigration. Be­

bird, seemed ifieBiçient. The shot just 
seemed to rattle against the feathers. 
You will hardly, credit the statepneht 
that a half-breed ta J.ac Ste. Anne, 
about a week ago, killed forty-two 
ducks, chiefly black ducks and mal­
lards, which he. found, in a small open 
place in the ice, unable to fly on ac­
count of want of practice and fat.' 
Another hunter killed five bills a few 
days, ago and on Dec, 8 the writer 
was at Lac Ste. Anne when hundreds 
of ducks -were reported On open water 
some one or two miles out, unable to 
fly on account of" being so fat. Every 
year it is customary to hear of a big 
killing of ducks on the ice, by skaters 
armed with clubs.

OPPOSITION TO "What the liverymen here Want,” ■ 
said Mr. O'Connor, "is to license ev­
erybody and make the licenses the 
rise of the business tax,”

Mr. O’Connor also raised the ques­
tion of the notice of motion to 
amend the application to amend 
the city charter with respect to the 
iraming of a suitable bylaw and lie- 1 
enses for liveries.

Would Affect Taxation Syitem.
The question of getting an tftaend- 

ment to the charter to allow of an as­
sessment, on the floor space and also 
the imposition of a license fee. Aid. 
Mclnnis objected that this would be 
destroying the single tax system.

Mayor McDougall suggested that the 
assessment should be $1 per toot for 
horses and 60c per foot for carriages 
and that a license fee on the number 
of horses might be imposed to pay for 
protecting the liverymen in the collec­
tion of bilk.

Assessment Charges.
The next question brought up was 

the report of the assessment commit­
tee regarding changes in the assess­
ment and proposed amendments to the 
city charter. Some of these were car­
ried with little or no discussion while 
on others the various members of the 
committee held widely different views, 
thus leading to considerable contro­
versy.

The first clause discussed was that 
giving married women the right to 
vote. The. assessment committee pro­
posed “that the municipal franchise 
be extended to give married women 
the right to vote if they have the 
necessary property qualifications.” 
This clause was agreed to by the com­
mittee of the whole without discus­
sion.

The next clause provided that 
churches should have naif instead of 
one acre exempt from taxation and 
was carried, as was the clause pro­
viding that all colleges, schools, Hos­
pitals, convents, etc., should have 
two acres instead of four acres ex­
empt from taxation.

That the council have the power to 
grant a stated assessment for a term 
of ten years to manufacturers with­
out readjustment. This was carried 
with the understanding that it would 
apply to both new and old manuiac- 
turers.

The clause providing that a penalty 
of 5 per cent, be cnaiged on all un­
paid taxes on January 1st and an 
additional .ax of 5 per cent, on all 
unpaid on July 1st was carried with­
out discussion.

No Tax Remissions,
That no remission of taxes be allow­

ed was carried alter some discussion, 
and also the clause providing tnat the 
ci.y assessor, who is tiie collector o. 
taxes, should conduct all sales of 

'land for taxes instead of the secre.a.y- 
treasurer.

The clause providing that all ap­
peals to the vo.ers’ list shall be made 
to the commissioners insteuu ui .o 
the council, and that 10 days be al­
lowed for final appeal from the com­
missioners’ decision to, une cuu.icn wa- 
carried.

Another clause carried provided that 
the city solicitor should draft a 
clause whereby the council could 
secure the bet.er collection of taxes on 
businesses in case of ertanges during 
the year.

When the clause providing that the 
boundaries should he extended, as 
stated before, was read, conside able 
discussion followed, as indicated 
above, with the result that it was 
finally decided that the city boun­
daries should be extended.

Alderman Bellamy vigorously op­
posed the clause providing that the 
extended area of the city should be 
exempt from taxation for five,years. 
He Contended that the Grand Trunk 
Pacific property should be assessed^ 
before that time. He favored assess­
ing it as soon as the boundaries of the 
city were extended. Notwithstanding 
Uis opposition, the motion that this 
property be exempt from taxation for 
five years was finally carried.

The clause that no current year’s 
taxes should be accepted till all ar­
rears were paid was carried without 
discussion, as was the one providing 
that the council be empowered to im­
pose a license fee for the balance of 
the year on all businesses opening up 
after the assessment roll is complete.

The Tenants’ Franchise.
Then came the question of the ex­

tension of the franchise to include 
tenants, and the discussion was a 
prolonged one. The first clause to­
wards this provided that a house­
holder be defined as the occupant of 
the same dwellifig-house for six 
njonths prior to February 1st of any 
years in which the voters’ list is 
compiled. After discussion this 
clause was changed to toad any house, 
as it was felt that in order to give a 
man a vote he should not be compell­
ed to live in the same house for six 
months.

A dwelling house was defined as any 
house that had two doors in use for 
ingress and egress. This clause did 
away with counting the apartments of 
boarders, lodgers and servants as 
dwellings. Anyone living in a suite 
of rooms, however, would be consid­
ered as living in a dwelling-house pro­
vided they had two doors to their 
apartments.

Then came the important clause, 
which provided that all householders, 
upon the payment of an assessment 
fee of $5 before May 1st in each year 
should be placed on the voters’ list. 
■This did away with a franchise to 
lodgers, employees and servants. The 
general feeling of the aldermen was 
•hat if tenants had a vote they should 
be taxed. Alderman Manson iavored 
having tenants assessed for the pro­
perty on which they lived, but this

^section 283 of the Criminal Code, pro­
viding for the prosecution of every 
one who, by any unlawful act or by 
any wilful omission of duty, endan­
gers the safety of any person on a 
railway, and to sections 307 and 308 
and 415 of the Railway Act of Can­
ada, providing for a fine of not more 
thap $40 in regard to sections 307 and 
308, and a fine not exceeding $400, and 
imprisonment not exceeding five years 
ih regard to section 415 for violation 
by their employees of rules and by­
laws which the Railway Companies 
had power to make under the Railway 
Act of Canada. The railway employ­
ees had already appointed represen­
tatives who were now at Ottawa bring­
ing before the Minister of Railways 
their claim for rhdress.

As understood by the mover of the 
resolution, the railway employees did 
not want te be exempted from the lia­
bility of every citizen to so conduct 
himself as not to wilfully or negli­
gently cause injury to the life and 
property of his fellow citizen, but they 
claimed that in the sections of the 
Railway Act above referred to, they 
were specially singled out and sub­
jected to prosecution for acts which 
it was humanly impossible for them 
to prevent.

Difficult Duties Theirs.
Railway employees were charged 

with responsibilities requiring unus­
ual skill and watchfulness, and atten­
tion to multifarious duties at one and 
the same time. The Railway Com­
panies, in order to reduce expenditure 
and increase dividends, were often 
guilty of imposing too many import­
ant duties on one employee.

An engineer often would receive 
orders at a station before leaving that

Railwaymen «re Active.
Tliis disability under which rail­

way employees work in Canada, and 
which Mr. Simmons aims to remove, 
has been troubling them for some 
time. At present there is a delega­
tion of railwaymen in Ottawa to put 
the matter before the government 
there. Already they 'have had inter- 
vieiws with the Minister of Railways 
and the Minister of Labor. They 
have also appealed to Premier Ruth­
erford, asking that his government co­
operate with, them.

Their complaint is that under exist­
ing conditions the whole responsibil­
ity for aecidents is thrown upon the 
railway employees, and in addition 
to be liable to criminal prosecufion 
for manslaughter they are liable to 
suffer fine and imprisonment under 
the Railway Act for violating the 
rules and regulation which railway 
companies are authorized to make.

Their position as employees places 
the railwaymen at a disadvantage in 
relation to the company for the rea­
son that any attempt to place the 
blame on the company (where it may 
rightfully belong) will entaiil the dis­
favor of higher officials.of the com­
pany.

It is not long since a deputation of 
the railwaymen from Cranbrook, B.C., 
waited on Mr. Simmons, asking his 
active co-operation m this matter. 
His forcible presentation of facta for 
the House’s consideration yesterday 
was the earnest of his promises then.

EXPLOSION OF DYNAMITE.
A dynamite explosion occurred on 

Saturday evening about eight o’clock 
at the coal mine owned by the United 
Celleries company on Fraser’s Flats, 
near the lumber mill, which resulted 
in the injury of one man, Thomas 
Somerset, engineer at the mine, and 
in the complete destruction of the 
engine house. Somerset was removed 
to the Public hospital, wliere he was 
found to be suffering greatly from the 
siioqk, but hopes are entertained for 
his recovery.

At the time of the explosion Som­
erset, the engineer, was building a fire 
i.i his engine; a short distance away 
a few sticks of dynamite were being 
thawed out in the drying box. Sud­
denly, the dynamite exploded, with a 
noise that was heard plainly in all 
parts of the city. The unfortunate 
man1 was hurled several feet away by 
the force of the explosion. The frame 
engine house was blown to pieces, the 
timbers and boards being scattered in 
every direction, some of them being 

(carried several hundred feet away. 
The doors and windows of the office

FATAL FIRE AT CLOVER BAR.
As a result of a fire which broke 

out at Clover Bar at noon to-day, one 
tnan named Gustavasen was burned 
to death and two others were badly 
injured. The fire occurred in the cas­
ing around pier no. 13 on the west 
hank, and was started from a spark 
from the engine. The pier is nearing 

-completion, and the workmen were 
at the top, sixty feet from the ground, 
onè was fatally and two Seriously 
burned. The 'injured men are being 
brought to the city for treatment.

As soon as the fire had been sub-

The cause of the explosion is a 
msytery. According to the informa­
tion received the dynamite was in the 
regular drying box, a sufficient dist­
ance from the furnace to prevent any 
accident.

INSURANCE RATES REDUCED.
The secretary of the Board of Trade 

has received a letter from Mr. Birch, 
secretary of the Fire* 1-Underwriters’ 
association, Winnipeg, stating that a 
reduction would be made in the pits- 
yit fire insurance rates.

TRUSTEES CONVENTION.
Superintendent J. McCaig and Dr. 

W. D. Ferris, of the Edmonton School 
Board, returned to the city on the 
O-P.R. train last evening from Cal­
gary, where they have been attend­
ing the second annual convention of 
school trustees of Albqrta, which was 
h.eld on Wednesday and Thursday. 
There were about 90 delegates present 
from all parts of the province, al­
though the northern districts were not 
very fully represented. The atten­
dance was not quite, so large as at tilt- 
convention held in Edmonton last 
year.

The election of officers for the en­
suing year was held and resulted in 
the following being selected to fill the 
offices of the association: President, 
Dr. W. D. Ferris, Edmonton; 1st Vive- 
president, Rev. Mr. Aldridge, Ver­
milion; 2nd Vice-president, W. J. 
Brot’herton, Medicine Hat; 3rd Vice- 
president, W. A. Ross,-Pincher Creek; 
secretary-treasurer, A. M- Scott, Cal­
gary; executive committee, Dr. A. C. 
C. Johnston, Blairmore; J. H. Fleet- 
wood, Lethbridge; J. McCaig, Ed­
monton; J. A. Connelly, Strathcona; 
and James Short, Calgary.

During their stay" in Calgary the 
delegates to the trustees convention 
were treated with great courtesy and 
hospitality by the Calgary Protestant 
and Separate School Boards. Ad­
dresses of welcome were delivered by 
Mayor Cameron, of Calgary, and 
Messrs. Short and Miquelon, of the 
school board- A luncheon was served 
thé visitors on the first day of the con­
vention, at which there was much 
agreeable interchange of friendly 
sentiment and ideas. In the evening 
tfie delegates were addressed by Dr. 
Tory, president of the Albert a Univer­
sity. ’*

During‘‘the convention Dr. Ferris 
read a very carefully prepared paper 
on “Medical inspection of Schools,” 
which received general endorsation by 
the convention.’

Superintendent J. McCaig delivered 
an address at the convention, on 
“Secondary education,” which dealt 
wi'.ih secondary school work from the 
standpoint of legislation as well as 
accomplishment. He made a strong 
plea for free secondary schools with 
liberal government aid, and lie favor­
ed giving the work a distinct status 
without changing or dividing the local 
administrative bodies beyond perhaps 
an increase in the number of members 
on the citv school boards.’ Mr. Mc­
Caig also advocated the establishment 
of two grades of secondary schools to 
suit the smaller town in one case and 
the large commercial and industrial 
centres in the other case. The work 
of the smaller schools should corres­
pond somewhat to the work being 
done by the present high school, that 
is the preparation' of teachers and 
matriculant's, but he emphatically em­
phasised the need of making good the 
elementary commercial course by the 
addition of stenography and type­
writing, likewise the improvement of 
the teaching of agriculture by the in­
troduction of more suitable text books 
and the adding of laboratory and field 
work. lii the opinion of the superin­
tendent the present minimum course 
of work in high schools that enables 
them to draw a grant is too heavy for 
girls who simply wish to attend the 
secondarv school for the purpose of 
securing ' a liberal training on _ the 
literary side of the course.

“For the higher rank of schools, for 
the larger industrial centres,” said 
Superintendent McCaig, “the ideal 
secondary education would be carried

—-,----- : .. ,on in two separate institutions, onenearby were blown in but none of the doing ite work £or the professions or
teachers, and the other running 
parallel to it and giving preparation 
for industrial and mercantile lines. 
We have not yet reached a stage in 
which- we can differentiate the 
schoolastie and iuHustrial interests in 
the secondary schools, but these in­
terests must be taken care of in the 
more elementary way by single schools 
that answer both interests.”

“In the larger industrial centres 
like Edmonton and Calgary the col­
legiate or higher type of high schools 
should have, in addition to the sub­
jects ot the smaller schools, manual 
training of an advanced and some­
what specialized sort, and likewise 
domestic science. The commercial 
course should likewise be of an ad­
vanced sort in order to prepare tea­
chers for snialler schools. The col- 
lggiate school should be well equipped 
as to laboratories, gymnasium, libra­
ries and reading rooms and buildings 
for manual training and domestic 
science.”

PROVINCE TO ADMINISTER..

The Act respecting Gaols and Pr 
tons, introduced in -the Legislator, 
last week by the Attorney-General 
and which comes up for consideratioi 
tomorrow, is one of decided interes 
and indicative of the west's develop 
ment.

When this measure comes into fore- 
all the gaols and prisoners in Alberta 
which are now under the jurisdictioi 
of the Royal Northwest Mounter 
Police, will be administered by tin: 
provincial government. This step i 
rendered necessary by the growth o; 
settlement in the west, with the con 
e< quent wide extension of th, frontier.

The Mounted Police are needed or 
tli • frontier for the patrol work, fo. 
which they were primarily organized 
end for which they enlisted, but un 
dev existing conditions the growth o 
cities about their old posts has givei 
them a great deal of police Work ii 
these thickly - populated "districts 
They are now at Calgary, Lethbridg, 
and Edmonton praoticaly doing guar, 
work or police work, instead of th,
I atrol work for which thi» force i> 
famous and which iis essential ii 
maintaining the unequalled reputatior 
of thé western frontier for >law and 
order.

Aheady gaols, which will be con 
ducted as a part of the public servie- 
oi the pioyluce, are in course of con 
stmction at Lethbridge and Calgary 
and in all probability other gaols wil’ 
be erected in every judicial district o 
tli - province. . .

The Lieutenant-Governor in Coun 
c l may also make all rules and regu 
lHt4-.tiF.for the .management, economy 
d.ue Older and government of sail 
common gaols, as well as provide foi 
the medical attendance of prisoner! 
cqiifii.-ed in. guardsroom of Itoya" 
Northwest Mounted Police, and any 
expense, incurred in this regard shal 
he paid out of the moneys voted by 
the legislative assembly for this pur 
pose.

About twenty feet away is the engine 
tnd boiler house and it is thought 
"hat a spark was blown to the casing 
nd ignited it, the fire, fanned by the 
icavy wind springing almost ihstant- 
y into a fierce flame.

The Inquest.

Engineer Testifies.
Jas. McGregor, resident civil engi- 

eer at the bridge, testified as fol- 
ows:—
“I was working in my office when I 

-.card the alarm of fire. By the time 
I reached the pier the east side was 
file almost from top to bottom. All 
mt one of the men w-lio were working 
m the pier had escaped when I ar- 
ived. I do not know positively how 
he fne started. I have jurisdiction 
s resident engineer as to the placing 
f the plant. I sketched the general 
irrangement for the placing of the 
liant and the plant was so placed. I 
lever found fault with the position of 
lie engine. I can’t say that I ever 
.sked for any precaution to be taken 
gainst fire which was not- taken. I 
iften called attention to the placing 
f the stoves for heating and my ud> 
ice or orders were obeyed. I cannot 
wear how the fire originated in this 
-ase or whether it originated inside 
r outside, but I do not see how the 
ire could very well start- on the in* 
ide. Men were not allowed to smqlte 
nside the housing.

Signalman First Saw Fire.
T. E. Tomlinson, the signalman, 

estified that he was the first man to 
ee the five about 10.45 a.m. It started 
n the housing about 15 feet from the 
cer where the tar paper was burning.

Wm. O’Brien, superintendent qf the

We use steam coils for 
ieating on account of it "being safer 
han stoves and about the same ex- 
lense. I never knew of a house 
iround a pier to bum before. The 
means of escape in case of accident by 
'ire were provided in this Case as in 
ny work -of the kind I ever saw. No­
ting could be done when I got there 

to help any one who might be inside, 
t knew Gustafson well and have nbt 
geen him since the file. The nearest 
"ire to this pier i=t the boiler house, 
bout 20 feet away. There was a 

«tiong wind blowing from the boiler 
to the pier.

Evidence was also taken from Dr. 
Hiatop, who identified the remains as 
that of a human being and the time­
keeper, John A. McPherson, who ac­
counted fm all the men but the de­
ceased.

England today is the recognized 
dumping ground of tlie world.

The surplus goods from 
Germany, the United States, etc., 
flood tlie markets, the result being 
that many, flourishing industries have 
already disappeared, i.e., tin plate, 
etc., and the other great manufactures 
are not increasing owing to the foreign 
competition, so thousands of skilled 
unemployed are. found at all times 
throughout the country. The Tariff 
Reform Leagiîe Party propose to pro­
test all sueli articles as can be pro­
duced in the country by imposing 
heavy taxes upon these goods.

In the second place, Canada and the 
smaller colonies can supply all the 
wheat and meat goods required. It 
is therefore proposed to so protect 
such articles afe- can be produced in 
the 'country by imposing heavy taxes 
and giving preference to the colonies.

The results of such taxation would 
not materially affect the cost of food, 
etc., for the taxes upon articles which 
cannot be procured from the United 
Kingdom and the colonies would be 
removed, such as1 tea, etc. It would 
only be a shifting oi taxation, and so 
the bogey put forward by tlie “Free 
’traders” of ‘dear loaf and starvation 
has" been exploded, and the British 
public have recently shown, at the 
last municipal and by-parliamentai;y 
elections, that they have grasped the 
situation, and before long, when the 
next general election takes place, the 
Tariff Reform Party will be returned 
by a large majority, and the cabinet 
will speedily frame a bill which will 
alter entirely the present deplorable 
state of affaiajs. The English manu­
facturers, will once again flourish, as 
in .the. days gone by, and the colonies 
will be kept busy supplying the old 
country with her food, cementing 
more firmly - that deep friendship 
which should exist for all days.

FUNERAL OF JAMES McDONALD.
The funeral of James McDonald,one 

of Edmonton’s most highly esteemed 
old-timers, took place yesterday after­
noon from the'- First Presbyterian 
church. It was attended by about 5011 
citizens, members of Edmonton lodge, 
A.F. & A.M., toe Old-Timers’ associa­
tion, and the chrling club, of which 
bodies he was an esteemed member. 
The cortege with the C. M. R. band 
leading it, made an impressive sight. 
The pall-bearers were- Mayor McDou­
gall, exMayor Griesbacli, Judge Tay­
lor, John Ross, W. G. Ibbotson and 
W. A. Bragg.

At the church service Rev. Dr. Mc­
Queen, to whose congregation tlie de­
ceased had belonged for many years, 
delivered an eloquent tribute to the 
worth and character and fine person­
ality or the late Mr. McDonald. The 
late Mr. McDonald was born in Scot­
land sixty-one years ago. He left 
home when quite a lad, taking up the 
trade of a carpenter, which he follow­
ed until a few-years before liis death. 
He came to Winnipeg in 1874; travel­
ling up from Ontario with Sergt. Dan 
Tidsbury, of Edmonton, and Capt. 
McIntosh, of Vancouver, Mr. Mc­
Donald and Sergt. Tidsbury were com­
rades on the Winnipeg fire depart­
ment, being among the earliest mem­
bers. Leaving Winnipeg in 1879, Mr. 
McDonald came to Edmonton, being 
the first carpenter to settle in the 
city.

In recent years lie Has been inter­
ested in real estate largely and in this 
business was associated with W. G. 
Ibbotson, another old-timer and close 
friend of the deceased. Mr. McDonald 
was married 20 years ago to Miss Car­
rie McDonald, of this city. About a 
year ago he had a stroke of paralysis 
lid his health began to decline. He 
removed to Vancouver last-summer in 
tlie hope of benfitting his health, but 
without avail.
