Martel left there, the authorities ar-
rested forty gamblers. Stiff fines and
jail sentences Wwere imposed in the
cases of those responsible for con-
ducting the games. No attempt has
been made to re-open the gambling
houses. All places of businesg are
closed up tight on Sundays.

There is no danger cf a famine at
Dawson. Everybody is amply sup-
plied with provisions for the winter.
They can raise many vegetables in the
Yukon ,including potatoes, radishes,
celery and turnips. Mr. Martel in-
sists they -can beat the world in the
quality and quantity of lettuce that
grows here. All kinds of vegetables
are turned out of the hot houses, both
winter and summer. Grain dg¢es not
do well there. Some’ oats are 'raised,
but cut green for feeding purposes.

Federal Mimsters Listen to Argu-
ments in the Case This
Morning,

PREMIER SIFTON LOOKING
TO PROVINCE'S INTERESTS,

Bondholders, Royal Bank and Pro-
moter Clark All Represented
By Counsel.

Ottawa, Jan, 4—The government to-
day is hearing the argument in the ap-

At today's hearing the bondholders

sum of $W300,000 was placed on de-
posit; is represented by Hector McIn-
nis, K.C., of Halifax, and A. J. Brown,
K.C., J. H. Moss, K.C., appeared
foe the rallway company and W. R.
Clark, who promoted - the scheme.

Premier Sifton and G. A. Masten,
K.C., are here for the province of Al-
berta. Y

It will be remembered that the con-
tract of the Rutherford government
with  the Alberta and Great. Wwater-
ways company, led to the *breaking
up of ‘the provincial cabinet and the
subsequeint deposition of Premier
Rutheriord.  "1he Sifton  ministry
cancelled the ccmtract with the rail-
way company, and puyt through_ an
act by which the money left on de-
posit- became part of the provincial
revenues.

"Thne appeal to the Dominion gov-
ernment (o disallow the Alberta act
is ba<ed upon the contention that the
legislation destrcys the enterprise and
confiscates the property of the bond-
holders,” who puc up seven millions
odd., The Alberia government sets up
the reply that the original contract
was not in the public interest, that the
company defaulted in payment of in-
terest on the bonds, the interest being
Bubsequent.y paid by the province,
'‘and that the act of the legislature was
wholly within its jurisdiction. The
original contract was for the railway
from Edmonton to Fort McMurray.

The province guaranteed the bonds
of the company and the money depos-
ited as the proceeds of the bonds was
te have been paid out as construction
proceeded.

These ‘deposits were made to the
credit of the provincial treasurer for
the account of the Alberta and Great
Waterways Railway company by the
trust agreement and the province of
Alberta was to pay out this money

right of way and filed its plans and
profiles with the Alberta government.

Counsel © for Alberta Governinent
Present - Arguments.  Againsg
A, & G. W. Disallowance,

THE FEDERAL AUTHORITIES
I1AVE NO RIGHT TO INTERFERE
Former 'Lﬂnlbwmv' ef Justice Have
Exercised Extreme Caution in .
Disallowance Proceedings,

Ottawa, Jan. 5 :—IHe argument be-
fore Mon. C. J. Doherty; minister of
justice, Premier Borden and several
of "his .colleagues, on the applicatien
tor the disaliowance of the act of the
Alberta Legislature, under which the
province assumed the $7,400,000 plac-
ed'on deposit in connection with the
Alberta and Great Waterways Rail-
way project, was continued this morn-
ma. €

The lengthy sittings yesterday were
taken up by ecounsei. who spoke in
support of the application, and today
the side of the province was heard. !

H. A. Masten, K.C,, Tronto, and S.
J. Travers Lewis, K.C., Ottawa, ap-
peared on behalf of the Alberta gov-
ernment, They contended that in
cancelling the agreement made bet-
ween: thre government of Alberta and
the Alberta and Great Waterways
Company and- apprepriating the re-
turas from the bond issue, the Alberta
govermment had acted entirely in the
interests of the province. It was a
matter in connection with which the |
provincé had complete jurisdicticn, as |
the railway which it was proposed to
construct was a local line. :

Counsel guoted authorities to show
that this was not a matter in which
the Federal authoritics had any right |
to interfere. Touching on applica-
tions for disallowance, which have
been dealt with in the past, Mr.
Lewis said that Hon. Dayid Mills, Sir
Charles Fitzpatrick, Sir Allan Ayles-
worth, three former ministers of jus-
tice, 'were all of the opinien that ex-

* treme caution should be displayed in

these mattérs, and .that no aot of a
provincial legislature should be dis-
allowed-uuless it was clearly and
without guestion ultra vires.

Dealing with the merits ~of the
epecifi¢ ‘case under discussion, counsel
for the Government of Alberta con-
tended that the promoter of the com-
pany was not in a position to carry
out: the terms of  his ccntract, that
the company had defaulted in interest
payments, whieh had ‘subsequently
been paid by theé province, and that
all things considered it was better |
that the money raised should be taken |
over-and placed in.the provincial trea-
sury. It was also contended that the
bondholders have nothing to fear, as
the- credit of the province of Alberta
i3 perfectly good. g

MAYO MEN WON'T PAY RENT.

2,000 People Strike on Sligo Estate and
Obstruct Sheriff’s Officials.

Dublin, Jan. 4—For some time p‘ast
there has been a “no-rent’’ campaigi?
on the estate of the Marquess of Sligo,
in County Mayo. The tenants demand
a reducticn of six shillings in the
pound, which, it appears, is the am-
ount of reduction received on adjoin-
ing estates which have been purchas-
ed under the Land acts. The Mar-
quess of SHgo refuses this demand,
and so he is confronted by & combina-
tion among his tenantry to pay no rent
at all until the demand is conceded.

As-a sequel there have been a large
number of decrees: granted by the
Quanrter Sessions court. Recently the
sheriff’s cfficials made an attempt to
exécute some of ‘these, and, in the
case of two tenants, seizures of cattle
were made.  Later an attempt Wwas
made to sell the cattle which had
been seized to satisfy the landlord’s
decfees, but apparently the tenantry
were determined to prevent the sale,
if possible. A mob of 2,000 pecple
with a band assembled, most of them
being armed  with heavy stieks and
displaying a threatening demeanor to-
wards the police and baliffs. After a
vsood ,deal, <7 cheering fand foooing
the sheriff’s officer offered the cattle
for sale, but as might be expected un-
der thé circumstances no bid was
forthcoming. After waiting some time
the ‘ bafliff announced that he had a
private bid on behalf of the Marquess
of Sligo, the amount in each case be-
ing sufficient to meet the amount of
the decrees, about $175.

This announcement -Was of ceived
with angry shouts and protests. Mr.
Walsh; chairman of the district coun-
cil; made & speech denouncing the
confiséation of $350 -worth of cattle
for $175. The crowd became very
threatening and excited; and a rush
was made to rescue the cattle from
‘the pound, whereupon the police drew
their batons and drove the crowd into
a field, many wounds being inflicted in
the precess. Subsequently the tenants
whose cattle were sold at what was
regarded as much beneath their full
value were handed out of a defence
fund chequeés for $150 and $80 re-
spectively to.recompense them for

their loss,

THE GRAIN BLOGKADE
AND FREIGHT RATES

These Two Questions Are Discussed by
Conference of Southern Saskatche-
wan Boards of Trade—Strong Res-
olutions Are Passed at Meeting.

Regina, Sask., Jan. 4—The first an-
nual meeting of the Associited Boards
of Trade of Southern Saskatchewan
was held here this evening. The cf-
ficers elected for the new year are:

President, R. Loney, Moose Jaw; first

vice-president, A .T. Hunter, Regina;

second vice-president, J. Gaye, Lem-
coucil, F. W. Chisholm (In-

| dian Head), A. E. McKay (Estevan)

R. B. Taylor (Melville) and A. Blair
(Lumsden). The next place of mest-
ing will be at Regina. The following
places were represented at tonight's
meeting. Moose Jaw, Regina, Lem-
berg, Bulyea, Estevan, Melville, In-
dian Head, Lumsden, Loreburn, Hold-
fast and Dubec.

The most important business before
the meeting was the passing of resclu-
tions over which there was practically
no discussion. In all seven were con-
sidered and duly adopted, the most
important of which dealt with the
present grain blockade and the ques-
tion of freight rates. The resolution
dealing with the grain ‘blockade was
in full,, as follows:—

‘““Whereas, there exists a very seri-
ous grain blockade in the pravince ow-
ing to the inability of the railroads,
with their present available terminal
facilities, to promptly handle the
grain offered for shipment, and where-
as a large proportion, of the grain is
untouched ,in consequence ‘of the in-
clement weather since harvest, and
consequently if not disposed of befcre
spring will be of no value, thereby
causing a serious loss to the farmers,
to the business and financial interests
of -this province;

“Therefore, be it resolved, that. the
Associated Boards of ‘frade of South-
ern Saskatchewan, in conventicn’as-
sembled, bereby . request,the, govern-
ment of the province of Saskatehewan
to use every means in its ‘power to
urge the railroads to give such a fav-
orable rate to Duluth and Minneapolis
as will enable shjppers  to dispose of
their grain in those mar¥y is;
“Resoliyed, furither, that a
this resciution be-forwarded to the
minister*:‘ agriculture. and the man-
agers of" the freight departments of
the railways operating in this pro-
vince.’’

Taking up the quesiion of freight
rates the delegates \wresent unanim-
ously decided that in the epinion of
the association the people of the west,
long suffering from the burden of ex-
cessive and unjust freight rates, peti-
tion the board of railway commission-
ers to order the railway companies to
refund to the, proper persons all ex-
cessive charges collected unaer the
present rate scale.

The meeting further decided in view
of the large international trade be-
tween Canada and the United States
to urge upon the government of Ot-
tawa the necessity of continuing ne-
gotiations with the United States with
the ob ect of creating a joint commis-
sion vested with necessary powers to
regulate and” control railway freight
rates in international traffic.

INSANITY ON INCREASE
"INTHE UNITED STATES

Number of Imsane Growing Much
Fasteer Than Population—Nearly
20,000 Confined in Asylums—In-
quiry Reveals Startling Situation,

.

Washington, Jan. 4—Insanity in
the-United States is Increasing twice
as fast as the population, according

to figures gathered. by the Federal
government in a special inquiry
through the Census bureau. Thatlis
to say, while the population of the
country grew 11 per cent. in the five
yvears from 1904 tc 1910, the popuila-
tion in insane asylums rose about 235
per cent. As to the number of cases
of insanity not resulting in commit-
ments to hospitals the census has ro
data.

‘“Our. figures,” says Director Dur-
and, “afford a striking indication of
the prevalence of insanity, if not an
exact measure of it.’ It is somewhat
startling tc reflect that the 187,454
patients confined in hospitals for the
insane make up a population larger
than that of the city of Columbus,
& M

The state which, in proportion to its
population, had the largest number
of insane reported in institutions on
January 1, 1910, was Massachusetts,
with 344.6 per 100,000 population.
New Ycrk, however, had almost the
same proportion, namely, 343.1 per
100,000 population.

There is no doubt, Mr. Durand says,
that in these States better provision is
made for the care of insane in institu-
tions than i most of the other States.
The insane confined in institutions in
any State are by no means'drawn ex-
clusiveiy from the populaticn of that
State. The institutions in Massachus-
ets, especially the private institutions,
receive many insane patients from ota
er New England States, and the insti-
tutions in New York similarly receive
many patients from outside that State.

At the present time the  judicial
systems of the several provinces are
in many vital respects wholly dis-
similar, Kach ome is a law unto it-
sell. In some provinces the judges
are -overworked, particularly in ' the
cities, while® in other provinces, - es-
pecially with regard to county judges,
there are many instances of insuffi-
cient court wornk to keep them accu-
pied.

' There is a desire to initiate such
reforms as will tend to even up mat-
ters, and overcome those features of
the judicature found to work unsatis-
factorily. While the proclamation of
judicial districts, the%apportionment

idea of

of the work and detgtmination of
procedure are essentially the preroga-
tive of the provinces, th§ appointment
of the judges ‘and provision of their
salaries rests with the Federal au-
thority. There is thus a joint = in-
terest.

It is believed that a conference on
the subject between Federal and pro-
vincial authorities may lead to mutual
understandings, and the putting into
force of reforms “which will har-
monize the judicatute systems of the
various provinces and overcome what
are admitted to he: numerous anoma-
lies in the existing system.

The Constantinople correspondent
of the Chronicle declares that it has
now been decided 'to publish the
documents, which are complete, as
Abdul Hamid never destroyed a letter
or paper. Strangely enough, not a
single line of the records was written
by the Sultan, who ‘had a strong
aversion for writing even his own
name. His signet served to author-
ise the official documents, even the
death sentences.

He
first disgovered what a terrible hand-
ful was the Crown Prince when the
latter became engaged to a charming
young American lady whom he had
met in Londén where she was living
under the chaperonage of one of our
American duchesses.

That young lady is now happily
married, so that there can be no harm
in giving some of the particulars of
this“curious adventure. So infatuated
was the Prince that he actually pre-
sented his sweetheart with the fam-
ous ‘‘Luck of Prussia,” a magnificent
sapphire ring, which is superstitiously
suppcsed to bring luck to the Hohen-
zollern, and the reverse, of course,
should it ever leave their pdssession.
The marriage to which the Crown
Prince had made up his mind was,
needless to say, impossible.

The Lady From the U. S. A,

Not a word could be said against
the young lady’s reputation, who was
as good as she was beautiful, but her
father, a wealthy American who ha-
bitually resided in Paris, had had the
misfertune to shoot dead a well-
known Parisian sportsman against
whom he believed that he had a do-
mestic grievance, and, though acquit-
ted on the charge of murder, a cer-
tain amount of social_ ostracism was
the consequence. -So even if marriage
out of the royal circle had been con-
ceivable, a worse mesalliance than
this could hardly have been imagined.

Invited by the Crown Prince, the
yaing lady and the Duchess set out
for Berlin, but were met at the fron-
tier by an imperial aide-de-camp, who
informed them a little brutally that
the King of Prussia “had no use for
adventuresses in his kingdom.”

This was an-unfortunate remark;
for the Duchess bitterly resented the
imputation, and it promptly became
apparent that if the American public
got hold of the fact, this insult to the
daughter of one of their most illus-
tricus financial magnates would be
taken in a very bad part indeed. And
the Kaiser at that time was doing his
diplomatic best to get into the Amer-
ican good books.

And the Consequences.

How seriously the matter was taken
is shown by the 'fa@t that a Parisian
paper that had started, to publish the
story received 50,000 francs from the
German embassy toistop the articles
just about the time when the aide-de-
camp’s infelicitous message was 1o
have been qucied.

Negotiations were now begun to re-
cover possession of the “‘Luck of Prus-
sia,” and, as it was made evident that
the Crown Prince’s right to dispose of
it was highly problematic, it was
promptly returned. And the engage-
ment itself was, of course, termin-
ated.

The Crown Prince, however, receiv-
ed on this cccasion from his imperial
father one of those imperial *“wig-
gings” which count in the lifetime of
even the most agust personages.

The affair had a curious sequel in
Paris. A rival paper to the one in
whieh the tell-tale articles had begun
to appear, and owned by a very
wealthy petrol manufacturer, propos-
ed to reveal the. complete details of
what it declared to have -been a suc-
cessful blackmailing cf the German
embassy. Whereupon its rival threat-
ened to produce the proof simultane-
ously that the petrol manufacturer
had robbed the French revenue cf
vast sums by fraudulently introduc-
ing great quantities of petrol into the
country without paying the duty,

The result was that the perol
manufacturer’'s paper came-to a sud-
den stop, and its editor, a hustling
young man whc had learned his busi-
ness in New York, was paid 25,000
francs as compensation for the sudden
canceiling of his contract.

The Eulenburg Scandal.

Mutual suspicion has characterized
the relations between the German em-
peror and his eldest son ever since.
When the Eulenburg scandal broke
out, the son was on the side of those
who demanded the fullest and most
public investigation intee charges
brought against a number of public
men, who for a long time hadfconsti-
tuted the emperor’s most intimate and
trusted coterie. The emperor had
never fcr a moment suspected the
character of some of the people upon
whom he had bestowed all his ccnfid-
ence, but that he should have been
so blind was hardly to the credit of
his astuteness as a man of the world.

The son’s insitence looked almost
like an attempt to put his father in a
ridiculous light, a delilerate act of
spitefulness to make up for th escold-
ings which his ‘'own senseless conduct
had so often brought wpon him.

tae seminary merely held the land in
trust for them. The action was taken
by the three chiefs under the author-
ity of the government to determine
the right and interest of the band of
Indians in the lands.

The seigntory consists of a tract of
land on the east bank of the Lake cf
Two Mountains, having a frontage cf
nine miles on the lake and river, and
extending back a distance of nine
miles. The Oka band of Indians, now
residing on the seigniory, are the
lineal descendants of the Indians who
in the year 1717 and for many Years
prior thereto occupied a tract of land
on the Island.of Montreal adjacent to
the Sault-aux-Recollet, and who,
shortly after 1717, moved to the lands
comprising the Seigniory of the Lake
of Two Mountains,

The Indians claim that the land al-
ways ‘has ‘been held ' in common by
all the members of the band for the
cutting of firewcod, pasturing of
cattle, etc., but that the seminary pre-
tends the ownership of the whole, and
has assumed to sell lots therefrom to
“whites,”” and has recently fenced in
a lapge portion of the common and is
‘preventing plaintiffs and other Indians
from enjoying the common as hereto-
fore,

The Indians claim that the semin-
ary is preventing forcibly the Indians
from exercising the right which they
have hitherto enjoyed, and in par-
ticular tne cutting of wood necessary
for their use. ;

C. P. R. Clerk in Refund Department
is Acquitted of Charge.

Medical Health Officor Whitelaw Has
* More Faith in Separation Than in

Diginfection—He Discusses Scarlet
¥ever Epidemic of Last Summer,

, At the monthly meeting of the Cen-
tral AlBerta Medical , ASsociation on
‘Wednesday night, Dr. Whitelaw, medi-
cal health officer, read an ix_l'teresting
paper dealing with the epidemic of
scarlet’ fever which pervailed in the
city last summer. The remarkable
feature of the earlier stages of the
outbreak was the comparative im-
munity of schoel children, 6f whom
very - few were attacked. During
May, however, the propoertion of cases
among school children inecreased, and
in June, when the epidemic reached
its height (72 cases), the . proportion i
among children became greater, while |
the percentage among adults became
normal.

The course followed by the health
department was to ' encourage the
prompt removal of cases to the Isola-
tion Hospital, and to disinfect the pre-
mises affected, but owing to want of
compulsory powers it was found im-
possible to remove a number of cadses |
where home conditions .were not at all
favorable for the proteetion of sus-
ceptible members of the family. The |
number of secondary cases was much |
greater under such conditions than |
when removal of the initial case to
the hospital was-effected.

1t was not theughc mnecessary to
close the schools, as-the percentage of
children attacked 4id not become very |
marked until almost the-end of the
school term. Moreover, it was |
thought there was greater danger of
infection at play than in school, where
stricter supervision could be carried
out. On account, however, of ,the

at Sakbbath schools, and the absence |
of any medical supervision there, it
was thought advisable to close up
the Sabbath schools in June, and the
proprietors- of picture shows—er the
majority of them at any rate-—cCheer-
fully agreed to exclude all children
under the age of 16.

The-difficulties met with in con-
trolling the epidemic were: Firstly,
the existence of mild, unrecognized
cases, under no restriction whatever;
secondly, the existence of a more or
less mild but recognisable type, where
a desire to avoid the inconvenience of
quarantine or the expense of medical
treatment causes parents or guardians
to conceal the disease; thirdly, . the
failure of some physicians to Tecog-
nise, or a tendency to minimise, symp-
toms which ought to be at once re-
ported to the health department—not
apparently a very important factor in

as the great majority of the physicians
gave the department ~évery possible
assistance; fourthly, the tendency of
physicians to take advantage of the
too -short minimum period of deten-
tion under the then existing aect,
namely, three weeks—a period which
the new provinecial health regulations
have since increased to four weeks;
but even this, Dr. Whitelaw thought,
was sometimes too short, for in two
cases released after six weeks’ deten-*
tion, when recovery seemed perfect,
secondary cases occurred—one as the
result of kissing the convalescent, and
the ether because of the released
child sleeping in the same bed with
another member of the family, and in
both cases there was no doubt as to
the thoroughness of disipfection be-
fore leaving the hospital.

Another source of difficulty in cop-
ing with an epidemic is the prejudice
existing in the minds of the public
with regard to isolation hogpitals, and
there was also reason to suspect that
quarantfne as applied to private resi-
dences is sometimes broken by house- ¢
holders, who cannot or will not see
the necessity for .such prepautions.
The remedy for. this, according to Dr.

efficient isolation hospital, which in
course of time will gain the public
confidence. A law of forced hospital-
isation would, he thinks, be in the in-
terests of public health, but would be
extremely unpopular in -the: com-
munity at present. The advantage to
the householder of allowing a child to
go to the hospital is, hpwever, gradu-
ally becoming understood.

Close observation of this series of
280 cases indicated that the chief
source of infection was the secretions,
no material evidence being to hand
that desquamation played a very im-
portant part, or that infection .was
transferred by a third party, or by
any inanimate ohject. Disinfection
was liberally carried out as far as
possible, but Dr. Whitelaw was not in-
clined to give these measures as large
a. share of the credit for the cessation
of the outbreak as is usually attribut-
ed to them by the publie.

Annual Incursion of Men who are

Pioneering in Grande Prairie and
Peace River Countries—Majority
Have Come in Over Edson Trail,

The annual exodus of settlers from
the Peace River and Grand Prairie
countries as well as the Athabasca
district has opened and before the end
of the-mcnth will be at its height. The
objective point for the settlers is Ed-
monton and.the purpese of their visit
is the purchase of supplies.

The majority of theg settlers from
Grande ‘Prairie, who have arrived in
the ecity, have used the government
trail into Edson, This route is 250
miles shorter than by way of Atha-
basca Landing and the river and lake
route ta Grouard and from thence
across country to Sturgeon Lake and
on-into Grand Priarie.

Among the Grand Prairie and PeacCe
River settlers ' who have come into the
city during the last few days are Mr:
and Mrs. W. F. Bredin, of Bear Lake,
who are among the old timers of the
north country; - Peter Kelly, Wm.
Klein, Jos. Pringle, Leo Shehan and
Thos. Shehan, of Twin Lakes, which is
in the eastern part of the prairie and
is east of Bear Lake; Lee and Sam
Hodgins, of Hermit Lake, which is
south of Bear Lake, and is ut the
centre of the prairie; Robert Beamer,
of Patterson’s’ Creek; Chas,. Poppin,
of Hermit Lake; John Wilson, of Bear
€reek; John Bueck, of Beaver Lodge;
Alfred Hughes, of Drr:ick Lake;
Herbert Whitlam, of Be. - i.ake; John
Clark, of Patterson’s Creek; John
Burns, of Drystick Lake; A. Patterson,
of Bear Creek; and John Campbell, of
Patterson's Creek. Theso settlers in-
¢lude both new-comers and old-timers
in: the country.

On the« way out
he éached feed,ali along the trail and
on his returns he will' mot be reqilired
to pay $100 per.ton for hay for his
horses,

& What we need in the Grande Prai-
rie country is a railway from, Edmon-
ton,”” he said. “With a railway any-
where ~within stifiking distance we
would be happier than we now are.”

Speaking -about the success of the
crops last fall Mr. -Hodgins declared
that the oats ran from 85 to 100 busi-
els-fo -the -acre. - When he left for
Edmonton they were selling at $1.26
per'bushel.

The ' object of the meeting
was to re-arrange -the entire Canadian
system of Y.M.C.A.'s. making the or-
ganization national in character ra-
ther than international, but without
sacrificing any of the fraternal spirit
or- benefits which come from a close
affiliation. with the United States and
world-wide bodies.

Within Canadian Borders,

It is planned to make a Canadian
point the Y.MJ).A.’s headquarters,
with an executive  and -organizatiomn
composed of Canadians, and all oper-
ations of a self-governming institution
carried’ on within the Canadian bor-

~ders, The new relation is being ar-

ranged without prejudice to the:Unit-
ed States-connection under whiech the
association has come to its present
high state in the Dominion. Never-
theless' the New York control of its
affairs will be discontinued, and local
autonomy -observed in future.

World Leaders Present,

At the meeting were present the
world leaders and Dominion leaders
of the movement and by them it was
that a national - committee
should be created, not only national
in the sense of a governing central
body, but relgted closely with the
workings of = the association. in all
As Mr. G. A.
Warburton, general secretary of the
Y.M.C.A. in Toronto, observed to
The News this morning: *“Our object
is to put ourselves in line  with all
the currents of life in Canada and
particularly the Canadian churches
which are organized along pational
lines.
