London. May 1.—Before long, it is 
hoped, there will be established on 
the Thames, off Temple Bar. if the 
Government is sympathetic, a train­
ing ship, m which boys in "blind 
alley" world—van boys, errand boys, 
messengers, junior clerks, etc.—will 
learn the rudiments of some skilled 
trade. Lord Northampton’s scheme is 
novel and attractive.

The ship—when it has been pro­
cured—will be fitted with club-rooms, 
reading room and gymnasium. Work­
shops will be fitted up on board, and 
the boys will be taught such useful 
trades as carpenter, wheelwright, 
coach builder, blacksmith, farrier 
saddler, harness-maker, etc.

Friday will he an off-night, and will 
be given up to concerts and lectures, 
while on alternate Saturdays there 
will be route marches on shore. It is 
proposed to form the boys into a 
corps to be known as the “Imperial 
Marine Artificers." and for the first 
year it is intended to limit the num­
ber to 300 non-commissioned officers 
and artificer apprentices, although it 
is possible that provision may be 
found for 100 more boys.

It is estimated that the annual cost 
of the corps, including wages, main- 
tainence of the ship, and all other 
expenditure, will be £1,395. Al­
ready half of the money required for 
the initial outlay has been privately 
promised, and an appeal is to be made 
to the citizens of London to provide 
the balance. It is hoped that the 
Government will assist the scheme to 
the extent of supplying a ship.

Household Notes.
To prolong the life of your um­

brella. place it with the handle down­
ward until dry. Before putting it 
away, open it and with a small wad 
of absorbent cotton, saturated with 
lubricating oil. touch the ribs where 
they are fastened together at the top.

When a stubborn spot upon a burn­
ed kettle refuses to move through the 
aid of a wire dishcloth, use a piece of 
sandpaper. It is a splendid aid in 
cleaning a «as stove. Fold a piece 
over a knife, and you can quickly re­
move all grease or dried food that 
sticks to the corners.

If the slope of the kitchen drain­
ing board is made steeper, the water 
will drain from the dishes that much 
faster. To prevent the dishes them­
selves from sliding down such a steep 
slope, one should nail across the low­
er end of the board a row of cleats an 
inch long and set an inch apart.

When using marking ink for linen, 
tr: my plan, and you will be pleased 
with the results. First make your ini­
tials on the linen with an ordinary 

■lead pencil and then trace with your 
ink over the pencil marks. The pen­
cil will prevent the ink from spread­
ing and giving the linen a blotted ap­
pearance.

Most people think it necessary, 
when peeling tomatoes, to pour boil­
ing water over then) in order that the 
skin may be easily removed. This 
method is apt to leave the tomatoes 
soft. A much better way is to rub the 
tomato with the back edge of a silver

knife; this loosens the skin and makes 
it easy to remove it.

A good weighted brush for polish­
ing floors may be made from a .worn- 
out carpet sweeper. Remove the 
brush and place a brick inside in­
stead. fastening it by wires to keep it 
from slipping: then cover the sweeper 
all over with a piece of heavy carpet. 
The swing of the handle will give the 
brush an easy motion.

White lead mends china. Keep a 
pot of it on hand, and as soon as a 
dish is broken, daub the cracked 
pieces with the white lead, using a 
match to put it on. Press the edges 
firmly together and put away for two 
or three weeks. After a week re­
move the extra lead sticking to the 
outside, but do not use the dish until 
perfectly hardened.

Hamburg steak is often a dry and 
tasteless dish. The addition of two or 
three tablespoonfuls of cream or fresh 
milk and a very few bread crumbs 
make ,it juicy and deljcious. Nt ver 
buy it> already chopped, as it is usual­
ly made of odds and ends of the shop, 
but buy round steak and chop it heme. 
Season well and do not overcook.

When sending a stamp in a letter,I 
instead of moistening one corner and 
sticking it to the patter, moisten a 
small spot in the center of thff stamp 
and then affix it to your letter. The 
removal of a small part of the ad­
hesive substance from the center in 
no way impairs the usefulness of the 
stamp, whereas it is often torn if the 
corner is fastened.

A broom will last longer if it is 
dipped in cold water after it has been 
used and then rested on two hori­
zontal supports until it is. dry. Two 
nails driven into a wall will do. As 
all broome have a tendency to grow 
shorter on one side than on the other, 
let the shorter side hang down. The 
weigtb of the dampness will help to 
keep the broom in proper shape.

Even the neatest housekeepers are 
criminally careless about cleaning 
their telephones. Seemingly, they are 
not aware that transmitter and; re­
ceiver both will assuredly transmit 
and receive dirt, germs and odors. 
J'nscrew the tops of both and steril­
ize them thoroughly. Warm water 
with weak carbolic acid or the suds 
of carbolic. acid s6ap is best.

mark any grease spots or very soiled 
places by running a loose basting 
thread around them. After the article 
is thoroughly wet it is difficult to de­
tect spots; but by hasting white on 
dark goods and dark on white it may 
be seen at a glance where to scour 
carefully with a brush and insure a 
thoroughly cleansed - article.

Flannels, after they are launder­
ed for a while, become yellow. If 
they are soaked for two or three 
hours in a lather made of a half cake 
of white soap, two tablespoonfuls of 
borax and the same amount of car­
bonate of ammonia, they will get 
white again. These ingredients should 
be dissolved in five gallons of soft 
water. Boil the soap in the water 
until thoroughly dissolved, then add 
the remainder of the mixture.

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Welsh Dis­
establishment.

In view of the heated debates over 
the Welsh Disestablishment and Dis­
establishment Bill, the sensational 
features of which make gbod copy.’ 
and are therefore being cablVl to this 
side of the water, it will prove mat­
ter of some interest to our readers to 
peruse the chief features, of the bill 
as outlined by the 1 /melon Daily 
News. These are as follows:—

"1. The Church of England in 
Wales is to be disestablished and dis­
endowed.

"2. Of the endowments, amounting 
to £259,000. the. sum of £ 173,000 is 
to be used for Welsh National pur­
poses subject to existing life interests 
and freehold tenures.

"3. From the endowments the Dis­
established Church will receive £87,- 
000; life interests will amount to 
£62,000 a year: and the Ecclesias­
tical Commissioners and Queen Anne's 
Bounty will be empowered to add 
£31.000— £180.000 in all.

£ 26,700 for the University.
“4. W'elsh Commissioners are to be 

established as a temporary body tc 
receive and allocate the endowments 
taken under the Bill. A sum of 
£26,700 a year is to go to the Vniver- 
slty of Wales, and the remainder of 
the Welsh County Councils for public 
purposes other than the reduction of 
rates.

“5. Existing incumbents will re­
ceive their full stipend while tney 
hold them, and provision is made for 
pensions.”

JOHN B AYfiE

Mr. John Muir, In the Century for 
March, describes a striking experi­
ence In the Yosemite:—

Before a single boulder had fallen 
I was convinced that earthquakes 
were the talus-makers, and positive 
prtxSf soon came, ft was s' calm, 
moonlight night, and no sound was 
heard for the first minute or sd save 
low, muffled, bubbling, underground 
rumblings, amt the whispering and 
rustling of the agitated trees, as if 
Nature were holding her breath. Then 
suddenly out- of the strange silence 
and strange motion there came a tre­
mendous roar. The Eagle Rock. ■ on 
the south wall, about half a mile up 
the valley, gave way, and I saw it 
falling in thousands of the great 
boulders I had been so long studying, 
pouring to the valley floor In a free 
curve luminous from friction, making 
a terribly sublime spectacle—an arc 
of glowing, passionate fire, fifteen 
hundred feet span, as true in form and 
as serene in beauty as a rainbow in 
the midst of the stupendous, roaring 
rock-storm. The sound was so tre­
mendously deep and broad and earn­
est that the whole earth, like a living 
creature, seemed atdast to have found 
a voice and to be calling to her sis­
ter planets. In trying to tell some­
thing of the size of this awful sound, 
it seems to me that if all the thunder 
of all the storms I had ever heard 
were condensed into one roar, it 
would not equal this rock-roar at the 
birth of a mountain talus. Think, 
then, of the roar that arose to heaven 
at the simultaneous birth of all the 
thousands of ancient canon taluses 
throughout the length and breadth of 
the range!

The first severe shocks were soon 
over, and eager to examine the new­
born talus. I ran up the valley in the 
moonlight and climbed upon it before 
the huge blocks, after their fiery 
flight, had come to complete rest. 
They were slowly sett’ing into their 
places, chafing, grating against one 
another, groaning and whispering: 
but no motion was visible except in a 
stream of small fragments pattering 
down the face of the cliff. A cloud of 
dudt particles, lighted by thg moon 
floated out across the whole breadth 
of the valley, forming a celling that 
lasted until after sunrise, and the air 
was filled with the odour of crushed 
Douglas spruces from a grove that 
had been mowed down and mashed 
like weeds. —

He concludes:—
All Nature’s wildness tells the same 

story : the shocks and outbursts of 
earthquakes, volcanoes, geysers, roar­
ing. thundering waves and floods, the 
silent uprush of sap in plants, storms 
of every sort, each and all. are the 
orderly, beauty-making love-beats of 
Nature's heart.

This joy in the convulsion of Na­
ture suggests Browning’s line about 
volcanoes, "God takes a pleasure in 
their uncouth pride."

Passed Its 
Second Reading.
Special Evening Telegram.

LONDON. This Morning.
The Welsh Dis-establishment Bill 

passed its second reading last night 
by a vote of 348 to 267. During the 
course of the debate Chancellor of 
the Exchequer Lloyd-George effective­
ly used the charge that the noble 
families, whose representatives were 
the most strenuous opponents of the 
bill on the grounds that it pillaged the 
Established Church, obtained their 
vast wealth by spoliation of the 
Church at the time of the Reforma­
tion. A stormy scene followed his 
reference to a political leaflet,, in 
which he said the Duke of Devonshire 
charged the Government with robbery 
from God. "Doesn’t he know," quer­
ied Lloyd George, "that the very 
foundation of his fortunes were laid 
deep in sacrilege; built on desecrated 
shrines and pillaged altars ?" Among 
the voices raised in angry protest 
Lord Hugh Cecil's was the most con­
spicuous. To this the Chancellor re­
torted, "These charges that we are 
robbing the Church ought not to be 
brought in by those whose family tree 
is laden with the fruits of sacrilege. 
At the Reformation their ancestors 
robbed the Catholic Church Monas­
tics. altars and alms homes ; robbed 
the poor; robbed the dead. Now, when 
we try to recover some part of the 
pillaged property for our poor des­
cendants, they accuse us of theft— 
they whose hands are still dripping 
with the fat of sacrilege."

KINGS ON
THE QUIET.

Odd Tilings Sometimes Happen when 
Royalty Travels “Incog.”

The Prince of Wales, who has gone 
to stay in Paris in order to improve 
his French, has adopted an incognito. 
Paris knows him simply as the Earl 
of Chester.

Though this is his first such experi­
ence. it will certainly not be his last. 
All modern Royalties, with two ex­
ceptions. find an incognito at times 
an absolute necessity, it is only the 
Tsar and the Kaiser who have al­
ways refused to veil their identity, 
however thinly.

The disguise of an incognito is 
usually very thin indeed. Every lady 
knew, for instance, when the Duke 
of Lancaster was travelling, that the 
owner of this title was King Edward. 
But incognitos serve two purposes. 
When a Sovereign or Prince travels 
merely “incognito" he simply means 
to save brother Royalties and himself 
the trouble and expense of State vis­
its. He prefers to see them informal­
ly.

A Princess us Miss Jones.
But when the phrase a “strict in­

cognito" is used, it is a request to be 
left in absolute privacy. Queen Alex­
andra has often travelled as tile 
Duchess of Lancaster, but she has al­
so paid flying* visits to Paris under 
the strict incognito of Mrs. Stephens. 
Princess Victoria, too. has stayed 
there as plain Miss Jones.

Our present King and Queen has 
seldom found incognitos necessary, 
and never since they came to the 
Throne. Bift when Duchess of York, 
Queen Mary frequently travelled as 
the Countess of Killarney.

King Edward had quite a large se­
lection of incognitos. When Prince of 
Wales he usually preferred to appear 
abroad as the Earl of Chester, the 
Earl of Carriek. Baron Renfrew, or 
the Earl of Cornwall. As these titles 
attach to that of the Prince of Wales, 
when he became King he abandoned 
them for that of the Duke of Lancas­
ter.

Too Zealous for King Edward.
Sometimes excessive zeal on the 

part of the police tends to defeat the 
object of the incognito and draw at­
tention to the Royalty who wishes to 
be let alone. King Edward when a 
Prince was often troubled in this way. 
Once when in Naples he was annoyed 
by the constant presence of two de­
tectives.

Sending for the chief of police, he 
invited him to bring his men into the 
Royal sitting room. Offering them 
cigars, he gave them a good-humour­
ed lecture ou the way in which their 
work ought to have been done. And 
ended with :

"I don’t like your clearing people 
out of my way when I want to go 
anywhere. I don't mind being a 
Prince. I do seriously to being treat­
ed as an epidemic disease!" And the 
crestfallen police retired to ponder 
more tactful methods.

“Bring Out Your Handcuffs!”
King Alfonso, who used to travel as 

the Marquis of Cavadonga, had the 
same fault to find with the French 
police. When staying at Biarritz 
opce he made it his daily amusement 
to try to dodge them. After a vain at­
tempt one day on the golf course to 
baffle his shadowers, he turned sud­
denly back and held out his wrists, 
remarking:

“If it is the Marquis of Cavadonga 
you want I am he. Bring out your 
handcuffs. My only prayer is that 
you may never know the tortures that 
wring a murderer’s soul, as I do!"

King Edward used often to talk of 
the little incidents that happened 
when he travelled incog. Strolling 
through the Louvre once with an 
equerry he noticed a couple of Ameri­
cans who kept turning from the pic­
tures to eye him furitively.

At last one of the two. a lean, elder­
ly man with a goatee beard, camé up 
and asked squarely:

“Sir, are you the Prince of Wales ?" 
“My name is Renfrew," was the 

genial answer.
The American muttered bitterly: 
“Confound you. young man, you’ve 

lost me twenty dollars!” and stalked 
off disconsolate.
