Then 
their teeth were1 put in order, they 
were provided .vjfith proper brushes, 
pi edgedï-to^"wjetd them three times a 
day, arid taught how to eat.

Twenty-seven went through the 
test period of about a year, and then 
the mental examination was repeat­
ed.

It showed a total gain of 99.fi. per 
cent! ,

Some of this "dental squad” are to 
form part of the exhibit at the In­
ternational Congress of School Hy­
giene which is to be held in Buffalo 
August 35 to 30,. with delegates from 
all the civilized world. These living 
exhibits will Illustrate one of the 
many lines along which we are find­
ing out our responsibilities to school 
children.

“What am I to think of a public 
school system which never taught me

to eat, breathe, or walk correctly— 
the very essentials of living?”—Those 
who ask that question are legion.

We are to think that such a system 
will not do; and this congress. ,tfie 
first of its kind in America .is to 
demonstrate that it will not. It is to 
prove, with sound scientific evidence, 
that physical health is the very foun­
dation stone of education.

Instruction in the myriad needs 
and the ways of meeting them will 
be supplied to eye as well as ear. 
Supplementing the programme, there 
will be models of well-built school- 
houses, with window space occupy­
ing not less than one-sixth df the 
wall space, and admitting light only 
from the left and rear: model school 
kitchens and model school meals; an 
exhibit to show the glazed paper and 
polished desk-tops that so sadly dam­
age young eyes, and the substitutes 
that conserve vision; fixtures to de­
monstrate good and bad ways of 
lighting school rooms; adjustable 
desks that really fit the child’s body; 
photographs of open-air schools ahd 
summer camps; charts and pictures 
to show “before" and “after” in

faulty mouths, and a moving picture 
film entitled “Toothache”; the famil­
iar tuberculosis exhibit; the remark­
able and appalling sex-hygiene ex­
hibit. and a hundred other aspects 
of school health.

About seventy-five per cent, or 
fifteen million, of our twenty million 
school children have physical defects. 
This includes the ten to fifteen mil­
lion with bad teeth, five million with 
defective vision, six million with en­
larged topsils. adenoids, or enlarged 
eervial glands; five million with nose, 
throat, and ear'troubles; the six hun­
dred thousand who are tubercular; 
and the five million who suffer from 
malnutrition, often partly due to 
other defects.

To remedy these defects, and to 
prevent the ravages of epidemics, 
medical supervision is an obvious 
necessity. Yet of 1,038 .cities (nearly 
ninety per cent, of the total) recent­
ly studied by the Russel Sage Foun 
dation, only fort»'-three per cent, 
have regularly organized systems of 
public school medical inspection, and 

.in only 214 of these cities does this 
include a complete physical examina­
tion conducted by doctors.

A thousand doctors are employed 
where many thousand are needed. 
Only sixty-niiyi cities have expert 
dental inspection. Five hundred 
school nurses—a recent phase of 
medical supervision—are doing a 
splendid work for both school and 
home, and an increase in their num­
bers is one of the best hopes in this 
field.

Medical supervision, of course, has 
a constructive side, which should be 
developed; school doctors should be 
essentially doctors of public health, 
teaching pupil, teacher, and parent— 
yes, and janitor!—to ride the “hob­
bies" of modern medicine: fresh air. 
pure water, plain food, and recréa? 
tion.

On this side they join hands with the 
score of agencies specifically directed 
to keeping well children well 

Chief among these is the sanitation 
of school buildings by improved 
plumbing, better architecture, dust­
less floors, vacuum-cleaners, .proper 
dusting, the abolition of the common 
drinking-cup. and modern system of 
Ventilation. The knowledge that the 
percentage of tuberculosis is higher 
among teachers than in any other 
profession should be grim reason for 
pushing such reforms at top speed.

Outdoor schools are another ground

of hope, not only against tubercul­
osis but. possibly, for general school-
health. The two thousand chtldern 
who study in furs and mittens have 
gained in strength, have been far 
less subject to colds and the usual 
child diseases than indoor pupils, and. 
besides, have attended more regotar-
* Jfc

Another positive point of improve­
ment is the 'modem physical training.

Well, however happy those memor­
ies. the results do not justify them.

Gradually, one-teacher schoolhous- 
03 are consolidating. Well-construct­
ed buildings of three and tour rooms 
arc taking the place of the single 
reams, and the graded system is gain­
ing. Some rural schools already have 
modern equipment, not only in build­
ings, but in model farms, gardens, 
hen-houses, and kitchens—all as part 
oi the curriculum. But these schools 
are still too few.

Important phases of school-hygiene 
must be omitted hf re—the whole vital 
subject of mental hygiene with ills 
eugenic implications; the problem of 
schools for “backward” children; ihe 
financial soundness of a community 
investment in the health of its child­
ren ; the hygiene of college and uni­
versity—except to note that the Sec­
retary-General of the Congress, f)r. 
Storey, is a physical director who 
has made the institution in his charge 
a model, with dismissal from college 
the penalty for neglect of eyes of 
teeth.

A sad drowning accident in which 
two lives were lo*f occurred yéj’.e,- 
day afternoon on the local fishing 
grounds. The victims are Mark 
Earles, aged 40. and Mark Whiteway.

boat swamped. Earles, who was a 
married man with a wife and two 
children lived at the north Battery

The boat, which 
the two men that were lost were In, 
was coming along under full sail 
with a stiff breeze blowing when be­
tween Cape Spear and Blackhead a 
heavy squall struck the skiff and cap­
sized it.

The men in the 
Quidi Vidi boat, which was a short 
distance ahead, heard cries from their 
friends and returned to the spot 
where the boat went down only to 
find the caps of their lost friends and 
a water keg.

Floating factories have become 
an important part of the develop­
ment of the forest resources of In­
dia. In certain parts of that country 
the forests are only accessible 
through the water courses, and the 
great expense of erecting land plants 
for the utilization of the li mb«r re­
sources makes such a course im­
practicable. Therefore, saw-mills 
and other manufacturing establish­
ments are builton floating platforms 
and moved up the streams as they 
are needed. After the lumber is 
prepared in . a. aawmillr it can ■ .be 
peeked in a way that makes trans­
portation much more economical 
than any system of logging. Plants 
for the preparation of tanning ex­
tracts have also been e*tab!islied in 
this manner. The plants are built 
or. flat boats, 200 feet long by 27 
feet wide, capable of carrying a load 
of 470 tons. .

Washington, Aug. 6.—A cyclone 
storm of wind, rain and hail whip­
ped back and forth across the capital 
recently leaving death and ruin in its 
wake. Three dead, scores injured, 
and hundreds of thousands of dollars 
worth of property ruined were the 
tolls rccoided.

Out of the blazing sky, wi h the 
temperature at the 100 point, came 
the storm roaring from the north 
driving a mass of clouds that cast a 
mantle of total darkness ove r t|ie 
town'. The gale reaching a velocity of 
nearly seventy miles an hour, swept 
the streets clear, unroofed houses 
tore detached small structures from 
their foundations, wrecked one office 
building, overturne t wagons and 
carriages in the streets, and swept 
Washington’s hundred parks,tearing 
huge branches from trees and, even 
uprooting sturdy old elms, the 
landmarks of a century.

Washington’s well-kept streets, 
with their wealth of trees were 
littered with broken foliage, roots, 
debris and dead birds, as if a playful 
giant had carelessly swiched his 
club up and down the city.

As the wind wreaked its havoc 
the rain came, and in five minutes 
the temperature dropped to between

For ha’f an.hour. the city covered 
paralyzed under the beating of the 
storm, every activity suspended. 
Trolley lines, telephone lines and 
street tiaffic were halted, and the 
Government departments suspended 
operations.

The wind wrecked a three-story 
brick office building occupied by the 
B K. Saul Company, real estate 
dealers, and fifteen persons were 
carried down in the crash. W.E. 
Hilton, Vice-President of the Real 
Estate Company, Thos. B. Fealye, 
65 years old, a clerk, and an un­
identified man who entered the 
building to try to rescue those caught 
in the wreck, were taken from the 
ruins dead.

The Judge: It is a case of dis­
qualification of sex.

Mr Buckmaster: The difference of 
sex is an act of Providence; the:dis­
qualification of sex is an act of man.

Miss Bebb, in evidence stated.that. 
she was willing to become articled 
to a solicitor, and believed that was 
firm which woulb take her.

Mr. Hughes, K.C. (for the def- 
edendants), said that to admit a 
woman would b c a departure 
from the tradition
o f centuries, and required a
great tlta' to justify it.He contended
that there was not a single authentic
instance of a woman acting as an 
attorney in the modern sense of the 
word.

Mr. .Justice Joyce held that the 
disqualificatio of women in the early 
Acts from becoming an attorney or 
solicitor still existed.

There was no suggestion in any 
statute of any intention of the leg 
"mlature to make any such alteration 
in the law. He felt no doubt that 
such a thing was never contemplated 
by the framers of the Act of 1843, 
and he was perfectly certain it was 
not the intention of the legislature 
then to alter the law.

The disqualification existed, and 
would remain until the legislature 
i bought fit to interfere and make the 
alteration sought to be brought about 
The action must be dismissed.

Mr. Hughes said the Law Society 
was a public body, and he could 
.therefore only say with regard to the 
posts that they would leave the 
matter there.

The number of passengers going

As a member of the deputation of 
passengers from the Prosper© who re­
cently suggested reforms In the trans­
portation of sick people to and from 
St. Anthony’s Hospital, and on behalf 
of the committee who visited His Ex- 

jcfllency the ^Governor and other 
prominent persons in St. John’s 1n 
this connection, 1 cannot let Dr. 
Grenfell's reply stand altogether un­
answered, particularly as there are 
palpable inaccuracies in a few of his 
statements.

In the first place it was not the 
tourists alone who were behind the 
movement for improved sanitation, 

jthe majority of the signers of the 1K- 
"tition being Newfoundlanders. Sec­

ondly, the deputation of ladies whose 
able work in St. John’s brought the 
petition so well before the public con­
sisted half of natives and half cf 
strangers.

It is with regret that we note that 
Dr. Grenfell quotes His Excellency 
the Governor to the effect that this 
deputation claimed so preposterous a 
thing as “a doctor at St. Anthony 
had Inhumanly placed (a ^consump- 
tion patient) on the Prospère to die 
there.” The passengers involved are, 
we believe, too intelligent and careful 
to suggest any such statement as the 
above. Nevertheless, In the discussion 
in the press that followed the publica­
tion of the passenger protest. It was 
officially stated that three persons 
recently had died on board the Pros­
père within 36 hours of the time they 
had left St. Anthony.

The poor creature whose plight was 
infirumental in bringing about the 
protest was obliged to travel alone 
and unattended save for the assist­
ance of the ship's company. Strong 
efforts have been made in Newfound­
land of late years to lessen the rav­
ages of the White Plague, yet a pre­
sumably competent hospital allows an 
advanced case of tuberculosis "“to. 
travel m a public conveyance without 
providing sputum cups, sanitary paper 
napkins, and other necessities for the 
prevention of the spreading of con­
tagion. This is not allowed else­
where. to our knowledge.

In this connection it cannot be 
too strongly urged that Immediate 
measures should be taken to. alleviate 
the sufferings of those travelling to- 
a-ntl train hospitals oh the Island. The 
unfortunate woman in question had to 
lie for a day and a half on hard 
cushion seats in the music room df 
the ship in close proximity to the 
public. She had realty no privacy; 
The only sputum cup she had was 
one of the ship’s vomiting cans placed 
on the floor nearby, which, however, 
she was too weak to hold in her hand. 
As a result she had to expectorate at 
random. This was cruelty to her; it 
was distressing, to say nothing of 
drr.gerous to the general public.

In other words the time is ripe for 
the employment of a properly equip­
ped hospital boat or two on these 
coasts, ft is ^useless to foster anti- 
tuberculosis societies and allow acute 
cases of the disease to be thrown 
among well people. It is useless to 
forbid access to public conveyances to 
those suffering from contagious dis­
eases, such as . smallpox and diph­
theria. and allow tuberculosis and 
open cancerous infections to mingle 
among well people. In the past few 
months sixty odd cases of smallpox 
have been reported to the local health 
authorities, have been properly Iso­
lated and successfully treated. Not 
one has proved fatal! Yet our au­
thorities and our medical men will 
permit infections tuberculosis and In­
fectious cerclnoma to associate with 
the general public.

Thirty-Fire Workmen Miraculously 
Escape Injury.

New York, August 21.—Thirty-five 
workmen caught 440 feet under­
ground in a section' of the Catskill 
Aqueduct, in course of construction, 
under Washington Heights here, when 
fire broke out in the shaft house over­
head, last night, were found unharm­
ed, two hours later when the fire was 
controlled. Their chief suffering had 
been from lack of air, cut off by the 
pall of smoke overhead.

The Are was a spectacular one, and 
besides badly damaging the massive 
shaft building, spread to apartment 
houses closely adjoining It on St. 
Nic holas Place and St. Nicholas Ave: 
Two of the apartment buildings were 
burned out, and others damaged.

Many members of the gang which 
was descending the shaft, when the 
fire broke out were on landings so 
near the surface that they were able 
to scramble back and escape. Their 
companions, down in the underground 
workings, fled 1,500 feet to the end 
of the section and huddled ' there, 
terror-stricken, until the air began to 
clear. Then one made his way to the 
telephone connecting with the street 
and told of the safety of all. Five 
hours after the fire started the men 
were hoisted a few at a. time in a 
bosket contrivance rigged up with a 
dummy engine.

Two laborers, two tunnel workers 
and a fireman were injured, among 
them Peter Schantuck, laborer, who 
became wedged between two beams at 
the top of the building above the 
shaft opening. A policeman who 
went, to Schantuck’s aid found his 
clothing afire. It was possible to ex­
tricate him only by shoving him from 
the top of the structure. The police­
man did this to sav^ Schantuck from 
burning to death. w Schantuck fell 
fifty feet, and will die from a fractur­
ed skull, burns, and internal injuries. 
The other injured will live.

servant of all work”; and indeed all 
power is derived from the sun 
though we sometimes forget it, since 
it comes indirectly. The sun-motoi 
is a successful attempt to obtain pow­
er direct from the sun. In the Tro­
pics much of the heat of the sun, es­
pecially in the sandy deserts, is nevei 
used at all, and it has been calculated 
that the sun’s rays on one square 
foot of the earth’s surface can pro­
duce one-third of a horse-power. The 
question men have racked their brains 
to.solve is how to collect this energy.

In California this proHlem was 
solved by the sun-motor. The motor 
itself resembles an enormous lamp­
shade, supported on one end by a- 
steel framework. The Inside of the 
motor is lined with about 1,800 mir­
rors, 2 feet long by 3 inches broad, 
and these are kept at right angles to 
the path of the sun by means of a 
clockwork engine. The apparatus is 
so arranged that the heat from all 
the mirrors is focused on one point, 
where there is a boiler containing 
one hundred gallons of water. The 
fierce heat thus produced wduld smelt 
copper in a very few seconds, and it 
converts the water in the boiler into 
steam, the process continuing as long_ 
as the sun shines.

' Since sun-motors are best worked 
►in the Tropics, where water is scarce, 
the power is used for pumping water 
obtained from underground over the 
vast deserts found round the equator. 
Thus-old Sol. has been harnessed to 
draw water for the land which he.has 
parched by his fierce rays.

The distilled water was used in thé I 
belief that it was the best for the sail­
ors, and the naval authorities were 
anxious to make every condition as 
healthy as possible. Just now the 
surgeons are studying the best means 
of treating the distilled water used 
aboard the ships with mineral mat­
ter. Of course, pure water is wanted, 
but as conditions are now it is held 
that ordinary drinking water would be 
even better than the chemically pure 
if the latter was responsible for the 
increase of tuberculosis in the navy.

Few people continually drink chem­
ically pure water, and for the reason 
the dangers could not well be learned 
until this discovery was made. There 
are a number of ways in which the 
germs in water may be eliminated at 
the same time the mineral salts left 
in the fluid. Distilled water is .scarce­
ly palatable at the best and it is these 
very necessary mineral salts that 
make it really palatable.

An effort is being made to provide 
further proof of the dangers of chem­
ically pure water as maintained by the 
surgeons of the French navy by means 
of experiments on animals.

To reach any sound conclusions, to­
day. however, one must rid himself of 
the obsession of these romantic fal­
lacies and must face the actual faces. 
The dean-hands, blackened-slioes fal­
lacy has ruined thousands of boys 
who. if they had pitched in and got 
their hands dirty, would have turned 
oui first-rate mechanics and mill-men. 
instead pf sixth rate clerks. The pin. 
picking and twine-saving fairy-tales 
have started many a toy on the down­
ward path to petty, two-cent econo­
mics instead of on the upward way of 
lr.rgeminded, far-seeing business poli­
cies. While as for the. other things 
demanded by the story-books —they 

of j are about as obsolete as sand boxes 
and quill pens.

Mr. Mnnroe then asks: What does 
modern business really require of the 
average boy ? How fully can the boy 
meet—or can he be trained to meet— 
these requirements? And, finally, 
what can the school do and how far 
can it go in bringing the boy into line 
with the reasonable demands of a ra­
tional up-to-date mercantile or manu­
facturing concern?

The most striking characteristic of 
modern business is the rapidity with 
which it is moving from a competi­
tive to a co-operative basis: and co­
operation results in two things—big­
ness and complexity. The third fea­
ture of modern business is that pro­
fits to-day are made hv the accumula­
tion of innumerable small gains in­
stead of through the adding together 
of a few large gains. Selling a few 
hundred things at a good profit in a 
country store in New York State 
brought in to Mr. Woolworth’s em­
ploy .a few thousand dollars a year. 
Selling millions of things for not ex­
ceeding ten cents each has enabled Mr. 
Woolworth himself to capitalize at 
$7">.000,000, and to erect the highest 
building in the world. The’ mining 
fortunes of yesterday were made by 
working the richest veins and pock­
ets. leaving the rest to waste. /The 
mining fortunes of to-morrow will he 
made from the dump-heaps of aban­
doned plants.

A marked characteristic of modern 
business, consequently, is (in mer­
chandizing) frequent “turn-overs,” 
and (in manufacturing) the utiliza­
tion of what used to be called waste. 
The stream of trade flows so fast 
through a modern department store 
that the one cent profit here and two 
cents profit there aggregate in the

form of power, the human hand.
An inseparable accompaniment of 

machinery, however, is Speed. There­
fore the next notable characteristic of 
modern business is whirl-wind pace. 
Thirty years ago. even New York. 
Paris and London were horse-car 
towns, with clerks nodding over pig­
skin ledgers, errand boys playing mar­
bles in the roadway, with no tele­
phone, no rapid transit in the modern 
sense, with scarcely any .devices for 
making speed or saying time. To 
day, even London, the archtype of con­
servation, is a whirlwind of motor 
buses, speeding men and clamoring 
advertisements.

Consequently, not merely what the 
business man. but what modern bus! 
ness itself, demands of the high-school 
graduate is rational and orderly speed.

Therefore in demanding of the high 
school graduate rational and orderly 
speed, modern business asks the 
teachers of those young men and wo­
men.:

That they do everything possible to 
send into business life sound animals 
who appreciate the- value ' of good 
health and who know how to con­
serve it;

2. That they give those pupils such 
studies and exercises and in such a 
way as to result in activity of mind, 
thorough co-ordination between mind 
and body, weU-trained senses and an 
eagerness to work and to learn :

3. That all the school work be so 
carried oh as to foster a spirit of 
team-play, a sense of the value and 
power of working together for the 
common weal; ’

4. That to this end the teacher sub­
ordinate the memorizing of facts to 
the inculcating of promptness, ob­
edience and loyalty;

5. That the studies which make for 
breadth of view and variety of in­
terest be emphasized , and those which 
ma.ke for mere information, technic 
and drill, be minimized;

6. That, to accomplish this, subjects 
like arithmetic, bookkeeping, - gram-

—

exercises which are obsolete, llttle- 
^tsed or cumbersome, putting fn all 
the short-cuts and labor-saving de­
vices which are of general applica­
tion; and that tiio’f subjects, suc.i as 
History, economics, political and 
economic geography, etc., which make 
for breadth of view ; those exercises, 
such as rightly conceived manual 
training, ordered games, freehand 
drawing, etc., which make for quick­
ness and control of the bby : and those 
general school relationships which 
promote team-play, loyalty, the spirit 
of working together for a tangible and 
desirable end, be fostered.

■ Modern business demands these 
things. Experience has shown that a 
rightly ordered secondary school 
system can produce them. That all 
schools do not is the fault partly of 
the teachers, partly of the employ- 
mere, partly Of the community in gen­
eral, mainly of the .parents. The 
fathers and mothers, and the rest of 
the community, must be educated to 
give mpral and financial support to 
this effective type of education. ' But 
the only persons who can educate 
them are the schoolmasters; and they 
must do it in a roundabout way by 
gradually introducing this rational, 
real education into, the higher and 
lower schools.

A $37,1594 rewarded for giving a 
cold biscuit and cup of coffee to a 
man who appeared to be a hobo, in 
1886, was bestowed ti|>on Mrs. Slat- 
tie H ami un in the final settlement 
of the Marshall McMurran estate at
Evnnsv'lle, Ind. Mir, Hitnnun was
paid $27.894 in gold and received a
deed of property valued at 810,000. 
Twenty-four years ago Mrs. Hannun 
who lives in Vincennes, Ind,, was 
Mattie Drain, a servant girl, nine­
teen years old. One day McMurran, 
who was than a wanderer, called at 
the house where the Brain gill 
worked and asked for something to 
eat. The man of the house ordered 
McMurran away, saying he did not
