ritory in the North of Alberta, called
the Peace River country  without a
single minister. Then think of the
racial problem facin& Canada. There
are 110 languages spoken in this do-
minion; large communities where the
boys and girls are being taught for-
eign languages. Now if we would lay

the foundation of a greater Canada,!

we must have one language, and that
language must be the English tongue.

Many soul-thrilling and inspiring
instances were related showing the
noble work done by the Methodist
ministers and missionaries among the
foreign element in Canada. If we
would save the foreigners within our
dominion, and prevent our beloved
land from becoming the Balkan
States of America, the people of the
Methodist Church must reinforce the
work that is being done by laying
their wealth, as well as their services
on the altar of God.

Mr. A. S. Soper, B.A, then address-
ed the Conference on the work that
is being done by our church in China.
Those who were privileged to hear
Mr. Soper, will not soon forget the
beautiful, inspiring, educative and
sympathetic address which he gave.
He told the Conference of the infiu-
e¢nze of the visit of Dr. Bond to Chi-

iva  Even to-day the ministers and
: 'combers. of that young church send

their greetings to him. In our
church in China, there are 8,000
Christians, 7,000 Sunday School schol-
ars. I am glad to be a member of
this Newfoundland Conference, and
shall ever hold my membership with
you as long as I am a missionary.
And I have determined to spend my'
life in China. Let me say that there
is no church in China so honored as
the Canadian Methodst Church; and |
I want to take this privilege of thank-
ing you and all the Methodist peo-
ple of Newfoundland for holding the
ropes. For it is only through your
unselfish devotion to the cause of
missions that we out in China can do
service for God. There is a tendency
to-day toward independence., I be-
lieve that the great idea of the church
is not so much independence as mis-
sionary. If you neglect the mission-
ary idea, your vision will cease to
keep the missionary spirit aglow.
When I left the city in which T had
been labor.ng, the people were great-
ly interested in my leaving. Although

it was very early in the morning, yet

they were all up and had their hous-

es decorated, and offerings presented-

to their gods, in order thot their
gods might protect us on our journey
home, The boys of the schools with
their teachers lined the road for a
mile outside the city to bid us good-
by. Let me say hsre that there is no
greater investment than the mission-
ary work; sending out the Gospel of
Christ to those people, giving those
people in this old country a Christian
civilization. The same spirit of sac-
rifice that took us to China would
have taken us to France. Soon after
the war had commenced we wired Dr.
Endicott of our readiness to leave all
and go and fight for our motherland,
in defence of honor and justice. We
acquainted the British representa-
tive of our willingness to go; not only
to go ourselves but to take at least
800 coolies with us. He replied, say-
ing “No, stay here by the people. You
can do more good right here than if
you were to go to Europe and take
8,000 coolies with you.” It was true
that we were needed there in China,
for the German officers were there
spreading false reports. They were
telling us that the Germans were at
Paris; Frafice was bled white, Eng-
land was invaded, Americans would
never reach Europe, and it was only
possible for the Allies to hold out two
months longer. We replied that even
if those things were so, even if  the

war was protracted for twenty years :

longer you will mnever win. (Ap-
plause). On Nov. 15th when the
signing of the armistice was made
known in China, 2 great demonstra-
tion of the Chinese soldiers and offi-
cials took place; and at that demon-
stration I was asked to tell them
about the wonderful achievements of
the mother country.

Easter Service.

Let me tell you about our last

Easter service in China.
vice ten Sunday school boys from our

church stood around the communion

rail for Christian baptism. Christian
baptism stands for a great deal
China. It meant much for them.
Some of them as they stood there
were dishonored by their parents, as
the water was dropped upon their
heads, that very moment a pen blot-
ted out their names from the ances-
tral register. Yet they were con-
scious that God was with them and

the Almighty. As we stood there in
that church which had often been vis-
ited by a great revival, a man came
up the aisle with a basket on his arm.
The basket was full of heathen para-
phernalia. I asked him what he was
going to do with the gods, etc. He
said I have come for Christian bap-
tism, and to confirm my desire to
live and work for Christ who died for
me. I desire to burn all those relics
of heathenism. I have come, through
the testimony of a young man, who
told me about the wonderful meet-
igs you were having here, and I at-
tended the week night meetings and
felt the power of Christian influence;
I simply must burn my idols and
make a public confession of my faith
in Christ. Let me tell you a story
about one of our young men who is
training for the ministry. When a
boy he took very sick; his father did
everything for his recovery, for he
was his only son. In order to drive
the evil spirit out of the child he
made offerings to the family gods.
He even cut a hole in the child’s
throat so that the evil spirit might
escape from the body, but to no avail.
He then took a hot iron and made a
red mark on his forehead, yet weeks
passed and the child got no better.
He thought something drastic must
be done in order to drive the evil
spirit from the boy so he took’ hot
needles and drove them under the
finger nails, yet to no avail. Then
he came to me to see if something
could not be done to help his child.
We took him to the hospital, and soon
under the care of a skilled physician
he got better. The man went home
and said to his wife, “Wife what about
the boy?” Mark you that was
first time he had taken his wife into
consideration. “We must send him
to the mission school, for I have lost
faith in our gods.” You ask does it
pay to contribute to missions. Yes!
“You receive a 100 p.c. for your money.
You talk about a full and a free salva-
tion. I ask of you ladies and gentle-
men to give even at the point of sac-
rifice, that these people in foreign
: lands might, too, have a free and a
! full salvation.

Dr. Curtis read a resolution asking
the conference to pledge itsclf to the
scheme of raising $100,000 in the
outports for the establishment of a
Methodist College Home in the city.
After the reading of the resolution a
keen discussion took place. Several
laymen such as Messrs. A. Mews, J.
C.- Puddister, A. S. Soper, ably sup-
perted the resolation.

The erection of a new College Home
in the city in fact will have the hearty
cooperation of all the Methodist peo-
ple in the outports. If as a church
and people we are to keep abreast of
the times, if we are to be in the van,
in the educational movements of this
‘cminion we simply must rally
around this project. Methodism must
be strong at the fountain head if it
would be a power in the outports.

Outports Campaign.

In view of the fact that the 'present
day and age is demanding more Col-
lege-bred men and women than ever
before, and because of the man in-
creasing opportunities for such men
and women here in our own country,
the efficiency of the Methodist College
in St. John’s due to 1ts insufficient
capacity, has dropped below par. In
former days the present college was
sufficient, but to-day it is a truth, al-
though a sad one, that Newfoundland
ycung men and women have had to
be turned away and denied entrance
irto the Methodist College because of
its already being filled to capacity.

To-day the citizens .- are realizing
more and more in wvarlous countries
all over the world what Higher Edu-
cotion means' and -during the last
month St. John’s has shown the real
spirit that is going to make New-
fcundland rank alongside of the most
progressive countries in the land. The
people of St. John’s have proven their
worth and dome their part toward a
larger and better College. They have
raised approximately $250,000 for the
Methodist schools of their city, 20 per
cent. of which (50,000) is to be used
for extension purposes of the New-
foundland Methodist College.

During the last few years the fac-
ilities of the Cellege have been very
inadequate for meeting the ex@sting
needs. For instance, the Residence
Building will only care for forty-five
outport students at the present time,
and this number forms an extremely
small percentage of the number which

bo cared for under the Ilarger and
more comprehensive program as out-
lined.

There are no Boarding Houses for
the students in St. John’s, and it is
too risky for them to room outside.
As the Methodist College is not only
an institution for learning, it is an
institution to build men and women of
the highest type of character, to al-
low the students to go outsde would
be to obstruct one of the largest aims
of the College.

There is, however, one other aspect
of this problem which is serious and
wh'ch must be diseussed. It is the
;ﬁnancial side, and that of the nurse.
In our experience, the most import-
ant factor in winning back a sufferer
to life and health is the nurse. No
-‘one who has practised among the
poor, the uneducated or the isolated
but is well aware of that fact. Not
the casual visit of us doctors, but the
faithful, devoted and continuous ser-
| vice of the trained nurse is what
| turns the scale in favor of life. If I
were not a surgeon I would ask for
no other role in life before that of a
| district nurse like that of the late
heroic Nurse Dickinson. The capa-
city of women is no longer in ques-
tion. Side by ‘side with men in uni-
versities and colleges, they have de-
monstrated their equality if not their
superiority in mental ability. In fac-
| tory and workshop, in agriculture,
ves, and on the field they have shown,
that given a chance they will prove
they can average as well as men can.
Long ago, Joan of Arc demonstrated
that emancipated from the disability
of female attire she could lead troops
to v.ctory. The sympathy of women
is more readily stirred than that of

men. The patience and devotion of
women is an estimable factor in the
fight with sickness and death. I re-

ence teaches us that they are every,
whit as valuable as a doctor.

In the long, sparsely populated
port'ons of the coast a hospital is not
poss ble. To get a really first class
surgeon_to remain in a district you
must give him sufficient work, that is,
a sufficient number of cases as will
really occupy his time and talents.
A real clinic should be established
at places like Twillingate, Bay of.
Islands, etc., and in between what we
call a nursing unit every fifty miles
or so. That means a small house pre- |
sided over by a nurse, trained addi-}
tionally in minor surgery, ObStetl‘iCS‘;
and rudimentary dentistry. The place
should be like Forteau, with hot and
cold water, steam heated, a small
operating or receiving room, dispen-
sary, a ward or wards with two beds
only, and the nurse’s living quarters.
Forteau is an admirable example.
Like Topsy it “growed” by experi-
ence. It is inexpensive and nearly
self-supporting, being in a moder-
ately populous part of the coast. We
are now establishing one in Flower’s
Cove and we hope later in Conche. !
There should be one in White Bay
also. The following is an example
of what such nurses can do. Our,
nurse at Conche this spring had a
case of a man who had stabbed him-
self. His intestines came out. The
priest gave an anaesthetic, the nurse
cleaned and sewed up the wound and !
tended it. When the ice permitted,
five weeks later, she brought in her
already convalescent skipper to St.
Anthony. These places should be on i
the telegraph or special telephone (as |
Harrington is) so that they can get
advice in bad cases from the central
hospital and a surgeon come down.
But the laboratories, the electrical
and X-ray work and the main c)inic|

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miles away. To every elector I have
gpoken, it seemed a gross anachron-
ism that $135,000.00 should be paid
for free treatment at St. John’s, while

those patients treated there might pay |

half of it as they try to do in the out-
ports and do eventually in most cas-
es. One place has now been promised
a real subsidy and an attempt to pro-
vide scientific treatment really com-
menced. The public health improve-
ment in the colony following such a
system would pay back every dollar a
hundredfold.

St. John’s has been doing nobly at
the General Hospital to train nurses.
i We ourselves have always some nurs-
{ es in training who finish and gradu-
ate either in Canada or in the United
States. It shows how we are all
agreed on the immense importance
'of real training. In St. John’s, peo-
ple that need a trained nurse can go
to the Hospital. and get nursing and
operation without a cent to pay. The
| nurses have told me that this takes
i away the incentive to enter the pro-
fession and the very living from the
women who, after long training, are
{ hoping to be able at least to earn a
living while they serve the country in
their beautiful calling.
| In the outports we have never al-

lowed this. If a patient can contri-

bute he is made to do so. It is no
hardship. Now each little village is
starting its hospital or welfare ¢com-
mittee. If the out-of-pocket expen-
. ses at hospital are too much for the
patient, he will be given his bill or
accounts and he can take it to his own
hospital committee. They will assess
what he can and should pay, and he
will get a receipt in full for the
amount. St. John’s itself has repeat-
|t:dly told us that as the paltry gov-
! ernment grant did not support a hos-
|pita1, those who benefit by it should
do so, and they are doing their best
to do so. The advice given was right
{ and good advice. Even at St. Anthony
:from $2,000 to $3,000 a year comes
idirect from patients. But in St.
{ John’s nothing is paid, and the out-
|port taxpayer is forced to contribute
| to give free treatment to the people
of St. John’'s who could easily pay

peat without any reserve that experi- need not be more than two hundred | for themselves.

| Meanwhile it-is St. John's which so
| far has refused even to allow the tax-
| payers to pay for a hospital for them-
gselves, The wrong is a vital one, and
while there is a pathetic need for

trained district nurses all over the
colony, the free treatment makes it
almost impossible for nurses to live,
and so keeps down the supply. Also,
the fact that no one pays in St
John’s makes men say openly they
will not pay either in the outports.

The coming election should settle
this question. I pray the -electors
not to let it pass without a guarantee
from every member that he will really
put his hand and heart into the .at-
ter of saving the suffering and the
terrible losses caused by the present
utterly selfish policy of centralizing
hospital work in St. John’s. It can
be accomplished economically and
efficiently if the Government cares
two straws about the people.
