Fifty in 1920—Catch Was Greater.

Following are the returns of the’
Bank fishery for 1920 and 1921. In'
1920 -there were engaged in this -
branch of the Nfid. fisheries 50 vessels '
of an aggregate of 3,154 tons, manned.’
by 793 men. They landed a total of
95,484 quintals of codfish, showing an
average of 1,829 quintals per vessel
and 120 quintals per man.

In 1921 the number of vessels de-!
clined to 41 of 2,874 tonnage aggregate
and with crews of 697 men. The total"
catch in spite of the fleet being nine
vessels short:of the previous year,'
came up to 94,461 quintals. The aver-
age per vessel:was 2,304 quintals and
per man. 135 gintals,

Preparations are. now going on tor
the :1922 fishery, and we are informed
,that there is likely to .be about the
same number of vessels engaged as
last year.—Trade Review.

Both ways the fisher-
men are being mulcted—on their
purchases and on their sales.

Carlyle says “You
would think it strange if I . called
.Burns the most gifted British soul we
"had in all that: century of his; and yet,
. 1 believe the day is ooming when
there will be little danger in saying
80.” This passage was written in 1840,
'and is part of a most generohs ap-
'preciation of Burns—the man— pen-
,ned by one, who, except as regards
,origin and genius, was as the poles
asunder from Burns. The face of the
saintly Dr, Chalmers is said to huve
glowed with delight as he pronounced
one of Burns' soulstirring lines, Scott
wrote in his journal “Long life to thy
fame, and peace to thy soul, Rob
Burns! When I want to express @&
sentiment which I feel strongly, I find
the phrase in Shakespeare—or thee.”
It is a noticeable fact that all' the men
{of genius who have lived since the
days of the peasant-poet have regard-
ed his memory with deeper sympathy
and found deeper meaning in his writ-
ings than ordinary men, who, in gen-
eral, saw but the specks and blemish-
! @s. The whole output of Burns must
be considered before a judgment can
be passed. Along with his convivial
songs and somewhat freer passages
must be considered may serious and
| higher passages to understand the
widespread popularity which is ex-
pressed by Wordsworth in

“Through busiest street and loneliest
len
Are feft the flashes of his pen!
He rules mid winter snows, and ‘when
Bees fill their hives:
Deep in the general heart of men
