New York, Sept. 13.--The Eugiish
cutter Genesta retrieved herself by
winning. the regatta given under the

Sandy Hook to day, Ae it was the
annual race of the ciub the prizes consisted
of two cups, one given by Commodore
James Gordon Benuvett for schooners and
the other being given by Vice-Commodore
W. P. Douglas for cutters or sloopa, There
were ten entries in the race. ‘Amony
the schooners were the Fortunas, Grayiiog
and Dauntless ; the cutters wers .she
Genesta, Ilcen, Stranger, Clara, Isis, and
the centre board sloops consisted of the
Gracie, Athlone and, Daphne. Tha course
was a triangular run of thirty five miles
from an imaginary line drawn betwaen

. Bcotland lightship and the judges’ beat,

which was th~ tug Luckenbach, Shoitiy
before elevea o'clock the tuy whistled for
preparation, and'a few mioutes later the
signal for the start was given. The first
yacht to cross the line was the Ilwsn,
which passed over at 1l 11.03, Sue
was followed by the Clura, who
orossed at 11.11.09. The third craft
was the Genesta, upon which all eyes w:re
fixed. She glided over the line at 11 11.30,
and was followed a few seconds luter by
the = Fortuna, then came respectively
Grayling, Athlone, Dauntless, Gracie,
Daphne and Isis. The lsst two were
handicapped by an sallowance of five
minutes,  The Genesta forged rapidiy
ahead and gained steadily upon the yacits
which had crossed before her. She gained
upon the Clars and Ileen, but zhe ju turn
was closely pressed by the Fortuna. At
11.45 the Genesta, Ileen sand Fortuna
with the
English cutter slightly in ‘the lead. The
Genesta gained slowly upon the other two,
and after the first five miles it became
evident thut the Genesta was abead and
Intended to keep the first piace. She had
the wind fair on the first leg and did not
spare her canvas, The result was that she
steadily walked away from her competi
tors, Capt. Usrter dexterously rounded
the fir t buoy at 12.46.15, followed by the
Fortuna, which made the turn at 12.50.23.
The Grayling manifested good sailing
powers, and passed the red float a few
seconds - after the Fortuna. The
Genesta made s big sweep to wind-
ward and leit the others so far
behind that the race geemed ~certain
for her, The Gracie, however, picked ap
and threatened her seriously for mome
time., The second- buoy Was passed by

THE GATE RECEIPTS $1743 LESS
THAN LAST YEAR.

©ne of the Probable Causes of the Deficit—
The Minister of the Interior Takes tn

The great fair of 18856 cloged at 10
o'olock last night, and _itwill be known in
temporary_history as the second ‘most
successful, as regards gate receipts, since
the inatguration in 1879, In 1884 there
was more money taken at the gates than
in any other. year.. The receipts of 1885
run behind those of 1884 by $1743:82, but
this deficit, the directors say, will be'made
up by royslties from the Little World,
electtio railway, switchback, roller coaster,
eto. Manager Hill attributes the deficit
to an impression which existed in some
parts of the province that excursions were
being ran from Montreal, which being
infected with smallpox, created a scare. A
number of letters to this effeot were
manager.

There is the starting volat
of our present representative government.
The sessionx of the legislature were to be an-
pual. The free exercise of ‘the Romean catho-
lic religion was conceded. Courtsof appes to
be orcated by the legislatures were provided
for. The right of bequeathing property was
to be absclute and unrestricted. Al landa to
be granted in Upper Canada were to be in f-ee
and common socige as well a3 in Lower
Cansda when the grantee desired it. English
criminal law was to obtain in both provinces,
as well as the habeas corpus mct. Andthe
legislatures that were then summoned in the
two provinces adopted and followed so far as
posaible the rules snd orders of their Englsh
model, But the British parliament reserved
to itself the right of provi‘ing regulations im-
posing levying and collecting duties, for the

- regulation of navigation to be carried on be-
¢ween the two provinces, or between either of
them and any other part of the British domin-
fons or any foreign country. Part of that re-
servation still exists to day, and is one of our
grievances. Parliament also reserved the
power of appointing or directing the pa' mont
of duties, but at the same time left the exclu-
sive apportionment of all monies levied in
this way to the legislature, which could avply
them to such public uses as it might deem
expedient.

¢In this short and imparfect review of our
constitutional his'ory, ¥you cannot fail to
notioe the steady progress made in the direc- |
tion of ocomplete self-government. Powers
were gradually conceded to the colonial par-
liament, new rights were recognized, imper-
ial interference was graduslly withdrawn,
and the great measure of self goveramont
that we now.enjoy achieved by degrees. You
cannot fail to see 8 trend, 8 ¥, 8 move-
meut running through the whole in the dirge-
tion of complete control of oyr owa affairs.
In all these events ;b_ore were two
parties, g party Of progress and a party of
obstruotion, [Every ooncession  was the
result of a struggle betwéen the two. And
are not we thea who claim to be the party of
the future, goibg to carry on the good work
of progross and reform. Should we not com-
plete the edifice our fathers began, and build
up s strong and powerful nation on & founda-
tion of complete and entire self-government ?
Qught we to allow the work of progress to
come to a stop? or permit ourselves toteled
aside by issues like commercial union or im-
perial federation? Ought we not rather reach
on to the goal of complete independence. And if
you look about you thereisstill work tobe done.
Repression and restriction stillexist. Ouract i-
vities are limited, and our enterprise checked.

Thoagh we areapeople,five million strong,im
bued withall that spirit of se!f dependence and
that love of liberty which characterizes the
races from which we are -prung, still weare
a people a five millions strorg-who live under
a comstitution made for us 1y a parliament
3000 miles away little acquainted with our
wants, and in the alteration. amendment re-
jection or change of which constitution we
have not one word to say, but which altera-
tion or change must be made for us by that
parliament across the sea.

We ar2 a people ‘five millions strong im-
bued like those nations for which we are
sprung with a desire to govern our: elves, yet
we are & people five miilions strong who have
no voice ‘in‘the selection or élection of our
chief magistrate, but which chief magistrate
is sent out to us by a government 3000 miles
away, and which government is influenced in
its apgointments by the exigencies of the
party to which it may belong rather than by
desire to further our good, In the great re-
public ta the south of us it is the boast of every
man born there that the president’s chair is
within bis reach. No Canadian lad is inspired
by the prospect of becoming chief magistrate
of his native land.

We are a peoplefive millionsstrong whoare
building up a jurisprudence of our own, &
jurisprudence which in mupy respects is
bsuperior to that of any other country in the
world. rertainly with a municipal law un-
excelled, and yet our own courts, and our
"own judges-are not the fina) interpretens of
our laws, but it i< necessary for us to go toa
privy eouncil 8000 miles away for a court of
1: st resort, which privy council is in every
sense much lesscompetent to give final judg-
m nt on our own issues than ars our own
judges themseives. What hope have we for
building up a flcst-class judiciary if our judges
are to be overruled by a court reaponsible in
no way to the Oanadian pariiament, and unao-
quainted with the genius of our people.

We are a people flve millions strong ,with
the nucleus of an army which hasshown {tself
competent to maintain law and order within
our territory and to drive out the invad-
er should he cross our borders. and . yet
no Csnadian voluntecr or soldier has the
prospect beld out to him of ever becoming
commander-in-chief of our forces, but that
position is reserved for some officer of the
British service. It was Napoleon's boast that
every private in the army ol the republic car-
ried a marshal’s batop in his knepesack. There
is no such inducement held out to the loyal
Canadian volunteer. 2

We are a people five millions strong with a
msrine fourth in extent in the world with
factories springing up all about us, with active
merchants in our- midst desirous of extending
our trade in all quartersof the earth.and yet'we

ower to negotiate commercial or other
treaties with other nations; end without such
power to establish such friendly relations with
other powers how can we exp ot toextend our
trade, advertise our resources, enlarge our in-
dustries, And inother waysand in other direc-
tions are we rostricted and our nationsl de-
velopment interfered with.

We who advocate independence donot do so
through a feeling of h stility to the mother
land from which we boast that we are sprung
but rather becavse we think that both that
mother land and ourselves will be benefited by
