MR. W. H. HOWLAND AND THE ACT
THAT HE MANIPULATED.

The Ex-Mayor Thinks That It is All-Right
if Properly Worked—Some Advice to
s Buccessor in Ofice—Litile Conso-
lation for the Comsumenrs.

The World saw ex-Mayor Howland last night
and asked him what he thoughs of Mr. J. H.
Menzies’ repors of the audit of the books of
the C s’ Gas Company made under the
provisions of the act that was the result of
one of Mr, Howland’s efforts in behalf of the

but after looking it over he talked freely :

‘Tt the act is not working as it was intended
it should,” he said, *‘is is not my. fault and
the difficulty can be o The matter is
like this: There had been a sors of supersti-
tion that the gas consumers had a claim onthe
gas company to a share in1ts profits, bus I could
find nofoundation for the beliefin the company’s
charter; the consumers had no claim whatever.
For years the company had been, by various
devices, dividing enormous profits among its
sfockholders. Last year it set out to issue
new stock to the value of $1,000,000, which
would he given to the stock-holders at par and
by them sold at a premium of 80 per cent. or
80, I took a stand against it. I had no other
ground to stand upon than that of public
sentiment and sympathy; there was no legal
objection to the company doing as it pleased.
But I stood my ground and before the com-
mittee of the islature,. With no other
backing than a public sympathy that I knew
would be with me I gained this great principle:
an acknowledgment that the consumers
should receive a share in the profits of the
company: It was almost au unheard-of
victory, but Isucceeded in limiting its dividend-
paying power to 10 per cent.per annum.

““These were the great principles for which
I fougm? and they aré conceded in the act. A
reserve fund, too, was established, and it was
provided that $500,000 new stock should be
issued for that purpose. - It may not be
stated in the bill that this stock shall bLe is-
sued at any certain time, bug it was distinetly

derstvod, the v expliaitly told me,
that the'stock was 0 be issued as the reserve
fund required.: If, . as Mr, Menziea states,
money is being borrowed for this ' reserve in-
stead of stock being issued, the interest being
taken from the earnings, the spirit of the act
is being violated. :

“Now, about this b per.cent. provided by
the act for repairs aud. renewals of the com-
pany’s buildings. Naturally enough when the
unusual m:ersmition of the Legislature in
limiting the dividend-paying powers of the
company was decided, the committee did not
feel like refusing to grant the contention that
their repairs and renewal tund should be estab-
lished. Having acknowledge the justice of
the claim we bad no way of fixing a proper
