Following is a copy of the History of

*‘The first Church of England services
were held in Watford in a public hall
over Stickle’s store in the year 1867, con-
ducted by the Rey. John Gibson, rector
of Warwick The following year 1868,
the present brick church was built under
his ministry. In 1869 the Rev. R.
Fletcher became rector of Warwick and
Watford and it was largely through his
efforts, by money which he collected in
England, that the church was almost
freed from debt. The Rev. P. E. Hyland
was rector during the years 1879 to 1886,
when Trinity church was detached from
Warwick and together with St, James’,
Brooke, and Grace church, 4th line,
became a new parish, with the Rev. Geo.
Wye as rector. Three years later in the
year 1889, the Rev. Arthur Murphy
became rector for about one year, during
which time extensive repairs were made
to the church. The Rev. Jas. Thompson
was appointed rector in 1890 and was
instramental in having the present large
rectory built; at the end of three years
Mr, Thompson resigned and was followed
by the Rev. John Downie who became
rector in 1893, which position he held for

over 12 years, when in the year 1905 the
present rector (Rev. 8. P. Irwin) was
appointed. In the year 1906 a church

was built at Sutorville and the parish

now comprises Trinity Church, Watford,
SL.];mlcs"\Hr()ukc, and Christ Church,
Sutorville.’

It lends itself
easily to every design, as, whether in
its pristine green or in the hundred
and one colors of autumn, it is ever
beautiful. But where Canada is
especially fortunate is in the fazt
that the maple leaf cannot be mis-
taken for any other leaf or thing.

AUTUMN SOWN CROPS.

Results ot Experiments Throughout
Ontario.

Three hnndred and twenty-eight farm-
ers throughout Ontario conducted experi-
ments with autumn sown crops during
the past vear. Reports have been re-
ceived from thirty-one counties of the

Province. The average results of the
carefully conducted experiments with

autumn sown crops are hereby presented
in a very concise form.

Winter Wheat.—Five varieties of win-
ter wheat were distributed last antumn to
those farmers who wished to test some of
the leading varieties on their own farms.
The average yields per acre of straw and
of grain are as follows : Imperial amber,

1.5 tons, 24.3 bus.; American Wonder,
1.3 tons, 21.8 bus.; Crimean Red, 1.9
tons, 21.5 bus. ; Banatka, 1.4 tons, 21.2

Of course there was a legend about
the clock. There always is a legend
about an old timepiece like that. A
musty record book went with the prem-
ises, giving the history of the castle
in entries that had been made from
time to time.

From a previous entry recording the
birth of: Hubert I judged that the
lord of the castle and his wife had
been married long without a child and
Hubert had comew great
blessing. After his death—heseems to
have died in childhood—the entries for
some twenty years are very meager,
and the castle appears to have been
seldom occupied.

I wondered at the superstitions of
these people, who seemed to look upon

Then they go
scampering over the winding road,
their metal suits and armor shining in
the sun, their plumes dancing on their
heads, their forms growing less and
less, horses and men passing into a
gradual confusion until they are swal-
lowed up in a green wood.

The summer passed altogether too
quickly. September came and my
children, preferring the gayer life of
Berlin, departed amd my wife was
obliged to go with them. 1 preferred
to remain a few weeks longer. So 1
let them go, intending to content my-
self with the companionship of those
who, in my dreams, had centuries be-
fore peopled my castle. But the days
had ‘grown very short in that north-
ern region by September and evening
came all too early.

In Summer Frocks.

THE NEW PORCH FURNITURE.

Baronial Brown the Latest Approved
Shade—Sun Has Less Effect Upon It

- Than Green or Paler Tints=—Paper
Party For the Kiddies.

Dear Elsa—You know, or probably
you may not know, what an important
factor the sash is going to be on frocks
this summer. . And for this reason I
am sending you news of the latest
girdle fixings—the new folded waist
bands of soft satin which will be worn
with day and evening dresses. A sim-
ple sash of this kind that I am making
Is"of broad black satin ribbon merely
folded around the waist and fastened
at the back, where it is met by a flat
panel of the satin stitched on the belt
8o that it hangs down straight at the
back to about twenty inches from the
hem of the skirt. This perpendicular
panel of the ribbon is bordered with a
Jet fringe, and I have worked a design
in jet beads above the hem of the
panel

Another stunning belt that I arp mak-
ing for a white voile frock is of ather
heavy white satin ribbon, which goes
straight around the waist and finishes
at the back in two short ends, each
terminating in a point, In each point
a design of sun rays is carried out in
soft, dull emerald green beads. The
sash is bordered with a tiny frilling of
emerald green velvet. When making
a beaded pattern it is best and easiest
to thread the beads on sewing silk,
these being carried along the design
and sewed to it with another needle
threaded with flne silk. Many of the
quaint sashes have long tassels of
beads at the ends. Indeed, they are
reminiscent of the knitted purses of
our great-grandmothers’ days, which
were made of steel beads and finished
with long tassels,

Porch Furniture,

You wrote me that you were going
to buy green rustic porch furniture.
Now, if you want to be in the front
rank of fashion get baronial brown,
which is 2 much newer and smarter
color. It wears much better, too, the
sun having less effect upon it, and even
the paper furniture is being stained
this rich brown. Paper furniture, you
say? Aghast at such a notion? Well,
this furniture is not a joke, but a very
attractive reality, and very likely you
have sat in a paper chair without
knowing it and found it quite com-
fortable at that. You may have taken
It for willow, for the two are not un-
like in appearance.

The paper is treated by a special
chemical process, twisted into strong
strands and made up into all kinds of
usual shapes in furniture. Then it is
stained and given an unusually good
coat of a certain brand of varnish,
and there you have a handy chair or
table of conventional appearance, wa-
terproof, durable and ready for any
ordinary usage.

A little oddity in porch furnishings
that will come in handy when there
are guests on lawn or porch is the
| lemonade “moat,” a sort of wide bas-
ket with a handle made of the same
material as the rest of the furniture,
be it willow, paper or the prairie grass
varieties, The “moat” has a large
gpace in the center to hold the lemon-
ade pitcher, jug or thermos bottle and
a series of rings—usually about ten—
all round this to hold glasses. For an
informal lawn party this little con-
trivance Is extremely convenient.

And, in connection with paper, why
not give Rosalie on her birthday a “pa-
per party” and you will afford the tots
the time of their lives.

All the guests should be asked to
twear paper costumes over the plainest
of-muslin foundations or old substan-
tial dresses, and your favors should be
