The Loyalist, With a Cargo of 20,192
Barrels of Apples, Goes Ashore at
Seal Cove, Near Cape Race,
and is a Total Wreck,

The Furness Liner Loyalist, with a:
cargo of about 20,000 barrels' of Nova
Scotia apples, sailed Sunday; 25th ult,,
from Halifax for London. Om Tuesday
“night she ran ashore at Seal Cove,
near Cape Race, on the Newfoundland
coast, where she is now a total wreck.

Just how the steamer came to go
ashore here is not known, as it is
forty or fifty miles out of her course.
During the past - week Newfoundland
has been swupt by a heavy gale; ac-
companied by a dense fog. As far as
can be learned it is supposed that the
steamer was drawn towards the coast
by the heavy curreats whieh follow
the stormy gales. The crew were all
saved.

The apples are fully insured for a-
bout $45,000, chiefly in the Mannhe'm
Marine Insurance Company and the
China Mutual. .

Marconi’s Tower to be Rebuilt.

Rhodes, Curry Co. Will Have Contract
to Take Down Station and
Build Another,

Sydney, Oct. 5.—The contract was
let to-day to Rhodes, Curry & Co.,
Ambherst, for the erection of a new
Marconi station near Port Morien, and
about four miles fromi Glace Bay on
the Sydney and Louisburg railway
line. The contract calls for the dis-
mantling of the presént towers at
Table Head and the erection of new
ones of the same height, 215 feet, and
the removal of the operating room
and power house to 4 new location.
The Marconi company have purchased
four hundred acreg of land, where the
new station is to be erected. The sta-
tion will be in the centre of the pro-
perty. The towers will be built on a
similar plan as the present ones, with
an operating room, which is to be
considerably larger than the old one
in the centre. The power house will be
at one side. Five hundred feet from
the operating room there will be a
circle of poles erected some feet apart.
Five hundred feet farther out there
will be another circle of poles the
same distance apart. All these poles
will be connected with the towers by
a net work of wires and the towers in
turn with the operating room. There
are also to be built a large residence
for the manager, and a number of cot-
tages for the operators and employers.
four miles
inland, and when equipped, which will
be with Marconi’s newest and latest
invention in wireless telegraphy, the
aim is to establish communication
with Italy and stations which are to
be erected in South America and Scuth
Africa. It will be the most powerful
yet built by the Marconi company.

The latest cable advices from the
principal apple markets of Gréat Bri-
tain report fower prices in consequence
of increased: arrivals, and so. much im-
mature fruit in barrels arriving out
in bad order, that some low sales had
to be made to force a clearance; 'but
on all well conditioned lots the de-
mand was good, and. for such varig-
jes as Kings, Macintosh Reds, Graven- g
steins, and Wealthies, sales had been
made that give nets in Boston from
§1.75 to $2.50 per barrel. Hubbard-
stons, Pippins and Greenings are not
doing well, but good conditioned par-
cels have saold to give nets varying
from $1.00 to $1.75 per barrel here in
Boston.  Baldwins sold to give ngts’
from $1.25 to $2.00 per barrel, but
they were altogether too green when
shipped. The drop in prices has great-
ly increased the demand and consump-
tion, and it was thought they had
seen the worst, ynless arrivals are too
excessive. - Apples’ in' ‘the half-barrel
cases have arrived out in splendid or-
der, and for the red varieties nets
have been made all the way from $1.00
to 81.50 per case here in Boston.

Selling the Apple Crop.

THE CO-OPERATIVE PLAN.—DIVI-
DENDS FROM POWER SPRAYING.
Department of Agriculture,

Commissioner’s Branch,
Ottawa, Sept. 29.

On Sept. 2lst, the farmers of the vic-
inity of Ingersoll, Ont., assembled to
the number of about 76 or S0 to in-
spect the work done by the power
spraying outfit, managed in that vic-
inity by the Dominion Fruit Division.
The object of the demonstration was
to show that spraying might profit-
ably be done as threshing is usually
done in  Western Ontarlo, one man
taking the contract for doing the
work of a large number of his neigh-
bors. A circuit embracing 3300 trees
was contracted for, and Mr. J. C.
Harris was employed to do the work.
He succeeded spraying the .whole
number of trees four times with one
outfit, at a cost of something less
than 20 cents a tree. The apples in
the unsprayed orchards in thet dis-
trict are so scabby as to be practical-
Iy worthless. The contrast between
the sprayed and unsprayed fruit is
therefore very marked.

The oudience assembled at one
o'clock at the orchard of Mr, J. C.
Norsworthy and inspected very care-
fully a large number of trees, counting
and grading the apples. Some un-
sprayed orchards were visited, and
again some sprayed orchards, until
six or seven had been inspectéd. The
results may be summed up as follows:
In the sprayed orchards 90 per cent.
of the fruit would grade No. 1, whilg
in the unsprayed orchards not more
than 15 per cent. would grade No. L.
In some cases only 10 per cent. of first
class fruit was found, and on some
trees it was difficult to discover a per-
fect apple. The cost of spraying was
about 20 cents per tree, or ten cents
per barrel, and it is a fair estimate
to say that for every 20 cents expend-
ed in spraying there was an increased
value of about $1.00.

The inspection was witnessed by
Prof. Hutt, 0. A. C., Guelph, Mr. G.
A. Putnam, Superintendent of Farmers’
Institutes, Mr. P. W. Hodgetts, Secrc-
tary Ontario Fruit Growers’ Associa-
tion, and a half dozen correspondenis
of agricultural papers.

Incidentally many points in general
orchard culture were taken up. Prof.
Hutt drew attention to the fact that,
even though cultivation and pruning
were neglected in some of the sprayed
orchards, the trees were well loaded
and the specimens large. He pointed
out that had the season been dry
these fine samples could not have been
obtained. Mr. Putnam spoke of the
success which had attended the opera-
tions of the fruit shippers’ associa-
tions of Walkerton, Chatham and St.
Catharines, and especially commended
this system of disposing of the fruit.

Mr. McNeil spoke briefly on the topic
“How to sell the apple crop.” He
strongly condemned selling in bulk.
By this method the farmer was selling
a product, the quantity of which he
was not in a position to estimate, to
the buyer who had spent years in buy-
ing and was very apt in estimating
the quantity of apples on a tree. He
also condemned selling apples with the
understanding that they be picked and
piled on the ground until the packers
came to pack them. This usually re-
sulted in a loss of 50 per cent. A
much better plan for the farmer was
to pick, pack, grade, and mark his
own fruit, and then offer it for sale.
The best way was, undoubtedly, the
formation of a co-operative selling
society, which would erect storehouses
and packing~ sheds at some central
place and have the - fruit packed and
graded by men who were used to the
work. This method would not only
efiect a great saving in the quantity
of fruit t6 be marketed, but’by giving
a large number packages of one
variety and of uniform grade, would
attract larger buyers and secure better
prices.  With reference to the crop
around Ingersoll this year, Mr. Me-
Neil said that he could not conscien-
tiously urge buyers to make an offer,
inasmuch as in the unsprayed orchards
there was almost nothing to buy.
Many of the sprayed orchards had becn
sold, and no doubt with proper man-
agement the rest could be sold, though
the individual farmer was at a disad-
vantage as compared with the co-op-

Frait Cul tcre on an Extensive Secale

(Halifax Chronicle.)

A good deal of interest is being tak-
¢n in the plans of a company which
has recently been formed in this city,
the operations of which will be in the
Annapolis | Valley. Since the an-
nouncement of the scheme was made a
few days ago, its simple nature and
the probability of success attending it
have added a great deal of comment
on the fact that some of the best op-
portunities for organization and con-
struction of profitable undertakings
often lie right at our doors, but ne-
glected. The Company in question is
callcd the “Annapolis Valley Fruit
Estates, Limited,” and although the
personnel of the directorate has not
yet been made public, it is understood
that some of the leading financial men
of the city are back ofit. Among the
practical men whose names are men-
tioned are Prof. Sears, of the Horti-
cultural College at Woliville, and B.
W. Chipman, Sccretary for Agricul-
ture.

The company propose to combine
about thirty farms en bloe, with a
total acreage of over three thousand
in the Cornwallis Valley, on the south
side of the North Mountain, north of
Berwick. This district has long been
famous on the English market as. pro-
ducing some’ of the finest apples in the
province, and was chosen by the com-
pany as the most suitable for the pur-
pose of all the lands inspected.

There are on the property about
12,000 trees bearing fruit, from which
the estimated yicld is about 16,000
barrels, and about 10,000, ranging-
from one to nine years, which have
not yet, come into bearing. The farms
ro all in a prosperous condition, with

lendi ses, barns, &c., and the

that is what it amounts to—was ac-
quired would make interesting reading
and is a good example of what per-
suasion can sometimes do, The own-
ers, of course, are not selling out for
nothing, but they have displayed com-
mon ‘sense in the matter and have not
attempted to defeat a promising en-
terprise at its inception by putting
ridiculous prices “on their properties.
Many of the owners have already
made enough off their propertics to
retire in comfort, and all are what are
known as ‘“warm’ men, there being
only a trifle of encumbrance on one or
two out of the whole thirty properties.
J. W. Bigelow, Ex-President of the
Nova Scotia Fruit Growers’ Associa-
tion, and an authority on all matters
of this kind, outlined the possibilities
of fruit culture on a large scale in a
special article in the Morning Chron-
icle’s New Year REdition, in which he
showed that an English capitalist who
was willing to invest $25,000 in a
Valley orchard, providing it could be
proved that it had paid an average of
10 per. cent. clear per year for ten
years, ocould find any number of or-
chards capable of doing this, but
could not find an owner willing to
sell at a valuation of $1000 per acre.
He also speaks of an orchard, bought
ten years ago for $1000 per acre, which
had yielded a dear profit of over 20
per cent. per year for the ten years.
Mr. Bigelow is enthusiastic about the
prospects of the company.

Apples alone will not be the depen-
dence of the company, as they will
cultivate small fruits extensively, as
well as potatoes and other vegetables,
and erect a canning and vinegar plant.
There will also be built a barrel and
box factory for the making of their
fruit packages, for which there is a
great demand all over the province.

Hog raising on a large scale will
be another important branch of the
company’s work, and the small Valley
hegs, which now command the best
prices on this market, will grow and
fatten on ‘the waste apples and wind-
falls.

The company
first mortgage,

are issuing $350,000
five per cent. bonds,
secured by these 30 odd farms, or-
chards, barns, houses, plant and all
improvements. The company has five
hundred acres under orchard at pre-

sent.
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The Partridge

The partridge has long been in favor
as a breakfast food, and as splendid
nourishment for the sick and well,
but he is now coming into wide favor
and renown as the farmer’s friend.
He is a candidate for the high perch
of National bird. His partisans as-
sure us that he is a stout ally of the
American husbandman, and a much
more active defender of American agri-
culture and prosperity than the proud,
high-flying eagle. Ornithologists who,
under government auspices, have been
studying the partridge, say that he is
a winner, only about one-fourth of his
food is grain, nineteen per cent. corn,
three per cent. wheat, and the halance
millet, barley, sorghum, rye, and oats.
He docs not steal this, but gathers it
after, it has been lost in the field. He
never pulls up sprouted grain after
the fashion of the crow. He does not
rob orchards, though
fruit, eating wild grapes, dewberrics,
and wild strawberries. His long suit
is 'a weed seed and insect eater. He
is a glutton for seeds of the smart
weed, pig weed, sheep sorrel, and rag
weed. He has a passion for the pota-
to bug, the ladybird bug, the chinch
bug, the bean beetle, cucumber Leetle,
boil weevil, caterpillar, cut worm,
army worm, wire worm, cotion worm,
locust, and other crop destroyers. In
many states the partridge is now Le-
ing taken into close communion by
the farmers instead of being treated
as an outlaw. May he ilourish and
multiply.—Washington Star.

“All right,” said the farmer; “f will
supper.” His wife remarked on the
fullness of the craws of the birds, and
on opening one it was found pecked
full of chinch bugs! Out of curiosity
they counted and found over four hun-
dred dead chinch bugs in the craw of
one quail! Said the farmer in relat-
ing the circumstance to us: “I just
cleaned up the gun and have not shot
a bird since, and if you'll come down
to my place of a morning or evening
and see the birds coming to my farm
youw’ll think they know their friends.”

Salvation Army Oficer Recclves
Government Appelntment.

Major Walter Archibald, of Toronto,
formerly of Truro, N, 8., who has
been engaged in prison work for the
Salvation Army for seven years, has
been appointed Commissioner of Par-
ole and Discharged Prisomers, by the
Dominion Government, a position he
declined some time ago, but has now
decided to accept under modified con-
ditions. He will retain his command
in the Army, and undertakes the work
of the Government in addition. The
duties of the two positions are very
similar. ‘Th¢¥Major has just returncd
from a visit to' the Kingston, St. Vin-
cent de Paul and Dorchester peniten-
tiaries, and, ecting under instructions
from the Government, arranged to
provide employment for nearly forty
discharged prisoners from those imsti-
tutions.

CARING FOR RUGS,

No matter what the size or quality
of a rug, it is a mistake to shake it
by the end or to beat it free from
dust. The force required to grasp it
firmly, and the sharp snaps and jerks,
are ruinous to the binding and fringe;
in a short time the edge will be torn
from the warp, especially at the cor
ners, and the places where it is grasp-
ed in the hands, ruining the appear-
ance of the rug, as well as shortening
its period of usefulness.

A thrifty housekeeper who prides
herself on knowing how to keep her
rugs fresh for years never shakes them
but keeps them clean by spreading on
a porch floor and sweeping them thor-
oughly on both sides. with a soft
broom. Then she goes over them sev-
eral times with a 'carpet sweeper,
which is kept free from dust by emp-
tying the dust traps frequently. Any
rugs which have seen hard wear and
are very dusty are hung up on a line
and lightly beaten with a small whip.
On sweeping day every rug is looked
over for possible breaks, and every
loose corner, no matter how small, is
promptly mended with linen carpet
thread, and wool if occasion requires.

If grease spots are discovered they
are cleaned with tepid water and
household ammonia in the ptopor:tion
of a half teaspoonful to a quart of
water, Sorubbing the spot lightly,
wetting the rug as little as possible
ond hanging in the sun to dry is the
method. Never use soap that is coarse
and rank; if soap must be used, select
& refined sort.

MAKE A DISTINCTION BETWEEN
S8INS AND FOLLIES,

There are many little childish
faults which are not sins, and these
you may pass over very often without
seeming to notice them.- There are
others which are mean rather than
wicked, and these you may be able to
shame them out of. In some other
eases a look may be enough, or a tone
of the voice, or a word of warning.
But to give them long and severe lec-
tures, worse still, blows, for the most
trifling faults, is as ridiculous, to say
the leest, as killing flies with a ham-
mer or shooting sparrows with a rifle.

You must meke a distinction be-
tween one fault and another, between
the faults which arise merely from
levity end those which come from
malice. The more grievous the fault,
the more severe should be the correc-
tion. And yet there are many parents
who will get into a furious rage with
their children on account of an acci-
dent, a pane of glass broken, for in-
stance, or a jacket torn. And perhaps
these same parents will pass over ly-
ing, disobedience, cursing, or immodest
language in their children with the
mildest kind of a reproof, or it may
be without any reproof at all. Now,
the children know very well, in spite
of all your scolding, that a broken
pane of glass or a torn jacket are not
very important matters. And surely
they must think that in your estima-
tion at Jeast, lying, disobedience, curs-
ing and immodest lapguage a.:'e less
important still,

But the slight correction which will
do for a docile child will not be
enough for a headstrong ome, Some
children are easily lead to do right;
others must be driven, You must
study the characters and dispositions
of your children, in order to know
how you should deal with them.

RICE AND RAISIN CROQUETTES.

Put one cup of well washed rice into
boiling water and boil five minutes,
then drain. Add three cups of scald-
ed milk, one cup of sultana raisins
and one-quarter of a teaspoonful of
salt, and cook in a double boiler until
the rice is tender and the milk ab-
sorbed, then stir in carefully the beat-
en yolks of two eggs, two tablespoon-
fuls of butter, two tablespoonfuls of
sugar, and grated rind of half an
orange. When cold form into cylin-
ders, dip in beaten egg, roll in fine
crumbs and dry in deep hot fat.
Drain, and serve with sliced oranges
sprinkled with powdered sugar,
