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THE SUPPLEMENTING FUND.

There is no fund which, when properly
explained "and understood, recommends
itself more tully to our peoplc than that
which is now brought under notice. It
rests on a foundation of justice to the
wministers who have- the weaker congrega-
tions, and of sympathy for our Christian
brethren who, being few or scattered or
poor in this world’s goods, are unahle to
make uprthe salary necessary for a Pastor’s
support. Still, amidst the maltiplicity of
calls and claims, it is forgotten by some
and very fecbly responded to by others. It
is necessary, by a plain statement of facts,
to shew that there is urgent aiecd for cacly
and liberal collections, and that from &
large number of our congregations.

Last year prior to this date several depu-
ties had visited different partsof the Church
in the interest of this fand, and yet the
November Record gave notico of a defi-
ciency. When the time of payment came
more than five hundred dollers had to be
borrowwed—~the effect of which was that the
fuancial year closed on the 315t May, with
& balance still due the Treasurer of $595.23.

By order of Synod this was paid on the
1st of July by = draft on the fand of the
Board of Home Missions; and the Supple-
menting Fund had a?rcsh start.

Before the . Synod. adjourned, nesely
$1,700 were pudon&, and up-to this date
the payments have been $1,87856, while
the whole receipts have been $1,42483,
leaving now, a deficiency. of, $453.73,;

Those of our readers who have by them
the.Synod minutes will now please turn to

page 20 and 2%, and they- will see that in
two months from this date, there will be
$1,500, or within a fraction of that sum,
required, that the Synod’s promises for the
January payment may be fulfilled. Nearly
82,000 are thus needed, of which sum $500
will be forthcoming. from the Colonial
Cowmmittee of the Freg\Church, leaving in
vound numbers 81,500 to be raiséd during
the next two months. Itis evident that'all
the sronger cangregations | should make im-
mediate arrangements for taking up their
collections on ombout the fitstof December,
and forwarding them be_/bq: the 1st of Jan.

The mcommendanons of the Sup,ple-
mentary Committee passed Synod—we
think unanimously—and each member,
whether minister or EMery should feel all
the obligations of s persoual pledge to
move in this matter without delay. And
if we have thougands of men of business
who make it a poing of h(mour not to be
twice called upon for payment of any debt, -
shonld not the Chirrch, as a whole, shew
that she feels the full force of the xnspu-ed
charge, “ Gwe mo man anything i .

The impossibility of making up any de.’
ficiency from other fundsin the Treasnrer'’s
hands will clearly appear from the snb-
joined statement, shewing their condm9p
at the present time :—

THE GREAT WAR.

Lvents have taken, place within the Tast
three months which must prove forever
wonderful and memorable in human his-
tory. Who can but weep over the horrible
carnage and ruin cof the battle-fields in mi-
serable France! Thousands upon thons-
ands have fallen, slain by their brother-men ;
league after league has been strewn with
the killed and the wounded. Mourning,
desolation and woe have been spread over
millions of fawilies. The pen cannot de-
scribe, the imagination cannot picture, the
mind cannot realize the dismal story of this
great war. What a fearful exposure of the

- corruption of the human heart, and the es-
sential tawlessness ever. of so-called Chris-
tian antions! Jealousy, envy, pride, hate,
have in this nineteenth century of ours cal-
minated inall the agony and woe of the
bloodiest campaign thé world has ever scen.
Nations in their. pride gave up Gud; and
God.in'Bis justice gave them np thexr
own wild folly.and. rage. -

Teis but too apparent to all the woﬂd
that jnfidelity, - Romanism, and Atheism
have of iate prevailed. to su.alarming ex-

tent both in France and Germany. Chris-
tianity was generally ideantified in public
estimation with Popery. It was rejected
alike in spirit and in form. The prevailing
religion in France was—we may say is—
Ultramontane Popery shading into senti-
mental Renanism. There is no question
that the Ultramontanists eagerly urged on
the war with the hope of humiliating Pro.
testant Prussia and keeping Southern Ger-
many separate from the Lutheran and Cal-
vinistic North. Rampant infidelity, god-
less imperialism, a fanatical devotion to

“glory,” combined with Ultramontanism *

to make the war popular while there was
any hope of its being successful. But He
that.is mightier than the mightiest on earth
rebuked the pride of those who delighted in
war. Imperialism perished at Sedan. * In.
fidelity, alas, has not yet perished; but it
ig less beld and vampant than heretofore.
Ultramontanism has met with a terrible
shock—the severest perhaps thatit has ever
experienced,

Year by year the Pope and his Council-
lors have been unwearied in: their declara-
tions that the Temporal Sovereignty is
essential to the right discharge of the spi-
ritual fonctions of the Pope. The great
Passaglia was given over to the clutches of
the Inquisition for propounding a theory
for the separation of the two powess, The
most illastrions theologians of the Roman
Cathelic Church are in disgrace for the
same reason. The French Emperor, the
statesmen of Italy, the foremost thinkers of
the age, have tried to devise some means

for the separation of the secular from the

spiritnal ; but to every overture, for com-
promise or suyrender, there was but one
answer from the Pope, Nox Possuxus.—
He: would be.Sovereign of Rome at all
hazards.. He would be the infallible head
of the Church, and the mfalhble raler of
the State. -

As “Napoleon the-chief defender of the
Pope, the chicf sapporter of the Papacy,
fell 'with il his -prond.armay of French
chivalry into'the hands of Protestafit Prus-
sia, 80 the-Pope’s kingdom was swept away
before the advancing: foross of the excom-
municated king of Italy. The Reforma-
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tion itself was not so palpable a hiome- ['nmid the loud acclamations of the people

thrast to the Papacy as this war has proved.
Four weeks ngo Presbyterian ministers were
not allowed to worship God in their own
hired houses in the Pope’s city. If there
was to be Protestant worship it had to be
conducted outside the walls of Rome. The
Inquisition was rampant in all its tradi-
tional secresy and atrocity. It is not many
months indeed sinco English ladies were
suddenly expelled from Rome beeause they
were readers of the Bible. No other spot
on earth was so vigilantly guarded against
every Lreath of religious liberty, and every
syllable of evangelical truth. The priest’s
rule was there in the full blossoming of its
perfection, to show the world what sort of
rule it must be! Mercenary soldiers were
cathered from far and near to defend the
Pope from his own subjects. The lowest
criminals were transformed into an army of
policeraen to do the Papal bidding. Life,
property and liberty were all elike inse-
cure—were at the mercy of a most pitiless
tyranny. Yet .this is the Model Govern-
mezt which, Popery would extend to the
whole world) This is the power which
has collapsed in consequence of thg present
war. t

Thaugs be to God that this hoary and
cruel despotism is now overthrown—fallen,
swept away from among living realities—
that it has become a hissing and a byword
throughout the world. The dungeons of
the Inquisition are once more flung open
to the light of day. Mourning captives are
released. Men and tender women and lit-
tlo - children often pined and perished in
those dungeons by command of one calling
himself the Vicar of Jesua Christ. In 1848
when these dungeons were opened, there
were found in them ghastly relics of name-
rous victims—the scalps of women and the
limbs of children that had perished in dark-
ness. We Lave not yet heard if similar
sights have greetea the eyes of the Italiau
liberators on the present occasion. How
delightful the thought that the greet-city of
Rome . is now at length free to the Bible;
free to the Evangelist, free to ﬂxe»hnmbla
worshipper of Jesus. Christ §: |

The Pope’s temporal power perxshed

of Rome. - They thronged the streets in
theiv holiday attire; they shed tears of joy;
they embraced the fect of the horses on
which the rough northern soldiers rode;
theic houses were illuminated night after
night as in honour of a great national
wiumph. Thus fell the “infallible” Pope
of Rome! Thus has he fallen amid curses,
and Janghter of ficree derision, and tears of
incxpressible joy. The judgment of God
has descended with tremendous weight
upon Antichrist. His fazatical followers
in all lands mourn in anguish over the
blow that has been struck—strack. too,.by
Roman Catholic Italy,—struck just three
short months after the Infallibility was
decreed !

Thus wo see that war is a messenger in
the hands of God, doing His bidding, over-
throwiag, overturning, destroying, so long
as God gives commission. to that effect. It
has its lessons to teach in Germany, North
and South,~where the people have -becn
dwakened to unwonted earnestness with
regard to the salvation of their sonls. The
places of public worship are crowded ss
they have not been gince the days of the
Reformation. Protests against the deci-
sions of the late Ecumenical Council are
being numerously signed in the Roman
Catholic sections of Germany by leaders of
thought and action. There is at least a
probability of an extensive Reform move-
ment among the Roman Catholic German
States—especially is such a movement in-
minent in Bavaris.: The Bible is being
songht' after and’ read vnth nnprecedeuted
avidity. ~

France hashad a temble awakemng from
her debauched dream of material well-being
and vain-glory. Never was 2 proud nation
more suddenly humilinted vo the ‘duste—
Before the war she was' fotoriously & gay,
cynical, corrnpt, unbelieving nation. Her
people were so given to'lying that they be-
lieved in nothing except the lying Gospel
sccording to Renan, the lying pretensions

"of Ultramontanism, the’lying scieres of

Taine-and- Compte, the ‘ock-Ciedarisin‘of
Napoleon, atu he fanatic socialisni’of Red
Republicanism. The changealreadywrought
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by the realities of war is very notable.—
Thentres are closed ; churches are thronged 3
devotion is not frowned down or sncered
at; and the Bible and good boeks have an
nnprecedented cirenlatien.

The nations wio are spectators of the
war are also learning important lessons
from what they behold. Fhrones built on
violence and iniquity have been overwhelm-
ed in ruin. Kings are not saved by the
maltitude of their hosts. The avenger
smites the 1yrant sooner or later, however
hoary and venerable his tyranny. A power
that ignores God and shats out God’s truth,
and persccutes God’s people, is sure to be
destroyed by the breath of God’s mouth.—
‘We have seen within the past four months
events that would make half a century illus-
trious. On the 13th July the Bishops of
the Roman Catholic Church united in their
final vote in the Coumncil, giving to their
Popr the attribute of Infallibility. Two
days after that vote, negotiations between
France and Prussia ceased and a state of
war commenced. The first act of the
“lofallible” Pope was a fatile attempt to
stop the war,—a war between the Emperor
who for twenty years maintained the Tem-
poral power of the Pope, and the principal
Protestant monarch in Europe.  Csesarism
in the State, and centralized Infallibility in
the Charch stood together and fell together.
The coopection between the fall of Napo-
eon and of the Pope was not arbitrary or
aceidental, The liberty whevewith God
«endows his people is forever at war with
error and wrong and oppression in Church
aud State. Whoever plants himself as an
«obstacle in the way of truth and right will
be overwhelmed and overthrown as Louis
Napoleon and Pio Nono have been. ‘[hanks
‘be to the Kingof kings and Lord of lords
that He is making His righteous judgments
aaenifest in the earth, and avenging the
blood of His servants the witnesses for the
‘trath, who have fallen by reason of the ma-
chinations and the craeity of Rome and her
.sapporters. The lhour of just judgmens
has come. We have lived to sce & part at
Jesst of the doom of the mystic Babylon !

What shall we render to the Lord for
ithe peace :and .comfost.of eur owa lot fme

Tho lines havo fallen to us in pleasant
places; we have a goodly heritage. Qur
cities ars not subjected to hombardment,
stavvation, fire and sword; our fields are
not trodden by the feet of foemen ; our food
is not devoured by a hungry soldiery ; our
homes are not saddened by wailing over
husbands, sons, brothers slain in hattle.—
Let us bless God for His great mercy to-
wards us, and let us show our gratitude by
earnest efforts to advance the kingdom of
the Prince of Peace. The wide world is
open now to the colporteur, to the mission.
ary, to all soits of evangelistic enterprises,
Rome itself is now frce and open to the
Gospel. There is joy in Heaven, there
should Le great joy in all christian lands,
over this glorious consummation. Let us
hasten hy every means in our power the
overthrow of the kingdom of Satan and the
universal trimnph of the Gospel of Jesus
Christ.

THE AMERIGAN BOARD.

The Annual Mecting of the American
Board of Foreign Missions was held at
Brooklyn a fortnight ago. There was a
large attendance of members. An unusu-
ally large?number of missionaries from dit-
ferent parts of the world, who have been
«called home for various reasons in the pro-
vidence of God, are now in the United
States, and many of them were present —
This was, on some accounts, a meeting of
unusual interest, and perhaps of some little
anxiety, on account of the change which
has taken place daring the past year in the
xelations of some of the Churches to this
‘time-honored and eminently asefal mission-
ary society. ‘The union of the two branches
-of the Presbyterinn Church, has merged
the two General Assemblics into 2 common

missiouary organization, which will hence-
forth be the chief organ through which the
Preshyterians will co-operate in carryingon
the work of Foreign Missions. At the
snne time, arrangements have been made
for the transfer of some of the Missions of
the American Board to the Preshyterian
Board. These arrangements have been
made in pexfect accord between the two
Boards, and will be consammated only
with the free consent of the Missions in-
terested.  Overtures by the Presbyterian
Board to tho Syrian and the Gaboon Mis-
sions, for such a transfer, made with the
full consent of the American Board, have
been aceepted by those Missions, and they
will henceforth be sustained by the Preshy-
terian Church, The Nestorian and Ame-
rican Indian Missions are also to be handed
over to the Presbyterians. The New
School Branch of the Presbyterian Church
co-operated with the American Boavd for
thirty years; and that this co-operation
should be amicably and covdially terminated
is greatly to the credit of all parties con-
cerned.

The American Board is now supported
almost wholly by the Congregationalist
Churches. It has Missions in India, China,
Africa, Turkey, Polynesia and South Ame-
rica. It has won glorious triumphs in
many of the high places of Heathendon.

SANDWIGH ISLANDS,

Our readers will remember that the
Puseyite section of the Church of Iingland
sent a “ Mission * to the Sundwich Islands,
headed by Bishop Staley. The Mission’
was a8 close an imitation of Romanism as
could be attained to. It failed, and the
Bishop has returned to England disheart-
encd. He has published his views of the
causes of failure. Unconsciously he pays
the highest possible tribute to the Christian
missionaries who have wrought so very
nobly and successfully in those Islands for
the pass fifty years. He says:—

“We saw ourselves confronted Ly twe
powertul rival communions—Congregation-

alism and the Roman Catholic Church—
The former was to all intents and purposes
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the establishied religion of the kingdom.—
T'he island was divided into parishes, each
with its manse and settled wminister, and
raising » total income of £4,000 a year for
the maintenance of their pastors, * % *
We found a complete system of native com-
mon schools at work, every Hawniian child
taught in its own language reading,-writing
and arithwetic, nud the principles of Chris-
tinnity as held by the American Congrega-
tionalists.”

Well may the New York Observer remark
on this strange conlession :—

This is truly a remarkable obstacle to
success in missions ! The Bible and com-
mon schools and general education are
strange hindrances to he mentioned by one
who professes to be o wminister of the Gos-
pel. Bat it they stood in his way, he
might have gone a little farther among the
islands of the sea, and he would have tound
plenty of real heathen to whom he could
prociaim his doctrines and unfold his plans
for their salvation. This, however, would
not suit his purposes. He must needs go
to interfere with the labours of those who
bad preached the Gospel in its simplicity,
and try to persuade their sheep to leave
their shepherds and the fold. He aimed at
supplanting the docurines of the Cross and
the simple rites of the New ‘'estament with
mummeries, and by his own contession, he
found the people too well instructed to be
led away. So may siguul failure attend all
who go upon a similar meddling and false
mission.

We thankfully record the pleasing fact
thet the negotintions at Montrenal fora
Union of all the Presbyterian Churches in
British America, were conducted in a most
amicable and brotherly spirit.

LETTER FROM REV. CHARLES GHINIQULY.

Our readers will deeply regret to hear
thatboth the church and the school belong-
ing to Rev. C. Chiniquy’s congregation at
St. Anne’s, Kankakee, have been destroyed
by fire—evidently the work of an incei-
diary. This great loss has compelled Mr.
Chiniquy to lcave his work in Lower Ca-
nada and hasten to the rescue of his old
congregation, his first love. The following
letter, written to Rev. P. G. McGregor,
will speak for itself :—

St. AnNE, KaNkaxee Co.,
ILrivois, 27th Sept., 1870.

Revd. Myr. McGregor :

Dear Brotuer 1x Curist,~—I have
jost received, through the hands of Col.
Haultain, yourkind letter of the 27th Aug.,
with the $73.50 sent by our christian friends
of Nova Scotia for our missions—and I
hasten to thank again and hless you all for
this new token of your inexhaustible cha-
rity. ‘There is a real pleasure to fight the
battles of the Lord, when we are cheered
ap by the thousands of dear brethren and
sisters who give us such proofs of their
«christiau feelings.

Aliow me to tell you also that, without
those evident marks of sympathy, poor hu-
yman nature could hardly bear the trials
through which it pleases God to make me
pass. Is it not strange that, last year, just
.at tiiis season, Ihad to shed tears of sorrow
over the desolation of my dear converts,
who had entirely lost their cvops; and this
year, when we are not yet recovered from
that terrible loss, X am called to sec the
ruins of my dear College, and my stll
dearer Church, which, at ten days distance,
have been destroyed by fire! Really my
heart was broken with a desolation that no

human words can express, when yesterday,
Sabhath, I had to address my poor people,

on the still smoking ruins of our’ church !
and when we were weeping, and that, deso-
lated, we were crying to the Lord, and say-
ing: “Obh, Lord, have mercy on us,” we
were hearing the songs of joy of the Ro-
manists who hope that thisis the death
blow of this great Evangelistic movement !
They say of uns: ‘““Now, they have no
¢ church and no means to build one, they
“have no school and no place to teach
« their false relizion to their children ; they
“will be forced to come back to us, our
“nuns will teach their daunghters, and our
““ Jesuits will soon bring back their young
“men and their hoys to our holy church
“of Rome!”

Last night was for me a sleepless night.
X conld not shut my cyes. I wept and
prayed. Oh! if my tears had not flowed
with abundance my heart would have burst.
But how sweet it is, in these dark hours of
desolation, to hear Jesus whispering into
our ears, “Come unto me all ye who are
“ heavily burdened, and I will comfort
“you! Everything ye will ask of my Fa-
“ther in my name, He will give it unto
“you. Abide in me—and I will abide in
[ vou !”

“The first thing I do, after this night of
tears and prayers, is to tell you and the
nobhle hearted friends I have in Nova Scotia,
Prince Edward Island, New Brunswick
and Cape Breton, the new trials through
which I have to pass, and say to yon:

¢ Brethren—what must I do?”  Alone,
I cannot baild up ngain the walls of my
dear Zion! Ifleft alone, our dear children
will surely sooner or later fall juto the
hands of the piiests and the nuns, who are
already preparing all their snaves to entrap
them! You have already done so much
for us. Ihave so often asked your help,
that it sceins to me a shame to begin again
to speak to you of the swful desolation
which is upon us!

Bat, you have been so kind towards me.
You have shown so much pleasure in help-
ing me in my past nceessities, that it scems
it would be ungrateful in me to belicve that
your admirable chavity is exhausted, ane
that you are tired 1o give your hanids to this
ercat work of the Evangelization of the
French Canadian people?

For my part, I am not tired to fight for
the Lord! Thoungh several times hail of
stones has fallen upon me thick and fast,
—though I have been bruised Ly them
more than once,—though I have been
cursed g thousand times, and covered with
mud more thau once,—though I have been
several times condemned to death, and that
1 have heard the poor deluded and furions
Romanists crying against me: “ Kill him,
Kill him,”—though I have several times

standing sround me and weeping with me | expended my last cent, aund that I have
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been very near to expend my last drop of
blood in the battle T am fighting egainst
Rome,—I feel ready and happy to continue
the strugglo till the last day of my life. Tt
is so pleesant to take away those precious
souls from the feet ot the Pope of Rome to
the feet of Jesus! There is such a joy in
my head when I hear those multitudes of
converts from Popery, singing the praises
of the Lamb who has been slain for them,
and who has saved them by his death? ~

But you, Protestants, who are fighting
Rome at a long distance, and who are kept
by the hands of Providence far away from
the field of danger; you will perhaps never
vealize what we have to suffer, where the
Great Captain of our Salvation calls us to
be at the front of the battle.

I thask God that Rome leaves you in
peace, when she sends her blind multitudes
to curse us and strike us, that you are safe
in your happy homes, when we sve bruised
by the stones,—that you are tolerated, re-
spected and feared, when we are assailed
and covergd with mud and in danger to be
slaughtered,—that you can praise the Lord
o your beautiful churches, when my poor
church isa heap of ruins at the order of
the Pope!

But if we have to shed tears, when you
wejoice; if we are ruined, when youn are
rich; if we sare in constant danger of death,
when you are in peace—will you bear me;
ifin thisdark hour which is over me and
my dear converts, I say to you again—
“ Brethren, in the name of Jesus, pray for
* us—do not torsake us—help us again to
“the extent of your noble hearts and the
“means the God of Heaven has put into
“¢ your christian hands.”

The so-called (Ecumenical Council at
Rome has proclaimed a dogma utterly op-
posed alike to the letter and spirit of the
Gospel, and to both civil and religious
liberty, that unless arrested by Divine grace
in answer to united prayer, wouald threaten
the balwarks of our holy faith, and impeae
the progress of Divine truth as opposed to
all vain pretensions,

Whilst we address yon, war has broken
out between nations professedly Christian.
This calamity has uecessitated the post-
ponement of the General Confercnce of
Christians in New York, to which the chil-
«ren of God in all lands had looked forward
with much interest and prayerful expecta-
tion of blessing; but although *the waters
roar,” and ¢ the mountains shake,’ and * the
kingdoms arc moved,” ‘ God is our refuge
and strength, a very present help in trouble,
therefore will not we fear.” ¢ The Lord of
hosts is with us, the God of Jacob is our
refuge.”

Beloved Brecheen, these and other cir-
cumstances, especiatly the remembrance of
Divine mweacies vouchsafed in answer to
united prayer, call upon us, as many as
may be graciously spared to enter upoun the
New Year, to inaugurate its commencement
by such devout and combined prostration
at the wmercy-seat of God, as may ensure
to us the fulfilment of the promise of
strength and protection.  Inthis spirit and
faith, let us all, of whatever Janguage and

Fome Rlissions,

We have reccived several reports of
Home Mission Work during the past sum-
mer, from young men emploped as Cate-
chists and evangelists. We pablish in the
present nomber Mr. McEay’s notices of
his work at Margaree, where he evidently
received o most cordial welcome from an
interesting people who have proved their
earnestness by meeting all the expenses of
the missionary, ané by going t» work to
provide themselves with places of worship
at both preaching places. At present we
regret that no further supply can be sent to
this promising mission field; but we are
sure that the Board of Home Missions will
embrace the earliest opportunity of sending
s man of the right spirit to follow up the
faithful avd productive labours of Mr.
McKay.

Tho work dome in the ercction of
Churehes, and in the payment of the mis-
sionary, shews what may be accomplished
when a few active and earnest souls lead
the way. Until farther supply of preach-
ing is forthcoming, we trust that the people
will not forsake the assembling of them-
selves together for praycr, fellowship and
edification.

Mr. K. McKay's Report of Summer
in Margaree.

On arriving, I fonnd that the two sta-
tions where I was expected to labour were
abont 22 miles distant from each other—
one-at the head of the Margaree river, and
the other by the shore, ahout two miles
from its mouth. The former station is
called the “Big Intervale ;”” the Iatter, the
“ Harbor.” Along the river between these
extremes there are two Roman Catholic
Chapels and three Churches, belonging
respectively to the Methodists, Baptists and
Congregationalists.

BI1G INTERVALE.

At this place X found a Sabbath School
and weekly prayer meeting in operation,
due principally to the efforts of Mr. Isaac
Murray, whese name is well known to the
Board by his liberal donations to the
Church. These were continued; and, in
addition to the Sabbath services, I held o
weckly Bible-Class for the benefit of the
young. The meetings on Sabbath were
alwavs well attended, special interest being
manifested in the Sabbath School.

Here there are ahont 36 families profess-
ing attachment to our Church. These,
and quite & number belong:ng to other
denominations, ¥ have once or twice visited.
Though there are only two or three heads
o} families in tnll communion with the
Church, most of them observe family wor-
ship, and mest of the children are baptized.

Previous to this summer, there was no
Church at this station. A few days hefore
1 arrived among them they erected a frame.
By the first of July, it afforded »s a place
of shelter in which to hold our meectings;
and before the first of August the outside
was neatly finishedl.

Considering the small number whe took
an interest in the work, and the compara-
tive newness of the scttlereent (the first
settler heing still living), the effort madeto
provide a place in which to worship the
God of their fathers, deserves praise and
encouragement. With a little aid from
gencrous friends of the cause, they would
be able to complete the inside during the
coming winter.
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THE HARBOUR.

Here there is a small, old Church ; there
have been no vegular religious meetings of
any kind for a numher of years. An oc-
cagionnl visit from delegations to the Island
was all the means of grace here enjoyed;
and these were so rare that, for the two
years previous to sammer of 1869, this
Church was not opened for religious wor-
ship ;—not even a footpath pointed the
way to the House of God, which is at some
distance from the road. Could it be ex-
pected kere to find spiritual life in a flourish-
ing state? In this Church I preached
every second Sabbath morning, and con-
ducted a Sabbath School in the afternoon
in the schoolhouse. After a time the Sab-
bath School was kept open every Sabbath.
A Bible-Class and a_prayer mecting were
also conducted on the Menday and Tuesday
evenings following the Sabbath service.—
At first the attendance on all meetings was
comparatively small. In the course of a
few weeks a marked improvement was
manifest, and especially at the Sabbath
mectings. About the beginning of August,
it was found thata Jarger Church was
necessary ; and accordingly, at a meeting
called to consider the matter, it was agreed
to proceed, during the coming winter, to
erect 8 new and more commodious build-
ing. Trustees were appointed, & more
suiable site selected, and upwards of four
hundred dollars subscribed by those pre-
sent.

Here we have aboat 26 families, &Il sur-
rounded by Roman Catholics. They re-
quire encouragement, as they had hegun to
consider themselves abandoned by oar
Church. While the Church has been
asleep, with regard to the interest of this
field, Satan has been busy sowing his tares,
by meaus of the liquor traffic, which will
require more than human power to root
out.

GENERAL REMARKES.

In both stations there are encourage-
ments 1o prosecute the work. Many ap-
peared anxious to have the services of a
Catechist daring the wholesummer. They
are beginning to hope for better things in
the future, than they have enjoyed in the
past. All expenses were promptly paid,
and provision made to hear the expenses of
service for the remainder of the summer, if
that could be obtained. I doubt nert that
in the course of a few years a prosperous,
sclf-sustaining congregation could be buile
up in Margaree, if duly cared for till their
two new Charches arc completed.

This river is during the summer months
the great resort aof jfishermen from all
parts; and it shomld not, at that season
especially, be without fishers-of-men.

need scarcely say thas X roceived uni-

form kindness at all times among all deno-
minations. Of the kindness of one—
“ Gaius, mine host”—1 should speak, did
I not know that he looks not for praise as
his *reward.”

As often as I could I preached, or artend
meetings, in the three Evangelical Churches
above-mentioned. A Young Men’s Chris-
tian Association was organized during the
summer. Its meetings are held in the dif-
ferent Charches. This, I trast, will form a
bond of union, which hitherto was wanting
in this place.

Before leaving, which I did on the last
weck of August, I was requested by a
leading member of the Methodist body, to
make known publicly that their Chureh
was at all times open to any Presbyteriaa
winister who visited Margaree.

‘While regretting that I am not able to
speak of fruit gathered during the four
months I spent in Marpgaree, I trust that
some good seed has failen into good gronnd
wkich shall yet bring forth fruit.

In concluding this report, X would again
hambly bring before the Board the impor-
tance of caltivating this long-neglected
field, assured that if Paal plant and
Apollo’s water, God in dae time will give
the incrense.

TRINIBAD MISSION.

Letter from Rev. Joht Morton.

feee Vieiace, Sept 8, 1870.

Rev. and Dear Brother,—For the past two
months the weather has been excessively
wet and hot, and I have not been able to
get through with my work =t all to my
satisfaction.

Abort two miles and a half from this
there is a rising settlement of Coolies
Governor Gordon matared & plan for
settling Coolies on crown land, giving them
ten acres of land instead of a return pas-
sage to India. Under this arrangement 2
tract of crown Jand acruss the Guaracara
river is being settled entirely by Coolies. I
was invited by some ot them to come over
to the settlewnont to sce them ; and just be-
fore the heavy mains setin ¥did so. In the
depth of the wet season the road must be
all but impassable; and even when ¥ went
I met a namber of deep narrow streams
which the horse had to clear at & bound.
The land is very good; and the Coolies in-
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stead of cultivating only rice and corn. as
they generally do in the neighbourheod of
the Estates here, are caltivating a great
variety of vegetables—tanier, yams, cassa-
va, bananas and phintain—which will, he
mucl better for them than arice diet. They
have falsified the common notion
Coolies caunot he inducead to fell the virgin
forest and make farms. ‘They tolt me they
had given up all thought of returning 1o
Calentta, amt were well satistied with their
circumstances.

A Jot has been left by Government for a
school honse, and another for a chuveh: and
as the settlement advances it would be very
important to place among them a good
steady pesson to act as teazher and cate-
chist,

A lot has also heen left for a police sta-
tion. X advised them if they needed a
shop to have one, butas a body det-r-
minedly to oppose a rum shop being set
up. If they left rum alone the police sta-
tion would not he nceded, and "they would
live in peace.

TFhe sctdlement of Coolies in the Colony
is a point of greatimportance, and mission-
ary labour among them is more likely to he
permanently productive than ameng the
new Coolies. Their prejudices have wern
off, they have forsaken their country, and
thisis a step toward their forsaking the
fulse gods of their country.

There are three sugar Estates quite near
this scttlement, so that the people can get
employment whenever they wish.

Before leaving the settlement rain began
to fall and 1 seached home wet. The result
was an attack of Intermittent Fever. Wecek
before last another wettigy broughe on an
attack of Remittent Fever which Jasted
four days, and left me quite prostrated,—
but I am recovering my strength. July
and August, our most rying months, arc
now past. Last week the sun passed over
our heads going south and we mav hope
soon for fresher breezes and more bracing
weather.

Last week a vessel left for Caleatta with
hetween 300 and 400 Coolies. A sccond
and probably a third will leave by the end
of the year. Indced, it is esthmated that
1000 Coolies will leave Trinidad this year.
Ttis 1wo years since a vessel left before,
and in the meantime probably 2000 have
arrived ; still such an exedus is a calamity
to the Island and a source of discourage-
ment o us. Few of our friends have left
by this vessel, bur X fear that the next
vessel will take a number,

Three weeks ago, when the voads were
almost impassable here, I visited o number
of Estates in the neighbourhood of San
Fernando. Mr. Lambert accompanied me
to meet with the Creoles as he has for
ears been in the habic of doing. Our

that |
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.against one another.

meetings were held wherever opportunity
offered—under 2 mapgo tree, on the shady
side of sugar works, and on one Estate on
a grassy bank close by the Coolie altar with
its bamhoo pole and white flag fluttering
above us.  We were everywhere well re-
ceived. Mr. Lambert when visiting these
Estates to meet the Creoles, has heen pre-
paring the way for a Coolie missionary.
Tor although, on account of the language,
he counld reatly do but little for the Coolies,
vet the kindly word, and shake of the hand,
have not heen without cffect. And Iam
quite sure that on the Istates visited by
Mr. Lambert 2 missionary would not meet
with the opposition which I did on some o}
the Estates in my circuit. Then, too, travel
is very easy in the neighbourheod of San
Fernando, there being at least twelve estates
with gravelled roads to them within four
miles of the towi. Add to this the number
of Coolies congregated in and about the
town and you may judge hew Important o
position San Fernando is.

A very daring attempt at frand came
under iny notice about twe months ago.
The clerk of a Codlie shop keeper—a
Spaniard—forged Several notes for various
sums. I broaghtthis case, asone of many,
under the notice of Governer Gordon aud
the leading officials, and suggested as a
remedy the passing of an ordinance making
it necessary that Promissiory Notes and
Receipts when «igned with a cross should
be signed before and attested by a Com-
missioner of sffidavits. The Attorney
General  has since introdaced such an
ordinance. You can scarcely imagine to
what an extent fraud, false charges, and
even foreery are carried by the Coolies
The consequence is
that they have utterly lost confidence in
cach other, and no man trusts his neigh-
bour. The leiter disposed among theny
lament this state of affats. And I trust
that the proposed ordinance, by checking
frand and litication, will assure the well-
disposed Coolie whe has property, and thus
enconrage others &~ buy land, build houses
and settle in the Colony.

Another curse which vexes our sonl from
day te ¢ay is rum. Rum-shops are so'vn
broadeast over the Island—numbers of
them for every church and chapel. They
flonrish principally on the hard earned
moeney of the labouring classes, and Iam
sorry to say that many of the Coolics are
falling before the temptation. In their
favour the old arzument of Demetiins the
silversmith is always sure to be prodnced—
they pay cach £25 stg. per annum into the
Treasury ; besides, the cxcise duty on
rum, manufactured in the island last year,
was ahout $42,000. How shall the Chris-
tian world answer for its share in the
liguor business 2

“ We must follow the custon” isasettled
maxim of Hinduism ; and initinted Hindus
will have to trample upon this and many
other notions of their countrymen, before
they submnit 10 be, as they express itin
English “ christened agnin.”  With chil-
dren; particularly those born here, the case
isdifferent, We could have haptized many
of them, and they wonld have been re-
garded as Christians, both by their parents
and coun:rymen. But I did not feel very
sure of my ground. Your Board gave me
no advice, or direction; and the Synod
simply referred the matter to the Preshy-
tery here.  “I'hie Presbytery with unbesita-
ting confidence entrusted the matter to my
prudence aud common sense, and with
great yrenerosity threw the entire responsi-
bility upon my shoulders. Up to the
present bowever I have not seen my way
clear 1o baptize any children.  Adults too
have applied for bapiism, but with such
views as made it impossible for me in
faithfulness 1o them, and to the truth, to
comply. For example, a Creole stopped
me in the street and told me he wanted me
to baptize a child, I asked whose. Here-
plied Baquian. I knew Baquian—a chins-
man—and I answered, ¢ but Baquian isnot*
married and I will not baptize the child of
any man living in that way.” *Qh,”
said ‘he, “itis Buquian himself, not his
child I wean. He has been very sick
lately and I would not like to see him dic
and be buried like amule. I will stand his
god-father, and he is quite willing to be
baptized m any church I like” Neither
Baqguian’s compliant disposition, nor his
mode of living, nor his proposed god-
father's views of baptism were at all satis-
factory. :

While we are not cast down, it is quite
right the chureh should know that we meet
with many things to discournge us. To
think that after Selal had been two years
at the school, and & vear and a half of that
time with us; and that atter all the pains
we had taken with him, and sacnifices we
had made to advance him, he should turn
out »o better than a thief and a liax, is a
gricef and discouragement which must be
felt to be understond.

You will perhaps remember that some
months back, at his own desire; his parents
tock him howe; but he continued to work
for us during certain hours of the day and
attend school.  Since thattime his conduct
has not heen very satisfactory. But we
were confounded this week to discover that
he had opened my purse and stole three
shillings sterling, and to find, that with 2
face unblushing as sunlight he maintained
his innocence till the proof of his guilt wae
thrast upon him. Itappears, too, that this
was ot his first offence. Next week he
leaves us to work in the cane-field in the

| wmorning and come to school in the after-
! noon. Itis sad to think that the last we
heard of Henry Martyn, was his having
yun away to escape the punishment of theft.
I bad lost sight of him for some time, when
1 eame across in San Fernando his Bible
and Hymn Book. On enquiry I heard of
his misconduct, and that he had left these

|
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among other things behind him.

All these things teach us two things.
The reality of the heathenism with which
we have to deal ; and the absolute need of &
more effectual agency than the merely
human. The worldly wise say the (Coolies
are a lying, faithless race; their conversion
is hopeless. And truly'it is, except God
work with us, But He.will work if the
cavnestness of onr secking give Him no
vest.

“More things are wrought by prayer
than this world dreams of, therefore let thy
voices rise Jiko a fountain for me night and
day.”

The Preshytery of Pictou met in John
Knox's Church, New Glasgow, on the 20th

Cameron ; and from the Session of West
River, appoiuting Mr. James Ray, their re-
spective representative elders both in Pres-
hyteries and in_Synod during the cusning
year, were read, sustained, and the names
of these brethren added to theroll. The
Revs. Thomas Cumming, and K. J. Grant
being presens, were invited to sit as corves-
ponding members,

The Rev. W. Maxwell rcported that ac-
cording to appointment, he had preached in
Merigomish Church, on the 13th iust., and
moderated in a call, which came out unani-
mously in favor of the Rev. A. R. Garvie
—that it was signed by 270 members and
122 adherents—and that the sgipend pro-
mised is $600 with Manse and Glebe. Mr.
Maxwell’s condact was approved, and the
call sustained.

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during all the time he is appointed to this
Presbytery. \

Presbytery of Halifax.

This Presbytery met in St. John’s Church
at 2§ a’clock, on Tuesday, Oct. 4th.

Yeave of absence for four weeks was
granted to Rev. D. S. Gordon. Mr.
Thomson, Student in Theologg, was ex-
amined for next Session of the Hall. His
examinations were sustained.

In the evening the Presbytery maet for the
visitation of the St. John’s congregation.
Rev. E. A. McCurdy preached/an able and
appropriate disconrse. The Minister, the
Elders, the Session, and the Managers, alll
gave a remarkably encouraging account of
‘their work and of the position and propress
of the congregation. Fifty members have
been added to the communion roll this
year. ‘There is one Bible Class numbering
35. ‘There ave 195 pupils in the Sabbath
School,—and 18 teachers. The sum of
$120 was contributed to the schemes of the
church. The minister’s salary has been in-
creased 8100 & year for the past three years,
and this augmentation is to be continuned for
some years to come.—Eight years ago the
congregation commenced its work. It was
then small and weak. ¥t is now Jarge and
flonrishing, and rapidly disincumbering it-
self of deht. Spiritually and financially,
the congregation presented a very favour-
able appearance to the Presbytery. Dr.
King, and Messrs. Sedgewick, Cameron,
McGregor and other members of Preslg-
tery expressed their delight with the condi-
tion of the congregation, and offered
‘valuable suggestions with regard to the
fature. Rev. E. Ross, who was present as

a corresponding member, also spoke briofly.
The Preshytery adjourned to meet in Pop-
lar Grove Churgh, on the first Wednesday
of November, at 10 o’clock.

Presbytery of P. E. Island

This Presbytery met in Zion_ Church,
Charlottetown, on the 7th inst. Members
present: Revds.

Mr. Home
stated his readiness to be guided by the
Preshytery in respect to the enquirv which
the Synod had instrucred them to make ; his
fullest corisciousness of innucence in respect
to rumors which had been irregularly
hrought before the Synod, and his readiness
to meet his accasers face to face. .

Judge Stevens stated that he knew Mr.
Home most favorably ; that he had heard
rumors about him before he came here &t
all, which was very damaging to his char-
aeter; that he (Judge Stevens) had taken
the trouble to make strict enquiry into these
rumors and could not trace any of them.to
any religble authority, and that he believed
they had not the slightest foundation ; that
Mr. Home had been hete, in & manner, on.
trial for two years, and tha? nothing could
be brought against him. He strougly an-
imadverted upon the injustice of attaching
importanee to vagno rumors which asually
had their origin in calumny, and against
which no man’s character was proof. ,

.
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Having heard these statements the Pres-
bytery deferred the further consideration of
this case till a future meeting.

The Presbytery then adjourned to meet
at Waweig this evening at half-past six p.
m., and the mecting was closed with prayer.

Wewrie PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH, }
October 12th, 1870.

At 6.30 p.m., tho Presbytery met accod-
ing to adjournment, and was constituted.

The assemblage was very limited owing
to the incessant rain of the afternoon and
evening; but the Presbytery resolved to
proceed with the visitation of this scetion
of Mr. Millen’s charge as intimated.

The Pastor preaches the gospel faithfully,
does not hold diets for catechising, but
, Visits his people from house to house once
a year, and many of them more frequently ;
visits the afilicted attentively. Conscien-
tiously attends Presbytery, but regrets that
since the Union he hasnot been ablo
regularly to attend the meetings of Synod.
He administers baptism in an orderly way.
Has no Bible-class. The Elders visit to
some cxtent among the people, but not as
much as they ought. Always visit and
pray with the sick when asked. They at-
tend meetings of Session and other Church
Courts when appointed, as far as practic-
able; but they seldom attend or take part in
prayer meetings.

The number of Elders is not sufficient,
and they have no special districts alloted.
No incompetent person is sdmitted to
ordinances. They have contributed to the
principal schemes of the Church to the
amount of $33. Thereis an increasing in-
terest in religious things, and there are
other hopeful indications of progress.

There are about 26 paying families and
about 36 families in some way connected
with the Preshyterian Church. There are
some, but not many, who never attend re-
ligious ordinances. There are 24 commu-
nicants, of whom, seven were added during
the last year. There were nine baptisms
last year. There are occasional week even-
ing preachings; but no weckly prayer-
meetings.

The sum promised the pastor from this
section is 8168. It has not been regularly
paid. Xt is raised by pew rents, and the
Trustees could not tell how much was paid
during last year. It was paid to the pastor
by the holders of pews in small sums to suit
their convenicnce. {Rev. My, Millen stated
that he had received from this section from
8112 to 8115 last+year.) The rents are
payable half-yearly, but there is no proper
system of collecting them. .

After lengthened conference the Presby-
tery found as follows :—*“In view of the
facts now elicited the Presbytery find that

while there is much faithful and exhausting
toit on the part of the pastor, and some
self-denying effort and loving co-operation
on the part of the people, there is at the
same timo a lack of thorough organization
and vigorous work in contributing aund col-
lecting means for ministerial support. T'he
amount paid the pastor is too small, and
ought to be forthwith increased ; and the
Preshytery would earnestly and affection-
ately urge upon the congregation the duty
of faithfully and punctually discharging the
obligations they owe to God, to their pastor,
and fo the church at large. The Fresbytery
would also affectionately urge the propriety
of exercising a greater degree of Christian
consistency in attending to scaling ordi-
nauces and point out the obvious duty.of
those who seck baptism for their children
to seck the other seal of the New Covenant
for themselves.. The Presbytery is encour-
aged by the kindly Christian spirit mani-
fested on all hands to hope that, by the
blessing of God, the needfnl improvements
will be speedily accomplished.”

The Presbytery then adjourned to meet
at Bocabec the day following at 11 am.

Bocasec, 13th Oct., 1870,

The Presbytery met according, and after
sermon by the Moderator was constituted.
The visitation of this section of Mr.
Millen’s charge was then proceeded with,

The pasior gave the same_answers here
that he had already given at Waweig.

The general state of religion is a subject
of much anxiety, and there is livtle to indi-
cote that it is in a prosperous state. Oar
own people are not so regular in their at-
i)endance upon ordinances as they ought to

e.

There are some 24 families contributing
to the sapport of the ordinanves in this
section. Over 32 call themselves Presby-
terians, some of whom very seldom attend
service. ‘They assign’ poverty and various
other causes for their neglect.

There are about 25 communicants. There
have been no accessions from the ranks of
the young for some time. The Lord’s Sup
per is dispensed here once a year, and_the
preaching of the Word every alternate Sab-
bath morning, with oceasional week-day
services. In the absence of the pastor the
church is closed. There is no strictly
Presbyterian Sabbath School in she con-
gregation. There are Union Schools in
which many of the teachers are FPresby-
terians. The congregation has greatly suf-
fered from death and emigration, and the
population is decreasing.

The amount promised the pastor is $200.
The obligation is ifregularly discharged ;
the greater number paying directly to the
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Minister. The salavy is raised by subscrip-
tiong payable half-yearly.

After Conference and deliberation the
Presbytery found as follows :—

“That while there is much in the mutual
attachment of pastor and people which
forms ground of congratulation and en-
couragement, the Presbytery would affec-
tionaly recommend the ordination of addi-
tional elders, greaterattention to the organi-
zation and care of Sabbath Schools, & more
liberal support of their estcemed pastor,
and the adoption of a better method of
raising and collecting funds. The Presby-
tery would also enforee the obvious obliga-
tion of Christian consistency resting upon
parents wilo seek baptism for their children
that they seck the other great New Testa-
ment sacrament for themselves. The

resbytery, farther, sincerly sympathize
with this scction of the Congregation in
view of the losscs they have sustained by
deaths and removals,and desire to encourage
them to endeavor by incronsed energy and
liberality on the part of those who remain,
to repair, by God’s help, the losses to which,
in His all wise Providence, they have been
subjected.”

.

S1. GEORGE, Oct. 14th, 1870,
Mr. Houston having been appointed by
the Presbytery to visit the St. George sec-
tion of Mr. Millen’s congregation, proceeded
there on Friday, and having preached,
called for the representatives. The Rov.
“Wim. Millen appenrcd as pastor.
. The pastqr stated that there is no session
in this section, and a communion has never
bg.en held here,~some go to Bocabec, a
distance of 11 miles, to communion., He
also stated that this scction of the congre-
gation extends over a district cight miles
long by five wide ; that there are about 20
contributing families in connection; that
attendance on public worship is better this
year than last, sometimes as many as a
mndred being present ; can report nothing
very marked i the state of religion ; that
the intorest scemed deeper six or seven
years ago than it does now, several famnilies
from the Pennfield distriet having attended
then and do not come now 3 does not know
the reason, unless it be that in the interval
since then stated supplies were given at
times to this placcand services were held at
Pennfield ; and hence when preaching was
brought to their doors they turned lazy and
would not go to a distance ; that removals
by death and otherwise of some of the
most active and public spirited members
have been of great disadvantage in many
ways.
The Trustees answered that the promise
which thiey made to Mr. Millen was S104
annually ; that the engagement was at first

for one year, and so it continued on the
samo terms; that their promise had been
falfilled to the letter, so far ; that they raised
the salary by pew rents and subscriptions ;
that the “highest annual subscription of a
family is $5.50.

The deputy of Presbytery then proceeded
to give advice on the state of matters that
was manifest. He urged the desirablencss
of holding a communion and forming a ses-
sion at as early a period as convenient, and
consequently the formation of a commuai-
cants’ roll ; pressed upon the heads of fami-
lies present the advantage of having a Sab-
bath School where the children may be
taught the way of salvation and the distine-
tive principles of the Church; also the ne-
cessity of holding cottage prayer-meetings,
but especiglly that they should meet for
prayer in the Church on the Sabbath that
Mr. Millen is not there; and enjoined the
pastor to take orderthat 8s soon as possible
baptism be administered to the infants of
communicants only, or where one at least
is a communicant. He also dealt plainly
with the Trustees and others present as to
the measare of liberality reported, express-
ed himself as entirely dissatisfied with the
fact that $5.50 was the highest annual sub-
seription, especially as it was a patent fact
that twice or thrico that amount is spent
annually by mauny farmers on tobacco and
drink ; and concluded by pointing out how
their business may be conducted with more
system and cfficiency. From the disposi-
tion shown there is good reason to believe
that many if not all these recommendations
will be carried out at once. .Arrangements
were being entered into that very day as to
the starting of a Sabbath School, one valu-
able female teacher having been sccured ;
and the idea of the prayer-mectings to all
appearance, commendet itself to those that
were present.

Conference of Presbyteries.

A Conference of the two Preshyteries
located in P, E. Island met, accovding to
mutual agreement, in Zion Church, Char-
lottetewn, on Friday, the 7th inst. Rev.
A. McLean, Belfast, was chosen Chairman,
and Rev. R. Laird, Clerk. The members
of Preshyteries present were, Revds. A, Me-
Lean, ‘U'. Duncan, G. Stewart, and J. Mec-
Coll, Ministers; and Dr. Mackieson and
Messrs. \llan Stewartand Alex. Robertson,
Llders ¢f the Church of Scotland Presby-
tery ; awl Revds. A. Camphell, A. Muaro,
I {4 rray, H. Crawford, R. Laird, W. R.
Frame. and J. G. Camecron, and A. R.
Garvie, corresponding member, Ministers;
and My, R. Lawson, Elder, of the other
Preshytery.  After prayer oy Rev. A.
Munro, the Conference was duly opened,and
Rev. X. Murray addressed it in favor of the

»
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genceral principlo of union and co-operation._
The Chairman had previously stated, when
introduced to_the P. E. I. Presbytery, that
the recent Conference of  delegates in
Canada had vesulted in the adoption of a
basis of union. T'his was very gratifving,
and adapted to encouragre the Presbytéries
to go forward. Rev. T. Dunrean said he
conceived three subjects were hefore the
Conference, about which it might properly
consult, viz.: Fivst, co-operation in pastoral
work ; secondly, Education ; and thirdly,
the Presbyterian. He moved that this
Conference, considering the present cir-
camstances of this Island, and in view of
the near approach of union among Presby-
terians, deem it desirvable that there should
he co-operation between the Presbyterians
in pastoral work. The motion was seconded
and unanimously agreed to. Rev. R. Laird
moved that, in view of _the foregoing reso-
lution, this Conferen® agree to appoint
Committecs to visit localities in which
members and adherents connected with
both Preshyteries veside, with the object of
ascertaining their views, and arranging that
divine service be conducted in such places
only by Ministers of one of the Presbyteries,
it being always understood that nothing
shall be done to injure the interests of any
party concerned. The resolution was
adopted. On motion of Rev. W, R. Frame,
the Conference appointed Revds, T. Dun-
can and I. Murray, and Messrs. R. Lawson
and A, Stewart, Elders, a Committee to
visit Clyde River and St. Peter's Road,
with the view of carrying out the resolution
of Conference, to report at a future meet-
ing. Revds. A. McLean and L. Duncan
reported the number of subscribers ohtained
for the Preshyterian in their respective
congreprations.  As the number was still
insufficient, and two congregatio:is had not
specie'lv reported, the publication of the
paper was still delayed. The Conference
closed, to meet at such time as may be

agreed on.

charge, may obtain the reward of the good
minister of Christ, who has tnrned many
to righteousness, and dwell in the House of
the Lord forever.

She was no ordinary woman, and she
was no orvdinary Christian. Having des-
cended from a Christian family, she showed
from her early womanhood that the pro-
mise held zood, “X will be your God and
the Goil of your children ;> for her father’s
God was her God, and she deliberately and
devoutly walked in the steps of her father’s
faith and holivess. ’

It was. however, from being connected
with Poplar Grove congregation, from its
origin to the end of her life, that her Chris-
tian character fully developed itself. She
jdentificd herself “with it; and it was
through the interest she took in its tem-
poral and spiritual prosperity, that her
character as a Christian was matuved,

e e 4
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adorned and completed. Sho was distin-
guished for the ornament of n meek and
quiet spirvit, which in the sight of God is of
great price; and her méek quietude was
often most powerfully felt in the early
struggles of the congregation. Neverthe-
less, she was a persistent Christian!  She
had, in reference to Poplar Grove Church,
one thing to do: in her own measure, she
deterniined that it shonld be built up a
holy temple to the Lord. And, though
never obtrusive or officious, her persisteney
provoked the zeal of her brethren, when
their hearts hegan to droop and their hands
to fail in doing good.

Hers, too, was the character and the
blessedness of the peace-maker. As much
as possible, she lived peaccably with all.
Her considerate, continuous, unostenta-
tious, practical sympathy with the poor
and the ofilicted in the flesh, were really
proverbial. She was an imitator of Chuist
in His manncr of good-doing, und to the
letter oheyed His injunction, ** When thou
doest thine Alms, let not thy right hand
know what thy left hand doeth;” and be-
cause of this, tho blessing of those that
were “ready to perish’” came upon her,
since she made the heart of the widow to
sing with jov. And her sympathy was the
parent and nurse of her liberality. To do
good and to communicate she forgot not,
and kuew, as only the liberal Christian
¥nows, whether rich or poor, how true are
tne words of the Lord Jesus, “It is more
blessed to give than to receive.”

Her love to the Sabbath and the sane-
tuary was manifest. She did what al
Christian ladics ought to do in the man-
agement of their household—prepared for
the Sabbath—and it was thus to her a
delight in being able to attend to devotional
worship.  The manifest outgrowth of this
love for the Sabbath and its services was
her love to the ministers of the sanctuary.
She loved them for theirown sake, and the
sake of their Master, and the sake of their
work ; and uever perhaps in the history of
our Church, or any Church, has a Minister
of Christ been better able to tell of the past
love, and the fruit of such, than he under
whose ministry she sat and learned for so
many years, and who stood by her bed-
side when she fell asleep in Jesus.

Such is but an impertect sketch of the
character of one of our honourable women,
Let those whom she has left follow her as
she followed Christ. Let them consider
one another, and “ provoke one another to
love and to good works,” and they, too,
will have this testimony. “Blessed arc
-the dead who die in the Lord:” they rest
from their labours, and their works follow
them. - : :

Religions Intelligenee,

The Canada Presbyterian Church.

The College at Montreal was opened on
the 5th ult. Dr. R. I'. Burns delivered o
lecture on “ Ceriain Phases of Modern
Infidelity.” e reviewed the attitude and
tendencies of Deism, Pantheisin, Atheism,
Materialism. There were twelve students
present and four more were expected.
Professor M’Vicar stated that although
there are, by the act of Synod, only three
of' the seventeen Presbyteries of the church
atteched to the College fur financial sup-
port, yet they have already an endowment
subseribed of about $30,000, of which
$20,000 is paid and invested; they have
17 scholarships of from 850 to S60 cach, a
libriry of over 3,000 volumes ; 39 students
enrolled ; and & fotal annual revenue last
year from all sources, exclusive of payments
to the Endowment Fund, of 8,555, lear-
ing a balance in hand at the close of the
sessions of S607,

Encrgetic efforts ave being made to in-
crease the Library., Mr. M’ Vicar adds - -

The missionary labours of our students
duaring the summer might next be properly
remarked upon. Suffice it to say that 15
of their number were so engaged, four of
them French and Inglish spéaking students
T'wo of these laboured in Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick, and two in Ontario and
Quebece, and we have had the most cheering
evidences of their snccess. They have not
only brought Roman™ Catholics to the
Saviour, hut they have also drawn out the
sympathy and liberality of our people
among whom they laboured, in favor of
-this department of our work. In proof of
this I may mention that the congregation
of Valleyfield has sent in $30 in payment
of some two or three weeks services ; and
Indian Lands, Lochies, Vandleek Hill and
other places are about to do likewise. T'o-
day I received a letter from Oakville, Ouc,,
from a friend, who withholds his name,
euclosing $20, ten for the general funds of
the College, and ten for the training of our
French stuzdents, We bave now twelve
French students in course. Those are
destined, along with our other students, to
do a great work in our land, and beyond it.

Lest it should be hinted in any quarter
that our staff' of instructors is totally in-
sufticient to train young men for the minis-
try, let me only say that we have McGill
College for Arts, and to Theology I devote
my cntire time and cnergy. FProfessor
Coussirat is similarly employed, and we
have associated with us Rev. Mr. Gibson
as lecturer in Exegetics ; Dr. De Sola, as

lecturer in Hebrew ; and this winter the
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services of a competent Classical and
Muthematieal tutor have been secured.

The Record contains an account by Dr.
Topp of a visit he made recently to Fort
Wiliiam, at the head of Lake Superior for
the purposs of organizing a missionary
station there. e succeeded in his object.

The Canada Church has a Mission among
the Indians of the Great West, far beyond
the Red River.  One of their missionarics
is the Rev. James Nisbet. The following
extract from a recent letter gives a strange
slimpse of Indinn life:—

““ Now, I muss tell you about a singular
character who, with a8 number of his
followers, visited us at seed-time. I onee
met with him at Carlton, but was then
ouly a few minutes in his company. Heis
known by o name that in English meaus
“the four souls.”” Perhaps the name is in-
tended to indicate how much superior to
ordinary meon he is thought to be; and
doubtless his followers consider him to be
something far above common. He is a
great Indian orator, and reads in the Cree
Syllabic very fluently. He pretends that
he got the power to read directly from God.
Of course I doubted that statement, snd I
fished out of him that this miraculous
ability had a very ordinary origin, for he
acknowledzed to me that there was a man
teaching him to read for ten days, hut that
at the eud of that time the man was killed ;
then he prayed to God to enable him to
read, and all at onco he got an answer to
his prayer, aud he has been able to read
ever since.  Even ton days’ teaching might
suffice to give 2 man of his ability a start
in the Cree Syllabic ; it is so simple—every

companymarched in solemn procession to
our house; when before the door, they
drew up ina long line, and other three
salutes were fired; then the processio.
marched into the house, filling the dining
voom and hail. Of course, the first business
on our part was to make them an oftering
of tobaceo, the established pledge of peaco
among Indians; then there was the formal
filling and lighting of the pipe of peave,
after the great man had gone throuvgh the
usual manauvres with it—pointin-g it up-
wards and downwards, to the ecast, west,
north, south, &o,; then, taking o fuw puffs
himself, he marched round the company
with it, the men taking a putf or iwo, and
the women stroking the top of the stem
with the hand aud then stroking their heads.

“Then came an explanation of the
coloured figurcs on the ilat woodin stem
of the peace pipe. At the top was a
carved figuro 10 represent God the Father,
nexs was one to represent the Son, Jesus
Christ, next was one to vepresent the Holy
Spirit; then therc was one to represent
man, and, last of all, onc to represent the
devil as put under God and man; and all
intended to set forth that peace should ex-
ist among all people. ‘Then tho pipe was
placed in my hands, and I had to hold it
all the timo of the great man’s orarion,
which, in fact, had very little in it beyond
a statement of what he had heard about
this place, and of the kindness of the mis-
sionary and his people to the Indians ; that
he hoped he and his people wou'd share a
little of that kindness, and that they would
get a taste of the things that grow out of
the ground ; that Indians and white people

character having its own definite sound-'—lﬂ)ould always be friendly ; that he was al.

he would only require to get acquainted:
with the forms of these characters ; practice
would do the rest.

“To a certin cxtent, the man knows
the Christian religion, and to a certain de-
gree he seems to have embraced it; so far,
at least, as abandoning the common supes-
stitions of the heathen, professing to wor-
ship the one wue God in the persons of the
Father, the Sen, and the Holy Spirit, and
inculeating many of the princi})les of
morality. He may be called almost a
Christian ; but I fear there is much he
must give up before he can be regarded as
a Christian indeed.

“QOn the day after he and -his party ar-
rived here, he told us he wished his people
to have & meeting with us ; so, after dinner,
they mustered in regular procession st the,
tents, headed by the great man humself,
armed with his pipe of peace, with flac
wooden stem ahout three feet long, pro-
fusely decorated with silk ribbons, strips of
ermine skins, and little bells, such as yon
see on babies’ rattles. The boys fired a
salute with their guns, then the  whole

vays friendly with the whites, and he taught
all his followers 10 be the same, &c., &e.
He did. not enter into anything like su ex-
planation of his religious principles and
belief, but only stated that he teaches his
people all that he knows himself, and that
hie wishes to learn more, so that he may be
able to teach them more.”
Mr. Nisbet in his reply explained the
‘Ten Commandments, and the work of our
blessed Saviour, and furnished the ‘‘great

-man” with books which would instruct

him further. He also gave his visitors
material “ comfors’’ and they left him well
pleased.

United Pres’by_terians.

The Theologizal Hall Missionary Society
hield recently o publie meeting in Edinburgh
to give an account of the Students’ work
during the year. Professor Harper pre-
sided. The report showed that the amount-
raised by the socicty, -exclusive of special
donations, had been £860. The contribu~

. tions were to be devoted t6 the training of
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Spanish Evangelists, and these raised the
ensuing year to aid the missionaries at
Nusserabad, and in rlieving them from the-
liabilities they had incurred in conscquence
of the famine in India.—The Rev. Dr.
Turner gave some of the missionary ex-
periences which he had gathered together
during his thirty years of missionary work.
In combating the argument put forward by
Sir Samuel Buker, in giving his account of
the discovery of the sources of the Nile,
that the philanthropy of the missionaries
would waste their energies in trying to
elevate the savage till commerce had first
worked in his enlightenment, Dr. Turncr
adduced a few few facts taken from his
experience at Samoa. He and his fellow-
missionaries had there given the beginnings
to mercantile growth, and stimulated its
progress. Ho instanced the sale to the na-
tives of 10,000 Bibles, translated into the
native tongue, for 9s. whereby the mission-
aries had been cnabled to reimburse to the
Loundon Missiouary Sacicty the entire cost
of the work, and t instil into the nativc
mind the first principles of commerce, and
a taste for their cultivation. At first the
Bibles had been paid for in produce, and
were now paid forin coin. Between £2000
and £4000 had gone to the Foreign Mission
Society, and that sum represented £6000
worth of native produce, which under vari-
ous designations passed through the hands
of the merchants. He thought they would
perceive to what an extent the advance-
ment of Christianity tended to the increase
of commerce. Ho believed that there were
now some £50,000 expended annually by
the Samoans, in order tiat they might ap-
pear like other people in the House of God
on the Lord’s day, and that rcpresented
£100,000 or £150,000 worth of native pro-
duce. The missionary press was now en-
gaged multiplying religious literature for
the Samonns, and was now turning out,
amongst other works, 500 co?ics, in large
type, of the New Testament for the aged;
15,000 hymn-books ; 7000 copies of notes
on the psalms, extending (each book) to
over 100 pages ; ard elementary works on
natural history and nataral philosophy. In
Samoa they bad an institution for the
training of native wissionaries, and they
had now there 86 students. Since 1t Was
opened, 1143 students—including their
wives, who lived and studied with them.
The institution was self-supporting, aseach
student cultivated & plot of land which was
assigned to him during his four years’ resi-
dence. .For the last five years there had
beon expended about the place £250, or
abont £50 8 yesr, and that means that cach
student had cost about 253, during his four
vears’ course. That was peid by the peo-
ple, who had moreover given of & voluntary
congribntion. to the London, Missionary

Society, during the Iast ten years,'£10,715.
The field of labour had been extended for
1500 miles to the west, and about 600 miles
to the north-west, and further advance
would be made.—Rev. Mr. Martin next de-
tailed a fow of his missionary experiences
in Rajpootana, and endeavoured to destroy
any illusion that might be in the students’
minds as to the peculiar difficulty of that
mission from the supposed astuteness of
the Brahmins.

Free Church.

The Sustentation Fund for the first
quarter of the current year shows an in-
crease of £2,723.

Dr. Murray Mitchell writes from India:
*“ 1 do not think I sent you the prospettus
of a new periodical—the Bengal Christian
Herald—which will be the organ of alavge
body of cducated native Christians. Its
ohject is threefold : First, the promotion of
the interests of Indian Christians ; secondly,
to contribute to the spread of Christianity ;
thirdly, to support all measures, whether
political or social, that tend to the regener-
ation of India. I have no doubt you will
watch with deep interest (as weshall all do)
the course of this paper. Certainly the
native Christians, connected with different
Churches, are already sufficiently numerous
and enlightened to render them influential
in the community. Each of the sections
of the Brahmo Somaj has its organ; the
educated party, which cares little for re-
ligion of any kind, have theirs ; the bigoted
Hindu party have also theirs; and itis high
time that our educated native brethren

honld speak out clearly and strongly on
&portant questions. May the new paper

xercise a mighty power for good amidss
the chaos of warring principles that we
witness around us "’

Rev. Robert Moffat, the African
Pioneer.

This eminent Missionary, one of the
oldest, if not the very oldest, in the ficld, is
now in England, after spending more than
half a century in Africa. He hns met with
a most cordial welcome. Ata recent mect-
ing in Edinburgh he thus described his
African experiences:

The natives wonld sometimes come up
to ther shouting and vociferating, and
shake their spesrs at them. The difficulty
was solved at last, however. One of their
wiseacres came 10 the conclusion and told
them that they were runaways from their
own country, and that they would bear
anything rather than go home and behung
by the neck. But they cared not for this,
knowing as they did that they were doing
the work of God. They persevered and

prayed, and tried by evey possible mesos
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to instruct them, and a very difficult task it
was to do so. They would come into the
place of worship and ask what he was
talking about; and they would bring their
sking with them and prepare them in the
chapel.  To hinder and prevent the spread
of the Gospel the natives left no means un-
tried. The people were entirely ignorant
of writing; and it was very puzzling to
them for one to write a letter to & person at
a distance and receive another in reply.
They were very much put about at times
to get a letter sent, and had great dificulty
in getting a carrier.  Thoe natives thonght
that it would speak on the road. A man
said 10 him that he would not carry it in
his hand, but would put his spear through
it and carry it over his shounlder, and he
had to assure him then that it would nei-
ther speak nor cry on the road. What
now was the state of matters? They had
now a reading population, where formerly
this ignorance prevailed. The people had
got possession of their own language, but
it was a matter which cost a great deal of
lahour, and required perseverance. To
learn the language be was obliged to leave
his family and live with the natives for a
namber of months, preparing skins with
them, and living exactly as they did, ex-
cept that he prayed every evening. He
could assure his hearers it was by no means
a pleasant life. By the time he retarned
to his tamily he was able to open his moath
and speak to the natives in their own lan-
guage. It was indced glorions to e able
to do so. Ho began to hope then that he

would see one book of the New Testament |

printed in the languege. One thing which
retarded him in the work of preparing the
Seriptures was, that he had never sat at the
feet of a Gamaliel, and was not prepared 10
act as a translator.  He did all that in him
lay to get some one to come ont to under-
take this work, he offering to help to the
utmost in his power. AN his efforts had
failed; and sceing that it was uscless to
expect any onc would come out, he sct
himself, heart and soul, to the work of
study. He got perfectly fascinated with it
in the course of time, and worked unremit-
tinuly. The result of all this labour had
been that he got a portion of the Scriptures
into the native langnage, and they were
now disseminated over hundreds of miles of
the-country. There was an eager demand
for them everywhere, and in some parts
there were a great many native teachers—
men and women—who, though not trained
for the work, read the Scriptares to and
prayed with their ncighbours. Such sim-
ple service hed been largely crowned with
saceess.  Mr. Moffar then detailed some
interesting cascs of conversion, and des-
cribed the primitive condition in which ke
found the people in some of the districte

His wife had made a nice gown for the
queen of a certain tribe; but instead of
uging it she sold it for a sheep to another
tribe. “Traders had called at'this place, but
could not dispose of so much c¢ven as a
handkerchief. ~ Since the peoplo had been
brought under the power of the Gospel and
civilised, there pussed through yearly at
this same place 60,000 pounds of British
manufacture.  There was a time when the
missionary waggon was the only waggon
in the country, and now there were scores
of them among the people, even in the' far
interior where their brothen missionaries
resided  There was a time when the mis-
sionary plough was the only plough, and
now scores of them might be seen; and
there was a time, happily gone hy, when
the wives were little better than slaves, and
laboured oun the land. At oune time the
women were to be seen, with their babies
on their backs, working in the fields under
the burning sun, and at night returning
home, with a load of firewood on their
heads, to cook for their lords and masters.
He took the women’s side, and used t0 set
an example to the men; but aotwithstand-
ing that the females were his greatest ene-
mies. The queen had determined upon
expelling them, and onc day she led out her
army of women and tore down the ditcl,
letting the water, on which they were de-
pendent, yun to waste, Latterly she hecame
converted and died a Christian. Althoagh
he had suffered much, and labounred like a
galley-slave, he would willingly spend his
life in that great field. He had received
most affectionate letters from the people of
the country, all regretting deeply the ab-
sence of him and his family. He had
much pleasure in acknowledging and
thanking the meceting for the kindness
and hearty welcome accorded him—to use
a native expression, “it made his heart
white as mitk.”

Rissionary Fuielligence,

Presbyterian Church in the United.
States.

Since May 1, 1870, no fewer than four-
teen wmissionaries have procceded from the
United States to foreign fields as mission-
aries of the Preshyterian Church. Of
these, nine are new missionaries, the other
five, of whom one is a physician, are re-
turning to their cherished work. With'
these arc ten ladies, two of whom are un-
married, and who are going 20 India, to be
employed in laboring among the women of
that land. )

On the first of May there were 84

foreign missionaries connected with “the
Board. When these new missionaries sail
there will be 93, and this does not include
thosc whoare transferred from the American
Board. In 1865, the Bourd had 63 ordained
foreign missionaries, and 4 native ministers ;
to-day it has 93 foreign, and 16 native
preachers, and when certain missions and
missionaries are transferred to the Roard,
the number will be considerably increascd.
‘This enlarging force, while gratifying to
contemplate, Lrings it increasing responsi-
bilities. Those who are gojng for the first
time, or returning to their former posts of
labour, must have their expenses paid, and
when they reach the field mnust be sup-
ported. Such cxpenses must be met by
the Church, and the increase must be con-
sidered, and provision made for it.

General Assembly of Italian
Churches.

Of the thirty-three churches represgnted
in the Assembly, twenty are sustained by
the American and Foreign Christian Union.
Of the twenty-five members of the Assem-
bly, eleven are evangelists supported by this
Society, and acting as pastors of its
churches. DBesides these, there arc nine
cvangelists connected with the Union’s
missions in Northern and Central Italy.
‘There have been many difficulties attending
the work, arising from the imperfect educa-
tion and training of the native labourers,
and the occasional admixture of immature
views received from various sources, But
an examination of the scheme of doctrines
unanimously adopted by this First Assem-
bly (in which the Union labourers took a
leading part) as the basis of its organiza-
tion, must satisfy every intelligent friend
of the work in Italy that its foundation and
life rest upon the essential truths of the
Word of God, and therefore that the work
is of the Spirit of God.

A Call from the Gaboon.

The Rev. Albert Bushnell has an article
on this African mission in the Foreign
Bissionary. TUnder the patronage of the
Americen Board it has existed a little more
than twenty-eight years, during which night
of toil it has accomplished a vast amount
of pioneer preparatory work in reducing
native languages to & written form, trans-
lating and poblishing in them, educating
native youth from different tribes and sow-
ing broad cgst the.seed of Gospel truth in:
all the region round about Gaboon. For
wise reasons, in connection with the reunion
of the Presbyterian Church, it has been
transferred, and now under the auspices of
the rc-organized Presbyterian Board, in

this jubilee year of the Church is about
entering upon an enlarged and more vigor-
ous prosecution of the work of Christ in
cquatorial Africa. Mr. Bushnell says:—

In addition to our work among the na-
tives, we have important opportunitics of
usefulness among foreigners, who need the
Gospel not less. Our field is from the
river Moondak, a few miles north of Ga-
boon, where the ficld of the Corisco mis-
sions begins, southward to the Congo 400
miles, and eastward as far as we can explore.
Is it not one of great strategical import-
ance? Important in view of the perishing
multitudes who inhabit it, and of the scores
of millions in the “regions beyond,” where
Christ has never been named ?

Is it n)t important also in view of the
labor expended, the sacrifices endured, and
the precious lives sacrificed, to initiate the
work ? Those who have given their lives
to this cause have died, joyfully expecting
that the work would Le carried on. The
dying words of Henry Martyn Adams secm
still ringing in my ears, “ Africa shall-be
redeemed ! Brethren, glorious times are
coming! These people will be converted,
and all this land shall he the Lord’s, These
hills back here shall all be holiness to the
Lord! Go on, brethren, be not dis-
couraged, for Isec glorious thingsin re-
serve for thismission ! It will be sustained !
Tell Christians in America that it will.”
Christians in America, shall these dying
predictions be realized? Shall the seed
sown in tears spring up, and the whitening
harvest be gathered ?  Shall Ethiopia now
stretching out her hands unto God, receive
the Gospel which is the only remedy for
her numerous woes? Shall our ascended
Redeemer see of the travail of His soul,
and be satisfied, by these benighted millions
for whom He died being gatherrd into His
fold 2 Fathers and mothers of our re-nnited
Church, will you give your sons and
daughters to this work? Young men and
womer who have enlisted under the banner
of the Great Captain, will you go and un-
furl it on the banks of the Gaboon, the
Congo, and on the highlands of Ethiopia?
Please carry these questions to your
closets, and there read the Saviour’s last
command, and witn sincere desire, inguire,
“ Lord, what wilt Thou have me to do?”
and see if you do not hear tne voice of His
Providence in unison with His Word say-
ing, “I will send thee far hence to the
Gentiles.”

The Work of the Moravians,

The Moravians were the first Christian
socicty who employed tho newly-invented
art of printing for the promulgation of the
Holy Scriptures in a living lanzuage among
the people. The first edition was published -
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in Venice about tho year 1470, being the
oldest printed version of the Bible in any
European languapge. Before the com-
mencement of the Reformation in 1517, the
Moravians had already issued three edi-
tions of the Scriptures.

They have ever devoted themselves to
both home and foreign missions ; wherever
they are ‘the poor have the gospel preached
unto them.” The centre of every settle-
ment, whetherin town or country, is its
well-appointed, well-taught boarding and
day school for the young of both sexes;
and the possible event of every Moravian’s
after-life is, that that brother or sister may
he called to become a missionary abroad.

The instructions given by the clders to
their missionary brethren have ever been
“that they were to preach chiefly to such
as had never heard of .the gospel—not to
build upon foundations Iaid by others; not
to disturb their work, but to seck the out-
cast and the forsaken.’ :

The manner in which the mission work
of the Moravian Church is suprorted is a
matter.of interest and importance. In the
year 1868, for example, the whole amount
required for this purpose was £17,113
16s. 10d.

The sources of revenue upon which the
missions depend are the usnal ones of an-
nual vontributions and donations, legacies
and their interest; and lastly, though not
least, one principal aid consists im the fact
that the missions themselves contribute
largely-to their own support, some of them
heing entirely self-sustaining. Were it not
s0, the extensive-work which is going “n in
foreign countries would have to be curtailed
atonce. A large sum is annually raised
by the missions; partly by the voluntary
contributions of the converts, especially in
the West Indics, and partly from the pro-
fits of mercantile concerns and trades car-*
ried on in some of the mission provinces,
especially Surinam and South Adfrica.

Many missionaries, like the tent-maker
Pau), are not ashamed to aid the cause by
the labor of their hands; they receive no
fixed salary while in the service, but ‘a
decent and comfortable support;’ besides
which they have a right to have their chil-
dron educated at the expense of the Charch,
and they may look to a pension when sick-
ness or old age shal! overtake them.

Up to the year 1852 the Moravians had
sent out 1,947 missionarics, male and fe-
male—so that, taking the annual average
of those who go out now as missionaries at
twenty, the whole number sent forth hy the
Church of the United Brethren in the hun-
dred and thirty-seven years.of its mission-
ery enterprise will amouat to 2,287.

Three
of these were young persons who had re-
ceived baptism in infaucy, and have now
openly professed the Lord Jesus before the
world. The fourth was a case of peculiar
interest, and deserves special mention, as
in her the church has received a member
from the ranks of heathenism, and like a
lost sheep, she has been received into the
fold of Christ’s own people, and all in
answer to the prayers of & man of God,
her own husband. ) .

Miss M. A. Jerrom, who has been labor-
ing some years in. connection with the Lo-
diana mission, though mainly supported by
friends in England, sends intcresting inci-
dents of zenana work at this station. She
writes : ¥ The way in which doors have
been opened in zecnana work in Lodianais
traly wonderful. 'We can only say ‘it is.
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the Lord’s doing, and it is marvellous in
our eyes.””
Mr. Carlton, of India, writes that two
. families had come out from the heathen and
joined a Christian community under his
care. They had been reading Christian
books, and are intelligent pcop]e. Mrs.
Chatterjee,has two flourishing girls’ schools
at Hoshyarpore. Oue for the Mohamme-
dans contains nearly one hundred girls.

China.

Rev. J. S. Mcllvaine, of Peking, speaks
of the baptism by Rev. Dr. Martin, of a
young man from \Imgpo who is intelligent,
well informed, and gives promise of useful-
ness. Rev. S. Dodd, of Hangchow, men-
tions in his letter of Aug. 5, the baptism
of three persons, and their adm:ssxon to
that church on profession of their faith.
Rev. J. Batler, of Ningpo, writes of the
uneasy fecling among many native Chris-
tians after the massacre of Tientsin, and of
their unshaken adherence to the truth. He
says, “ A weck ago vesterday a woman
joined the church.” While before the' ses-
sion she was asked the question, ¢ Are you
not afraid fo join the church now when we
hear it said on every hand that we dre all
going to be killed ?°- Her reply was, ¢ They
may Kill the body, but the Lord Jesus will
take my soul to Himself.””
