DIEOO0-SUARýZ-'AND MADAGASCAR.

No. 414.-Decree putting an end to th
postal franchise granted to the military serving
at Diego-Suarez, and at Madagascar.

The President of' the French Repubike, se-
ing the Iaw of May 30, 1871, granting, the
postal franchise to letters f*rorn, or addressed
to, soldiers or sailors formng part of' an ariuy
corps in camapaign;

Upon the report of' the President of' the
Council, Minister of Commerce, Industry, and
the Colonies,

DECREES.

Article I. The franchise which is now ac-
corded correspoadeace coing froui, orad
dressed to, the soldiers; and sailors forming paîrt
of the troops serving in fliago-Suarez aud the
expcditionary corps at Madagascar, will cease
to be g-rantcd after January 1, 1890.

Article II. 'Tli z-xemiption froni the tax of'
1 per cent, on money orders addressed to the
soldiers or sailors designated in the previous
article wiIl also be witlidraiwn after the sanie
date.

Article II The P"re£ident of the Council,
Minister of Commerce, Industry, and thec
Colonies, and the Mâinister of Marine are
charged. each in tlîat wliich concerias theni,
withi tue execution of the present decree,whiclî
wilI be insertzd in the Bulletin Of tite Lawos
and ini the Officiai- Journal of the French Re-
public.

The letter cards will be of the same size and
only distinguisliable by tIre color of the papex',
which will be white for letters sent by the local
pobt (ini the saine tuwn), btanip of 5 kopees,
yellow for letterb serit to the interior of the
empire, stamp of 7 kopees;- gray for letters
sent abroad, staznp of 10 kopees.

The letter cards will be sold for a 1«:.1 kopec
above tlieir face value.

The wrappors and post carda will be put on
sale at St. Petersburg, January 1 (13), 1890,
and later at Moscow, Warsaw, Odessa, Kief,
Riga, and in the other cities.

[DEAR SIR,-I baVc I.een f'or about 18
inonths very bad off finauciaily aud couid not
pay even sorne of the smali debts that I cx-
peeted to be ab~le to, pay betwveen large pay-
inents. A year ago last spriug bouglit lots in

towvn and put up large bouses on themn to rent.
The bouses and 'othier neccssary thiugs cost
more than î;800 more than I figured upou, and
te add to this we had a bail stormn that eut
the crops ail to piecca on my f'nwhicli I had
rented for cash. This ieft the reuters without
auythiug te psy ivith and one Saturday niglit
they skipped out. This left me in a bad posi-
tion, snd iu order to save myseif 1 had to
mortgage everything I bad snd payments were
made to corne so often and large that every
cent hsd te be saved te pay on my debts, or
rather the mortgage, or lose al]. Ail of this I
wrote Mr. Grenny and Hooper ut the time and
told themn just bow the matters stood and that
I meaut to pay just as soon as I couid spare a
cent and requested Grenny to, returu my stamps,
whieh bce refused te do, but after writiug to the
Chicago Society, of 'which I am a member. con-
seuted to do so, and returned theni. I ffiled
new sheets snd sent thein back to be piaced on
the circuit. The flrst lot was sent on Dec. 9tb,
whcn I sent $13.21. Jan. 29th, 1890, 1 sent
$5.61 ; Feb. 3rd, $6.67; Feb. 2Oth, $2.59;
total $28.08, none of which so far bas been
acknowledged. The only thirig lie bas to le
ad ut is the fact that I did agree te send

S5.00 or more on a stated time, but I failed to
receive the moaey and could not seud it.
Greany now bas over $28.00 wortb of my
stamps whidh lie refuses te scknowledge receipt
of or publish in the Officiai Journal with tlue
other members stamps and I presume lias not
placed upon the circuit. Jan. 2lst I sent 10
Phil. papers to the C. «P. A. Library but no
acknowledgemeut of them, bas ever been re-
ceived nor were they published or spoken of in
the Jan No. C. P. A. orgaD as were severai
cthers. Ln the Fcb. No. I am taken up again
by Acadia (I do not know wbo Acadia is) and
made te appear as one who rcfuses to ,pay and

wants to steai the Association Stamps, no
aliowance being made for inisfortune or in-
tentions to pay the debt by the sale of iny
starnps throughi the Socicty which riglit I have
as lon-z as a inember. As to my reputation
for' honesty, I cau send the naines of many
dealers and coilectors, who have known me
since 1873, many of wbom wvili testif'y to niy
houesly.

Ho came to the Montreal post
office and rented a box and reoeived a large
quantity of mail eacI day. He wrote under
different naines to most of thc dealers on this
continent, representing- hliself to be an old
collector and wanting only good stamps.

£bIany responded and wbii returas did not
corne promptly, as protnised, Nvrote agrain, bu~t
could got iio reply. Thon tlîey wrotc tîte
Postînaster and hoe had lus mail stopped, but
too !ate as ho liad flown uvitli bis plunder.

years ag-o. The whole of' the Britishi stuînps
bear the impression of the liead of Queutt
Victoria, and are ahl of tIse saine size and
shape (if we except tlic ten-peuny stamlp), tlic
solo difforence being in the colour, and in the
various borderings round the Queu's pcortraits.
.Besides. these distinguishing marks, however,
they ail tell the tale of their own value.

Our colonies issue tlueir own stamps, withi
different designs. Somne of thein are omble-
niatical; -LIe Swan River Territory using the
design of a ' Swan,' and tIse Cape of' Good
Hope eboosing that of 1 Hope' reolining, but
they are gradnally adopting the Brîtisli plan
of a profile o? the sovereige. The portrait of
our Qucen appcars on Lwo hundred and forty
varieties of stamps. Nearly ahl LIe stasnps
used in tIe colonies, and even sone for foreigu
governinents, are designed, engraved, printed,
and eînbosscd in London, and mauty of tIem
are mach prettier than tIe produots of our own
Stamp Office. TIe principal houses for the
manufacture of colonial stanips are Messrs. De
la Rue ana Co. and Perkins, Bacon &. Co., of'
Fleet Street.

Soon after thc introduction of postage
stanips, stamped envelopes were ag-ain proposed-
Tihis turne the proposition was a vcry simple
one, only consistitig of the usual kind of Stamp
enibossed on tIe right hand corner of a common
enTelope, tlic stamps to be oval, round, or
octagonal, acoording to the value of the on-
velope. For the envelopes themselves, a
peculiar kind of paper was prepared by Mr.
Diokenson, and was considercd on ail hands t.>
be the best possible preventive of forgury.
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This paper, svhich, was mianufactured w1th
uines af thread or silk stretcbcd thraugh its
substance bas been used ever siuce. IlusqUa,
in adopting the stampod envelopes, guards
agrainst forgery by means ai a large watermark
of a spread cagle running all over the envelape.
The B3ritish statup office affords cvery facility
in the matter af stamped paper and envelopes,
and private individuals may indulge thieir
tastes ta almost any extent. The afficers of
the Stamp Office will place an embossed stamp,
for niercly its nominal value, on any kind ai
paper or envelope, whicli nay hc sent ta tlîem
for that purpose. A recent concession which
lias becii inade, niay ho rcgardcd as anc of the
latest novelties in the advertîsing wvorld -undcr
this arrangement, the Stamp Office permits
em11bossed rings, with) the nanie ai a particular
firnî ta ho placed round thc stanip, as a border
f'or it.

111 1844, after the expose of the letter-
opcning, at the general Post Office, ?lr. Leecb
gave ia Piuch his 'Auti-Graxam envelopes.'
Thîis satirical postage cnvelope,* aftcrwards on-
graved by W. J. Linton, and widely circulated,
represents Sir James Grabian sitting, as
£Britannia.'

For eigh,,t long years, the British people nîay
ho said ta have cnjeyed a complote monepoly
in postage stamps. Tawards the close af 1848,
thcy woe intreduced into France, and Eub-
scqucntly into every civilized nation in the
world. The Royal portrait is in most ceunitries
tic prcvailing design, exceptional cases accur
in which, cagfles, crasses, caps af liberty, and
cents ai arias appear. In a few cases, the
stamp simiply bears in figures the value ql' thc
label. Only this year bas the postage stamp
penetratcd into the Ottoman Empire, where, as
Mohaminedan usage will net admit ai bis par-
tuait being presented, the staînps are dcsigncd
se as to, show a fac-siilie of Uic Sultan's
signature.

Of course great precautien le taken in the
printing of the stamps ta previde agaie

forgery. .Ail the linos and marks, as well as
the initial letters in each cerner, mean some-

hing, and the whole affair is regarded as
almost inimitable. Takze a penny stamp and
look at it narrowly ; runing up eacb side, -we
have a narrow slip of prettily carved trellis-
work ; in the two corners at the top there arc
two small figure spaces, with the word

Postage' between thein ; and at, the other
two corners, two more square Elpaces, eacb cou-
taining a lettGr of the alphabet. No one of
the 240 stalnps ini a sheet will exhihit the
sanie two letters, but the changes on the
alphabet are rung throughout the series. This
mystic arrangement ot the letters of the
alphabet is supposed ta, constitute the great
check on -die forger; but wve thînk we sec far
greater difficulties in the way of this pest ta
society than that, the forger -%vould net oniy
have ta, engrave bis own die and cast bis own
blocks, not only have ta find his own drillincr
machine-not, bis least difficulty-but he
would have te make bis awn paper and even
own ink. If? wo look at the back o? aur
postage ctamps, wc will find that each die has
beeu struck on a piece of paper, bearing the
mark af a crawn impressed an the paper as a
watcrniark at the tume ai its manufacture.
The ink, aIse, ii whichi postage stamps are
prrnted, differs from ordinary printer's ink, flot
only in color, but in hein- soluble in water.
Mare, however, than even ifs execution, the
fact of the stamp being a government article
and only obtainable in any large quantity froin
the Stamp or Post Office, makes any atteïiipt
an the part af the forger ta put a spuriaus
article in circulation excoedirigly diffi cuit.
Stainps, while, they do duty for coin, are uscd
almost oxclusively for sniall transactions, and
ceneraly amang people well knowntoeh
other.

When postage stanps were first introduccd
into Britain, it was little theught that they
would become a medium ai exehange, and far
less that they would excite sucir a fiiro2re
amang stamp collectars.

Mast of readers will have beard something
oi stamp callectars, but few will bc aware of
the extent ta wvhich the tirnbromarde, aor starnp
mania, bas ~w~carried. The scenes in
Birchin Laue last yzar, wliere orowids congre-
gated nightly, ta the exceeding annoyance and
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wondermient of' policemen X-, where ladies
and gentlemen of ail ages and ail ranks, from
cabinet ministers to crossing swecpers, were
busy, with album or portfolio in hand, buying,
selling or exchanging, are now known to have
been the beginnling of whiat may almost be
termed a new trade. Postage stamp exehanges
are now coininon enouglv one hield in Lomi-
bard Street on Saturday afternoons is largely
attended. Looking the other day in the ad-
vertisement pages of a nionthly magazine we
counted no f'ewer than 60 dîfiècrent dealers in
postage stanips there advertisin- tlieir wares.
Twelve months ago, there wis no regua ar

in London, at whichi foreiga stamps might, be
houghit, now thiere are a dozen regular dealers
in the inetropolis who are doing a profitable
trade. Withir' the last few xnontbs we have
witnosscd the establishment of a monthly
orgaan for the trade; and in the second nuinber
of the staij) lJollcctor's -Magazine the pub-
lishers are nioved to, say that its succcss lins
far exceeded their most sanguine expectations.
England is not the only country interested in
stamip collecting. As might be expeeted the
.custom originated in France and bas prevailed
there for a numiber of years. In the gardens
of the Tuileries, and also to some exteot in
those of the Luxembourg, crowds still gathor-,
principally on Sunday afternoons, aud May bc
seen sitting under the trees, sometimes in a
state of great excitement, as they busily seli
or exehiange any of their surplus stock for
some of wbhich they may have been in search.
The gýathering of a complote set of postage
stamps, and a proper arrangement of theni, is
at least a harmless and innocent amusement.
