It is very saﬁs.factory to find it recorded that the great wine industry of
France is recovering from its long depression. Some vears since the yield
of wine per acre, of 5,000,000 acres, was about 2 so gallons, but the
Phylloxera came from America, where it is comparativoly harmless, and the
yield was reduced to an infinitesimal proportion. The Concord grape was
then tried, and suffsring but little, or not at all, and also yielding abundantly,
it was soon planted over an immense area. Other vines which are
Phylloxera-proof were also planted, and it is now confidently expscted that,
1n a very few years the yield of wine will be as great as in the best year
before the plague appeared. The scarcity of the grape has for years past
led to the use of raisins, which not only produce a very poor wine, but lcad
to a very prejudicial adulteration.

Fiftoen duels and sixteon suicides are said to have bLeen tho ghastly
record of Monte Carlo since the New Year. Surely it is time some
stops should be taken to stop the *carnival of crime” that unceasingly
flourishes in this wretched little principality, which covers about six square
miles of territory, and has a population of less than 14,000. The very exis-
tence of such a state, in which the moral sentiment of the community is
overwhelmed by avarice and greed of gain, is an anomaly and a scandal.

Among other public conveniences which would be put a stop to by the
passage of the proposed new Sunday Bill would be the Dartmouth Ferry-
boat, and a very great inconvenience such a stoppage would be. As we have
elsewhere observed, fortunately tae Press is 2 unit on this attempt to override

9| reason and common sense by narrowness and intolerance. The Echo has

adopted the ingenious idea of a ballot on the question, and a correspondent
(Adam Smith) in the Afai! has a very smartly written letter about it, fifll of
common sense, which we confidently look to see prevail.

We said last week that we would sec in our present issue to what extent
our own fair ladies are responsible for the terrible destruction of our birds—
and a competent ornithological authority cstimates that two-thirds of the
victims of a cruel fashion are song birds. Mr. Piers, some statistics from
whose appeal we quoted, has made some observations in his walks about
Halifax, which, tho' not exhaustive, very likely involve a fairly proportionate
estimate.  As the result of partial investigation, he counted, in 6 days, 150
hats, out of which 109 (over two-thirds) bore the spoils of the wholesale slaugh-
ter of innocents. When will the fair sex take thought of compassion and
humanity ? -

A remarkable increase of population is observable at the Sault’ Ste.
Marie. In 1870, atthe time of the first Red River Expedition, there might
have been 100 to 150 inhabitants. It probably remained stationary, or
increased but very slowly, for several years, for, in 1887, there were only
300. But in April, 1888, there were 1,820. Last year there were 1,020
arrivals, and the present population is 3,500, a good number of which are
supposed to consist of Canadian families who crossed over to the American
side two or three years ago, and have now returned., Every year the
constructior: of a railway to create immigration is more and more seen to be
justified.

The recent Scott Act elections have fully borne out our anticipations of
the continuance of a re-actionary feeling. The decision adverse to the Act
of nine counties in Oatario last year has been called a Waterloo. It may
now be relegated back to the position of a Leipsic. Last week’s action would
seem to be the Waterloo. Eleven counties and two cities in Ontario, and
the County of Colchester in Nova Scotia, have rejected the Act. No doubt
the repeal was supported by numerous Prohibitionists dissatisfied with the
working and efficiency of the measure, but there is probably a large margin
of dislike to mecasures which promote all sorts of underhand work and do
but very little real good.

There is a rumor afloat that the London Times may be financially ruined
“as well,” says our authority, “as in reputation,” by tho failare of its
attempt to prove Mr. Pamnell guilty of complicity in crime. As for the
“ reputation,” public sentiment wearies of all scandals after a time, and in
a year or two the Times would probably be little the worse for wear in that
respect. But its expenses before the commission were enormous, and it is
currently reported that an attempt has been made to dispose of the paper
to a limited liability company in order to give it a fresh start. This may
be true, but it has been generally supposed that the Times was rich enough
to pull through even such an ordeal as this failure has beea. Curiously
cnough, the paper went through a nearly similar crisis about 100 years ago.

Father Chiniquy, who has been lecturing recently on the Jesuits, has a
singular and not very credible story-about the death of President Lincoln.
It is to this effect : that eleven Jesuits who were present and-heard Lincoln’s
address determined to murder the President, and break up the:republic in
the interests of France. Lincoln knew it, and told Chiniquy so. A priest
who came from Rome told Chiniquy that the plot had been all arranged,
and another priest told a friend of Lincoln’s the same story. He (Chiniquy)
traced Booth, who assassinated Lincoln, to the house of the priest who
formed the plot and another who was implicated in the murder was shielded
by the priests of Canada and Rome. It is to be supposed the Rev. Father
believes this “ wonderful history " himself, but we should think very few of
his hearers will, unless thoy are of the type of the disciples of Ignatius

Donunelly.
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It is assumed by the promoters of the new Sunday Rill that the Street
Car employces are debarred from attendance at Public Worship. This is
not the case. Only a very moderate proportion of their hands are continu-
ally employed on Sunday, and, as we understand, provision is made for
::jach of these to attend Divine Service, if he so desire, once during the

ay.

One of the provisions of the proposed new Sunday measuro is, we
believe, that, in effect, no man is to be allowed to pursue his usual avoca-
tion on the Lord's day. One of the duties of the sexton is to ring church
bells. The ringing of bells is not a work of necessity, and it has been very
fairly argued that a sexton doing so might himself be found guilty of an
infraction of the new law, and become amenable to its penaltics

We cordially congratulate our St. John contemporary the Sun on its
splendid special number of the 3rd inst., in which it gives a perfect historical
summary of the business of that much-alive city. To comment on it in
detail is beyond our space, but a perusal of it leaves us with the impression
that the enterprise of the St. John Press is the natural outcome of the energy
of the city. Awmong the very numerous subjects touched upon is that of
the Carnival, in which we wish St. John every success.

The commencement of the St. John Carnival on Dominion Day is auspi-
cous, but we are inclined to think that ten days, which we understand are to
be allotted to it, is almost too long a period not to flag towards theend. We
hope it may not be so, but be that asit may it has suggested itself to many Hali-
faxians that the time to begin our own Carnival would be in three or four days
after the finish of that of St. John—say the 1sth—unlese the good folks
of St. John see fit, on mature consideration, to curtail their time. With a
day or two’s intermission, many of the 8t. John visitors would probably be
ready to come on to Halifax and “ continue the motion.”

An English exchange informs us that the scheme of an ocean penny
postage has now been brought within the range of practical politics. * With
£60,000 saved by the revision of the post-office stationery contracts, ocean
penny postage may te established with the colonies, Canada, the United
States and Australia. The Postmaster-General states that in one week
2,000 postal money orders came from Australia of the value of ros. to £s,
and from Canada 6,000 of the same range of value. This is tnore than a
thousand postal money orders a day from kith and kin to the old folks at
home.” If this be correct, and so great a desideratum should be attained,
it would become impossible to retain the high three cent rate for inland
postage in Canada for any length of time.

Whether or no the French Government is wise in prosecuting the Patriotic
League, it has certainly done itself credit by cancelling the decree of ban-
ishment against the Duc D'Aumale. Of all the Orleans Princes the Duc
D'Aumale 15 the most respectable—perhaps we should say noble—for his
long career is entirely untainted by pettiness or even indiscretion. Benefi-
cient, firm, prudent, and ever ready for any duty, his country might impose
upon him, a man of letters and a good soldier, his gift to the nation of his
great estate of Chantilly after his ostracism had been pronounced, evinced a
calm magnanimity which places him in the highest rank of Frenchmen. As
the Duke is now old and has no children, the Republic runs but hittle risk
in recailing to his native land a man of such incontestable purity and
patriotism.

We are always sorry to find oursclves in antagonism to the clergy, or any
section of them, but we are compelied to unqualified condemnation of the
effort now being made to impose further stringent and unwarranted restric-
tions on individual liberty in respect to the observance of Sunday. It is
assumed by the clerical promoters of the proposed measure that such
restrictions are desired by the Province at large. We have good reason
to believe that the assumption is without fo' ndation, and that the movement
is simply the outcome of a determined cler.~al hostility to the conveniencc
of the citizens of Halifax in the running of the Street Cars on Sunday. As
we have urged before, Sunday is better observed in Canada than in any
other country in the world, and ecclesiasticism should be content 10 leave
alone that which is well. " e

Owing to wide.spread and disastrous floods over vast Provinces in
Chins, thousands of the subjects of the Celestial Empire are in imminent
danger of starvation. Many have already thus perished miserably, and
many more must die before succor can reach them. A pitiful cry for help
is wafted from across the ocean to us in America. This appeal deserves a
prompt and even a lavishly gencrous response. These teeming millions
require oot only to have their immediate wants ministered to, but thoy must
be supplied with seed that they may raise the crops that are to feed thom in
the future. And these Chinese—though heathen—have just claim on the
sympathy and generosity of the civilized and Christian world. The Hun-
gariang, when flooded out, the fam:ne-smitten Irish of Connemars, the Ameri-
cans, fever and panic-stricken, all have been aided by Chinese money.
Indeed, we know of no great public nced of help in any part of the world
that has cried out to a deaf car in China. That human ant-hill, after ages
of seclusion, no sooner admitted fellowship with the rest of the world than
it recognized the brotherhood of man and its fraternal obligations, and
dropped its portion into the contribution When the voice of distress was heard.
China felt the thrill of the fraternity of man when the Western nations
needed charity, and should now be made to feel the pleasures of Christian

The most fearful terrors tho world has known have been those which
have been perpetrated in the name of religion, and instigated by men whose
sincerity had blunted their every sense of humanity. The most atrocious
of these horrors wero those of the Inquisition. Next, perhaps, the tyranny
of the witch-burning Puritans, and this last was almost equalled by the
antocracy of Calvin at Geneva. The difference between the persecutions
of old and the intoleranco of to-day is in degree only, not inkind, and there
is not an instance of clerical dictation in logislation which has not contra-
vened the better sense of the public.  Very nearly all paternal legislation is
in the highest degree objectionable, but that which is prompted by eccles-
iasticism is the most meddlosome and mischiovous of all.  We rejoico to
see that the Halifax Press is a unit on this question and uniles in condemna-
tion of the proposed new Sunday measure.

“Up to 1791,” said a writer in the Week some three yearsago, “ tl}& small
French population of Canada was in a position to be converted into an
English colony with traces of French sentiment and language, which would
have slowly disappeared. But at that date William Pitt the younger brought
into the Iouse of Commons two Quebec acts, which constituted- two
Provinces—Lower Canada , with a full provision of French laws, langu.go
and institutions ; Upper Canada, with a production of English laws aud
social system. During the debate Pitt declared on the floor of the House
that his purpose was to create two colonies distinct from and jealous of each
other, 5o as to guard against a repetition of the late unhappy rebellion which
had separated the thirteen colonies from the empire.” It is curious to note
how far reaching may be the effects of political acts, and how totally
opposite to the intent of the originator may be their far distant results,
Little could Pitt dream that the civil and religious privileges he was craftily
conceding to the French Canadians would become a factor often trouble-
some, sometimes dangerous, to the cohesion in the future of another set
of Provinces.

Expressions of dissatisfaction about the Militia administration are be-
coming more and more frequent. The clothing is now furnished by
Canadian firms, and even if it costs a little more under such an arrangement,
the small extra cost would be worth paying, but if the quality is bad, as it
is, asserted to be, the advantage vanishes. Some very strong opinions have
been expressed in the Commons even by Conservative members. The fact
is politicians, from Sir John Macdonald downwards, have got firmly fixedin
their heads the idea that any partizan who has to be gratified willdo for a
Minister of Miiitia. Wo have never had a really good onesince Sir George
Cartier ; though it is not improbable that Mr. Jones would have made a
very fair one had his tenurce of office been longer. This mischievous idea
extended downwards for a long time, and one D. A. G., retired some
time since, was the most extraordinary instance of incapacity ever put
into a staff appointment. Without a good head, department or district
goes to the dogs, and good military men are not to be picked up everywhere
by the waysides of the muddy roads of party. Thisis a matter the public
should be alive to, as an able man is always cheaper in the long run than a
poor adminbistrator.

The remote dates of any intelligence we recsive of the gallant Stanley
leave so terribly wide a margin foranxiety asto what may have happened in the
interim, as to materially temper the satisfaction of being, at long intervals,
carried a month or two dewn thoe sluggish stream of time. Nevertheless it
is with renewed hope and confidence that from time to time we find success
attending his heroic courage and energy. Wo now learn of his safety and that
of the equally gallant Emin Pasha up to Sept. 4th last, at which time they were
reported to he marching together towards Zanzibar with several thousand
men, women and children, The thrill of satisfaction with which we receive
this news will have been intensified to many of our fellow citizens by the
accounts which accompany it of the capability and bravery of Lt. Stairs,
Stanley's Chief of Staff. This gallant young officer, who, after graduating
bigh at the Royal Military Coliege at Kingston, was for three years a most
efficient Surveyor and Civil Engineer in New Zealand, then received bis
commission in the Royal Engineers, and was subsequently selected .v
Stanley for the onerous position to which he has done so much credit. H
had it appears been severely wounded below the heart by an arrow, and a}l
Halifax will rejoice with his relations and moro intimate friends that his
recovery is, 1ike his wound, a2 matter of the past.

The storm of aggressive ill-feeling, nensense and opprobrium, which
atended the Presidential clection, having, as we expected it would, very
considerably abated, it is now quite within a reasonable hope that the
deoper substratum of utual appreciation and good-will between England
and Canada and the United States may e-verience a wholesome upheaval to
its original level. Incidents sometimes happen opportunely. A new
United States Minister, bearing 2 highly honored name, has been appointed
to the Court of St. James, where he is cerian of a cordial welcome, and
there is no indication that the newly delegated Plenipotentiary of England
to Washington will be otherwisc than acceptable. Meantime, two nterna-
tional amenities which have recently occurred will certainly not tend to
set back the returning current of good feeling. The officers of the British
Channel Fleet, having cabled to the U. S, Secretary of the Navy their sorrow
for the recent loss of Jife at Samoa, and their sympathy with the American
Navy, received from Mr. Tracey a highly appreciative reply, and a similar
satisfactior. has been manifested in American naval circles at the marked
respect shown by the English Fleet in Chinese waters to the memory of
Rear Admiral Chandler, Commander-in-Chief of the American Squadron, at

The earnings of the Canadian Pacific Railway in February were $844,-
045, and the operating expenses 3643,501. In January and February the
net profits amounted to $232,298, as compared with $116,000 in the same
period last year.

The Royal Gazette announces the incorporation of Springhill. The Netws
says :—* The provincial government cannot be accused of any undue haste
in giving its decision ; yet the announcement will be hailed with pleasure
even at this late date.”

The statue is to be fifteen feet high, in bronze,
standing on a granite pedestal 100 feet in height. The hill is on Standish's
farm. The sculptor is J. S. O'Kelly, of Boston, and the monument wiil cost
875,000.

Mrs, Wilson, widely known by her maidena name, Ida Lewis, has added
another to the long list of lives saved by her in Newport Harbor. Her uacle
Henry Lewis, 70 years of age, while returning from fishing in a small skiff,
fell overboard in the harbor near Lime Rock: lighthouse, of which she i3
keeper. She saw the accident, put out in her boat and rescued her uncle in
an exhaueted condition.

Storm, fire and flood have been having thiugs their own way in some
parts of the United States during the past week.

New Zealand does not want the English sparrows. The Government
offers a bounty of five cents each for their destruction.

Miss Whatley, daughter of the late Archbishop of Dublin, and founder
of the British Mission School in Egypt, died at Cairo recently, after a short
illness.

A wood-ranger named Gildew was recently found in the river near
Kilkenny, with his brains pounded out. The outrage is supposed to be of
agrarian origin.

The Imperial parliament hss consented to the appointment of a commis-
sion to enquire into the value of vaccination, believing that the result will
dispel the doubts as to its value.

Lord Mandevills, heir to the Duke of Manchester, has been pronounced
bankrupt. It has been decided to institute criminal proceedings against
him on a charge of having made untrue affidavita.

The late John Bright was given, in accordance with his wishes, an
unostentatious funeral. Wreaths were sent by the Queen, the Prince and
Princess of Wales, Miss Cobden, and his own work-people.

It is said that the social condition of Whitechapel has greatly improved
since the murders committed there, owing to the increased exertions of the
clergy and the laity for the good of the people of the district.

The death, in Italy, of J. H. Graham Loftus, Marquis of Ely in the
Peerage of Ireland, and Baron Loftus in that of the United Kingdom, at the
early age of 40, is reported. We believe the titles go to his brother, John
H. Loftus.

A gold medal to commemorate the Jubilee of Phonography was pre-
sented to Isaac Pitman, at a dinner in London. The medal, which weighs
about 2} ounces, contains an excellent portrait of the venerable inventor
of phonography.

An Australian firm has offered the British Government an immense sum
for the privilege of having their advertisemeot printed on the gum side of
all postage stamps, so that the purchaser will be obliged to see it whenever
he moistens the gum.

There was a rumor afloat in England last week that there was a plot to
shoot the Prince of Wales on the race course at Leicester. Precautions

were taken and the vicinity carefully watched, but nothing occurred to
disturb the Prince at the race.

The Pope is engaged on along encyclical letter chiefly devofed to the
question of state socialism. The letter will soon be completed. The Pope
has of late been in frequent communication with Catholic statesmen and
cconomists throughout the world.

A strong fireproof room bas been constructed outside Hawarden Castle,
and in this will eventnally be deposited an enormous mass of correspon-
dence, extending over the whole of Mr, Gladstone's public life, and consist-
ing of upwards of 60,000 letters,

_ Emperor William, doubtful as to what English feeling may be towards
bim on his visit to London 1n July, has insp.red the semi official declaration
that the Emperor’s supposed dislike to the English is a mistake, and that,
after Germany, he loves Eongland most.

Sir George Baden Powell intends to call the attention of the Hcuse of
Commons to the sufficiency of the North Atlantic trade to meet the food
needs of the United Kingdom in time of war, and to move that special
arrangercents be made to eflectually protect British steam communication on
the North Atlantic against interruption by hostile cruisers.

The Jewish community in London will, says the Jewish Chronicle, soon
receive a rare guest in the person of a lady bachelor of arts of the Bombay
University, Miss Miriam Samuels. She is the daughter of a Persian mer-
chant settled in Bombay, and has obtained her position at the University
solely through private instruction.  Miss Samuels intends to study medicine
in Lopdop, with the view of practising as a doctor in India.

H. M. 8. Calliope is reported to have arrived safely at Sydney. Her
escape from the hurncane which wrecked the German and American ships
at Samoa was evidently due to perfect precaution and good seamaoship.
Ske bad five anchors out, and snapped the cables of four, when Capt. Kane
put to sea and worked out at balf a knot an hour. Tremendous seas broke
over her and did much damage, but no life was lost. All unite in praising
the pluck of her Captain.

The Ceutennial Intercolonial Exhibition in Melbourne, Australia, was
officially closed by his Excellency the Governor on January 31. Each
natiou represented at the Exhibition was called in tura, and its represen-
tatives advanced to the platform and received trom the Governor the awards
adjudged to it.

SEA-LIONS AND FUR-SEALS.

Seal-skin from the true seal has shor’, bristle hairs and is usoed for trunk
covers, coats, caps, gloves, otc.; seal-skin from the eared seals is tho soft, fine,
glossy fur which the ladies prizo so highly, aud which has an important
place in our luxurious winter ward-robes, Theso animals are carnivorous
mammalia, and breathers of the air ; while they hunt their food ic the water,
they must live out of it ; hence they are found most frequontly near the
water, on the rocks of tho coast, or floating on cakes of ice. 1o counection
with the walrus, they have boen aptly described by some writers as a kind
of marine bears. Their bright, intelligent-looking faces are familiar in all
our zoological collections, and their sports and aunties aro always amusing,
and never fail to collect a crowd wherever they can be observed. The true
seals live in the Northern scas. They aro the main reliance of the Eskimo
for his support, and supply him with food, light, fuel, clothes, thread, strings,
and leathor.

Tho sea-lion, having a head with pointed ears, “ Jooking like the head
of a dog with his cars cut off,” large eyes, whiskers, a long neck, and a
body raised upon its hind and foro limbs soveral inchea from thoe ground,
appears upon the land moro like a land animal, while it is fully as much at
home in the water as the scal.

The breeding habits of the soa-lions, as they are described by several
authors, are oxircmely curious. They frequent solitary islands, away from
inhabited coasts, in large numbers, anii are supposed generally to return to
tho same placoe, or near it, year after year., Heio thiy occupy the spaces
betweon high water mark and the foot of the cliffs—to which tho sailors
have giving the namo of * rockerics "—using the beach »s a playground for
the pups, and fixing their sleeping-places on tho tops of the chils. Only
the old males or ** married seals,” and the full grown females or ‘“ mothers,”
aro »liowed upon tho rookeries.

The young seals—the young males are called ¢ bacholors " —-aro left to
swim about in the water, or aro allowed to retire behind the rookeri s to the
uplands back of tho grounds that the old seals have appropriated to thew-
selves. Communication botween their uplund haunts and tho sea is given
them by appointed paths, from which thoy are not peraitt d {o stray to
either side. Tho rookories are haunted only by a few atragglers during the
winter, but at the beginning of spring the older and chi«t males of the herd
vicit tho placoas if on a tour of inspectiun, swimnming around cautiously ;
thien, if it all seems safo, climbing upon the rocks and exawiniug everything
carefully. The company incrosses vory slowly until about the 1st of June;
then, if the weather has become warm, the huilgosls come up in large
numbers and select their * claims,” consisting of a plot of ground about
ton foot square for cach animal, which ho must defend uguinst all comers.

Desporate fights often take place for the possession of these litile plots,
at the ond of which the vanquished seal withdraws humbly, while the victor
quiotly takes possession of his conquest.

. Itissuid, according to Mr. Clark, * that ocessionallv tho-e mites who

As soon as
the fomale has got upon tho sand, tho noarcst male addresses hor with o
noiso liko tho clucking of a hen, bows to her and conxos hor, until he gets
botweon hor and the water, whon his mannor changes and he boegins to drive
hier up with angry growls. e is not yot suro of hor, however, for the
goals in the noxt line above him are on the watch to steal tho most desirablo
prizes that their moro fortunatoly situatod follows have captured. Thoy
take them in their mouths as cats do their kittons. Sometimes two scals
contond for tho same fomsle at once, and in this caso she gots torribly
lacerated and sometimes torn in two, When the distribution of fomnales has
boou finished, the arrangement is pormanent. Each bull-seal keeps the
mastory over his twelve or fifteen wives if he is in one of the front rows,
five to nino if he is in a back row, and allows ne intrusion on his domain.
Owo old bull is mentioned by Mr. Elliott that had forty females under his
charge.

’]%he pups are born a fow hours after tho mothers have landed; ecach
mother brings forth one, seldom twins. The mothers show but little fond
ness for thoir young, but can distinguish their cries among the thousands,
and cach will suckle »  sther than ber own. Tho pups begin to take to the
water whon thoy are w..at a month old, clumsily at firast, but soon becom-
ing accustomed to the oloment.

The rookery at the Tnbylov Islands is brokon up during the last days
of July and tho first week in August. The young have then becomo able
to take caro of thomselvos, and arc abandonod by their mothers, who give
thomselves up to lounging on the waves. The “married soals,” who have
boon constantly at their posts and restlessly active for three months without
taking food or water, go down to tho sea to feed and wash, Notwithstand-
ing their long fast and hard work, they aro not emaciated, but come out in
good condition, having sustsined life all the time by absorption of the thick
stores of fat hidden under their skins. The mothers continue to idle, and
tho pups and ‘‘ bachelors” to sport and frolic, till the storms of autumn begin
to come on, when they all depart for warmer latitudes, after which they give
no account of thomselves till the next spring.— V. I1. Larrabee, in the Pop-
wlar Science Afonthly.

Sorting up orders aro coming in freely and payments aro
as good as can bo oxpected. Tho probabilities are very largoly in favor of
tho prosont firm attitudo in textilo fabrics being maintsined. Cotton and
wool in raw state are vory firmly held at produocing points, and cheap goods
in thoso lines scom imposaible at the presont.

Inoy, MeTars aND Harowane.—The iron and hardware business hat
beon fairly activo and quite a considerable amount of trado has boen accom®
plished for future dolivery, though prices are reportod to have beon some-
what shaded. Cables have continued stroag throughout. Warrants' in
Glasgow have advanced 8d. Bar iron ond hoop have an upward tondency
and tin-plates are highor. Conada plates aro firm, A considerable volumo
of trade is doing in shelf goods of all descriptions at steady prices. Spot
tin in London is quoted at £95 and Chili bars at £41 10a. In the United
States iron contros trade is reported active and mills are generally running
up to their full capacity, with orders enough already in hand to kgop them
going for at least four months ahead. Iu fact iron may be said to be
 booming."” .

Brrapsturrs,—The domand for flour has continued slow and tho mar-
kot has ruled quiet with onty a small jobbing trade doing. The volume of
business transacted was light and wo do not hear of any round lots changing
hands. The indications are that thore will bo no improvement for some
timo, as buyers generally have smple supplies on hand for all probable
presont necessities. English cablos roport wheat a turn dearor and corn
rather easier, French country markets are slow. Flour in Paris firm.
Antwerp spot wheat easier. In the Chicago market wheat has continued
woak and prices have broken lic. to 23c. Business has been very active
and a large amount of trade has been effected at the reducod prices. On the
other hand corn was firmer and moved up Jc.

Provisions.—Business in the local provision markets has continued
quiet, and no now feature has been developed. The demand for pork has
been slow, and trado was of & merely jobbing character at steady prices, The
enquiry for lard has been fair, and small lots have chgnged hands quite
freely. ‘Thers has been no changs in the Liverpqol provision ma_rkeb.s, and
prices have remained steady at provious quotations. The feeling in the
Chicsgo provision market has improved, and prices for pork moved up 5e.
Lard improved 23c. The hog market was weak and dropped 5c. to 15¢.

Burrer axp Corese.—The butter market has been steady under a mod.
orato demand, though nothing important has developed. Old stock has been
pretty well worked off, and new comes in very slowly. A report from Liv-
erpool, G. B., saya:—* The arrivals have been too large, and pressure to ell,
with a falling off in the domand, hae caused a further decline, low prices being
agked for inforior goods, but sales are . mall. We quote finest American and
Canadian here, 90, to 100s., but this kind is scarce, though mediums are plen-
tiful—quoted st 60s. to 80s. according to quality. Finest Kiel, 120a. to 125s.
Irish—Cork Firsts, 122s.; seconds, 107s.; mediums 100s; thirds, 96s,;
fourths, 81s. per cwt.” The choese market has boon very quiet and void of
any interesting foatures. The remaining supply is being ateadily worked
down and as no new can bo expected for six or eight woeks a tomporary
advance in prices is 10 bo looked for. In Liverpool, G. B., a report received
by mail is as follows: —** Tho ms:ket has been steady, with a quiet consur »-
tive demand ut our quotations. Stocks avo not large, but, in tho absence .«
far of any speculative or brisk demand, holders do not attempt to advanco
prices. Wo quote finest cheese 55s. to §7s., and giod Augusts 483. to 52s.
—colored of this grade being scarce, There are some arrivals this week of
winter-made mediums, more or less skimmed, which sell at 30s. to 493.,
buyers, though complaining of quality, being compelled to “ako them owing
to scarcity of medium grades. Skims apd commo. lots offered at 13s. to
26s. soll slowly.” .
Porators.—Large quantities of potatoes have recently boen received
in this city, mostly of excollent quality, and they are offered at very
low prices. This is the resnlt of tho meglect or refusual of firmers to
soll lasy fall when their produce was in demand. Now they have to dispose
of what they have wintored at what prices they can obtain. In. the
meanwhile they have lost interest, storage, insurance, etc. on their holdings,
and have to sccept an average lower figuro than they could have secured
without tronble last fall. The Montreal Trads Bulletin remarks:—* The
large supplies of potatoes and their almost unprecedented cho«pness, have
played no unimportant part in keeping down the price of wheat and it may
therefore not be amiss to advert to the present condition of the potato mar-
ket. 1n this city stocks are heavily in excess of tho demand ; but low and
unprofitable as pricos are to growers, they appear to be forwarded here from
different parts of the country for sale, with transactions in car loads repotted
at 35¢. per bag, and a lot of common stock was disposed of as low as 25c.
A year ago prices for round quantities were steady at 80c. to 85¢c. per bag.
In Now York there is quito a glut of old tubers, State Hebron and Peerless
selling there at 75¢. to $1.06 por bbl. of 180 lbs. or equal to two bags,
whilst common State descriptions have been pluced at 60c. to 70c. per bbl.
Potatoes, therefore, being only about half tho prico_thoy brought last yesr,
consumers have used them unstintedly and have thus heen enabled to
disponso with no inconsiderable portion of flour.” herd to
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sccure. The oxport apple trade has met with a succession of disasters from

tho commoncomont of the scason, and according to advices by last English

mail, the windup shows no improvemont, as the Livorpool market was thrown
into quite a panic during tho woek ending March 23rd, owing to the con-
tinued heavy arrivals of wasty and frosted fruit, Such was the almost
unprecedented depression at the closo of the wook referrod to, that it twas
impossiblo to soll apples at any price. The arrivals wors 20,000 bbls,,
about doublo the quantity needed, and many consignmonts brought only
suflicient to cover freight and charges, whilst on some lots thore woro
reclamations. ‘Tho oxports from Atlantic ports to dato are in round figures
about 1,370,000 bbls, ogainat about 600,000 obls, for the correaponding
poriod last year, showing tho large increaso of 770,000 bbls, The chief
causo of tho heavy losses that have boen sustained by dealcrs and shippers
on this continent, was undoubtedly the unprocodontedly severo frost that
sot in carly in November, which caught the fruit in transit oll over the
country without heating apparatue in cars, and piled up at country railway
stations unprotected. Tho result was that the great bulk of the fruit going
into store and moving to tho eeaboard for shipment was frozen,

in that locality is estimated at over 50 per cent. The decrease at Matanzis
is also considerable, and several estates in that jurisdiction have concluded
grinding with a deficit that varies between 25 and 40 por cont.

Fresbh herring bait
is reported to have “struck in” along the eastern shore, but it is not
specially wanted at presont. There can be no doubt that the past winter
has entailed very heavy losses on bolders of fish in this Province, as they
have beon forced, through the absence of demand, to carry stocks through
the season on which they cannot to-day realize first cost, 1o say nothing of
interest, insurance, handling and other incidentsl expenses. Qur cutside
advices aro as follows :—Montreal, April 9.—** There has been no new
featores in the fish market, business havisg continued quiet, as the bulk of
buyers have filled their wants for the season, and the market has ruled quiet,
with buginess dull. The bulk of the stock of most kinds of fish have been
bought up, and the afferings aro now light. Labrador herrings ate iu fair
supply, and offerings have been mado at 34.50 without meoting with buyers.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

Dournton.~The same hsggling round the broad question which cherac-
terized the Franchise debats in the Provincial Housos, marks the discuesion
of the same question in the Commons. Whatever may be the reazons, all
pertica seem to be afraid of manhood suffragoe, yet the timo has fully arrived
when oxtension to that basis would enfranchise s vast numbor of young men,
sufficiently educated in our common schools, to qualify them ss intelligent
voters, who have grown to man's estate sinco Confederation. Tt is our opin-
ion that every self-supporting or wage-earning young man, who can read and
writo, and who is not dizqualified by crimo, is entitled 10 the full rights of
citizenship. The dobates vn the subject are little more than conveniont
vehicles for patty accusations, and perhaps are welcome to political partizans
for that very reason. Much obloquy is heaped on the existing Dominion
Act, and we should imsgine, from all indications of public opinion for the
Jast three yoars, that the Conservativo party should bave at least quite as little
ss its opponents to fesr from manbood suffrage ; Dominion snd Provincial
Suffrage sbould be alike.

The House threw out, by 80 to 79, a Divorce Bill, in regard to which
theiro Yv*_ere somewhat more than doubls as to collusion between the husband
anl wife,

On tho 4tb, the Minister of Marine and Fisheries brought up for its sac-
ond reading a bill for tho safety of ships, partly based on the English Act,
which makes criminal the act of sending to sea any vessel which, by reason
of sge, bad repsir, improper loading, or dofective equipment, can bo regarded
ss unseaworthy. The other sslient points of the bill, were embodied in
clauses, providing for the use of * shifting boards” to prevent the ehifting of
cargoes of grain at sea, and regulating dock cargoes, Strong excoption was
taken by maritime mombers to the application of these sections to Atlantic
coasting veesels, and Mr. Tupper conscnted to the withdrawal of the word
“ oats" from the grain clause, and would not press the reduction of deck-
loads unless the house desired it. The sections objected to by maritime
membere were then dropped, and the rest agreed to.

Theshowing of 2 united front by mantime, and particularly Nova Scotian,
members has evidently produced its effect  Op Fridasy, Hon. Mr. Jones’
moved his resolution for setting aside & sum out of the C. P. R. Company’s
funds for the construction of the Harvey-Salisbury section of the Short-line.
In reply Sir Johu announced that an arrangement had been arrived at by the
Goverowmont with the C. P. R, for the early construction of the section.
Then was kindled the wrath of certsin of the opposition, whom nothing
seems to provoke to anger so swiftly, as the Government doing anything that
is really and urgently required. The frothy and irrepressible Me. Mills (of
Bothwoll) bounced to the front at obce, with sarcastic questions as to
“when 1’ snd then attacked Mr. Jupes for * scctional selfishness,” precisely
in the instsnce in which that gentleman seems to desorve some credit, as, in
our opinion, do all our members, and particularly Mr. Kennoy, with regard
to the Short Line question. Sir Jobn said ks would bring down the arrange-
ment during the seasion, and ask tho House to endorse it.  dr. Jones made
s long attack on the Intercolopisl mansgement, and right or wrong, thero
ato many who agree with him ip thinking there is room for improvement
in it

On Monday Mr. Tupper stated that tho ordinary fishery officors had
been instructed to look after mill-owners, and provent them from throwing
saw-dust into the rivers, aud that no new officers would be appointed. It is
said tbat scientific means may bo oxpectod shortly to bo applicablo to con-
verting saw-dust to many uses on a largo scale. If this bo so it way go far
towards solving the problem with satisfaction to the mill-owners

The importation of French fish in hond was debated, Mr. Jones roain-
tained that it did not reduce the prices paid to our own fishermen, whils it
furni hes employment to the shippiog of the Provinco, and business to the
maritime ports. If it wero not done they would ha shipped direct from
Miquelon to a foreign port, and there compete with Nova Scotisn fish. Mr.
Bowell was satisfied the bonding privilege had not been abused, and agreed
with Mr. Jones. General Laurieo and Mr. Kouny held the opposite views,
and Mr. Eisenhauer said that reciprocity would set the matter straight.

The C P. R Bill has paszed tho committee of the House, but it ia to he
feared tho Government has sgroed to build the Sbort-line for the C P. R
to opersto, which, though it 18 important to get it dono in any way, 1s far
from being satisfactory.

A Bill to imposo resiraint upon pedlers of foreign-grown bursery stock
was referred to a seloct committee. Sir Jobn said it was pot a Government
Bill, and that its object was to prevent fraud—not to restrict trade. Oppo
sition members held a difforent opinion, and denounced the bill as a fraud
on the peoplo of the Uhnitod States.

A Bill to vrovide for the examinalion and liconsing of all persons

employed as stationary enginecers, or having charge of steam boilers, was
rejected,

ProvisciaL.—Tbe usuelly tedious debates of the Houso of Assombly were
enlivened on Saturday afternoon by a lively, if not brillisnt, passage of arma
betweon Mr. MacCoy, the Attorney-General and Mr. Weeks. Mr. MacCoy
moved an amendment to the bill for providiog Jifeand accidentinsurancs for
miners, extending its provisions to ths fishermen of the Province. This pro-
voked the wrath of Mr. Weoks, snd Mr. Longley following him, exproesed
his opinion that no one bul “ an idiot” would have introduced such an
amendment. This was undoubtedly ill-judged, for while the Government
wss putting forth legislation of this nature, it would seem to bave born
quits within its scopo, with the examplo of Newfoundland beforo it, to have
considered tho claims of this valaable class to similar consideration.  Mea
sures of this naturo are among the fow cases n which * paternal” legislation
stands justifisd. Bo shis as 1t may, Mr MacCoy promptly delivered a coun-
ter attack of the most lively and peraons! chanacter, which wast bave been

quite a godsend to members ripsning for amusement undor the ennui of their
usually vapid and prosy discussicns. Mr, Fielding finally declared that he
would withdraw the Miners' Insurance Bill if Mr. MacCoy's amendment
should pass.

A Government Bill has been brought down to horrow $300,000 for the
construction and maintenance of roads throughout the Province. The scheme
of distribution is perhaps open to the objection that it is on old lines, and
it is doubtful whethor localitios in which thero are no railways ought not
to be nssigned a larger proportion. Certainly $300,000 is by no mesns s
large sum, but it is, we bolieve, intimated that it may be enlarged to two
millions bofore the work is effoctively carcied out. Tho object is undonbtedly
a good, snd even a necessary one, sud it should not be objected to, as it no
doubt will bo, that it will throw increased political power into the hands of
tho Government.  But the Provinco is already burdened with a heavy
dobt, and it is impossible to contemplate without somo misgiviog so eorious
an addition to it. This consideration should lead the logislatura to very
serious consideration before committing the country irrelrievably to the

measure, which is one that domauds a very full and frao dissussion in all
its details.

EXTRACTS FROM REPORT OF INSPECTOR OF MINES.
( Continued.)

Wuiresuny,—This district, the oldest in the county, continues to be a
stendy producer, and the coming year is looked for with confidence, as regards
suld mining avd tho business dependent on it. ‘Tho McQuire proporty,
undor the able and succeasful managemont of Mr. Roderick McLeod, who
has been superintondont #o long, continues to sond in good roturns. There
are two veins being worked on the property—the old vein aud another sim-
ilar vein a short diatance ecuth. Oun tho old vein tho underground workings
Lave been carried onsterly, and the quantity of quarlz in the vein has
incroased. A straight ehaft was put down succossfully to intersect the vein
where trouble was fesred .from the brook. 'The quantity of ore in reach of
tho shafts on the two veins justifies the oxpectation of a successful season in
the coming year. . lndications of other veins on the property have beon
found, and thoy will bo developod as neoded. Mr: Graves, the managor of
tho property adjoining on the north, put down astraight shaft and inter-
sectod the McGuire north vein on his property and worked it for a time, A
fire burned down his shaft-house, and work was suspended at this pit. Mr.
Graves openod pits on diflerent veius on the property, and carried on min-
ing during the scason. The Cushing property has not been working during
the just yoar, but negotiations have hoen in progress for the purchase of the
proporty, and a resumption of work is hoped for. The finding of some veins
shewing gold well in the neighborhood of Corrigan Lake, have been repor-
ted, but the rainy woeather prevented the carrying on of development work,
At Mount Uniacke proper thore was no work of euy note performed
during the year.

At South Uniacke, the Withrow property has become of importance, as
it has been proved to contain a valuable lead, the returns running as high
as 4 oz., 14 dwts. to the ton. It is expocted that next senson this district
will be further prospected.

At Ardoise lust fall a Jarge amnount of ground was taken up, The Hard-
ing Company have put themselves in position to commonce regular mining
and tho holders of property to the west of them havo found several gold-
bearing veins The ground is reported as being regular, and as tho gold
beating boulders are from several points, it is hoped that this locality will
soon como to the front.

In Renfrew mining operations have heen continued within any special
festure of interost. The returnsshow 642 ounces from 1,145 tons of quartz.
At Waverly but little has beon done in the way of milling, as the atten-
tion of thosv engaged hore has beon directod to oxtensive proparations for
systematic mining. The McClure mill has been rebuilt, and dr, Nelson
has been preparing to open o large tract of ground ocast of the will, which is
known to contain soveral important lends. On the -cast sido of the Canal
Lake a tunvel has been started at a few feet above water level to cut the
barrel quariz, or its westerly dip north of the bridge. Thero were a fow
tous from the Wallaco areas crushed at the Burkner mill. ‘The returns showed
4,132 days lubor.

Ononast.—Tho return show that 15,570 days' labor were performed, and
1,699 ounces extracted from 2,106 tons of quartz. The maximum yiald of
auy reiurn being 1 oz 9 dwis 22 grs.  Operations were confined principally
to the mines under Mr. Hardman's control.

Carmiov.—The Like Lode Company continued working steadily, their
lode averaging up to thice feet of quartz.  The Caflrey property has been
opened by tho samo Company, and returns made from Lease 217. In the
Mooso Ltive rdiggings tributors continued working on the Montreal and other
propertics, und operations were continued on Mr. Bruce's property.

Mr. Touquoy continued opening his property. e has built a good mill,

in which, in addition to the quartz mined, he has crushed a large smount of
surfaco soil, ete.
Tho cempletion of the through road from Tangier to Mooseland, and
thenco to Copes 1lill, doose River, ete., and .the Musquadoboit Valley, will
prove of great benefit to the wining districts it crosses, and indircetly will
assist the fermers and lumbermon.

Lagre Catcua Districr.—The Oxford Mines have run steadily during
tie year on ore from the Split and Picayuno loads, both of which aro still
luoking well. Some work was also doue iz tho spring on the Battery lead,
with very satisfactory results.

Owing to the weather but littlo prospecting was accomplished, though
over forty leads are now cut on the property, most of which show gold, and
goveral more are known to exist.

Tho yield for the year was 2161 ozs. from 1559 tons ore, making a total
of 12,775 ¢zs. from 8960 tone since uporations commenced 1n 1882,

Taxeier.—A littla work was done on the Brunswick Company's prop-
erty, and sumo tributing and prospecting wurk. At Fifteen Mile Stream the
Egerton Cumpany continued wotking, principilly on areas 992 and 993, the
returns showing 946 ounces from 2151 tons of quartz. At Lochaber, 1n the
fall, Mr. Ashton ade all proparations for opening tho main lead, and a
rong was built into tho mine from the end of tho Esst River of Shoet Harbor
road.

Wixe Harsor.—During the summer and fall an effort was wade to
reopon workings in this district. A great deal of timo has been spent in
scarching for tho oastorn part of the Plough load, and the roturns are prin-
cipally from the Napier property.

Evon the wilful broncho of the wild West is amonable to civilization,
¢ The prineipsl characteristic of this gay and wily apimal bitherto,” it is well
said by o Calgary contomporary, * has been his decided proponsity for that
exhiloting exorcise, bucking.” In fuct, the propensity a fow yonra ngo was so
docided that tho broncho could rarely bo ridden, and then only by the most
expert and dering horsemen familiar with his habits. Mauny brouchos, as woll
as many of their trainers, have been permanently injured in the nttempt at
breaking. But the culling out of poor marce and the use of well-brod
stallions have rapidly made a chango in the character of the broncho, which,
while retaining its native hardiness of conetitution, hus improved in size
and almost lost its tendency to buck, OF 127 re-mounts purchased by the
Mounted Police last summer at Culgary, Maclood and Pincher Creek, all the
animals have turned out good horses. ‘T'ho rapid success of breedoers in
eradicating the objectionable fentures of the broneho is an encouragement to
intelligont brooders of all domestic animals.

Prof. Henry has found that a pound of gain oa a calf during its secoud
yoar costs in food very noarly one helf more than a pound of gsin during
the first yoar.

The best way to stop a hen from eating her eggs is to mako a pot-pie of
her, und if she has had the habit some wevks she will make a particularly
nice pie ; she will be fat and juicy. Ordinarily it doesn't pay to waste time
trying to cute hons of this habit, for tha reasoa that it takes more time thun
tho hen, plus a good pot-pie, is worth.

‘I'be following oxtract is from the London, (Ont.) Free Press. It isof
coursa written in the interest of Ontario farmers and poultry-raisers, but we
again point out, as we havo heretofore done in the mattorsof horses, butter,
etc., that if Ontario experts consider that thero is a fair chance of profit in
the English markets for Ontario farmers, how much better is the situstiun
of tho Nova Scotian, who, a8 we havs continuonsly inculcated, is at the very
door, 80 to speak, of tho demands of Great Britain?  *“ The poultry industry
in Canada and the United States is very lurge, and if the latest statistics
from tho United States are relinble the poultry production has exceeded that
of wheat, cotton. the dairy, and ix three times that of the pork output,
Ootario has produced poultry in the like rat:o.  We over produce in oggs
and poultry, and want to find tho best market. Now, by establishing a trade
with Great Briwin, which annually imports 815,383,545 worth of thess
commoditics, a trade in eggs might be built up in that direction. Tha
matter of storage, packing and freight.rates would be piime factors in the
profitable handling of eggs and poultry. \With but little more additional
trouble, cold storage, and the proper packiug of eggs, this commodity could
be placed in the British markets with bigger margin of profit than is possible
in the larger cities of tho United States. The mmimum price of egas in
England is 25 cents o dozen, and the following recent reputt from the
Motropolitan poultry market (London, England,) will show how poultry sells
there :—Chickens, 50 conts to $1.25 a picce ; ducks, 75 cents to S1 a pieco;
turkoys, $2.50 a pieco ; goslings or young goese, 31.50 to $2 by the single
bird. If a regular trado were ostablished ship-loads of pouluiy aud eggs
could be profitably sent to London and Liverpool, just as well as cheese,
butter or dressed meat ; and whore thore is & want of 315,385,545 annually
in England we in Canada could supply a large amount of this dewmand
Let us try it.”
