The meeting was opened with prayer hy the Venerable
Arclhdeacon Leach.

The Listof Prizes and Honours in fthe Faculty of Arts
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ivas then read, and the medals and honour parchments1
deiivered. (See list.)

After the Affirmation, the graduating class wvas pre-
sented for the degree of B. A., which wvas conferred by
the Vice-Chanceilor.

A weii-written Vaiedictory wvas thien read by Mr. D. C.
liMcLeod. 11e adverted in proper lauguage to thhigh
iiterary training afl'orded by McGili, and exhorted lis
feiiow graduates to preserve a memory of their sojourn
tiiere.

The graduating ciass of Appiied Science having duly
pronounced the affirmation, were presented for the con-
ferring of the degree of Bachelor of Applied Science,
which wvas conferred by the Vice-Chaucellor, after which
another Vaiedictory wNas read by Mr. J. F. Torrance. B.A.
This discourse' on the advantages of scientifi * cultturé,
wvas writteli with mucli elegance and delivered ivitit
feeling. The farewell to Professors and fellow students
wvas afi'ecting.

The foliowing ïaddress wvas deiivered by the Von.
Arclideacon Leach

It seems to have become an establislied practice iii this
University for the Professors ini succession to address the
students at the annual Convocation. 1 should have been
thaiîkful to the Facultv if i thad permitted the nextinl order
to occupy the place thaàt faits tomne on the present occasion,
but as it wvas uîîwilling to do àio, I shall take the opportu-
uity of making a few remarks on a subject that Nvas once
agitated with profouind ani passionate intcrest-thc sub-
.Îect of the undenominatioîîal character of this University.
For that important question the experience of the last
twenty years has broughit a very happy soiutoî,-happy,
I imagine, beyond the most ardent hopes of those wlio
had a mnain hiand ini the mneasures and events that deter-
miîîtd the present forni and condition of the Gollege.

IL wvas, as originally desigued, a Church of Engiand
institution. This miay be granted in consideration of the
facts that the fonder hiniseif and ail the ruembers, as I
have been informed, of the Royal Institution at the tullie
whien the property wvas devised to them, wvere members of
that Cliurch, and the first Royal charter for the constitu
ion of the College prov-ided that the religious eleinent

shouid have the form and inanner of the Churcli of
Engiand. The inembers of the Royal Institution wvere
afterwards, by authority of Governînent, not confined to
Churcli of Engiand men, and the resuit of that wvas to
renlove aniy one predomninatiug influence, and to extend
the basis of the Institution to its preseînt scope. The
forlorn and liopeless condition of the College niecessitated
this change of basis. The tate Bishiop of Quebec, Dr.
Mountain, (lid everything that hurnan prudence and
cuergy, could do to preserve iL as a Churcli of England
institution and " Si Pcrgaîna dezira defendi posselit lac
defensa fuissent; " but lie vieided to the pressure of
invincible obstacles. Wel acquainted with the thon
state of the College affairs, 1 do not hiesitàte to say thal
the resuit vas inevitable. Il To be or îlot to be, that, tvas
the question" and I amn happy to find that the change
lias been productive of the greatest beneflts. To show
tliese benefits it miglit ho sufficient to point to the greal
prosperity of the University for the many years silice the
chanige. wvas miade. But tiiere are some advantages of a
less obtrusive kind that deserve special notice-advani
tages that spring directly frorn the freedom from denoi
national influences. Students of différent chînrches or
religions sects have passed tlîrotugh the College course at
the same time, have been brouglît into constant inte-
course with one another and liave engaged in energetic
competition. There nover lias arisen among them ina
single instance, so far as I know, any acrimoniioii,
discussions of religions questions. The good order of the

University hias been disturbed by no0 offensive bigotry.
Wiîatever their dogmatical views the students have
avoided ail obtrusive expression of thein. They iearn
practicaliy the necessity and duty of toleration, flnding in
eacli other the moral anîd intellectual qualities, they
cannot fait to respect and admire,-or those perhaps they
can neither respect nor admre,-but this ail indepen-
dentiy of religions or sectarian preferences or professions.
The tendency among students unquestionably is to
estimate one another according to their attainrnents and
worth. They would liardiy enter a college and persevere
ini their studies uuless they put a high value upon the
work they have engagcd in, amni coiisequemitiy those that
have any ackulowtedged superiority iin the work are
certain to be estirnated highiy by thern. Dogmatical
peculiarities are hence sùtbordinated-subordinated but
still ieft untouched so far as any positive teaching is
concerned. The uuîdergraduates are, each of thern,
particuiariy assigned to the care of %ome minîster or
clergyman iu the city, whom, for the purpose of religions
instru1ction,ý they select for thoruselves, or whior tlieir
parents -or guardians mav select for thon; and at the
daily morning pray)e, at wvhich attendance is volunltary,
there are always a goodly nuinher wvhose religious senti-
nielits ar-e ap1 ealetl to a îid awavkeedi and that ail the
more efculypras becatise atteîidance is voiuntary.
IL is certain th at 110 siiigle instance of irîdecorum or
indelicacv lias ever occurred duriing the timie of prayer.
IL inay bu safely asserted thon that since tlie University
wvas iade to hîave its preselit- for-n, Nwhile genuine piety,
religion pure and iundeflled, have loîînd iu iL as safe and
genial an abode as they could anion- the strictest sect of
CI irisie ndonî, i ts freedoin fi.o precloininating sect
influences lias, iniquestiotialy, ended to cause the
différent religions bodies lu te hi the coinnniity is
divided to work togethier wil h g-aer Iarmiony and regard
one anotheci withî greater r-espIect ami consideration, ijot
in externai action on1l' but withi sincure senýitimienit. The
fact that the inembers of diflerent, religions bodies have
conibinied to support this Unîiversity by the most liberal
contributions sliows verv coiwlusively tliat the spirit
whic.h exisis iluthie city is it o o the fanatical kiud.

rFanatical exhibitions have generaýl«Iyl been discouuntenanced
in Moutreal, and I hope always wvilI bc discoun -
tenanced. More(over, from the affiliated Colleges,' we have
studetîts of différent deîîoininations, and this is a fact

1that clearly shows their confidence that nieithier the piety
of their students nor thieir maintenance of those diversi-

1tics of Cinîrcli governrneut, or it miay be of religions
belefs ar euangered by their course of study in science,

1 philosophy or iterattice. IL raLlier shows a tvîse determni-
1 nation that their students slhah be as w~e1l qualifled as

possible for- the great business of hînînan salvation-
r qualified in obedience to the niecessities of the age and
ilu harniony, as I believe, with the designs of Aimiglity
tGod.

men. -What else can it consist in ? ~othat if men stand
iess intensely upon their Il tickle points of niceness " they
will oui y perceive more clearly the majesty anîd rnighti-
iless of the wvork they have to do; ample enough will stili
bc the expatîse for persuasion that remains-they stili
-Inay wield eflectually the blessed promises of ileaven foi'
the production and cultivation of ail goodness and holi
niess, and, if neod be, ail flic artillery of heul against
humaîî wickedniess and vice, and it' is this salvation
that wvil1 remain the eternal duty aid justification
of the churcli of God amiong men. There is much
said abouit the inifidelity of the age. My convic-
tioni is there is less real infidelitv thanài is commonly
supposed, Iess real irîfidelity iii the eternal trutlis thiat
Christ lias staniped wvitî thie royal broadseal of God.
Upon doctrinial opinions of a purely initellectual character,
1L seems to me that sensible people do not put so much
stress as tlîey used to do, anid that they recognise the
duty of putting a very charitable construction upon the
professionî of them. Meni arc so différîently constitîîtedand ducaedthat inaity sincerely belieewitohr
Nsincer-el3, reject. The possible objects of a sincere faiLli
are very numerous, aîîd as lonig as the-y are possible we
ileed not bc very severe iii our coîideiiiiiatioîi of Lhiose
who lîold theni. No mani is intellectually a God. It is
[Possible to believe iii ýalsolute predestinaàtion or in iLsilegative-iin the uniiver-sality of original sin,iîtîivl
coîisidcred iiot to believe it-in baptismal regeneration or
its negative-it is piossible to helieve iii tranisubstaîitiatioîî
-in ahl the nmiracles of the Sainîts of the iniddle ages or
the present age-ini aiîy of the articles of faiLli, in anly of
the collections of such articles, except of course, slich as
aIre cojîstitutcd of contradictory proposition)s, aid as I
before said the diversity of individual intellect lan(l educa-
tion requires a charitable conîstruction iii favour of the
sinccrity «of those w~ho lîold sucli opinions, tiiongl iL
lieed niot suppress the discussion of thini. T'he ag-itation
of thoulght is thie hegiingii of trutlî Lhey say, and even
M'vhere conitradictry propositions are conicerned, even for
thlem there is this in Christian clîarity to ho said, that
People imagiîhie they believe, or pcrhaps believe t uaL they
believe then-althou-gh belief in this case is a clear
linpossibiity-an inpossibility for any intelligence on
earth below or iin heaven above. There eau be îîio helief
il, contradictory propositions, and if Christian charity is
to be extended to such a case as this, what othier case of
dogniatical determiination cani possibly ho conceived ho
"'hîichi it oughit iîot to be extenided ?

Iii the remarks I hiave now made, thie tlîeologîc-al stu-
dents fromn the difféent affiliatcd coileges audc others,
ILave been particularlv ii niy thouglits. The responsibil-
Ity that beloiig-s to the professioni tlîev hiave adopted aiid
the difficulties that stand iin the wav of a successftil ac-
complîshment of the sacred ohjects iL seekis, have iiaturally
hled ne to symp)athize with thier, and asic the question
hlow far the cour-se of stutly in te college wvas suited to
gîive themi the moral aîîd inteliectual culture they
'speci ally îeqîi red. 1 can onily state my belief titat itL
wotiid bc found fronti titeir owui testimoîiy that iione
Cr'Ver departed from these walls witliout having lis moral
eOhlvictions more deepened and purified, lis conîceptions
of hiîs sacred office more euilarged and 1ls powers for the
Performance of iLs *duties invigoae, n ic ieUliere is a1 special relationi bet0een students of thcology
&lld the professor of moral philosoplîy, because it is coin-
'flon1ly in the pow-er of the latter to establisli or flot those
fun'dtaniieitaîprincipîçs Llîat determine in a great degrecthe future cia racLer andI action of the individuals lie
iîistricts.since this relation is s0 important, I mnay ho
perlflitted to say that it has been a source of groat happi-

uess to me that Professor Murray lias beeni appointcd to
the Moral Philosophy Chair.

There is hoo hlie time to speak mauly words to the
graduating class. I feel the necessity of conciseness, a stu-
ject ivhich somne of you have shownl you understand. If
you desire to succeed in your dhosen profession you will
do well to remember that it is necessary that your
knowledge of it or as it may happen, your prachîcal skill
also, ho as complete as possible. This ouglit to be your
object, your high aim; and even though you slould.
not accomplish all yoti endeavour to do, yct you shahl
have doiie a great deal that you ouglit to do-

"Who airneth at the stars,
"Shoots higlier mucli, than lie wvho means a troc."

IL is uîeedless to say that you ouglt to ho prudeîît,
polîte, and courteous, and full of kîndness anîd compas-
sion. Being men of that kind, thon follow tru thiand
honesty wherever you go, and these, if you add that
peculiar strength and conîsolation tîtat spring front a
constant recognition of Almighty God-from lîeart con-
sciousness of your dependeuce upon him for everything-
thiese ivill carry you tîrougli the world, I hope prosper-
ously, I am sure, rightly-they will carry you throughi
the world and ah the final examination, if yoiu have the
faith you ouglit to have, you ueed flot be afraid of passing
for hionours and a good degree, to hake along with you
inito another world that is botter than this.

The degree of M. A. was conferred by annotincenieut.
The recipients of the honor were Joint Hiudley, Mont-
gomiery Jones, John McIntosh.

The Registrar anuounced that the degree of D. C. L. iii
course liad been granted to Profe,,ssor Lafiamnie, Professor
Lafrenaye, and Professor Kerr, Q. C. After the signing of
the Registration Book, the degree of D. C. L. wvas con--
ferred on the two latter gentlement, Professor Laflamme
not bcing present to receive the degree. The Vice-Chian-
cellor tIen delivered the following address :

Mr. Chairman,-TIo retrospet of the past year, more
cspecially with reference to that Faculhy to which this
meeting of Convocation properly belougs, presents a few
salient and pleasing features, to which I may ho excused
for inviting the attention of members of Convocation anîd
ouîr friends.

One is the increased number of ouir studeuts iii Arts,
which lias inthIe present session îriseîî to Il., înaking
with those inthIe other faculties no less than 300 studetîts
actually in attendauce on the classes of the University;
and I helieve wvhen on thIe occasion of te recent visit of
His Excellency the Governor Genieral wve liad aIl these
men assemhled in titis hall, we liad ýprobablv a largcî'
nuimber of actual students titan aîîy other University iin
titis counhry lias been able ho hoast. Further, our students
are not merely residents lu this country, or even lu the
Province of Quebec. The majority of hhem are from other
Provinces-, and some fromn places beyond the limits of the
Dominion.

The increase iii the inutber of ouir studeîîts iii Arts is,
it is true, partly owing to the institution of our' Depart-
ment of Applied Science, and partly to the counection
wihhi us of affiliated Theological Colleges whose sLudents
attend our classes as regular partial students; but titougli
we woîîld desire a larger incroase lu tIc iiumber of Undeî5ý-
graduahes in Arts, it is still truc Llîat tiiose wxlo Lake
oven partial courses of study derive inestimable educa-
tional advantagcs ; Miîd our students lu Applied Science
must he held ho ho as important ho the welfare of te.
country as any class of meu that ive eau train.

The special feature of this meeting of Convocation is,
indeed, that wve now confer for the firsL time, not onlv
here but iii Canada, thIe Degrec of Baclielor of Applea
Science. Iu providing for sudh a degreo ve arc not only

,% 1873.1
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follewing ini the wake of the greatest and mostsuçessful
Universities abroad, but are doing a work speciallyf
demanded in this country at the -present time. Canada
lias pledged ilseif to the world to cultivat.e and utilize1
wild regions more vast in proportion to ils own means1
anid population than those of any other country. Thise
work cannot be done by mere traders and iabourei.'-. It1
requires ail the resources ol modern culture. and. science.1
But il requires flot that culture whicli fits for: Iiterary1
leisure, but that which fits 1o- tame the wildness, to utilise1
the hidden treasures of the earth, and to leinove obstaclesi
and open up channeis for the current of civilization This
is the kind of culture which can be given by schools of1
applied science.1

Onîe remarkable feature of this effort is that our peculiar,
position in the Province o! Quebec seems to shut us euti
to a great extent from that public aid w,,hicb eIsewhere is
now se liberaliy given to that practical education whichj
lits for the hig1ier branches of scientific work. Hiere a
School of Practical Science rises under the impulse o!
private liberality. This, while a just greund ef pride to
the citizens of Montreal, is after ail a condition o! things
which should if possible be improved; and I hope that
ere many years our success ivili cati down a golden
recognlition from thie legisialure of our country. That
success wiil depend much 011 the influx o! zealous and
weII-prepared students, but the value of our course of
study and thc openings to useful and profitable work
which i i secuires, should ensure us a large influx of such
stti(eIits. Already the inquiries whicli have reachied me
portend a large increase ini the numbers: next year, and
t hoc fact that our classes have already attracted men from
vcry distant parts of the Dominion is of hiappy augury.

Whiile oui- own growtlî lias beeii thus encouraging, we
lhave aise reasoii to coîîgratulate our-selves on the success
wlîich lias attended the affiliation of colleges with the
UJniversity. Morrin College, more especially, sends us a
satisfaclory report. One g.raduate in arts represents it in
our lists to day, aîîd two undergraduates who have passed
tiheir Inltermediate ; but it returus ue regular students,
and lias hiad special classes in litarature and science in
the past winter, *which ivere attended by ne iess than 164
additienal students. Principal Cook and the other friends
;nd supporters of Morrini have just reason te congratulate
thenselves on this success, aid the city of Quebec lias
goodl cause le be thaîikful for their efforts. One of our
affiliated Theologicai colleges lias realised a liandsome
enidowmient, and is erecting an elegant and commedious
building inithie vicinity ofthie University, and lias liad
ini the past session, more than forty students. This great
Sluccess, tiîeugh it lias depelided mainly on tlie exertions
of Principal McVicar, is undoubtedly iii part attributable
te the educational advantages of tlie -University, and
sliould encourage other religiqus bodies le avail them-
selves of these great advantages toward the education o! a
cultui'ed and eflicient inistry, able te cope witli the,
dificuities and contreversies 0f our time.

rro returii te the Faculty of Arts, lte centre and
litucleus of our College work, I1 have now ho congratulate
the Dean and Professors on the close of a successful
session. To the fermer, wvlîe las now for 27 years been
connected wilh this University, and hlas, been a witness
alikie of its early struggles and present success, il must be
plea-,saujt thus te sec the grewth of an institution with
which lie identificd himself wlien il was small and
dlespised, and which lias vindicaled his wisdom and fore-
thoughit as an educalionish, work-ing, as lie long did, in
advauce of the ideas of the lime.

In the coming session the Faculty of Arts will be
éiîabied, for the first lime, te take possession of and
occupy the vho1e of lte space pepared for it in thie

College Buildings, and thus te provide more effectually
for the accommodationi of ils enlarged classes. A few
years ago we had le thaalk our mest liberal benefactor
Mr. William Molsoni, for the thouglitful gift of a fund
for the enlargement of the library. We now have te
acknowiedgc a similar benefactio't te form a museum
fund. Such aids I regard as of great value. The
library museum and apparatus of a university are net
like a building, set up le, remain. They are like a tre
planled, te growv and bear fruit, and if net lended and
nourished, they beceme dwarfed and die. Constant
growth and care--taking are essential conditions of their
useful existence. Hence sucli funds as tlie William
Moison library and museum funds are of tlie utmeost
value, and Ihere is ample scope for many sucli benefac-
tiens.

But the crowiling benefaction of the educational year
is ene which w-e are permitted te anneunce ouly t-day-
lte endewment of the John Frothingliam Chair of
Mental aid Moral Phulosophy with the sum of $20,000,
by a daugliter whe Ilîns fitlingly desires te enshrine the
memory of a revered parent, a zealous promoter of educa-
lien in its eariy struggles in titis city, and a former
Governor of the University. Sucli benefactions are, as
Lord Duflèrin weil sait in lis recent visit te the Univer-
sity, the truc patent of our Canadian nobilily-wvhich
swili hand down te al l ime, Ilirougli successive genie-
rations of teachers and students, the honored naines
of tiiose who are inscribed on the roll of University
benefactors.

In closing my review of the session I slîouid notice the
fact titat we seiîd out frotîs our classes titis year ne iess
thani sixty graduates iii La%,%, Medicine, Arts aud Applied
Science; that fourteemi studen ts have been deriving benefit
front the sclolarsliips anîd exhibitions feunded by Mr.
McDonald, Mrs. Redpatl, Mi». Alexander, Mr. Taylor, the
Board of Gevernors, and the Caledoniani Society; and
titat fourteen of tliese -aids are offered for competition in
île uext session. "Ne should aise notice wvit1î satisfaction
the evidences of heaithy lîfe manifested by the University
Lilerary Socicty in its courses cf public lectures, the
formtation cf two compailies cof volunleers anîong the
students, Ilirougli the zealous exertiens of Mr. Barnjum,
and the effort of the undergraduates te establisl a College
Gazette. Sudc spontaneous efforts of tle younger memà-
bers of the University are, I think, always te be liailed
with picasure, wlien tlhcy take tlie claracter of educatioîî-
ai, lite rary and scientiflc progress or of active patrio",ic
exertion.

And iîoN, with iniucli feeling of shortcoming and
deficiency, but with mudli gratitude to the Father of
mercies, who lias smiled upon our wvorki and with sincere
prayer for lis continuedl blessing on ail connected with
te University, we bring its fortietli session le a close.

Tlue procecdings closed withîlie benediction proniouniced
by Rev. Dr. MacVièar.
