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Amongst other wise amendments .we particularly
notice-one which includes traders over 70 years of age
within the operation of the abandonment clauses.

It is impossible at this writing to include in our pur-
view the many improvements suggested by the Coin-
missioners, but we have seen enough to justify tlie'
hope that when the amendments- shall have come be-
fore the Legislature for adoption they may in the main
be concurred in with all possible- despatch.

Messrs. Cooke, Auge, and Panneton have bills now
before the House, proposing amendments to several
articles of the Code -which we cannot review at the
present time, but they are worthy of consideration.
The Attorney-General, with Judges Larne and David-
son, have completed a most onerous task and deserve
the highest encomiums of the Bar, and business coin-
munity.

THE FINER FURS.
A recent nîimber of the London Spectator lias' an

article under this caption which shows so thoraugh
an acquaintance with the subject, that we need not apo-
logize for placing it substantially before our readers t
It seems as if not only seals, but many of the rarer
fur-bearing animals, were decreasing so fast as to he
already threatened with extinction for the purposes of
commerce. The prices fetched by choice f nrs .in the
spring §ales last held in London were in many cases
the highest known ; and though price is largely dic-
tated by fashion, in' the case of f urs which are alike
scarce and beautif ul, it dépends mainly on the " visible
supply" in the warehouses. Now that London is the
depot for the entire fur trade, both of Europe and Am-
erica, the immense accumulation of skias stored up
for the spriag and winter sales affords complete data
for calculating the annual decrease in the number of
the chioice furs, and the probable rate of extinction of
the animals which produce them. Seal, sea-otter, sil -
ver-fox, blue-fox, and beaver are those which the evi-
dence of costliness and scarcity marks às destined tô
disappear earliest. For the sales of next month the
supply of seal-skins will be less than that 'of a year
ago by sixty thousand. At the spring sales a single
skin of the silver-fox fetched £170. The silver-fox has
always been anong the scarcest as well as the most
beautiful of furs. Lord Milton and Dr. Cheadle, in
their journey on foot across the Hudsons Bay territory,
only succeeded in trapping one; and the skin of that
vas spoiled by a wolverine. But such a price is a "re-

cord"l hever before reached. Sable skins are on an
ayerage 30 per cent. dearer than last year, and the cost
of chinchilla lias doubled. The latteris hardly a "rare"
fur, though it ranks among the most, beautiful. But
the hndchillas, thoughfirly numerous on the slopes
of the Andes, where their silky coats were once woven

' into cloaks for the Inca Princes, are so diminutive that
each skin affords only a few inches of fur. Sables

' were already so much in demand that there was not
mucli margin for further appreciation. The finest
Russian sables with the perfect " asheù" lustre, are niow
offered at as much as £45 "in the rough," and an
equaily beautiful and far rarer fur--that of the sea-
otter-fetches, where the skin is perfect,almost.any price
the seller cares to ask, provided he, can find a Russian,
Anerican, or Chinese buyer. The; sea-otter is nearly

Ntwice the size of the conmon river-otteri, ind the fur,'

without finishing or preparation of any kind, is more
beautiful, as it is stripped from the animal, thian the
richest sealrskin, which lias to be scraped, plucked - of
the long upper hairs, and then dyed, before it could be
recognised as the beautiful object which the "finished"
fur undoubtedly is. In the sea-otter's fur, the soft un-
dercoat-the true fur-is as thick as that of the seal,
and nearly twice as long, while'the long outer hairs are
as soft as a sable's tail, and often of a pale grey, which
gives to the whole.coat an appearance as of dark fur,
slightly frosted over. The sea-otter's range was forn-
erly from the Aleutian Islands to California, and its
destruction will be deplored by naturalists n6 less than
by furriers. The creature combines the habits of a
seal with the intelligence and amusing-eharacter ofthe
otter. When met in herds far out at sea, they are com-
.monly seen swimming on their backs; they even eat
their food lying in this position on the water, and
nurse their young ones on their chests between their
paws, exactly as a South Sea Island mother swims with
ber baby in the water. When swimming in this atti-
tude, they even shade their eyes with their paws when
the sun dazzles them. Now the~y are so rare that the
sight of a single otter swimming out at sea is a signal
for a fleet of Aleutian boats to set out for its capture,
and the poor beast is hunted till it can keep'below water
no longer, and allows itself to be speared., From the
whole area of the North Pacifia in which these. pelagie
animals are found, the supply of sea-otter-skins during
the pastyear was.only one thousand and fifty-six. For
six years it bas steadily decreased, at the rate of five
bundred skins a year; and it is probable that in a few
years' time the creature will only he seen in the collee-
tions of' naturalists. The skiin of the Antartic seal, the
richest and thickest of all seal-fur, is even rarer -than
that oftlhe sea-otter. The herds which Mr. Weddell
found in bis lucky voyage alnost to the South Pole in
1823, seem to have been exterminated on the South
Orkney and South Shetland Islands. In 1892, eight
hundréd'and thirty-four of these 'precious skins were
brought to London; in 1893 only forty-five. In '1895
none were obtained, and none are as yet "advised" for
the great winter sale in December. Southern seals are
brought in small quantities from the-Lobos Islandsand
Cape Horn, but they have not the splendid fur of the
true Antartie animal. Recently two ships appeared in
the London Docks, fresh frou an Antartic voyage, with
sealskins for sale. Some excitement was caused inthe
belief that thesé were true fur sealskins. But they
proved to be only "hair-seals," which have the long
fur only, without the thick undercoat; and were suit-
ed for little besides tanning into Ieather. They ar, a

The costliness- ofchoice furs is not due'eithertoicap-
rice or to mere rarity. It arises largely:• from the 'in
trinsie-merit of the fors themselves., 'Their. warmth,
softness, richness,and colour 'excel in eacli case that of
the commoner varieties which resemble them. This
superiority seems constant in whatever uses the fur is
employed. Russian sabla, for instance owes its warmmth
and gloss to the fact that the longer hairs, as well 'as
the under fur, are ' absolutely uniform in size and
"section."

craf t is ordered ta Boston to discharge. It is said that the
Boston Herring Compàny made, $75,000 last winter in the
purchase of herring brought from the :British Provinces by
Gloucester-fishing vessels. Boston is the great herring mart,
and f rom there they are shipped ail over the country. Even
New York uptown fisl venders who. do a sinall business, and
there are many of such concerns will.send their orders. to
Boston for goods rather than go.down to Fulton Market for
them. The reason given, it is said, is that in Boston they
get a supply on thirty days' credit, while at New York it is
cash on delivery.

It is now said that the Gloucester owners who furnish the
vessels, men' and money to carry on the frozen and salt-her-
ring business will form a company this winter and conduct
the business as it is done in Boston. It is alleged they will
hire a berth at soma wharf in Boston, where the vessels will
..e placed and the fish sold, as is done by the Boston Herring
Conpany. If these commission and ·fish men can. make
money'in this business'without investing a single dollar,
there is no reason why our own people may not profit by the
lesson.

SUGAR BOUNTIES AND PRICES.
-,.The problem which Germany has taken'up of promoting

the export of beet-sugar from that country by multiplying
the bounties on that product is likely to fall short of practi-
cal so1upion. A tax expected to. yield nearly $8,000,000 a
yéar is to be laid on the importation of sugar to that country,
and of this amount $5,000,000 is to be expended in nearly
tripling (from 1.28 marks to 4 marks) the bounties on the
home-grown article. It is feared in many quarters that the
stimulation will be excessive and that over-production must
result. The amount grown on each farm must be fixed by

overnmént inspectors ; any sugar produced in excess of
that will be specially and beavily taxed, and the proceeds ap-
plied to make up for any deficiency inthe bounty-fund. It is
believed by the opponents of the scheme th'at the price of sugar
in that country will be advanced soine 30 per cent. while
the exporting facilities *will be greatly increased, as the-
bounty muet enable the farmers to soli cheaply ta exporters.
This is protection run riot.

The Bill is to take effect on the let of August next. Of
course, there is some doubt as to whèther the Bill will pass
the parliament, but should it do so the effect would be a con-
siderable advance in the prices of sugar in the markets of
that country. - We are beholden ta the Economist for the
followiiig table of lowest prices for raw sugar on record in
Germany, the mark being valued at about 23 cents :-

Iron and tin toys not of a mechanical
kind are also good sellera, and while the first cost may be greater,
their durability le a strong recommendation.

Coming to the articles more adapted ta the requirements of
older people, a number of novelties atre submitted lu the jewell-
ery line, such as manicure sets of different desigu, umbrella and
bicycle tags, boa holders, purses, card markers, muff-iolders,
belts, opera chains, and many .other attractive novelties. The
.dry gooc, houses proper are also making a strong bid for this
class of cùstom, and in their domain an almost, endless variety
exists which space wili not admit of enutmeration, and which
muet be sean to be appreciated. The druggists and. stationers
too follow suit;,the dealers in hardware and other lines also ex-
hibit a'number af novel and useful articles ail apparently anilous
to catch the passing breeze, and sweil their sales from a source
which Inthe aggregate -muet represent a good round suma and
with commensurate profits. We notice that the old eetablished
