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EDiTORIAL NOTES.

A GENTLEMAN of Montreal handed us,
the other day, a very peculiar document.
It is an affidavit of the mother of the no-
torious Maria Monk. It was taken and
sworn to in Montreal, before Willinm
Robertson, M.D., J.P;, on the 24th Octo-
ber, 1835, and signéd by Isabella Mills,
widow of the late: William Monk and
mother of the supﬁbaed ex-nun Maria.
Mrs. Monk was houaekeeper of the
“Government House,” the old Chateau
de Ramsaay, where'the Commander of the
Forces, and the Governor-General always
resided during their stay in Montreal.
The document refers to incidents that
transpired over half a century ago and
the recollection of which iz almost a
- thingof the past. Yet itis a clear unmask-
ing of one of the first creatures to starl
the “ex-nun” business. It might be in-
teresting to some of our readers, and we
will give it in one of our next issues. In

Of course the two could not proceed with
an investigation:of .that importance.- It
is to be hoped that there will be no shif-
ting or shunting of the enquiry; and
when the next meeting’ takes place that
all four of these members of the council
will be on hand. ' It {s & matter too ser-
ious to brook delay. In fact, the.mem-
bers'of the detective force, in'face of the
accusations and . insinustions that are
abroad, should be the first;. 0. demand.
that the. question .be probedito:the bot-

tom; they-should be" anxious to ‘dlear

themselves of any suspicion of the na-
ture alluded to in the public and private
complaints made by prominent citizens,
We hope that Alderman James’ move
will be backed up by the press and that
success may attend his efforts.

F. J. Masters, superinten-
dent of the Presbyterian Chinese mission,
who 18 now at the World's Fair, and who
claims that a Chinaman discovered
America, It is thus the Boston Herald
tells the story ; it is amusing indeed :

* Dr. Mastera olaims that about 499
or 1000 years before Columbus discovered
America, five Buddhist priests came
from China to Mexico, being driven
ar ross the Pacific by the Japanese cui-
rent. One of these priests, Hweisum,
returned to China, and his txip to Mexico,
called Fusong in his diary, is recorded
in the 250th volume of the imperial
archives of the Chinese empire.

The priest describes Fusong very fully,
and it applies remarkably closely to the
‘knowledge of Mexico given by FPrescott
and other historians of the Tolke and
‘Aztec period.

To ¢orroborate this many of the cus-
toms of the ancient Pernvians and Mexi-
cans are similar to the customs of
Thinese and Japanese; ahd there are
striking phonetic resemblances in their
languages. ,

Ethnologista on the Pacific coast have
also noted marked resemblances between
the Chinese and the Tadian tribes of
British Columbia, and Chinese coins
hundreds of years old have recently
been unearthed in British Columbia.”

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- THE SCHOOLS TO BE RE-OPENED AT
THE USVAL TIME.

Re-organization ot the Community—
Distribution of the Nuns for
the Present—The Coavent
to be Rebuilt Fire-
" - proof,

P e ]

A number of workmen are at present
demolishing the ruins of Villa Maria
Convent. A great desl of the stone still
remains standing and to a spectator it
seems that some of the walls, especially
the froot wall of the ehapel, could still
be utilized, but the Sisfers says that the
heat was 80 intense as to almost turn
the stone into lime ; it 18 indeed so soft,
that it often ~crumbles, and persons em-
ployed thereabout are very chary of ap-
proaching too near. The foundations
will have tobe removed also, together
with the great mass of debris which re-
mains piled on the side of the rained
bhuildings ; this rubbish and useless ma-
terial will not be entirely removed before
1he end of November, although every-
thing is being done to hasten the work.
“The Council of the Siasters has not yet
ldecided what their future course sball
w8,

‘Their principal anxiely so far has been
to find apartments in Lheir conventa for
all their nuns, for they intend to keep
their boarxling school entirely separate
from the Mother House, and to give the
rame reccommodation to their pupils that
they have always given, for otherwise

there would be a decrease in their re-
vennes, and it would be impossible to
sufler a loss of thut kind after thie great
cnlamity that has overtaken them.
Everything will be in readiness for Sep-
tember 5 in the school, which is now
nnderguing certain necessary repairs,
and the authorities at the convent say
that they expect all the pupils to retnrn,
for alrendy many have signified their in-
tention to do so; and others still remain
in the seminary, the distance to their
homes being too great to sllow them to |
return home ; moreover, the nuns can-
not understand why the rumor has gone
abroad that this school will not be con-
ducted as it was formerly, for they say
that abaolutely nothing has been de-
ranged and no changes, besides minor
yearly repairs and alterations are to be |
made. 8o far the council is busily occu-
pied in '
“THE RE-ORGANIZATION OF THE COMMUNITY,
and already the board of adminstration,
the novitiate and the infirmary have
been assigned apartments at the con-
vent on St. Jean Baptiste street, and this
has necessiated extensive alterations, a
larger outlay, who will not be received
at this seminary Jn September, but who
will be sent to several other schools,
directed by the congregation. A great
many nuns have been sent to other con-
vent8 of the Order, and the Sisters of
the Hotel Dien at present care for the
invalids, who will be removed, except
two, who are in a dying condition. The
Coancil thinks that it will reconstruct on
ou the detached plan ; but of one thing
it is certain, and that is that the next
buildings shall be so erected as to be ab-
solutely fire-proof, and that all modern
means will be used to prevent & recur-
rence of a disaster like the one of the
past. It has also decided not to do any-
thing in the matter until next spring, as
it does not see its way clear at present,
the debt on the burned structive not
being yet paid, and contributions arriv-
ing very tardily, in fact they say that
although subscriptions are mentioned as
being forwarad to them, yet when they
open the contribution boxes, the sums are
found to be very small; still thsy are

very grateful for such donations and |

they do not fail to pray for their bene-

factors ; this, they say, is the only means

in their power of repaying such kindness.
Moreover, none of the collections made
in the churches of the diocese and else-
where have yet been received. The
other missiona of the Congregation can-
not come to the assistance of the Mother
House, for it is a rule that every district
or mission provides for its own wants.
All the students at the schools do not
pay their fees, and the Sisters are obliged
to receive a great number in this way.

Here is a fresh instance of bigotry on
the part of the provincial authorities ‘of
France: A lady named Belime at
Rouen bequeathed a sum of two thou-
sand francs to the Brothers of the Chris-
tian Schools of the locality, and this has
been denied to them for no motive ex-
cept that they are areligious congrega-
tion. Ordinary people would consider
this violation of the wishes of a dying
person an indecent outrage upon the
rudimentary principles of justice.

The municipality of Pierrefitte, near
Paris—the very place from which the
ex-Empress Engene took the title under
which she was wont to travel incognila
—has decreed the removal of the cracifix
from the market-place on the plean that
salutations paid to this emblem “could
not be borne.” Not a solitary workman
could be discovered at Pierrefitte to lift
the croes from its pedestal. Homnour to
the humble artisans of the parish., Aid
had to be sought at St. Denis, but even
then it was judged dangerons to effect
the sacrilegious alteration in the light of
day. The gendarmes of the district were
mobilized, and the dirty work was per-
formed at two o’clock in the morning.
The Prefect of the Seina has ordered the
crucifix to be set up again in the grounds
of the chapel-house.

The City Death Rate.

The death rate in Montrealthe week be-
fore last, was appalling, It has not
been as large since the smallpox epi-
demic, in 1885. The interments at the
two cemeteries numbered 222. Of these,
196 were Roman Catholics snd 26 Pro-
testants. The deaths were nearly ail
thosg of children. Cholera infantum
headed the list with 61 Catholics and 2
Protestants ; diarrhcea came next witn
38 Catholics and 3 Protestants ; consump-
third, with 12 Catholics and 8 Protest-
ants. Diphtheriacarried off 1, diphtheritic

croup, 1, and scexlet fever, 3.
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- HOME RULE BILL.

IRIBH MEMBERS AT WESTMINSTER.
Mr. Sexton’s Iittle diMiculty—Con”
tinued Progress ot the Measure.—
The End of the Committee
Stage Drawing Near.—A
Haoneful Qutlook.

Lowpox, July 12.—The House of Com-
mons went again into committee on the
Horme Rule bill. .

Mr. Gladstone announced the with-
drawal of the “in-and-out” sub-section
of Clause 9, in which is as follows :

3. An Irish representative peer in the
House of Lords, and a member of the
House of Commons for an Irish .cons-
tituency shall not be entitled to delibe-
rate or vote on. . .

(a) Any bill, or motion relating thqre—
to, the operation of which bill or motion
is confined to Great Britrin or some part
thereof; or. .

(b) Any mation or regolution relating
solely to some tax not raised orto be
raised in Ireland ; or.

(¢} Any vote or appropriation of money
mrde exclusively for some service not
mentioned in thethird schednle (inance)
to this act ; or.

(b) Any motion or resolution exclu-
sively affecting Great Britain or some
part thereof or some local authority or
some person or thing therin ; or.

{e) Any motion or resolution inciden-
tal to any such motion or resolution as
eitber in last mentioned or relates solely
{0 some tax not raised or to be raised in
Ireland, or incidental 1o any such vote
or appropriation of money as aforesaid.

4. Compliance with the provisions of
this section ehall not be questioned
otherwise than in each House in manner
provided by the House.

By the withdrawal of this sub-section
the eighty Irish members to be retained
in the Imperial Parlinment have rights
fully equal to those giveu to the British
members.

S8EXTON PURSUING MELLOR.

Mr. Thos. Sexton, who refused to obey
the order of Chuirman Mellor, is stiil
quite indignant at the action of Mr. Mel-
Ior in suspending him, and is determin-
ed, if poasible, to be set right in the mat-
ter. At the session of the House to-day
Mr. Sexton asked Speaker Peel if Mr.
Mellor had not violated the rules of pro-
cedure of the House in suspending him
for disorderly conduet, and if he could
obtain the judgment of the House on
the conduct of Mr. Mellor.

The Speaker said Mr. Sexton had the
right under the rules to give notice of a
motion questioning the conduct of Mr.
Mollor.

Mr. Sexton thereupon gave notice that
he would move the adoption of a resolu-
tion declaring that the chairman of the
committee of the whole had misused the
powera of his office in suspending him.

Mr. Gavin B. Clark, Radical, said he
supported Mr. Sexton in his attempt to
get the House to pronounce Chairman
Mellor's action arbitrary and in excess of
his antbority, Mr. Clark also gave
notice that he would introduce a motion
to reduce by £1,000 the amount of the
salary paid to the chairman. In this
motion Mr. Clark, it is said, will be sup-
ported by the other Kadical members,
whose aim it is to compel Mr. Mellor to
retire.

Loxpon, July 13.~In the House of
Commons to-day, Mr, Thomas Sexton
(anti- Parnellite) asked Mzr. Gladstone to
grant & day for the diacussion of the mo-
tion, notice of which was given by Mr.
Sexton yesterday, declaring that Chair-
man Maellor, in suspending Mr. Sexion
on Tuesday night at the sitting of the
committee of the whole, had exceeded
his anthority. .

Mr. Gladstone replied that he doubted
the possibility of promising a day for the
discussion of the motion.

Mz, Sexton thereupon intimated that
be would take the first chance that pre-
sented itself to obtain the judgment of
the House on the conduct of Mr. Mellor.

The House then waent into committee
of the whole for the further discussion of
clauee 9 of the Home Rule bill. The de-
bate was marked by an attack on Mr,
Gladstone by & member of his own
party. . .

Between 9 and 10 o’clock the galleries
uf the House were crowded with persons
eager to watch tha work of the Gavern-
ment in forcing through clauses 9,18, 19,
2,2, 23, 24, 25 and 26 of the 'bill. The.

Peers’ gallery was filled even eatlier.
gonipicuous among the visitors was Wm,
ecky.

At.);O o’clock Chrirman Mellor applied
the closure to the debate on an amend-
ment proposing the omission of the ‘‘in
and out” provision which forbids Irish
members of Imperial Parliament to vote
on certain questions. The closure was
carried by a vote of 323 to 298, amid
loud Opposition cheers.

C'ause 9, which provides for the repre-
sentation in Parliament of Irish counties
and boroughs, was then adopted by a
vote of 826 to 297,

As Chairman Mellor proceeded to put
the question on clause 10, the first of
the financial clauses, the Conservatives,
after cheering derisively, left the House
in a body.

The Government proposal that consid-
eration of clause 10 be postponed was
then passed by a vote of 358 to 49.

The votes on financial clauses 11, I7,
20 and 21 were postponed by aimost
equally heavy majorities.

By the time clause 18, concerning the
powers of the Irish Legislative Assembly
in matters of money bills and votes waa
reached, the bolting Conservatives had
returned. The clanse was carried by a
vote of 828 to 2094,

The following clauses were then rushed
:tél(';rough with majorities between 23 to

Clanse 19, concerning the Irish Exche-
quer Judges.

Clause 22, concerning appeals from
Irish courts.

Clause 23, concerning provision for the
decision of constitutionsl questions.

Clause 24, concerning the office of lord
lieutenant.

Clause 25, concerning the use of Crown
lands by the Irish Government.

Clanse 26, concerning the tenure of
future judges.

To-morrow the House in committee
will begin discussing clause 27, which,
with the thirteen following clanses, must
be got out of the way between 10 o'clock
and midnight on next Thureday evening
if the Gove.nment programme is to be
executed.

They have called
attention to their needs for higher edn-
cation, for industrial training, ete., ete.,
and they have focuesed the eyes of mil-
lions of Afro-Americans on the Catholic
Church.

Hence, to sum up : The
most ratiopal modes of keeping physical
decay or deterioration at bay, and thus
retarding the approach of old age, are
avoiding all ,oods rich in the earth salts,
using much frait, especially juicy, un-
cooked apples, and by taking daily two
or three tumblerfuls of diluted phos-

horie acid in each glassful” Care for
ongevity is proper enough, bat the main
thing is not a long life but a good lite
and a bappy death—XN.

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AN EMINENT PRELATE.OF THE CATH
OLIC CHURCH:

‘The Dead Rlshop Pussersed Many Quall-
tles Which Endeared Him to-His Peo-
vle—His Oratorionl Abflitles Made
Him Promfnent on Many Great Oc-
oaslons. '

On Monday evening the sad news of
the sudden death of His Lordship Bishop
Racine, of Sherbrooke, reached us. The
maurnful event took placeat 4.30 p.m.
of Lthat dny, after a” short illness of forty-
eight hours. Few members of the Cath-
ohic clergy were better known and more
highly revered 1han the Jate Bishop. He
was an ornament to the priesthood and
the episcopacy. A short sketch of his life
must be most interesting at this sad
maoment. .

The Riyght Rev. Antoine Racine, D. D.,

was the first Bishop of Shert:rooke. He
was born in Quebec rbout 71 years ago,
and previous to his appointment as
Bishop, was pastor of 8t. Joho’s Church,
Quebec. He was remarkable lor his
wonderful powers of oratory, and was
greatly in demand on this account when-
ever the feasts of the Church or national
events were being celebrated. It was
he who delivered the funeral oration
over the illustrious Sir George Cartier.
He was also the principal speaker at the
great fete of the St. Jean Baptiste So-
ciety, beld on the Plains of Abrabham in
June, 1880. In 1876 he went to Rome
with the Canadian pilgrims to celebrate
1he jubijee of Pius IX.,, and delivered the
nddress on that occasion. He was in.
strumental in obtaining the Puntifical
decree in 1891 with regard to the setile-
ment of the university question. Church
matters have prospered everywhere
under his rule, and Sherbrooke especially
will deeply regret his taking away. He
was nlways known as an open-hearted
and aniable gentleman, ever ready to
sucrifice his comfort that his fellow
beings might prosper. His brother Do-
minique i# also a bishop, having been
the first to have attained that rank in
the diocese of Chicoutimi.

Next week we hope to be able to give
an account of the obsequies of the late
bishop, meanwile we joiu with the Church
Militant in deep regret for the loss of
such a valiant soldier, gone to his reward
in the ranks of the Church triumphant.

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HOME  RULE SAFE.

THE BILL NOW IN COMPARATIVELY
SMOOTH WATER.

The Ninth Clanse Has Been Carried In
the Commons Committee —-Little
Chanve ot anv Great Danger
Arising.

LoxDox, July 17.—There ia- no longer
any danger to the Gladstone Government
in the commitlee stage of the Home
Rule Bill. The perilous ninth c'ause
has been carried and the last hope of the
Unionists in a posgible adverse voie to
the ministry upon this highly conten-
tious party measure has vanished in the
face of a majority of twenty-nine in its
favor. The Bill is now in comprratively
smooth water,as the remaining clauses,
twenty-seven to forty, embody no prin-
ciple or proposal that can give rise to
any dangerous crisis. .

Englishmen used to be fond of sneer-
ing at the oceasional lively proceeding
in the French chamber, but henceforth
such gibes will lack force, because the
imaperial British parliament has given to
the world an exhibition of passion in
folly equal to, and in some respects snr-
passing, snything ever seen in Paria.
There was no particular reason that or-
dinary folks could see why Thomas Sex-
ton in particular and tae Irish Nationals
and the British Radicals in general
should lash themselves into a state of
fury because an obscure tory member
¢hose to describle Irishmen as impecun-
ious and garmlons people. Harder
things have been said of individual Irisb-
nen and of the nation without rousing a
hurrieane, and Thomas Sexton, Timothy
Herly, Jobn Dillon and many other
worthy Nationaliste have, during the
past twelve or fourteen years, denounced
Epgland and Englishmen in terms
which, by the law of proportion, ought
to have been followed by & cyclone. The
Tories are endeavoring {0 make political
capital out of Tuesday’s display of tem-
porary insanity, as though it were con-
fined to one party or one side of the
House, As a matter of {uct, everybady,
except Mr. Gladstone, went more or less
mad. Buallour and Chamberlain and
Harcourt and Morley howled as loudly
a8 Sexton and Healy and Redmond and
Clancy.

THE TAKING OF THE BAS
' TILE.

Celebration ot the Event by the French
Colony.

On the 14th of July, 1789, just one
hundred 1
last, a bnilding. the name of which
had for uvver four hundred years
been [ull of dreadful significance to the
French people, was razed ‘o the ground.
[t was in the year 1369 that Hugues
Aubriat, at the command of Charles V.
added six towers of mpagsive structurae
to the two which already flanked
the gate uf St. Antoine. and united the
whole by thick walls, surrounding it by
a ditch twentv-tive feet wide. This
was the Bastille. The term bastille,
derived from the old French bastir. now
batir, " to build,” was forma'ly applied to
any fortified building; but it gradually
died out as a general designation, and
became in time restricted to the Castle
of St. Antoine. The fortress was used or-
iginally for military purposes. In 1436,
when Charles VII. retook Parisfrom the
English, troops of the latter took refuge
the Bastile and beld out uatil reduced by
starvation. In 1865 the Duke of Guise
took possession of the fort, giving the
command of it to Bassy-l.eclerc, and
soon afterwards imprisoned the whole
parliament therein for having refused
adherance to the League. Henry IV.,
when he hecame master of Parig, used
the building to deposit his treasures,
which at his death amounted 1870,
000 livres. On January 11, 1649, the
Frondeure, under the Duke of Conde,
stormed and took the fortress, which had
only a garrison of twenty-two men at the
time. They remained in possession until
October 21, 1651, in which year took
place the great fight of the Porte St.
Antoine between the forces of Conde and
and Turenne, the former retreating into
Paris under cover of the cannon of the
Bastile. Among the distinguished per-
sons confined here from time to time
were the ‘Man in the [ron Mask,” Fou-
quet, Marshal Richelien, Le Maistre de
Sacy, DeRenneville, Voltaire, DelLatude,
Lo Prevost de Beaumont, Labourdon iais,
Lally, Cardinal Rohan, Linguet and
La Chalotais. It used -to be a cus-
tom of the Kings of France to supply
their favorites with blank warrants, bear-
ing the royal signature, and called I-éres
de cachet, whieh these gentlemen could
fill up with the name of any person ob-
noxious to themselves and consign him
* to the Bastile,” \When the great revo-
lution broke out, the first act of the
Parigians was to attack the Bastile. It
was vigorously defended, but ultimately
carried, and then completely destroyed.
Upon the mite has been erected a lofty
bronze column, crowned by » gilded
Agure representing Mercury, and dedi-
cated to the mon of 1739 and 1330.

‘Turenne, Consul General of France;
Mr. Girard, local vicecousul ; Mr. Ed-
mond, president of the Uuion National
Francaise; Mr. F. Giroux, presideat o
the French Benevolent 8 ciety ; Vicomie
de Setjes, Comte de Villeneuve, Messrs.
P. M. Savalle, Auzias Turenne, M. «es
Estongs, R. Beullag, L. Frechan, R, Dn-
perronze’, aml tne veteran of the colony,
Ives Lesconl, better known under the
name of ‘ Pere Breton.’ . -

After the service ip church an ad-
journment was made to the Royal Park
where a fonr days’ celebration com-
menced, covsstivg in music, dancing,
sports and games, ballon ascensions, etc.
The lurmal opening of the fete in tha
park was made by Vicomte de Turenne,
at 1 o'clock Friday afternoon. .

Each embodles & verifying ideal; for
contipues the author, * the oriticism that
busiesritrelf with the literary form is superfi-
clal, for faod it gives husks,”

‘While the autbor will not concede that mere
literary form ts the all in all that our modern
masters olaim, yet he would not be found in
the ranks of M de Bonnlers, who dealares that
an author need not trouble himself about his
gramraAr, let him have original ldeas and a
oertaln style, and the rest s of no consequence.
The author of “Phases of Thought,” beljeves
first in the possession of ideas, for without
them an author is asorry spectacle. He also
belleves that an attractive style will material-
1y &ld in the deflusion of these ideas. Many
good books fall still-born from the press, for no
other reasons than their slovenly style. Bead-
ers now-a-days will not plod along poor roads,
when & gond turn-pike leads to the same des-
tination. The grammar marks the parting of
ways. Brother Azarias rightfully hotds that
good grammar is an essential part of every
great wrlter’s style. Classics are so, by cor-
rect gr-mmar as well a5 by original ideas.
This easy dictum of tha slipshod writers—that
if en idea takes you off your feet you must not
trouble yoursell about the grammar that
wraps it is but a sgeclous pleading for tbelr
ignorance of what they pretend Lo despise.

The great difference between this book and
the many on similar subfects {s inthe manner
of treatment. It starts from a soild basls,
that basis the creed ot the Catholic Church.
The superstructure of loity thought reared on
this basis 1s in a style at once pellvcid and
erisp. The author 18 not only a thinker rare
and original; he s a scholar broad and mas-.

terly.

Believing that his Church holds the keys of
the *Klngdom Come,’”’ and &8 & consequence,
a key 10 all problerns moral and soclal thal
can move modern society, he grapples with
them, after the mauoner of a kvight of
old. courtegusly but convinelng by his 1each-
ing istbat, outside the bosom of the Calholle
Churchjostle the warringslementsof confurion
apnd uncertalnty. Inher fold can man find that
rest.tbat sweet peace, promised by ithe Redeem-
er. Her philosophy ts the wlsdom worih cher-
ishipg, tbe curlng balm, that philosophers
vainly seek outside her pale. Ty the weary and
thought striken, would this great writer bring
his often, and beaulifully taught lesson, thal
the things of this world are not the puppets of
cuange, or Jois of the pantheistic whole, bhut
paris of & well ordered sistem, governéd by &
paternal being, whom we, Hischilaren, address
in thattouchiog prayer, “Father, who art 1n
Heaven.*” From that Father came a Son, not
mere man, pdt only a greal prophet, not only
a jaw giver, but the true 8on of God, equal to
the Father,irom all eternity, whose mission
was, 10 teach all men that would listen the
way that leads to light. That this identieal
mission 15, and will be continued to the con-
summation of the ages by the Catnolle
Church. Tbatin thetrulh of these things, all
men, who lovingly seek, will be confirmed, not
tbat mere intellect alone could be the harbin-
ger of guch truihs, for a8 he has so0 well put
it :=*Human reason and human knowledge,
whether cousidered Individually or collective-

~ “Every school of philosopby hax its diseiples,
who regeat the sayings of their masters with
1mplicit confidence, wlthout ever stopplpg to
question the prineiples from which those say-
ings arise or the results to which they lead.”
These chattering disciples wlll aftect to snear
atthe Christirn belief, while they lowlv sit the
feet of one of thelr mud-gods singing *thou art
the infallible one.” They will not question
their position Bimply because “these systems
are accepled nol 80 much for truth’s sake as
because they are the intellectual fashiong of

the day. uch men change Lheir phil-
osophy as quickly as A Parisian dressmakar
his styles. It may yet be shown by some

mighty Teuton, that vagaries in pbilosophy
and dress are closely allled, and that the
synlthetic philosophy of Herbert Spenser ia re-
sponsible for the coming of Crinoline. That a
delightrul thrust at that school of critieism,
that singles nut an author or & book as the
very acme of perfection, seeing wisdom in
absurdities and truth in commonplace fiction
ig glven in theve lines: ‘' Paint a daub and call
1t & Turner and forthwith the<e critles will
trace in it stroBes of genins.””

If he puls his fin-
gerson defects and descants on their nature
and treatment he will, no less, pnint oul beau-
ties and lovingly linger among them.

It was awake 1o the most delicate impres-
silops, and at every breath of thought it gave
out a music all 1t8 own” and that the reading
of him with understandipg “is 2 mentai toanic
nreclog for the cultured intellect s ls Alpine
Alr for the mountaineer.” The pages of this
book teem with thought clothéd in language
whose sparkling beauty js all the author’sown.
From such a book it is difffcult to select.

Do your
own quarrying.” [ abide by this quotatlon,
and should ask every lover of the beautiful
and true to buy this fecund book. Patrick
Francis Mullaney, better known as Brother
Azarius, was bornin Killlenaule, County Tip-
perary, Ireland, June 20th, 1847. Like the ma-
Jority of eminent men, that his couniry bas

\ven birth to, he came of its noble peasanLry,

THE EARL OF DERBY'S REPLY.

Amorgst cther very touching and ap-
propriate remarks, in the couree of his
reply, the Earl of Derby said :

Desply as I have been touched onevery oc-
casion, there is something that renders the
present still more affecting. You refer lo the
kind and generous sympathy which you have
extended to us upon Ltwo oceaslons upon which
we have been fu trouble. [t would seem as if
our lite in Canada would otherwise have been
too perfect; it would seemn us {f the flve years
woulld hiave passed away with 100 unbroken
happiness, and perbaps it was for that reason
that we found ourselves at the beglnning of
tlils year overshudowed by the cloud of trouble.
1 shill ever remember your kind sympathy at
that time Lady Derby was then at the other
side of the Atlantic engaged In lroking after
our sou who was ill. I feel thankful that she
was able Lo return amongst us, and it seems to
me thal the kind wishes, prayers I might say,
offered up on this side on our behalf, have been
answered, avd that your sympathy has per-
haps been not immaterial in the happy result.
With regard to the other affliction, ] know
that it, especially to those who have been
versed in the affairs of public life, will seem 8
ferious one, and that sympathy will be extend-
ed not only to me but to my country, for the
joss Of ona whose services were given for the
beneflt of his country and of mankind &t large.
I think, sir, thal your baving, in the sirong
spirit of friendship, spoken of these matiers in
your address, will always be rembembered by

Then referring to the duties of a
Governor-General he said :

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A PROTESTANT POPE.

Our sage friend the Daily Witness, in
Thursday’s issue, gives a pretty fair
sample of its knowledge of and methods
of dealing with certain important Catho-
lic dogmas. It tells its readers that
“many thinking Roman Catholics saw in
the declaration of Papal Infallibility a
possible danger to the Church.” And it
then asks, *what if a Protestant Pope
should arise ?” After vthese wise utter-
ances our religious contemporary says
that “infallibility has, however, dis-
tinctly declared that it is possible and per
missible for Roman Catholic children
to be brought up at common schools.’
And further it wonders how that can be
reconciled with the views of the general
Catholic clergy on the subject. Terrible
dilemma, indeed!

In the firat place, as far as the dogma
of infallibility is ¢oncerned the Witness
is either cumipletely and entirely ignorant
on the rubject—in which case it should
let it nlone,—or else it intentionally and
maliciously misrepresents the question
—in which c¢ase it balies its Christian
professions.  In order, once for all, that
our contemporary may have no excuse
for niiscunstruing the meaniog of infal-
libility, we will, in & few words, repeat
the exact signification of the term as ap-
plied to the Pope of Rome, and if, in
future, the Witness attempts to ignore a
simple and plain statement we will be
justified in attributing . bad faith to that
organ.

Papal infallibility is not, as supposed
by our Protestant friends, of this century
alone : it has existed ever siuce the hour
when Christ coufided to St. Peter- and
his successors the care of His:Church,
The definition of the dogma- did not
create the infallimlily ; the infallibility
gave rise to the definition. Thero ure
many dogmas of the Church undefined;
and they will remain so until time, cir-
cumstances, and the requirements of the
age render it necessary to have them pro-
nounced. Infallibility existed just .as
certainly before, as it does since, thie offi-
cial promulgation of the dogma by Fius
‘I1X. He merely declared it a certamlty,
that nn age of donbt and mlsrepresentar
tion mivht no Jonger have ‘any misgiv-
ings on the subject. In the second place
infallibility existsonly in matteys of fun-
‘demental doctnnes——or dogma a.nd only
when the Pope, ag: Vwar of Chnst und‘
as Head of the" Church, spes.kmg “ex-
“ctithedra declares in'favor of the décisions
of the sacred Collegs of.

On Weduesday last Lord Derby—now
ex-GovernorGeneral of Canada—bid
good-bye to the Capital ; on Thureday he
said farewell to Montresl, and on Satu:*

day from old Quebes, he went on board
the * Sardinian ” and, amlidst the boom
of cannon and the cheers of thousands,
he waved adice to our Dominion. He
came here, a.lmqst tive yours ago, as Lord
Stanley of Preston, he left us last week
as the Earl of Derby. Although the
term of his office was not marked by an
exceptivnally striking events. in the
sphere of his duties, still both be and his
amiable lady, won their way to the
the hearts of the people, and by an un-
ostentatious kindliness, & constant attens
tion to the requirements of all clusses in
the Dominion, and by a calm, yet de-

termined, exhibition of toleration and
justice, Lord Derby gave evidence of
abilities and qualitications eminently
calculated to elevate the oftice he held
in the estimation of the public.

rulings and tyranny, while the state is
protected sgainst extreme or revolution-
ary popular measures.

Our Canadian constitution being based
upon that of the Mother Country we
here enjoy the same safeguards. The
people are represented in our Commons;

the Lords are replaced by our Senate;

and the Sovereign exists in the person
of the Governor-General—who is respon-
sible only to the Imperial Power, and
who is, therefore, above all party feel-
ings, inclinations or prejudices as far as
Canada is concerned. Tne consequence
is that, at times, the holder of that
office is called upon to decide in weighty
matters affecting the peace, prosperity
and interest of the general public. Lord
Derby, during his term, had a few very
important duties to perform and they
demanded a certain amount of delicacy
a8 well as firmness, both of which quali-
ties he manifested in a striking manner
and to the entire satisfaction of the
country. At the moment certain ele-
ments may not have been in accord with

his views, but time has justiied his’

oourse and proven beyond all dispute the
wisdom of his actions.

During his term Canada lost one of the
most eminent men of the age and cer
tainly the foremost colonial statesman of
the empire, in the person of the late
Prime Minister, Sir John A, Macdonald.
It fell to Lord Derby’s lot Lo make choice
of a successcr to the one whose person-
ality had been so long identified with
the public aflairs and the destinies of
Canada. In so doing, under most con-
Hicting circumstances, the Governor-
Genera! displayed sound judgment and
greut foresight in the choice that he
made. And beforethe cluse of his career
in the Dominion he was ovnce more
called upon to select a leader. of the
Government, this time to replace Sir
John Abbott. Again, and even more
pronouncedly, did Lord Derby give evid-
ence of his deep knowledge of men, the
requirements of. the people, and of the
best possible means of calming the
troubled waters on the sea of politics,
when he chose the present able and dis-
tinguisbed Premier of Cunuda. ‘

that he returns to:his aocestral home
and to his seat. in the Homea of Tardsg of
Eugland, we have vue. requust Lbu make
of hizs. Buasing his future course, in tho
great arens - of Imperial politics, upon
his experience of Canada and the bless-

Canada has reaped from the possession’
of self-government, and no person has-a
grander and ‘more’ timely opportunity of
utilizing such knowledge for the benefit
of & whole people.

By taking that stand in the House of
Lords, his axperience from which he can

freely speak, and -the weight of his in-

fluence which is . considerable, must
necessarily serve in a great measureto -

tide the Bill'over that most dangerous of

all the shoals it has to meet. Doubly
dear and doubly beloved would he be-
come; in Canada the admiration and
affection of the - people would be in-
creased many fold, and in Ireland, as
well as wherever an Irish heart beals,
his name would be cherished with a
gratitude that would be undying. Should
these lines, from an humble source, ever
comie under the eye of Canada’s last
Governor-General, we hope and trust
that they will- cause him to ponder
seriously over his past successes in win-
ning the good wishes of those he governead,
and his futuré possibilities in gaining
the hearts of an entire race, .

SCHOOL (N SPECTORSHI1P.

As we do not wish to claim credit
. where we do not deserve it, we desire to
state' that. the ides of & movement in
favor of the securing an English-spesking
Catholic inapectar. for our schools, did
not altogether originate with us.. We
are .merely atriving to carry into execu-
tion the suggestions received and upon
which we deemed it most .advisable to
act, In faet, ns we are constantly pre-
pared to take up any question that may
bave for it object the amelioration of
the condition of our people, either col-
lectively or individually, it reqnires. but
a slight indication of & crying necessity
to stir us into action in faver of a move-
ment to bave that necessity supplied.
The present course, which we are but too
glad to take, wae ingpired by the remarks
and suggestions of various teachers,
some.of whom called upon us, others of
whom we met in the course of our visits
to some of the schools, and all of whom
recognize the want of an English In-
apector.

This subject is one which deserves to
be brought under the notice of the Gov-
ernment. There is not an English teach-
er in the city, male or female, (except
perhaps &n exception or two who may be
conirolled by influences under which
they are not free to speak) but believes
in the absolute necessity of such an
official as we have attempted to descnbe
in former articles. They feel that, until
the government meets their views in a
favorable spirit, the great body of teach-
ers and purpils, numbering three or four
thousand, cannot possibly receive that
justice and fair play to which they have
every right. Whenthis question is fully
elucidated, our local members will be
called upon to do their part in the mat-
ter; and, judging from the experience of
the last yerr, we have no doubt but they
will well and effectively azquit them-
selves of their duties in the premises.
If it be deemed requisite a petition,
signedby every English-speaking Catholic
ratepayer in the city will be brought in-
to requisition, as a mode of formulating
the demand which is 8o patently reason-
able, :

Last woek we pointed outhow necessary
it was for the members of the Board to
have such an inspector at their back;
Wwe purpose, how, in a few words, indi-
cating the utility of such an official in
regard to the teachers. . Every teacher,
worthy of the name, has a reputation
that he, or she, 18 most anxious to main-
tain, an ambition to be recognized ac-
cording 1o his or her work and merit.
Therefore the teacher feels an encour
agement, that is .beyond .expression,
when - a thoroughly competent and
interested inspector comes into the
school, aids the teacher with advice drawn
from “long sxperience, gives out plans
for the better regulativn of the-classes,
suggests metbods that must result in
more-effective work, and reporta exactly,
minutely and from personal obeervation
and examination upon the teacher’s suc-
cess. - When such aid is taken advantage
- of by.the instructor, and when the re-
port, mede under these circumstances,
is favorable, the teacher feela and knows
that recognition must eventually follow
and that merit cannot fail to-be reward-
‘ed. But when the teache: is .conscious)
that the inspection-of the school or-class
is, more or less, a matter of form, and
that the reports thereon cannot be other
than vague. and general, he feels a dis-
.coursagement that naturally chills the
fervor he might otheérwise have in .the
*pursuit of his labors, and clogs the suc-
- cessful working of the. machinery he has
o untiriigly attempted to keep in wo-

in courting inspection ; the closer and
more severe the better for him. Besides it
gives him an opportunity of competing,
on & fair field, with others; it opens a
chanpsl through which the numerous
requirements of bis schiool or class may
be brought to the notice of those who
have it in their power to assist. With-
out such inspection the school drifis
along year after year, in the same cur-
-rent, and the teacher drifts with it. He
gets into a groove and out of it he has
neither the care nor ambition to stir
Why s0? Because he perceives the lack
of attention that shoull be paid bim
and his school ; be feels the absence of &
stimulating encouragemnent; be notices
that no matter what pains he may take

forming his difficult duties, there is
neither the smile of appxobation nor the
voice of authority to show that the eyes
of his superiors are upon him. From
tbat apatby, which is uot patoral, he
requires but a sigo telling him that
the results of his work are care
fully examined, to sprng into the
aftitude of & real gladistor competing
for & prize. Broader fields spread out
before him, higher prospects arise on his
pathway the moment he feels there is a
Btrong arm to lean upon, an arm that
will help, direct, guide, and that will also
check, correct and control. The teacher
requires an inspector even as does the
soldier need a commanding officer under
whose inspectivg eye he is obliged to
pass. That officer is at once a source of
confidence and of encouragement.

In fuct, having weigned the question,
carefully, and examined it from every
imaginsble point of view, we have come
to the conclusion that, for the teachers
a3 well as for the membeis of the Boarxd,
an English-speaking Catholic inspector
is required ; and once having recognized
the necessity, we do not hesitate one mo-
ment in setting to work to secure for
our people the appoiniment of such an
officer. Next week we will point out
wherein there is a necessily as regards
the pupils and parents.

_ say about it. Its July number consists
of about eighty pagesof thrashy articles;
Yight stories; poor specimens of axtistic
work ; very suggestive and some down-
rightly bad engravings; a few miserable
attempts at caricature, in which the
‘Home Rule Parliament is represented,
as imagined by a Tory, sticks and
stones, inkstands and chairs fiying in all
~ directions; as imagived by an English
Gladstonian, in one whir! of confusion
around the ghost of the G. O. M.; as
~ imagined by a Nationalist, all decorum
but with a pig on the floor and & whisky
_ bottle on the desk ; as imagined by an
Ulster Orangeman, with old monks and
bishops seated around a table of torture
and little devils preparing hot irons to
gkiver the victims ; finally, as imagined
by & Tory Lord, bottles flying, windows
broken and Hibernians tearing the hair
and eyes out of each other. Such is a
fair summary of the contents.

More, between these caricatures and
an article by Karl Blind upon Goethe
and Heine, in which both these authors
ridicule the Irish and above all the
Irish-Catholics, and another article by
A. M. Rowan, a Protestant Unionist
upon “ Irigh Priests in Politics,” is sand-
widged in an article {rom the pen of J.

..E. Redmond, M.P., leader of the Parnel-
lites, on the same subject, “Irish Priests
in Politica.”” We intend, when we have
space, todeal with some of these articles,
guch as that of Karl Blind, in which the
author cites Guetbe and actually makes
the great German give evidence of the
most consummate ignorance regarding
the subject he pretends to treat.

ANNIVERSARIES IN LITERA-
TURE AND ART.

Catholic School and Home
Mnagazine.

Jonwx GILMARY SHEA, L.L.D. Born July
292, 1824 ; died Feb 22, 1892.—This illus-
trious American-Catholic writer was the
firstito present 0 the public the records
of Father Marquette, in the journal. and
narrative of this famous missionary and
explorer. He loved the study of Ameri-
can history, and his patient research was
rewarded by the finding of many impor~
tant manuscripts which have thrown
great light upon the explorations and
early settlements, especially in the West.
Dr. Shea was bornin New York City,
July 22, 1824, His father a man of
scholarly attainments, came from
[reland in 1815, and for several years
conducted a school for higher studies in
New York. His mother was a New
England woman of literary tastes who
claimed descent from Nicholas Upsall,
who came to America with Gov. Win-
throp, in Puritan days. Some years
wete spent &t school before Dr, Shea en-
tered the office of & Spanish merchant in
New York wherehe acquired that know-
ledge of Spanish which afterward helped
him so materially in bhis historical stud-
ies, To this he soon added a knowledge
of languages generally, and especially of
the many dialect of the Indian tongues.
Admitted to the Bar in 1846, he did not
find the work congenial, and soon tired
of it. We find him afterwards in the
Jesnit novitiate where hespent six years.
Finding he had no religious vocation, he
went out into the world again and then
began & literary and historical work
which was only to end his life.

A serics of articles on the earlv dis-
coverers, published in the United States
Catholic Magazine, bronght recognition
to him from many historical societies.
He followed this work with articles on
Catholic Missions among the Indians,
the Early Voyages on the Mississippi,
Washington’s Dinry, and other mattery
of research. Wisconsin, Massachusetts,
Maryland and New England honored him
with membership in their Societies, and
and the Spanish Government made him
an honorary member of the Historical
Academia of Madrid. In the midst of
historical work he found time to pre-
pare several Indian grammars, and also
Edition of Indian Bibles. Winsor's
Critical History of American Encyelo-
pedia and the Britannica have his articles
on the Indian tribes and the languages
of the Aborigines. In hisx Iater years
he edited the The New Yark Cutholic
News. His Hiswory of the Catholic
Church in the United States was his
greatest work, and the very last writing
he did was to finish the fourth volume.
He died Feb, 22, 1892. For lifty years
he labored in the cause of historical truch,
searching for the doucements which
would give to the world the facts of
American history. His success has war-
ranted for him the record of a careful
and conscientious historian, proud of his
American chsracter ahd his Catholic
faith. Nomab in our age has done mare
to advance the cause of Catholie truih,
and the only regret is that he was nat
spared to fully’ complete bis life’s work.

every people there are names that shine
out brilliantly because their lives mark
epochs in the Natioual life, and this is

particularly true of men whose ambition

for his life was devoted to the liberties

.ment by which a brief period of inde-

some of the benefits of freedom. Among
Irishmen the name of Grattan excites a
thrill of enthusiasm and patriotic love,

of the people. To him wasgiving the
great privilege of having been the instru-

pendence was enjoyed by Ireland. As
Moore expresaes it :

The allusion is to the Irish Parlia-
ment in Dublin when from 1782 until
1800 Ireland had a certain form of Home
Rule. This was called the Grattan Par-
liament and it was this that compaison
is frequently made in the struggle now
going on Torthe legislative independance
of Ireland. Henry Grattan was s Pro-
testant, born in Dnblin, Ireland, July 3,
1746. After a few years sat school, he
entered Trinity College in 1763 and four -
years later went to London, and in 1772
was admitted to the Irish Bar andin
1775 was elected to the Irish Parliament.
Events were transpiringin Americh which
gave encouragement and & certain
measure of success to Grattan’s political
ideas, for by the independence of the
American colonies, England was so dis-
tnrbed that she feared that the Ireland
Volunteer Movement would lead to the
same results for Ireland. When there-
fore, Grattan drew up his Bill of Rights.
he was able by force of circumstances to
wring from the Imperial Parliament a
Charter of Liberty by which Ireland was
accorded the right to govern herself. But
this povernment was limited to a class,
while the great majority of the people
had no political rights whatever. The
Parliament was composed exclusively of
Protestante and no Catholic could hold
any public office. The Parliament had
many famous men whose eloquence and
statesmanship have won for them places
as leaders among the very unoblest and
best, Among them were Curran, Plun-
ket, Flood, and Charlesmont. Grattan
was a leader of such men and his elo-
quence many of the signal victories
which charcterized his career.

Grattan was always a friend to the
Catholic for he recognized tnat liberty
which did not come to all was not
worthy of the name. It was largely due
to his efforts that a Catholic Relief Bill
was passed which admitted Catholics to
the Magistracy and the Bar, legalizing
Catholic Churches and admitting Catho-
lics to certain offices. Grattan mule a
bitter fight against the Union by which
Ireland lost her Parliament in 1800,
through the most shameful bribery and
corruption ever recorded. Tha closing
words of his mpeech against Union are
memorable; “Yet I do not give up my
country. Isee her in a swoon, but ghe
is not dead. Thongh in her tomb she
lies helpless and motionless, still
there is on her lips. a apirit of life and on
her cheeks a glow of beauty. I will
remain anchored here with fidelity to
the fortunes of my country, faithful to
her freedom fuithrul to ber fall.” Liberty
was ontraged, the people's rights were
aold for 'gold and office, but the people
hoped and prayed and worked for the
return of hberty which, thank Gad,
seems now vouchsafed to them after
nearly one hundred years of Union.
Grattan could never allude to the events
of 1800 without melancholy and tears.

He was finally persuaded to enter the
Imperial Parliament and was at times
the Jeader for Catholic Emancipation
and always aun opponent of acts of the
Unpion. His devotion to Cathnlic prin-
ciples won for him the deep affecrion of
the Catholics of [reland. May 12,1820, a
great Ca-holic demonstration was made
in his honor with O’Connell in charge
Gratla:r: 'z health was failing, yet he de-
termined to-go to. London and make a.
final appeal for the Catholics, but he was

destined never to reach his place in be
‘Parlidment, as he died soon after reach-

ing London, June 4, 1820. He said, “Teil
the Catbolies, if [ cannot speak, I can
pray for them, I shall then die content-
ed.” Nearly his last words were, “Idie

this declaration infavor of: my.country

in' my hand.” The declaration to which
he alluded was “That Ireland shounld not
seek for other annexion than that with
Great Britain ; that Great Britain should
help repeal the civil and political dis-
abilities of Catholics.”

He was buried in Westminster Abbey
among the worthies of England, but his
name is enshrined in the hearts of the
Irish people as *‘of the wisest, the brav-
est, the best of mankind.”

1
ahall not intrude on your valuable space
at any great length in your present issue,
but, later on, I shall take the liberty of
pointing out to the public—a most im-
portant factor to be kept enlightened on
obscure questions—what we teachers
would . expect had we an English in-
spector of schools, not what we do ex-
pect a8 gt present, for that would be a
repetion of what has been done since the
oftice was first established.

ENGLISH IN COLLEGES.
To the Editor of THE TRUE WITNESS :

DEAR Sir,—May I trespass on a few
inches space of your widely circulated
paperto speak a little about the teaching
of English in some colleges of Quebec ?
I have read the trio of articles written
on this subject. The writer of the
second communication points out that
in our “ many classical colleges in Qnebec
“ the English language is more or less
“ neglected. and he hopes that some
“ leaging institution might, perbaps, be
“ able to make up for the lack in the
“ other houses of education.”

I am « little with the writer on that
point; but 1 may say, however, that
there are some Canadian colleges where
English has a very large place in the
classical course. Great improvements
have been justly made by those houses
of education. May Lapeak a little about
St. Ann’s College (Lapocatiere) and
Levis College? Last year 3t. Ann's
College sent one of iws best Enghsh-
speaking priests to St. Michael’s College,
Toronto, where he studied English in all
its forms. At Levis it is the same thing.
The English professors are good and
clever Irigh or English priests or laymen.
As to St. Ann's College, I may say that
the commercial or English course i8 very
good, and that the teaching of book-
keeping and arithmetic is by a clever
and venerable priest (he was formerly s
Brother of the Christian schools.)
All the scholars of the commercial
course can write English as well as
French, and many speak it fluently.
Now, & word about the classical coure.
Here we must learn English again, and
we must also translate, learn by heatt
the large * History of the United States,”
by Mr. Sadlier, of New York. . We also
study a good French and English gram-
mar, made at Paris, in 1890, by Messts.
Severette and Leclair, two renowned
English professors in Paris. Now, each
week we have a competition ; we have
English exercises or versions, which are
strictly corrected. Westudy the History
of the United States as far as belles-
lettres. In rbetoric we translate English
pieces from the best authors, as Ben
Johnaton, Shakespeare, Milton, Sam
Johnston, Goldsmith, Pope, Addison,
Gray, Dryden, Byron, Walter Scott,
Charles Dickens, etc., etc. We have
also the hiberty of receiving two or three
English jiurnals. [t is the same with
Levis. But thelast one has a superiority
over ue ; it is because many Americans
study there, abd always speak English
during tbe recreations. At Levis the
two languages are spoken. Now, as for
the adoption of Enghsh as maater-
language during all the classical course,
it i3 a question which has been spoken
about since s long time, [ may humbly
say that scbolars (Canadian) coming
from English colleges, where all the
classical course is made in English, are
not able to write two hues of French
I would wish
to say more about this matler, but as 1
have already, I fear, Mr, Editor, tres-
passed too much of your valuable space,
I shall try to write again anot.k}e':-r time.

THE LONDON TIMES ON _l"l’S EFFECTS

The Frade,Commerse and Manufactures
ot Ireland Prior to The Act of
The Union.—A. Glance at Her
Industries S8ince Then.

The artioles of last week and the week
before were more or less in parenthesis,
and merely were brought in on account
of the opportunity, afford by the study
of this question, to give our readers an
ides. of the many dark clouds that hung
over Ireland during the past century,.
In order naot to hresk our chain, or rather
to take it up where we had laid it down,
we will repeat one or two paragraphs
that must serve =s a text for what is to
follow, and then we will continue on to
the end of this important question.

A slight glance at Trish historv will
inform anyone desirous of knowinz the
truth, that Ireland never had a Govern-
ment founded on the prineiples of the
British Counstitution, animated by the
public voice, and sympathizing with
the public wants. This is a problem
that has not yet been solved; but by
God’s help ita eolution is now in the
hands of the G. O. M. The government
of Treland, from the reign of Henry the
Second to the Revolution of 1688, was
one continued scene of rapine, plunder,
and extermination.

The * Glorious Revolution of 1688,”
which secured liberty to England, es-
tablished in Ireland & most ruthless des-
potism. ¢ To the Catholie, it was &
servitnde—to the Protestant & drunken
triumph—to both, a truce, without trade
and without constitution,” said Grattan.

Until 1788, the Irish Parliament was a
chapel of ease to that of Westminster ; the
edicta of the British Minister were regis-
tered by that submissive Assembly,
almost withont & murmur or complaint.
The Insh Revolation of 1782, gave to
Ireland an Indeprndent Parliament;
they were indeed independent, but they
did not recognize the political existence
of three-fourths of the people, who were
the mere spectators, the audience, to
cheer the actnrs in the great political
drama. In 1798, the elective franchise
was granted to the Irish Catholic—be
wag made half a freeman ; at the end of
seven shart years, in 1800, before he
could understand or value the sacred
trust placed in his hands, he was die-
franchised—the Irish Peer was disfran-
chised—the Irish Commoner was dis-
franchised ;—by an act of political tur-
pitude, the most disgraceful that ever
dishonored any age or nation, she was
deprived of her independent Legislature.
The Irish Parliament was in its infancy ;
it was allowed no time to mature itself.
Tt would have become every day more
Irish—its enemies plainly saw this—all
its interests were in common with those
of the Irish people. It had only eighteen
vears of existence to counteract the
effects of ages of misrule. Notwithatand-
ing the unnatural position it stond in
with reference to the great body of the
people—thongh it represented only a
fraction of the Nation—it did more for
Ireland than all the Governments that
preceded or have succeeded it. There
is no other green spot in the dreary de-
sert of her history, that the eye can rest
upon, or the Irish heart rejoice at.
“There is not & nation on the face of the
habitable globe,” said Lord Clare, in
1798, “which hed sdvanced in cultiva-
tion, in commerce, in agriculture and
manufactures, with the same rapidity
in the same period.” Yet, this same
Lord Clare was the helpmate of cutthroat
Castlereagh, in bartering away the Iiber-
ties of his Country and 1n strangling her
intant Parliament. “In four years,” said
Grattan, in the English Commons, “the
Irish Parlinment gained for Ireland what
you did not gain in Eng]and in a century
—Freedom of trade, independence of the
Legislature, independence of the Judges,
restoration of the Jurisdiction, repéal of
the Perpetual Mutiny Bill, Habeas Cor-
pus Act, Nullom Tempus Act ;—na great
work ; you will exceed it, snd I will re-
joice.” This evidence in favor of the
Irish Parliament must be conclusive; it
came partly from one who afterwards
became, 88 we havegeen above, the base
instrument for its-snbversion, and partly
from him whose nathe must be for -ever
embalmed in the grateful hearts of Irish-
men—the ‘illustrious Grattan, who re-
lr:ained faithful to his Country to the

st, o . ‘

This will bring us to the trade, comr

merce, and manufactures of Ireland,
prior to the act of Union, with a glance
at her industries since the Union. To
begin then, we shall quote from -the
London Times, of January 8th, 1831, the
article referred to, would fain persuade
the ignorant of the immense advantages
the Union conferred on Ireland, in point
of trade and commerce—this is the
papulum upon which the enemies of Ire-
land are fed ; but, it eball be our duty to
ghow from irrefutible and impartial
sources, that the “great London organ,”
isnow, and was on the day it contained
the following passage both unreliable
and untrustworthy.

“Suppose that England should prefer
to buy her corn cheaper thah sbe can
procure it from the Irish ports, which
she could do from almost every peart of
Europe, her people would, for the same
value for which they now procure . 58y
gix millions quarters of Irish corn, ob-
tain nine millions of equally good com

from abroad, and would thus secure af.

greater nbundance of food for the same
amount of British Industry employed in
manufactures.” The Times is a power-
ful auxiliary to bring to the support of
those whose opinions are, that [reland
reaps immense advantages by the mea-
sure of 1808, which secured for the land-
lord of Ireland the monoply of the Eng-
lish market for the supply of his agricul-
tural proiluce. Now it will be our duty
to show, that that messure hashad more
effect in undermining and subverting
the manufactures, reducing the trade
and agriculture, and grinding the wretch-
ed people of that country to the dust,
than all the Acts passed by the English
Parliament for centuries, though they
were a8 numerous and as cruel as the
perverted ingenuity of jealousy, cupidity
and monopuly could invent. This boon,
which the defenders of the Union say is
equivalent to Ireland for the loss of her
domestic Legislature, bas brought down
destraction upon her manufacteres, ruin
upon her trade, and desolation upon her
wretched agricultural population.

After a long and perbaps rambling
preambule we bave at last reached the
most important stage in our series of re-
plies: the ruin of Irish trade by the
Union.—Ep1ToR TRUE WITNESS,

& sacrifice to our gods, and we will pray
to them to know which i8 the real reli-
gion, that of the ancient, or thut which
18 being brought to us by the Papala.i
(white men). We will follow the advice
that we shall recdive.”
on agiven day, met at the foot of the
Kororiera mountain, and the sacrifice
was about to be prepared when over its
highest point the gky became brilliantly
illuminated, while a cross appeared in
the light. Mgr. Vidal says this cross waa
perfectly distinct, while two figures were
clearly seen one an each side of it,in the
act of contemplating the cross.

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JOURNALIST DEAD.

Mr.T. J. Richardson of the Hausard
Staff Passes Away.

An Ottawa despatch of the 19th in-
etant announces that Mr. Thomas John
Richardson, one of the best known jour-
nalists in Cenada, anda member oi The
Hansard staff, died at six_o’clock this
evening at his residence on Nelson Streel.
Mr. Richardson came to Canada from
Enpgland overtwenty years ago and was
connevted with the Toronto press for
several years, being chief reporter of
The Globe also on the reportorial steff of
The Mail and old-Telegraph.

He was for a time Mail currespondent
here, and was afterwards connected with
the editorial staff of The Citizen. About
eight vears ago he wasappointed one of
the ufficial repnrters of the House of Com-
mons, succeeding Mr. Lumsden, who re-
s;gned, & position which he held until
the time of his death.

It willbe remomber that last session
he met with an accident, breaking his
arm by falling on aslippery sidewalk,
and was unable to continnue his dutics. A.
C. Campbell was appointed temporasily
in his place. He never entirely recoy-

- ered from this’ fall, but was able to be

around until a few days ago. Heart
faijure was the immediate cauge of
death. He leaves a widow and two
daughters, the eldest being 18 years and
the youngest being 5 years old. He was
connected with several Catholic societies
in the city, including the St. Vincent de
Paul and the Catholic Mutual Benefit,
being president of the advisory council
of the latter. He was also & member of
St. Joseph’s Chuorch choir. The funeral
takes place Wednesday morning. He was

about 46 years of age.

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THE COUNTY - KILKENNY.
The census statistics for the city and
county of Kilkenny are ‘most doleful
reading. Kilkenny has been savagely
bled since the exodus*began. The popu-
intion of county and city is now 87,261,
a decrease of 12,270 or 233 per cent.,
since 1881. 11333 represents the city
population, a decrease of 10 per cent,
Since 1884 the population of county and
city has decrensed from 202240, a tall of
nearly 57:-per cent. There are 15,061
fewer inhabited houses in the county
and city than there were half a century
ago. War and massacre, fire and sword
and famine could not have made mare
desolation, In some of the baronies of
the county the last decade witnessed an
enormous decay. The Barony of Cellan
lost no less than 18 per cent. of ils popu-
tlation. The smallest loss was suffered
by the Bareny of Ida, wherethe decrease
was 10 per cent. ‘The unions bordering
on Tipperary—Callen, Carrick on Suir,
and Urlingford—were wasted most by
the extermination policy. Tbe popula-
tion of Callan town declined from 2,340
t0.1,973, a decrense of over 15 per cent. .
There is no sign yet of the resultant
prosperity which the consoling econc-
wists tell us will tollow after the country
has been drained of its people sufficient-
ly. The panper rate is nearly as high
us it was 1n 1381, s year afierrthe tamine
of 1870'80. Then it was one in 26-2,
now it is one in 27. More peopie emi-
grated during the decade than during
either of the preceding decades. The
totals for the three decades are—13,247,
9,133, and 12,338. The marriage rate and
birth rate were under even the poor gen-
exal averages for the whole of Ireland.
Kilkenny ts growing more Catholic,
and the Protestant population shows a
greater relative decrease than the Catho-
lie population. The number of Protes-
tant Episcopalians feil 16 4 per cent,
the number of Presbyteriane 17 5, while
the number of Catholics decreased only
12 1 per cent. The proportion of Catho-
lics, bas, therefore, increased from 945
per cent. to 94 8. Illiteracy 1s declining
rapidly. The propertion of the inhabi-
tants who can “read and write,” in-
creased during the decade from 56 1 to
07 per cent, while the percentuge of ab-
solutely illiterate among persons of five
years old and upwards has fallen from
22 t0 15 8. The number of achool-going
children shows both an absolute and a
relative increase. It was 14,736 in 1881,
and 15,316 on census day in 1891, an ad-
vance from 46 4 to 52 8 per cent of
those between the ages of five
and twenty. We may note in passing
that the Catholic population of the
city is more illiterate than the Catholic

population of the country., Another-

noteworthy factis that the number of
Catholics at schoo! bear a higher rela-
tion to the Catholic population than the
namber of Protestant * Epiccopalians to
the Protestant Episcopalian population.
The relative per centages are 17 6 and
16 34. In 1861 they were 9 20 and 1459;
in 1871.13 17 and 17 28; in 1881, 1575
and 16 08. We note with satisfaction,
tao, that the percentage of Cathnlies re-
ceivng a superior educition has also 1n
creaced. The educational statistics are
one bright feature of the return, .

The schools lie under one reproach,
however. South Kilkenney wus one of
places where the old tongue of the Gael
was latest spoken. 'The language had &
home in the mountaind by the Barrow
and the Suir. Butit is dying, rapidly
and most surely, The Irish-speaking
population has fallen within the tep
yvears from 9.210 1o 3 933, There sre obly
five Kilkenney children under ten whu
enn speak Irish and Evglish. So that in
this land of the Gnel there can be unly
two huuses vut of 17,096 where ' children

are taught 1o lisp the old language of our .

race. By 1901 Irish-speaking Xilkenny
will be merely « memory. There are
two, Irish speaking woinen at pregsent
living in the counly over & hundred
years old. What a change they have
witnessed! There were within the
county in 1881 1,363 persons under forty
who could speak lrish, There' are now

only 310.~Irtsh American.
