RESPONSIBILITY 0F EMP'LOYERS.

lere exists a general feeling among

icorporations and other bodies that

their respouslbMlity practically

coases from the moment a guar-

antee polley is issied for any of

thteir employees. They may continue to

f[el somne personual lnterest ln the son of

a friend or relative, but the motive oi

self-lnterest is absent, and the duty of

watchiulness la largely neglected ln the

conscousness that if lie shou'ld go

,wroug the guarantee company is good

for the anount of the polley whlih ls

genera'ily nmple to cover any possible

foss. Withs this knowledge before hen

tIhe managers and directors of guaran-

tee companles bave ibeen driven to
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adopt a set ai policy conditions whilch
are doubtless qulte as well understood
in most cases as those on tire iusurance

policies. At ail events every -iîne inter-
ested should read these conditions il
only to leurn what they must do ta be
suie-to leara their duty ln the prem-
ies. A 'little trouble at first would
save mucli trouble and expense alter-
ivards. No company wishes to appear
in court as defendant la a claini for
the amount of a polley ln case of de-
falcation or otherwise but the ma=-
agers have a duty to their shareho'lders

-to the men wbo have contributed
their substance to the enterprise, and
who in a neur sense are parties ta the
countract in each case of lusurance,
whetler against loss by dishonesty or
accident, by tire or fraud on the part
of the insured. A case ln point Is that
of the Harbor Commissoners of Mont-
real v. Quarantee Co, of North Ame-
rica, in whlcli the action was on bonds

given by the Guarantee Uompany as se-
curfty for the fide'lity of the late secre-
tary-treasurer a! the board who absconid-
cd. The defence to the action was that
the board had not exercisei proper sup-
ervision over the defan'lting officer, and
that the notice required by the bond
was not given ta the company. The
case la before the supreme court at Ot-
tawa, and the resuit will bu watehed
for wltlh con.sideralyle Interest.

LOW PRICES.

It Is a common 'thing to hear far-
tuers, and other producers, 'lament the
ail i prices, which lias taken place

within the past twenty-flve years and
to speak of their lot as having been mad
harder i consequence. It Is a mis-
take ta suppose, lowever, that a more
comparlson of prîces tels the vhole

story. iachinery and modern methods
have 'largely reduced the cost of work-
ing land and lessened the number of
hands employed.

No country ln the %vorld publishes
suci va'luable offical reports on econ-
omie questions as the United States,
and the Investigation carrici on by the
United States tlepartment of Labor,
slice 1888, bas thrown a flood of liglt
on the subject. It cannot l denied
that the ftll lu prices has been of lm-
niense 'banefit t wage earners, and the
professional classes, who in the United
States,' at .least, have gaîned not only
ln the number of dollars they receive,
but ln the amount of comifort tiat each
dollar wIll procure for them. The far-
mer has not benefItted In 'like manner

but we are ï1ed to believe that lie bas
not suffered so severely as to imperlt
bis statua or make us fear for the
future of the great agricultural inter-
est. The prices of 'umber have increas-
cd, and whl'le this is au addiltional bur-
den to the farmer on the prairies, lbt
means money ta those ownlig timber
lands. Parm products have lu some
cases lnercased ln value,.in the aggre-
gate they have leerpased much 'less
than the articles that the farmer buys.
The simple average of fifteen farm pro-
ducts startinz from 100 ln 1860, ln-
creased to 117.7 ln 3.873, and full to
97.1 in 1891. Te average of nine of
these articles, welghed for their rela-
tive importance, rose from 100 lu 1860
ta 106 ln 1873, and fell to 98.4 in 1891
showlng a remarkable degree of steadi-

ness. >: . ! ; . J j

Assuming the prîces of 1860 ta have
been 100, the prices of specifle varieties

of shirtings full from 1873 to 1891 from
136.6 to 71.7; 'bar Iron 147.1 to 72.4;
eut nala 156.5 ta 59.4; pocket knives
1.05.3 to 60; scythes 175 to 60; shovels
128.8 to 72.7 and maple chairs, cane
seated, 120 to 70. Certain textiles arc
tabu'lated on the basis of 100 ln 1891.
These fell in prices from 1873 to 18,91
in the following ratios;: Two-ply In-

grain carpet 211.9 to 104.5; blankets
11-4, 5 'lbs, 146.6 ta 100; checks, black
and white, MI wool, 158.9 to 94.4:.
Amoskeag denims 185.1 ta 100; New

York mills shirtings 4-4, >bleached,193.4

to 102.4; womeu's hosiery 183.4 ta 83.4
The increase in population has been
more than offset by improved proces-
ses and a tlarger output. The tables
show an Increase ln wages 'betwTen
1860 and 1873, and a slow Increase
since and ln some Instances, hours of
'lobor have been lessened. Nothing more
need be said about the average wage
carner. But whle the farmer has 'len-
efitted from the full la prIces of goods
necessary to bis wellibeing, winters on
thls subject have endeavored to show
how the cheapening of produce has been
compensated for hlm in other ways.

There has been a great reduction In
transportatlon rates. Mr. Atkinson has

shown a reduction in twenty years of
22s a quarter in the cost of carrylng
wheat from the west to England, whlch
is within 2s of the who'le decrease of
the prIce' of wheat in the Britisi mar-
ket. Between 1881 and 1886 Mr. David
A. Wells polntei out a reduction of the
price of Indian wheat in London froin
42s to B1s 6d. There had been a re-
ductîon ln ocean freight of Os 6d a

quarter, Inmiain rai frekiht 2a, and ln
the cost of bags, 6d. Some years ago,
Mfr. Walker, mem'ber of Congress from
Massachusetts, a.U a table prepared
by saveral St. Louis dealers lu farm Im-
plements, whleh demonstrated that ail
sorts of farm tools cost less In wheat,
corn and oats, as well as in money, lu
1889 than in 1873. A two-horse corn
cultivator cost 116.6 bushels of oats in
1873 and 62.5 In 1889. In corn It cost
82.4 and 46.8 bushels and ita price In
wheat had desilined from 27.4 ta 20.5
bushels. Coumon hoes cost 6.8 bushels
of wheat, per dozen, in 1873, and 4.7
In 1889, anti numerous 'lîke examples
were given.

It la quite clear, therefore, that a
msre comparison of prices does not tell
the wh'le story. Conditions have
changed and the agriculturist of ready
adaptabi'lity need not despair. It la an
ara of 'lou prices and manufacturera,
and others, have also lad to submlt to
a shrinkage ln values.

LIFE INSURANCE FOil WOMEN.
The subject of women's lives was con-

siderd at the recent Lie Insurance
Cougress at chicago In connrection
with the Wol's Pair, and at lt apa-
per, whîelh has attractsd some atten-
tion abrond, was rea't on thp subjeet
by the maunaging dirpqtor of a coin-
pany ln one of our small but enterpris-
ing towns in Ontario. It would sem that
the discrimination against femaile ilfe-
risks whîili lias hitherto prevaHied bas
not been fu'lly justified on a proper an-
alysis of facts while it is trua
that specia'l hazards at times
attend the lives of married fe-
males, it must not be over-
ilooked that surgical and medical skill
have advacetd at such rapid rates that

cany ft these hazards nay now -be
eliminated fron an ordinary mortality

evIculation.
In the case of male lives this in-

creuse of professional skilI does not ap-
pear of such marked account for it can-
not take alway the lever hîeat of 'busi-
ness 'lite, or diminilsi its attendant Ills
and dangers, which are ever on the In-
creuse.

The disparity In the death rates of
the two sexes shou'd son 501e obliterat-
cd, un'less woman enter on man's spiere
of labor, or polities to bis almest en-
tire exclusion, and by thus unsexling
herself destroy those advantages-ivhiléir
the progress In medical knowledlge lias
obtained for ber as aun Insurable risk.

TIE FUR TRADE THEN AND NOW.

Thirty years ago there were very fewv
un the fur bIiisiness in Montrl. The

endhing retail stores at thit timin wvere

Mclver & Co. anid John Hendtrson & Co.,
wilo did 'th ihigh cl- trde is well as

p considerle biusiiess with the i-

litary stationed lere at the time. Their

stoies 'were on Notre Dame street just est

of Place d'Armes. A. Briiiidi anid B. Levi'

w e little further oast ou 'the samte

street and G. & J. Moore near the corner

of St. Joln Street; John Martin on the

corner of St. Peter and Notre Daime, and

Jo. C. Thoipson a little fiirther 'west,

just where the Ottaî'wa Hotel building iow

stands ; and J. B. Lo'go on St. Lawrenco

Main street. These did the imiddle chitss

business. Thore were a few other retail

fur stores but of sligit imiportance, mostly

fur cutters who w%'e'e ambitious to be in

buîsinesus for titeinselves. Thîe3y would

bi>loio out for a wiite', mîay bu for two,

thon either go back to the bench to

work for someu one else, or il too proud te

dIo so hore, woild migrate to fresh fields

and pasture new, generally witih less

money but withi more experience. The

Iwhoiusilers were 'Giecne' & Sons, John
lrown, A, ires:tier and Gerard Lomer;

the latter shortly afteriwairds sicceeded

by Memrs. Jas. Coristine & Co., and Hacu-

sgen & Gnaedinger on St. PLeter Street.

In those days styles and fashions did

'not change so aipidIly as a't preseit. Fur-
'iers bougit their stock of skins pilinei-

pally from the " habitants " and traders.

Mink, nuskrat, otter, beaver and martin

,were tie principal fis worn, and for

kleigli robes bear and wolf. But the

cheapest and Most plentiful was the buff-

aloi, but unfortunately they lire now as ex-

tinct as the dodo. Sealskins, now go fash-

ionable, were lardly knownî, at least not

to tue niasses.

After selecting sncli skins as would suit

their own trae, dealers woild ship the

balance either te New York or Europe;
those they kept the'y wvould dîess, and

then prepare making up their stock for

winter. Wien the winter season came
they sold themt ieady mode off the shelves.

There was little or nothiing Made to order.

Like the Florida, slioe dealer who k'ept

ont two sizes, one for iiimîself and the

otiert for his wife, shopping cuistomers had

to fit themselves to the ready-imade gar-

ient. In those days, 'we are told, win-

ter set ln early and cold, and onue could de-

pend on its doing so. But hoW cianged

it ail is i IH.a furrier nowadIys makes

up a lirge stock during the simim'erstyles

mnay clhanige ore lie may not strike what

ntay bc the prevailing fashion, or wintry

weather mîay net muake its appearanue till

ater New Year's ; thon het lias to carry

imlost of hls stock over till another year,

wiili ic eans being hard-up ail suimtmer

i nd living in,hopes of " better luck " next

year. On the otiher hiiînd if be shoiuld

inot imake i uiL Stock duri'ng the sumnmer,

and the winter sets in early and cold

witih a large denand for mnanufact-

ured furs, lie cannot fill his orders, be-

cause the slipply of furriers-that is, cut-

ters or workmten, finisliers and sewers-are

limaited. Se the carefil fur morchant tries

te strike the "golden Iean," and iakes

up only fpart of wviit lie feels sure he will

seli. Thus it is a. venture anyway.

The dry goods mîen have, of late yenrs,

gonîe largely into stocks of furs, in the

belief 'tiat there is " big mnoney " in it,

but we fear tliey mtay eveuntually ind it

a mistae-thit w re imen w'o l'have been

at the buiisiintss ail their lives, with a

thorouigh training for it, eannot make

imoucy by it-they will not. EVien

mîainy of lthe whoicsalers, who are tho-

rough business Men, understand the busi-

iess, and have large capital, do not net

lore than seven ior eiglit per cent. in-

ter-est on thoir money.

'As a inile, furs are not made nowadays

for durability. Many who slI them do

not nanufaicture. Tiey ded not know wlen
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they are properlyr made and have no re-

putation as furriers to sustain.

Large munibers of failures have occurrld

In the fui trade af Iate years, and this

year's record is among the worst. Since,

last New Year',?s there have beeou about

eighiteen failuires in Montreal alonc; among

theum some who have been over 80 years in

the trade live buen wiped out witho;t

a dollar laid by for their declinuing years.

Resolved, Thiat We put on record our a
preciation of the encouragement recoived
fromn those coupauIes that have airehdy
taken determined action against rebating,
and We individually and collectively
pledge to thea that ive Wvill do ail in
our power to sustain then, in the posi-
tient they lave taken.

Resolved, That wo believe il lies within
the power, and becomes the imorative duty
of the excuntive officers of ail Life compa-
nies to take speedy and decisive action
that wili reiult in the accomnplishment o!
this long-eouîght and much-nîeeded reform.

Resolved, Tliat our secrétar be instructed
ta forward a copy of these resolutions to
every company represented in this conven-
lion.

The constitution was amended, xiaking
nil vice-presidents of the national associa-
tiain ex-officio nembers of the exceutive
coimmitteo. The next meeting will lie held
in Chicago.

TlE SUGAIR BEET CRZOP.

Of the xewov sug-r beet crop in the U.
S., it le stated that the output of the
can1pglu]ign at Chino, Cal., will reaclh 15,-

000,,000 lbs. The acreage plancd to bete
ta supply that factory le 4,800 acres at
Chinlo and 800 acres ait Anaciii. Up ta
and including October 5tlh there had been
harvested 35,050 tons. Raw sugar la
being producel this season, although the
factory imanufiacxturcd standard granulat-
cd for the first season. The industry is
iaking sutisfactory progress In the local-
ity of Chino, ail the famiers being en-
thusiastic on the subject of the crop and
its profits to them. It le by far the
niost profitable crop grown in 4that val-
ley, and it ie questionabla whether the
factory will be able to taike care iof the
largoly increaseil crop which is foresha,-
dowed for next year. Tho Watsonv4lle
factory have 0,888 acres in beets th(is
year. The yield will b about 12 tons,
and thus far the bects average 14 pur
cent. sugar. - The factory is producing raw
sugar testing ahout 92 degrees, as ln prev-
ions calpaigns. . Operations were begun
September 15h, and the factory le now
cutting 050 ;'tons of bets per day.

THE FIRE FIEND AND HIS LURKING
PLACES.

Thir id the CUp.fon of a apr read at the
recent meeting of the lFire Underwriterd'
Asociation of the Northwest at Chicago
by -'ralin Webster, Editr of "The
Uhronicle/ New ïork, and froml which we
inake sole exuerpte, whichl app1y equal-
ly weil in Canada:

The lire fiend eau leap froi Mainle to
(Galifornia in the twinkling o an eye.
No classi of prolierty is exempt from his
Vititttions, not evon 4 ireproof " build-

inge. Such 4 charma " aus tile floordfire-
brick, asbestoa, automatic sprinklers, etc.,
do not keep him away. No hour of the
day, ior day of thle mouth, nur month
o) tle year, ie lree from hies cominig. Ail
reasons und pllaces aie his. 'Hl je bulit
'uto buildings by careless builders. He
ie hidden away in rubbih in alleys and
lu uark corners. lie coince out of the sky,
in thuiderbolts. Le appears ueixpeC-
edly and ao One Can tel! whence or why
lie comles.

'Tli aualysis of 44,141 fires in the Unit-
Cd Statee lu 18IJ2 shows that in every
1,000 viitatioin from the lire fiend last
year he came down the chimney 47 tites;
lie spiang froui stovee and stovepipeu 24
timee; le was slowly warmed jnte activ-
ity by spoutaneouse conibustiu il times;
ignitions of greast, ails, paints, etc., sain-
uonioed him 7 times; defects "n heating

upparatus allowed him to escape.
7 times; oi1 stove accidents brouglt
him 12 times ; and other peculi-
arities of the premisee which lire luder-
writera cai infhurent hamard left the door
open for him 24 times. Altogether oat
of a thousand Calis lie found inherent has-
ard ready to welcome ilm 182 tinies.

Common hazard-the hazard that doe
lot abide on the premises but le found

everywhere-greuted him in 115 instances.
Arriving in this manner lie descended in
the fori of sparka 25 times; lamp acci-
lents and explosions ushered him in 80
times; carelees use of matches invited hlm
to enter 21 times; candiles and gas jets
illuminated in hie honor 12 times; azid
fires froi other common causes induced
him to stop as ho passed by 27 times.

No lese than 885 times he came from
neighboring premises which lie had prov-
iously invaded ; 10 timea 'he came straight
from the heavens in the fora of lightning;
10 other tjmes, so the study of exterior
origins reveals, ho came with bis torch
already lighted. ALll exterior origine
counted, 804 of the thousand Calls were
due to the fact that he had arrived in
the neighborhood on business connected
with other property than the prenilss
into whch ho subsequently gained on-
trlance.

Seventy-five times ho came accomparied,
by human fire-bugs, cither willful incen-
diarice or drunken, irrational or malicious
qersons ; 814 times 'nobody knew where
ho came from. His path was not down
on the chart, but he came all the same
and did much damage-

A distingushed western editor once said
that the best newspaper man la the one
" who has the faculty for gueesing where
hell wili break loose next." So the beot
lire underwriter is the one who bas the
faculty for guessing where and when the
fire fiend is most likely to appear, low
long he wili 'tay il ho arrives, and what
the chances are for driviig him away lie-
tore ho can do serions harm. 'Hitherto
it has nsually been the practico of in-
surance companies to hase bthir rates
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upon the average loss in certain classes of
risk. Recently, and more or lees, a sys-
tem lins come into Vogue, whereby a sur-
voy is made of the premnises and sundry
guesses are ventured that the lire fiend
will appear incertain places. "Each guese
coste tie proprty owner 0 maany cents
the suai of ail guesses represeu'nting the
rate. li other words the f ire fiend le now
beilg fouglit, in same cities, by " penal-
izing " the property owner according tu
the nuaber and cordiality of the invita-
tions that his pramises seen to extend to
him.. . ..... •

The los by lire, annually increasing,has
attained such proportions that it is al-
most impossible ta comprehend the sig-.
nificanuq of the figures which represent
iL. Last year n10 lese a sum
than 151.5 millions o dollans was oblit-
erated by fire in the United States. And
la the eighteen years eifding with 1892
nearly 1,800 million dollars of property
values werC destroyed by the same agency.
la this incalculably large ash heap may
be found the debris of every class aI pro-
verty. This is a greater 'sua tisan the
liability of all the national banks li th
jnited States ta individuai depositors on -
July 12, 1893. The annual lire loss in
lie Unite'States would maintain all the
public schools in the country. Lt le big
enougi tu pay aIl the pensioneru of the
Unitei States. It le about equal ta the
receipts ai the Unitd ltates :overnment
fron internai revenue and approaches the
magnitude of the eustoms receipts. About
ane-balf of it would puy all the expentes
of the irar departuit and the navy de-
partient combined. Lt would puy ihe
annual tental which the United States ie
supposed to get sor its usai islands la the
Behring Sea for 2,500 years. . . . .

A rather small portion of the losses by
lire in cacIh ettte and territory in the
Un1itets States in 1892 would have sufficed
to give every man, woman and child vith-
in its boundaries a ticket of admission to
the World's Fair. ln Itct, last year's lire
los would build four or five world's
faire. ILt vould pay the admission fees of
300>-000,00V-jople-!ive times the popu-
lation of the United States and approxini-
ately thi poliulation of Europe. Indeed,
the amoutnt lost by fires of unkntown and
not reported origins alone was almaost
enough to furnish every man, wonman and
child in the United States with three
tickets of admission t tie Colueibian
exposition. The losses by defective flue
fires, sa far as ascertained and counted,
woull buy ten million admissions. The
incendiary fires that ivere reborted (and
a great many more wer suspeted) burned
over 17 million dollars' wrorth of property
-enougi to settle at the box office for
84 million admissions. Tie value of the
dvelling bouses destroyed, about 20 'ial-
lions of dollare, would go a great way
toward paying the expenses of the pre-
sent greatest show on car~th. The value
of the churches destroyed was equal t
1,400 salaries of $1,000 each per annum.
The value of the hotels destroyed was sif-
ficient ta entertain the lire fiend at a
first.class iotel at the rate of five dollars
a day for 1,000,000 days.

91he director of the United States niint
in a statement published last mnth, es-
timated that the actual stock of!gold
held by the goveraments of the warld does
rot exceed. 3,583 millions of dollars. The
.world's stock of silver moncy is estimat-
ed to ba about 4,043 milions. It le
amazing ta learn, with the assistance of
these figures, that if the present waste by
lire continues-and it is far more likely
ta increase than to dimiiish-values equâl
ta all the gold money in the world will
be destroyed in a shorter .period than 24
years. And within a half century the
property that will probably he burned
in this-contry could nat 'ha replaced by
all the gold and ilver noney of all the
governments of the carth. We don't tear
the "economists " saying anything about
the effect this drain lias uyon the public
.vellare .

Althougi, as stated, the peoplens a
whole appear strangely indiferent t tihe
lire fiend's iork, individuals do ure or
laeI "kicking," and usually tiey Lick "
at the insurance companies becausl titoir
rates are "l high.". But the inslLrance
companies do dfot muhe the rates, ibat i
not lu the first place. Tie lire fiel ei.d
the peop'ý who harbar him make "1eln.
At the present moment lire undergiXiera
are realy to questioan wiether thee ,is
enough ingenuity or wisdom in tte lira
insurance business to prepare ami mainn-
tain rates that eau be relied upoan te e-
turn the. " profit an underwriting el Vhicih
the insurance business has a right tt
expect, but wrhich la recent years n least,
his b2e4 conspicuous by its absence . - .

Wiat are we going ta do about it-about
this lire that destroys ? How can-we re-
duce our combustibility, for su lt tnay
be described ? Mfera extinguishing gethods
will not save us. We must go furte:r baIck
-begin at the beginning-and give atten-
tion ta the prevention of lires. IlStead
ut erecting buildings that are sa aiMeh
well-laid kindling wood, awaitilit the
lire liend's torch, we muet find a 'aY to
make all struutures slow burning, Solid-
ity aud sfety-not cieapness anl Orna-
tettation-must be the aim of 1e ar-

chitects and builders if the lire lss lis ta
b reduced. No one will doubt tint the
aichitects and builders have the lnoiw-
ledge and ability ta make batter Lbild-
ings if they will. And they wilIl tnak>
them if the people want them. A.eci-
dental ir will alrays Occur. adtel acci-
dental fire are the duly kind of fires tbat
ever ought ta occur. Ther le ILo acci.
dent, however, lu principles of coUtrie-
tion.

We havi ueen speaking of the lire lcss
as it lias fallen upon the people, not as
lb iths fallen upon the insurae cotm-
paies. The lire underwriters do isost
of tise wrestling with the lire fiftd, but
not ail aI it. lifty-eight milliole dollars
of lass fell directly utpon the peai>le last
year. Ta this extent they had i( tinecor
nor cympathy. It is the peopily-4Lided
is they will always be by theisstra
uoatpan'ies-who iitust fight off the fire
fiend as best they eau.
