t\ i■ STEAD'S LAST MESSAGE.

In an article In the Current number 
of The American Review of Reviews, 
which comas now like a voice from the 
dead, W. T. Stead, who perished In the 
wreck of the Titanic, give* his Judg­
ment on the coal miners’ strike In 
Great Britain. He attributes the honor 
of Its settlement first to the King 
and equally to Premier Asquith. They, 
he says, fought with strenuous pa­
tience for a settlement and with keen 
appreciation of the gravity of the 
crisis with which they were confront­
ed. Of the premier who struggled 
thru out with marvelous temper and In­
finite resolve, he says that It may. be 
said: "Well done, good and faithful 
servant"

Mr. Stead regarded the Minimum 
Wage Act as an Immense departure 
from the older ideas. Henceforth, In 
his opinion, two principles have be­
come part knd parcel of Britain’s 
national life. First that the worker 
must have a- reasonable living wage, 
ah& secondly, that when men and their 
employers cannot agree what that 
wage should be, the government will 
intervene and insist that it shall be 
fixed by an arbitration board. Mr. 
Stead wrote that a Scandinavian ob­
server in the lobby said: “This Is the 
greatest event that has happened since 
the French revolution." Henceforth 
the appeal of the worker will have 
more consideration. .

Routine duties are 
performed by the civil servants, but 
beyond O.K.-ing some formal 
mandations of the -board of control, 
the council Is utterly inert.

The question of transportation is ur­
gent and pressing ln the extrema Cor­
poration Counsel Drayton Should be 
equipped with thoro and expert infor­
mation If he is to present the appli­
cation for suburban railway service to 
the Dominion Railway Commission, if 
he is to obtain for the city necessary 
powers and relief from the legislature 
and from the Ontario Railway and 
Municipal Board, yet the cdbnoil Ig- 
noree hie request for the employment 
of experts. He Is given no brief on 
the ‘ facts, is furnished with little, if 
any, evidence, and yet le expected to 

v handle a complicated situation and 
contend against -great corporations 
with battalions of experts ln their em­
ployment. We say he Is expected, to 
do these things, but aa a matter of 
fact it is doubtful whether the council 
cares what he does, or does not do, so 
long as they are not required to rouse 
themselves lpng enough to think.

Perhaps no 
body of men meeting only once a fort­
night could* grapple wfith our big civic 
problems, but why does not the coun­
cil meet oftener?

If the council ha* any excuse for its 
apathy and neglect It must be found

Never did the board of control ap­
pear In a more ridiculous light thin 
when their reversion of the estimates 
was under consideration yesterday.

■ ■IS The eighth annual convention of the 

Dominion Board of the Retail Mer­
chants’ Association of Canada, which 
was held this year ln Mo 
Just dosed.

Every elected delegate from each 
province which Is represented on the 
board was present.

President P. J. Cote of Quebec pre­
sided. The principal business of the 
session consisted of considering and 
adopting resolution# that were for­
warded to the board from the various 
local branches and provincial boards 
of the association.

Among various others they decided 
to make thoro enquiry as to what It 
actually cost the Dominion of Canada 
to operate the postofllce department. 
They say that the statements that are 
made regarding Its financial operations 
are misleading, as a large portion of 
the operating expenses that should be 
charged to the department are charg­
ed to the department of public works, 
and this Is not made known to the 
public. They further state that out 
of the twelve thousand postofllces thru- 
out Canada the majority of them are 
being operated by retail merchants, 
who either own or rent their premises 
and who are spending a large portion 
of their time and energy and receiving 
a small pittance for their work. Those 
who are merchants are also, In addi­
tion, handling thousands of tons of 
catalogs for mall order houses, and 
are thereby assisting to destroy their 
own local trade, and the trade of the 
local municipalities. They also claim 
that the government is lnconetortent In 
making these postmast 
such small sums while 
emment, are putting la 
their contracts and 
wage officers to 
outside of the 
wages.

The railway expansion plane in Can­

ada for the coming summer are on A 
plane never before known in the his­
tory of the Dominion, and go far to 
indicate the remarkable growth which 
characterizes the whole country. In a 
general way It may be said that during 
the summer Canadian Pacific, Grand 
Trunk Pacific and Canadian Northern 
will expend 8100,000,000 in betterments 
and in the construction ot new lines. 
Of this large total 155,000JXX) is credit­
ed to the C.P.R.. 820.000,000 to the O.T. 
P„ and 826,000,000 to the C.N.R.

The purpose of the large outlay ie 
to lnoreeee the traffic capacity of exist­
ing lines and to construct new reads 
Into districts now without railroad fa­
cilities. This year the G. T. P. will 
build 600 miles of new road and 200 
miles additional In 1918. By thee* ex- 
tensions the new cities and towns 
springing up in the great areas of 
Western Canada will be brought with­
in the pale of railway communication.

The growth of the past dozen years 
■has been so great that the coal hand­
ling plant of the Canadian Pacific at 
Fort William, which was supposed to 
be ample for 26 years, is handling dou­
