London, Sept. 3.—English military critics neither share Tokto’s 
jubilation over the fadl of Llaoyang, nor lay any stress on the ad­
vantage which Russian despatches attribute to Gen. Kuropatkln’a 
latest move. The best-informed observers here declare that the 
battle of Llaoyang can have no serious bearing on the eventual Issue 
unless the Japanese have surrounded Kuropatkln.

The London daily newspapers. In their headlines, depict the con­
ditions at Llaoyang as “Russian Rout” and “Defeat or Debacle.” Their 
editorials point out that the latest despatches leave the Issue of the 
greatest battle of this generation still in doubt.

From the expert British viewpoint, Marquis Oyama’s sacrifice 
will have been In vain unless he Is able to cut off Kuropatkln from 
Mukden. On this point there are chaotic hypotheses.

The Dally Graphic frankly says: "We are In the dark as to the 
final outcome,” adding that it seems not unlikel ythat .Kuropatkln 
may still manage to carry a fighting force with him to Mukden.

The other critics doubt whether the Japanese, in the face of 
“indomitable Russian pluck,” are strong enough to press some of 
the preliminary successes already won.
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STRAIGHTEN EVERY SINGLE TRACK 'i FINANCIER ACCEPTS AN ■p);Cg;i«The lack of definite information from 
the seat of war continues, up to this 
Saturday morning, and nothing further 
regarding the situation at Llaoyang la 
known beyond the Çict that Kuropat­
kln has withdrawn the main portion of 
his forces to the north or right bank 
of the Taltse River, and that accord­
ing to the latest advices the action Is 
still In progress.

There is disinclination In St- Peters­
burg to believe that Llaoyang has been 
abandoned, and at the same time It Is 
declared that the position Kuropatkln 
now occupies is the one he had pre­
pared and fortified, and where he has 
all along planned to make his second 
stand; Instead of directly in and around 
Llaoyang with the river at his back, 
as has been believed. It is thought 
by Russian experts that in attacking 
Kuropatkin’s present defences the 
Japanese are facing an almost impos­
sible attack, especially with their forces 
divided by the river.

Advices reaching Tokio say that the 
Taitse is flooded, and cannot be forc­
ed, and, therefore, "the river itself be­
comes an Important factor In the gen­
eral scheme of Russian defence." De­
spatches from both Russian and Jap­
anese sources Indicate that the troops 
on both side are jaded and weary af­
ter the many days' fighting, and It Is 
pointed out that in consequence a 
temporary lull In the active struggle 
would not be surprising.

A despatch received at Tokio says 
that great fires are raging at Llao­
yang, "believed to result from Japan­
ese shelling orxfrom the efforts of the 
Russians to destroy their stores pre­
paratory to the evacuation of Llaoyang 
with the additional hope of injuring 
the city as a future Japanese base.”

The opinion prevails in the Japan­
ese capital that THE RUSSIAN CAS­
UALTIES IN THE RECENT FIGHT­
ING WILL REACH. 30,000, while the 
Russian losses of Aug. 31 and Sept. 1 
are given in official reports as 5000 
killed or wounded.

2 TORONTO WOMEN SUPPOSED VICTIMS

The trolley added another to the re­

cent death roll at 1 o'clock this morn­
ing. The victim’s Identity is not known, 
but he was apparently a man of about 
35, 6 feet in height and of big build. 
The body was horribly mangled; in 
fact, the car passed completely over It 
before the motorman knew what had 
happened.

The accident occurred on Spadina- 
avenue, between Phoebe and Sulllvan- 
streets. A belt line car was running 
south at a rapid rate. Neither the crew 
of the car nor the few passengers 
heard any cry, but merely felt a suc­
cession of bumps, as if some obstruc­
tion was beneath the wheels. The car 
was brought to a standstill and run 
backwards and the body found lying 
across the rails. It is thought the 
unfortunate must have been prone on 
the ground when the car reached him.

They were 
travelers In lower berth No. 3, of a tourist car. Enquiries at the 
home of Mrs. Hewitt, 66 Montrose-avenue, 'last night, elicited the in­
formation that two of her daughters ,Mlss Anne Hewitt and Miss 
Hewitt, had purchased tickets from Toronto to Calgary at a date 
prior to Aug. 23. Mrs. Hewitt was sure of this because she had! 
returned from Muskoka on that date, and the tickets had been already 
bought. She thought, however, that the tickets were carried by her 
daughters ln satchels containing proofs of their identity, and that 
the finding of the tickets would reveal their names.

ST. PETERSBURG WORRIED.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 3.—(3.19*a.m.>— 
The text of the despatch seqt to the 
emperor by Gen. Kuropatkln Thurs­
day evening, the gist of which, as 
given by the war office, was cabled 
by the Associated Press at 4.50 Friday 
afternoon, was not made public Friday 
night as expected.

Responsibility Placed.
The responsibility of the fatal acci­

dent on the Canadian Pacific Railway 
at Slntaluta has been fixed on En­
gineer T. Johnston and Conductor Ir­
win of freight train No. 118.

At the coroner's inquest, held over 
the bodies of five victims of the wreck 
this afternoon, a verdict of criminal 
negligence was returned against these 
men, and about 5.30 they were arrested 
and taken to Moosejaw, where they 
will stand trial. Both men are resi­
dents of Moosejaw.

Details of the accident Indicate that 
the freight passed the switch at Sin- 
taluta on the main line, and then back­
ed on the siding, which had been open­
ed by the brakeman on the rear of the 
train, while the brakeman oh the front 
end walked forward along the main 
line to give the red signal to the en­
gineer on the approaching passenger 
train, which would bring that train to 

standstill, if the freight did not 
switch in time to let the passenger 
train go by. y

the front brakeman had walked back 
to the train without thinking of the 
main line being still thrown open for 
a siding and probably under the im­
pression that the Awitch had been re­
turned by the other brakeman.

City Solicitor Caswell said that the 
city undoubtedly had the power to com­
pel the fencing in of the lots leased 
from the city, just as the owner of 
any vacant lot might be compelled to 
erect a four-foot close board fence in 
front of his property. Mr. Caswell was 
of opinion that this should be done, and 
that the city's tenants should also be 
compelled to remove the debris from 
the sidewalks. There were many places 
where accldnts wer liable to occur, and 
th whole front should be placed in pro­
per condition.

The Are and light committee yester­
day heard the report of the delega­
tion which visited United States cities 
to Investigate the systems of fire pro­
tection in vogue. The report was 
adopted and recommended to the fav- 

the exhibition orable consideration of council. The 
bulk of It has already been published, 
so far as it relates to the methods of 
fighting fires in the cities visited, and 
the conclusions reached as to the needs 
of this city have been anticipated*. 
The committee asks thaf separate 
water mains for fire purposes only 
shall be constructed from the bay along 
the down town streets as follows: On 
Bay, Church and Jarvis.from the water 
front to Queen-street; on Yonge to 
Wilton-avenue; on Slmc'oe from Sta­
tion-street to Adelaide and on York- 
from the Esplanade to King. Cross 
town mains are also recommended on 
Front and King-streets from Slmcoe 
to Jarvis and on WelUngtcn-street 
from Slmcoe to Church-street. A sep­
arate pumping plant is also wanted to 
keep pressure on these mains at all 
times, and It is recommended that the 
system be constructed so that addi­
tions and extensions may be made 
when required in the future.

The purchase of a fire boat is now 
urged ,to cost about $60.000, and three 
750 gallon steam fire engines are want­
ed for the high level district. Rubber 
tires are recommended for all new wa­
gons, the saving in wear being con­
sidered greater than the cost.

Fifty men are proposed to be added 
to the strength of the fire department, 
ten of whom are wanted at once. The 
balance are required in the new sta­
tions to be built at Kew Beach, Cowan- 
avenue and Welltngton-street.

Quality Jest the Same.

Talking to a well-known cattle breed­
er, whose experience ranges over the 
last thirty years, The World enquired 
whether, in his opinion, the quality 
of the stock to-day had improved over 
that of previous years. His opinion 
was emphatically that it had not. The 
animals of thirty years ago,he thought, 
were not inferior to those now stand­
ing in the barns. There had been, he 
said, an increase in numbers, but the 
exhibits of 1904 showed individually no 
better breeding.

Very large entries have been made 
in some1 cases, and the object, It Is 
frankly admitted, is to secure sales. 
Nothing, of course, can be said against 
this. It Is not to be expected that 
stock breeders are going to expend a 
good many dollars in sending forward 
cattle merely to provide another at­
traction for curious crowds. On the 
other hand, to make the exhibition 
merely a gigantic sale yard would not 
be consistent with the purposes of its 
establishment. There is a happy me­
dium in this, as in other things, which 
the management will, no doubt, keep 
steadily before them. Where compe­
tition is keen and reputations are be­
ing made, exhibitors may be trusted 
to make the best showing they can, 
and if this is done, the main object of 
the National Exhibition will substan­
tially be attained.

Russian army and reaches the rail­
road, it will place the Russians in a 
serious predicament. Yesterday the 
Japanese managed to interfere seri­
ously with the train service from Liao­
yang. They used some guns captured 
from the Russians, together with 
some of their own, to bombard the 
railroad station at Liaoyang, thus pre­
venting the entraining of Russian 
troops. Few details of the pursuit of 
the Russian right have been received 
here. It is evident that the Russians 
are moving back slowly, contesting 
the ground and shielding their move­
ments as far as possible.

Carnality List Grows. 
Nothing concerning the actual oc­

cupation of Liaoyang has been re­
ceived here. Official despatches in­
dicate that the Russians were still 'n 
possession of Liaoyang this (Friday) 
morning. The list of casualties in the 
fighting before Liaoyang is growing, 
and the indications are that It will 
prove to BE THE BLOODIEST 
BATTLE SINCE THE FRANCO- 
PRUSSIAN WAR. The calculations 
of casualties must include the loss 
since Aug. 23, for the contest has been 
practically continuous since then. 
THE JAPANESE HAVE ALREADY, 
REPORTED OVER TWENTY-FIVE 
THOUSAND MEN KILLED AND 
WOUNDED.

A few additional details of the pro­
gress of the battle at Liaoyang reach­
ed Tokio at a late hour to-day. Gen. 
Kurokl’s right is continuing to press 
the attack at Heiyingtal, seeking 
ground whence their guns will dom­
inate the railroad. The troops under 
Gen. Kurokl, are Jaded and weary. 
They have been marching and fight­
ing since Aug. 23, but in spite of this, 
they attacked with spirit. The Jap­
anese are confident that they ha-e 
already swept back the strong Rus­
sian force with which they have been 
engaged, and it is probable that when 
the details are known it will be found 
that a great tragedy was enacted to­
day along the Taltse River. This is 
flooded and cannot be forded. Gen. 
Oku, In command of the left flank of 
the army, has .directed his energies to 
forcing the Russians to the river, and 
It is probable that many were drowned 
there.

ISpecial
Fires Rage at Liaoyang.

A private despatch received here 
reports that great fires are raging at 
Liaoyang. This statement is not con­
firmed officially. The fires are believed 
to have resulted from the Japanese 
shelling or from efforts of the Rus­
sians to destroy their stores previous 
to the evacuation of Liaoyang, with 
the additional hope of Injuring the 
city as a future Japanese base.

Unofficial estimates place the Rus­
sian forces In the vicinity of Liaoyang 
at 15 ^divisions of 16,000 men each. 
These are probably excessive, but It is 
evident that, numerically, the: Rus­
sians exceed the Japanese.

Russian* Loose 30,000.
The opinion that the Russian casual­

ties in the recent fighting will reach 
30,090 Is confidently expected In high 
quarters here. Neither Field Marshal 
Oyama nor the Japanese army com­
manders have yet estimated the Rus­
sian losses. \

It seems that the Japanese avoided 
a direct assault upon Liaoyang itself, 
but devoted their energies to the troops 
outside the city, and an effort to cut 
off the Russian retreat. Liaoyang is 
strongly fortified, and if~ Is probable 
that the Japanese will not attack the 
city directly until they have succeed­
ed in isolating It. Should the Russians 
abandon Liaoyang, the Japanese will, 
of course, enter.

The launch left the dock im­
mediately and went out into the river 
in the direction of Buffalo. It was too 
dark for Kraemer to ascertain the name 
of the launch. He could see, however, 
that it was painted white.

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WHY DENISON RESIGNED.
gee. Prejudice 1» Aetlo» ot Colomel 

Otter Toward HI*.

Major George T. Denison, Jr., who 
has Just been gazetted out ot the G. 
G. B. G., retaining his rank, has band­
ed out for publication a statement, 
which bears out the Idea that the 
.trouble between him and the officer 
commanding the Toronto district arose 
out of the action of CoL Otter In hand­
ing over the major’s room at the Ar­
mouries to the Toronto Light Horse. 
Major Denison has been absent in 
Muskoka on his vacation, and had 
not had a previous opportunity since 
his resignation was accepted, to pub­
lish his side of the case.

He says, in part:
"Now that the resignation of my 

commission In the G.G.B.G. has been 
accepted, and I am free to speak, 7. 
would like to correct the false Im­
pression that has been caused by Col. 
Otter’s statement, which appeared in 
several of the Toronto papers of July 
19 last, and which was meant by him 
to convey my reasons for resigning.

"When Lieut.-Coi. Merritt Informed 
me that he had offered Col. Otter other 
rooms, and Col. Otter would accept no 
other room but mine, which we had 
gone to a good deal of expense in fit­
ting Ui) und making comfortable, I 
came to the conclusion that Col. Otter 
had some prejudice against me, lyid 
when I received an order from Col. 
Otter, thru Lieut.-Col. Merritt, about 
11.40 a.m. on Monday, May 23, to hand 
over my room by noon of the same 
day, I informed Lieutt-Col, Merritt 
that of course it would be Impossible 
to obey the order in 20 minutes, and 
that I had my business to attend to 
during the day, and I at once handed 
in my resignation. When I arrived at 
the Armouries that evening about S 
o'clock for the purpose of handing over 
my stores to another officer, I found 
the Toronto Light Horse In possession 
of my room and stores. Col. Otter not 
even giving me a chance to check over 
what stores I had in the room. I 
therefore left the Armouries.

"Altbo Col. Otter had, by his 
action In taking possession of my 
room and stores, relievo^, me ot all re­
sponsibility in regard to the same, 
still I was unable to have my resigna­
tion forwarded to headquarters for 
acceptance till I had again made my­
self responsible for the deficiencies. If 
any, in my stores, altho they had been 
taken from me and placed in charge 
of another officer, in my absence and 
without my consent.

“Now that I am out, I feel a relief, 
and have no desire to again place my- 
■self in a position where I might feel 
that I was unable to trust either the 
actions or the words of those over 
me.”

MRS. MAYBHICK NO HEROINE.

Duluth News-Tribune: Mrs. May-
brick, the much pitied, has returned to 
her native land, new from a British 
prison, and more recently from the 
fields of sunny France and the boule­
vards of historic Rouen. Time-was 
when the entire country sympathized 
with the celebrated prisoner, but re­
cent authentic publications of the let­
ters of her mother have changed all
that.

The prolific writers for the New 
York papers have been at pains to in­
form the public in pathetic prose be- 
naeth attractive headlines that she 
wept, presumably for joy, at the sight 
of her own country when she set foot 
on American soil after an absence of 
20 years. Her tears were doubtless 
heart moving, as woman’s tears usu- 
àll are, and the American reader will 
heave a sigh of sympathy.

But however great may have been 
Mrs. Maybrick's Joy at returning It is 
not written that she wept copiously 
when In the vigor of her youth and the 
day of her respectability she shook the 
dust of the United States from lier 
feet and forswore her country for the 
flag of a stranger. History sayeth not 
that ever thereafter she lavished vast 
affection upon "the land of the free" 
until her conviction for murder landed 
her behind the walls of an English 
prison. Be that conviction Just or un­
just it was the moving cause In, per­
haps, the only “love" she ever exhibited 
for America since she grew to wo­
man's size, and that love was impelled 
by vital self Interest.

She was In jail, and appealed to 
Uncle Sam for assistance, which he 

with no niggardly hand, gavegave
perhaps much more generously than 
the applicant deserved. She was re­
leased, after many years, and comes 
home an ex-convlct and weepirg at 
the jov of It. She had forfeited r.sr 
citizenship. bu4 the law barring foreign 
ex-convicts was not Invoked against 
her, she re-entered her father's house, 

which she had so lightly turnedupon
her back, and was given a welcome 
such as a wayward daughter does not 
often receive on returning.

Mrs. Maybrick 
sympathized with during her long term 
in prison—as what woman prisoner is 
not? She has been painted as a charm­
ing. patient, kind, gentle person, but 
this was without doubt dene for a nur- 
pose Her recently revealed relations 
with her own family show her to be 
quite the contrary—harsh, cruel, insult­
ing and unjust.

The éxtracts from the Baroness von 
Roque's letters, made part of an ct- 
torney's answer to her suit for a large 
estate in the south, place Mrs. May- 
brick in the light of an unnatural child 
who insulted, wronged and nagged her 
parent It is to be hoped that the last 
has been heard of the recent convict, 
her lachrymose patriotism and her 

1 shining virtues. Above all may provi- 
dence so will it that she will not go on 
the stage or write a book.

Too many American girls willingly 
quit their kin and country to wed 
noble drunkards, “dope fiends" and 
wife beaters. They generally return 
penitent, but titled when the cup of 
their misery is full.

Mrs. Tiaybrick does not bring even a 
title having married a plain arsenic 
eater, who died by a probably self ad- 
ministered dose of more than usual 
proportions.
