NOVELTY SHOWER.

ff The passengers on the C. F. O. S. 
liner Melite, which arrived in port last 
night, disembarked at Sand Point this 
morning. There were only 187 pas­
sengers on board, 100 naval ratings for 
various parts of St. John’s, Newfound­
land, and the remaining number civil­
ians, a few Australian officers and some 
Canadian officers, who had seen service 
in the Royal Naval Air Forces and the 
Royal Air Forces. The steamer brought 
from Brest to Boston 1,295 troops and 
325 officers, after which she came on to 
this port to land the other passengers 
and load cargo for Liverpool.
Something to Remember.

Included in the Canadian officers was 
Captain W. L. Haight of Parry j Sound 
(Ont.), who crossed overseas with the 
162nd infantry in 1916 and later joined 
the Royal Air Forces and was sent to 
do duty in the east. In April, 1917, he 
arrived in Alexandria where he re­
mained for two months with the Brit­
ish forces, after which he went to Cairo 
where he operated against the Hun air­
men for eight months. In- March, 1918, 
while engaged with German airmen he 
was shot down over the Turks’ line and 
was taken prisoner. His engine had been 
badly shattered by shrapnel and one 
piece of steel struck him in the head, in­
flicting a bad wound over the left tem­
ple. When he crashed to earth he was 
seized by the Turks and put in a filthy 
prison infested with rats and vermin. 
He was kept there for one month and 
was then sent to Afion Kara Hissar to 
a big prison camp. After being there 
for a short time he made a break for 
liberty, accompanied by two English­
men. They made suits out of bedding 
and dyed the cloth with some dye they 
procurred at a bazaar. They then cov­
ered their hands, face and neck with a 
mixture of permanganate and potash 
and started out. After traveling for 200 
miles on foot they were chased and 
captured by Turkish brigands, who 
stripped them. One of their number, 
Lieutenant Jamieson of South Devon, 
England, made a break for liberty and 
was shot dead.

“The whole history of sea-going, from 
the Phoenician traders to now, is the 
history of private enterprise, the history 
of great risks taken for great rewards. 
Government aid in the shr.pe of subsid­
ies has nowhere succeeded in building a 
mercantile marine on sound lines where 
there has not been a .national bent to­
ward maritime enterprise.

“None of the arguments, whatever 
weight we attach to them, in favor of 
the nationalizàtion of railways or mines 
is really applicable to shipping.

“Freedom of the séus implies that in­
dividuals or a body of individuals whp 
can acquire hull and engines and find 
men to work for them should be as free 
to use the seas as governments or na­
tions, always provided that the equal 
rights of others are not interfered with. 
The freer the use, the better for the na­
tions.

“So, we may welcome the news that 
restrictions on production and the work­
ing of merchant shipping are to be re­
moved soon and as far as possible, and 
that private enterprise shall be allowed 
to reassert itself in the task of bringing 
food and the raw materials of industry 
to the country in the largest quantities 
obtainable.”

Census of Central Power Station* in 
Canada Completed—Revenue 

$44,536.848

Ottawa, Jan. 22—A census and direc­
tory of the central electric power sta­
tions in Canada has jilst been _completed 
by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics 
and the Dominion Water Power branch 
of the Department of the Interior, work­
ing in co-operation and with the assist­
ance of the Ontario Hydro-Electric Com­
mission, the Quebec Streams Commis­
sion and other provincial departments 
concerned. The statistics include only 
central electrical stations, that is, sta­
tions developing electrical power for sale.

The capital invested in power stations 
totals 5866,004,168, of which 79.5 per cent 
is invested in commercial stations and 
20.5 per cent in municipal or public- 
owned stations. Total employees num­
ber 8,840, receiving wages and salaries 
totalling 37,777,715 per annum.

The total revenue received from the 
sale of electrical energy is 344,586,848, of 
which $29,185,899 were secured by mun­
icipal plants. The primary power in­
stallation in central stations totals 1,- 
844*571 h. p., of which 78.8 per cent., or 
1,444*814 h. p., is installed in commercial 
stations and 21.7 per cent., or 400,257 h. 
p, in municipal stations. Of the total 
primary horsepower installed, 1,652,661 
h. p. is derived from water, 180,800 from 
steam, and 11,710 fpom gas and oil.

Of special interest is the actual cost 
of construction of hydro-electric power 
stations per installed horse-power. Omit­
ting all real estate, transmission and dis­
tribution equipment, seventy represent­
ative hydro-electric stations throughout 
the Dominion, with an aggregate turbine 
installation of 745,797 h. p. and a total 
construction cost of $50,740,458, show 
an average cost of $69.11 per installed 
turbine horse-power.

prize of 25,000 francs today for being 
the first airman to land upon the roof 
of a house on a flight

Vedrines left Issy les Moulineaux at 
1.20 o’clock this afternoon, notwithstand­
ing a thick fog, with the purpose of at­
tempting a landing on the roof of the 
Galleries Lafayette, a large department 
store near the St. Lazare Station. The 
roof, which is wide and long, and with­
out obstructions on it, has previously 
been proposed for use as an aerial sta­
tion in Paris.

Vedrines flew over the boulevards and 
slowed down as he passed over a bank 
building, opposite his destination. Here 
the aviator shut off the power of his 
engines and skimmed the parapet sur­
rounding the roof by only a few inches. 
The landing was a spectacular one, and, 
although the machine was slightly dam- 

d, Vedrines was uninjured. When 
the machine came to a standstill Ve­
drines waved his arms to a spectator on 
the bank roof, yelling, “There you are.”

The roof is fifty-two feet wide and 
about seventy-five feet long. The width 
of the airplane used by Vedrines is 
thirty-six feet

After the flight and the successful 
landing Vedrines said he never had the 
slightest doubt about its success. He 
added that he intended to fly around the 
world.

“The king of Montenegro, learning of 
the tragic incidents now desolating his 
country, is anxious to stop the shedding 
of blood and has addressed a note to 
his people as follows :

“‘To my beloved people,—I beg you 
to remain quietly in your homes and not 
oppose by arms troops which seek pos­
session of the government of our 
country.

“T have received the highest assur­
ances from high representatives of the 
Allied countries that very soon a true 
opportunity will be afforded the Monte­
negrin people to pronounce freely on the 
political form of their future govern­
ment. For my part, tell them that I 
shall adhere to that decision with 
pleasure.’ ”

“The message was approved by the 
peace conference yesterday, which au­
thorized that it be sent to Montenegro.”

Sir Géorge Milne, Who Commands British 
Forces at Saloniki, Explains Hardships En­
countered Before Enemy’s Line Was Brpken 
and Allies Rushed On to Victory.

A LIFE SAVER.London, Jan. 23—(Canadian Press de­
spatch from Reuter’s Limited)—General 
Sir George Milne, commander-in-chief of 
the British forces at Saloniki, in a de­
spatch dated Dec. 1, 1918, gives tlv 
first official description of the great Al­
lied victory against the Bulgarians lasu 
September, which contributed so much 
to the final smashing of the Central 
Powers and their allies. This despatch 
shows that the British played a very 
conspicuous and very important part in 
this battle and suffered heavy losses.

He reports that he received instruc­
tions to prepare for his share in the gen­
eral offensive in July. He was advised 
that the British were to take the heights 
west and northwest of Lake Doiran,pro­
vided the initial Franco-Serbo attack 
from Sokol to Verenik was successful. 
This latter assault on Sept. 14 
brilliant victory so that on the 18th the 
British attack was begun. The British 
.•'trength at this time, owing to climatic 
disease and influenza, was half its nor­
mal, therefore the Allied commander- 
in-chi°f, General D’Esprej’, reinforced 
General Milne with a French infantry 
regiment and a Hellenic division.

General Milne says of the front be­
tween Doiran Lake and the Vardar that 
it baffles description, with its steep hill­
sides, rocky ground, deep ravines crown­
ed by the “P” Ridge and Grand Cou­
ronne overlooking the British lines and 
the whole country south to Saloniki. 
These positions were all held in great 
strength with numerous guns and 
chine guns.

The sixty-sixth infantry brigade, Gen­
eral Milne reports, led the attack on the 
ridge with consummate self-sacrifice and 
gallantry. Here the enemy had estab­
lished three strong lines of defence teem­
ing with concrete machine gun emplace­
ments from which they could sweep and 
enfilade the whole front. After severe 
fighting the 12th Cheshires, the 9th 
South Lancashires, the 8th Shropshires 
reached the third lines, but at this point 
they came under a devastating machine 
fire and were compelled to fall back to 
their original position, though not be­
fore they had lost sixty-five per cent, of 
their strength, including two colonels,
