Scab right, N. J., swept by a vio­
lent storm on Christmas night, with an 
estimated loss of half a million dollars, 
was again Aie centre of the gigantic 
waves. More than 100 persons were 
made homeless and the summer cottages 
of New York and Philadelphia business 
men tumbled into the sea, as did the Oc­
tagon Hotel, one of the largest summer 
resorts along the New Jersey coast

While the greatest damage was done 
at Seabright, the New Jersey coast from 
Sandy Hapk to Long Branch was lashed 
by waves. The bulkheads which for 
thirty years had protected the low 
beaches, were ripped to pieces and tossed 
aside. Heavy losses are reported from 
Atlantic City, where wires are down 
and part of the city in darkness last 
night.

Shipping in New York harbor suffered. 
Six coal barges were sunk off Staten 
Island, and shipping was practically at 
a standstill.

The Bermudian, of the Bermuda Line, 
arrived with more than 800 passengers, 
who told of being storm-tossed outside 
of Sandy Hook. The Carmania reached 
her pier yesterday morning, twenty-four 
hours late, and smaller vesels were tossed 
about for hours before finding 
cborage.

New York, Jan. 5—The tank steaifier 

Oklahoma was In troubje off Sandy 
Hook yesterday in a heavy gale, and 
twenty-two of her crew apparently per­
ished. Eight were saved. The Hfam- 
burg-American line freighter Bavaria, 
bound from Philadelphia to Boston re­
ported'by wireless this morning that she 
had been able to take off Captain Alfred 
Gunter and seven officers and men. No 
mention of the remainder of the crew 
was made. The Oklahoma was owned 
by the J. M. Guffey Petroleum Com­
pany, was 2,796 tons net and 419 feet 
long. She left here on Saturday for 
Port Arthur, Texas. The steamer Carib­
bean reported this forenoon that the 
crew had been rescued, but did not give 
the name of the vessel.

In announcing the saving of part of 
the Oklahoma’s crew, the Bavaria added 
that the vessel had not sunk entirely, but 
was partly submerged and drifting help­
lessly.

The point may I 
be made at once that this indicates no i 
diminution in what John Bums happily 
called the “seed bed.” But how far will 
this argument hold good? Is it not true] 
that an appreciable percentage of your I 
new citizens this' year were of the arti- j 
zan class?

Several causes are now operating ; 
which seem to indicate that we have 
practically touched bottom. The cor­
diality with which Mr. Lloyd George i 
espoused the cause of the country work­
er masked more than political expedi­
ency; it undoubtedly sprang from a 
knowledge—forced upon him by contin­
ual representation—that continued loss 
of blood in an already anaemic agri­
cultural body must result in inertia. On 
the other side of the political fence we; 
find the Duke of Marlborough—who has 
resolutely carried out his promise to put 
historic Blenheim Park under the plough 
—giving some startling statistics. There 
are today, he says, a million fewer 
sheep in England than there were a year 
ago, as well as fewer cattle and pigs. 
While he attributes this to the appre­
hension of the agriculturists, that the 
government would turn the industry 
topsy-turvy, it would be idle to ignore 
the possibility of the decline in the 
number of workmen being responsible.

You do not have to look for signs of 
the serious decline in the number of 
workmen. What of the strike of Lan­
cashire farm laborers, an event, I be­
lieve, unprecedented within the last half 
century? Take again the frequent and 
not inconsiderable increases in farm 
wages in various parts of the country. 
Add what appears to be a concerted 
campaign in Scotland and Ireland 
against emigration. Consider that Scot­
tish farmers have offered to pay the re­
turn fares of their former workmen 
now in Canada. In Kent the education 
committee is endeavoring to meet the 
need by the establishment of training 
farms for lads between the ages of six­
teen and twCnty-one, and the farmers 
are objecting to this as they believe it 
will result in the lads leaving for Can­
ada after receiving instruction at the 
expense of the Kent ratepayer.

Sir Rider Haggard, who, in conjunc­
tion with his work on the Dominions 
Royal Commission, has been studying 
conditions for the last year, was very 
serious when he said the other day that 
as a farmer he knew the land had been 
swept pretty clear of young agricultural 
porkers'; and as to the superfluous wo­
man of whom so much was talked, she 
did not exist, for there was no surplus 
of marriageable women between the 
ages of eighteen and forty-five.

As a farmer of 600 acres he had work­
ing on his farm a man with one arm, 
another deaf, and another suffering with 
chronic asthma, because only the lame, 
the halt and the blind were left in 
English agricultural districts. As Dr. S.
C. Johnson, an expert on economics, 
points out ip his History of Emigra­
tion, just published, the emigration laws 
of Canada are so severe that only the 
ablest and healthiest workers can secure 
an entrance into the dominion.

4513 have satisfactorily completed their 
parole. 668 have not yet completed it, 
while in the case of 145, licences have 
been withdrawn and they have been 
taken back, through failure to comply 
with the conditions of reporting, etc. in 
the case of only 169 have licences been 
withdrawn and committment been re­
newed because of subsequent offences.

This table gives some further par­
ticulars of this important disease. These 
include the age at death in groups ; the 
two principal divisions of the disease, the 
percentage of tuberculosis deaths of 
those from all causes, and the rate per 
100,000 for each age group, together with 
the total rate. It seems very satisfac­
tory to note the decline in the mortality 
from tuberculosis this year as compared 
with last. In 1912, the total number of 
deaths from this cause was 96, the per­
centage 18.44, and the rate per 100,000, 
204.48. It will be seen that the follow­
ing table shows substantial reductions 
in all of these points. It would appear 
that the greater care taken In reporting 
this disease to the health authorities, the 
increased attention given to it by the 
latter and, above all, the commendable 
activity of the Association for the Pre­
vention of Tuberculosis, have not been 
without beneficial effect.

Managers 
and fans alike sop that this practice 
spoils many an interesting moment in 
the great game but it is recognized as 
difficult—in fact impossible—to prove 
when a pitcher does this deliberately ; 
and because of this the rule makers are

An editorial in last week’s Snorting 
News, St Louis, d$als with this matter 
and, while offering no solution, points 
out the need of a ride to prevent pitch­
ers doing this.

Joseph H. Page,- editor of, the Cana- 
dian Baseball Guide, who is in the city 
today, has grappled with the problem 
and under date of last Friday sent to 
Ban B. Johnson, president of the Ameri­
can Baseball League, a suggested rule 
to meet the casé.

Mr. Page knows the game from A to 
Z and has long realized the dissatisfac­
tion that exists in the grandstand, on 
the bleachers and; on the lines when a 
critical stage of a game is reduced to 
the deliberate passing of a batsman.
