P. £ 1. BLACK FOXES
ARE SOLD IN RUSSIA

Charlottetown, Nov. 15—Excitement at-
tending the black fox industry in this
province was considerably heightened by
news of the sale of six pair of foxes from |
Charles Dalton Ranching Co. to a Rus-|
sian nobleman for $100,000, to be delivered
in Russia next September by Dal per-
gonally. This year the price opened at
$10,000 a pair, and has been steadily ad-
vancing. The fact that Russia is to start
fox breeding should give great impetus
to the industry here.

The Charlottetown Patriot confirms the
statement that a Russian nobleman has
agreed to purchase six pairs of black foxes,
pups of 1913, for $100,000, or $16,666.66 a
pair. They are to be delivered from the
Dalton ranch next September.

J. E. B. McCready prints an estimate
which shows that there are now 113 fox
ranches in Prince Edward Island. There
ere also breeders of mink, raccoon and
muskrats.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS
CHANGES IN WORKMEN'S
COMPENSATION LAW

Toronto, Nov. 16—The report of the
commission on revision of the insurance
acts and compensations to working men
have inserted in the report clauses which
the governmeht is recommended to adopt
and which give the working man compen-
sation for injury without recourse to the
law courts.

The liability of the insurance companies
is to be made pretty plain. Under the
present law, corporations insure their
workmen and as soon as an accident hap-
pens the insurance company is notified
and writs issued against the corporations
are turned over to them to fight. This
practice will be stopped by making the
employing company responsible for injur-

ies to its servauts, \

Fighting at Monastir

“While the reception was in progress,
the sound of guns about twenty-five miles
to the southwest, announced that the bat-
tle of Monastir had begun: All the news
thus far received here, is that a Servian
cavalry division operating -between Prilip
and Monastir, came in contact with a
Turkish column consisting of a regiment
of infantry, a squadron of cavalry and a
battery of artillery. The Servian artillery
at once attacked the ememy, near the vil-
lage of Dobromira. Despite the fire of the
Turkish guns, the Servians forced the col-
umn which formed the advance guard, to
retreat, and by a sfuccessful flank move-
ment, the column was obliged to retire to-
ward Novatzi, from its main body.

Compulsory. Service Advecated By

German Professor

Berlin, Nov. 15—Compulsory military
service-for German women is the remedy
suggested by Professor Witzel, of Dussel-
dorf, in order to safeguard the health of
the army when engaged in active gervice.

PROGRESS ON THE CAPE
(OD CANAL WORK

One End of Great Waterway
Practically is Finished

Buzzards Bay, Nov. 15—Having finished
the task of deepening the main ship chan-
nel in the bay here, the approach to the
Cape Cod Canal, the big dredge Gover-
nor Warfield will now begin the work in-
jand. The dredge is one of the two mam-
moth digging machines that were built
along the line of the waterway during
the last year, and since it has become
“limbered up” has been excavating the
material in a rapid manner.

From near the new railroad bridge over
the canal on this end, where the dredge
will begin the work of cémpleting dig-
ging the last section of the canal to
Bourne, the canal will follow the historie
Monument River for a distance of over
a mile, and a great part of this section
has already been deepened and also freed
of the big rocks that were imbedded in
the river bottom.

It is expected that' the dredge will
make its way along the river in a short
time and that the progress that, is being
made in building the canal will then be
plainly evident. For over two years the
task of dredging in the bay here, from
Wings Neck to the mouth of Monument
River, has been going on, and the work
all being under water of qourse does not
show, but the work that will now be car-
ried on, until the waterway is completed,
will be plainly evident all along the line,
and great progress is looked for between
this time and next summer.

The dredges now at work trimming the
slopes of the main ship channel off Gray
Gables will finish their task in a short
time, and the bay here will then be free
of construction crafts except the tugs and
scows that will be engaged in disposing
of the material excavated.

Work on the great sea wall on the
Cape Cod Bay end of the canal is still
in progress, the weather having favored
the contractors during the season as never
before since the task was begun, over
three years ago.

The Cape Cod Bay end of the canal is
practically finished, and crafts drawing
20 feet of water now enter and leave the

-| waterway there at all times of tide.

WOMEN POLICE HOLD MEETING.

FROZEN ALIVE'AND THEN
RESTORED 10 LIFE

Remarkable Results of Experi-
ments by Professor in Moscow

Moscow, Nov, 15—Professor Bakhme-
tieff of Moscow. University, has proved
that animals may be frozen alive and then

resuscitated without the slightest harm,
according td an article by Professor Kalin

ments were made with cold-blooded anim-
als and insects. 'Butterflies were enclosed
in a vessel containing air at a temperature
of minus 23 deg. cent. The bedy fluids
immediately froze hard, all vital actions
ceased, and, in ordinary phraseology, the
butterflies were “frozen to death.”

Professor Bakhmetieff soon discovered,
however, that by slow and careful warm-
ing they eould be restored to life at any
time before the body temperature had fall-
en below minus 10 deg. cent. Further
tests showed that when the resuscitation
process was begun at & body temperature
of minus 4% deg. cent., recovery was
quickest and most complete.

The next stage was the repetition of the
experiment on warm-blooded animals and
on mammals. Two hufidred tests in all
were made, and nearly all succeeded. Bats
were refrigerated and kept ‘‘dead” for
many weeks, and then completely restored.

Wokt's Hearded arded Wealth Found
By Policemen and it Totals Half

(St. Petersburg Correspondence, London

Standard.)

The authorities of St. Petersburg are at
present engaged in distributing the sum
of £100,000 which has just been bequeath-
ed to a number of churches and monaster-
iey in somewhat singular circumstances.
The number of religious establishments
that are to-bencfit by the legacy is said to
be as many as 200, and as the will is not
a little comphca...ed in form the proceed-
ings are likely to last some time.

The money was accumulated by an old
woman, who had all the characteristics of
a personage in Dickens or Balzac. Mme.
Kolobova was thought to have died a pau-
per, and, indeed, was buried as such, but
subsequently it fell to the duty of the pol-

ir the -<.cnen. At first the police found
small trace of any wealth beyond a gquan-
tity of furs of some value, but which for|vi
the greater part had been irreparably dam-
aged by moths. For the rest the rooms
seemed to have served for nothing bet-
ter than a store house for old newspapers
and for piles of rags.

On beginning to make a clearance, how-
ever, they soon discovered that what they
Lad thought was a fairy tale ‘was really
more than true. In almost every nook
and cranny they came across packets all
very tightly and neatly bound up, some
of which contained bank-notes and others
share certificates or title deeds, whilst in
the piano, an old and worthless instru-
ment, they discovered quite a number of
rolls of gold.

d IN NEW ZEALAND

.t We are apt to picture New Zealand, the
¥and of advanced social experiments, as a
‘heppy community, and perhape it is; but
‘there are drawbacks, even in New Zea-
Jand. A Royal Commission on the Cost
of Living was busy this year, and recent-
1y submitted its report. One of its find-
ings was that highly protected industries
had increased the cost of living to 95 per
cent of the population, and that the duties
on the mnecessaries of life should be abol-
dehed. If assistance were to be given the
.Commission favored bounties to help any
useful industry into active being. It
therefore recommended the sabolition of
duties on all food stuffs and ,the most
important commodities used by the pri-
mary producers, or, failing that, a reduc-
- tion in all the duties. The Commission also
urged the adoption of such a land policy
as would break down land monopoly in
town and country, which means taxation
of land values on a larger and more gen-
eral scale. Of general conditions the Com-
mission eaid:—

“In the opinion of yéur Commissioners
‘New Zealand is an under-populated coun-
try. We have vast areas of valuable land
lying idle and unproductive. The lands
which are already in occupation are not
producing all that is possible for them to
produce. We have mineral resources only
partially developed, and many of our
manufacturing industries are hampered
and checked in their growth from want of
workers. This want appears to be grow-
ing more acute every day, and the evi-
dence tendered on this point to your Com-
missioners was most convincing.”

The Commission also urged a more ac-

immigrants, but it is also true of num-
bers of young people born in New Zea-
land. 8o far as land is concerned, Canada,
Australia, and other parts of the world
offer greater attractions, and as this be-
comes better known, emigration from the
older countries to New Zealand will di-
nrinigsh year by year. Emigrants with their
eyes open are not likely to go to countries
where taxation is high and everything is
very dear. Most of the men who came
here in recent years from Furope did not
know the true state of affairs in New
Zealand, or they would have tried their
luck in the best part of the American
continent. We have not a few amongst
us now who would at once do the same
were it not that they are, for the present,
prisoners of poverty.”

Making all due allowance for the pessi-
mistic outlook~ of the advocate of the
single tax, it is still evident that condi-
tions in New Zealand sre not so much
better than those elsewhere, and there are
still grave economic problems to be solved.
Protection, it will be observed, is not a
pPanaces in that commonwealth.

FORCE OF LAW NEEDED

The press of this city in the regular
course of news-giving tells from time to
time stories of meglected and unhappy
children, whose parents apparently have
no sense of responsibility and disregard
the most friendly and urgent appeals to
them to do their duty to their little ones.
No doubt, if the person who went to them
were backed by the authority of law there
are many cases in which the warning given'
would be heeded, and more care would
be devoted to the welfare of the chil-
dren. But there sre other cases, and
one especially woa brought to the atten-
tion of the Associated Charities Wednes-
day where there is no hope that parental
care of the character necessary to give
the children a fair start in life will be
exercised. In euch a case the law should
intervene and find other homes for the
little ones. Buch action cannot be taken
without a Child’s Protection Act, and
there is therefore the more need that
the effort to secure the passage of such
an act should receive universal support.
While public attention is only now and
then directed to special cases, there are
very many others, and such a law is
greatly needed. Mr. J. King Kelley has
expressed the belief that there would be
one hundred and fifty such cases to deal
with the first year. We know that the
Ottawa Children’s Aid Society now has
three hundred children placed in new
homes, and is constantly finding more, It
is easy to say that the parents 'are re-
sponsible and should do their duty, and
that the whole affair is none of our busi-
ness; but that is hardly the right atti-
tude in g Christian community. More-
over, it is our business, since iety as
a whole suffers from any increase in the |
defective, criminal or mendicant portion
of the community.

Vessels ’

HELPING THE POOR 10 60

The Spirit of Charity’— The
Scene on the Steamer—*“Sea
Drunk” a Frequent Lament to
the Inspecting Officers

(London Standard).

Among the multitude of services which
British merchant ehips perform for a wide
world, perhaps the least known is the im-
portant and remunerative pilgrim traffic
between Malaya and Arabia, the busy sea-
son of which is now commencing. It will
be news to most that such a trade exists.
Nothing has been written about it. The
ships carry no other passengers, and an
opportunity to witness the events of a
strange voyage in a big steamer/laden
with the folk of.the east camnot be pur-
chased. That, per‘hnps, is just as well,
for the surgeon of such a pilgrim ship
has been known to deal with plague, chol-
era, and smallpox among the passengers
all in one voyage. But for the courageous
such a voyage has ite compensations. It
offers a unique opportunity to the curious
and sympathetic man to obtain glimpses
of the obscure warking in the dark mind
of the romantic Malay.

The Koran is a book fairly well known
to English readers, but the passage in it

| which ‘sends so many tens of thousands an-

nually on the adventurous journey to
Mecca is not so well known: “Oh! Ye
who believe discharge the duty of prayer.”
“A fast is prescribed for you that ye may
fear Godi”’ “Give alms for your own
weal, for such as are saved from their
own greed shall prosper;” and ‘Proclaim
a pilgrimage,” for “a pilgrihage to the
temple is a service due to God for those
who are able to journey thither.”

Of these principal duties enjoined to
the devout Moslem the pilgrimage to
Mecca is the culminating act of that per-
sonal merit by ‘which alone the faithful
qualify for admission to the highest joys
of their celestial paradige. ‘“To those who
believe and do the things that are right,
for them are the gardens ’neath which
the rivers flow.” All, therefore, endeavor
to aceomplish the hajj, at least once. In-
deed, to have the opportunity and to
neglect it is a mortal sin.

Javenese Pilgrims

Accordingly, from Turkey, Egypt, and
many parts of Africa; from the Persian
Gulf, India, and the Malay Archipelago

who, as the month: Dhu’l Hajji approaches,
converge on their holy city; sacrificing the
savings of a frugal lifetime, healfh, aye!
even their very lives, in plous visitatjon
to the epots rendered sacred by associa-
tions with the prophet of Allah. For
the Turk the way is usually made easy
by his wealth; the Magrabees and deni-
zens around the Persian Gulf enforce re-
gpect by their fiercest and by the
strength of theiv own right hands; but
mildness, poverty, or remoteness requires
a path-to be smoothed by paternal gov-
ernments for others, and amongst he lat-
ter must be included the Javanese, gentle
as sheep and often as deficient in inia-
tive. This deficiency, indeed, might in-
duce them to omit altogether this ser-
vice, but for the insistence of Arab agents,
resident in the Dutch East Indies, who
tend to keep the pilgrim epirit aflame.
One is told that a laborer may be induc-
ed to enter continuous service, which he
would not otherwise undertake, for pil-
grimage expenses promised at its termin-
ation. Also that sometimes a benefit so-
ciety is formed from which certainfor-
tunates, chosen by ballot, are annually
gent; a species of raffle for a place in
Paradise which should strongly recommend
itself to the mational gambling spirit of
the Malay. Besides those actuated by
pure religious zeal some act as deputies
for a death-bed vow, or for one himself
incapable; a few go as cooks or guides;
some with merchandise; others again treat
it as a penance to expiate some fault. A
life of usury, a slip from chastity, a mat-
ter of homicide may require counterbal-
ancing by this accesSory act of virtue.
But whatever the reason, desire is care-
fully fostered until a pilgrimage is form-
allly vowed and tickets are sold for the
sea voyage.

Duty of Charity

With the ticket must be secured a pass-
port from the government authority of
his district, and means be shown beyond
a minimum limit. If dependants are left
at home these must be supported during
his absence. But amongst a community
to which almsgiving is -an essential duty,

an immaculate and certain interceder, a
hajji can never more be allowed to want.
Often, therefore, the entire household is
sold up, and children, father, mother, and
grandparents, set out together; many,
alas! with little expectation of return,
but satisfied that should they do eo a
livelihood at least is assured.

Articles of clothing, including the or-
thodox dress and shroud, are packed in
strong boxes enmeshed in rope netting for
slinging on camel back; some pots and
pans are carried in the hands; rolle of
rugs and mats depend from the back; a
belt for money and small valuables is
fastened round the waist, and a tin case
containing ticket and passport slung from
the shoulders. Heelless slippers or ean-
dals and an umbrella are essential for
protection against burning desert sand and

when naked insteps and heels, with a bare
ghaven crown, are necessary items of cere-
monial. Then on foot, by wagon, by
boats of various kinds, steamers, praus,
campanps, double or single outrigged
canoes; by train or tramcar, a pictures-
que, motley crowd of adults, aged, and
children, male and female, hale and in-
firm, wealthy and poor, the dwellers in
towns and the almost wild man of the
interior or outlying islands, wend their
ways to the ports of Batavia and Padang
to reach the vessel upon which the pas-
sage must be made.

Then they with their baggage are re-
ceived on the ocean steamef, which be-
comes a pilgrim ship protected by vari-
ous penalties, binding the owners and
master to the government. At the last
mon.ent, tobacco, betel-nut, fresh fruit,
and vegetables, are laid in by the way-far-
ere as special luxuries, and the vessel
steams away upon her long journey, leav-
ing the farewell cries, blessings, and pray-
ers of assembled friends and sightseers to

Mr. Turney Leaves for Ottawa
on Business Connected With
His Department. -

o ;

A. G. Turney, provincial horticulturalist,
wae in the city yesterdsy and left last
night for Ottawa en business in connec-
tion ‘with his. department. Referring to
the- advantages of the province for fruit
growing, he said that 20,000 more fruit
trees, mainly apple trees, nad been planted
this year than' last.

Mr. Turney’s department has given out
the following etatement:

* During the "past summer the horﬁcul-
tural (division of the provincial department
of agriculture continued the work: started
in 1011, of conducting orchard surveys in
‘different parts of the province.” These gur-
veys consist of a farm to farm census of
in certain sec-
tions, and are being conducted with the
object of gathermg information - of value
to the fruit growing industry and of carry-
cultivation,
insect and fungous pests gnd their control,
etc,, directly to the individual frnit grow-

{ers. All the farms fronhng on the west-

ern bank of the St. Jobn river from Fred-
ericton to Woodstock, a distance of sixty-
two miles, were surveyed in-this manner
and records of each property are now on
file in the office at Fredericton. A sys-
tematic survey of the chief fruit sections
of Charlotte county, of the section around
Hart Lake, Queens county, and of conaid-
erable territory in the parishes of Shediac,
Moncton and Dorchester, Westmorland
county, was conducted. In this orchard
survey work over 800 properties were ex-
~nm:ned and recorded. ~Assistance in plant-
ing orchards and in examining bearing or-
chards and orchard site# was given on
about eighty farms which were visited at
the epecial request of their owners. The
twenty-one illustration orchards, which
were fully equipped last winter with spray-
ing machinery and materials, were 'inspect-
ed twice and found to be making good
progress. The three demonstration orch-
ards started by the department of agricul-
ture in 1911 were operated again this year
together with the orchard of C..R. Me-
Kenzie, of Lingley, Kings county. These
orchards are responding well to the treat-
ment and the financial returns are .very
encouraging.. .

R. P. Gorham, assistant horticulturist,
accompanied. .the Better Farming Bpecml
through New Brunswick from June 8 to
26 as lecturer in horticulture. In addition
to his regular work in fruit growmg, Mr.

ing the whereabouts of the European po-
tatoes imported into St. John last spring,
and known to have been more or less af-
fected with' potato canker. Some of these
potatoes were sold locally and used for
seed purposes, hence the possibility of a
spread of the disease. This matter has

- | since been taken up by the dominion auth-

‘orities.

With a view to opening up a market in
the Britieh Isles for New Brunswick fruit,
a number of trial shipments of Duchess
apples, in both boxes and barrels, were
made to London, Liverpool, Manchester,
Birmingham and Glasgow. The gross
prices received for such early perishable
fruit were very satisfactory, the boxes
fetching as high as $1.85 and the barrels
as high as $3.90. The returns realized in-
dicate that if adequate steamship trans-
portation direct from St. John to ports in
the United Kingdom is provided, a con-
siderable amount of early apples may be
sold there annually at a good profit to our
growers, - Officials of the fruit division are
now assisting some of the growers in the
Long Reach district to prepare 200 boxes
of Wealthy, Bishop Pippin, Bethel and
Canada Baldwin ,and this consignment
will be shipped to Glasgow very shortly
from 8t. John. This will give ‘us some
much needed information as to the prob-
able selling value of these varieties of New
Brunswick apples.

Thirty boxes .of apples were Ttecently
sent to the New Brunswick emigration of-
fice at London for advertising and display
purposes, and, A. Bowder, the agent there,
has reported that they arrived in splendid
condition and were superior to those then
available for display purposes at the do-
minion office. There are now in cold stor-
age at St. John nearly 350 boxes which
officials of the fruit division selected and
packed for exhibition purposes during Oec-
tober. One hundred of these are to be
purchased by the dominion government to
represent the apple growing possibilities of
New Brunswick at the exhibition to be
held nmext summer at Ghent, Belgium. An-
other one hundred boxes will be eent to
Mr. Bowder and by him distributed over
the United Kingdom tq the various emi-
gration offices. . The balance ‘of these ap-
ples will be used for advertising purposes
in Canada.

An illustrated leaflet on Forest-tent Cat-
erpillar, a reprint of bulletin No. 2 and a
32page illustrated pamphlet on the Orch-
ard Opportunities in New Brunswick, were
prepared, printed and distributed during
the year, and copies of the same may be
had on application. All details of the work
referred to above will be published in the
annual report on horticuiture which should
be off the press in February.

The department now considers the time
ripe for the holding of short courses in
fruit growingg of two, three or four days
duration, in various parts of the province,
and are planning to hold a number of these
during the coming winter.. The interest in
fruit growing is rapidly increasing and the
indications point conclusively o the set-
ting of many new orchards and to better
care of the old orchards. This is well evi-
lenced in the increasing orders for trees
received by the Fruit Growere’ Association,
and in the fact that the number of spray-
ing outfits and amount of spraying ma-
terial used during 1912 show an increase of
1,000 per cent over those in use in 1910.

THE LATE REV. MR. TEED

Methodist Minister Had Passed His|.

87th Birthday

For many years it had'been customary
on June 11 for the congregation of the
Central Methodist church in Moncton, to
present to Rev. Stephen Treen Teed a
bouquet of cgrnations, of which each flow-
or represented one year of his -age and
these under the practice have inci'eased‘
from 80 to 87 flowers in the bouquet. Now
the’ record was closed, as he passed away
vesterday. For several years he had been
m failing health, and although death was
expected, yet it came as a shock to his
wife and immediate friends.

He wag born at Malagash near Wallace,
in the county of Cumberland, N, 8., on
June 11, 1825. Although a great sufferer
for some months he was still able to take

few hours before his death. He recovered
from a very severe attack of illness some
few months ago and had been able to fill
his accustomed seat in church work until
a few weeks ago.

He entered the Methodist ministry of
the maritime provinces in 1856 and had
been a supernumerary resident at Monec-
ton for the last twenty-two years, During
his ministry he occupied several of the
prominent pulpits of the conference and
was a man who commanded the esteem
of all those with whom his duties brought
him in contact. During his residence in
Moncton he won the friendzhip of all clas-
ses and will be greatly missed.

PLAN T0 SPERD ML
FOR TORINTD HARBE

Toronto, Nov. 10—The Toronto harbor
commission has presented to the board of
control a plan for extensive harbor im-
provements to cost $19,142,088, and to re-
quire eight years fo complete. Of this
amount the dominion government has
agreed to furnish $6,123,284; the harbor
commission will supply $11,215,920, and
the city was asked for §1,802,883.

The improvements'include the building
of a ship canal into "Ashbridge’s Bay, 400
feet wide, twenty-four feet deep, and a
mile long, with & turning basin at the
land end, 1,000 feet in width. This, in ad-
dition to lift bridges at the eastern and
western entrances to Toronto harbor, and
a sea wall and breakwater from the Wood-
bine, at the east of the city, to the Hum-
ber River on the west, will be done by
the government and completed in five
years.

The commission plan is to turn Ash-
bridge’s Bay into an industrial centre, and
atart another industrial centre at the foot
of Bathurst street. . They will also build
another central dock at the foot of York
street.

The sale of the land on which the old
slaughter houses are situated and the ex-
tension of the residential dietrict in that
direction has made the removal of the
present buildings imperative. New arrange-
ments must be made before spring and the
matter hag been under discussion for some
time. Some of the wholesale meat dealers
are talking of forming a stock company to
erect and operate a modern abattoir and
the Board of Health approves of the idea
of an abattoir owned and operated by the
city. There are no civic funds available,
however, and Mayor Frink speaks with
approval of the proposal to undertake it
as a private enterprise, with, perhaps, a
bonus or subsidy from the city.

ANOTHER ATTACK ON
POLICE OF NEW YORK

Evidence of Sing Sing Convict
That Two Planned Robberies
With Him

New York, Nov. 16—Two New York
policemen plotted robberies and carried
them out so cleverly that instead of being
suspected they were promoted to frst

grade detectives for their supposedly good

work in connection with the crime, ac-
cording to “Sing Sing evidence’ ’read in
the police investigation records here.

The testimony startled the members of
the aldermanic committee, notwithstand-
ing that the sources of the allegation were
wo men convicted of the robberies in

question, who are now serving terms in.

prison.

Emeory R. Buckner, counsel for the com-
mittee, pressed for a reading of the com
vict’s affidavits, which he himself had
procured. The advisability of hearing
them was heatedly argued before it was
finally decided to listen. ;

He read first the affidavit of Frank
Paresi, who declared that twg policemen,
known to him as “Al” and “Leo,” con-
spired with him for the robbery of a house
in Sixth street and of a woman patron
of a bank. In the latter case, which was
the more sensational, it was alleged that
the policemen told Paresi and his comrade
of a woman accustomed to carry large
sums to an Fast Side savings bank and
that the policeman participated in a plot
to rob her. A bag containing $2,000 was
snatched from the woman in a crowd at
the bank door.

It happened that detectives near open-
ed fire, and the plain clothes policemen
were forced to draw their revolvers also,
participating in the arrest of the men

with whom it is alleged they planned the

robbery.:

Parvesi alleged that he was forced to
plead guilty by threats that otherwise he
would be mixed up in the $25,000 taxicab
robbery, which occurred at about that
time. Paresi also declared that after his
arrest, he was beaten and blackjacked by
detectives at police headquarters.

Mr. Buckner said that neither of the
two policemen concerned in the alleged
rabbery plot, whose names he gave as
Laderia Gambrella and Angelo Cava, ap-
peared at the trial of either Paresi or his
comrades. Paresi’s allegations were given
to the district-attorney at the time, but
he refused to believe the story, and it
‘was not read at the trial.

Mr. Buckner declared he would state
the circumstances upon which the two
men were promoted to first grade detec-
tives for their work in capturing Paresi
and others in the crowd.

London Times Describes Break-
ing up of Ottoman
Empire

GLORY 4S WARROR GONE

Tragic Scemes in Flight of The
Beaten Troeps — Desertions in
Droves—A Surreader Without
Even a Shot 7

London, Nov. 16—A despatch to the
Times from Saloniki describes the break-
ing up of Turkey:

“The Turk has shot his last bolt in
Macedonia. Except for his pereonal charm
he had few qualities left him, including
that of a born warrior. But now he is
shorn cven of his martial glo?i‘,' and by
the despised Servians and Greeks.

“I have seén many memorable eights in
Macedonia, but none so heart-rending snd
distressing as the Turkish retreat after
the battle of Yenidje and the tragic scenes
of the flight of the motley throng of
homeless’ fugitive villagers. Mingled with
the fugitives was a-stream of weary, de-
jected soldiers, men who having fled from
the battlefields succeeded in reaching Ba-
loniki and now were being driven back
to the fighting line unwilling warriors
without a fight left in them.

“They go to seek their battalions only
because fresh desertions mean starvatiom
and death.

““At Turkish headquarters the 150,000
men collected together are not fit to fight.
Their morale is gone and they are desert-
ing in droves. Not even . the officers,
brandishing their revolvers and wielding
whips, are able to keep them within line.
Undoubtedly one of the chief causes of the
debacle has been the entire absence of
organization. It has been the rule, rather
than the exception, for troops to be left
three and four days without food.

“I do not wish to dwell too strongly on
the lack of courage exhibited by the Ot
toman soldiers. It has been lamentable,

| deplorable, unimaginable. In one case the

Turkish officers in command of a regiment

1 of artillery, in an almost impregnable posi-

tion on a hill top at Cozani, hoisted a
white flag and surrendered his men with-
out firing a shot, directly the Greeks
were sighted. In many instances an en-
tire divieion of rediffe has bolted from the
battlefield and apparently they never stop-
ped running until they reached  their
homes.”

Ninety Acres Purchased—Import-

The prime minister was born at Morley,
in the West Riding, on September 12,
1852, His looks belie the calendar, for,
in spite of whitened hair, his aspect, sq
alert and vigorous, is that of a man in
the early fifties. It is Mr. Asquith’s good,
fortund to enjoy at the same time the de-
votion of those who follow him and the
unbounded respect .of those to whom he is
politically .opposed. is-
raeli were fiercely hated by their politi-
cal foes.

Nothing in Mr. Asquith’s career is finer
than the story of his personal association
with Sir  Henry Campbell-Bannerman.
Everybody knows that in the schism that
rent the Liberal party in twain over the
South African war, Sir Henry and Mr,
Asquith took opposite sides; but every-
body does not know that Mr. Asquith, in
spite of his' prominence in the Liberal
imperialist group, was in all hig acts and
words scrupulously considerate of the Lib-
eral leader; and kept on terms of cordial-
ity with him all through those dark and
trying years. Later, when Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman became prime min-
ister, Mr. Asquith was his right-hand
man. Great as were Sir Henry’s, gifts as
a prime minister, he was not 4 very
adroit parliamentarian; and sometimes in
the couree of a duel with so dexterous a
dialectician as Mr. Balfour, he was sore
pressed. On those occasions, if Mr. As-
quith was not on the government bench
beside him, “C. B.” would dispatch a jun-
jor minister for him with the message,
“Go and fetch the steamhammer,” with
the full assurance that Mr. Asquith would
be able to smash the opposition case with
all a steam-hammer’s massiveness and pre-

cision of stroke. .

Tribute to Loyal Friendship

Between Sir Henry and his chancellor
of the exchequer there was unreserved
confidence, and on the failure of “C. B.'s”
health, Mr. Asquith deputised for him
with a fine loyalty and a delicate consid-
‘eration that deeply touched his chief. The
friendship between them deepened and
strengthened as time went on. When Sir
Henry died, in the spring of 1008, Mr.
Asquith pronounced on him an eloquent
and touching eulogium, applying to him
thoge fine lines of Sir Henry Wotten on
“The Character of a Happy Life” begin-
ning:—

How happy is he born and taught
That serveth not another’s will,
Whose armour is his honest thought,
And simple truth his utmost skill!

That eulogium was not merely a tribute
to the grand qualities of “C. B.;” it was
the consecration of a loyal friendship that
did honor to both men.

Mr. Asquith has only held three offices
in the ministerial hierarchy—namely: —
Home sgecretary, chancellor of the Ex-
chequer, prime minister. In every ome
of them he has greatly distinguished him-
self. Mr. Gladstone, for whom he pre-
serves feelings of grati as well as deep
admiration, appointed him home secretary
in 1892. From his entry into the home
office he vitalized that department with
the breath of new life. To Mr. Asquith’s
personal initiative we owe it that women
factory inspectors were first appointed—
a fact that the champions of the women's
cause should not forget.

Laber Matters

The situation in the South Wales coal
fields is said to be again causing anx-
iety to the officials of the Miners’ Federa *
tion.

Not
long after, however—in 1320—it is found
to be in the possession of the corporation,
and it was used occasionally as a court of
justice; while in 1326 the Commons met
here to arrange terms with the Constabie
of the Tower after Edward II. had fled
from the capital.

T'here is a mention, in 1343, of ‘“Leaden
hall Gardyn” as then appertaining to Sir
John Neville, so that it seems that the
family still held a portion of their an-
cient property at this spot. The market
had, however, now become firmly estab-
lished, and various proclamations during
the reign of Edward IIL. attest this. In
these documents reference is made to the
“Carfaxes of the Leadenhalle.” This was
a carfax or conduit with four sides (sim-
ilar to the famous O=xford Carfax, now at
Nuneham) which stood at the junction of
Leddenhall street and Cornhill, and which
was later known as “the Standard in
Cornbill.” e

fand hoste of others. Table-¢loths are un-
known in the great majority of them;
napkine can be obtained, after a struggle,
but, you are charged two cents extra for
the use of one. There is no water of any
description on the tables. Bread is two
‘cents, butter two more. The gervice, €0
far ag swiftness is concerned, is poor. But
the tea is beyond reproach. _

When the first Aerated Bread shop
opened in 1862, it actually was for the
gale of bread and nothing else. The “aer-
ated” variety of the staff of life seems to
have been a frost with the British pub-
lic, however, &0 the cuvinpany went boldly
into the tea business, which wase an inspir-
ation. At that time, though today it
eeems incredible, a cup of tea was practic-
ally unobtainable in the metropolis. There
was a duty on tea amounting to nearly
fifty cents a pound. “Public houses” sup-
plied the cup that chewrs grudgingly, be-
ing concerned chiefly with the cup that
also inebriates, and in the old “coffee-
houses” with their pew-like seats, a' de-
mand for “tea’” brought an unspeakable
and almost undrinkable decoction served
in the thickest of cups.

Taught Them to Drink Tea

 Lmck was with the Aerated Company
from the moment it took up the tea busi-
ness. Gladstone was then chancellor of
the exchequer, and, soon after the “A. B.

The “Corner House” of
Lyons Limited, in Coventry street, on a
Saturday . afternoon, with three immense
floors crammed with tea-drinkers, and a
couple of hundred more would-be ones
waiting to get in is a sight to make vis-
itors gasp -with amazement.

Many of these details were supplied by
the general manager o1 the Aerated Bread
Company, who declined to reveal the exact
number of cups of tea supplied by the
company in a year, but seaid that it re-
presented “many millions.”

Duncan, Ewing & Co, in a circular
timber letter dated at Liverpool, Novem-
ber 1, 1012, in regard to New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia spruce deals say: “the
total arrival at Liverpool during October
amounted to 1,510 standards and at Man-
chester 2,990 standards. The consumption
at Liverpool wsa 8,730 standards and at
Manchester 6,410 standards. The stock
on hand was estimated at 18.5660 standards
as compared with 27,880 standards for
October last year. The prices have risen
considerably.”

| GROUND MOVEMENT

! Women have had a 'great deal to do—
ynore. than meu, I think—with the starting
.and carrying on of playgrounds in this
country.  Our present playgrounds are the
zesult of several strands of :interest;
the old commons that we inherited
from the 17th century; the gym-
nastic movement that came over from
Giermany in the, 40’s; the park movement
.. beginning in the late 70’s; and finally the
most effective push came from the sand
gardens which begun in Boston in 13885
x; a result of a letter from Dr. Marie E.
akizewska, then travélling in Germany,
about the sand piles she had seen in the
German parks. The first sand gardens
were started in Boston by an organization
carried on chiefly by women, the Massa-
chusette Emergency and Hygiene Associ-
ation, and grew to large dimensions under
the fostering care of this orgapization, led
in this respect by Misg Ellen' M. Tower,
until they were taken.over by the city in
1907, since when they have been a regu-
lar part of the public school system.
From this beginning the sand gardens,
or playgrounds for small children, have
spread all over the country and have been
the most successfwl kind of playgrounds
hitherto. They have almost all been start-
--ed by women’s: clubs and are generally
carried on by them until the public.au-
thorities become interested emough to
take them over. : .
The contribution of women to. the play-
grounds movement, however, has not been
confined to sand gardens. I was talking
one day last week with Miss Beulah Ken-
nard, who has been the playground pro-
phet of Pittsburg, and she told me she
had probably done more laying out ball
diamonds than of any other special eort
of work. And that is saying a good deal,
because her work with girls is of national
importance.

Some Pioneers in The Movement

The women I should say have done as
much as the men for the larger play-
grounds used chiefly by the big boys. It
was a woman, Miss Zilpha D. Smith, Sec-
retary of the Associated Charities, who
started the general interest in more open
epaces in Boston; Mrs. Charles Lowell
started the first playground in New York;
3iss Macdonald wag a pioneer in Chicago;
Miss Wharton in Philadelphia; and I
think that women have been the pioneers
in most of the other large cities, though
¢he carrying on of this part of the work
after it was started has necessarily been
mostly in the hands of men.

Our belated attention to playgrounds
for the bigger girls, and especially To folk
dancing, has come, as was natural, almost
wholly from the women—notably a com-
‘mittee of New York ladies—although Dr.
Gulick has contributed valuable leader-
ship in that direction,

The women have been, almost without
male assistance, the pioneers in the broad-

ening of the recreation movement to in-
clude giving the poor old grown-ups a lit-
4le chance to live. In short, the general
proposition that life is to be lived, and
not merely used as an opportunity to
make a living, owes its current prominence
chiefly to ‘women’s leadership.

The fact is that women are interested in
education, and I don’t know more than
two or three men who are. Many imagine
they are, but what they are usually think-
ing about is getting somebody who will
make the sort of cog they want in the
machinery of their business,—a good test
of - educaional results, but not the only
one. It is also important that the cog
should be alive, and that is the side of it
in which women have been the leaders.

And 1 cannot refrain from adding that,
in my opinion, the most important factor
in the whole matter of play and play-
grounds, as in other forms ‘of education,
hae been the recognition of our greatest
teacher, Friedrich Froebel,—a recognition
which we owe almost wholly to women
leaders ,from Elizabeth Peabody, back in
the early 60’s, to Mrs. Shaw, who made
the kindergarten a practical euccess in
Boston, and to Mise Susan E. Blow, who
has kept the faith and made it triumph
upon & national scale.

What can woman do now? Keep-on as
they have been doing, 1 should say. Re-
fuse to be fooled by the masculine obses-
sion that the means of living are more
important than ife itself, and insist that
education shall include play, because play
is the expression of the soul as it ex-
ists, the form in which the nature of man
declares itself in the growing child and
shapes him to its need.

HORSE ““DOPED

New York, Nov. 15—A Paris cable to
the Times says: The campaign which was
recently started by the French racing au-
thorities against -the practice of “doping”
horses, for’which, it is alleged” American
trainers are respomsible, continues in full
force.

The Steeeplechase Society after hearing
reports of saliva tests from Prof. Kauf-
mann, disqualified Rosely, the winner of
the Prix Finof, which was run at Auteuil
on Nov. 1, and of the Prix Varaville, run
at Auteuil last week.

Rosely, on the occasion of the first vie-
tory belonged to an American trainer, W.
Flatman, but before his second success was
bought by his present owner, M. Descaz-
eaux, The society also disqualified Cam-
yre, the winner of the Prix de la Vallee,
run at Auteuil last week. The owner is
an American, Charles Kohler, The trainer
is Hildreth, also an American.

NOTHING PERSONAL

Sheridan Knowles once wanted a cer-
tain book and could not get it. A friend
advised him to try a circulating library.
This advice Knowles took, to tne extent
of paying a three months’ subscription at
a library of which the proprietors were
Saunders and Ottley, and then went into
the country, where he stayed three months
without drawing a book. Returning to
town, he called for the book, and was in-
formed that his subscription had expired.

Amounts to Ninety.
Millions

FINANCES IN-GOOD SHAPE

Floating Debt of the Nation About
$100,000,000—Court of Ap-
peals Protests Against Allowing
Woman to Practice Law '

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Rome, Nov. 4—Not many days have
elapsed since the conclusion of peace be-
tween Italy and Turkey and, although
naturally at the present stage it cannot:
be stated with certainty that further war
expenditure will be avoided by the vic-
torious Italians, apart from the expense
of repatriation of the bulk of their army
from Tripoli, the cost of the complete paci-
fication of the new North African colon-

ies can at the worst represent only: an
insignificant addition to the known out-
lay upon the twelve months’ campaign.

The case with which Italy has been able
to bear the additional burden of the war
has caused no little surprise at all lead-
ing monetary centres, and has confound-
ed not a few prophets who had ventured
te predict that quite a brief campaign
would expose weak spots in the financial
armor of the ‘country. It is therefore in-
telligible that Italian official circles should
claim credie/ at this early moment for
the fulfilment of their sanguine prognosti-
cations, and at the same time call at-
tention to the strong fiscal and general
economic situation at the conclusion of a
struggle which partook not by any means
merely of the character of a colonial ex-
pedition.

Some advance particulars are available
from an interview with ‘Signor Tedesco,
Italian minister of finance, and it appears
from his statement that the amounts plac-
ed at the disposal of the Italian war office
and admiralty during the twelve months’
campaign reached 458,000,000 lire ($01,250,-
000), of which 386,000,000 were for the
army and 72,000,000 lire for the mavy. It
is, however, necessary to bear in mind
that upwards of 100,000,000 was mnot re-
quired for the actual war reguirements,
but for the replenishment of stores and
for repairs in dockyards. Moreover, the
knowledge that the two Lybian ports of
Derna and Bengazi are frequently inac-
cessible in the autumn' led to the accumu-
lation of much larger quantities of war
material and provisions than were requir-
ed prior to the cessation of hostilities. A
total of about 100,000,000 lire may there-
fore be deducted from the extraordinary
credits of 458,000,000 set /aside by the
treasury for the prosecution of the war,
which leaves a net expenditure, up to the
conclusion of peace, of about 360,000,000
during a period of almost exactly twelve
months, of, say, 1,000,000 (just under
$200,000) a day. 14 5 mm

During the same period the total re-
ceipts of the Ttalian exchequer amounted
to 3,141,000, and the total disbursements
to 2,926,000 lire, showing ' increases, re-
spectively, of 207,000,000 and 107,000,000
over the preceding twelve months. The
official particulars of the funds at the
disposal of the treasury on September 30
last are given as follows:—(1) Bixty mil-
Tions government money deposited with
the Bank of Italy; (2)' 89,000,000, the un-
issued portion of exchequer bonds author-
ized up to a total of 300,000,000; (3) Ital-
ian government balances for 82,000,000 de-
posited with foreign banking institutions;
and (4) an amount of 144,000,000 which
the, three Italian note-issuing banks have
to place at the disposal of the exchequer.
The latter had therefore, on the eve of
the conclusion of peace, an available bal-
ance of 386,000,000, of which three-fourths
could be drawn upon at any moment.

The interview contains no reference to
the stipulated annual payment of at least
2,000,000 lire, representing the loss to the
Ottoman treasury of the .revenue from
Tripoli, to which Turkey is entitled under
Article X. ‘of the Treaty of Lausanne.
Semi-official statements have already ap-
peared intimating that, in view of the
present financial requirements of the
Porte, the latter will avail itself of its
right to the capitalization on a 4 per cent.
basie of this annual contribuation, con-
verting it into a single payment of, say
50,000,000 lire. Allowing for thigs prob-
able outlay, and also for the expenses of
the repatriation and disbandment of the
major portion of the Italian army now in

ation will scarcely fall short materially
of about 450,000,000 lire or $00,000,000.

The floating debt of Italy' at the end of
September exceeded 500,000.000 lire. Most
of this debt is held in Ttaly itself. The
minister dwells at considerable length on
the striking increases in the yield of tax-
ation; the improvement during the twelve
months covering the war was actually
greater than the average advance during
the preceding quinquennium.

According to the court,” the admission of
a woman to the bar is a direct infringe-
ment of a law passed in 1874, which rele-
gates this profession entirely to men. The
case is also to come before the court ' of
cassation, and, according to a report from
legal circles, it is expected that Italy’s,
first practising woman barrister will find
berself barred out of the legal profession.

Signorina Labriola entered the list of
practising advocates during the summer
and conducted her first case, the defence
of a soldier accused of striking a superior
officer, with such skill that ehe succeeded
in' obtaining a sentence of eight months’
imprisonment instead of the usual mini-
mum penalty of four years. She intimated
at the time of her  admission ‘that she
would devdte herself almost entirely to the
defence of cases in which female psychol-
ogy played an important part. :

Nationalist Speaker Against New

Montreal, Nov. 15—That the electorate
of Hochelaga was not to be fooled by a
gang of traitors, who sought refuge behind
a ministerial portfolio to hide their shame,
wasg the dictum of Armand Lavergne at a
meeting’ held in Mr. Doyon’s interests in
the 8t.

Mr. Lavergne dealt at length with the
argument to the effect that Canada should
make such a contribution, as she owed it
to the mother country. This he denied,
and in support of his contention he cited
history to show that Canada did not really
owe so much to England. The' mother
country at various- periods had eacrificed
Maine, Vermont, Michigan, Illinois, Ohio,
the Alaskan ports, all because she was
afraid of being licked by the United
States.

Again, at the time of the civil war in
the United States, she had an excellent
opportunity to make a coup de grace
which would have prevented an over
strong neighbor developing to the im-
mediate south of British American posses-
sions. This she had failed to do end

As my own stay has lasted just two
months, I am encouraged to Hope that,
at least, I am leaving with my”senss of
perspective ‘unimpaired. el
And, truly, the remark of Mr. Chamber-
lain’s globe-trotter was not quite 8o foolish
as it seemed. FEuropeans who have spent
years in Japan do, I cannot but think, lose
their sens¢ of perspective. For ome thing
it seems inevitable that they a&hould be-
come either sentimentally “pro-Jipanese”
or emphatically “anti-Japanese.,” ‘The lat-
ter extreme is much the commoper of the
two; and people have been knovgn to pass
from the one to the other. Anti-Japanese
feeling is largely, I am convinced, a symp-
tom of that homesickness which overtakes
the European in so utterly foreign a coun-
try. Europe—England—is seen in a ros-
eate transfiguration. People forget how
much there is to find fault with at home.

Is Japan a Prodigy? ;

It is a plain matter of fact, brooking no
denial, that Japan is something of a par-
venu among the nations, She has suddenly
emerged from a highly decorated’and deco-
rative barbarism into a conspicuous place
among the principalities and powers of the
world, Need we wonder that she should
be a htk uncertain and ill at ease in her
new undings, a little self-conscious,
perhaps, even a little bumptious? If the
last epithet be just, we westerners are as
much to blame as she; for we have grotes-
quely . overpraised her, and made bher out
to be a portent and & marvel. - -
- There is much that is creditable, but no-
thing in the least miraculous, in her forty-
five years of progress.’ Her people had

of finger. They had been artificially and
forcibly shut off from the world for two
centuries and a half, during which they had
continued to keep their brains and hands
in training. ' When the barriers were sud-
denly removed, and ‘the ring-fence broken
down, what wonder that they shonld prove
themselves capable of utilising foreign me-
thods, even playing 'with foreign ideas?

A Proletarian Civilization

How far can Japan really claim to be
civilized? That is the burning question

éphones, flashlight
llgl,"bpyrler hats,

‘which is almost as hotly debated as in the

days before “treaty Tevision,” when many
Europeans régarded it as a’ question of life
and death to them. The violent anti-Jap-
anese of today answers it in the negative,
while he derides as a ridiculous apeing of
foreign - manners every attempt - of the
Japanese to approximate to western stand-
ards. It seems to me that in all essentials
the Japanese are as mear to civilization as
most western peoples, with this reserva-
tion, that their manners are what may be
called proletarian rather than aristocratic.
They have, I suppose, a polished upper
class, but it is numerically small. and it
ig very little in evidence. Moreover, the
attempts av social infercourse between this
class and Europeans are seldom fortunate,
not because the Japanese are uncivilized,
but because there is an almost insuperable
barrier of language and of social tradition
between the two races.

In the main, however, the Japanese are
what may be called a lower and lower-
middle-class people, and I cannot see that
their manners are more open to  criticism
than those of people of the same social
standing all the world over. For one thing,
they are .comparatively clean. Theif me-
thods of bathing may shock our preju-
dices a little; but, anyhow, they do bathe.

Oders and Housing

Japan is undeniably a land of unpleasant
odours, because all the farming is sewage
farming; but, on the other hand, it is no-
where a land of intolerable filth, like ‘so
many parts of Spain and Southern Italy.
In all these respects it is admirably pol-
iced. In the towns a thorough house-
cleaning is enforced, under police inspec-
tion, twice a year—I have scen’ it in pro-
gress in several places, the constables, in
their spotless uniform and white gloves,
superintending everything: The houses, as
I have said more than once, strike the
European at first gight as paper-wallled
hovels; but a hovel is preférable to a
mangion if it is apt at any moment to
come tumbling about your ears. I was
treated to five earthquakes in’ as many
weeks—one of them quite alarming. And
in all but the very poorest houses there is
generally some room which, with its mat-
ted floor and its neat wood-work, is far
more attractive than the “parlor” of the
British lower middle-class home, and, to
Japanese notions, quite as comfortable.
Their railway train and tramcar manners
ere not precisely refined; but, again, one
could point to worse offences in Europe.
The street children are rude and naughty,
but where are they not so?

The Land of Small Perfections

Not without difficulty does one resist
the temptation to add “little” to the string
ol epithets. As yet, unquestionably the
Japanese are a little people. I am strong-
ly under the impression that their average
height is increasing. The tall men whom
one occasionally sees are almost a¥ways
young men. Some Japanese authorities
believe that the habit of sitting at school,
in place of squatting, is promoting growth.
But will the race grow in intellectual as
well as physical stature? One sees no
reason for the contrary, save that not even
by exception have they done anything
great in the past. Here and there in the
walls of their ancient moats and fortresses
one sees some fine cyclopean building; but,
8o far as the handiwork of man is con-
cerned, that is the only big thing—except
one or two giant idols—that I have dis-
covered in Japan. It is a treasure house
of small perfections, in painting, in carv-
ing, in lacquer, in porcelain, and (I be-
lieve) in literature. Its poems in thirty-
one syllables are said to be gems.

HOLTZMAN BOY'S CASE:
ALL WORK AND ND PLAY

Jacob Holtzman, 12 pears of age, wha
was remanded : yesterday morning in the
police court in the charge of stealing a
bundle of Telegraphs from the doorway of
E. G. Nelson & Co., in King street, was
brought in again yesterday afternoon. The
boy’s father was in court and the way in
which the latter treated his son was
criticized by the magistrate.

At ‘the bidding of the court young
Jacob told his story. He had to get up
at 5.30 o’clock in the morning, he said,
and get his papers and sell them until
after eight. He would then go home and
get his breakfast and after chopping some
wood and doing other small chores around
the house, had to go to school. After
school was dismissed at 3.30 o’clock he
would again sell papers until 7 o’clock. Af-
ter supper he had to go to a Hebrew
schbol for an hour to be instructed in his
religion and Hebrew education.

“The young fellow tells me,” said the
magistrate, ‘“‘that he sometimes earns as
much 75 cemts a day. Now unless you
agree to let him have some recreation and
work less, he will have to be taken from
you and sent to the reformatory for four
years:” The father, however, agreed to
make ferms. He promised the court to let
hig son sleep till breakfast time at 7
o’clock and mnot to force him to sell
papers. He pleaded to be allowed to have
the boy sell papers from 5 to 6 o’clock im
the -night for the purpose of paying for
his" Hebrew education—50 cents per week.
This request was granted, but the boy wans
warned not to work more than was neces-

The  father further said that he had a
sick daughter and needed the boy’s assist-
ance to support the family, but this did
not have any weight with the magistrate
for he told Holtzman that if he overwork-
ed the boy again, the lad would be taken
from him and sent to the reformatory.
