FOUR WERE DROWNED.

SCHOONERS WAVE AND BESSIE COL­
LIDE OFF CAPE SPENCER.

The Captain and Crew of the Wave and 
a Little Girl Perish—The Other» are 
Saved — Terrible Experiences of 
Wednesday Night.

The severe southerly storm on the 
coast on Wednesday night last caused 
the loss of two small coasters bound to 
St. John, and the loss of four lives. 
Wednesday morning at 9 o’clock 
schooner Wave, Captain | Matthews and 
schooner Bessie, Cap*. Blinkhorn, sailed 
from Apple river, N, S., for St. 
John 
The
this story was told, had a light S. E. 
breeze from Apple river to the Isle of 
Holt. There it came on to blow and rain, 
and about 12 o’clock the wind was blow­
ing with hurricane force and there was a 
tremendous sea running. About 8 o’clock 
in the evening the wind veered to the 
south-west and blew harder than before. 
The rain came down in torrents and 
every precaution was necessaiy cn board 
the Bessie to keep her free. She was at 
this time directly abreast of Cape Spen­
cer and rapidly driving towards the 
rocky shore. By a gallant effort the ves­
sel was “wore” around and her bow 
pointed seawards. Had this action 
failed the Bessie would have at once 
been ashore, as when she came around 
her jibbom just shaved the rocks.

While the Bessie was standing sonth, 
the schooner Wave was seen bearing 
down on her, laboring heavily. Before 
anything could be done to £revent~it, 
the vessels collided and the Bessie Was 
slightly damaged. The Wave was full 
of water and her captain expected every 
moment to drive on the rocks. Alter 
getting clear the Wave went astern. As 
she was going, Capt. Matthew shouted to 
the men on the Bessie, to try and save 
a little girl he had on board 
if the vessels 
The Bessie, however, soon lost sight of 
her consort and in a very short time 
filled with w'ater and became unman­
ageable. Captain Blinkhorn thought he 
would weather Cape Spencer, but about 
8.30 o’clock Wednesday evening his ves­
sel struck on the “ Barber Rock ” and in 
twenty minutes went to pieces. The 
deckload which had drifted off formed 
a raft and by this the crew were enabl­
ed one by one to reach the shore. They 
saved nothing but were thankful to have 
escaped with theii lives.

After getting on shore the shipwrecked 
men reached the house of Hugh McNeil 
where the most generous hospitality 
was displayed. Captain Blinkhorn says 
words cannot express his feelings of 
gratitude to Mr. McNeil and his wife for 
the kind treatment he and his crew re-

Whil all this was transpiring the 
ill-fated schooner Wave had become 
a wreck further along the coast. 
Her crew had thrown the deckload 
off, and, having no means by 
which to escape all met a 
watery grave. The story of their 
sufferings will never be known 
but they must have been intense* 
This morning the bodies of Captain 
Matthews, one of the crew and the little 
female passenger were recovered. The 
girl’s name was Smith and she was tak­
ing a passage to St. John on the Wave. 
One of the crew was a yonng man named 
Laid of Moncton but the name of the 
other is unknown. Captain Matthews 
belongs to Parrsboro, N. S. where he hag 
a wife and one child. Some of tl^e 
clothes of the unfortunate passenger 
have been picked up on the beach. The 
residents of the vicinity are searching 
the beach for the other body but up to 
noon to-day it had not been found.

The Wave was forty-five tons register; 
was built at St. John in 1863 and was 
owned by Steven Spicer, of Eatonville, 
N. S.

The Bessie was forty tons register, 
and was built of Hopewell, Albert 
county, about twenty years ago. She 
was owned by Captain Blinkhorn and 
his sons, David, R. C. and Thomas, 
who composed the crew. These all came 
to St. John, on foot, from the scene of 
the wreck this morning. They will leave 
for their home in Parrsboro, tonight on 
the trader N. H. Upham.

Both wrecked vessels were loaded 
with deals for V. S. White and both 
cargoes were uninsured. The Bessie 
was also without insurance.

the following presentment to the court 
in reference to level crossings:—

To the Honorable Andrew Rainsford 
Wetmore, one of Her Majesty’s 
Justices of the Supreme Court 

May it please your Honor.
The Grand Jurors now in attendance 

at the Circuit Court for the City and 
County of Saint John, desire to make 
the following presentment. There are 
in the City of Saint John, several public 
streets and highways which are respec­
tively crossed by the Intercolonial 
Railway and the Railway of the Saint 
John Bridge and Railway Extension 
Company, which crossings are entirely 
unprotected. That owing to their being 
no gates nor watchmen at said crossings 
the running of trains is a source of great 
danger to the lives of |persons travel­
ling upon the said streets and highways. 
gThat on the Intercolonial Railway, in 
the said City of Saint John, there are 
two crossings which are especially 
dangerous and should be at once pro­
tected by a gate and watchman; namely 
At the Hay Market Square and at 
Gflbert’s Lane.

We would, at the present time, more 
especially direct attention to the cross­
ing of Portland street by the railway of 
the Ssint John Bridge and Railway Ex­
tension company. At this place two 
persons have been killed on the railway 
track daring the last few weeks; and 
these'deplorable accidents would have 
been avoided if gates had been provided 
by the railway company.

By reference to the Railway Act of 
Canada it is provided by Sec. 187 as fol-

The Wrecked Ulunda.—Negotiations 
are now going on between the captain of 
the wrecked Ulnnda and the owners in 
England, with a view to the disposal of 
the vessel. The sailors who arrived by 
the Alpha this morning will be sent on 
to England, and the passengers will prob­
ably proceed to the old country on the 
Demara.Whenever any portion of a railway is 

constructed, or authorized or proposed 
to be constructed upon or along

of a bridge or arch, instead of cross­
ing the seme at rail level,—or to di­
vert such street or highway either tem­
porarily or permanently,—or to execute 
such other works and take such other 
measures as under the circumstances of 
the case appear to the Railway Commit­
tee best adapted for removing or dimin­
ishing the danger arising from the then 
position of the railway;” and by Sec. 189, 
if thé company fails to comply with the 
direction of the railway committee they 
are liable to a penalty of fifty dollars per 
day for such neglect The Grand Jury 
are advised that this railway is subject 
to the provisions of the Railway Act 
above quoted.

The announcement received here on 
Wednesday that the Ulunda, ofthe Fur­
ness Line, had gone ashore, has resulted 
in considerable conjecture as to the 
cause of the disaster. The Ulunda left

you very much for the opportunity you 
have g^rd|ti me of saying a few words 
to you on the object of my mission as 
honorary commissioner to the Jamaica 
exhibition. With feelings of a gfeat deal 
of pleasure I recall a visit I made to 
your beautiful city some eight years ago, 
when I found the people here with 
hearts resolved to recover and retrieve 
their position, which had been greatly 
damaged a short time before by a dread­
ful disaster. I find on my visit to St. 
John the result that I fully expected 
from the determination of your citizens, 
—a city of greater stability than it was 
before. I am delighted to see that the 
march of progress has been |kept up in 
St John, àhd the history of the ordeal 
through which you have passed is suf­
ficient to convince me that whatever St. 
John undertakes to do in relation to 
trade matters, will be a success. The 
Canadian government has engaged me 
to act as commissioner for the people of 
Canada at tiiis exhibition, and to en­
deavor to-get à good representation and 
practical*ekhTbif of the goods and manu­
factures of Gapada, such as one could 
reasonably Expect, would result in bring­
ing about trade in the future. It is to be 
an exhibition of such articles as the 
people of the islands require.

I am sorrv that Canada cannot exhibit

fog. We could see no lights nor could 
we hear the fog horn. The weather 
was so very dense that it was almost 
impossible to see even the ship’s lights. 
The shock of the vessel’s striking came 
about twenty minutes past eleven. We 
were all in our bunks at the time, and a 
moment later the captain shouted for us 
to come on 
There was no time for dressing 
and up we went and stood shivering for 
twenty minutes longer, awaiting de­
velopments.

m. when the life boat was manned and 
we were taken to the island, where com­
fortable lodgings were found. We did 
not know where we were until daylight 
and then it seemed strange to be so far 
out of our course.”

be an advertisement for trade for 
the whole of the West India Islands. 
The steamship connection which you 
have made with these islands is one of 
far greater importance than the people 
of St. John themselves can believe. It 
is to be hoped that the government of 
the .West India Islands will take a 
lesson which prevails in your own port 
of St. Jdhn and that they will take a 
generous'view with respect to all pqrt 
charges so that the reasonably [expected 
profits ; of shippers of goods to those is­
lands from Canada^ mav not be 
encrond^ upon too much. There ought 
to be nobbing but a nominal charge at 
the ports of 'entry in the West Indies 
and it will be my duty when there to 
use every means in my power to ex­
plain to the several governments the 
great importance of this matter in 
developing intercolonial trade.

The Jamaica exhibition is to open on 
the 27th of January, 1891, and all exhib­
its have to be there by the 1st of Decem­
ber. The latest time that shipments can 
be sent fiom points in the west or interi­
or to reach the sea board here in time 
for transhipment is about the 25th of 
October. Applications for space must 
be in by the 30th of [September. The 
agricultural department at Ottawa has 
appointed a'staff to carry out all details 
of the work in connection with the Can­
adian exhibit which I send them. The 
government pay the freight on all exhib­
its. Exhibitors must take their own 
risk on the sea as to insurance, but I in­
tend to recommend to the department 
to pay the insurance on exhibits while 
in the buildings in Jamaica. If any ex­
hibit is not ' sold it will be brought 
back free of charge, but with ordin­
ary prudence in their selection 
I have no doubt whatever that we will 
be able to dispose of all the articles that 
are sent at remunerative prices. The 
most of the business with Jamaica has 
hither to been done by England and the 
United States but with direct communi­
cation between the islands and 
the port of St John and between Jamaica 
tween Jamaica and Halifax it remains 
simply with Canadians themselves to 
show by their energy and enterprise 
what they can do when this opportunity 
is afforded them of exhibiting their pro­
ducts and manufactures to Jamaica and 
to the whole of the West India Islands. 
The people of the West Indies, from all 
the information I can gather, are delight­
ed beyond measure that Canada has ap­
plied for so large a space in their ex­
hibition. They are under the same flag 
as we are and have the.same feelings of 
devotion to that coiinti'y from which we 
all have sprung, and it is only for Can­
ada to show her ability to compete on 
an evil keel with the Americans and the 
trade is ours.

People ask what can Canada supply 
to the West Indies ? First there is a 
large amount of cattle and horses ship­
ped there from the United States every 
year. Breadstuffs and biscuits are 
also shipped very largely, especially 
biscuits. Fancy the large sum of $279,- 
000 of these shipped during last year by 
the United states to the British West 
Indies principally commeal, $300,000i 
worth of oats, and flour in large .quanti­
ties including what has been sent to 
the British Honduras and British 
Guiana amounting to close on to $3,000,- 
000 worth. In many addresses in Can­
ada I have talked af solving the flour 
problem. From information 1 have lately 
received Ibelievethat problem to be solv­
ed, and we can supply flour as good at 
and as capable of keeping in the tropics 
as the United States can. The modern 
system of roller mills and the introduc­
tion of Manitoba hard wheat (of which 
none comparatively speaking, has 
reached the Islands yet), Canada is pre­
pared to make flour and send it to any 
portion of that part of the world and 
guarantee it to keep as well as the best 
flour sent there from the American mar­
kets. The Americans cannot compete 
with us in the fish business, and in 
canned beef, salt beef, pickled pork and 
lard, large quantities of which the Am­
ericans ship to the Islands we are now 
in a position to make a successful com­
petition for the trade.

Ever since Mr. Robertson’s visit to

In conversation with The Gazette 
man, one of the officers of the Ulunda 
said that he also M'as asleep when the 
vessel struck.

He 
believed that the captain stated that his 
compass M as out of order, and account­
ed in that way for the accident.

It was thought on Wednesday morning 
that the Ulanda would float at the high 
tide. She did not, however, and the 
heavy storm that set in beat her up 
against the rocks and staved in her 
whole bottom. She struck full bow on, 
and went over a reef which is covered 
at high tide. Yesteaday a tug was 
sent out to her assistance, but it was 
deemed advisable not to drag her off, as 
she M ould undoubtedly fill and sink. 
An inspection M as also made yesterday 
and in all probability the M reck will be 
disposed of by sale, as it is now imposs- 
ible^to save her.

The Ulunda Mras a Clyde built iron 
steamer of 1161 net and 1760 gross ton­
nage. She Mas only five years old hav­
ing been launched at Linthouse in 1882. 
She was 275 feet long, 35 feet in breadth, 
and 23 feet depthof hold.Her engines were 
200 horse poM'er. She was a sister ship 
of the Furness liner Damara, the two 
steamers being originally built for the 
Halifax Steam Navigation Com­
pany, and plying betM'een 
London, Halifax and Boston. They 
passed out of the company’s hands aud 
into the posession of Christopher Fur­
ness several years ago and have since 
been engaged in the direct London ser­
vice of that line. Capt. Clarke, her 
commander, has been in charge 
ship for nearly two years.

Capt Crosby of the schooner Avon at 
this port yesterday from Yarmouth has 
made statements to Mr. Andrew Mal­
colm and others, regarding the Ulunda 
which disagree M-ith the stories of the 
passengers and officers of that ship. He 
says that on the night the steamer went 
ashore he passed her in the vicinity of 
Brier Island. She was then headed 
straight for Cow Ledge, and he made a 
remark to a person on his vessel, say­
ing : “That fellow must intend to put 
his vessel on Cow Ledge.” Capt. Crosby 
also says the night was perfectly clear.

While Luther Laflin Mills was going 

through some old papers the other day 
he found a very interesting document 
from the pen of the lamented Emory A. 
Storrs,which is reproduced in the Ch icago 
Evening News.

“Ido not know exactly what called 
forth these utterance from Mr. Storrs,” 
said Mr Mills, “but I apprehend that 
they were in reply to some young man 
who wrote the brilliant lawyer for advice 
as to the best way of investing a sum of 
money which he had in his possession.”

The manuscript is as follows:
“There are several answers to your 

question:
“One boy takes his $1000, spends it 

either in foreign travel or in the cultiva­
tion and improvements ot his mind and 
manners at home. At the age of 31, if he 
is consistent in this course, he has laid 
the foundation for a. long career of use­
fulness and honor, and, whatever at his 
death his bank account may be, he has 
achieved something for the good of man­
kind for which the world will always 
gratefully remember him. The high spirit 
the clear head, the sharp intellectual 
discrimination between right and wrong 
w’hich his travel, culture and education 
have given him is a capital, as much 
better then bank stock as gold is better 
than brass. No financial panics can rob 
him of it. It is his and his children’s 
forever.

“The other boy lays up his $1000, 
he doubles it, he triples it. What of it? 
What kind of a man is he at the age of 
31? The mere money-getter is the sorriest 
spectacle on God’s green earth. Leisure 
is dreadful to him, he leaves nothing 
behind him but money, and that his 
children waste. The glory of this world 
is not in corner lots nor bank stocks. No 
great man whom the world to-day 
reverences is remembered because he 
was rich. The saddest spectacle on this 
earth is that of a man dying on his pile 
of greenbacks, which he cannot carry 
with liim, while his legatees are counting 
his coin even as his breath escajies from 
his body.

“But suppose, that your saving boy 
loses his stock: suppose, as often hap­
pens, through no fault of his, values are 
melted away. Where is he then? A 
bankrupt, hopelessly and irretrievably 
ruined.

“Which shall the rich man’s daughter 
marry? I answer that the man of cultured 
mind and that broad and liberal spirit 
which travel and education gives cares 
but little about it. If the father desires 
to sell his daughter, that is his business 
—and his daughter’s, She may start by 
marrying the compound-interest chap 
in a palace, but statistics shows that 99 
cases out of 100 she will wind up in a 
hovel. This father of this daughter can 
take his choice.

'‘Finally, no men recognize the worth 
value and splendor of strong native 
business genius hall so much as educated 
men. Don’t despise nor underrate it. 
It will always help you. It will never 
hurt you. Stocks and cash and corner 
lots are well, but they are not all that 
there is of this world, nor nearly all. 
Our great men have lived without them 
and died without them, but the world 
loves them still. Crœsus was very rich 
but the generations of 3000 years have 
despised him; Socrates was wretchedly 
poor, but for 2000 years the world has 
loved him. You buy and sell cattle and 
are at liberty to do so because of what 
he taught 2000 years ago.”

A N EXHIBITION will be held in Kingston, 
XjL Jamaica,in Januivy, 1891 ,ol Island products, 
manufactures and works of art, together with ex­
hibits of works of art, machinery and imluftrial 
and agricultural products from Great Britain, 
other countries and colonies.

In view of the geographical relation of the 
Island of Jamaica with the sea ports of Canada

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Loanda next trip. If the route proves sat­
isfactory the company are assured that a 
large passenger traffic will be developed. 
The Chinese have gone to all these 
southern countries. They are a 
migratory people. They come out and 
make money and go home again. They 
are constantly going back and forth. 
There are 70,00 East India men in 
Trinidad. The great traffic was looking 
this way, and he hoped that when thé 
Chinese merchants arrived some 
conductor would shout in stentorian 
tones, “All aboard for Hong Kong ! ” 
(laughter) about which some of the news­
papers had seen fit to laugh and ridicule.

He referred to the rapid growth of 
Great Britain’s trade, and as to steam­
ships subsidies,a citizen had said to him 
that he did not believe in the principle. 
In reply he had pointed out that the 
brightest men in the United States are 
urging the principle. It was by subsidy 
that England built up her mer­
chant marine. It is a recognized 
principle in the world today. He knew 
that business could be done with the 
islands. Leaving out lumber and fish, 
more value in manufactured goods had 
gone out by the West Indian S. S. line 
sinceit started than was exported from all 
other ports of Canada to the same places 
in 1889. On her last trip the Loanda had 
89 bales of day goods and 20 or 30 of 
boots and shoes from Montreal, boots 
and shoes and dry goods from Toronto, 
pianofortes and organs from Guelph,cod­
fish and fish drums from Gaspe, canned 
goods from Chicago, shooks from Monc­
ton, hay from Albert county, horses from 
P. E. Island, furniture, pottery, horse 
nails, wire mattresses from St. John, 75 
per cent, of all of which was ordered and 
paid for, which was something 
new in the history of our West In­
dia trade. There was, therefore, no ques­
tion that the trade was there awaiting 
development He had no doubt that if 
manufacturers would send representa­
tives down to learn the exact needs of 
the market a large business would result. 
We cannot send manufactures to Eng­
land—why then should we not back up 
the Canada, West Indian and South 
American S. S. line. We have too great

THE JAMAICA EXHIBITION.

Continued from first page, 
made about this trade. But to continue, 
we are told on good authority that there 
is no better country in the world than 
Canada for producing butter, which is 
an important article of trade with the 
West Indies. All that is needed is the 
teaching of the farmers and their wives 
in the art and the establishment of 
creameries, which I am glad to see is 
being brought about. I am going 
to see that our butter is properly 
exhibited in suitable packages. 
Canadian cheese is at the 
head of the heap. The total quantity of 
cheese shipped from the United States 
to Jamaica, Trinidad and British Gui­
ana is over $270,000 worth. This is a 
plum right at our hand ready for the 
picking, and we have got to pick it 
Large quantities of beans, peas and po­
tatoes are also used in the islands. Then 
there is lumber, We in Canada do not 
get half the credit of the lumber we ship 
there, because a great deal of it is bought 
by the Americans and is taken from the 
Ottawa valley to New York and there 
distributed. Household furniture is 
sold, and carriages. Carriages for ship­
ment there ought not to be of an expen­
sive character and should heve exten­
sion tops. The British West Indies take 
$79,000 of these from the United States. 
A large quantity of cordage is used as 
well as nails, hardware, locks and hinges, 
sewing machines small stoves, lamps 
and chandaliers.

I am in communication with the 
brewers of this country to see if they 
can produce a beer in bottles to compete 
with that sent from the United States and 
from England. There is some $15,000 
or $20,000 worth of it used. In potatoes, 
oats, and oil cake a large trade is done. 
Coal oil is being put up in suitable pack­
ages by the refineries of the west to suit 
the trade. Books, maps and writing 
paper, and Canadian publications 
a market. Light Canadian tweeds and 
cotton goods, our plain unfilled stuff 
will command attention so that a good 
trade can be done. Iron safes, canned 
salmon and rubber clothing find a ready 
market. The system of cultivating the 
canes in the islands is very primitive 
and they are offering great inducements 
at this exhibition for everything in the 
shape of labor saving machinery 
that can be used in the cultiva­
tion and handling of the cane, This is 
a field,therefore, for the inventive genius 
of Canada, to think out the two ques­
tions of great interests there, a machine 
that will separate tbe fibre from the 
fibrous plants, and a machinefor cutting 
the canes, instead of by the darkey with 
cutlass as it is done at present Small 
plows that can be used with one horse 
between the cane rows are wanted, and 
lioes of a certain kind. I advise every­
one capable of manufacturing goods such 
as are wanted to take a run to New York 
and see just the kind of articles that 
they send. Among the principal im­
ports into Jamaica are boots and 
shoes, which in the British West 
Indies amounts to £54,000 sterling. 
The article used there by the colored 
population is of course strong leather, 
selling in shops there for 5 shillings to 
7s 6d. a pair. The manufacturers in 
Canada are going to send exhibits, and 
they can compete very successfully with 
the United States and England in this

find

Mr. Brown here referred to the effort
he was making to get the railways to 
give through rates, and also to have the 
heavy port charges at the West Indian 
ports cut down.

We have in Canada, continued Mr. 
Brown, shown by the energy of our peo­
ple what we can do to make a people 
great and prosperous and happy as we 
are now. This year, thank God, we 
have an abundant crop that will enable 
this country to be an exporter of bread 
stuff and will make it of interest to get 
our product In this line into the West 
India market and an effort is now being 
made, I do not call it a boom, because 
it seems to be a deep seated honest at­
tempt to enlarge this trade. I tell you 
the day is coming (and it is not more 
marvelous to predict it than the predic­
tions made about the C, P. R. and its 
construction) when perhaps the port 
of St John will play a more prominent 
part in this trade than any living 
man would now think ot This 
port may be in the route from South 
America and the West Indies to Hong 
Kong. Formerly the British Empire 
was divided, but the Canadian Pacific 
lias made the connecting link. This 
trade which we are seeking to increase is 
a trade between our own people. The 
sea, every one knows, is the dominion 
of Great Britain and her colonies are 
planted everywhere in the richest parts 
of the earth. Whatever interchange, or 
expansion or creation of trade is made 
between any of these colonies and Cana­
da all the profit and advantage of that 
traffic is in tbe one family, and all under 
tbe one flag. It is the pride of the sub­
jects of Great Britain, the ensign of pro­
gress, the peaceful yet mof t glorious pro­
gress of commerce.

This exhibition was got up by the 
government of Jamacia in a noble spirit, 
•not to seek the development of the 
resources of their own island, but to 
seek to educate the people of that 
island, who are perhaps behind in the 
march of progress of the world. If we in 
Canada, can do anything to inspire -with 
fresh energy our people in Jamaica and 
set them an example by the interest we 
take in this exhibition, it should be 
done. I hope we may be able to show 
them that if they will take a leaf out of 
the book of this country and have their 
commerce conducted in a modern slyle 
of business that much good will be the 
result.

The speaker then referred to an im­
provement that had already been made 
in this connection in the establishment 
of branches of the Bank of Nova Scotia 
in some of the inlands.

“I want to see the trade by the 
steamers from this port and from 
Halifax a success, and it is going to be

doing whatever he can to help it along, 
and we will make the exhibition of 
Canada such as will rebound to Can­
ada’s credit and good hereafter. Let 
every one from the largest miller down 
to the manufacturer of the smallest 
articles do their duty and I have not the 
least | doubt whatever that a result satis­
factory to everybody in Canada will be 
achieved."

At the conclusion of his able speech 
Mr. Brown was applauded heartily.

Mr. George Robertson who rose to 
move a vote of thanks to the speaker 
gave in a spirited speech an idea of the 
very encouraging prospects of the West 
India line of steamers as borne out by 
the experience of the line since its open­
ing. The trade existed not in his fervent 
imagination, but in the hard realism of 
actual business. As to Mr. Brown’s 
forecast regarding the passage of Japan 
and China trade through St. John, he 
could say that the steamship company 
have enquiries from Trinidad as to rates 
to Hong Kong, and thirty Chinese 
chants will come from Trinidad on the
