ROTE IIMIIEIT.

The disloyal Globe devotes a long
editorial to an attack on Sir Charles
Tupper, quoted mainly from the Wash-
ington correspondent of the Boston
Journal.

It is stated on good authority that Mr,
Dickie the member of the House of
C for Cumberland €o. N. 8. in-

On
the other hand at the last session of the
legislature an act was passed ‘authoris-
ing the exten-.on of the Intercolonial
railway, from (¢ deep water terminus
of the raiiway in Sydney
ward “along Charlotte street extension,

and Charlotte street and along Britain
street to the westward of Charlotte street,
and by the southern part of Prince Wil-
liam street, at Reed’s point, and along
8St. John street in Duke's ward,and to the
wharf south of Duke street at the harbor
front.” It was however declared by the
second clause of this act that no claim

for compensation of any kind shall be
made by any person, by reason of such
railway except sofar.as relates to pri-

vate lands actually taken for the purpose
of such exiension. Ifthis act is within
the powers of the local legislature,
there can be no doubt that the
city of St. John is entirely
absolved from any such claim for dam-

ages by reason of the railway extension,

a8 is mentioned in the agreement sent
from Ottawa. The fact that this matter

is in the agreement, seems to give color
to the idea that in the opinion of the

Minister of Justice, the local act referred
to is ultra vires, but this inference may

not be intended. It is just possible that
excess of caution has been the means of
the objectionable proviso with regard
to damages being placed in the

agreement. If so it is a matter for regret.
Looking at the subject from a legal point,
of view, it does not appear to the GAzeTTE
that there is any danger of the city hav-
ing to pay damages,such as are metioned
in the agreement, for the railway passing
throngh the streets. The British North
America act gives to the legislatures of
the several provinces exclusive -author-
ity over local works, such a8
railways within the province, and prop-
erty and civil rights in the provinces.

Any claim that might be made for
damages arising from the construction
of this railway would go under the term

property and civil rights in the province,
8o that it would seem that in this mat-
ter the legislature of New Brunswick
had a right to pass the act referred to,
and to bar any claim for damages against
the city by reason of the railway ex-
tension. While it would be better
if the agreement did not contain
the clause referred to, we
think it would be a great piece of folly
on the part of the members of the com-

mon council to refuse to authorize the
mayor to sign it on that ground. The
danger to be apprehended from signing
it is a very remote one, and may never

arise, whereas the loss by reason of not
signing it would be immediate and
great. It is evident that if we refuse to
agree to the terms of the government in
respect {o this matter, the construction
of the railway extension, which is so
much needed, will be postponed for an-
other year, and nerbaps for an indefinite
period. It is sa:d by those who urge
that the agreement should be
signed by the city that this
railway is an extension of the
government’s own road, and that there-
fore the government ought to be respon-
sible for all damages arising from its
operation. But on the other hand it
may be said, that the railway is to be

extended to a wharf belonging to the
city of St. John, and which will be made

much more valuable and profitable by

reason of this extension. In the opinion
of the GazerT the agreement should be

signed so that the work of constructing
this necessary railway may be comple-
ted without any farther delay.

The books of the fiscal year, which
ended on the 30th June last, were closed
on Saturday and the 1esult is now
known. The revenue for the year
amounts to $38,513,097, and the expendi-
ture to $36,275,447, leaving a surplus of
$2,237,650. In his budget speech, deliv-
ered on June 23 last, Hon. Mr. Foster
estimated the surplus at $2,100,000. In
contrast with the previous year, it may
be pointed out that the revenue of 1889-
90 was $39,879,925, the surplus being
$3,885,893. With regard to the current
year the results are not as favorable,
there being a large falling off in the
revenue for the first quarter of the fiscal
year.

The net debt on Sep-
tember 30 was $235,425,182 or a decrease
of $1,094,493 in the month.

Marine Notes.

Despatches of last evening bring
intelligence of the following disasters at
seai—

The British schooner Daphne of St.
John, Capt Givan, from St. J' ohn, N. B,,
with 1,740 bbls of lime and 213,000 laths
cousigned to Stetson, Cutler & Co,, is
sunk in Broad sound, between Brewster
and Lovell’s Island. The captain states
that he sailed from St, Jobn, Oct. 6. All
went well until Sunday morning when
of Seguin took a strong N. E. gale, until
reaching Boston at two yesterday
morning. While running in Broad
gound under reefed foresail and jib,
struck on Devils Back; in less
than 10 minutes the vessel float~
ed off, immediately filled and sank.
The crew of five had barely time
to escape. The lime took fire as
the vessel was sinking. After three
hours exposure the crew reached
Long - Island and were cared for
by the keepers of the lighthouse.
Subsequently they came to Boston in
their boat. Noomesaved any personal
effects. The vessel is probably a total
loss.

The Daphne was owned by Alfred
Mills and others of this city, There
was no insurance on the vesselor cargo,
which are valued at $6,000. One hun-
dred bundles of laths were picked up in
Nantasket roads y day morning; 28.
000 laths were picked up on the beach of
the Island in the harbor. The Dalph-
ne’s hatches, bedding, laths and other
wreckage were passed  at Black Rock
channel by a pilot boat.

The Gloucester schooner Lizzie M.
Stanwood reports the loss of two of her
crew at the Banks. They were natives
of St. Mary’s, Nfd.

On the 11th. inst. sch. Lulu,from Wind-
sor for City Point put into Boston for a
barbor, with loss of spanker boom.

The schooner Swallow, owned in Hall-
iax was lost at Domono, Nfid. on the 20th
ult. The crew was saved. The vessel
and cargo were insared in Halifax.

The British steamer, Storm King, arriv-
ed at Dundeee, yesterday. She sailed
from Montreal Sept. 26 with 630 cattle
on board, the stalls for which were
erected ’tween decks and on the main
deck. During the voyage a heavy sea
was encountered and much water shipp-
od necessitating the closing of ventilat-
ors leading to ’tween decks and the
battening down of the hatches. This
prevented the access of air to the hold,
and a number of cattle in the stalls were
suffocated. Some seas which boarded
the ship tore the stalls on deck to pieces
and carried them and the cattle over-
board. Others of the live cargo, badly
injured by the rolling and pitching of
the steamer, were killed to put them out
of their agony. In all 152 cattle were
lost.

Capt. Hooper, commanding the reve-
nue steamer Corwin, has telegraphed
the treasury department at ‘Washington,
of his arrival at Port Townsend and of
the reported trial of the schooners Ethel
aud La Nymphe before the United States
court at Juneau, for violating the mod-
us vivendi, which bas resulted in the
condemnation of both vessels.
