Polling Early.

A tour of the polling booths at noon
showed that while the bulk of the vote
would not come in till after three
o’clock, when the working men would
be freed from ‘their labors, the morning
work had been satisfactory. At twelve
o'clock at the five booths about 1800
hHad voted, and mpre were coming in
with the dinner hour.

The party committee rooms were at
convenient intervals to the stations, old
stores and buildings being pressed into
service, while one Conservative commit-
tee room was a tent with boarded floor
on a vacani lot. At ward one station,
the W. C. T. U. rooms, Store street,
about 300 had voted at noon, and poll-
ing had proceeded without incident.

At ward two Meston’s carriage works,
Broad street, there was very brisk
business at the tables, and the largest
polling in the city was anticipated. Mr.
Templeman was here making personal
investigation of the progress of the poll
and expressed his confidence in the re-
sult. The number who had exercised
the franchise here a* twelve o’clock
was 520.

The electors of ward three were slow
in voting, and only about 350 had been
to the polls at mid-day. The rush was
anticipated here from 3 p. m. onwards.

Ward four electors, whose polling
station was at the new Jameson build-
ing, Broughton street, had. exercised
the franchise to the number of 234 at
noon. No.incident had occurred.

At the drill hall, where the-electors of
ward Ave -wars voting, 103 havihe 249
tended at the mid-day hour, - votlag
proceeding very quietly, though there
were a good many cars busy round the
James Bay district bringing in men.

Personators Arrested.

By 2 o’clock two. arrests had been
made for personation at the polling
booth at ward tWo, and also an attempt
had been unsuccessfully made at the
drill hall, where ward five electors were
voting.

The precautions taken seem to have
acted as a useful deterrent to the more
venal of the community, who were
afraid of bearding the army of officials
in the booths.

Refining Company for $2,500,000. He
was in the best of health at that time.
He was one of the original partici-
pants in the great Klondike rush. He
wintered in 1897 at Fort Yukon. It was
there that he got the information which
led him to seek out and later develop
the property on Prince of Wales Island,
which he named Mount Andrew.

Montreal, Sept. 21.—Canaaa is poll-
ing to-day the heaviest = vote in its
history to register its decision as to
whether the government and recipro-
city are to be endorsed or defeated.
In all the provinces polling - booths

5 this afternoon. The Australian bal-
lot system prevails throughout the
Dominion, Evem in the smallest
constituericies an hour will be required
for the counting of votes, so no resuit
will be known here before six o’clock.
As many ridings are very large and
their population is widely ‘seattered,
the results in them will not be learn-
ed until after midnight. However,
unless the decision . is very close,
enough constituencies probably will
have been heard from before 10
o’'clock to indicate accurately the gen-
eral results.
To-day’s vote is being taken in 214
of the 221 constituencies. Seven are
not voting. Three of these counties
gave their decision on nomination day,
a week ago, returning Liberals by ac-
clamation. In the remaining four,
owing to wilderness conditions which
retard official election preparations,
voting has been deferred two weeks.

When the polls .were opened this
morning there. were crowds of elec-
tors at all the city booths, waiting to
cast their votes.

Ready for Trouble.

Chief Campeau, anticipating more
or less rioting, and especially ‘between
Nationalist and Liberal adherents,
has requested the controllers to pro-
vide him with three automobiles to
convey police reserves to any point
where trouble breaks out. The coh-
trollers have voted a necessary sum.

The interest in the rural districts was
not less keen than that .in the centres
of population, and it is upon the heavy
farmer vote that the government is
chiefly depending for success. From all
points come reports of everything pro-
gressing quietly and orderly.

One of the closing incidents of the
campaign was the mobbing of Henri
Bourassa, leader of the Quebec Nation-
alists, at St. Hyacinthe, Que., where
he was billed to speak last night. A
crowd of about 2,000 persons attacked
him on his arrival and pelted him with
stale eggs and stones, ruining his
clothes, but doing no other damage.
The incident is supposed to be in re-
taliation for the hooting of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier in Montreal by a crowd of
Bourassa sympathizers the night before
last. St. Hyacinthe is the distriet now
represented by Bourassa in the provin-
cial parliament, and it was supposed to
be solid for the Nationalist party.

A Montreal French newspaper ‘has
devised a novel scheme for letting the
people of this city know the result of
the election. It has arranged with the
public lighting company to shut off all
lights in the city at 9 o’clock for an
interval of ten seconds if. Laurier wins
and for two intervals of ten -sec-
onds each if Borden is the wicter. In-
asmuch as more than 90 per cent of
the houses of Montreal are lighted with
electricity, the citizens will be able to
know which way the count goes with-
out leaving their homes.

A unique feature of to-day’s polling
was the voting of 300 Chinamen in a
district otherwise almost wholly
French. They enjoy the right of fran-
chise because they were born in Hong-
kong and therefore are British sub-
jects.

Leaders Vote.

Ottawa, Sept. 21.—Among theose who
deposited their ballots early were Sir
wilfrid Laurier and R. L. Borden. Sir
wilfrid voted in Quebec at 10 o’clock,
and about the same hour Mr. Borden
cast his vote in Halifax.

In Toronto.

Toronto, Sept. 21.—The battle of the
pallots is on and reports from all parts
of the province indicate that an excep-
tionally large vote will be polled. The
weather is dull and threatening, with
rain in some places.

In Toronto every rig and vehicle of
all sorts have been commandeered by
one or the other of the parties and it
looks as if every vote will be polled in
Centre Toronto particularly, where it is
thought the Liberal candidate, Alder-
man Alfred Maguire, has a Dbetter
chance than any of his political con-
freres. The workers are doing every-
thing to ensure victory.

In order to prevent any crooked work
as many as possible eof the polling
booths are being watched by the po-
lice. To make their services available
all the cases in the courts in which
detectives and police are connected
were postponed.

M. STOLYPIN'S
 LIFE SHCAFCED

VICTIM OF INTRIQUES
IN OFFICIAL CIRCLES

Many Arrests in Russia as Re-
sult of Inquiry Into
Tragedy

g¢. Petersburg, Sept. 21. — Full ex-
posure of the scandalous criminal in-
trigues -in high governmental circles
leading to Premier Stolypin's sacrifice,
are-forbidden, says the Nowoe Vigmyge
for patriotic reasons.

The paper says that only a mere
fraction of the findings of the minister
of justice, who is investigating the
assassination of Premier Stolypin at
Kiev, can ever be published. Only
General Trepoff’s prompt measures in
throwing a cordon about the theatre
and directing the work of the secret
police, says the Vremya, prevented the
escape of Bogroff from the hands of
justice: Col. Kuliabako made a stren-
uous but unsuccessful effort to have
the prisoner kept at the secret police
headquarters, instead of in the fortress.

Had Trepoff surrendered Bogroff to
Kuliabako, the paper declares, few de-
tails of the crime would ever have be-
come known. The inquiry into the as-
sassination of Stolypin with particular
reference to revolution and the police
involved is being conducted personally
by ‘the minister of justice. ‘Greater
sensations than those so far published
are expected. Vice-director of the de-
partment of police, Verigin, is under
strong suspicion by the authorities
who held" that he is in a measure re-
sponsible for the outrage.

The protection of the emperor and
empress and the cabinet ministers at
Kiev- formed the: subject of depart-
mental discord. Governor-General
Trepoff demanded general oversight
of the proteetive measures, but was
overridden by the director of the de-
partment of police, Kurloff. Trepoff
then tendered his resignation, which
was- not accepted. Kurloff, Verigin,
Lieut:-Col. Kuliabako, chief of the
secret police, organized the protection
which cost $100,000. While Verigin
and Kurloff were at Kiev on the eve
of the emperor’s visit, Dmitry Bogroff
was consulted and given the respon-
sible position of guarding the premier,
as he promised to track suppositious
Terrorists, Nina Alexandrovena and
Nicholas Jacovivich.

It is incemprehensible to those en-
gaged in the inquiry how a subordin-
ate as Verigin dared to . disregard
Stolypin’s circular regarding revolu-
tionary suspects and allow Begroff, a
boy and informer, to follow the pre-
mier; without eveén setting other agents
to watch him.

Verigin was Kurloff’s right hand
man- and maintained close relations
with Kurloff’'s family. Kurloff against
Stolypin's most determined opposition
married the divorced wife of a young
adjutant. Stolypin made the matter
one of personal confidence to the em-
peror, but Kurloff’s influential sup-
porters at court overruled the pre-
mier.

Many alleged accomplices have been
traced to the revolutionary side and
a vast number of arrests are being
made throughout Russia. The police
have been searching in vain in St
Petersburg for a Terrorist bearing the
nick-name of Hermann.

A domiciliary search has been made
of the rooms of the correspondent of
a London newspaper and his brother
residing in the lodgings of the Liberal
authoress, Mme. Tyrkova.

It was reported that Bogroff’s father

turning to Russia, but a later report
says that he was in Berlin. Bogroff's
parents on receiving the news of the
crime, addressed a telegram to Mme.
Stolypin, ‘expressing abhorrence at
their son’s act. Bogroff’s brother, who
was held at the St. Petersburg secret
police headquarters, has been trans-
ferred to the fortress. Bogroff’s uncle,
a physician, has been arrested at
Odessa.

Another Bogroff, also a physician,
has been arrested at Baku.

Eighty men and  thirty women pro-
fessed Liberals, are under arrest at
Kiev.

Twelve thousand Jews have left Kiev
since the assassination and the exodus
continues. Acting Premier Kokovsoff,
through a representative informed a
deputation of the Jewish aristocracy at
Kiev that the Jews themselves created
the alarm through their cowardice, but
that fitting measures against disorders
had been taken.

Emperor Nicholas has made known
to the population of Kiev, through the
medium of Governor-General Trepoff,

Tacoma, “Wash:, Sept. 21.—Jumping
off a South Tacoma - street car Ilast
night, Charles Van Horn, 14 years 0ld,
only son of Mr, and Mrs. C. A. Van
Horne of Thirty-seventh and Yakima
streets, ran directly in front of an auto-
mobile, driven by. Hx N. White, presi-
dent of the- Standard Paper-Company,
and containing F. L. Hale, E. Walker
Fowler and F. A. Rice, all prominent
Tacomans, and E. J. Wicken of North
Yakima.

Before the automobile could be stop-
ped young.Van Horn was crushed be-
neath the wheels. The boy was extri-
cated and with his father and mother,
rushed to a hospital, where he died at
9.30 o’clock from internal injuries.

BANK OF ENGLAND RATE.

London, Sept. 21.—The Bank of Eng-
land raised its discount rate from 3 to
4 per cent to-day, a week later than
last year, in order to protect its reserve
against possible unexpected demands
before the usual autumn gold ship-
ments are thoroughly under way.

Curiously enough, money remains re-
markably cheap and plentiful, but a
measure of protection is considered ne-
cessary in view of the continental
political situation and the advanced
bank rates at Berlin, Belgium, Sweden
and Denmark, with early rises possi-
ble at Vienna and Paris.

DANGER OF FAMINE.

Manila, Sept. 21.—Danger of a famine
in the Philippines on account of the fail-
ure of the rice crop has become so threat-
ening that Governor-General Forbes de-
cided to-day to order the purchase by the
government of an entire shipload of the
cereal in Rangoon. The cargo will be
sold to the people at cost. The price of
the staple on the markets here has ad-
vanced away above all previous records,
with only a small supply in sight.

TWO STEAMERS AGROUND.

Kingston, Ont., Sept. 21.—The steamer
Rosedale, of the Inland Lines, Ltd., is
ashore near Iroquols, and the steamer
Pellatt, of the Merchants’ Mutual Line,
is ‘aground in Lachine Lake.

Judge
Hardin interprets the statute to mean
that the state of Washington shall aid
friendly nations to obtain testimony in
actions at law.

Following the completion of another
patrol of the west coast in the steamer
Germania, under charter to the Marine
and Fisheries department, Capt. P. J,
Ledwell, fishery inspector, announces
that not once during the two weeks he
was away from port was an American
vessel seen poaching. The captain also
inquired at many of the coast towns as
to whether foreign craft were fishing
inside the three-mile limit, but not
once was he able to gather any infor-
mation which would suppert .the ru:
mors given currency made by. 8 _con-
temporary.

The Germania left here on Septem-
ber 6 and the next day went as far as
Banfield but saw nothing. -Ne -boats
were mnearer shore than -the: Swiftsure
Bank, which'is many miles Qutside .the
restricted area. Believing: 1 that the
fishermen might have slipped in: after
they had passed, the Germania the next
day retraced her course and:patrolled
the water between Carmanah and:San
Juan river. During that day tweo boats
were ‘seen in the vicinity of the Swift-
sure Bank but no other 'boata were
around.

Continuing her passage right along
the west coast the officer on the Ger-
mania never set his eyes upon.any-ves-
sels which were intruding. , Near .Cape
Scott a great many halibut boats were
sighted but they were all fishing a good
distance outside the three mile limit.

In connec=
tion with this province, there are a
number of establishments on the Queen
Charlotte Islands producing dog-fish
oil, plants on the. ¥Fraser and Skeena
_rivers producing salmon oil, and other
plants producing oil from herring and
other fish. =~ There is an. .enormous
amount of whale oil produced ‘in Bri-
tish Columbia, where the largest whalé
fisheries in the world are conducted.

“These different species of oil find
their principal market” in the United
States, and have. to compete with the
American products coming from Alaska
and other points. At present the Am-
erican producers have a benefit over
those in Canada, especially @ those in
British Columbia. There is now-a duty
of eight cents per gallon charged by
the United States, and as there are 298
gallons in a ton, there is a“duty of
nearly $24 collected on every ton go-
ing into the States. These statistics are
taken. from the reliable records. of the
Canadian North Pacific Pisheries Com-
‘pany. The amount of these ﬂsh-olrs
. produced in British Columbia wabers
each year is over 12,000 tons. and the

 duty to be paid on that quantity’ of oil
entering the States totals'the'enormous
..sum of $280,000.
~ *“These $280,000 can be kept in Canada.
if the reciprocity treaty goes through.
This figure does not incinde the duty’
collected off the cod oill and ced liver
oil which is exported from the Maritime
Provinces into the United States. We
consider that the amount of duty palid
on the eastern products- crossing the
“ine would be $200,000. theréeby making
v total of $480,000, which goes to the
United States government each year.

“These figures show the enormous
{ifficulties under which the-Canadian
sroducers of fish oil and whale* oil

labor; how hard it is to compete with
the ‘producers of similar oils in -the
States. American producers have an
advantage of $24 per ton over the
Canadian producers. Should the reci-
procity agreement pass there is no
shadow of a doubt the product!on of
fish olls. including whale' oil, would be
materlhlly increased In Canada. There
18'an.enormous amount of dog-fish in
British ‘Columbia waters, which .as all
know yields a‘large amount of oil, but
as ‘the product has to be shipped to
the Statés-to find a .market it does
not pay’ fo- produce the oil on any large
scale owing to the duty.

‘“Fhe development of ‘a large indus-
try of .dog-fish oil would be of the
greatest benefit to .this country, not
by thé production of the oil itself but
by the effect it would have on the
preservation of food.fish on this coast,
It is known that-the dog-fish is the

| greatest destroyer of food fish on this

coast. - It is also known that fisher-
men engaging in halibut and cod fish-
ing have had to stop operations many
times because every hook is taken by
a dog-fish.

. ““Should we be able to take fish-oil
into the States free of duty we would
be ‘placed on the same basis as the
Ameérican producers and better able to
compete with them. Large establish-

ments for the manufacturing of the

dog-fish into ofl and fertilizer would
spring’ up all along the coast. The
supply of these fish is at present in-
exhaustible, and Canada would derive
from such an industry, first the valu-
able ‘ofl. and fertilizer and secondly
the means of helping to protect the
food fish on this coast.

“The Canadian North Pacific Fish-
eries Company own eleven steamers
and have chartered two or three others
and operate four whaling stations. If
it was not for the high duty we would
have started a good many stations fer
thé manufacturing of dog-fish »il. rhe
cost of supplying the present fleet and
stations is’ $50,000 per month, and if
we could add dog-fisheries to our pre-
sent industry that amount would near-

1y be doubled. But at present we can-

not” compete with the American pro-
ducers of the same oil.. There are
‘more dog-fish in British Columbia
‘waters, as all fishermen know, than
in ahy other part of the world, and ‘we
could establish many plants for the
production of oil and fertilizer if we
were not hampered by the duty on
oils entéring the United States.
“British Columbia has the best fish-
ing grounds in the world and we be-
lieve there is room for 200,000 fisher-
men, which éstimate is not too high,
as the little Island of Newfoundland
has 40,000 men. As long as we have
the high duty to meet, however, we
cannot hope to have the fisheries de-
veloped. It the industry could be
properly ‘developed British Columbia
would be the greatest fishing country
in the 'world, and this industry would
overshadow and other industry in the
province, bar none.”

AT PORT ALBERN

R

Company is Preparing to Erect
Modem Plant at' Gost of -
$50,000

A sawmill with a cutting capacity of
75,000 feet per day is to be established
By the Canadian Pacific Lumber Com-
pany in Port Alberni, says the Alberni

Pioneer Press. The machinery is under
order and will begin to arrive within
three weeks.

Twenty experienced millwrights and
a staff of helpers will arrive with the
first installment, and work will be pro-
secuted vigorously in order to have the
new mill in operation before the first of
February next. A shingle factory, with
three machines, will also be operated
by the same company.

This announcement is on the author-
ity of R. W. Gibson, who is associated
with M. Carlin and Thomas Méredfth in
control-of the manufacturing concern
which operates big mills at Port Moody-
and Vancouver, and recently acquired
the Barclay Sound cedar mills in this
towmn:

The present Barclay Sound mill
which is slightly out of date, ‘will be
almost entirely removed. The plant and
buildings will cost the company $50,000.

When the mill Is in operation, run-
ning a single ten-hour shift, per day, its
pay roll will amount™ to ' $8,000 per
month. In addition to this there will
be  paid out'for 'logging operations in
the " immediate 'district $12,000 ' per
month. ;

If “the démand calls for it the mill
will ‘be run onh ‘double ‘shift,” doubling
the town pay roll. The Canadian Pacific
Company has a ready market for 'the
output’ of its Port Moody and Vancou-
ver mills, and is assured of a ‘market
for the proposed additional output in
Port Albernii “We will ‘catér particu-

In summing up matters the mayor
thought it would be false ecohomy to
adopt the 1,000 horse power unit and
as the present plant was “inadequate
and 'the city needed a new reservoir
he favored the adoption of the plan
providing for utilizing the present
plant with the installation of two
pumps at'a cost of $17,500, building
a new reservoir at a cost of $28,000
and initial development of 2,000 horse
power at the "Barrier.. The matters
discussed could be submitted to the
engireers, and before the plans are
adopted they. should be checked' by
competant engineer, after which the
proposition can be left to the people
to decide upon. In his opinion the
city was well able financially to han-
dle’ the work which would involve an
outlay of approximately -$250,000.

NEW CONGREGATIONS.

Vancouver, Sept. 18.—At a mnieeting
of the Westminster Presbytéery it was
decided to organize a new congregation
at East Vancouver. It was agreed to
apply for a loan of $1,000 from the
Church and Manse Building Fund.

At the urgent request of 4 portion of
the people .of Riverview, South Van-
couver, it was agreed to establish a
new congregation at Fraser avenue
and River road.

The Moderator reported that plans
for a new church at South Hill, South
Vancouver, were ready, and the ap-
proximate cost would be $3,000, and
that provision was already made for
raising  this amount.

Martial law has been deciared and
the 'stréets are lined with troops.

Just before communication with this
city was broken off, it was reported
that serious disturbances had occurred.

The government is considering a sus-
pension of ~constitutional guarantees
throughout Spain.

The strikes are general at Bilboa and
Saragossa and partly successful at Ca-
diz, Huelva, ‘Valencia, Seville and
Gijon.

It is expected the workmen will go
out at Barcelona, Corunna, and Ferral.
A general suspension of work at Val-
encia and Gijon will be ordered by the
leaders soon, it is feared.

The, ministry . of  the interior states
that the Barcelona police have discov-
ered a plot directed by Spanish and
foreign anarchists whose methods pro-
vide for general strikes and violence
against property.

AUTO FATALITY.

Nuremburg,’ Bavaria, Sept. 19.—Tho-
mas A. Edison and his party occupy-
ing two automobiles yesterday contin-
ued the trip from Carlsbad which was
interrupted on Sunday when Mr. Edi-
son’s car ran down and instantly killed
a twelve-year-old boy named Lauf.

When the authorities detained the
chauffeur, Mr. Edison remained volun-

d4tarily to await the result of the inquiry

into the accident. After investigation,
the authorities decided that no blame
attached-to the chauffeur, who was re-
leased.

RBANK MAY BE ABSORBED.

Toronto; ' Sept. 19.—Negotiations are
reported to be in progress looking te
the ~absorption ' of the Metropolitan
Bank of Canada with the Bank of Nova
‘Scotia, and it is said Metropolitan Bank
shareholders, if a deal is made, will be
offered 250 for their stock. The Met-
ropolitan, -which is a comparatively
young bank, has a reserve of $1,250,000
with paid up capital of $1,000,000, and
has been doing a very profitable busi-
ness. It pays a dividend of 10 per cent.
per annum and has this year sold as
high as 200.

BIRDMAN'S NARROW ESCAPE.

The most serious situation is at Va-
lencia, where a general strike wag de-
clared yesterday. The city was at once
placed under martial law, and though
there was more or less rioting through-
out the day, the authorities have mat=~
ters well.in-hand. After. dark .the  diss
turbers vented their fury in an attack

on the officials in the adjacent town- |

ship® of Cullerd. The mob was finally
dispersed by guards from the customs
house.

Strikes also have been declared at
Bilboa, Saragossa, Cadiz, -Huelva; Se-
ville, Gijon and ofher cities,

In some of these places the rovrment
has been but partially successful.

Premier Canalejas announces that the
governmment has in its possession the
detalle ofa revolutionary plot-uncover-
ed-at Valéncia and Barcelona. Part of
this plot was to assassinate General
Weyler, captain-general of Catalonia.
The governmeént “claims to know - the
names of all the conspirators and* the
sourece ‘of ‘their supplies.

King Alfenso to-day signed a décree
suspending the constitutional guaran-.
tees  throughout-Spain:- This is’ equi-
valent to declaring the country undet‘
martial: law.

This-aet which has been under co-n-
sideration for some riass was taken
to mean the government proposes-to
deal’ sharply ‘and promptly with the
revolutionary agitation now fermetit-
ing in many parts of Spain, especially
in the cities and industrial dlstricts
where ‘Republican ‘and  revolutionary
plans are being fiurthered under cover'
of ‘workingmen’s strikes.
