ARMED PARTIES ARE

Marquis Ito Makes a Statement In­
dicating That Policy May 

Be Changed.

Tokio, Sept. 19.—The possibility that 
Japan will have to annex Korea has 
arisen. Marquis Ito is quoted as say­
ing that it may be necessary to alter 
Japan’s policy owing to the present 
situation, and that if the Korean peo­
ple persist in their attitude of un­
friendliness it will be the "last day" 
for them.

Tokio papers are receiving reports 
that insurgents are gathering from all 
directions around the city of Seoul. 
Their number is unknown, but one 
band of eight hundred is reported.

Roving parties of Koreans under the 
leadership of ex-soldiers are killing 
Japanese officials and civilians and the 
Koreans are suspected of being pro- 
Japanese. These parties take to the 
mountains upon the approach of Jap­
anese troops, but not before suffering 
heavily.

A new official organization of the 
staff of resident general for Korea was 
submitted to the privy ccuncil this 
morning and passed. It is believed it 
will be promulgated on Saturday. Ac­

New Service of Vessels May Carry Pro­
ducts Direct to Puget Sound.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
A new service which will be greatly 

appreciated by shippers and purchasers 
of perishable (freight is contemplated by 
the Pacific Coast S.S. Company be­
tween San Diego, Cal., and Puget Sound 
ports. Up to the present it has been 
the general custom with shippers to 
send fruit from the south to San Fran­
cisco, from which point consignments 
were transferred to the railroads to be 
forwarded to their destinations. As 
may be readily imagined, this service 
is not as satisfactory as it might be, 
and it is thought that direct 
steamers from southern California to 
the Sound will provide the best 
sible means of transportation for per­
ishable goods. It is quite likely that 
the local trade with the south will 
rant Victoria being made a port of call 
on the new service, but nothing definite 
can yet be said in regard to the com­
pany’s intentions.

MISSING MONET. MUST STRAIGHTEN

Accident on New York Central Resulted 
in No Loss of Life.Forty Thousand Dollars Was Taken 

by Train Robbers at Rexford.
Utica, N. Y., Sept. 19.—The fast mail, 

westbound, on the New York Central 
railroad, was wrecked five miles east of 
this city about 8.45 this morning.

It was stated at the offices of the New 
York Central that the train wrecked was 
a newspaper and mail train which left 
New York for Buffalo, at 3.05 a. m. East 
of Utica the train ran Into two freight 
cars which had been derailed by the 
breaking of a freight train on the east- 
bound track. There was one passenger 
coach in the mail train, but its occupants 
were reported officially kto be unhurt.

New York, Sept. 18.—The output of 
the mines controlled by the Amalga­
mated Copper Company will be cur­
tailed fifty per cent immediately, and 
a further curtailment will be made if 
it should be necessary.

This decision was reached at a met­
ing of the directors of the subsidiary 
companies to-day. After the meeting 
this announcement was made: “Hie di- 
rectorr-^ v>< subsidiary companies of 

Amalgamated Copper Company 
have decided to curtail the output fifty' 
per cent. This action will take effect 
immediately."

It is further stated that should the 
siuation show no improvement, a 
further curtailment will be made. On 
the other hand, the output will be in­
creased if the situation warrants.

Among the companies represented at 
the meeting were the Anaconda com­
pany, the Parrot Silver and Copper 
Company, the Boston and Montana 
Consolidated Copper and Silver Min­
ing Company, and the Butte and Bos­
ton Consolidated Mining Company.

The question of a new steel bridge 

across the north arm of the Fraser 
river was submitted to the provincial 
executive this morning by a big depu­
tation ; from New Westminster. The 
deputation was introduced by Thomas 
Gifford' M. P. P., and comprised the 
following gentlemen: D. S. Curtis, Aid, 
Henley, Aid. Jardine, L. A. Lewis, Mr. 
McDonald, N. Nelson, Mr. Wheeler, 
Capt. Myers and others.

The present bridge over the north 
arm, it was stated, was in an almost 
impassable condition, and was consider­
ed unsafe even for light vehicular 
traffic. The draw was also too narrow, 
the span being 72 feet or thereabouts, 
which was insufficient to allow,the con­
venient passage of vessels. Tugs hav­
ing logs in tow, which constituted an 
important part of the river traffic, 
found the draw very difficult to navi- 
gaté. The whole structure was shaky 
and unfit for practical use.

The deputation represented that the 
city was prepared to undertake the 
erection of the new bridge immediately 
with any assistance which the govern­
ment might give. 'Thdy proposed to 
build a modern steel structure, with 
passage accommodation for foot pas­
sengers, and suitable for vehicular and 
tramway traffic. In the new bridge it 
was proposed to extend the draw span 
to 100 feet, and provide every facility 
for the growing traffic between the 
city and Lulu Island, with which the 
structure connected.

No definite reply was received from 
the government, the meeting lacking 
the presence of a number of the execu­
tive members, but Mr. Gifford stated 
that they had strong hopes that their 
case would receive the most favorable 
consideration.

Two stowaways were' discovered* 
aboard the steamer en route.

Milne, medical inspector and immigra­
tion agent, sent the men to the city 
lock-up, and they will be kept under 
lock and key until the Shinano Maru 
leaves on her next outward voyage, 
when they will be deported.

Owing to the very strong tide that 
was running in when the steamer first 
tried to make the wharf it was found 
impossible to bring her alongside and, 
after she had been brought almost L-t 
her berth and one line was on the 
dock, it was found necessary to back 
her out again. The Princess May was 
lying at the opposite wharf, and, as 
any attempt to make the Shinano Maru 
fast while the tide was racing in, 
seemed dangerous for the C. P. R. 
steamer, she left the wharf and pro­
ceeded to the inner harbor berth. On 
the second attempt the Shinano Maru 
was brought neatly alongside and 
made fast, over an hour after she first 
touched the dock.

MINES AS MEANS 
OF COAST DEFENCE

Question of Their Abolition or 
further Restrictions Discussed 

at the Peace Conference.

The Hague, Sept. 17.—One of the 
stormiest sittings since the opening of 
the peace conference marked the dis­
cussion to-day by members of the com­
mittee on maritime warfare of the 
project concerning the laying of sub­
marine mines, and it was again de­
monstrated that whenever military in­
terests are involved the rivalries of 
the powers preclude the finding of 
common grounds for agreement.

The leading note to-day was the an­
tagonism between Great Britain and 
Germany. Great Britain, having the 
more powerful navy, wishes to abolish, 
or limit to the utmost, the employment 
of mines, whilst the interests of Ger­
many are in direct opposition to such 
a proposal. Baron Marschal von Bie- 
bersteln, one of the German delegates, 
came to the end of his patience during 
the discussion and said : ‘‘As the Eng­
lish press makes us appear as barbar­
ians, I propose that the use of mines 
be abolished altogether.”

Of course, the baron knew that this 
proposition would not be accepted, but 
nevertheless it created a deep impres­
sion.

Gen. Horace Porter, one of the Am­
erican delegates, defended the Ameri­
can proposition, which prohibits the 
use of floating mines, and also of 
moored mines under certain circum­
stances. Without mentioning Great 
Britain, General Porter opposed the 
British principle when he said: ‘‘It 
is universally acknowledged that mines 
are less expensive than legitimate 
means of defence to countries having 
an extensive coast or a weak fleet or 
both. Mines may be harmful to states 
whose vital necessities consist in hav­
ing their ports open day and night.”

For the same reason, General Por­
ter was in favor of allowing mines, for 
the purpose of defence, to be placed 10 
miles from the coast instead of three, 
as proposed by Great Britain, for the 
reason that at three miles they would 
not attain their object in preventing an 
attack by the fleet of the enemy, whose 
gun range might be 15,000 yards.

The debate had not been finished 
when the committee rose.

The committee entrusted with the 
solution of the question regarding the 
allotment of judges to the permanent 
court of arbitration has failed to find 
an acceptable plan because of the ex­
aggerated pretensions regarding the 
equality of all states.

APPEAL EXPECTED.

Montreal, Sept. 17.—While no official 
statement was handed out to-day by the 
Dominion Coal Company, it was stated 
emphatically in other interested' quarters 
that an appeal would tie taken against 
Judge Longley’s decision in the coal and 
steel dispute.

ANOTHER CONFERENCE.EXPLOSION ON 
A BATTLESHIP

Prospects For Settlement of Japanese 
Immigration Question Are 

Improving.

Ottawa, Sept. 17.—Mr. Ishii, in com­
pany with the Japanese Consul-General 
Nosse, held a long interview with Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier and Hon. Sydney Fish­
er this afternoon in the premier’s office, 
when the Japanese situation was fur­
ther discussed. The prospects for an 
amicable settlement are steadily get­
ting better.

ACCIDENT ATTENDED
WITH LOSS OF LIFE

PIONEER’S DEATH.

Forty Four Members of Crew of 
Japanese Vessel Killed and 

Fatally Wounded.

David Robson, Well Known in This 
Province, Passed Away Last 

Night.

Vancouver, Sept. 18.—David Robson, 
a brother of the former premier of the 
province, John Robson, and until two 
years ago government agent at New 
Westminster, died last night. He was 
with his brother the founder of the Co­
lumbian newspaper.

Tokio, Sept. 17.—Forty-four men of 
the crew of the Japanese battleship 
Kashima were either killed or fatally 
injured in an explosion which occur­
red on that vessel yesterday at the port 
of Kure.

Firing practice was being conducted 
when an unexploded shell in one of the 
big guns suddenly blew up while a 
gqn crew were endeavoring to extri­
cate it from the breach. The breach 
of the gun and the turret were wreck­
ed. Splinters of the shell flew in every 
direction and the slaughter among the 
crew was terrible. Thirty men are re­
ported to have been killed outright and 
at least fourteen others will not re­
cover from their wounds.

A number of bodies were blown into 
the sea and of the dead many were 
horribly mutilated, portions of their 
bodies being strewn all over the ship. 
An investigation is to be held immedi­
ately to determine the cause of the ex­
plosion. The shell which burst was 
one manufactured at a Japanese ar­
senal and it is believed to have been de­
fective.

The Kashima is an English-built 
ship. She was constructed on the Tyne, 
being one of the largest war vessels 
ever built there. She is commanded by 
Captain Koi Sumi.

C. P. R. TO RELIEVE 
COAL SHORTAGE

Will Spend $1,500,000 at Fernie 
in Opening up 4,000 Acres 

of Coal Area.

(From Wednesday’s Dally.)
It looks as though the Canadian Pa- 

-eifle Railway Company is preparing to 
supply the shortage of coal and coke 
In the West in view of-the alleged de­
ficient output, and the alleged action 
of the largest producer, the Crow’s 
Nest Pass Coal Company, in exporting 
a large portion of its output to the 
United States, says the Vancouver 
Province. . >_

The big transportation company has 
already expended a large amount in 
opening up its coal areas, nearly 4,000 
acres in extent, at Hosmer, eight miles 
north of Fernie, B. C. According to 
its agreement with the Crow’s Nest 
Pass Company it will not become a 
competitor in the market until 1909.

The plans of the C. P. R. at Fernie 
call for an expenditure of $1,500,000. 
Most of the orders for the plant and 
equipment have already been awarded.

Practically all the buildings in con­
nection with the enterprise have been 
erected. Two cross-cut tunnels have 
already cut three seams of the Crow’s 
Nest series, twenty, three and eleven 
feet in thickness respectively. These 
workings will be extended an addition­
al 2,000 feet. The coal will pe re­
moved to the surface by compressed air 
haulage. The steel tipple is designed 
to handle a daily output of 3,000 tons.

Six experimental coke ovens now in 
operation have demonstrated that the 
coal is of first quality for coking pur­
poses.
orect between 250 and 300 additional 
coke ovens.

At this juncture the C. P. R. payroll 
at the mines numbers over two hun­
dred men. The plans of development 
were prepared by Mr. W. H. Aldridge, 
general manager of the Consolidated 
Mining & Smelting Company of Can­
ada, of Trail, B. C. Mr. Aldridge is 
acting in the capacity of consulting en­
gineer.

The original charter of the Crow’s 
Nest Pass Railway Company was 
owned by the syndicate which subse­
quently developed the coal areas now 
controlled by the Crow’s Nest Pass 
Company. It disposed of it to the C. 
P. R. Clauses of the agreement gave 
the C. P. R. six square miles of coal 
lands, the railway company agreeing 
not to develop the seams until the 
Crow’s Nest Coal Company had been 
in business for a period of ten yearr».

The early expiration of the agree­
ment has resulted in the railway com­
pany being in a position to mine and 
ship coal when the legal time limit 
shall have expired. At the time this 
agreement was entered into the Do­
minion government also reserved 5U.O00 
acres of coal lands in order to ensure 
that the public would secure coal at 
a minimum of $2 per ton. . The govern­
ment, however has never done any­
thing to develop its coal areas. The 
extensive preparations now being made 
by the C. P. R. would indicate that it 
will ere Ion* be an important factor 
in the Canadian coal and coke 
ket.

WHOLESALE ARRESTS.

Warrants Issued For Apprehension of 
Those Involved in Pennsylvania 

Capitol Scandal. ,

Harrisburg, Sept. 18.—Warrants for 
the arrest of fourteen persons involved 
in the capitol scandal were issued to­
day by two Harrisburg aldermen on 
information furnished by Attorney- 
General Todd. Each of the defendants 
is charged on several counts with con­
spiracy to cheat and defraud the state 
by making false invoices, and four of 
them are also charged with obtaining 
money under false pretences.

The arrests are based on the report 
made to Governor Stuart by the com­
mission created by recent legislature 
to investigate the capitol scandal. They 
will be followed by civil suits for re­
covery of a portion of the nine million 
dollars collected from the state by con­
tractors for the furnishings and equip­
ment of the capitql. Tn its report, made 
public about a month ago. the commis­
sion named eighteen persons and firms 
as being involved in the capitol con­
tract, and recommended prosecution of 
“any and all persons who may be di­
rectly or indirectly involved.”

ROYAL CITY PLANS 
BIG CELEBRATION

Will Commemorate the Centenary 
of the Discovery of the 

Fraser River.

Vancouver, Sept. 18.—The citizens of 
New Westminster are planning the 
holding next year of a triple celebra­
tion all in one. It will occur in May 
and will commemorate the hundredth 
anniversary of the discovery of the 
Fraser river, the fiftieth since the 
building of the first house in the city, 
and the tenth since the big fire de­
stroyed the town. The month does not 
fit the fire, which occurred nine years 
ago this , month, but it does exactly fit 
the founding of the city and the dis­
covery of the great river on which New 
Westminster stands.

In 1858, th'e Royal Sappers and Min­
ers sent out from the Old Country, 
were instructed to locate a city in the 
best available place in British Colum­
bia. They chose the present site of the 
Royal City. It was at the spot where 
the British Columbia penitentiary is 
now located that the the new arrivals 
landed and there they erected the first 
house. Parliament buildings were 
erected on the site now occupied by 
the residence of the warden of the pen­
itentiary. In earliest days the town 
was calle#d Queensborough, but later 
when a dispute regarding the name 
was referred to the late Queen Vic­
toria, it became known as New West­
minster.

It was in May, 1808, that Simon 
Fraser discovered the waters of the 
Fraser river. He crossed the contin­
ent from lower Canada. With a flo­
tilla of canoes, he and a party of In­
dians made the trip towards the 
mouth of the river. Owing to the rough 
water in different rapids, it was late 
In June before the party reached the 
present site of New Westminster. On 
July 1st Fraser passed the mouth of 
the river out into the Gulf of Georgia.

Just what form the celebration will 
take has not yet been decided on. 
Mayor Keary and members of the 
city council have briefly gone over the 
question and active interest will be 
taken in it when the provincial fair is 
ended about the middle of October.

Aldermen to Discuss Petitions 
Against Proposed Work-New 

Fire Department By-Law.

The lateness of the season and the 

consequently short time in whiçh 
boulevarding work may be successfully 
carried out this year have impressed 
the city authorities with the necessity 
of hurrying the improvements planned 
by the parks board and ratified by the 
council. A meeting of the board of 
aldermen has been called for to-mor­
row afternoon, and, at this meeting, 
the city assessor will report on the 
number of petitions against .the pro­
posed work that have been received 
and the assessments represented by the 
petitioners. Up to to-day only two pe­
titions had been received, those regard­
ing Mears and Clarence streets.

The by-law will be put \through its 
first stages to-morrow, so that it may 
be finally passed and signed on Mon­
day evening. This will enable the city 
engineer and the superintendent of 
boulevarding work, D. D. England, to 
commence work on the streets pro­
posed within a few days after next 
week’s meeting. Only a few weeks re­
main in which seeding and planting 
can be successfully accomplished, and 
it is the desire of the officials to com­
plete this year’s work^as soon as pos­
sible.

The parks board, owing to its late 
formation and the lack of funds at its

A RESOLUTION 
ON CHURCH UNION

Joint Committee Are Gratified With 
the Results in View of 

All Difficulties.

Toronto, Sept. 17.—The joint commit­
tee •’on church union concluded its 
labors last night, but will have to 
meet again next year. A resolution 
was passed to this effect: ,“The practi­
cal unanimity in the decision of the 
committee affords a fair prospect that 
in due time the matters in hand may 
be submitted by the various churches 
under their constitution and usages to 
their people and their courts for their 
consideration. We are persuaded that 
decidedly substantia! progress has been 
made toward the end..in view, and that 
such solutions of difficult problems 
have been found so far as we have 
prosecuted our work, as to give us a 
firm conviction that the proposèd union 
appears to be practicable.

“Wrhen we consider the difficulties 
and perplexities that must be expected 
to arise in an effdrt to bring into one, 
systems so various and of so long 
standing, we may well be gratified at 
the unanimity, which has obtained. The 
questions of floétrine, of three different 
policies and modes of administration, 
of the tenure of property, of the ben­
evolent funds, especially such as the 
aged ministers’ and widows’ funds, the 
publishing interests, the college and 
educational works, and the legislation 
necessary to give effect to the union 
and secure all the interests involved, 
have heavily taxed our most exper­
ienced men and clearest thinkers, and 
must continue to demand their utmost 
attention till satisfactory conclusions 
shall have been reached. Such and 
kindred questions which have arisen 
demand all the earnest and prayerful 
attention of all our people and the ex­
ercise of due patience till the great 
work, in the providence of God, shall 
have been completed.”

on the part of the Asiatic Exclusion 
League to hold another parade or de­
monstration would be opposed by the 
civic authority to the fullest possible 
extent

On Monday night the league held a 
meeting at which general plans were 
outlined for the holding* a couple of 
weeks hence, of another anti-Orlental 
parade. It was agreed by the league, 
in order to make the parade represen­
tative of Vancouver alone, that no 
further invitation to Seattle would be 
extended. Outsiders will not be allowed 
to participate in the parade. Five thou­
sand mén are expected to be in this 
parade.

But the mayor declares absolutely 
that he will take no further chances 
with rioting. “We are at heart in favor 
of the objects of the exclusion league,” 
said a high civic authority to-day, “but 
our duty to the city comes before 
everything else at the present time. In 
the performance of that duty there is 
nothing plainer-than that another par­
ade would be most unwise at the pres­
ent time. The local Asiatics are just 
beginning" to be quieted down, and that 
is the way to keep them. The city has 
had trouble and expense enough from 
the last parade.

“Civic officials have already held a 
conference and notice will immediately 
be served on officers of the league that 
under no consideration will another 
parade be allowed.”

No Demonstration.
When later told of the view of the 

mayor, officials of the exclusion league 
declared that they would not press the 
matter, and that no parade will be held 
in the near future.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
If the plans now *eing talked about 

in the Chinese colony are brought to 
successful materialization, the Oriental 
people will have a daily newspaper to 
purvey intelligence in their communi­
ties within a very short time.

At the present time there is only one 
newspaper published In the Chinese 
language on the Canadian Pacific 
Coast. That is a journal known as the 
B. C. Chinese World, which was estab­
lished in Victoria in 1902 by F. Hodg­
son, formerly of the News-Advertiser, 
Vancouver, and now of this city. The 
World is issued weekly. It is a four- 
page paper devoted to local and general 
topics, embracing news from all sour­
ces which contribute to the modern 
sheet.

The proposal to undertake a more 
ambitious newspaper enterprise has 
apparently grown with the rapidly ac­
cumulating prestige of tl>e Chinese in 
this province. Out of a mass of hu­
manity held practically at the service 
of those whose interests were furthered 
in bringing them here, they have de­
veloped into powerful communities, 
have created their “monied men” with­
in themselves, and have established 
their interests securely on the coast. 
There are men of the Chinese quarters 
to-day who rate higher financially than 
many of those who still look upon them 
as objects for a condescending patron­
age.

It is said that the newspaper enter­
prise will be executed by a conmittee 
selected from leading members of the 
Reform Association. The question of 
capital is supposed to have been al­
ready settled. But one point which is 
still undecided is whether the new pa­
per shall begin its career as a daily or 
shall be issued only semi-weekly at 
first. The probabilities are that the 
sheet will quickly evolve into a daily 
paper, whether started as such or not.

It is said that a very large circula­
tion is already assurred for the Chi­
nese paper. The number of subscrib­
ers would probably confound some of 
the census enumerators who have been 
placing estimates on the Chinese popu­
lations of this province. The promot­
ers of the scheme are figuring on quite 
a respectable circulation in Vancouver 
and Victoria, and are looking also to 
the large Chinese population that is 
spread all over the province, with a 
faint sprinkling extended into the cen­
tral and eastern parts of Canada. The 
initial circulation is calculated at about 
5,000, but it is thought it will quickly 
grow to a much larger figure.

The exact date for the appearance of 
the new Chinese organ has not yet been 
fixed, but it is expected this month. It 
is said that the enterprise involves the 
purchase of the present weekly paper 
published in this city. The new paper 
is to be published in Vancouver.

President Roosevelt Shows Deep In­

Oyster Bay, Sept. 17.—That President 
Roosevelt is keenly interested in ascer­
taining the actual sentiments of the 
people of Japan toward the United 
States was shown to-day in the visit 
to Sagamore Hill of General Luke E.

Question Raised in Court .Concerning Oil 
Magnate’s Condition.

Boston. Sept. 16.—There was consider­
able conflicting testimony to-day in the 
Massachusetts Supreme court as to the 
physical condition of Henry H. Rogers, 
of the Standard Oil Company, when coun­
sel for C. M. Raymond, of . Somerville, 
who is suing Mr. Rogers for $50,000,000 for 
certain petroleum royalties, tried to 
prove that Mr. Rogers was able to ap­
pear in court in spite of the objection of 
his counsel. The hearing to-day was on 
motion by Mr. Raymond’s couneel to 
have the case, which was postponed last 
week to the spring term of the court, 
placed on the present trial liet.

Mr.- Rogers’ couneel last week told the 
court that they had not been able to pre­
pare the case, owing to the illness of their 
client, and a New Bedford physician 
testified at that time that Mr. Rogers was 
too ill to attend the trial. Judge Ham­
mond then postponed the case, but to-day 
he agreed to hear testimony regarding 
Mr. Rogers’ condition.

Deputy Sheriff Walling, of New Bed­
ford. testified that he saw Mr. Rogers in 
the First National Bank at New Bedford 
last week, talking with President Walter 
P. Winsor and Rufus A. Soule, and that 
later Mr. Rogers walked down the street 
apparently in good health.

President Winsor admitted that he 
talked with Rogers last week, but said 
that the latter spoke with difficulty 
that his physical condition was not as 
good as, it was earlier in the summer. Mr. 
Soule denied that he saw Mr. Rogers at 
the bank, but said that he did see him 
for a few minutes at the Old Home week 
celebration on August 27th. and that he 
appeared to have aged rapidly.

msn Jay handed in copies of the cor­
respondence which has recently passed 
between the provincial and federal au­
thorities in respect to Chinese children 
in the schools. When Chairman Jay 
was deputed to meet the provincial 
government, he laid the views of the 
the trustees before the department of 
education and the result was that 
Hon. R. G. Tatlovv, in the absence of 
Dr. Young, minister of education, wrote 
to the chief controller of Chinese im­
migration at Ottawa, saying that the 
question of admitting Chinese to the 
schools was causing the local school 
trustees considerable thought, and sug­
gesting that the Victoria schools were 
being used by the Chinese as a means 
to evade the head-tax.

F., C. T. O’Hara, who, in the absence 
of the chief controller, took his pl^ce, 
replied to Mr. Tatlow, pointing out 
that the Chinese children were com­
plying with the act when they attend­
ed school for 18 months, and that they 
were entitled to the refund of the capi­
tation tax. Mr. O'Hara also pointed 
out that, in view of the large share of 
the capitation tax given to British Co­
lumbia the slight expense of providing 
additional accommodation » should be 
borne by the local government, if ne­
cessary.

The correspondence is printed below 
in full. Mr. Tatlow’s letter to the 
chief controller of Chinese immigra­
tion, W. G. Paymalee, I. S. O., being as 
follows:

"Victoria, B. C.. August 29th, 1907.— 
W. G. Parmalee, Esq., I. S. O., Deputy 
Minister of Trade and Commerce and 
Chief Controller of Chinese Immigra­
tion. Ottawa, Ont.:

"Sir: I beg to lay before you for the 
consideration of your department, copy 
of letter received by this government 
from, the Victoria city board of school 
trustees, accompanied with copies of 
correspondence between the school 
board and the collector of customs at 
Victoria.

"The question of providing school 
accommodation for the Chinese referred 
to in this correspondence is becoming 
a very serious one to the Victoria trus­
tees. ow ing, to the large number ef 
Chinese, varying in age from 9 to 14 
years, who have presented themselves 
for attendance at the schools this year. 
It would appear that the object of this 
school Attendance is really to secure a 
rebate of the head tax of $500 paid to 
the Dominion government on Chinese 
immigrants, and that the Victoria 
schools are being made use of in this 
manner simply to evade pajfcment of 
this tax. Under the school law' of Brit­
ish Columbia the city trustees are 
bound to provide school accommoda­
tions for children up to a certain age, 
and it certainly w'orks a hardship on a 
community to be forced under the pro­
visions of the ‘Chinese immigration 
act’ to provide schooling for any num­
ber of Chinese brought into this prov­
ince and sent to our schools for 12 
months merely to be able to qualify 
as ‘students’ for a rebate of tneir head 
tax.

There were in­
fluences at work prejudicial to the in­
terests of the Liberal party which had 
no direct bearing upon the general 
policy of the government, or it is al­
together likely the result in New 
Brunswick would have been but little 
different from the result i Nova 
Scotia. Normal political conditions 
prevail again. The electors have seen 
the error of theii ways. They recog­
nize it would be a very serious mistake 
to express lack of confidence in the 
government under which all sections of 
Canada have made such marvelloùs 
progress.

A RECORD OF ACHIEVEMENT.

mmAt the meeting held} last night the 
representative of Victoria in the Do­
minion House of Commons, who is also 
the representative of British Colum­
bia in the government of Canada, laid 
before his constituents an account of 
the manner in which their in'crests 
have been safeguarded and promoted 
during his past year’s stewardship.

A recital of facts or an exposition of 
figures does not afford the best possi­
ble opportunity for an Indulgence in 
flights of eloquence. Last night there 
was no necessity for either of the 
speakers taking refuge behind clouds 
of glowing rhetoric. The facts and the 
figures laid before a large and very at­
tentive audience were sufficiently elo­
quent in themselves.

As the Minister of Inland Revenue 
truthfully observed in his introductory 
remarks, the campaign against him 
during the late bye-election was prin­
cipally based upon the lamentable loss 
of life in connection with the wreck 
of the steamer Valencia. It was 
charged that the government had been 
remiss in failing to provide necessary 
aids to navigation on the coast of 
British Columbia. He felt that the 
charges were unfair, because if it were 
true that the present government had 
left some things undone that ought to 
have been done, it had been vastly 
more diligent in its efforts to provide 
for the safety of the shipping of the 
coast than its predecessors in office. 
However, if such charges could be 
considered as Valid in the past, it is 
perfectly clear they cannot be urged 
against the administration now.

In the course of the bye-election 
campaign, the government candidate 
gave definite pledges that if lie were 
returned everything that modern 
science and ingenuity could suggest 
would bé done to prevent the recur­
rence of such catastrophes. We ask 
our readers to scan the statement of 
the. Minister of Inland Revenue, pub­
lished in this issue of the Times, very 
carefully and satisfy themselves as to 
whether all pledges have not been re­
deemed to the letter. A road of at 
least thirty miles in length is now in 
process of construction on the west 
coast of Vancouver Island. It was as­
serted by Premier McBride, doubtless 
on the advice of his departmental of­
ficers, that the cost of the construc­
tion of such a highway constituted an 
insuperable barrier to the prosecution 
cf the work. But it has been, or will 
be, built regardless of cost. If the 
lives of shipwrecked mariners or of 
shipwrecked passengers can be saved 
by rendering access to the most 
dangerous part of the coast easy, 
that means of ready passage has been 
provided. When the question was con­
sidered at Ottawa, the element of cost 
was not permitted to stand in the way 
of the prosecution of the work for a 
single moment. In addition, lifeboats 
cf the most modern description have 
been ordered and will presently be 
available In case their services shall be 
required. In a month or two the.*e ap­
pliances will be .supplemented by a 
complete system of wireless telegraphy. 
All these things are fully set forth in 
the report of the meeting published in 
to-night’s Times. .

It must not be supposed that the 
works accomplished by the Minister in 
connection with the establishment of 
life-saving devices were carried out by 
the department immediately they 
suggested as imperative. As all who 
have had business with government 
departments know, the machinery is 
often very hard to move, and when it 
is set in motion it revolves with" 
considerable degree of reluctance and 
with much creaking and grumbling. 
In this case the usual difficulties pre­
sented themselves. But red tape was 
attacked with a sharp instrument and 
speedily cut away. The representative 
of Victoria was entrusted for a time 
with the administration of the depart­
ment of Marine and Fisheries, and the 
opportunity was improved with results 
which ought to prove satisfactory to 
the people of Vancouver Island and 
British Columbia. There is no dispo­
sition to deny that, considering,** the 
wonderful growth of the shipping in­
dustry on the Pacific Coast of Can­
ada, the installation of lighthouses 
and other aids to maritime commerce 
in the waters of this province has not 
kept pace with urgent requirements.

The works are at 
Parson’s Bridge, near the farther end of 
Esquimalt harbor.

The method of manufacture is what is 
known as the^Berg process, which was 
invented in Germany 25 years ago. The 
lime is first burnt, in the ordinary way 
and then systematically slacked. Then it 
is fed into a pulverizer which grinds it 
very fine. This fine pasty matter is mix­
ed in proper proportions with sand, all 
of which is done automatically in order 
that it may be exact. Then, passing to 
the top floor of the building on a belt 
elevator, it is thoroughly mixed In a pug 
mill and the necessary quantity of water 
added. The next process is the subject­
ing of the mixture to a very great pres­
sure in the brick press, which makes 
four bricks at one time. These are re­
moved by hand to iron cars, and when a 
sufficient number are ready are all push­
ed into a retort, car and all. This retort 
is an iron cylinder 10 feet in diameter and 
60 feet in length. When the retort is full 
the entrances are bolted down and the 
steam is turned on to give a pressure of 
125 lbs. On the opening of the cylinder it 
is found that the lime and the sand have 
united chemically, with the resultant 
hard, smooth-surfaced brick.

The oddity about the sand-lime brick is 
that it grows harder the older It gets.

What promises to be one of the most 
valuable of the industries of Vancouver 
Island, and especially of the country 
contiguous to Victoria, js the manufac­
ture of the silica or sand-lime brick. The 
work is a new one, having only com­
menced in the beginning of this last sum­
mer. The plant commenced by making 
about ten thousand bricks a day, but this 
output has been already increased to 
eighteen thousand a day, and sometimes 
to twenty thousand.

The Silica Brick and Lime Company, 
Limited, commenced business just at the 
growing time of Victoria and Vancouver, 
when the product of this manufactory is 
needed on every hand, and the result Is 
that the bricks are being sold for build­
ing purposes just as fast as they can be

they are used may be mentioned the new 
Brackman-Ker building on Broad street, 
the Wilson building on Trounce avenue, 
the new wing of the St. Joseph’s hos­
pital. and the big block being erected by 
the David Spencer Co. in Vancouver.

The color of the brick is a natural grey, 
not quite so creamy as the similar article 
made near Winnipeg. Its excellent qual­
ity is made possible on account of the 
purity of the lime and' sand from which

his expression of When first made it can be scratched 
quite easily, but as it ages it becomes so 
hard that steel will not scratch it. 
Changes of weather are also beneficial, 
as they serve to complete the chemical 
change.

It is only of recent yearfe that these 
bricks have been used in Canada. Four 
years ago the process was unknown in 
tliis country, although It has been in us° 
in Germany for the past 25 years. Sincn 
its introduction many very fine buildings 
have been erected with the brick in Ot­
tawa. Winnipeg, Port Arthur, Toronto 
and Peterboro. In sonte places almost 
nothing else is now used, especially for 
veneered fronts and other fine work.

Tests have been made on the local 
brick by the provincial government 
chemist. The most severe trials in heat 
and cold tests have been given them. 
Bricks have been first soaked and then 
frozen solid for three days. On thawing 
them they remained intact and none the 
worse for the test.

It is the intention of the management 
of the works to increase the output of 
these bricks even more In the spring. 
With the building of the new towns and 
the additions to the cities a large number 
will be reciuired, and it will be to the ad­
vantage of the company and of the com’- 
munity that the demand be met.

Out Oct. 5th.

London Sept. 18.—Between 40.000 and 
50.000 members of the boilermakers’ 
sbciëiy will be locked out on Oct. 5th. 
Notices to that effect were posted to­
day by the shipbuilders’ federation.

New Fork. Sept. 18.—Droga Seigel, 
an heiress of twenty years, and daugh­
ter of a former colonel in the Austrian 
army, was fatally shot to-night by Ju­
lius Hoffman, a married man, formerly 
in Lieut.-Cqlonel Seigel’s regiment.

The tragedy was the outcome of 
jealousy. Hoffman after the shooting 
tried to shoot himself, but was pre­
vented by thé girl.

This morning’s Colonist contained an 

article of the yellow journalistic stamp, 
the heading of which stated in heavy 
type that grafters had been given a fat 
contract, and the * body of which was a 
description of a coiylltion of affairs in 
the Cariboo district which does not exist.

In order to find out the true state of 
affairs in connection with the mail ser­
vice in that part, an interview was this 
morning obtained with a gentleman who 
had very recently visited that district of 
the country, and who knows whereof he 
speaks. He tells the story In his own 
words :

“Previous to the present government 
coming into power in 1896; the contract 
had been secured by the B. - C. Express 
Co., the controlling members of which 
were S. Tingley, of Ashcroft, and Frank 
Barnard and J. A. Mara, of this city. 
For a weekly service along the trunk 
road frorrf Ashcroft to Barkerville they 
were paid $24,000 a year, and for the side 
deliveries an additional sum of $6,000 a 
year, making in all the fat little sum of 
$30,000 a year, and this contract was re­
newed several times without open tender.

“On the accession of the Laurier gov­
ernment to power the contract was let to 
Kilgour, Millar & Co. to give a semi- 
weekly service from April 15th to October 
15th from Ashcroft to Barkerville, and a 
semi-weekly service all the year from 
Ashcroft to 150-Mile House, the contrac­
tors to receive for this extended service, 
almost double as good as the old one, the 
sum of $23.750, a saving to the councry of 
$0,250 a year.

“Further than this, it must be remem­
bered that the amount of mail now car­
ried between the points abdve indicated 
has increased at a very great rate, so 
that the mail now carried Is double of 
that carried by the old company. This 
increase of the amount* of mall has made 
it necessary to often put on additional 
stages, so that the people in the interior 
may not suffer.

“It must be remembered also that the 
cost of horses, wages, feed and every­
thing used on the road has increased, so 
that under the present conditions it would 
be quite safe to say that the government 
is getting at least three times as much 
for its money as it did under the contract 
with Messrs. Tingley, Barnard & Mara.

“Instead of people in that district being 
dissatisfied with the present service, the 
prevailing opinion is that the government 
is exceedingly fortunate in being able to 
renew the contract on such advantageous 
terms. The dissatisfaction and the story 
that was published in the Colonist eman­
ates from one or two people in Ashcroft, 
who were interested in the former "con­
tract, and who would again like to get 
such fat pickings, as they did in former 
years. The present government in re­
newing the contract is perpetuating an 
excellent service, and one that is most 
satisfactory to all concerned. The stages 
run exactly on time, they have a splendid 
equipment, and they are most obliging 
to the public whom they sérve.”

In conclusion the gentleman inter­
viewed stated he would go so far as to 
say that it had. the best equipment of 
any service of its kind on the continent 
of America.

cal instruments, the funeral of Won g I 
Yik, a wealthy cannery contractor, j 
took place this afternoon to Ross Bay 
cemetery.

The funeral procession was a most 
imposing one, extending several hun­
dreds of yards, and including quaintly- 
dressed Celestials bearing banners and 
signs indispensable to the obsequies of 
their race. At the head rode a mount- j 
ed marshal gorgeously attired in a 
bright yellow robe, and behind him 
came regiments of mourners, vehicles 
in which the musicians played their 
prolonged and wearisome dirges', and, 
last of all, an express wagon bearing 
the personal effects of the deceased to 
be burned at his grave.

Although Chinese funerals have 
taken place on several occasions in 
this city, crowds of interested specta­
tors lined Yates street, along which 
thoroughfare the procession wended its 
way, and satisfied their curiosity by 
watching the progress of the Celestial 
throng. At the grave the usual cere­
monies were performed, and substan­
tial viands were left there to satisfy 
the cravings of the evil spirits.

Wong Yik was a cannery contractor, 
and returned from the Mainland a few 
weeks ago after completing his sea­
son’s work. He became ill shortly after 
his return and died a week ago. He 
was a prominent member of the Chi­
nese _ Reform Association, and was also 
a Mason. The first intimation that the 
public received of the funerat was the 
lowering of the flag on the Reform As­
sociation building to half-mast this 
morning.

The market in every line of feed and 

food is strong, although without 
changes of any importance. Tomatoes 
are plentiful, and for some grades the 
prices are low. There is a good deal 
of indifferent fruit on the market that 
has been grown out of door, and not 
kept off the ground. This sometimes 
goes as low as 7 pounds for 26c., but 
the best quality fetches about 6 cents 
a- pound.

There is a very noticeable difference 
this year in the way in which the fruit 
is put on the market. Some growers 
have for years been fn the habit of 
packing their product in first class 
style, but the smaller growers nave 
been slow in following. This year there 
is very little fruit offered that is poor­
ly packed, and the low prices the poor­
er class if fetching will tend to lessen 
the amount oifered. There are no long­
er many oi the old style split cedar 
home-made boxes in evidence. The 
growers now realize that putting their 
produce before the public in an attract­
ive form is half the task of selling.

What has been said of packing, also 
applies to grading. It never pays for 
a grower to put fine fruit on the top of 
a package and poorer quality in under. 
This has been discovered and the grad­
ing now is in most cases all that could 
*bc wished.

There is a slight tendency of prunes 
and plums to stiffen in price, but there 
are plenty offering yet. Green peas and 
brans are about off the market, al­
though a few are seen in the gardens. 
The quality is not quite as good now 
as it was at the beginning of the sea­
son.

There is a great opportunity for small 
farmers to use a few acres each year 
for raising vegetables, 
have been almost put out of business 
through the cutting up of the gardens 
into city lots. The prices have been 
much advanced in consequence.

Five new men have joined the manag­
ing board of the Young Men’s Christian 
Association, all men of standing in the 
community. This addition will, it is 
thought, add the final touch to the move­
ment for the new building which will 
make it spring into life. Such men as 
A. W. McCurdy and J. Arbuthnot have 
been used to# dealing with pretty large 
undertakings,*and their advice and influ­
ence just at this time will help to inspire 
confidence in the public generally.

A. W. McCurdy was present at the gen­
eral meeting last night, and upon being 
called upon to make a speech he said that 
a short time ago he had been asked if he 
would become a director of the associa­
tion. A director was usually connected 
with dividends, so he had inquired what 
the dividends were likely to be.

That was what induced 
him to join the directorate, because the 
dividends were, young men who would 
very soon be taking the places now filled 
by the older men. A city is known by its 
men, by the character of- those who fill 
the public places. Business people who 
have the interests of young men at heart 
he felt sure would wish- them to have a 
suitable young men’s building.

Chairman Abraham Smith, who filled 
the position in his own inimitably happy 
way, then spoke a few words of praise 
of the present incumbent of the Mayor’s 
chair, and then called upon him for an 
address.

Mayor Morley said he had been taken 
unawares. He referred to the benefit to 
the association of having on the board 
.such men as Messrs. McCurdy and Ar­
buthnot. He owed the Y. M. C. A. an 
apology, for, although he had been a 
member for some time and had always 
spoken a word in season for the associa­
tion, yet he had never given a subscrip­
tion towards the institution.

GROWING TRADE.

Ottawa, Sept. 19.—The trade of Canada 
for the five months ending August shows 
a substantial increase over the same 
lime last year. There was an Increase of 
$30,738,393 in imports, and of $180,484 in do­
mestic exports. The total Imports for 
the five months was $1(5,723,630, and the 
domestic exports $99,870,094.

The exports of the mine increased 
about $2,000,000, those of agriculture $6,- 
000,000, and manufactures a little over 
$100,000. Exports, animals and their pro­
ducts, decreased nearly $7,000,000, while 
the forest exports decreased about $1,- 
000,000, and the fisheries about $350,000.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier Expects, However,

Ottawa, Sept. 19.—Japanese Consul 
General Nosse referring to the resolu­
tions of the Dominion Trades and 
Labor Congress at Winnipeg, asking 
for the abrogation of the treaty with 
Japan, says the treaty cannot be 
broken for three years. What the 
labor men ask is that the requisite 
six months’ notice be given for the 
abrogation of it.

Japan seems to stand pat behind the 
treaty which may yet force Canada to 
have recourse to a Natal act at one 
time recommended by Rt. Hon. Joseph 
Chamberlain.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, however, expects 
to make an amicable arrangement 
without having recourse to another ex­
pedient than showing the Japanese 
that in the interests of both countries 
this should be done.

Resolution Passed Governing 
Calling Together of Future

The Hague, Sept. 19.—All heads of 
various delegations present at the in­
ternational peace conference met to­
day under the presidency of M. Neli- 
doff and unanimously adopted the fol­
lowing resolution in regard to the con­
vening of future conferences:

“The conference recommends to the 
powers the convocation of a third con­
ference with a period similar to that 
which was employed with the former 
conferences, leaving the exact date to 
be fixed by common accord of the 
powers.^

“The conference calls the attention 
of the powers to the necessity of hav­
ing the work of the conference 
pared a sufficient time before its meet­
ing so its deliberations may be tv * en 
with the indispensible authority and 
rapidity.

“To attain this object the conference 
thinks it very desirable that about two 
years before the probable date -of con- 
voeatton a preparatory committee be 
entrusted by the governments with a 
collection of the different propositions 
to be submitted to the conference, and 
the gathering of matters susceptible of 
being embodied in international regu­
lations and that the committee prepare 
a programme about which governments 
will agree early enough to have it 
earnestly studied in each country.

“The conference recommends that 
this committee be also entrusted to 
propose a system of organization and 
procedure for the conference.”

The resolution will be submitted for 
approval to the plenary session to be 
held Sept. 21st.

We also 
recommend the adoption of the 
lowing resolution : “That the blame 
for the Vancouver fiot must rest 
jointly with the provincial and Do­
minion governments. The Dominion 
government having plainly the power 
to deal with matters respecting immi­
gration has shown shameful dilatori­
ness in dealing with the question, and 
should have forseen the dangers of 
Japanese immigration before they 
adopted the treaty, but had the pro­
vincial government. taken a firm and 
uncompromising stand at the outset 
Instead of trying to humbug the peo­
ple, a solution might have been found 
for the difficulty. Unlawful outbreaks 
by the people only takes place when 
they have lost confidence in govern­
ments to do their duty.

Grand Master Embledon Was Enter­

The following returns on Asiatics 
landed in British Columbia from Janu­
ary 1st to September 12th, 1907, were 
submitted by Delegate MacEachern for 
the perusal of the members: Chinese, 
2,634; Japanese, 2,244: East Indians. 
.862; total 7,770. Of this number 1,731 
were returns to the country and 300 ex­
empt by statute. The total number of 
Asiatics landed during the period above 
referred to was 13,664; this includes 
those in transit. An agreement be­
tween Japan and the Dominion of Can­
ada placed the number of passports 
Issued at 4 from each district, yearly. 
One hundred districts would return 400 
or a number not exceeding 500. How 
far the government of Japan has ab- 
served the agreement can only be con­
jectured, but the effect of this restric­
tion is not manifest In the 2,634 Japan- 
2se landed.

A vote of thanks was tendered Dele­
gate MacEachern for the information 
obtained.

A general discussion followed on the 
Asiatic question, wherein Delegate 
Johnson took occasion to explain his 
position in regard thereto and his ob­
servations during the past two years. 
He had no doubt that the cheap labor 
movement had been engineered by the 
large transportation and railroad com­
panies and that the responsibility for 
the Vancouver outbreak must be as­
sumed by both Dominion and provin­
cial governments. Petition after peti­
tion* had gone in and the views of not 
only the labor organizations, but the 
public generally were well known to 
the authorities. The McBride govern­
ment received a scoring in not having 
resigned when the lieutenant-governor 
vetoed the Natal Act. Constitutional 
practice was not followed nowadays, 
and the governments were not acting 
n good faith with the people of this 
province.

Delegates Gilligan, Lendrum and 
Dthers took part in the discussion, the 
‘rend of their observations being that 
the question was a vital one and brook- 
id no delays.

A communication was received from

CIO LOIS PROVOKE RAPID PROGRESS ONChicago, III., Sept. 14.—*T believe the 
most mischievous piece of legislation in 
the history of the country is the Sher­
man anti-trust law, as Interpreted by 
the United States Supreme court. It te 
intolerable and strikes a blow at de­
velopment and progress."

Ten mileâ of the new road along the 

west coast of Vancouver Island ie now 
about completed, a week or len days at 
the most being required to finish up a 
few of the smaller culverts. This work 
it will be remembered was commenced 
in the beginning of the summer, and 
has been rushed through aa fast as was 
consistent w'ith good construction.

The difficulties experienced there 
hax'e been great. The topography of 
the country is not exactly the most 
suitable for the prosecution of the old 
Roman art. and Superintendent Mac­
donald, who has had charge of the 
work, has had to put forth all his skill 
as an engineer, surveyor and artisan tc 
get the work into Its present advanced 
state.

Perhaps the biggest obstacle found 
latterly was the Pachena river, which 
had to be bridged. A large number oi 
smaller creeks and gulches have alsc 
made it necessary to build bridges and 
culx'erts innumerable. At one point was 
a bluff running to a perpendicular 
height of 162 feet. It was at first 
thought that it would be necessary to 
build a trestle around It, but trestles 
hax'e to be renewed every few years, so 
an effort was made to avoid this. After 
considerable surVey work and cutting 
of brush a path was found whereby 
the trail was built around on a com­
paratively easy grade. Although the 
cost of doing this was pretty heavy, 
the job Is a good substantial one, and 
will not need reconstruction In a few 
years, as would have been the case 
with wood work. Another part wai 
so low and soft that three hundred feet 
of it had to be corduroyed in order to 
get a sufficiently solid bottom. Ic 
other places a covering of brush was 
sufficient before putting on the gravel

Ten miles is a big piece of road of the 
class whidh is being constructed. The 
bridges are all sufficiently wide to allow 
them to be used later for véhiculât 
traffic if the need for it occurs. The 
work is being done under the charge 
of the marine and fisheries department 
of the Dominion government, its primal 
purpose being the saving of lives and 
property, the route over which it runs 
being' one of the most dangerous 
stretches of the coast. Should a wreck 
occur there to-day the life saving ap­
paratus at Banfteld can be taken over 
this ten miles of road, and the men in 
charge will be available to help in the 
work of life saving.

The work of road building is to be- 
continued until thirty-nine miles has 
been run in a general southerly 
direction from Banfield creek. This 
will pass by Carmanagh, so that the 
most dangerous points, those where all 
the lives have been lost in the past, 
will be in a measure protected.

When with this road building is 
coupled the increase in the number of 
lighthouses and signal stations on the 
coast, it must be recognized that the 
Dominion government is doing almost 
more than its duty in providing for 
this coast. Hon. William Tern pieman 
is said to have been insistent that the 
needs of this Island should be attended 
to, with the happy results above men­
tioned.

Workmen Jump From Barge Into River 
and Are Drowned.

Pittsburg, Pa., Sept. 16.—Panic-stricken 
when a barge in which they were cross­
ing the Allegheny river began to sink, six 
workmen employed by the Dravo Con­
tracting Company on the United States 
government dam, No. 2, at Aspinwall, 
suburb six miles above this city, jumped 
into the river and were drowned. With 
the exception of Frank Herman, all the 
men were Italians.

Twenty years iri^ythe penitentiary, 

with 18 lashes forthwith and 18 more 
at the expiration of one year, is the 
penalty which John Wilson will pay at 
New Westminster for havliig held up 
a man on the River road, burglarized a 
house and robbed the B. C. Electric 
Railway Company’s. freight shed at 
Central Park a few Weeks ago.

This sentence, probably the most se­
vere on record in Canada for crimes 
of a like nature, was receixred by Wil­
son in New Westminster yesterday at 
the hands of His Honor Judge Bole. 
Wilson pleaded guilty to the three 
charges against him.

When sentence was passed, says a 
special dispatch to the Vancouver Pro­
vince, the man’s face went ashen 
white. It blanched when he was given 
ten years for having robbed Thomas 
Brooks, a carpenter, of $1.80 on the 
River road; whitened when five years 
was added for the robbery of Rogers’ 
house near the River road; turned 
ashy with another five years for the 
burglarizing of the Tram Company’s 
Central Park freight shed, and when 
His ‘Honor announced thirty-six l&shes 
were added to the sentences, which are 
to run consecutively, Wilson staggered 
in the prisoner’s box and for a moment 
it looked as if he would collapse. He 
was taken from the box and escorted 
to the cells after having receix'ed from 
His Honor a very severe verbal casti­
gation. •

In passing sentence His Honor men­
tioned that the penalties Wilson must 
pay for having outraged the laws of 
Canada would be a warning to Ameri­
can criminals who find It exceedingly 
easy to cross the boundary line; it 
would demonstrate that while it was 
easy to commit crime in Canada it was 
not so easy to escape punishment.

His Honor adverted to the mawkish 
sentiment which recently made some 
people side with Bill Miner against law 
and order when he escaped from the 
penitentiary at New Westminster. His 
Honor mentioned that some of those 
who sympathized with Miner would 
feel very differently about him if they 
ever happened to becqme one of hia 
victims.

It is possible that the sentence im­
posed upon Wilson will be among the 
last given by His Honor, as he is be­
ing superannuated. Certainly it will 
be remembered for years because of its 
severity.

Canaan, N. H.. Sept. 16.—An investi­
gation of the terrible disaster of yester­
day by which twenty-four people lost 
their lives and a great number received 

kinjuries by a collision of a freight and 
express train near Canaan, will begin 
here to-day, probably under the direc­
tion of M. D. Cobleigh, the county so­
licitor. Acording to a statement issued 
by the railroad officials, a blunder in 
handling train orders was the cause, 
but the identity of the employee re­
sponsible for the error remains to be 
determined.

Station Agent Greeley, of Canaan sta­
tion, through whose hands passed the 
fatal order for the freight train to pro­
ceed on the passenger train’s time, was 
temporarily removed to-day. Greeley 
is regarred highly here, as a capable 
agent and operator. The list of injured 
include Saunders, Nashua, N. H., legs 
and arms injured; Mrs. Saunders, Nas­
hua, head and back injured; Mrs. C. N.

The wreck occurred just after the 
express had rounded in a stretch of 
track, but owing to an early merning 
mist, neither engineer saw the other’s 
headlight until too late.

Acording to Superintendent W. R. 
Ray, J. R. Crowley, night train dis­
patcher at Concord, sent a dispatch to 
the night operator at Canaan that No. 
34 was one hour and ten minutes late. 
The order which Conductor Lawrence 
of the freight train showed after the 
accident, distinctly states that No. 30 
instead of 34 was an hour and ten min- 
uptes late. Conductor Lawrence be­
lieved he had sufficient time in the hour 
and ten minutes to reach the side track 
at West Canaan, four miles beyond, 
before 34 reached it, ordered his train 
ahead. The superintendent declared the 
accident was due to a mistake in plac­
ing a cipher after the 3 in the' number 
of the train instead of a 4. The weath­
er was dull and misty in the New 
Hampshire mountains, and the long 
freight train with a score of heavily 
loaded cars lumbered up the long grade 
toward West Canaan as the usual 
speed. On the other side of the curve 
the Quebec express was sliding down 
the single track with her load of pas­
sengers and four heavy sleepers in the 
rear. The freight train was on a 
straight piece of track about a mile in 
length and the Quebec express had 
rounded the curve into this 
when the two engineers saw the head­
lights of the opposite train burst out of 
the fog. The engineers set their brakes 
and then jumped, while the two great 
locomotives crashed into each other and 
locked in a fierce embrace, rolled into 
the ditch.

The baggage car 
hurled b^ck into the passenger coach 
like a great ram and tore it asunder 
from end to end, as it did so the rear 
end of the car rose up so that when it 
stopped at the forward end of the 
smoker, which was behind the 
senger coach, it was well inclined.

Only a few of the windows in the 
smoking care were broken, and none 
of the Pullmans were damaged. The 
ill-fated passenger coach was crowded 
with more than fifty neople.

Shortly before the accident 
the men had gone back into the smok­
er, leaving the women to get a little 
sleep in the straight seats. One of 
those who escaped said, as the train 
was rounding the curve some 
front of the car began to sing so that 
nearly everyone was awake when the 
crash came. Fortunately the engines 
were all off to one side so the wreckage 
did not take fire.

Underwriters to Give Effect to In­
creased Fire Rate in Business 

Area of City.

At a meeting of the Vancouver Isl­
and Board of Underwriters yesterday, 
it was decided to give effect to an in­
creased rate of fire insurance on build­
ings within the business section of the 
city, dating from to-day. '.

The increase, it is said, amounts to 
about 30 per cent. This increase, of 
course, does not apply to insurance al­
ready written but will apply to all new 
business contracted from this date. The 
district to which the increase applies 
is definitely described as follows: 
Commencing at the east end of the 
Point Ellice bridge along Work and 
Bay streets to Quadra, along Quadra 
to Victoria Crescent, along Victoria 
Crescent and McClure street to Hum­
boldt, along Humboldt to the water­
front and back to Point Ellipe bridge. 
The district, it is noticeable, is 
siderably more extended than the city 
fire limits, even with the addition \ re­
cently added.

W. H. Aldridge, general manager and 

director of the Canadian Consolated 
Mining and Smelting Company, of 
Trail, is in the city, and had a conier- 
ence with the local government this 
morning with respect to the coke ques­
tion. The company, represented by 
Mr. Aldridge, is largely interested in 
the mining industry outside of the 
Trail establishment. It is operating the 
St. Eugene mine at Moyle, the Bank 
Head collieries, and the Snowshoe and 
allied Alines at Phoenix.

The Centre Star 
group is getting ready to maintain 
steady shipments of from fifteen to 
twenty thousand ^tons per month.

“Our St. Eugene mine at Moyïe, B. 
C., regarded as the biggest lead pro­
ducer in Canada, is mining from twelve 
to fifteen thousand tons of ore month­
ly, and is producing monthly 2,000 tons 
of lead concentrates averaging over 
sixty per cent, lead and 28 ounces sil­
ver per ton. At this juncture we are 
completing a contract for the ship­
ment of 3,000 tons of concentrates to 
Antwerp.

“Over in the Boundary, near Phoenix, 
the Consolidated Company is operating 
the well known Snowshoe mine. The 
output is about 20,000 tons per month, 
averaging one and one-half per cent 
copper, and from $1.50 to $2 in gold and 
silver per ton.

“The principal product of our com­
pany is gold, with values in lead, sil­
ver and copper in the order named. As 
copper takes fourth rank with us we 
are not so seriously affected by present 
prices for that metal to the same ex­
tent as mines that are principally cop­
per producers.’’

CANADA’S GROWING 
TRADE WITH BRAZIL

Trans-Mexican Railway Offers Op­
portunities for Introduction 

of B. C. Products.

The provincial bureau of information 
has received a copy of a bulletin of 
commercial statistics issued by the 
Brazilian government, which shows the 
value of the imports from Canada for 
the first three months of 1907, to aggre­
gate $882,851, as” compared with $593,034 
for the same period of 1906. Although 
the extent tot which British Columbia 
is represented in this trade is not 
shown, the exiting opportunities for 
trade development from this province 
are not overlooked. The recent con­
struction of a line of railway across 
the Isthmus from Salina Cruz to 
Contzacoalcos, established a means for 
the extent to which British Columbia 
products, which promises to be taken 
advantage of .when properly appreciat­
ed in the commercial world.

One significant feature of this bul­
letin shows that the importations from 
Great Britain, during the first quarter 
of 1907, amounted to $23,763,217, while the 
importations from the United States, 
amounted during the same period, to 
$10,333,059. A few years ago the im­
portations from the United States 
largely in excess of those 
other countries.

Capt. Huff Has Taken His Steamer, 
the Tasmanian, Back to 

the Canal.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
Alberni. Sept. 16.—The past week has 

seen many visitors to Alberni, bent on 
business or pleasure. Hon. J. H. Turn­
er, ex-premier of the province, and now 
acting as its representative in England, 
was here two days and expressed him­
self much pleased with the progress 
and appearance of the district.

Fishery Inspector Taylor also came 
in, and amongst other business, in­
spected the work recently carried out 
of Improving the facilities for salmon 
getting, up the falls near the head of 
Sproat River, close to the lake of that 
name. A passage has now been blown 
out of the rock sufficient to allow of 
salmon getting up at nearly all stages 
of the water, and it is hoped that the 
consequent accessibility of the splendid 
spawning grounds in Sproat Lake will 
tend to increase the run of salmon in 
these waters, which in common with 
the experience in nearly all other rivers 
of the province, has decreased of late 
years.

E. P. Davis, the well-known lawyer 
of Vancouver, spent a few days here 
Inspecting properties and the real es­
tate situation generally and also ob­
tained some good fishing, securing one 
morning by means of trolling, a fine 
specimen of the Tyee salmon now run­
ning, and weighing almost 40 pounds.

Among other visitors Mr. George Kil­
patrick, formerly a resident of New Al­
berni, paid a vjsit to the district, ac­
companied by his sister, Miss Kilpat­
rick.

A number of American tourists and 
business men from Seattle and other 
Sound cities, also took a trip in, taxing 
the hotel accommodation at times to 
its utmost. Most of these came and 
went by means of the now familiar 
motor, car, a visit from three in a day 
being pow a common occurrence. It 
would be a benefit to all classes of the 
travelling public if the local govern­
ment published or erected notice boards 
calling attention to the provisions of 
the Motor Vehicles Speed Regulation 
Act, more particularly to those por­
tions of it which forbid them running 
at a higher rate of speed than 15- miles 
an hour on public highways outside 
municipalities. While the roads be­
tween Alberni and Nanaimo and Vic­
toria, are good as a whole and suitable 
for motor traffic, yet they are for long 
distances narrow and on the mountain 
section very steep and with many very 
sharp turns which it is impossible to 
see around beforehand, and if the pre­
sent rate ,of travelling is maintained 
and with an increase of traffic, a seri-- 
ous accident is inevitable sooner or 
later. The district is hereafter to have 
the benefit* of a locally owned car, one 
having been recently purchased by 
George Clarke, second soli of Mr. D. 
Clarke, representative of probably the 
first white family which settled in the 
district.

Captain Huff, owner of the small 
screw steamer “Tasmanian,” has 
brought her back to Alberni from Vic­
toria, where she was last engaged. 
Since the “Tasmanian” left here some 
years ago, extensive improvements 
have been carried out on her, and she 
is now one of the smartest boats of her 
size on the coast. Her services on the 
canal should be in much demand, be­
ing adapted either for passengers, 
freight or light towing.

The annual tax sale of lands on which 
the taxes are delinquent, is announced 
for early next month. As an evidence 
of the activity ^md interest in the dis­
trict it is noticed that only three lots 
in this part of the district are to be of­
fered for^sale, whereas at the first tax 
sale held here in 1901 there were over 
200 lots offered with but few purchas­
ers.

The property formerly owned by G. 
Crompton, and recently purchased by 
J. R. Motion, principal of the Indian 
school, has been sub-divided by him 
into five acre blocks and is now on the 
market. It is reported that a similar 
course will be adopted by the present 
owners of the ranch formerly owned 
by the late T. Fletcher, government 
agent.

FIGURES PRODUCED
BEFORE IRE COURT

Enormous Dividends Have Been 
Steadily Coming to Shareholders- 

Ftnances of Company Revealed

New York, Sept. 17.—Delving into the 
financial workings of the Standard Oil 
Company of New Jersey, the holding 
company of all the subsidiary organ­
izations of the so-called oil trust, 
Frank Bt Kellogg, conducting the fed­
eral suit for the dissolution of the com­
pany, brought forth to-day to pub­
lic view for the first time the enor­
mous profits made by the Standard Oil 
Company. In a period of eight years, 
from 1899 to 1906 inclusive, the Stand­
ard Oil Company, in statement spread 
on the record of to-day’s hearing was 
shoxyn to have earned 'the total pro­
fits of $490,315,934, or at the rate of 
more than $61,000,000 a year, and dis­
tributed to its shareholders in the same 
period $308,354,403.

While the company was earning
these vast sums in the refining of oil, 

the statements adduced at the hearing 
to-day show that between 1899 and 
1906 the assets of the company grew by 
leaps and bounds from $200,791,523 tc 
$371,364,531. The capital stock is $98,- 
338,386. Financiers and those seeking 
knowledge of the exact profits of the 
Standard Oil Company have striven tc 
obtain the figures which Mr. Kellogg 
succeeded to-day in placing upon the 
record.

The Standard Oil Company makes no 
statement of its business, otherwise 
than the declaration of dividends, and 
makes no public announcemeht by 
which its business may be gauged.

Mr. Kellogg obtained a statement 
showing that the Standard OH Com­
pany of New Jersey controlled by stock 
ownership over seventy companies en­
gaged in the refining and the transpor­
tation by pipe line of oil on September 
14th, 1907. The Standard Oil Company 
had a carefully guarded list of its sub­
sidiary companies and the amount of 
its share holdings. The list showed 
that the Standard Oil Company of New 
Jersey owned $999.000 of the total cap­
ital stock of $1,000,000 of the Stand­
ard Oil Company of Indiana, which 
was recently fined $29,240,000 by Judge 
Landis in the United States Circuit 
court in Chicago for rebating.

think It very strange, he supposed—only 
arose in this province some five or six 
years ago; certainly not more than ten 
years ago. Now how did it come that 
the question of better terms was never 
thought of until a Liberal government 
was in power? The provinces in the 
east, away back in 1884, or thereabouts, 
began an agitation’ for better terms, 
and the conference at Quebec in 1887 
was the result of that agitation. There 
was a conference of premiers, and all 
the provinces, except British Columbia 
and Prince Edward Island, were repre­
sented. And it was at that confer­
ence that the resolutions were pass­
ed, the very resolutions practically 
worded the same, as again were pass­
ed in 1902. and were again adopted at 
the conference in Ottawa last year, 
approved of by the government, and 
were passed as a resolution of the 
Housp of Commons and sent to Eng­
land, and became the amendment to 
the British North America Act. At 
that conference in 1887 Sir John 
Macdonald, then premier, was asked to 
attend the convention! and declined, 
saying that it would serve no good pur­
pose for the Dominion to be represented 
at the conference. British Columbia 
was also asked to be present by repre­
sentation, and Mr. Davie, then premier, 
declined, stating that he could not see 
any utility whatever in British Col­
umbia being represented at the Quebec 
conference. Now British Columbia had 
opportunity, as far back as 1887, to par­

ticipate in this agitation alb over Can­
ada for a re-arrangement of the finan­
cial terms, but British Columbia, at 
that time, could see no utility in join­
ing with the eastern provinces in mak­
ing demands upon the central govern­
ment. It was at that conference and 
in these resolutions that the words 
“final and unalterable,” that have been 
heard so much of here, in Ottawa, and 
in London, were introduced. Again in 
1902 the same resolution, with some 
others, in respect to a re-arrangement 
of financial terms, were passed, and at 
that conference, notwithstanding that 
it has been said the words “final and 
unalterable” were omitted, they 
in the preamble of the resolution of 
1902, which practically signified the 
views of the conference as to the per­
manency of the financial arrangement, 
which was then being recommended.

Chinese Head Tax.
One of the charges against Canada 

was Chinese immigration, nearly three 
million dollars. Did British Columbia 
pay that? Did not the Chinamen pay 
it? The argument was that the China­
men came into British Columbia and 
remained here, and were consequently 
of so much injury to the province that 
very properly the province should get 
credit for this amount. But taking $75 
as the average of the head tax, it 
having been one time $50, and another 
time $100, it would represent some 35,- 
000 or 40,000 Chinamen, and there never 
were that many Chinamen in British 
Columbia. Their number never exceed­
ed 15,000 or 16,000. Yet they took abso­
lute credit for every dollar of the Chi­
nese head tax and said that money was 
paid by the province to the Dominion 
government.

A- The speaker proceeded to show that 
the contention set up with respect to 
the revenue derived by the Dominion 
government from,the sales of land and

Fair and Equitable.
With respect to tl>e final settlement, 

he believed the conclusion arrived at 
was fair and equitable.

If the conference at Ottawa had 
reduced the amount and fnade it in per­
petuity it would hâve been much bet­
ter for the province.

Discussing the grievance stated by 
Mr. McBride that the Dominion gov­
ernment had robbed the province of 
3,500,000 acres of land, the speaker con­
tended that this land had never even 
been legally transferred. He questioned 
the value of $5 per acre placed upon 
lands in the Peace river country.

Of 
the long list of local needs presented 
to Mr. Tarte in 1897 by the board of 
trade nearly every one had been since 
filled by the marine and fisheries de­
partment. Prior to the year 1897 there 
were 18 lights on the whole British Co­
lumbia coast line, one light for each 
year of Conservative rule. To-day the 
lights numbered over 100 and they 
were being built at the rate of eight 
per year. (Applause.)

Oriental Question.
The speaker then discussed the 

Oriental question. He said:
"My opinion is that the unrestricted 

immigration of Orientals '-r not only 
undesirable from the standpoint of 
the workingman, who will first feel 
the effects of the competition, but it 
is still more undesirable from the 
standpoint of the rest >f the people. 
We are building up a young naticyi, 
which we all hope will become great 
and prosperous. The very founda­
tion of a prosperous, progressive and 
enlightened nation must ever be the 
character of its people. I want to see 
Canada a homogenous race, and now 
in our formative period it is of the 
first importance that only such races 
as will become good Canadians should 
be encouraged to live and abide with 
us. I realize, fully, the difficulties to 
be mets with in giving effect to that 
view. The Japanese are a marvellous 
race, ahd I have nothing but admira­
tion for the achievements of that na­
tion during the last twenty or thirty 
years. They are also the allies of 
Great Britain, of which nation we are 
a part. Provincial acts, aimed at 
their exclusion have been disallowed 
by Ottawa at the request of the Im­
perial government, and it is utterly 
useless, except as an appeal to dema­
goguery, to continue to enact such leg­
islation.

“It-J8 the duty of the parliament of 
Canada to deal with the matter, but 
the parliament oC Canada would i;ot 
at present enact' a law prohibiting 
Japanese from coming into this coun­
try; if it did the law would be dis­
allowed by the Imperial government. 
It is useless to disguise that fact, and 
it is worse than useless for public 
men and public newspapers in British 
Columbia or elsewhere to continue 
making a political football out of the 
Oriental question. It is an intensely 
important question. A solution of the 
problem can only be found by direct 
negotiations with the Japanese gov­
ernment, and there is reason to believe 
that that government will become ay 
party to an agreement or a treaty that 
will be effective.

"And I say the same about the Hin­
dus. That race cannot be legislated 
against by a British country, but it 
can be reducted to a minimum or be 
entirely stopped through the influence 
of the British and India governments. 
We have a $500 h»p.fltax on the 
Chinese. I favored tliat tax, and, with 
the other Liberal members, v/as in­
strumental in having it put on. I 
must, to be consistent, approve of re­
strictions on all other Orientals, al­
though we may have to bring it about 
in a différent wây.

"I do not now advocate that -my law 
be passed, unless we are assured in 
advance that such a law will have the 
approval of the Imperial government, 
but I do think that the Imperial gov­
ernment, as well as the governments 
of Japan and India, can be made to 
see that the emigration of citizens of 
the last two countries to Canada in 
such numbers as have been coming 
during this summer is a menace to 
the people of the Pacific coast, and 
will result, in the end, disastrously to 
many of their own people.

"The Toronto Globe, the leading 
Liberal paper of Canada, expresses the 
sane and patriotic view when it says:

"That immigration should be 
stricted, very narrowly restricted, as 
to quantity, and very carefully selected 
as to quality. Asiatic domination in 
British Columbia Is too nearly possible 
for the suggestion to be scoffed at and 
dismissed. And every interest of Can­
adian civilization, social, industrial, po­
litical and moral, stands to lose, with 
no gain to match, if at this stage in 
the development of Canada the alien 
and unadjustable elements from the 
Orient be admitted in such large and 
increasing numbers as recent statistics 
show.”

The Lib­
erals had inaugurated a system of 
preferential duties. The imports from 
Great Britain amounted to $29,000,000 
when the Liberals came into power. In 
1906 they amounted to $69,000,000. The 
aggregate trade with Great Britain in 
1896 was represented by $99,000,000, and 
the aggregate trade ii> 1906 was $200,- 
000,000. All this advânce was due to 
the policy of the government In the 
distribution of the wealth of the coun­
try, the Liberal policy had had beni- 
fleent results. It was not distributed 
so as to enrich the few and impov­
erish the many. The poor man en­
joyed a liberal share of the prosper­
ity created. This equity of distribu­
tion was assisted by legislation and 
regulation passed by the government. 
He mentioned the legislation dealing 
with the railway services of the coun­
try, in the establishment of a railway 
commission and other matters, and re­
called the incident where the Dominion 
government had extended its powers 
to correct a situation which arose in 
connection with the Crow’s Nest Pass 
railway by compelling tha company to 
relinquish some of the privileges ac­
quired from this province.

The speaker discussed briefly the 
achievements in the post office depart­
ment, and mentioned the provision 
initiated by Sir Wm. Mulock to com­
pel contractors to pay the standard 
wage obtaining In the district where 
the work was going on.

Oriental Influx.
He then turned to the Oriental ques­

tion, and the present demand for labor. 
If the influx had not been interfered 
with by the head tax on the Chinese 
there waè no doubt that there would 
have been fifty or sixty thousand of 
these people in the province to-day. 
Coming to his views as to the best way 
of dealing with this subject, he said 
the provincial governmei^ had been 
passing legislation involving the appli­
cation of an education test. This had 
been repeatedly disallowed at Ottawa, 
not because the province had not the 
power to regulate immigration by the 
educational method, but because of the 
influence of the Imperial authorities on 
the authorities of the Dominion. There 
was no doubt in his mind that the peo­
ple of British Columbia were opposed 
to the unrestricted immigration of 
Orientals, it was quite clear that con­
tracts had been made to bring these 
people in in large numbers, while the 
Japanese representatives avowed that 
their government was opposed to this 
wholesale emigration. If, then, the 
Japanese government was sincere, and 
they were not giving permits to their 
people to enter the coutnry, it could 
not be objectionable to them that regu­
lations were passed here to restrict 
their importation. If the legislature 
of British Columbia could by any gen­
eral method restrict this immigration 
he thought the Dominion government 
should not interfere with that legisla­
tion. We had certain rights hi this pro- 
vihee, and if it was intra vires of the 
provincial legislature to <4# certain 
things, those rights, he continued, 
should be conceded. If the province 
were permitted to deal with the ques­
tion in this way the whole question of 
politics would be eliminated. This was 
his position on the Oriental question, 
and he thought the remedy should be 
applied quickly. (Applause.)

The British government was appro­
priating money at the present time to 
feed its citizens. There were working­
men in England, men with families to 
support, without the means of securing 
transportation, who were anxious to 
come to Canada. These were the peo­
ple who had the first claim upon the 
consideration of Canada in coming into 
this country. (Applause.)

from all the other warring tribes. It 
is expected that the Moors will return 
from their mission on Thursday and 
affect a general submission of the hos­
tile tribesmen.

With the submission of all the tribes 
which now seems practically assured, The British Columbia Association of 
it would appear to-day that the mis- School Trustees will hold its annual ses­
sion which took General Drude toto fsion this year at New Westminster dur- 
Morocco has been fully accomplished.

At six o'clock to-night the annual ses­
sion of congress was inaugurated by the 
President, who read his message. Presi­
dent Diaz comments on the Guatemalan 
question, the financial situation, the 
labor problem and health conditions.

Regarding the first mentioned he says : 
“It is true this government thought there 
might be a perturbation of the good rela­
tions with the neighboring government 
of Guatemala on account of an event 
which caused a deep and painful impres­
sion; I refer to the assassination of an 
ex-President of the Guatemalan republic, 
perpetrated In this capital by Guatemal­
ans. The evidence brought out at the 
trial tended seriously to implicate a pro­
minent military official of Guatemala and 
therefore the executive, at the request 
of the judge in charge of the case, asked 
for the extradition of that official on the 
grounds of justice, international morality 
and the precedents established in other 
countries in the matter of extradition. 
This request was refused on the plea that 
in view of the attitude assumed, by the 
Guatemalan government the treaty for­
bade it. Mexico has left the government 
of the neighboring republic to be the 
judge of its own acts.”

A Seattle exchange publishes the fol­
lowing dispatch from Vilhjalmuf Stef­
ansson with
exploration expedition which is in the 
command of Captain Mikkelsen:

Yukon Crossing, via Ashcroft, Mon­
day, Sept. 16.—In reply to your cable 
of inquiry, I am anxious to get the 
facts before the public, as there is evi­
dently a misunderstanding gis 
winters experiences and the present 
conditions of the Anglo-American Arc­
tic exploration expedition.

The chief object of the expedition 
was to explore Beaufort Sea between 
Point Barrow and Banksland. Secon­
dary objects had to do with the geolo­
gical and ethnographical investigation.
I shall take up this head separately.

The intended base of winter opera­
tions was at Banksland, but esèrly ice 
stopped the schooner Duchess of Bed­
ford at Flaxman Island, 
interfere with the sea explorations 
planned, however, as sled journeys 
could be made about as advantageously 
northward from Alaska as westward 
from Banksland.

Exploring party commanders Leffing- 
well and Mikkelsen and Mate Stoker- 
son started about the middle of March 
and went north along longitude 149 
west to about 72 degrees 20 minute.! 
north. They carried a 2,099.77 line, but 
got no bottom beyond about 164.04 feet 
off the coast.

Theoretically, the ice drift should 
have been eastward, but they found* a 
continuous westward drift and the ice 
was badly broken up after the middle 
of April. They attempted to go east j 
from the most northern point reached, 
but drifted west further than head­
way could be made east. They then 
travelled south, but for some days 
drifted about northwest by due west.

Finally opportune westerly winds de­
layed the drv.'t long enough to allow 
them to make land and soon they were 
fast in the icc on Capt Halketfc. Next 
came a continuous westerly drift which 
came near taking ilie party into the 
open sea beyo ul Barrow.

The party reached Flaxman on May 
15th with only one of their three sleds 
remaining, six oüt of fourteen dogs, 
and two days’ provisions. They had 
crossed dozens of open lanes in their 

A. J. Dallain, Victoria; R. W. boats and been compelled several
times to await the forcing open of 
lanes.

The party saw numerous seals and 
two polar bears. One bear and one 
seal were killed and any number of the 
latter would have been secured, but 
the party was not in need of food.

A similar trip will probably be made 
next winter by the same men along 
the inland boundary meridian.

On May 17th Lefflingwell started forth 
to do geological work in the Rockies 
south of Flaxman and will probably 
continue it all summer. Mikkelsen was 
occupied in getting the crew off to San 
Francisco by whalers and providing 
for the coming winter at Flaxman.

I went down the Mackenzie river in 
August, 1906, to meet the Duchess of 
Bedford. The schooner failing to ar­
rive, I went east and wintered with an 
Esquimo near Cape Brown. Durihg ;he 
winter I visited every Esquimo hous-t 
between Bailie Island and Flaxman 
island, covering 2,000 miles on foot. I 
learned the whereabouts of the schoon­
er. Early it had been crushed by the 
ice, soon after the middle of March, 
and the crew were livihg on shore near 
the wreck.

I stayed with them until early In 
June, when I went in an Esquimo boat, 
to Skelville Delta. 1 did archaelogîçal 
work on Jones and neighboring islands.

Late in July I boarded the whaler 
Bolidere, going to Herschel island, 
whence I continued my archelogical 
researches until the arrival of the Mik­
kelsen party, early in August. It was 
at Herschel that I learned of the mis­
taken report sent via the Hudson Bay 
Company's Mackenzie steamer regard­
ing the loss of the ice party.

I volunteered to try to reach some 
post in Alaska whence a contradiction 
of the report could be dispatched. I 
went to Fort McPherson by boat, 
walked over the mountains for six days 
to reach Bell river and floated down it 
alone to Fort Yukon, where I arrived 
on September 3rd, twenty-seven days 
from Herschel island. Dr. Howe and 
the crew probably will arrive in San 
Francisco in November.

The meeting this year promises to be an 
unusually interesting one, a large num­
ber of resolutions having already been 
formulated and placed on the official pro­
gramme. Almost all the day sessions will 
be given up to the discussion of these 
resolutions, while in the evenings inter­
esting papers will be rçad and discussed 
and addresses given.

One of the most interesting resolutions 
is that dealing with the cheapening of 
text books used by the pupils. There is 
perhaps no parent in the province but at 
some time or other feçls that he is paying 
too much for the paltry little books that j 
he has to purchase for the use of his 
children. In the higher grades of the 
public schools and in the High schools, 
the amount required to equip a boy or 
girl for his or her work is a serious 
strain on the finances, especially when 
the salary earned by the parent is but a 
small one. In some cases where there are 
several children in the family the strain' 
is too great, and the boy has to go to 
work instead of continuing his education 
to the desired point. A discussion of 
means to relieve this stress will certainly 
be an advantage if it draws attention of 
the authorities to the difficulty; and if 
the assembled trustees can devise some 
remedy they will be public benefactors.

The convention will consider the advis­
ability of adopting a uniform system of 
grading pupils for the whole Dominion, 
and also uniform certificates for teach­
ers, but there is nothing said about a 
uniform system of text books, a subject 
which might well be worthy ot considera­
tion.

Speaking of his own publication, Mr.
