The President gave a résumé of the business, which had
engaged his attention since the last session of the Council,
particularly that cennected with the passage of the amend-
ment to the Medical Aot, the negotiations between the
autBorities of McGill College and himself, with reference
to the adoption by McGill College of the standard of pre-
liminary education, which was established by the Council
in May 1866 ; and also what had been done towards ob-
taining the recognition of the registered practitioners of
Upper Canada 13' the Medical Council of Great Britain,
He then resigned the office of President, and the Secretary

January, 1866, shall pay the sum og $10 for such registration. |

That the time of registration of those who were qualified to register
Defore the first day of May, 1866, (for the sum of five dollars,) be
extended to the first day of January, 1868, and that the sum of §6"be
charged for registration during that time.
