In that way you
can tax the people of the United States
and Canada, and, unvil the tax-zatherer
comes to the door, the ordivary citizan
does not kn>w that he is taxed at all,

Every Canadian is not alive to this
question, The immediate neighborhood
in which I'live I know has hardly ever
thought of it. T come from a section ot
country which is represeated by Me Mit.

Big Timber Rafts or Ships.

The Hon. William Goold, of Portland,
the historian, has unearthed some ancient
records showing that the big timber raft
which recently went to pieces near the
Long Island coast has bad some predeces-
sore. All of them were successfully
launched but came to grief before reach-
In 1792 a raft con-
tainiug about 1,000 tons of timber was
built at Swan island, in the Kenebec, by
D¢, Tupper, a somewhat noted eccentric
character. It was made by treenailing
square timber together in the form of a
shi;)'a hull, and was ship rigged, the in-
tention being to send ber across to Eng-
land. At that time no wmaunufactured

lumber was admitted into Great Britain;
hience the timber in the raft was simply
squared with the axe, to make it stew
well. The ship or raft lay at Bath, Me.,

for some time, it being difficult to get men
to go in it. It finally went to sea, how-
ever, carrying a small vessel on deck.
But off the Labraaor coast the crew got
frightened by bad westher and abandoned
it. It was afterwards boarded by men
from a passing vessel and found to bein
good order, and it was suspected that it
was deserted without sufficient cause,
Two other similar attempts were made
from the Kenuebec, and both vessels went
safely acioss, but foundered on the Eng-
lish coast, under the same suspicions of
fraud as in the case of the Tupper ship.
Io 1825 the ship Baron of Recafrew was
launched at Quebec, bavicg made a pre.
vious unsuccessful attempt when she stop-
ped on her ways, owing to the grease be-
ing consumed by fire from friction. She
was towed down to the island of Orleans
and anchored. Her dimensious are given
as follows : Length, 309 feet; breadth,
60 feet; depth, 38 feet internally aund 57
feet externally; tonnage, 5,888 tons; draft
when launched, 24 feet; cargo on board
when launched, 4 000 of timber. She was
ship rigged, with four masts, and was
perfecily flat bottom, and with a kecl of
about 12 inches; wall sided, sharp ferward
‘and rather lean aft, and looked more like
a block of bu ldings than a ship. She sail-
ed in August 1825, in command of a
Scotchman, a half pay leutenant in the
British navy. October 27 the Baron of
Rsufrew drove on shore on the coast of
Framce, near Calais, and went to pieces.

FAnd thus closes the record of ovean tim-

ber ships up to the Nova Scotia raft.

This duty virta-
ally comes out of thej -kpts of the Cana-
dian manufacturer, foc the reason that
lumber from this count. y hak to be placed
on the American marke: at the same price
as it can be obtained f.. at Buffalo, Tona-
wanda or any other pot 4. If the Ameri.
cans pay the duty in\t'~ first instance it
is deducted in the priéc of the lumber and

i the Canadian shipper .inds lrimself this

much short on every thousand feet of lum-
ber exported. Not only would Commer-
cial Union be a great ::ving to the trade
in this way, but it would also open up a
greater market for coar: s Jumber, the pro
duction of which is too great for the home
market, and cannot be exported owing to
the high duty referred to. We are quite
aware that the demand arrvoss the lines for
Canadian lumber is gret, but it would be
cousiderably greater .ere the custom
houses along the fronti-r abolished. Not
only this, but a fair ma- ;jin of profit would
thea be realiz»d by thc manufacturer; in-
stead of allowing this w .ney to go into the
exchequer at Washingt .. —Canada Lum-
berman for Dec.

rale, that when a hen oceases laying itis(a
positive symptom she will soon be sick;
but it can be stated with the utmost ss-
that thing is wrong or she
would unot cease laying for weeks, and
often months,
The annual egg product per hen, in this
couatry, ranges from three to eight dozen
each. Now this is by far too small.
There is no earthly reason why every hen
that lays at all, should not be made to lay
from ten to fifteen dozen eggs each per
year, and countinue to do so for at least
five years. We know of parties who gets
eggs at that rate in mid-winter ia our cold
climate,

How-to get eggs .in cold weather inter-
ests every person who keeps hens. Mr, :
Charles Raymond of New Canaan, Conn., !
writes under date of March 8, 1887 *I had
excellent results from feeding SHERIDAN'S
