The city laborers will not strike at
present. They have decided to give

The public school board of Portiand,
Me., holds a special annual meeting
for the appointment of public school
teachers. This meeting is held before
the summer vacation and the list of
teachers with their stations and their
salaries is given to the press. The
statement affords opportunity for an
interesting comparison with 8t. John
conditions, so far as St. John condi-
tions are knownsto the public.

The Portland high schood has a
principal at $2,000, an assistan® at
$1,600, one other teacher at $1,600, one
at $1,400, two at $1,200, one at $850, one
at $800, one at $750, seven at $700, two
at $600, one at $560 and two at $600.
The Deering High School in conection
with this institution, under the same
principal has an assistant at $1,600,
one teacher at $1,300 and eight others
at from $500 to $700., There are two
grammar schools and three which have
both grammar and primary depart-
ments. The princpal of one grammar
school has $1,600, the next salary is
3600 and the other twelve are lower.
In the other grammar school the
principal has $1,200. The head of what
is called the West school, mixed gram-
mar and primary, has $1,200, but $1,800
is the salary of the head of the North
school in which there are twenty-six
teachers. In the third mixed school the
principal's salary is $1,260.. The other
teachers in all these mixed schools are
ladies whose salaries are from $600
down to $475. Then there are a number
of purely primary schools having from
five to ten teachers each, with a lady
principal of $600 and other teachers at
$400 to $500. :

A city training school has 12 teach-
ers with a lady principal at $1,250 and
other teachers at $500. Three teachers
of writing and drawing are employed
who work in all the city schools. They
are paid $1,400, $1,000 and $550. The
lowest salary is paid to a lady. Two
ladies teach music in all the city
schools and are paid $800 and $650.
There are three teachers of manual
training at $1,600, $1,000 and $800, and
one of domestic science at $750. Nine
kindergarten schools are mentioned
each having a principal at $400 and
another teacher at $350.

The total number of teachers report-
ed is 255, St. John has 156. Portland
had, in 1900, a populdtion of 50,145; St.
John in 1901 had 40,711 inhabitants.
With Portland as a standard St. John
should have about fifty more teachers.
But the St. John school system is not
encumbered with special teachers of
writing, drawing, manual training and
domestic science. ‘We have no local
training school, and something less
than eighteen kindergarten teachers
seems to serve our purpose.

REV. DR. DEWART,
S

Rev, Dr. Dewart, whose death is an-
nounced this morning, was one of the
ablést writers and speakers in the
Methodist Church of Canada. For a
quarter of a century Dr. Dewart was
editor of the Guardian at Toronto. His
removal from that position by a ma-
jority vote of the general conference
some nine years ago was partly due to
the manner in which the church organ
under his control dealt with the ques-
tion of college federation. Partly it
was political. Dr, Dewart gave offence
to anti-federationists, and to many
conservatives, both classes of com-
plainants believing that the paper
treated them unfairly. After his re-
tirement from denominational journal-
ism Dr, Dewart threw himself more
vigorously into politics and unsuccess-
fully contested North Toronto for the
Ontario legislature. His last recorded
public utterance was a protest in the
Methodist conference against some re-

flections on the Ontario government. In
1889 Dr, Dewart was president of the
Canadian Press Association. He was
with the Ontario newspaper men who
visited St. John two years ago, and had

LONDON, June 17.—~The whole even=
ing session of the house of commons
today was led with the
of a motion to adjourn made by the
liberal leader, Bir Henry Cumpholl-
Bannerman, in order to obtaln further
light regarding the government's posi-
tion on the preferential tariff question.
The motion was finally rejected by 262
votes to 132, While the opposition was
scarcely more successful than hereto-
fore in drawing the government Into a
discussion on the general scheme of
preferential trude within the Empire,
Premier Balfour and Colonial Secre-
tary Chamberlain both emphatically
declared that the government of New
Bouth Wales' was under no misappre-
hension regarding the attitude of the
home government, and In fact the cab-
inet as a whole thoroughly agreed with
the sentiments of Vice-Admiral Law-
son, governor of New South Wales,
whose despatch concerning the  atti-
tude of the New South Wales govern-
ment was the cause for today's de-
bate,

The result of today's debate is re-
cognized as a great personal triumph
for Mr. Chamberlain, The intention ot
Fthe libérals was to drive a wedge be-
tween the colonlal secretary and the
premler, who has throughout endea-
'vered to maintain a non-committal at-
titude towards the preferential tariff
proposals. Instead of attaining this
'aim, the effect of the debate was to
drive Mr. Balfour ffito the colonial sec-
retary's arms.

LONDON, June 17.-Mr, Balfour has
declared that he had nothing to with-
draw or to modify in his speech. The
matter was taken up again at the even-
ing session when Mr, Balfour, after
reading Vice-Admiral Lawson's des-
patch, said that with regard to prefer-
ential trade the cabinet were at one
with the government of New South
Wales in desiring a thorough investi-
gation, He denled emphatically that
the government had ralsed any false
hopes in the colonies.

Mr. Chamberlain then arose and re-
ferred to Germany's acti towards
Candla’ as a proof that there was a
hostile discrimination against the cole
wonies, He did not biame Germany so
long as the British policy was to lie
down under that treatment.

find a remedy.
