Sir—As a large number of Methodist
people are readers of your valuable

the common property of all and was
placed under the muanagement of a
board composed of representatives
from the several conferences. Such
a4 vourse short-sighted, awkward
and unsatisfactory; short-sighted as
divided ownership and management
rarely succeed; awkward, as most of
the meetings of the board were held
in Halifax and St John, which ren
dered it diticult for the Newfoundland
