Official Washington Silent, But Many at

Announcement Made.

Washington, Feb. 1.—~Whatever course of action President Wilson
has chosen to meet Germany's declaration of unrestricted submarine
warfare is known only to three or four members of his official famlily,

Neither the cabinet, as a whole, nor.

the foreign affairs committees of

congress have been taken into his confidence.

One high official close to the president declared tonight that no
communication had been sent to Berlin or to Count Von Bernstorff, who
outwardly was expecting a severance of diplomatic relations.

There was every indication in official quarters that a note had been
determined upon, but the indications as to whether it actually had been
djspatched were about evenly divided.

Official Silence,

from under the curtain of official
silence, drawn closely over every move
oday, came varfous indications taken
ovérywhere as index fingers pointing
toward the probable course of the
United States.

It was undisputed that the govern-
ment would fot permit Germany’s an-
nouncement to stand without chal-
lenge.

But whether President Wilson's an-
swer will be a solemn warning of a
hreak in diplomatic relations if Ger-
many's campaign of ruthlessness is
carried into execution, or actually a
severance of relations without further
waiting, remained undisclosed.

White House officials and Secretary
1.ansing followed the same course they
have adopted on previous occasions
when a communication had been des-
patched to Berlin and they were await-
ing its receipt in the German capital
before making any announcement in
this country. It was a course of abso-
Jute silence: of flat refusal to disclose
any information whatever; to discuss
the subject in any way or to answer
any inquiries upon it.

Secretary Lansing Secluded.

Secretary Lansing began by denying
himself to all callers. Notwithstanding
it was the regular day for receiving
representatives of foreign governments
at the state department, he declined to
régjeive such persons as the Bfitish and
sallanese ambagsadors, and they were
turned over to subordinate officials.

It became known then that Mr. Lan-
sing was engaged at work “on seme-
thing for the president.”

Shortly before noon the secretary
went to the White House Aaking with
him some documents, and instead of
going to the executive offices, went: to
the mansion itself, where he and the
president conferred, undisturbed, for
more than an hour.

When he left the president Mr. Lan-
sing refused absolutely to discuss the
situation or answer any inquiries.
Then later in the day, when he met
rewspaper correspondents, he sald:

“Gentlemen, I have nothing to tell
you; nefther will I answer any ques-
tions.”

He modified his latter statement on-
Jy to say he had no communication
throughout the day
ambassador, adding that there was no
prozpect of any announcement during
the night.

Decision Determined On.

Among all officials capable of judg-

Inasmuch as any action by the Unit-
ed tSates would be directed against
Germany as & nation, and not against
her ambassador as an individual, it
was thought unlikely that a severance
would be announced by the delivery
of passports to Count Von Bernstorff,
but would be preceded by formal noti-
fication to eBrlin of the Ameriean
government's decision. The delivery of
p rts to the amb dor would be
left as a formality of the future.

Fredericton, Feb. 1—The fourth
day of the Farmers’ and Dairymen's
Association convention was fully up
to the standard of the previous ses-
sions and the {nterest was just as
keen as on the preceding days. *The
morning session was devoted to “Bid:
dy” and every hen in the country
would have felt proud if she had been
able to understand the nice things
said about her.

At the afternoon sessfon the subject
was “Dairying in New DIrunswick,”
and this was dealt ‘with Iin an able
manner by Prof. J. W. Mitchell, su-
perintendent of live stock and dairy
division of the government; Prof. Mo-
Dougal, Prof. Archibald and H. N,
Flewelling,

Prof. Mitchell mnde a plea for co-
operation on the part of the farmers,
and said he would do everything in
his power to advance the live stock
and dairy interests of the province.

Great Dairy Centre.

He outlined the policy of his depart-
ment in regard to this important
branch of farming and predicted that
in a few years New Brunswick would
take its proper place as a dairy cen-
tre, if the farmers would work in har-
mony with the department, and so far
he had found them willing to do so.

At the evening session the reports
of the resolutions committee was re-
celved, and officers elected for the
coming year.

Isaac Baird of Chipman was elected
president.

The convention voted in favor of
having a tax placed on all dogs in the
interest of protecting sheep.

Morning Session.

At the morning session, J. B. Dag-
gett, Secretary of Agriculture for the
province, dealt with the subject “How
‘to make poultry pay from a farmer’s
standpoint.”

He said: “Poultry was probably the
most difficult line in which a man
could conduct and make it pay. 1t
required more hard work and stick-to-
ft-iveness than any other business;
if a man were prepared to pay the
price it was the surest and most uni-
form income producer of any, but no
man should go into it unless he had
a love of the birds. It was a splendid
sideline if a man liked the work. The
first necessity if a man would make
poultry pay was proper housing. Then
fcllowed feeding. The third requisite
twas breed and this was largely a mat-
ter of personal taste, but one breed
was enough. After a man had séttled
on his breed the next question was the
straln, because there was as much
difference in pure bred stock as there
was in mongrel, and it was important
to get a good laying strain. It was
necessary to chooke eggs for hatching
from the best layers in the flock and
thus improve the flock. Hens should
not be kept after they were two years
old as they would not lay enough eggs
to pay their way.

Good Marketing Methdos.

One essential was good marketing
methods. The eggs should be fresh
and uniform in size and color and the
birds should be well fatted and put
up in a proper manner. The best way
to market poultry was undrawn, be-
cause they kept better and the meat
was better flavored. Quality was the
thing to be considered not quantity.

Supt. Jones’' Address.

Seth Jones, provincial poultry super-
intendent, said the importance of
poultry raising could hardly be over-
estimated in view of the increased de-
mand for eggs and fowl as food. The
best utility breeds were Plymouth
Rocks, Wyandottes and Rhode Island
Reds. After a man had chosen his
birds he should breed for egg produc-
tion. No line on the farm would pay
as good dividends as hens, if properly
taken care of and none would respond
as readily to good treatment as hens.
The chickens should be hatched out in
April or the first week in May to get
the best,results and should be given
plenty of exercise and put on the
stubble as soon as the harvests were
reaped. Housing was a vital question
in this province because of the cold
weather. The first essential in a good
poultry house was ventilation in or-
der to avoid dampness and frost. The
front of the house should be one-third
glass, one-third cotton and one-third
wood.

The house should be built on six
foot posts with a flat ceiling and on
the ceiling 18 inches of straw which
absorbed the moisture. The floor
should be spread with straw and the
grain feed should be scattered in this
straw.

Regarding Feeding.
In regard to feeding Mr. Jones said:
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“Good feeding was heavy feeding and
unless a person was a good feeder no
exge would result. The best food for
the morning meal was & mixture ot
grain scattered in straw to make them
scratch for it, at noon three times a
week they should be given a wet mash.
In cold weather they should be ted
Just before going to roost, preferably
with whole corn. Milk or buttermilk
were also good foods. The fowls must
have plenty of good sharp grit. Fowls
should be fattened for market An or-
der to get the best price.”

Replying to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, the finance minister
pointed out that if the balance of
trade with the United States were un-
favorable to Canada, when the time
for floating a loan came, the exchange
situation might make it desirable to
borow in the United States. Large
production with high prices for com-
modities, too, might throw a burden
on the Canadian banks which would
lead the government to sell its securi-
ties in the United States.

Sir Thomas told the House that he had
offered in 1915 to fund Canada’s debt
to the extent of $100,000,000 by the
issue of Canadian securities to that
amount to be used as collateral by the
Imperial authorities for borrowings in
New York. That offer had been ac-
cepted and $122,000,000 of securities
made available to Great Britain as
ccllateral under it. Sir Thomas point-
ed out that Canada had advanced
Great Britain $160,000,000 for the pay-
ment of munitions bought here; that
Canada owed the Imperial government
in London some $97,000,000 and that
the latter were now debtors of the
Dominion to the extent of $18,000,000
net.
Canada’s Net Debt.

The Finance Minister told Mr. F. B,
Carvell that the met debt of Canada

To Mr. A. K. MacLean, who
suggested government control of
stock exchange operations to con-
serve Canadian finances, Sir Thomas
said he had considered it but on ac-
count of the nearness of the United
States thought the best course was to
watch the exchange situation. If that
became unfavorable it might be neces-
sary to take drastic measures.
The Finance Minister then told Hon.
3e0. P. Graham that after considera-
tion he had found it undesirable to
make an arrangement by which war
lcan subscriptions would be free from
provincial succession  duties.

©on a Basig of 100 Per Cent,
Actuarlal Solvency,

The Canadian Order of Foresters
has had a record without parallel in

the history of Fraternal
" ‘Associations operating in Canada, This
Soclety was instituted in 1879, 1In
1885 it enacted a table of monthly
aesessments which has been in force
from that time down to the present
without a single change. During that
period all other Fraternal Insurance
Socleties have found it necessary to
revise rates, until this Society stands
@s the only prominent Institution
operating upon a remarkably low
schedule of rates. In 1916 the Socie-
ty paild out In death claims over
$726,000.00. Notwithstanding this large
payment, it added to the Insurance
Fund, for the year, over $422,000,00.
The balance standing to the credit of
the Insurance Fund on the 31st De-
cember, last was $5,628,348.00. In spite
or this most unusual record the So-
clety decided to have a most*thorough
)and comprehensive investigation made

€

of its actuarial standing. This course
Was thought wise on account of the
legislation passed by the Ontario Leg-
islature at its last Session,

The Legislature in 1916 passed an
Act which requires that all Fraternal
Insurance Socleties shall, on, or be-
fore, the first day of April, 1918, file
@ report with the Registrar of Friend-
ly Societies, which report shall con-
tain a valuation of all its Insurance
Certificates in force on the 31st De-
cember, 1917, This report must not
only show the Insurance Liability
which the Society has undertaken to
pay, but also the Assets which the
Soclety has available, in the way of
accumulated Funds, and future assess-
ments for the payment of the Insur.
ance Liabilities as they mature. The
bbject of this statement is to show
the degree of actuarial solvency
which each Society has, as of Decem-
ber 81st, 1917. The Act provides
further, that at the end of each three
year period, after 1917, a similar state-
ment of valuation shall be filed in.or-
der to ascertain whether or not the
Society has maintained its degree of
actuarial solvency. The object of the
Act is, that where a soclety shows at
the end of the first three year term
that it has net maintained its degree
of actuarial solvency that there shall
be such an increase in rates as will in-
sure that the society shall maintain

degree of solvency which it had on
ﬁt, December, 1917, or improve that
position,

In view of this legislation the Cana-
dian Order of Foresters decided not
to wait until the 31st December, 1917,
to ascertain the facts required by the
Act, and, shortly after the Act was

Term protec-
tion of members between the attained
ages of seventy to seventy-six gradual-
ly decreases from nine years, at the
age. of .seventy, to three years at the
agegf seventy-six and over.
The second option insures to all
members, no matter when admitted,
when they attain the age of seventy,
and over, the right to paid up Insur
ance for amounts set out in tlie sche-
dule prepared by the Actuary, where
such members do not desire to con-
tinue to pay the life rates. This sche-
dule entitles the members from six-
teen to eighteen to paid up Insurance
for $900 at the age of seventy, which
amount gradually decreases as the at-
tained age of the member increases.
The adoption of the proposed read-
justment will place the Society on a
basis of absolute solvency from an ac-
tuarial standpoint, and enable it to
maintain its splendid position in the
world of Fraternal Insurance.

Tenders for Another Structure
at Perry Point to be Called
" “for Within Few Days.

Fredericton, Feb. 1—~The contract
for the sub-structure of the combina-
tion raflway and passenger bridge on
the St. John Valley Railway across the
Nerepis river, has been awarded by
the Department of Public Works to
Powers & Brewer. Work will be start-
ed next week, according to a state-
ment made by Edward F. Powers,
head of the contracting firm.

The bridge is four spans in length
and all the sub-structure is to be ot
stone and concrete, some of the work
being bf an exceptionally difficult char-
acter. The contractors will be paid
on the same basis as the sub-contract-
ors under the Nova Scotia Construc-
tion Company, that has the contract
for the comstruction of the St. John
Valley Railway below Gagetown. As
a result of this arrangement the gov-
ernment will have work completed at
the lowest possible figure. Hon. B.
F. Smith said that tenders for Perry
Point bridge would be called within
a day or two.

Mr. Powers said his firm's plant
would L brought from Nova Scotia
within a few days, and work started
at the earliest possible date.

portance of testing dairy cows. Last
year's average was 5,000 Ibs milk and
200 1bs. butter fat for. those under ob-
servation by the Sussex Dairy record
centre. He submitted a record of one
herd of 24 cows which averaged 5,956
1bs. of milk at a cost of $1.14 per hun-
dred weight, cost $66.87 per cow ‘to
feed and receipts $81.84 per cow, &
profit of $14.96 per cow. The 12 best
cows showed a profit: of - §34.04: per
cow; the six best, @ profit: of $52.56,
and the best cow $37.42 for féed. The
total cost of .caring for the herd, labor
included, was $2,920.88 and receipts
$2,751.01, a loss for the herd of
$160.87.

Another chart showed that 12 best
cowg made a profit of $77.48 and the
12 poorest made a loss of $246.87.

The records of the centre showed
that in 1913, 23 herds had an average
of 4,600 1bs. of milk and 190 Ibs. of
butter fat. In 19156 the same 23 herds
showed an average production of milk
f 5,312 Ibs., and 222 Ibs. of butter
fat, an increase of 712 1bs_ of milk and
32 lbs, of butter fat.

Prof. J. W. Mitchell.

He was followed by Prof. J. W.
Mitchell, superintendent of the provin-
cial live stock and dairy divisien, who
spoke on dairying in New Brunswick.
Prof. Mitchell' sald, in accepting the
office of superintendent of dairy and
live stock he felt that it was no sine-
cure and one man could not do any-
thing without co-operation of the gairy
farmers of the province. New Bruns.
wick had sofl and climate conditions
necessary for successful dairy work.
It had been estimated that New Bruns-
wick was capable of supporting 450,
000 horses, 1,800,000 cattle and 3,750,
000 swine and sheep, while we had last
year 65,000 horses, 247,000 cattle, 225,
000 swine and sheep.

He had found that farmers believed
in the keeping of live stock and in
the dairying industry. Farms would on-
ly produce according to their fertility
and it was necessary to maintain that
fertility and the way to do this was
to keep stock and rotate crops.

Splendid Country.

"New Brunswick was a splendid
mixed farming country. A basic need
for stock production was proper feed
and most of that feed should be grown
right on the farm, Good stock should
be kept as it did not pay to feed any
other kind either for milk or beef. On-
ly pure bred sires of high quality
should be used and a man should con-
fine himself to one breed. He advocat-
ed community breeding for best re-
sults.

The Department, of Agriculture
gave a bonus to agricultural societies
which purchased pure bred dairy bulls
gnd he thought this should be on a slid-
ing scale according to the value of the
bull. The province imported about
$500,000 worth of pork products when
it should be exporting and he advo-
cated building of a proper abattoir at
some central place in the province to
help tHis industry.

Favors Wool Centres.

He suggested that farmers get to-
gether and form wool centres to aid
the extension of the sheep growing
industry, Should dairying be given a
large place in the province? Yes, if
it could be made profitable; no, if it
could not. He took up the question of
where profits lay. Dairying was a
manufacturing industry. Profit was in
difference between cost of production

ticle was sold. Foundation was econo-

mic production. The first requisite
was proper feed.
A dairy food was judged by the

amount of protein it contained. Clover,
oats or vetches wer rich in protein
and good feed for dairy cowg and a
large amount of feeds rich in protein
could be grown on farms. Another ne-
cessity was to keep up the flow of
milk for from 10 to 10% months per
year.

After the farmer had given cows pro-
per foods it was then time to test and
weed out unprofitable cows and it
would not be long before a farmer
would have a paying herd.

When conditions had been made
right for economic production of milk
it was necessary to take proper care
of it.

Advocates Creameries,

Best methods of disposing of this
product was by establishing a cream
gathering creamery at some central
point in a community, preferably at a
railway station where cfeam could be
shipped from more distant points and
he advocated the establishing of such
creameries at céntral points in New
Brunswick and in a few years the pro-
vince would be a leader in dairy pro-
ducts.

The chairman said that the Farmers
and Dairymen’s Assoclation should
back'up Mr. Mitchell in his work.

C. W. McDougall referred to the
chart submitted by Mr. Flewelling and
claimed that such a table was the
strongest kind of argument in favor of
cow testing and the advisibility of on-
1y keeping cows which paid.

A. S. Archibald, of the Dominion De-
partment of Agriculture, said Hon.
Martin Burrell sent his regrets at not
being able to be present as did also
J. H. Grisdale, who was unable to come
because of illness in his family. Mr.
Archibald endorsed the remarks of pre-
vious speakers in regard to necessity
of adopting business methods in dairy-
ing.

“Therefore, resolved that in recog-
nition of his services so cheerfully
given from time to time he be made
member ex-officio of the executive of
this association.”

Adopted.

“Whereas, there iz a move on the
part of those interested in the manu-
facture and sale of oleomargarine to
establish such an industry in Canada,
“And whereas great pressure is be-
ing brought to bear on the officials at
Ottawa to repeal the present prohibi-
tion law now in force in regard to this
product, and whereas the repeal of
said act, in the judgment of this con-
vention would be detrimental to the
dairy interests of Canada, and no great
boon to the consuming publie.

*Abandon Your Ship, We Are Going to Sink Her,” Message
of German Submarine Commander to Ship Which
Started Notable Voyage from This Port—Had Ternfic
Battle With Waves While Rowing for the Shore.

“Abandon your ship, we are going to

sink her,” sh d the der of
a German submarine to Captain Hats-
well of the Grangewood, while the
craft was on a voyage from Archangel
to France with a cargo of cereals. But
the gallant captain did not desert the
ship until all hope of her getting away
from the enemy “sub” had gone. Then
he was the last man to leave the
Grangewood and was forced to row for
five hours and a half in a heavy and
stormy sea before he reached shore.

Captain Hatswell was in the city
yesterday. He could relate a remark-
able tale of the sinking of hig vessel,
but his friends had a hard time even
to get bare facts. The Grangewood
was torpedoed on July 24th, 1015,
twenty-five miles northeast of the
Shetland Islands. The sinking marked
the culmination of a notable voyage.
In December, prior to the sinking, the
Grangewood left the Port of St. John
for Buenos Ayres and then proceeded
to Coronell, where bunker coal was
loaded. Captain Hatswell then sailed
under dealed orders for Uquique,
where he took aboard a cargo of ni-
trate for the Russian government
which cargo was safely discharged at
its destined port. Leaving Uquique
the Grangewood sailed through the
Panama Canal en route to Colon, Chili,
and from that port was ordered to
Archangel.

When the Grangewood approached
the White Sea Captain Hatswell saw
a steamship 200 rods on kis port bow
strike a mine and sink, With consid-

The submarine that destroyed the
Grangewood came up out of the water

and fired & shot across her bow. Then
two flags were raised from the subma-
rine and the message was conveyed
to Captain Hatswell: “Abandon your
ship, we are going:to sink her.” When
possibility of an escape was recogniz-
ed boats were quickly lowered under
the captain’s direction. Two boats got
away with some difficulty, and Captain
Hatswell was forced -to' go down the
life line to the third boat. Before he
reached the ‘boat the submarine fired
a torpedo. The Grangewood was sunk
at seven o'clock in thé evening, and
the captain and crew were compelled
to row for five hours and a half be-
fore they reached the Shetland Islands.
After the torpedoing the submérine
disappeared and was not afterwards
seen by either the captain or the
members of his crew. Captain Hats-
well was the first and ‘only captain of
the Grangewood. He saw her being
built and he took her to sea on her
initial voyage.

The captain is well known in St
John. His many friends consider him
fortunate in being alive after such a
terrific battle with the heavy seas. It
takes an experienced mariner to han-
dle a small boat with such rough seas
and Captaln Hatswell is certainly one
of the best commanders of an ocean
craft. He expects to be in the city for
gome days,

HEAVIER TRAFFIG ON

Commissioner Russell Issue-
January
Showing Big Increase in
Team Traffic for January.

Statement for

There is a gratifying fncrease in the
team traffic on the ferry for the month
of January as compared with the same
month for previous years. No less than
1,377 double teams crossed the ferry
during the past month according to
the official returns of the department
made to Commissioner J. V. Russell.
This is an increase of 104 over Jan-
uary, 1916. The traffic in single teams
on the ferry is slightly below that of
the same period last year when the
number was 8,064 as compared with
8,028 for January, 1917.

Passenger travel is somewhat light-
er. This is largely due to the fact that
troops at the present time are quar-
tered on this side of the harbor. The
number of military men crossing dur-
ing the month was 13,237 as compar-
ed with 27,809 for January, 1916.
