The
use of dynamite against the city ad
ministration - buildings’ in Auerba
Frefberg and Dinenden sesulted hl
heavy property loss and the wound
ing severely of at least three persons.
Others were slightly injured. A twen-
tyone year old man was arrested in
Auerbach with a sack of dynamite in
his possession. A companion who fir
ed at a policeman escaped. The man
arrested sald be was from Danzig,
but declined to talk further,
