Hon, George E. Foster could not be elect-
ed in any ome of its constiluencies while
thevre was not one in which Hon. A. G.

Mr. Foster, politically speaking, was too
small to re Tesent any province. (Laugh-
ter.) He bad at the Opera House caded
on Christian men to uphold the sacredness
of the balot. The speaker told of the
appointment of a commssion by Sir Wil-
frid Laurier to inquire into charges that
in the West Huron election the ballot
boxes had been stuffed, and if this was
proven there was the promise thet the
perpetators would be punished. Twelve
years ago, said Mr. McA.pine, in Queens
county, New Brunsw.ck, & partizan return-
ing officer gave the seat to Mr. Baird when
the Liberal, Mr. King, had received 67
more votes. Mr. Baind was forced to re-
sign and, came back in a by-eleo.don, In
this ‘a school teadher—a meek and humble
foilower of Bob Ingersoll—was cent up to
Watiarboro as returning officer. This wes
‘a parish where the Liberals had always
over 80 majority. In the by-election, in-
stead of this majority for the Liberals,
the result was a majority of 40 for Mr.
Baird, a turnover of 120 votes. Legal as-
gistarce was hud and magi trates hea d the
dec.a.ations of those who had voted for
‘Mr. King and the result was that it wes
found Mr. King’s old vote had been cast.
Did Mr. Foster bring this up in the House
of Commons? No, and, though this was
12 yeare ago, Mr. Foster was only begin-
ning to find out that ballot boxes had oc-
casionally been stuffed. (Applause.)

Foster the Useless.

Mr. MecAlpine showed that Mr. Foster
in his years as representat.ve had done
nothing for the province. Delega.ions 'of
(Convervatives waited on him to have nim
do somathing. One saw him at the Royal
Hotel in reterence to the steamners m;d
one of the dclegates, Mr, A. Macau.ay, said
afterwards that tiey were treated so cooly
that they considered th:nselves treated
awith scant courtesy and they got out as
soon as possibie. In contrasc 1o the cold-

neas of Mr. Foster ta
John, Mr. McAipine ably and con-
vineingly dhowed Hon. A. G.

_ Blair’s favorable attitude towards this city.
Dr. Stockton, at the Opera House, tqld
that he left the Liberal party because its
podcy was commercial union with the
United States. But, in 1882 and 1883, that
same Dr. Stockton wrote a letter to the
New York Herald, advocating annexation
of Oanada to the United States. In the
years 1888, 1889 and 1890 Dr. Stockton
had made speeches supporting the Liberal
policy of better trade relations with the
United States.
The venerable Dr. Alward, said the
er, had said at a Fairville meeting,
that he was much disappointed with Mr.
Blair’s speech at the Opera House. Poor
Dr. Alward, said he. - Fancy comparing
him to the minister of railways and can-
als. It was like comparing a boy’s pop-
gun to a modern Ammstrong cannon.
(Laughter). Mr, McAlpine went on to
ghow how Dr. Alward and Dr. Stockton
thad both supported Mr. Blair in the
Jocal legislature for years and then turned
on him end introduced a resolution blam-
ing him for increased. expenditures which
they themselves had supported.
7The speaker then took up the send-
ing of the contingents to South Africa and
held it the crowming glory of the politi-
cal life of Sir Wilfrid Laurier that he
had waited a few days before sending
the troops; until he should have the peo-
ple to back up his decision.

Tarte
was a good friend of St. John and had
sent the dredge here every year for three
years. (Applause). The speaker continued
apinstﬁbencecryandsh«medt.bmit
wae  Sir - Wilirid Laurier’s ambition to
weld the races, Under the Conservative
race agitation the verge of civil war had
been reached. He himeelf had heard
Major Markhem of the Sun say he wes
prepared to draw his sword and lead hie

-
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Kings county Hussars to Quebec. Oh, the
dreadful slaughter, said he.
the speaker said it was better to seek the
industrial development of the coungry im-
wtead of guarrelling about racial and theo-
logical questions.. Mr. McAlpine said he
had been cniticized by the Sun for receiv-
ing some bundreds of dollars for legal
services. But, they dunl not speak of the
larger amounts paid under the Conserva-
tive government for the same work. Nor
did they speak of the $13,000 a year for
13 years, received by the Sun itself from
the government. He dealt briefly with
the government pledges, dther issues, and
apoke of the giorious outlook for Canada
and said that all that was necessary wuas
a good government, and such we had in
Sir Wilfrid Launier and his cabinet.
Mr. Geo. R. Cmigie was called on and
sang a parody, along political lines, of a
familiar Scotch air. It .was loudly ap-

' plauded.

Attorney General Pugsley.

Hon. Dr. ?ugsley, who was introduced
next, was given a very warm reception.
He said he was greatly pleased to be pres-
ent and speak a few words in support of
Hon. ‘A. G. Blair. He felt sure that, as
the recent local elections had resulted in
the defeat of the Conservative workers,
the same would be the result ofthe voting
on November 7. Dr. Pugsley had noticed
that the Sun had referred to him. It said
there was no necessity for him to ex-
plain why he was workirg with the Lib-
eral party. He wondered the Sun sought
10 recall 1896. The Sun would like if the
independent party would forget the wrong
attempted by Tupper and Foster in 1896
regarding the terminus of the Atlantic
mail steamers. He detailed the stand
taken against St. John on this by Sir

les and Mr, Foster and as a member of
the Independent party, there was the
same resson today for voting against
Fsogzter and Dr. Stockton as there was in
1896.

Dr. Pugsley was continuing to talk of
the steamship matter and some one asked
if that was the sole reason' why the In-
dependent party was started.

He replied yes; that as the result of a
meeting he.d in Mechanics’ Institute it
was formed as a protest against Sir Charles
Tupper and Mr. Foster for the ignoring of
St. John in connection with the fast At-
lantic service, Then afterwards the can-
didates, Mr. McLaughlin and himself,
adopted another platform and declared to
a meeting that if elected they would vote
against the remedial bill on an attempt to
force it upon the province of Manitoba.
To the 1,400 who stood with him in defence
of what they thought were the rights of
the city he called now to fight side by side
with the party we believe tp be acting in
the best interests of the city. The In-
dependent party of 1896 could consistently
support the Liberal administration today.
Dr. Pugsley told of the granting of the
first subsidy to the Beaver line boats and
in that connection, said he would tell some-
thing which had not been announced from
the platform. He was one of a delegation
who called on the government at Ottawa
to endeavor to get a $25,000 subsidy for
the Beaver line to St. John. They called on
Mr. Foster and

He said he was afraid they had come too
late, the money had been appropriated.

incoming administration had found a con-
tract drawn up and signed for a fast
Atlantic steamship service. The essence
of his charge was that the presemt gov-
ernment had torn up that contraet. Mr.
Blair asked if the people of St. John
would be disposed to regard that as a
serious reproach upon the government of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier? It was certainly a
bold thing for Mr. Foster to ask such a
test to be applied in this constituency;
for i5 would be remembered that the
contract in question made

_No Mention of the Port of St. John,

neither for the passenger service mor the
fireighit' service. (Cheers). Therefore, when
Mr. Foster came befiore the people of this
consituency and declared himself to be
their - special friend they would be apt
to remember hié record in respect to the
fast Atlantic service. Had it takem him
18 years to discover that there was such
a port as St. John? (Cheers). If he had
been such a friend in the past, what guar-
antee had they that he would be any dif-
ferent in the future? The speaker said
he would be ashamed to face an audience
in St. John, or in any other part of the
province, if he could not say that he
had a voice lond enmough to prevent such
an outrage. (Cheérs). Was there any
evidence that Mr. Foster was penitent
for his action in .this regard? (Laughter
and applause). Did he come forward ad-
mipting that his action had been due
not only to moments, but months and
vears of weakness? ' (Renewed laughter
and dheers). Perhaps Mr. Foster imagin-
ed that there was in this community a
sentiment which would lead mankind to
run counter to all the natural impulses
of the heart and of the mind, and that
they would prefer to put their own in-
teredts at peril rather than to deal with
him as he justly deserved.

We have bad a gpod deal, said Mr.
Blair, - froma the ex-minister of finance
upon the subject of the winter port ques
tion, and as that is & somewhat live mat-
ter I propose in the time that will be at
my disposal to make a statement which
may be.considered side by side with his.
Would you not imagine that Mr. Foster
was not only zealous beyond all expres-
sion to do that which you desire, but
that he was associated with a party
which was equally zealous in the same
direction? You would imagine thet his
leader was willing to give a fair show
to the port of St. Johm. You would
imagine that the leading men of that
party were similarly disposed; but even
a casual glance at political history would
show that none of these gentlemen were
willing to give a hearing to anything in
that direction. Sir Chaerles Tupper has
not failed to denounce every proposition
wiich I have presented to parliament with
reference to the extension of the Inter-
colonial, and for doing an export busi-
ness at this port.

Mr. , the ex-minister of railways,
was of precisely the same view. Here
is an extract from one of his speeches in
parliament:

P. R. and the Grand Trunk railway to
make Portland, Me., the terminus of the
Atlantic mail service, for a period of 10
years. It had been almost consummated
without Mr. Foster, our representative,
telling his constituents. The delegation

went further, and saw Sir Mackenzie

Bowell and there the first encouragement
was given. So it could be seen how little
Mr. Foster had done for the subsidy to
the Beaver line,

Dr. Pugsley said it was for the electors
to compare Mr. Foster s record with Hon.
A. G Blair's. They would find Mr. Blair
their true friend and that Mr. Foster,
while in power ,was not the friend of St.
John. Dr. Pugsley quoted Dr. W. W.
White’s eulogy of Mr. Foster when he
nominated the ex-finance minister. All
that Dr. White could find to say for Mr.
Foster was that he was an orator, was a
magnificent speaker and would grace par-
liament—not a word of anything he had
ever done. Different was Hon. Mr. Blair’s
record which boasted more of work done
than of speaking ability. He closed with
the assurance of the election of Mr. Blair
and his colleague, Col. Tucker. -

Harrls expropriation for which they sald
there was no necessity. But now they pro-
pose to go further and to expend a couple
of m.Mions of dollars on as useless an ex-
penditure as was ever made in the country.”

Mr. Haggarts’ views were not dissented
from by a single member representing any
constituency in the manitime provinces
on the Conservative side. Who is going
to change the hearts of these gentlemen
with whom Mr. Foster is associated? Sup-
posing the improbable thing that a change
of government were to take place, who
was going to bring these gentlemen to a
different way of regarding the port of
St. John? Can you absolutely depend
upon the ex-minister of finance being
able to convert Sir Charles Tupper and
Mr. Haggart, who would be his colleagues
in any government which- might be form-
ed?

Sources of Fright.

I will pause a moment here to refer to
the question which Mr. Haggart has ask-
ed with respect to where the traffic for
the Intercolonial was going to come from
for this port. They ask are you going to
get it from these two great railways? No;
I never anticipated for one moment that
any export business which we might do
from this port would be of freights that

would reach our line by either the Cap:

nd 14

I adian Pacific or the Grand Trunk. I have
| invaniably stated that my expectation was
that the grain and other freights which
would come down the canals and which
would reach our road by the Canada At-
lantic and other railways that are push-
ing their way toward the West were
the sources from which we would receive
the business that we would bring to this
port. (Cheers). I did not expect it from
the C. P. R. because the C. P. R. will
carry all the business it can gather over its
own line, and I say it will continue to do
so notwithstanding the statement of its
president to the contrary. (Cheers). I
never expeated any from the Grand Trunk,
| because they already have their export
| point from Portland, and they will de,
! as any other railway would, their own
| business at their own port. I did think
iﬂmrt there might be certain classes of
| freight originating on the line of the
{ Grand Trunk that shippers might desire
| for certain reasons should be forwarded
over the I. C. R. and go by a (anadian
port, but it wounld be very small under
any circumstances and confined to special
classes of goods, and I had inserted in
the . traffic agreement with the Grand

ficers and agents of the Imtercolonial to
go upon the territory of the Grand Trunk
and if there was any such business to ask
shippers to send .it consigned to go over
our line to St. John or Halifax. I did
not, however, look for much business of
{his charagter, but I did form the opimion,
which I may say is the opinion of all
transportation and railway men who have

We are bu.d.ng in the conviec-
tion that from that source we wul be able
to get a business whidh we can do over
the Intercowonial, and then wid remain for
the Canadian Pacific ad the by-iness which
it can hand.e, (Hear, hear.) ‘lhe fact
that Mr. Fodter is surrouuded by gen.de-
men who have never fest any sympadhy
in our aspirat.ons in this regard, and who
are hosuiie to the ad-(arauian idea, has
led Sir Widrid Laurier to make it the
policy of the Liberal party as far as pos-
sible to bring all the products of the great
northwest out to the sea by our own mari-
tme ports.

John or Halifax, or both, You recollect
what took place and the circumstances
under wh.ch the Short Line was built. It
was bui.t because the minister of railways
of that day, Mr. John Henry Pope, owned
a railway down to the border of the State
of Maine, and he was determined to have
somebody buy that line. At the instance
of the governmeat the Canadian Pacific
took it up; but what was the scheme?
To go through to Halifax. (Hear, hetar).
The -plan was to leave the present Cana-
dian Pacific at Harvey, cross to Freder-
icton, then to Monceon and down to
Halifax. Was that based upon the assump-
tion that b.siness courd not be done, and
that in order to do it a great saving of
distance would have to be made? Not
necesgarily so, because the distance to
Halifax would be only shortened by the
very few miles in crossing from Harvey
through to Moncton. I think it was stated
at the time that there would oniy be a
saving of about twenty miles, and what is
that to a railway? Even 100 miles would
not be much to a road having a long haul
for freights. Then, as you will further
remember, obstacles were placed in the
way of this scheme, and that part of the
arrangement which included Harvey was |
abandoned. They were go'ng to Halifax,

and the mileage from Halifax would only

be about 20 miles shorter by that route
than it would be around by St. John. and |
less than 100 m‘les shorter than by the !

When we remember all this we cannot
refrain from sending a message of thanks
and good will not only to Canada, but to the
Liberal party, which, as the responsible
majority, has brought all this about. That
is the least the British can do, and no party
favoritism or prejudice is shown by acknow-
ledging the splendid work of Sir ‘Wilfrid
Laurier. ‘The Liberals of Canada have proved
themselves to be noble sons of a great empire
and if the Conservatives show themselves
equally loyal, equally anxious to maintain
the unity of that empire, then we may be
proud indeed of so magnificent a daughter
colony. Fortunately, there is no dispute be-
tween either party on ‘the question of im-
perialism. A few hot-headed youths have
been foolish enough to dispiay racial preju-
dices, but all Canada is loyal to tbe British
crown, and neither party will ever attempt
to weaken the bond that binds the dominion
to Great Britain—a bond which has been
strengthened by the present government of
Canada. (Party politics in North America
do not very widly differ from that in our
own country, and to gain office we may cx-
pect to hear the opposing leaders use argu-
ments which may sound strange in our ears,
but will prcbably be forgotten when the
hurly-burly's done. It would appear that the
cortest is to be fought upon the tariff ques-
tion. Sir Charles Tupper, as leader of the
opposition, continues to be in favor of com-
mercial reciprocity, and is credited with hav-
ing said that S8ir Wilfrid Laurier was ‘‘too
English” for him. This is the catch-phrase
of an opportunist, presumably intended only
to get votes; but we decline to believe that
the British in Canada will regard it as a
political cffence to be *“too English.” Sir
Charles Tupper preached the doctrine of re-
ciprocity for many years, but never further-
ed it a single step, and is never likely to do
so. Canada, we trust, will not make the
mistake of believing that it is possible for
Britain to alter her fiscal scheme in order
to further the political ambitions of Sir
Charles Tupper. While Sir Charles talked
Sir Wilfrid acted—and if the opposition is
going to the polls with the determination to
put a stcp to the preferential tariff until Eng-
land shall make some concessions to Canada,
we have no reason for wishing Sir Charies
Tupper success. But we do not suppose, if
the Counservatives were to secure a majority,
that Sir Charles Tupper's proposal would re-
main anything but an expression of pious
opinion. Nevertheless, we regret that he
should have raised the question at all, ‘es-
pecially in such a form as to suggest that the
battle cry for the Conservatives is “‘Canada
‘or the empire, but Canada’s business inter-
ssts before tho empire.” If the new prefer-
ent'al tariff proves injurious to the dominion
no complaint will be made sheuld Canada re-
vert to the old arrangements; but although
the new system has mot had a loug t-fal, it
has already proved advantageous to the
Canadians, as well as to the British, and it
wouid 'be unfortunate if, for party purposes,
a scheme so well begun should be impaired
ar destroyed.—[Plymouth (England) Waest-
ern Morning News.

I have under-
stood from two or three reliable quarters
that Mr. Shaughnessy stated last year
when he brought up this question that if
there'was an election on then he would be
able to squeeze the minister of raliways
and force him to .accede to his demands,
but ‘that he is.afraid now that the cry of

“wolf” having been raised so often the-

people are beginning to realize that it is
only an empty cry and that there is no
reason, for it. (Cheers).

The Nature of the Trouble.

Let me state to’yom yust what the pre-
cise nature of this trouble is between the
C. P. R. and the 1. C. R., and let me give
you my views as to the proper way in
which to meet it. The Canadian Pacific
claims that the Intercolonial ought to
allow thém into their territory. I am now
speaking from a railroad point of view—
ought to allow -them to send their officers
and agents along the line of the I. C. R.
east of St.John,from Moncton east to Hali-
fax_and on the branch lines connecting
with the Intercolonial, to solicit from
shippers freight destined for points west
of the point from which it is shipped, such
freight to be sent over the Canadian
Pacific via 8t. John instead of being sent
over the I. C. R. to Montreal. Now the
effect of conceding that would be that
the C. P. R. would take away from us the
major part of our business, would take
from us a profitable part of our business,
and would have the effect of diminishing
our business year by year,.so that in a
short time our line between Moncton and
Montreal would be nothing more:than a

branch line. Now we say that such a thing-

bas never been known - railroad ‘experi-
ence, and in an interview between Mr.
Shaughnessy and the members of the cor-
poration of the city of St. John a short
hand report of which interview I hold 'in

my hand, Mr. ‘Shaughnessy himself ad-'
mitted that' my position in the matter’

was a sound position from the point of
He

way company in the world that he could
mention which had yielded to any such
demand or request by any other railway
company as he had made wupon us.
(Cheers.) He said it is railway business
to take the stand the minister of railways
takes; but, he said, “We are coming down
here to do business at this port, and ad-
vantages ought to be conceded to us by
the government, even to the detriment of
the Intercolonial, which will enable us to
get better results than we would other-
wise secure.”. That is the position he
takes. He says, “We bring a large number
of loaded cars down here We ought to
have from your line such a quantity of
freight as to enable us to send back a
larger proportion of these cars loaded than
we now get, because it ‘would be an ad-
vantage to us to-.send them back loaded
rather ‘than empty.” That is’'a proposition
which will not he disputed; but while it
would be an advantage to the Canadian
Pacific, it would be a distinct and mani-
fest : disadvantage - to the Intercolonial.
(Hear, hear.) The question is whether
I ought, ds'a ‘minister responsible for the
proper management - of ‘the Intercolonial,
voluntarily: surrénder’ business advantages
and benefits which belong to the Inter-
colonial in order that greater advantages
and benefits should’ accrue to the Cana-
dian Pacific. T have not been able to see
my duty in that direction Look at it for
a moment. Upon what reasonable ground
can the Canadian Pacific ask  that: we
should take back our cars empty to Mon-
treal in order that they might take more
of their cars back full? Where would that
thing stop?. When would the point be
reached at which I ought, in the interest
of the country—because I qnust have re-
gard to the interest-of:the country as a
whole, and I will show you that those in-
terests are not antagonmistic to yours—to
stop? If 1 caused the Intercolonial, which
brings the largest part of its traflic from
west to east, and has a large proportion of
empty cars to go back, to increase the
number of its empty cars, would it be
right to do this in order that the C. P. R.
might have a greater number of loaded
cars to take back to the same destination?
It would not be good business; it would
not be common sense. Mr. Shaughnessy
has been encouraging the belief that this
is the main object of all this ado. It is not.
It is not what he would be getting just
now, or what he has in times past got
under the. old contract; but what he hopes
to get in the future. In 1887 the C. P. R.
got a contract from the late government
for a term of ten years, which allowed
them to go.into I. C. R. territory and
take traffic and bring it by way of 8St.
John to Montreal, thereby preventing us
from carrying it over our own line. We
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only went to Levis in those days. Now we
are in Montreal. It was not therefore so
large a question then as it is today. If we
had not gone to Montreal our business
would not have been as large as it is. It
has enormously increased. We have made
an arrangement with the Grand Trunk
by which we have the use of their tracks
and terminals. This costs us a good deal of
money; but not more than they are worth.
We are into Montreal there as a great
commercial centre, where the Intercolo-
nial ought to have been long ago, and
if this demand of the C. P. R. ought to
be acceded to then we should never
have dreamt of going to Montreal, and
our effort to build up the road so as to
afford additional facilities to the people
is a mistake. The C. P. R. is simply ask-
ing us to lie down and say to them: “We
are willing to yield to your demands and
take what business you will give us if
you will only continue to do your winter
business at the port of St. John.” That
is The position they are putting them-
selves in, and that is the position they
are asking us to put ourselves in. There
is no reason or business in it. (Applause).

The Grand Trunk Arrangement.

The C. P. R. claims that this trouble

is due to some unfair arrangement that -

we have entered into with the Grand
Trunk, but we have done nothing of the
ind. The traffic arrangement which
we made with the Grand Trunk was a
strict business arrangement such as would
be entered into between two railway com-
panies for their mutual -advantage. We
now connect with the Grand Trunk at
Montreal, but before we made that con-
nection it was agreed that in considerm-
tion of their giving -us-all the business
which came over their line to Montreal
destined for points on the I.'C. R., we
should give them at Montreal all un-
consigned freight which came over the
1. C. R. intended for points west of
Monitreal. . That arrangement did not and
does not touch the export-business: at all.

We did not, as the Sun has stated-and !

da Mr. Foster has implied, sent  freight
to Montreal be taken by the Grand
Trunk to d for export: Our ar-
rangement with the Grand Trunk only
applies to business going west inland, and
to no other business. The C. P. R. has
the right to go on our line and solicit
freights intended for points west of Mont-
real, to be sent by our line and delivered

to them at any point of junction they
may name ear ' Montreal. “We
do mnot” conseht to them taking

it away from ou? line near St. John, be-
cause we can hmul it to ‘Montreal ocur-
selves. If they ‘can take it off our line
and haul it at a profit surely we can haul
it at a greater profit on our own rcad.
We have a better line, the grades are
easier and we can haul to better advan-
tage, altheugh our line js 75 miles longer
than the C. P. R. from points east of

| Mongton to Montreal, and when they ask

us to give them our business we say no,
we are as well able to haul our own busi-
ness to Montreal as you are, and we can
make as much money out of it. (Cheers).
That is the purpose for which the rail-
way was built—to haul freight. We are
in the railway business and we must
continue to do business according to rail-
way rule and usage. As I have said,
when you get into Montreal the C. P.
R, is on just as good a footing as the
Grand ‘I'runk for business that is uncon-
signed. They can go to Halifax or to any
point in Nova Scotia and can solicit ship-
pers to send freights for points
beyond Montreal by their line af-
ter those freights reach Montreal. The
Grand Trunk has no right to it at all
and would not get it if the -shipper desig-
nated that it should be handed over to
the C. P. R. at some point of junction at
or near Montreal. We have always been
willing to give it*to them, and if they have
not got it it is because shippers have not
so routed their goods. We have treated
the C. P. R. strictly from the business
point of view.

Mr. Shaughnessy Bluffing.

I believe the C. P. R. have no notion
of withdrawing from the port of St.
John. (Cheers). They have not the
slightest idea of doing so. You cannot
find a railway man who knows anything

‘about the railway situation in the United

States or elsewhere, but who will tell
you thalt it is idle nonsense for the Cana-
dian Pacific to talk about taking their
trade to Boston. They cannot get there
on anything like the favorable conditions
they can get at this port. (Cheers). Are
they going to Boston for the sake of pun-
ishing the I..C. R., .or the government,
or the minister of railways? After the
election they camnot do me any harm for
four or five years. (Cheers). It just hap-
pens thalt there is an election on and the
C. P. R. have the idea that they c¢an
take the minister of mailways and the
government by the, throat and compel
them, for fear ¢f the consequences in St.
John, to surrender to their terms. 1
know as well as I know anything in the
world is that this is.the whole spirit and
iobject of the C. P,-R.,, and I will say-
what I have mot sasd before on any pub-

lic platform, that this is so transparent |

a bluff that I wonder it is atbempted to
be imposed upon the intelligent judgment
of any community. . (Cheers). They may
make up their minds to this: Mr. Shaugh-,
nessy has been giving an interview to the
newspapers in which he makes certain
statements. I cangot go' into them all

“tonight. .He says he.will not eontinue ‘to

do business here i I. tell you he. will.
(Cheers).. At the comclusion of his imter-
view, Mr. Shaughnessy says that he'is
not in pelitics.~ Perhaps-he is not. But

it seems to me that -his ac-
tion coincides remarkably with
what  political considerations suggest-

If Mr. Shaughnessy is not in politics just
at this moment I am glad to know it, but
he has stumbled by some strange fatuity
into doing just what a persom would do
if he were in pojitics. (Laughter' and
cheers.) Mr. Shaughnessy and I are good
friends, and I have no feeling against
cither himself or the C. P. R. I had an
interview with him last week, but what is
ithe use of interviews? I know what he
wants, and he knows very well that I will
not yield it. (Cheers.)

We Understand One Another Thoroughly
Well,

and it just depends upon who can stand
out the strongest and show the most firm-
ness in the matter. 1 want to tell Mr.
Shaughnessy that I have, the government
has, considered this.question in all its
bearings and from every possible point of
view. We know from the statement of
the interview which I have referred to
that Mr. Shaughnessy would not pledge
himself ‘when asked by the corporation of
St. John whether, if the I. C. R. would
yield to his demand, he would pledge that
the C. P. R. would continue ‘the winter
port business in St. John. When asked
that question he declined. to say’ he would.
(Cheers.) * He said: *“The €. P. R. will
consider what its interests require at its
hands.”” (Applause.) It is not the busi-
ness that he could get today over the I
C. R. that he is concerned abeut, nor is
it the businesst he ha#” had *fgr the past
fow years, and T #sy this Decause Mr.
Shaughnessy.. told .50 himself. What
he wants 1510 get. do@trol of the I..€.

works at Sydney.. Mr, Shaughnessy knows
that as a result of this' great development
at Sydney the vohiige of ‘traffic done by
the I.°C. R. will be greatly:.added to and
their earnings materially increased, and he
wants to seeure that traflic. (Applause.)
'He admitted that to me himself within
the last week, that it was the future busi-
ness and not the present he was looking
for, and I want to know what the people
of the country would think of me as a
minister of the crown if I had not the
courage and the pluck to say, “You shall
not have it.” (Great cheering.) The I.
C. R. is the people’s railway, it has a gteat
tuture before it, and you will see traffic
carried over it to the port of St. John.
{Cheers.) We want it intact, we want it
to belong to the.peeple ofCamada, and it
will mever be surrendered-while I am min-
ister of railways. (G!'eg;t applause.)

St. John Wilt Get Fair Play.

Now, I want to advise the people. I
think in a limited way, and without being
pressed from benind by delegations or
other influences, I started in the work of
helping the pport of St. John. You will
acknowledgs that. what has been done has
not been done through any stimulating
pressure. I started in myself because I
saw good work could Je done that would
bo produetive,of large Tesults. (I realized
that it wae fair and just fo the port of St,
John that this wopk sliould be nm}gﬁakm..
The government - heantily  supported: m&‘
demands and parliamest Velted:the money:’
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our plans. If I had time I could point
out to you whet we mayfairly and reason-
ably look for in the futuré from the enor-
mous developmentt that is taking place in
this country and in the west, and you
would see that the government was impell-
ed by an enlightened and progressive view
with respect to the I. C. R. A contract
has been made to suply us with 25,000 tons
per annum of 80 pound rails, so that the
1. C. R. may be laid with rails of that
weight from end to end. ' We are now lay-
ing down‘another line from one end of
Cape Breton to the other., We are buying
a large steamer which will take whole
trains across the Straits of Canso. We
are spending a large amount of money to
do this. Would not the people feel that

I had been reacreant to my duty if, afier-

I had persuaded parliament to authorize
the expenditure of these millions, I allow-
ed all that business to pass over to another
corporation and leave the Intercolofial in
a sink hole for all' time to come? (Hear,
hear.) 1 think they would. I do not
think they would approve of my con-
duct. And now I will say what I was
going to say a moment ago. 1
think < that the people of @ this con-
stituency, if they have confidence in the
government, in me, in my good will, in my
willingness and determination to serve
their interests as fully as I can properly
do, would not ask me to sacrifice the in-
terests of every other place on the I. C. R.
except those of St. John. You are not
asking it. You only want fair play, and
fair play you will get. (Cheers.) You will
get it from the government and from the
minister of railways. You will get his best
services, and I ask you to have confidence
that whatever it is possible for a man to
do, to the extent and measure of his abil-
ity, I will do in order to protect your
locality against any injury being dome in
the direction which has been threatened

enable me tb say that mutual condessions’
had been.made. That wes the understand
ing arrived at, and was strictly in aecord-
‘ance with the memorandum which was
initialed by us and given to the news-
papers for publicaton. Mr. Shaughnessy
now says, and Mr, Foster repeated the
statement here the other night, that 1
had made an. agreement which I imme-
diately broke. ‘That is absolutely incor-
rect. 1 have told Mr. Shaughnessy so in
my, own office, and that he thoroughly
,understood I was determined not to sur-
render any- traftic which properly belong-
od to the Intercolomial. I am sorry. the
misunderstanding arose, although I dare-
say he may, in some extraordinary man-
her, have come to the conclusion that we
agreed as he says; but, I certainly never
did. so.

Hon. Mr. Blair, before closing, referred
briéfly to his colleague in the contest in
the Liberal interests in the city and
county of S$t. John, Lieut.-Col. Tucker.
He spoke well of the good work Cod
Tucker had done as representative of the
county in parliament and expressed his
desire that he should again be elected
dand that when the votes were counted
| on November 7, that St. John would! be
in line with two luberal representatives
elected.

Three thunderous cheers, given with
everybody standing, went up fer Hon.
Mr. Blair as the resumed his seat. The
minister had to leave immediately - to
catch the boat for town and the meeting
adjourned with more ringing cheers for
the Queen, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. Mr.
Blair and Col. Tucker, and as a grand
finale, the hearty singing of the natiomal
anthem.

(Cheers.) I am sure, Mr. Chairman, there
is a sense of fair play and of generosity
and justice in the people of ;this constitu-
ency, and that . they will be content to
trust the matter in my hands under exist-
ing circumstances. (Cheers.)

Steamships Are Coming.

I do not believe that there is any bot-
tom bo this agitation; which you have been
told is going to resuit in the loss of the
winter port.. You are told that the steam-
ers are not going to come here. Who says
the steamers are not going to come?

A voice—Schofield. )

Mr. Blair—I do not accept Mr. ‘Scho-
field’s statement of that fact. (Cheers.)
I will tell you why. There are five lines
of steamers which came here last year.
Conitradts have been entered into with
four of them already. The Eider-Dempster
line have contracted with us, and within
a very few days they have applied to peo-
ple to furnish them with deals to assist
in makimg up their cargoes, because they
know, and’ the C. P. R. knows, that the
amount of traflic from the west is going
to be very short this year. They wish to
make up the deficienay in some other way.
The Manchester line and the Furness line
dre’ both'  under contract, and the Head
line has not actually execited the papers,
but are pressing ‘and urging that
they should be made ready at omce.
And yet they say the steamers are not
coming here. I tell' you the steamérs are
coming here 'and I'will tell you that'the
traffic will be brought here ‘both by the
Canadian Pacific 'and the Intercolonial.
‘(Great cheering), and in miy. opinion, af-
‘ter the elections is over and things have
quieted down people will wonder that they
allowed themselves to be humbugged to
the extent thev were into the view that
the C. P. R. was going to leave all thewr

property’ and  their railroad in
Carleton  and ‘make arrangements
with a  foreign railway and ‘run

into a foreign country. And why? All for
love of St. John and the Canadian peo-
ple. (Laughter and applause.) It shows
how strongly they feel and how bound up
they are in a Canadian port. Why they
are almost as zealous as Mr. Foster, and
I certainly never saw any evidence that
‘Mr. Foster was intensely concerned as to
whether he did anything to bring busi-
ness to this port of an export character.
(Cheers.) The whole difficuity in a nut-
shell is that the C. P. R. is demanding
what we cannot yield. It is not reason-
able that we should give it. They do not
demand if for its own sake—they demand
it for benefits which they see will accrue
to them in the future, because they are
envious of the business which they see
looming up for the I, C. R. in eastern
Nova Scotia; they are jealous of the in-
creased business the I. €. R. has been
doing, and they make -this demand now
because they know that if they cannot
squeeze the government and the minister
of reilways on the eve of an election and
force them to yield to their demands their
chances of squeezing them at a latter
date is not very promising. (Cheers.) The
government is friendly towards the de-
velopment of export business all the year
around -through Canadian ports. Sir Wil-
frid Laurier has declared that to be the
policy of this government, and we will do
nothing we can avoid doing that will mili-
tate in the slightest degree against the op-
eration, promotion and carrying out of
that policy; but at this juncture, so far
as yielding to the C. P. R. is concerned, I
am bound to tell you, gentlemen, in all
frankness, that even though I felt that my
political extinction was involved in my not
yielding to the C. P. R. I have reached
after mature deliberation this solemn de-
termination—I have my back against the
wall, and T will not consent to hand over
our railway to the C. P. R at any cost or
at any price that may -be imposed as a
penalty upon my refusal. (Prolonged
cheering).

Mr. Shaughnessy Misrepresents,

Mr. Shaughnessy has said that a year
ago I -entered into an arrangement with
him which I violated. I want to say that
he does not state correctly what took
place. He misrepresents the understand-
ing to which he and I came. At his re-
quest I met him at the Windsor Hotel
last November and we had a conversa-
tion. 1 said to him that this matter
had been talked over a good deal, and
that he knew very well my view. 1
said: ‘‘You know it is impossible for me
to yield to your demand. I will make no
compromise on the subjeat.” He
said to-me: - “I cannot expect you
“to yield upon that point. I do not want
you, however, to put me in a position of
appearing to have been bluffing.” I told
him T .did not want to do so, and that 1
hoped he would be able to make some
suggestion with regard to traffic arrvange-
ments which would enable me to say
that we had agreed upon mutual conces-
gions which would not involve any direct
abandonment: of principle. I was anxious
to meet him upon any ground which did
not involve the sacrifice of essential prin-
ciples in the matter. He thereupon made
some complaint with respect to some
thing that had been done by the Interco-
lonial - in sending off ore or two cars of

The Premier and His Lieuten-
ants at Shediac.

Shediac, N. B., Oct. 24—(Special)—The
people of Shediac and hundreds from sur-
rounding parts of the country, spent the
ddy in an enthusiastic round of delight in
the presence of Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
premier of Canada, who reached here by
special train from Moncton about 10
o’clock. He was accompanied from the up-
per provinces by his secretary and several
upper Canadian newspaper men and from
Moncton by Hon. A. G. Blair, Senator Mec-
Sweeney, Hon. H. R. Emmerson and Clif-
ford Robinson, M. P. P. When the party
arrived at Shediac they were met by a
concourse of citizens and the Shediac
band and were escorted to.the Weldon
House where the premier made his head-
quarters and held an informal reception,
winning the hearts of all by his cordial,
hearty greetings. The town was in gala
attire, the hotels were decorated with
mottoes and strings of flags crossed the
street. Near the depot was raised a plat-
form tastefully trimmed and arched with

.a legend of welcome. It was intended that

this* platform, but' a downpour of rain
thade a change in th¢ programme neces-
gary and the big rink was secured. The
outdoor. demonstration accorded the
. premier was eclipsed by that in the rink.
It was a gathering such as never before

was . seen under a. roof in
Shediac and the ~enthusitasm was
unbounded. Fully three thousand
people gathered in the rink to wel-

come the premier-and enjoy his address.
The platform had been quickly and com-
fortably furnished, and about it the vast
number crowded to their stations 'The
premier, accompanied by Hon. A. G. Blair,
and Hon. H. R. Emmerson, and escorted
by the Shediac band and many citizens,
rcached the bailding shortly after 2.30 p.
m. His entry to the rink was the signal
for an' outburst of applause and cheering,
which ~continued wuntil the distinguished
oratar had taken his seat upon the plat-
form,

Hon. H. R. Emmerson.

Mr. James A. McQueen, barrister, of
Shediac, was chosen chairman, and intro-
duced Hon. H. R. Emmerson as_the first
speaker. Mr. Emmerson was splendidly re-
ceived. He was proud, he said, to stand
before this great meeting, but he knew
the people wished to hear Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, the present and future premier of
Canada, and said he would not impose o

fact that previous to 1882 Westmorland
was represented by a Liberal, the late Sir
Albert J. Smith. Sir Wilfrid Lauricr, he
said,’ was respected not only in Canada,
but was pre-eminently the most prominent
figure in England in the jubilee year. He
was a man who wag national while his op-
ponents were- sectional. While he could
tell* the same story everywhere his op-
ponents could not go to ene province and
speak as they did in another. Mr. Em-
merson said he would have further op-
portumity for giving hts reasons why the
people should vote for the Liberal party
and they were excellent reasons why the
votes would be cast for himself. (Ap-
plause.) It would be voting for prosperity
advancement and a united Canada. (Ap-
plause.) Mr. Emmerson thanked the meet-
ing for his hearing and called on the peo-
ple to make up their minds as he had
done, that Westmorland should be re-
deemed. (Prolonged applause).

Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

Chairman McQueen then introduced Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and at this point the Ac-
adian people, through J. Hebert, J. P., of
Cape Bauld, presented to the premier an
address in Freneh, the reading of which
was frequently interrupted by applause.
When the premier arose to reply he was
tendered a great ovation. He spoke for
half an hour in ¥rench and then briefly
in English. In both addresses he made a
grand impression.- In his English address
the premier said he had been asked to
speak in English .and would be glad to
comply briefly. He made allusions to can-
vasses made by the opposition. e said he
was here as the leader of the great Lib-
eral party. He was its leader, and it was
not by choice or by effort of his. He would
have preferred to have served in the ranks
under Mackenzie or Blake. Put in 1887 he
had been called to the leadership. “I hesi-
tated at first,” he, said, “for personal and
political reasons, personal reasons I need
not mention, but the political reasons I
will tell.

Nothing Like the Moncton Demonstration
Ever Seen in New Brunswick.

Moncton, Oct. 24—(Special)—Sir \Vilfri{‘
Taurier, premier of Canada, spoke it
Moneton tonight and the citizens turned
out in a body to hear him. Residents of
the country districts came into the city in
hundreds by teams and by special trains.
Moncton has never seen suech a night as
tonight. There are thousands -of
strangers within her gates in addition to
her own people. The whole aggregation
was out participating m a political de-
monstration which the maritime provinces
never saw exlelled and which the bigger
cities of upper Canada would find hard
to equal. While it was significant of the
defeat of Mr. Powell and the redemption
of Westmorland county from the Tories
by Hon. H. R. Emmerson, it meant more,
as it is indicative of what a deep feeling
there is through this section of the prov-
ince in favor of the Liberal government,
and a belief in the sure return of Premier
Laurier to the head of affairs in Canada.

"Premier Laurier came here m the mornp-

ing and, after a visit to Shediac, where
a demonstration was given him by thou-
sands, he returned, arriving again in Monc-
ton at 6 o'clock, and was the guest of
Senator McSweeney. Meantime the peo-
ple had begun to swarm into the town. On
the C. P. R. from the east the cars wers
crowded, a special from Sussex and inter-
mediate points brought over 200, including
the Sussex band, all the other trains from
that* direction had many Liberal support-
ers on their way to take part in the greet-
ing. From Shediac a special train brought
about 200 at 6 o'clock. ¥rom Sackville
came nearly 300 and the Sackville band.
They came as part of an excursion train
of eleven cars from Amherst. The Amherst
band came also escorting many Nova
Scotians. From Hillsboro a special brought
some 275 people and the Hillsboro band.
There was a stirring time as each of these
specials reached the city. Buildings had
been decorated with flags and bunting,

£ MR. SHAUGHNESSY'S REASONS.

HW’e trust that all the readers of The
Telegraph have carefully persued the
lengthy document which constitutes the
weport of the committee of the Board of
Trade, which waited on Mr. Shaughnessy,

giving his reasons why he will not under-

take to furnish cargoes to steamships sail-

- ing from St. John during the coming win-

ter. Perhaps a disinterested reader might
suggest that Mr. W. Frank Hatheway, W.
M. Jarvis, W. H. Thorne and W. S.

Fisher, who are all known to be strong |

Conservatives, would not be indisposed at
the preseﬁtutimé to assist Mr. Shaughnessy
in. making -it uncomfortable for the Min-
ister of Railways, when he comes here to
seek the' suffrages of the electors of this
¢ity. A very slight leaven of Liberalism in
the committee would have inspired mor?
confidence in its report, and would have
prevented any one from saying that its
members were endeavoring to strengthen
Mr. Shaughnessy’s posttion to serve a
political end. However, taking the report
as it stands, we fail to see that it estab-
lishes a good case for Mr. Shaughnessy.
That gentleman demands that his company
shall be allowed to canvass for freight
bound west, all along the line of the In-
tercolonial Railway. Now the Intercoloni-
al Railway was built for the purpose of
carrying freight, and if it were a private
xoad its owners would scout the idea of
giving up its freight to the Canadian
Pacific Railway, when they can carty it
themselves. Mr. Shaughnessy does not ad-
vance a single argument why his proposi-

tion should be accepted, with the except-.

jon of the statement that if it is'mot ac-
cepted he will pot bring any freight to
St. John. In other words he is taking ad-
vantage of the present election to make a
demand upon the. government, which is
wholly inadmiesable and which’ no com-
pany would accede to.

Mr. Shaughnessy’s criticisms on the re-
lations between the governmént and the
Grand Trunk are not only ill-timed but
jmpertinent. . Mr. Shaughnessy is well
aware that the bargain, which has been
smade by the government with the Grand
Trunk, is one highly favorable to the gov-
ernment, as the Intercolonial could not
have got into Montreal on such easy terms
in any other way. There is ne comparison,
whatever, between the -arrangements made
by the Grand Trunk and the subsidy
given to thé ‘Short Line, becauee in the

receiving a gift of $186,000 a year for a
railway which they now say they will
cease to use. Mr. Shaughnessy passed over
with a very little notice the gift of this
city to the Canadian Pacific Railway in
the shape of a land property, which is
valued by them at $10,000,000, a subsidy for
an elevator, and the use of wharves, which
have cost the city three-quarters of a
million dollars. e does not think that
these are good reasons for continuing to
do business at St. John, unless he can
force the government into surrendering all
the freight of the Intercolonial to him.
Still more remarkable s the reason which
follows that the present line from Mon-
treal to St. John would require extensive
repairs to make it a ‘profitable one on
which to carry freight. This line, he says,
is so constructed that it would require a
large expenditure to put it in shape, so
that the business could be developed with
a reasoneble prospect of profit and success;
curves would have to be straightened,
grades reduced and ,other improvements
made, which would involve an expendi-
ture of not less than $750,000. In other
words Mr. Shaughnessy admits that this
road, which is receiving so large an an-
nual subsidy from the government, has
been built in such a slovenly and improper

fashion that it is not fit to carry freight. |.

Is that the fault of the government or is
it the fault of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way? We are inclined to think that the
(Canadian Pacific Railway, by whose work-
men the road was built, must bear the
blame.

Aftér reading these reasons given by Mr.
Shaughnessy for refusing to bring any
cargoes to St. John, the people of this city
must feel doubly thankful that they are
not depending on the Canadian Pacific
Railway for their future. Had the old
government remained in power and Mr.
(eorge E. Foster been. the representative
of this province in the cabinet, we would
have still been at the mercy of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway. All our hope of do-
ing any export business would have been
centered in them, and we may be sure
that one demand would have followed an-
other until the resources of this city would
have been drained to their last drop . to
satisfy the claims of this great line which
has received so many favors from us. But
we have now a new government and a new
minister of railways who is friendly to St.
John, and who has done his utmost to
assist us in developing its trade. We have
-terminal facilities on this side of the har-
bor, which have been erected by the mew
government, and the means of carrying on
a large export business over the Imter-
colonial Railway without having to con-
sult the wishes or satisfy the demands- of
the Cenadian Pacific. It is well known
that the reason which has caused’ the
Canadian Pacific Railway to leave at-.the
present time is not the small amount of
traffic which can be obtained between here
and Halifax for carriage west. They ha\'e
other and larger designs in view. They
would, like to take possession of that part
of the Intercolonial Railyay which ‘is
profitable, that south of Moncton and east
of St. John. The vast business which is
growing up at Sydney would be a welcome
addition to their traffic, and in fact if this
demand was granted by the governmeént, it
would speedily be followed by others, un-
til the people’s railway would cease to
belong to the people, but would become
the property of a corporation, which seems
to have no other regard for the country
but the making of dividends for its stock-
holders. :

THE PROHIBITIONISTS AND THE GCV-
EXKNMiNT.

While everyone respects e man who is
a sincere advocate of prohibition, no mat-
ter how much mistaken we may ‘think
him to be in his views, we cannot feel
much regard for men who are endeavoring
0 use the temperance question as a means
of attacking a political party to which
they are opposed. The speeches made at
he meeting of the city and county of
St. John Prohibition Association on Mon-
day evening, show clearly enough that
{he object that had brought them to-
zether was not so much as to advocate
temperance as to attack the government.
It is not true, as stated by eome of the
speakers, that the present government
is in league with the rum-sellers. There
is no man in the government who has any
interest whatever in the liquor ‘traffic,
and there are not many men in the gov-
ernment who are users of intoxicating
liquor in any form. The Hon. Andrew
G. Blair, who has been singled out for
attack, has never been anything else but
a total abstainer. He has been as strong
and consistent a temperance man as any
one in Canada. One would suppose that
Iis long life record us a temperance man
would have protected him from such a
slanderous remark as the statement made
by Mr. Lewis that Mr. Blair in;all hisy
_pokitical life had opposed the temperance
people.  Mr. Lewis, we all know, is 2
Tory who ds very much put ott because
hiy party are out of power anql"ﬂiere is
no ivon work about the Customs House
for him to do. He is simply; making his
temperance principles an excuse for at-
tacking the only government which has
ever given the temperance men-of Can-
ada a faip chance to show their strength.
Mr. Lewis found no difficulty, whatever,
in supporting the governments: of Sir
Johm A. Macdonald, Sir John ‘Abbott
and Sjr John Thompson which had 8ir
John Lhrl‘in.g,' a brewer, as one of it mem-
bers.

Would any states-
man in any country be justified in enact-
ing a measure of so sweeping a charae-
ter as one for the total prohibition of the
manufacture and sale of spirituous liquor,
on the vote of only 22 per cent. of the
population? Such: a suggestion is repug-
nant to common sense, because everyone
must Lnow that a prohibitory  liquor
law, which' had so small a  sup-
port, must hecessarily be a failure. A
prohibitory liquor law would make it
necessary to devise new methods of rais-
ing rewenue; it would involve large ex-
penditure for its enforcement, ‘and, unless
it had the general support of the people,
it could not be carried out. All sensible
temperance men see this, and those who
rafuse to see it must be influenced by
other motives: than mere zeal for the
cause of pmhibition.

THE PRINCE OF POLITICAL CRACKS-
: ME

A great many people were interested
Tuesday, in the perusal of the toroito
Mail’s opinion of Sir Charles : Tupper.
JUES épimon was given in 1891, but there
is mo reason to think that it was an in-
correct one. In fact it bears in itseif
all the evidences of truth. When  the
Mail eipressed this opinion of Sir Charles
‘Tupper it was a strong Conservative pa-
per, as it is pow, although not the lead-
ing organ of the party as it is at present.
The Mail declared in 1891 that Sir Charles
Tupper: represented all that is bad in
political methods, and that has tended
most to debase the mnational character.
It said that his name had become a house-
hold word for corruption, and that he
had been connécted unpleasantly with ‘sus-
picious commerdcial affairs in England, and
added that he would protest his inno-
cence, but that his word was not to be
believed. It described him as the “Prince
of political cracksmen,” and it concluded
by saying that the appointment. of such
2 man to the head of the state would
be not merely the inauguration of vio-
lence and corruption, unredeemed by any
true wisdom or statesmanhsip, but it
would be the signal for-the disruption of
the community and for a moral civil war.

THE CITY’S RIGHTS.

- s

One of ihe stipulations made by the
Canadian: Pacific Railway in their contract
with éhe city of St. John, is that the
company will negledt. nothing that will
tend to create, encourage end. promote
trade. When this clause was mentioned
to Mr. Shaughnessy at the time he was
interviewed by Mayor Daniel and a num-
ber of aldermen, he said that this, agree-’
ment 'did -not 'mean- that the Canadian |
Pacific Railway must make all the sac-
rifice, must carry traffic at a loss to Bt.
John when they could get a better profi
at some other port, or that regardless
of any other condition the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway ‘was permanently bound at
any sacrifice to bring traffic to the port
of §&t. John. This is a distinct repudia-
tion of the agreement made with the city,
because there is no doubt of the true
meaning of the contract made beiween
the city and the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Compamy. The city gave the com-
pany the land, the Qarleton branch rail-
way, the use of the wharves and a sub-
sidy for an elevator, but it did not un-
dertake to compel the dominion govern:
ment to do this or that for the benefit
of the Oanadian Pacific Railway. Mr.
Shaughnessy’s demand on tiye government
for the traffic of the Intercolonial is
quite apart from any contract with the
dominion government and that company,
and the breach of contract, which is con-
templated by him, will not be cured in
any way by throwing the blame on the
government. This is a fact which will,
no doubt, be made known to the railway
company later when their intention to
abandon St. John has been fully shown.

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE C. P. R.

The speech of the minister of railways
in Carleton on Luesday ¢vening may be Te-
garded as a supplement to his speech in
the Opera House some days ago, becau:e
i gave some fuller explanations in regaid
to the situation batween the government
and the Canadian Pacific Raiiwuy, with
respect to the winter port business.

As
it has running powers ovér that portion
of the Grand Trunk from St. Rosalie to
Monitreal, and also over the Vidtoria
bridge, which is the property of the Grand
Trunk, 3t is but natural that there shou'd
be @ traffic arrangement between it and
that company. The traffic arrangement
is this: Any unconsigned freight whiah
originates in -the -territory of the lnter-
colonial and is going west of Monttreal
must be delivered to the Grand Trunk
at Montreal; and any fre ght owigna-
ting west of Montreal and going east to
the territory contzolled by the Intercolon-
1l railway must be delivered by the Grand
Trunk railway to the Inftercolonial at
Montreal.

This arrangement does not prevent the
Canedian Pacfic Railway company from
going into the terr tary . of the Intercoron-
ial and soliciting freight which is to be
delivered west of M:ontreal. If a shipper
sy, .at Halifex, desires that his freight
should go over the Canadian Pacific rail-
way, he can have this arrangement made,
but the freight must be delivered by the
{ntercolonal to the Canadian Pacific rail-
way at Montreal and: not at St. John.
{n other words the Interco'onial raiway
claims the rght, a right which is exer-
dised by every railway company in Amer-
ica, to earry its freight as long a distance
as possible over its own railway. On the
other hand the Grand Trunk railway is
nound to deliver every pound of freight
connng to Intercolonial territory to the
[otercolonial railway at Montreal. Al
though it has a railway of its own to Point
Levis which conneots with the Interco'on-
ial railway there, it cannot -carry ‘this
freight to Point Levis but must surrender
# at” Montreal. Any railway man will
sy that this bargain with the Grand
Trunk is one that ds i ghly favorab e
to the government and cne which gives
dho  Intercolonial raiiway ‘every possible
advantage in respect to the carriage of
fre'ght.

Now what reason can be urged on be-
half of the Canadian Pacific railway to
justify their demand that freight going
west, which originates in the Intercoionial
territorry, should be delivered to them at
St. John and not at Montreal? While
the Intercolonial raifway has mnot been
built for the purpose of making moncy,
it is certainly the duty of the minister of
raihways and of the government to pre-
vent it from Jos:ng money if possible.
The true test -of the -question is what
view would .an outsider, who is not in-
Huenced by local circumstances take of it?
Would any business man in Halifax, Mocne-
ion, Monitreal, Quebec; Toronto or Ham-
iton, if asked to decide this question. de-
slare in favor of thevelaim. of the Cana-
dian, Pacific railway? :Even Mr. Shaugh-
mesy does nolt vemtures to state that it is
a fair claim or thatghere are any ‘busi-
qess reasens- to support - it. Ihe most
he can say is thalt the government ought
Lo grant it, otherwise the Canadian. Pa-
cific railway will lose money in their
export butiness et St. John. This claim,

£ correct, would ‘not’ be a gcod reason'

why the gm’erri'mcnt should sacrifice the
interests of the Intercolonial raibway and
of the people of Carfida. - But those who
re familiar with the subject and who
‘nave the means of knowing ubterly duny
hat the Canadian Pacific railway has Tost
noney by its St: Jchn business, and there-
.ore the only pretense of reason on be-
half of the c.aim falls to the ground.

In viewipg this matter the people of St.
Jobn ought to think what effect will
_he.r action have on the pcople cf cther
sarts of Canada. It is just possible, al-
hough we think highly improbable, that
a majority of the voters of St. John in
their great amxiety to see the winter port
usiness carried on, may comdemn the
che government and Mr. Blair for re-
dst.ng the claims of the Canadian Pacific
raiiway, but if the peopie of £t. John
ook this step, they would stind aione.
they wou!d not be able to find another
consttituency in Canada from Halifax to
Vancouver that would agree with them,
und they woud simply -prove that they
were guided by no principle but only by
selfish considerations. They would in fact
be dmitating the individual in the fable
who killed the goose, that laid the golden
«gg. We do not believe that our cit.zens
are to be regarded in this light. It would
be bad indeed for the future of St. John
if the idea prevailed throughout Canada
.that we thought of noething but ourselves.
A community so selfish and so regard.ess
of the gencral intercsts could not expect
to receive many favors from any govern-
ment or from the people of Canada. We
would sin:ply be pointed out as an ex-
ample to be avoided and we shoulid incur
the hostility if not the contempt of every
community in Canada without receiving
one compensat.ng advyntage. Let it be
understood once for all that the future of
St. John as a winter port depends quite
as much on the goodwill of the people cf
Canada s« it does on the whims of the
Canadian Pacific Railway company.

{ranscontinental railway. But a change
came over the dream of the Canadian
Pacific magnates when the Liberals came
into power, and the department of rail-
ways was placed in the hands of a man
who would not be cajoled or bluffed into
acceding to unreasonible demands of the
Caralian Pacific. Having revealed its in-
tense and unqualified hostility to the Min-
ister of Railways, that company is now
taking such action as will in their judy-
mnent militate in favor of his defeat. Mr.
Blair is & man whom the Canadian Pacific
has found will not be clay in their hands.
He will not be moulded to suit their
views. 1lence he must be removed. But
with Mr. Blair, the interests of the coun-
try, the interests of the Intercolonial, the

interésts of St.- John are paramount. Here-
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in lies the root of the trouble. In the
opinion of the Canadian Pacific people, the
interests of that corporation are.of su-
preme importance. All other interests
must be suberdinated thereto, first, last
and all the time. Hence a cogent reason
for the defeat of the man who is proving
to Le an insuperable obstacle in the way
of attaining their ambitious ends. A
Tory_ government once more in power, the
Canadian’ Pacific would be received graci-
ously at Ottawa, its requests granted, its
dictates obeyed. For this beneficient con-
sumation the Sun and its friends are
struggling with mighty effort. How do the
people of St..John regard it? Are they
prepared ‘to approve such a course—a
course which has.for its ultimate aim the
absorption of the Intercolonial Railway
by the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany? Will it operate in favor of general
prosperity in this province, and for the
progress particularly of St. John, if the
independence of the Intercolonial be de-
siroyed? Will the absence of competition
be a boon, for vhich the people should
longingly stretch Hut their hands? We
answer, we are n. disposed to believe it
possible that any appreciable number of
men would deliberately vote to place this
community in such position as would in-
volve its dependence for railway connec-
tion with the outside world, solely upon
the Canadian Pacific Railway.

Let it be borne in mind now and
always, that it is of incalculable import-
ance that the people’s railway should be
preserved inviolate by the people and for
the people.

BRITISH OPINION ON OUR ELECTIONS.

There is ro doubt that the British
people are watching with great interest
the result of the general elections in Can-
ada. We have referred to this on more
than one occasion and pointed out that
the endorsement of the policy of S.r
Charles Tupper by the Canadian people
would be regarded in England as a step
against the unity of the empire. This
view is fully borne out ¥ the article
from the Western Morning News of Ply-
mouth W ichk we  publish “today.
This paper, which is a very influential
and widely civeulated organ of public
opinion, deals with the Qanadian elections
from a British standpoint. The Western
Mo:ning News recognizes that it is to
Sir Wilirid Laurier and the Liberal party

that they wowe the present extreme'y
close relations which exists between Great
Britain. ‘and Canada. It cays that the
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Libera's of Canada have proved them-
selves to be noble sons of a great empire,
and it expresses the hope that Sir Wil-
frid Laurier will again be veturned to
_cwer by an increased majority. Let it
e remembered that the Western Morning

News is a Conservative paper which, under -

ordinary circumstances, would sympa-
thize with Conservatives in Canada. But
sir Oharles Tupper, by his Hessian tac-
tics, lhas lost the goodivill of the British
(onsarvative party, and they are only
anxious to see him defeated. The West:
minster Gazebte is also anxious for the
success of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. It says:
~We wish with.all our hearts that - Sir
Wilfrid Laurier may hold his own and
come back w.th an increasad majority.
It scoms to us most desirable that a
staunch imperialist, who yet knows how
to conciiiate the Krench Canadian, should
remain at the helm at the present junc-
ture. Sir Chanies’ estremely business-
like imperiaism is by no means to our
taste, and might have uitimate conse-
quences very serious to the empire.” This
view is identical with it which has been
frequentiy expressed in the columns of
‘The Lelegraph. Sir Charles Tupper is the
first man in QCanada who has run an elec-
tion on a policy of disunion and with a
programme, which, if carried out, would
result in the separation of Canada from
the empire. We are inclined to think
that his expericnce at the election which
is to take place on the seventh of Novem-
ber will discourage any future leader of
the opposition from taking up such a
programme.

HON. MR. FIELDING'S SPEECH.

The meeting Wednesday evening in the
Opera House which was addressed by the
Hon. Mr. Fielding was an immense suc-
cess. Mr. Fielding had just returned from
campaign work in the upper provinces, and
was a little hoarse from his oratorical

sign to see the Tories engaged in such work
for it shows clearly that they have noth-
ing else to go upon except abuse of their
opponents. If any man thinks that by
calling the members of the government
“By-town Coons,” Sir Wilfrid Laurier will
lose any votes, he would be a bigger fool
than Mr. Hugh Graham. §

Mr. Fielding, in his address on Wednesday
evening in ‘the. Opera House, thoroughly:
exposed the falacy of Mr. George E. Fos-
ter’s averages with respect to the tariff.
Mr. Foster has been telling the people
that the Liberals have reduced the tariff
only by a fraction of one per cent.; but,
as Mr. Fielding showed, this is utterly
midleading, even if we suppose Mr. Fos-
ter’s figures to be true, which they pro-
bably are not. If a tariff imposed 40
per cent. on such articles of common use,
as woollen goods, and 20 per cent. on silks,
which is the luxury of the rich, and this
tariff were changed so as to reduce the
duty on woollen goods to 20 per cent.,
and to increase the duty on silk to 40 per
cont., the average rate would be the same
as before, but the relief to the ordinary
consumer, who is a purchaser of woollen
goods, would be great, because he would
only have to pay half as much duty as
before, and therefore the tariff would have
been substantially reduced.

The Sun informs its readers that a seat
has been lost to the government. In look-
ing further into its article we find that
the seat of North Norfolk, now held by

Mr. J. Charlton, is the one referred to.
The Tories have concluded not to contest

Mr. Charlton’s seat and therefore the

Sun says it is lost to the government. As
the Sun and other Tory jouruals have al-

ways been denouncing Mr. Charlton as an
annexationist, an explanation will now be
in order as to the reasons which have
caused them to conclude not to oppose
him,

'ike most of: their charges, a gross slander.

During the eighteen years.that the Con-

yer annum. During the four years the Lib-
erals have been in power, the public dth
has been increased at the rate of only
two and a half millions per annum. This
is the best answer to the statement which
the Tories are making that the Liberals
re running the country into debt.

The Sun is much rejoiced to find that
Mr. John Haggart, former minister of
railways, will be returned again for South
Lanark. Mr. Haggart is one of the Conser-
vatives who last winter attacked Mr.

of settlers’ effects there was no freight
sent from the maritime provinces to
these. far-away regions, so that this tre-
mendous logic that Mr. Foster is build-
ing up is all an empty and vain thing
and has no existence in fact. (Cheers).

: Mr. Shaughnessy’s Offer.

Mr. Foster says that the C. P. R. of-
fered to deliver to the I. C. R. their
freight for export this year, and he chal-
}engad me to say why we did not take
it. I have already said in a letter writ-
ten to Mr. Shaughnessy and published
in the press why I did not accept ‘his
offer. What I said was true: We were
not equipped to handle it, and nobody
knowss better than the president of the
Canadian Pacific that the offer he made
was an offer we could not accept. He
knew we could not bring that freight
here by the Intercclonial, take it across
the bridge, run up their line and down
the Carleton bramch and ship it through
their terminals. ‘He says he offered us a
rate the same as the Grand Trunk agreed
to allow us for any freight we get from
ithem. The conditions are altogether dif-
ferent. What we get from the
Grand Trunk we could take with
a view of- shipping at our own
terminals here or at Halifax, but to carry
the freight and ship it as I have indicated
above from Canleton was a totally different
question. I also stated in my letter that it
would cost us a dollar a ton at least to pay
the charges which would be emtailed by cross-
ing the bridge and the difference between the
cost of handling that f-eight on the west
side and handling it at our own terminals on
the east side. A few days after the publi-
cation of the letter, the Sun newspaper came
out with the statement that what I said was
utterly false and that it could be dome for
121, cents per ton. Mr. Shaughnessy, in an
dnterview the other day also ridiculed my
statement and said it could be done for. 1235
cents. Now I did not make that statement
without having information on the subject,
and I think I can satisfy you that Mr.
Shaughnessy’s statement, for some strange
reason, is incorrect. (Applause). You will
readily understand that if you add $1 or 75
cents, or even 50 cents a ton for removing
the freight from St. John to the west side
you are practically making it impossible to
do hbusiness on the low rates which these
freights carry.

Now, is My Statement Correct,

or is that of Mr. Shaughnessy correct? Suppas-
ing we brought him on the platform here this
evening and cross-examined him. Would
not you think the president of the Canadian
Pacific a pretty good witness? I would take
it that his testimony would be accepted ak
final as between my credibility and that of
those who are disputing the accuracy of my
statement. We happen to have had deal-
ings with respect to the bridge and termnals,
and my statement was based upon +those
transactions. First there is the carriage over
the bridge, and mext there is the hauling
over the Carleton branch and the handling at
the west side terminus. This would involve
the government keeping up terminals on
both sides of the harbor. We could not hire
men just as the occasion might demand. I
have here a letter from Mr. Bosworth, who
is the general freight and traffic mamager of
the Canadian Pacific. It is dated November
21, 1899, and he says: ‘‘Replying to yours of
the 16th instant relative to terminal charges
on export ‘traffic to West St. John, it is not
possible, as I think .you will admit on figur-
ing eut our net earnings, to accept less than
76 cents per ton on this export traffic.’” Mark

you, thdt 75 cents does not take into account,

our maintaining the two terminzls. Now
we will hear what Mr. Shaughnessy has to
say: ‘‘Referring to your leotter of the 15th
December, about the chargzs made for taking
freight to and from steamers at Carleton,
St. John, to the Intercolonial, we are re-
quired to pay on export traffc from St. Jcha
to Carleton a bridge toll of 25 cents per ton.”’
He had recently said that 12% cents would
do It all, and yet when we protested against
their charges he wrote that 25 cents per. ton
‘was paid to tho bridge company for bridze
tolls alone. He continues: ‘‘There are 15
cents per tem for handling charges, leaving
35 cents per ton for hauling it to the extent
of six miles and switching on the west side,
which I think you will admit is very moder-
ate indeed. I really do not think, in view
of this explanation, you will feel like urging
any reduction.’”’ .That letter was signed by
Mr. T. G. Shaughunessy. (Cheers). I have
been branded as stating what was not true:
but Mr. Shaughnessy says that 75 cents is the
lowest price they would take, and that he
thinks we should not feel like asking him
for any reduction. I leave you to say how
far astray was the statement I made.

The Price of Locomotives.

Mr. Shaughnessy has sald that he was will-
ing to give us all the cars and locomotives we
required to handle this traffic. and that we
could have the locomotives for $50 each per
season. Now let me tell you what are the
facts. Shortly after the correspondence with
Mr. Shaughnessy which I have referred to
we telegraphed to Mr. Shaughuessy, asking
¢t the C. P. R. could furnish us with locomo-
tives if we required them, and if so what
they would charge? The answer came back
that for the large locomotives such as we
would need the charge would be $12 per
day, which would be for the 90 days cf the
season at the lowest calculation over $1,099
a year for each locomotive; and yet we are
told tbat $30 a year was all they proposed
to charge for their locomotives. (Cheers).
1 make these explanations because the gov-
ernment and myself have been put in a
false position bcfore the people by the state-
ments which have been made in this matter.
The object of these misleading statements in
the press is to get the people so carried
away that they will condemn the government
and consign me to political oblivion.

Mr. Blair then referred to a statement
winich had apeared in the Sun with respect
to the demonstration at Moncton cn Wednes-
day. It had been said in the most dircct and
unqualified way that the Intercolouial had
used its cars to take people to Moucton free
of charge. He wished to give that statement
the most emphatic denial. (Cheers). If the
reporter had cared to use his eyes he would
nave seen the posters at every 'station aun-
nouncing the usual excursion rates, and it
was an utter falsehood to say that passengers
had been carried free. That demonstration
was unquestionably the largest and most en-
thusiastic which had ever taken place in the
proviuce of New Brunswick, and was a strik-
ing evidence of the strength of the govern-
ment cause. He mentioned this because he
telt that the tactics resorted to in this cam-
paign were utterly discreditable. Opposing
newspapers seemed to be moved by tae de-
termination at all hazards aud at any cost,
nowever unworthy, to secure a victory.

In conclusion, the minister said the gov-
ernment wished the people to judge them by,
their record and had no interest in evading
the issue fairly presented. On the one hand
was an appealing party broken and shattered,
whose life and character had passed, leaving
only a wreck; a party whose leaders Sir Mac-
kenzie Bowell styled a mnest of traitors.
Might not this expression mean more—that
they were not cnly traitors to him but to the
country and their trust for the country had
a right to their services unitedly, with con-
fidence in each other and harmoay for the
best interests of Canada. More than this,
in the years preceding 1896, trade was de-
pressed, population stagnant, industries de-
pressed, no employment, wages low, factories
in operation but part of the time, deficits
growing and debt increasing. Was there in
this picture anything so alluring that the
men should go back under whose regime it

President Mitchell Advises the
Union Mine Workers

~T0 GO TO WORK.

Hazleton, -Pa., Oct. 25—The following
statement was given out for publication
ttonight by President Mitchell of the
United MinesWorkers:

“Temporary headquarters, United Mine
Workers of America, Hazleton, Pa., Oct.
25, 1900.

To the miners and mine workers of the
anthracite region;

“(Gentlemen,—Affter carefully canvass-
ing the entire stpike situation, we, your
officers, district and national, have con-
cluded that your victory is so nearly com-
plete that no good end can be secured
by conttinuing the strike longer. The eon-
test has been in progress for 39 days and
the companies empioying you, have, with
few exceptions, signified their willingness
to pay the scale of wages formulated by
the Scranton cgnvention of October 12
and 13. t

“We are aware that some disappoint-
ment and dissatisfadtion has been caused
by the faidlure of the operators in dis-
tricta 1 and 7 to separate the reduction
in -the price of powder from the advance
in wages, but “after careful inquiry we are
satisfied that each mine employe will
adtually Teceive an advance of ten per
cent on the wages formerly paid. In the
Schuylkill and Lehigh regions the largest
companies have agreed that the sliding
scale should be suspended, and that wages
sdhould remain statiomary at ten per cent.
until April 1, 1900, thus removing one of
the iniquities of which you have complain-
ed for many years. =

“YWhile it is true that you have not se-
cured redress for all of your wrongs;
while it is true that the increase in your
earnings will nct fully compensate you
for the arducus labor -you are compelled
to perform in the mines, you have estab-
lished a pewerful organization, which, if
maintained and conducted on business
principles, will enable you to regulate
many of your local grievances and make
yvour emnployment less hazardcus and more
profitable than before the strike began.

“The companies agree, in their notices,
to take up with their mine employes all
grievances complained of. We would
therefore adwise that when work is re-
sumed, committees be selected by the
mine employes and that they wait upon
the supenintendents of the companies and
present their grievances in an orderly,
business-like manner and ask that they
be corrected.

“Your aifention is respectfully called
to, the fact that the laws of the state
of Pennsylvania provide that miners should
be paid semi-monthly ‘“upon demand;”
we should therefore advise that each mine
employe serve notice on the companies
that he expects to be paid his wages twice
each month, as provided by law. .

“The practical bénefits to the miners
which accrue from thorough orgamization
have been so clearly demonstrated during
this strike that it should be needless for
us to urge upon you the necessity of main-
itaining your union intact. We trust, how-

ever, that those who are. now m
of the -union will be unceasing im:1 ]
efiorts to induce all other mine wopker
of Amenica at once; as it will' bé Tpos-
swiblle for you to secure highers wages in
the future, or even to maintdin the pres-
ent rate of wages, unless you are prepared
to offer a united resistance of the pregént
ofier. g

posed Teview in England by Her Majesty.
"These messages were communicated to the
men by Col. Otter. Captain Stairs, of
“H” company, reported that all his men
wished to return to Canada at once, and
Lieut. Lawless, of *1)” company, said that
32 of his men wished to return and 12 to
remain. No further report had up to that
date been received from the other com-
panies. The parade state chowed 285 in-
valided to England, 35 killed and dead
from wounds, 26 dead from diwease, 17
transferred, leaving 789 in South Africa
at that date.

London, Oct. 24.—1he sale of seats for
vantage points where the procession of the
c.ity of London lmperial volunteers can
be witnessed is progressing. There is a
great demand for the seats and high prices
are being realized. It costs from five
shiilings to ‘half a guinea for a seat along
lxdgware road, five to -ten guineas for a
seat in. Piccadilly, a guinea on the Strand
and from two to three guineas along kleet
street. “I’he wine list for the banquet to
the returning troops includes 900 quarts of
champagne, 400 bottles of sherry and 200
bottles of claret.

About the Contract.

London, Oct. 24.—The recent reports
from South Africa that large contracts
for railway and mining material had been
placed in the United States owing to the
lower prices and quicker delivery obtained
there than British manufacturers are caus-
ing indignation in a section of the press,
espectally the statement that Major Gir-
ouard, miliary director of railways in
South Africa, had placed contracts in
America. Replying to a remonstrance
from a private correspondent, Mr. Wynd-
ham, parliamentary secretary of the war
office, states that no orders have been
placed by Major Girouard in America.
He adds that'he is confident that the
alarm ascribed to British manufacturers
le-t they do not have an opportunity
of profittng by the business which will
follow the war is unfounded. "lthe Cape
government and the Witwatersran Com-
pany, hotvever, cannot ‘buy in the most
expensive and slowest market and while
anxious to favor British industries the
conductors of tthe latter must be less con-
servative and turn out their orders cheap-
er and quicker if they ‘want to keep the
South African market.

Washington, Oct, 21.—In this dis-
course on a neglected incident of the
Bible Dr. Talmage draws some com-
forting lessons and shows that all

around us are royal natures that we
may help deliver. ‘1he texu is 11
around us are royal natures that we

hings xi, 2, 3: ‘‘Jenosheba, the
daughter of king Jorawm, sister of
Ahgziah, took. Joash, the son of

Ahaziah, and stole him from among
the king’s sons which were slain,
and they hid him, even him and his
nurse, in the bedchamber from At-
haliah, so that he was not slain.
And he was with her hid in the
house of the Lord six years.”” *

Grandmothers are more lenient
with their children’s children than
they were with their own. At 40
years of age if discipline be neces-
sary chastisement is used, but at 70
the grandmother, looking upon the
misbehavior of the grandchild, is
apologetic and disposed to substi-
tute confectionery for whip. There
is nothing more beautiful than child-
hood. Grandmother takes out her
pocket handkerchief and wipes her
spectacles and put them on and
looks down into the face of her mis-
chievous and rebellious descendant
and says: ‘I don’t think he meant
to do it. Let him off this time.
‘11 be responsible for this behavior
in the future.”” My mother, with
the second generation around bher,
a boisterous crew, said one day: “‘I
suppose they .ought. to gbe .disciplin-
ed, but I can’t do it.  Grandmoth-
ers are not fit to bring up grand-
children.’”’ But here in my text we
have a grandmother of a different
type.

I have been at - Jerusalem, where
the occurrence of the text took
place, and the whole scene came viv-
idly before me while 1 was going
over the site of the ancient temple
and climbing the towers of the
king’s palace. Here in the text is
old Athaliah, the royal murderess.
She ought to have been honorable.
Her father was a king. Her hus-
band was a king. Her son was a
king. And yet we find her plptting
for the extermination of the entire
royal family, including her own
grandchildren. The executioners’
knives are sharpencd. The palace is
red with the bloed of princes and
princesses. On all sides are shrieks
and hands thrown up and struggle
and death groan. No mercy! Kill,
kill! DBut while the ivory floors of
the palace run with carnage and the
whole land is under shadow of a
great horror a fleet footed woman,
a clergyman’s wife, Jehosheba by
name, stealthily approaches the im-
perial nursery, seizes upon the grand-
child that had somehow escaped
massacre, wraps it up tenderly but
in haste, snuggles it against her,
flies down the palace stairs, her
heart in her throat lest she be dis-
covered in this® compassionate ab-
duction. Get her out of the way as
quick as you can,. for she carries a
precious burden, even a young king.
With this youthful prize she presses
into the room of the ancient temple,
the church of olden time, unwraps
the young king and puts him down,
sound .asleep as he is and uncon-
scious of the peril that has been
threatened, and there for six years
he is secreted in that church apart-
ment. Meanwhile old Athaliah
smacks her lips with satisfaction
and thinks that all the royal family
are dead. DBut the six years expire,
and it is time for young Joash to
come forth and take the throne and
to push back into disgrace and death
old Athaliah.

The arrangements are all made for
political revolution. The military
come and take possession of the tem-
ple, swear loyalty to the boy Joash
and stand around for his defense.
Seec the sharpened swords and the
burnished shields! Iverything is
recady. Now Joash, half affrighted
at the armed traimp of his defenders,
scared at the vociferation of his ad-
mirers, is brought forth in full re-
galia. The scroll of authority is
put” in his hands, the coronet of
government is put on his brow, and
the people clapped and waved: and
huszaed and trumpeted. .““What . is
that?’’ said Athaliah. ‘“‘What is
that sound over the temple?”’ And
she flies to see, and on her way they
meet her and say: “‘Why, haven’t
you heard? You thought you had
clain all the royal family, but Joash
has. come to light.”” Then the royal
murderess, frantic with rage, grab-
bed her mantle and tore it to tat-
ters and cried until she foamed at
the mouth: ‘‘You have no right to
crown my grandson. You have no
right to take the government from
my shoulders. Treason, treason!”’

While she stood there crying that
the wmilitary started for her arrest,
and she took a short cut through a
back door of the temple and ran
through the royal stables, but the
battleaxes of tRe military fell on her
in the barnyard, and for many a day
when the horses were being unloos-
ened from the chariot after drawing
out young Joash the fiery steeds
would snort and rear passing the
place as they smell the place of ithe
carnage.

The first thought I hand you from
this subiect is that the extermina-
tion of richteousness is an impossi-
bility. When a woman is gooed, she
is apt to be verv good. and when
she is bad she is apt to be very bad,
.nd this Athaliah was one of the
latcwr sort. She would exterminate

the last scion of the house of Lavig,

There” was plenty of work' for em-
bulmers and undertakers. She would
clear tne land of all God fearing and
God lcving people. She would put
an end to everything that could in
anywise interfere with her imperial
criminality. She folds her hands

and says: ‘‘The work is Jone. It
is completely done.”” Is 1t?" In the
swaddling clothes of that church

apartment are wrapped the couse of
God and the cause of good govern-
ment.. That is the scion of the house
of David, It is Joash, the (vod wor-
shipping reformer. It is Joash, the
friend of God. It is .foash, the de-
moralizer of Baalitish idplatry.
Rock him tenderly, nurse him gent-
ly. Athaliah, you may kill all ihe
other children, but jou cannot kill
him. Eternal defenses are thrown
all around him, and this clergyman’s
wife, Jehosheba, will snatch him up
from the paldce nursery and Wwill
run down with him into the Louse
of the Lord, and there she will hide
him for six years, and at the end of
that time he will come forth for
your dethronement and ebliteration.

Well, my friends, just as poor a
botch does the werld &%ways make
of extinguishing righteousness. Su-
perstition rises up and says, ‘I will
just put an end to pure religion.”
Domitian slew 40,000 Christians,
Diodletian slew 844,000 Chris-
tians. And the scythe of persecution
has been swung through all the ages,
and the flames hissed, and the guil-
lotine chopped, and the DBastile
groaned, but did the foes of Christ-
ianity exterminate it?

Infidelity says, ‘‘I will exterminate
the Bible,”” and the Scriptures were
thrown into the street for Lhe mob
to trample on, and they were piled
up in the public squares and set on
fire, and mountains of indignant con-
temgt were hurled on them, and
learned universities decreed the Bible

out of existence. Thomas Paine
said: “In my ‘Age of Reason’ I
have annihilated the Scriptures.

Your Washington is a pusillanimous
Christian, but I am the foe of Bibles
and of churchcs.’”” Oh, how many as-
saults upon that word! All .the hos-
tilitics that have ever been created
on earth are not to be compared
with the hostilities against that one
book. Said one man in his infidel
desperation to his wife, ‘‘You must
not be reading that Bible,”” and he
snatched it away from her. And
though in that Bible was a lock of
hair of the dead child—the only
child that God had ever given them—
he pitched the book with its contents
into the fire and stirred it with tongs
and spat on it and cursed it and
said, ‘‘Susan, never have any more
of that dumnable stuff here.”’

How many individual and organiz-
ed attempts have been made to ex-
terminate that Bible? Have its ene-
mies done it?: Have they extermin-
ated the American Bible Society?
Have they exterminated the Brit'sh
and Foreign Bible Society? Have they
exterminated the thousands of Christ-
jan institutions whose only object
is to multiply copies of the Scrip-
tures and ®pread them broadcast
around the world? They have exter-
minated until instead of one or two
copies of the Bible in our houses we
have eight or ten, and we pile them
up in the @orners of our Sabbath
school rooms and send great boxes
of them evevywhere. If they get on
as well as they are now going on in
the work ofuextermination, I do not
know but that our children may live
to see the millenium. Yea, if there
should come a time of persecutjon in
which all the known Bibles of the
earth should be destroyed, all = these
lamps of 'life that blaze in our
pulpits and in our families extin-
guished, in the very day that infideli-
ty and sin should be holding jubilee
over the universal extinction there
wonuld be in some closet of a back-
woorls church a secreted copy of the
Bible, and this Joash of eternal liter-
ature would come out and come up
and take the throne, and the Athal-
iah of infidelity and persecution
would fly out the back door of the
palace and drop her miserable car-
cass under the hoofs of the horses of
the king’s stables You cannot exter-
minate Christianity! You cannot
kill Joash! v

The second thought I hand you
from mjy: subject is that there are op-

portunities in which we may save
royal life. You know the profane
i history is replete with stories of
| strangled monarchs and of young

| princes who have been put out of the
. way. But why should we spend our
time in praising this bravery of ex-
pedition when God asks the same
thing of you and me? All around us
the imperiled children of a great
king. They are born of Almighty pa-
rentage and wiil come to a throne
or a crown if permitted. But sin,
the old Athaliah, goes forth to the
massacre. Murderous temptations
are out for the assassination. Valens,
the emperor, was teld that there was
somebody in his realm who would
usurp his throne and that the name
of the man who should be the®
usurper would begin with the letters
T, H, E, O, D, and the edict went
forth from the _emperor’s throne,
“Kill evervhody whose name begings
with T, H, E, O, D.”’ and . hun-
dreds and thousands were slain, hop-
ing by that massacre to put an end to
that ‘one usurper. But sin is more
terrific in its denunciation. It mat=
ters not how you spell your name,
you come under its knife, under . its
sword, under its doom, unless there
be some omnipotent relief brought to
the rescue. But, blessed be God,
there is such a thing as delivering a
royal soul. Who will snatch away
Joash?

This afternoon in your Sabbath
school class thers will be a prince of
God, someone who may yet reign as
king forever before the throne; there
will be some one in your class Wwho
has a corrupt physical inheritance;
there will be some one in your class
who has a father and mother who
do not know how to pray; there will
he some one in your class who is de-
stired to command in church or state.
There are sleeping in your cradles by
night. there are playing in your
nurseries hv day, imperial souls
waiting for dominion, and whichever
gid~ the cradle thev get out will

But I hear people say: ‘‘What’s the
use of bothering children with relig-
ious insiruction? Let them grow up
and choose for themselves. Don’t in-
terfere with their volition.'’ Suppose
some one had said to Jehosheba:

‘whether he likes the place or mnot;
whether he wants to be king or not.
Don't disturb his volition.” Jeho-
sheba knew right well that unless
that day the young king was rescued
he would never be rescued at all. I
tell you, my friends, the reason We
don’t reclaim our children from
worldliness is because we begin too

late. Parents wait until their chil--
dren lie before they teach them the
value of truth. They wait until

their children swear before they teach
them the importance of righteous
conversation. .They wait until their
children are wrapt up in this world
beiore they tell them of a better
world. Too late with your prayers.
Too late with your discipline. Too
late with your benediction. You put
all care upon your -zhildren between
12 and 18. Why do you mnot put
the chief care between 4 and 9?7 It
is too late to repair a vessel when it
has got out of the drydocks. It is
too late to save Joash after the exe-
cutioners have broken in. May God
arm us all for this work of snatch-
ing royal souls from dcath to cor-
onat'on.

The third thought I hand to you
is that the church of God is a good
hiding place. When Jehosheba rushes
into the nursery of the king and

picks up Joash, what shall she do
with him? Shall she take him to
come room in the palace? No, for

the ofiicial desperadoes Wwill hunt
through every nook and corner of
that building. Shall she take him to

the residence of some wealthy citi-
zen? No; that citizen would not
dare to harbor the fugitives. But

she has to take him somewhere, She

hears the cry of the mob in the
streets: she hears the shriek of the
dying nobility; so she rushes with

Joash unto the room of the temple,
into the house of God, and there she
puts him down. She knows that
Athaliah and her wicked assassins
wi.l not bother the temple a great
deal. They are not apt to go very
much to church, and so she sets
down Joash in the temple. There he
will be hearing the songs of the
worshipers year after year; there
he will breathe the odor of the gold-

en censers; in that sacred spot he
will tarry, secreted until the six
years have passed and he come to
enthronement.

Would God that we were all as

wise as Jehosheba and knew that the
church of Ged is the best hiding
place! Perhaps our parents took us
there in early days. They snatched us
away from the world and hid us be-
hind the baptismal fonts and amid
the Bibles and psalmbooks. O glori-
ous inclosure! We have been breath-
ing the breath of the golden censers
all the time, and we have seen the
Lamb on the atar, and we have
handled the vials in which are the
prayers of all saints, and we have
dwelt under the wings of the cheru-
bim. Glorious inclosure! When my
father and mother died and the prop-
erty was settled up, there was hard-
ly anything left. But they endowed
us with a property worth more than
any earthly possession because they
hid us in the temple. And.when days
of temptation have come upon my
soul I have gone there for shelter,

and when assaulted of sorrows I
have gone there for comfort, and
th re I want to live.

I do not care
how hard you are; that is so. I said
to a man of the world: ‘“Your son
and dauchter are going to join our
church next Sunday.

J. R. Armstrong, alderman for Kings

The
man who wou!d vote for Mr. Blair, think
ing he was casiing his ballot for a man
in the next cabinet had better dismiss
-th@t delusion. Continuing, the speaker
said he had recent advices from a civi
servant in Ottawa that the Conservatives
would lave a majority of seven seats in
the next government. He would not
dare, he said, to disclose the official’s
name for fear of his dismissal. Mr. Foe:
ter said he would attempt some pre-
dictions of his own and said his party
would go from New Brunswick to
Quebec with a substanitial majority; from
there to the west the Oonservatives woul
increase like a rolling snowball on soft
Snow.

Mr. Foster then said he was going to
