EV. DR. MCLEOD

MAKES STRONG PLEA
FOR BAPTIST UNION.

Fredericton Divihe Tells Maritime Convention That Their
Differences:Are Too Small to Keep Them Apart—Matter
Comes Up Today — Other Business of
the Session.

Truro, N. 8., Aug. 22—(Special)—On the
{Banphiét convention Tesuming its session
today the first repont of the Baptist His-
torical Society was read and adopted. The
officers of this society for the ensuing year
are: President, Principal E. W. Sawyer;
vice-presidents, Dr. B. . Eaton and Rev.
J. G. Belyea; secretary-treasurer, Rev. J.
W. Brown. This society has been in ex-
istence only for a little over a year, and
its object has been to unearth and place
on record events of Baptist historical in-
terest in different parts of the provinces,
where work has been carried on early in
the centu The plan is to elucidate and
revise all historical documents and for-
ward the same to the Gibrarian of Acadia
College for preservaticn. The sociaty has
resolved that the members representing
the central association wof Nova Scotia
constitute the central committee.

The twenty-sixth annual repont of the
home : mission board for Nova Scotia and
P. BE. Island was then presented,: which
on the whole was very encouraging. In
closing the report it was said that if the
home mission work were to be carried
on with a reasonable degree of efficiency,
a much larger financial provision would
have to be made for its prosecution. The
consideration of this report was carried
over into the afternoon session, occupying
the closing hours before 6 o’clock.

The afternoon session was occupied by
a broad discussion of ‘the so-called “con-
V(\mtion plan” or fixed ratio which denom-
inational funds have been apportioned to
various interests.

The discussion ended in the adoption of
the following resolution, of which R. G.
Haley and Rev. F. G. Belyea were
movers: That a committee be appointed
to consider the claims of the several in-
terests of the enomination wupon the
benevolence of the body in respect to the
matter of special officials to the churches
that this committee shall report to the
present convention. >

The following ‘committee was appointed:
R. G. Haley, St. John; J. J. Wallace,
Moncton; G. E. Burton and Revs. W. N.
Hutchins, 'W. C. Goucher, St. Stephen;
A. Cohoon, Dr. G._O. Gates, St. John;
Dr. B. M. Saunders, Halifux; Dr. J. W.
Manning, St. John.

Dr. McLeod Appea's fur Union.

The convention exercises of today were
crowned by a platform meeting of great
power. The First Baptist church was tax-
ed to hold the assemblage which- listened
to the expounding of the great home mis-
sionary idea. :

Addresses were delivered by Superin-
tendent Rev. M. W. Brown of the home
mission, Rev. E. J. Grant and Rev. L.
Bosworth, field secretary of the grand
Ligne mission. Among those who occu-
pied seals on the platform were Rev. D
Mecleod representing the Free Baptists,
wiho received an ovation, and visiting
brethren Rev. David Long, St. John, and
A. Perry, of, Petitcodiac. Rev. Ww. M.
Brown read the ecriptures, after which
Wm. Cummings,’of Truro, led in prayer.

Rev. Dr. McLeod was called enthusias-
tically to the platform. “You are more
than cousins,” said the doctor,amid laugh-
L.ter and applause. “You look just like our
people. Talking of forward movements,
the forward movements that mppeals to
me is the one toward the unification of
God’s people. Brethren let us mot be
disobedient to the heavenly vision.”

Continuing, Dr. McLeod rferfed to the
proposals toward union made by the Free
Baptist convention which this convention
would take up on the morrow. The points
on which the two bodies agreed were on
the large principles, all the essentials and
the points on which they diffcred were so
sma.l that it would take X rays to find
them.

“Deep down in my heart,” said the rep-
resentative of the Iree Baptist, “is the
conviction that (God meant us to act as
brethren. Together should they work for
the Master. The rule of Christ was the
only thing that counted. The British em-
pire was not built up by the colonies mu-
tually avarring, but by the conquest of
alien people. Honest men must differ. So
did the fathers differ ¢ill their swords rang
sparks. But mow their hands were clasp-
ed and that sehould be the conquering
symhbol for their children.”

Revs. Measrs. Perry and Long also re-
sponded briefly. The former had been at
the Baptist conventions of both Manitoba
and the coast and spoke of the. utmost

condiality which had met him at every |

point.

More Min’sters Needed

Supt. W. M. Brown gave an inspiring
address on whe condition and needs of the
work of churches. There were 231 fieids
in Nova Scotia, 204 in New Brunswick and
27 in Prince Edward Island. Those were
grouped for purposes of superintendence
and this year all groups were almost fully
covered by missionaries of the board.
Nearly 200 Acadia men worked in these
fields this year.

Home mission fields, said <the speaker,
were fruitful in raising up great men as
Rev. W. 1. Stockhouse and Rev. G. H.
Mellick. (Applause.) Mr. Brown then
traced the work in some new Cape Breton
communities, which was inspiring. W. M.
Wiite had labored in the colored fields
with great blessing and:on these there
were now 24 churches. Rev. Arthur Bak-
er had idabored with &lendid resulis.
Twelve churches in Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick would soon be pastoriess as
the students returned to college. Kighteen
good men for now churches were wanted.

Touclhing the question of the man and
the field, he dedlared a big field helped to
make a big man. After the pastor, the
bpard meeded: money. Some mission
churches had progressed toward self sup-
port. 1le concluded with a plea for the
remembering of the home missions when
the money for benevolent purposes was
raised.

Replying to a question Mr. Brown said
if twelve good men could be found the
money ito support them would be forth-
coming.

INOTHER MOVEAGAINST
CHICAGD PACKERS

City Trying to Prevent Them Hous-
ing Workmen on Plants,

Chicago, Aug. 22.—Chicago meat pack-
ers today asked for an injunction pre-
venting the city of Ohicago from interfer-
ing with the housing of employes in stock
yard plants during the continuance of the
batchers’ strike.

The injunction was asked in the name of
the Hammond Packing Company and it
insisted that the companies were violating
no law, and were acting entirely, within
their rights.

Attorneys for the city charged in their
reply to the application for the injunction
that the building ef, phe Hammond Com-
pany did mot contain the requisite number
of fire escapes, stairs, or windows called
for by the ondinance; that the sccqnd
floor with oniy one flight of stairs leading
from it, contained 130 cots, and that the
danger from fire was constant and im-
mediate.

Arguments were heard by Judge Bren-
tano for three thours and they will be
continued tomorrow.

Terrible Onstaught of Japs on Russian Fortress Reported--
British Papers Incensed Over Stopping of Steamer by
Czar's Cruiser-~Japanese Losses Thus Far 28,000
Says Russian Correspondent.

London, Aug. 23.—No further war news
has reached London. According to the
Moscow correspondent of the Morning
Post Lieut. General Stoessel concluded a

.telegram to an intimate friend there with

the words:

“Farewell forever. Port Arthur will be
my tomb.”

The Paris correspondent of the Daily
Chyronicle sends an extraordinary story
to the effect that Russid is trying to in-
duce France to buy Argentine and
Chilean men-of-war for her for the purpose
of reinforcing the Baltic fleet.

Japs Wastirg Thousands of Lives.
i

Liao Yang, Aug. 22—The following is
supplied by a Russian correspondent of
the Associated Press:

“With each additional report from Port
Arthur wonder increases both at the per-
sistence of the Japanese attack and the
heroic stubborness of the defenders of
the fortress. The Japanese are literally
throwing away thousands of lives in the
hope of shaking the courage of the Rus-
sian troops.

“Major General Fock says he is confi:
dent the fortress cannot be taken but that
if it is taken the whole Japanese army will
have to immolate itself on the slopes of
the fortifications,

“There were five desperate assaults on
Green Hills July 26, the Japanese return-
ing cach time with apparently inexhausti-
ble reinforcements. On the final assault
however, the Japanese breke badly, throw-
ing away their guns, cartridge belts and
even their boots to facilitate their flight,
and leaving 7,000 dead or wounded.

“Qur strgeons work heroically, imparti-
ally aiding Japancse and Russians. The

“Japanese were so touched that they they

tearfully thanked the Russian surgeons.
“The assault on Green Hill was repeat-
ed on July 27 and there were frequent
hand-to-hand encounters, the Russians
leaving the trenches to follow their ene-
mies.
“The assault of July 23/ and July 29 on
the Wolf Hills were not followed up, the
Japanese being too severely shaken. We
evacuated the Wolf Hills chiefly for
strategic reasons as the hills made the
lind of defence to long to effectually with-
stand the furious attacks of the Japanese.
“The assault of July 30 was made in the
dark of night in the hope of surprising
the Russians. Sixty thousand men were
hurled against our 13,000 but we drove
them back again and again at the point of
the bayonet. Lt was another Shipka Pass.
“The Japanese poured in fresh battal-
jons and the slopes, covered with the dead
and the dying, literally ran with blood.
“Our 30vh Regiment was forced from
its pesition but the 14th regiment came up
and with the bayonet again dislodged the
victors.
“As near as can be ascertained this as-
sault cost the Japanese 10,000 men.

28,000 Japs Killed Szys Russian Report,

“Phe Japancse losses since the seige be-
gan have been 28,000 men. The explosion
of one mine wiped out five hundred. This
was an awful sight. A voleano of stones
dismembered the bodwes of the soldiers
while the sky was lit up with a purple
glare and the mud walls of the Chinese
villages nvere thrown down by the shock.
After this fight General Stoessel eollected
20,000 Japanese rifles. .

“The Japanese installed twenty siege
guns on the Wolf Hills Aug. 8. Four of
these are 12-inch guns. They have not yet
reached our shore batteries avhich are still
out of range, but they have damaged the
dry dock and the railway station.

“The Japanese are mapping the town
by sections for the purpose of bombard-
ment and they are assisted in this task
by a Chinese engineer who recently de-
serted to them.

“The Japanese fire an average of 800
shells daily and they keep up their fire
both day and night.

Japs Hammer Port Arthur Hzrd,

St. Petersburg, Aug. 22.—A despatch
from Che Foo dated Aug. 22, says that ac-
cording to Ohinese reports the Japanese
yesterday bombarded Port Arthur from 6
o'clock in the morning until 1 o’clock in
the afternoon, pouring in a heavy fire but
that the Russians succeeded in silencing
the Japanese batteries. The Japanese
feet was not engaged, having put further
out to sea.

Jap Shells Did Desperats Work on Vladi-
vostok Cruisers,

Viadivostok, Aug. 21—(Delayed in trans-
mission)—Capt. Berlinski,who was wound-
od in the battle with the Japanese squad-
ron Aug. 4, was buried last Wednesday
with most impressive military honors.
Nearly all the inhabitants of the town at-
tended the funeral.

Most of the injured officers mow in the
hospital are expected to get well, and of
the wounded men the recovery of 312 is
now assured.

The Gromcboi and the Rossia present-
cd a bhattered appearance. Their smokes-
stacks show great rents, while the masts,
bridges and ventilators look like sieves,
and there are marks of battle everywhere.
Guns are dismantled, boats are shattered
and therg are enoromus holes in the

cruisers’ hulls through which a man could
easily pass. Many of. the cabins were com-
pletely wrecked. Some of the Japanese
shells penformed queer actions. On the
Rossia a shell burst in a clothes cupboard.
Garments therein were torn to shreds but
a mirror was not seratched. Photographs
and nick‘nacks on a table near by nere
not disturbed. In another part of the
cruiser the walls were blackened by the
smoke of a fierce fire in which eight men
were burned alive, yet an almanac on the
wall was not even scorched, Abcard the
Gromoboi a shell entered the wardroom
and wrecked the furniture, but a parrot
cage was untouched.

All the officers are full of praise for the
coolness and bravery of the men who died
in the battle without a murmur. Comrades
took their places without awaiting orders.
It was deadly work on the upper decks,
where the gunners were without protec-
tion and shells striking and bursting into
a thousand fragments, killing and wound-
ing men until the deck became a veritable
shambles, strewn with dead and dying and
slippery with blood. Not a single gunner
protected by ceasemates lost his life. The
value of protective . armor was demon-
starated whenever prejectiles struck ®the
armered portion of the vessels.  There
were many deeds of heroism during the five
hour battle, but the greatest praise of all
belongs to Capt. Dabich, of the Gromcboi,
who remained at his post on the bridge
from the Deginning to the end of the fight.
When wounded he persisted in resuming
command directly the wound had ‘oeen
dressed, but yielding to the entreaties of
his officers he sought shelter in the con-
ning tower. No sooner had he entered
than a shell strack the foot of the tower,
glancing upward to the overhanging cover
and entering through the peephole, killing
a_ licutenant and two quartermasters,
wounding two licutenants and again
wounding Capt. Dabich in th¢ head and
breast. Not a single man_in the tower
escaped. There being no one to steer the
ship, the captain, severely wounded though
he was, dragged himself to the wheel and
managed ‘it until another quartermaster
had been summoned.

Russia Will Disarm Shanghai Ships.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 22.—2.15 a. m.—
The mews that the navy department at
Washington ahsolutely denied that the
United States warships at Shanghai had
received instructions to assist in the pro-
toction of the meutrality of China\or to in
any way interfere with the Japanese war-
ships, which did not arrive umtil late to-
night, put something of-a damper on the
feeling of satisfaction, with which the ear-
lier reporis had been received.

Nevertheless, as stated in the Associated
Press despatches, the question relating to
the cruiser Askold and the torpedo boat
destroyer Gromovoi is expected to be ad-
justed as soon as China and Japan come
to an agreement and the ships will be dis-
armed, the admiralty having decided that
it would be sticidal to send them oub
against the wuperion force of the Japanese
lying in ‘wait
Repairing Riddled Cru’sers

Viadivostok, Aug. 22—Repairs to the
cruisers Ressia and  Gromoboi are pro-
ceding rapidly. It is believed it will be
possible to complete¢ them without dock-
ing the vessels and that they will there-
fore take a comparatively short time.

here js a big reservé of naval guns here
already for installation and officers and
men have been already chosen from the
Siberian reserves to fill up the places of
those who were killed or wounded in the
fight with Viee Admiral Kamimura’s
squadron.

The reserves responded to the ‘call
eagerly despite the fact the most of them
are married and that they have had a ter-
rible objecti lesson in the crowd of wound-
ed already in the hospitals here. The
wounded on the other hand are not view-
ing these preparations with equanimity.
The first complaints they have uttered
have been against having their places fill-
ed.

The condition of the wounded gencrally
is gocd and only one has died since they
wer¢ brought ashore. These whose cases
are the most severe are pleading mot to
be removed from Vladivostok in the fear
that they will-not get back to their ships.

30,000 Japs Land at Yin Kow.

Liao Yang, Aug. 22.—Japanese troops

in considerable force are concentrating on
the southern front of the Russian army
and there is continual skirmishing but no
immediate prospect of a big battle. Dur-
ing the night-time there is quite active
firing on the Russian outposts but the
Russian troops have strict orders mot to
reply. ! ‘
The Chinese say that thirty thousand
Japanese troops with two hundred guns
have landed at Yin Kow, part of these
troops going to Newchwang and part to
Haicheng.

The Margaret Ann, loaded with c¢oal
for Charlottetown, deft Pictou Saturday
evening at 6 o’clock, and at 11, off Wood
Islands, encountered a southeast gale and
hedvy blinding rainstorm, compelling them
to run under fbare poles and driving them
on a reef off Governor’s Island.

The vessel filled, compelling the crew to
take to the boat. After drifting an hour
they were picked up by the schoner Bril-
liant, coal daden from Sydney to Ohar-
lottetown. i
™ The Margaret Ann fwas 53 tons and is a
total wreck with mo dnsurance. She is
owned by Captain Sundby.

The steamer Bonavista arrived last night
at Charlottetown, having in tow the pilot
boat Senator Snowball, belonging to the
Miramichi Pilot Club. She left Miramichi
for Charlottetown Friday afternoon.
When four miles off West Cape Sunday
at noon In the middle of a heavy gale
the foesail jibed bringing down the fore-
mast ‘head, which plunged through the
deck. The mainmast went over the stern,
carrying the rigging and sails. When at-
tempting to get under Cape Egmint with
a small piece of foresail, she was sighted
by the Bonavista.

The schooner Pleides, owned and com-
manded by Captain McInnes of unatham,
and loaded with stone for Charlottetown,
was driven ashore an St. Peter’s Island
yesterday morning. The vessel is a total
wreck. The crew were rescued with con-
siderable difficulty by Lighthouse Keeper
Taylor and family.

: The Seefey-Polleys case was concluded
in the police court today, the complaint
being dismissed. The case is one of the
most remarkable ever tried im this city.
It was chiefly noted for the mass of evi-
dence and length of time occupied.

C. G. Polleys was charged with making
fraudulent ‘representations to Affa S.
Seeley, mother of the complainant, to
purchase 200 shares in the Beersville Coal
Mine for $600.

When the prosecution closed its case

this morning the defense asked for dis-
missal without submitting evidence. Af-
tter argument the application for dismissal
was granted. W. B. Chandler, E. A.
Reilly appeared for the prosecution,
and D. I. Welch and Hon. F. J. Sweeney
for the defence.
. The police magistrate in dismissing the
information passed severe strictures on
the nature of the case and class of evi-
dence adduced ‘against the accused. He
declared there was mot a particle of evi-
dence to show that Polleys made fraudu-
lent representations to the Seeleys to in-
duce them to buy stock.

The court also made some severe rriti-
cisms on criminal prosecutions generally,
declaring ithat half of the crim.ntl cases
brought were for blackmailing purposes.
The state of things in crimginal prosecn-
tions in Mondton, to say the least, was
rotten and a disgrace to the city, and the
sooner the citizens awakened to the fact
and effected a cure the betler for the
city and all concermed.

Steeves, the well known livery stable pro-
prietor, reported the loss of $450, which
was stolen from a pocket in his coat as
the latiter was hanging on the wall of his
office. .

At the time of the theft Mr. Steeves
suspected a young man named Gould, who
was working for him. Gould belongs to
Memramecook, and shortly after the rob-
bery was committed, was observed spend-
ing large sums of money at Memramcook
and Dorchester. Shortly afterwards Gould
went to the United States, accompanied
by a Jad whom he induced to leave his
home in Dorchester.

A short time ago Mr. Steeves went to
Boston, where Gould had been located,
and took with him a letter of introduc-
tion to the Boston police’ from the local
authorities. Gould could not be located
in Boston, but it was ascertained that he
was in Woncester (Mass.) Thither Mr.
Steeves accordingly went, with a letter of
introduction from the Boston authorities
to 'the Worcester chief of police. Gould
was identified by him, and today a tele-
gram received in this city announces that
Gould has been arrested and is being held
by the authorities on the charge of bring-
ing stolen money from Canada into the
United States. A large sum of money was
found on Gould’s person. If the charge
is proven, the alleged thief will not be
boought back to Canada, but will be sen-
tenced in Worcester on the charge on
which he is now being held.

Harley Blakney, whose clothes were
found on the river bank at the foot of
¥oundry street F¥riday, was Saturday
morning seen by Conductor A. Robinson,
of the Higin & Havelock Railway, stand-
ing on the end of the train, and that he
went on to Glenville, where, when the
ftrain started, he was seen lying by the
water tank.

But could he hope to carry the Unionist
party with him on such an issue? Well,
he is so skilful and dommeemng a leader
and the Unionist party is so furiously pro-
tectionist, that it is not by any means ‘m-
possible. Already the Unionist papers
are throwing out hints to that effect.

He quotes the London Daily Telegraph,
which supports Mr. Chamberlain, as say-
ing, in a leading editorial, that a great
and growing number of politicians profess-
ing devotion to the Union, put fiscal re-
form before Unionism, and that a great
number of Tories feel their Home Rule
sympathies reviving. He regards this ut-
terance of the Telegraph as foreshadowing
“one of the most ironically curious situa-

THE CHANGES,

In the old days Bonaparte amnd the
French were regarded and remembered
as the great menace to the peace
and integrity of the British Empire. To
men of middle age the great antagonist of
England "and all that England stands for
has always been Russia. Men of middle
age can recall many occasions when war
and peace were in the bwla‘ce, and they
feared the scale would inciine oward war.
Canadians who remember the Crimea, or
who have heard stories of Sebastopol, re-
call how often “Russia” was the word.
Often the Indian frontier was menaced.
Sometimes the British were stopping an-
other gap which had invited the Ruasian
advance. Few Canadians but can recall
some period in their lives when the shadow
of the Muscovite was dark amnd threat-
ening. ' It was this feeling which caused
Canadian sympathy to flow ‘toward Japan
from the earliest days of the present war.
Japan had become Britain’s ally; but more
powerful was the (thought that Russia had
so long been Britain’s enemy. The cher-
ished schemes of the Russians ran counter
to the cherished schemes of the British.
It is not hard, then, to trace our growing
interest in Japan’s successful grapple with
the Czar. Japan is pouring out bood and
jtreasure to proteat and advance Japanese
interests, but already, in exposing Russia’s
weakness and reducing her, in six months,
to the status of a third rate mawal power,
Japan has rendered Great Britain a ser-
vice of inestimable value. Should one at-
tempt to estimalte that value -one shoula
have o count first of all the men and the
millions Japan 'as already used up in
Manchuria. And that would be but to
begin.

The war is but six ‘months old, and
for this year at least, Russia has been
foughtt to a standstill. Eight or mine
months ago Russia appeared to justify her
reputation—her prestige. And ‘her pres-
tige was enonmous. A man of affairs who
had business in a St. John newspaper of-
fice some time before war was begun,
chanced ¢o see a map which was to be
printed mext day. It showed the derritory
which has since been the battleground—
Corea and Manchuria, and the Kastern
waters. The citizen said it would be wast-
ing space to publish  it. “They won't
fight,” said he, “and people here won’t
care even if they do.”” ®He changed his
opinion, even before the day some British
merchant ships were seized or sunk and
alk in England became warlike. Bub
when his comment on the map was made
war was doubtful, and well-informed opin-
ion was that whiie Japan might win a
series of initial successes in Corea, and
even in Southern Manchuria, she must be
speedily overborne by the weight of Rus-
sia. On all sides it was pointed out that
a naval victory early in ‘the war was
Japan’s only hope. Every statement of
Japan’s chances was coupled with another
about the tremendous strength of Russia,
in Burope and in Asia. Japan was gener-
ally referred to as rashly undertaking a
war which must be as bad as hopeiess from
the outset. This was eight months ago,
two monitths before the Japanese torpedo
boats struck at Port Arthur.

Today there is no Russian fleet, and it
is conceded that Russia cannot reconquer

and hold any of the territory
from which she has retired. Even
the Siberian railway is - wuseless for
all her great plans unless she con-|

trols Port Arthur where is its only useful
outlet.

The
nation is not beaten, but only checked and
shaken. But the check and the loss of
prestige have been so great ‘that Russia’s
projects in Asia must wait or be aban-
doned for a very long time. Meantime
Japan’s great strength will grow. And
while Russia i8 repairing damages the
British will strengthen the Indian frontier

in one way and another until the menace
to India from the North will become in-

considerable.

Mhe wisdom of a British alliance with
Japan, at the time it was made, was re-
garded by many as doubtful. No doubts
are expressed now. And Russia’s plight
today leads the world to think more and
more of the value of Great Britain’s un-
challenged sea power.

A PITIFUL RECORD.

With a shock of pity and regret one
learns that in New York during one week
in July more than five hundred children
under five years of age died. The append-
ed table shows how many children under
five years of age have died ghere of in-

testinal complaints each week since the
beginning of July:

Last year some weeks ran as low as 175,
and the average was littie over 200. The
excessive mortality this summer ds be-
lieved to be largely due to an unusuai
amount of rainy weather.

“It dis hard to account- for the great
mortality this year,” said Dr. Cronin, of
the Health Department. ‘“The heat and
the humidity have not been any greater
this year than last—indeed, have been
less—and T feel convinced that the milk
supply is being brought to 'the city under
more healthful circumstances than ever
before, that the milkmen and grocers are
keeping it at the wrequired temperature,
and that our inspectors are taking a genu-
ine interest in their duties. The cause
is probably to be found in the continuous
rains. It is hard on children when they
cannot get out doors from one end of the
day to the other. -Those tenements are
a stuffy 'and mriserable place for babies to
be shut up in when fthe atmosphere is
damp. A grown-up persom on his vaca-
tion tramping the woods finds that his
ntomax:h is equal to greater tasks than
when e is staying indoors most of his
day. In exactly the same way children
lose their ability to digest their food when
they are shut up. The weather has been
better lately and the children’s health has
improved accordingly.”

Dr. Cromin says that parental ignorance
and over-feeding of the children are large-
ly to blame for much of the sickpees,,mnd
adds this significance warning: .

“We figure that 40 per cent. of the in-
fant deaths are among the babies who
are fed on condensed milk, patent baby
foods, and milk which is bought at ran-
dom ©of unrehable dealers. Patent baby
foods, @s well as condensed milk, are use-
ful at times, chiefly when used in com-
junction with other foods, but they build
up in the baby a padding which is noth-
ing but padding, a tissue which burns up
before a fever with astonishing rapidity.”

It is one of ithe most pathetic tragedies
of summer in the great city—this terrible
and in so many cases ignorant sacrifice of
the innocents. Science has donme much,
and is ever at work, but the evils of
crowded tenement life, and the ignorance
and dull indifference which are so apb
to prevail under such conditions are very
hard to overcome.

A SPELLBINDER.

Complaint is sometimes made, even
among gentlemen of the legal profession,
that the age of great forensic eloguence,
like that of chivalry, is past. Stories that
are told of brilliant addresses by learned
counsel, moving the jury to laughter or
tears at the will of the orator, are told
of a bygone period, and of circuit riders
who are generally regarded as without
peers in the ranks of later day advocates.
Who among us has not carefully treasured
the well-thumbed Gems of Oratory of his
sahoolboy days, in whose pages dwelt joy
and inspiration? And who has not le-
mented that there had not arisen in ‘his
awn ‘time and neighborhood one of those
silvery and magnetic
eloquence swayed the heants and minds of
the people?

With joy, therefore, one turns to the
columns of the Carleton Sentinel and dis-
covers that the race is not extinct. The
lawyers of St. John may be commonplace,
and those of obther prowincial towns mere
children in the art of crveating public sent-
iment; but up in Victoria county the past
is restored, and the spell-binders of the
golden age have their laurels threatened by
The Sentinel, hap-
pily, furnishes the evidence. It quotes
the following peroration of an address to
a jury by a lawyer at the Victonia county

rare souls whose

court:

“He (the defendant) is mot the kind of
a man who would cover his face with a
mask, and, when the siivery sheen of uie

of business and dy.naxmte your safe; he is
not the kind of man that with the slow
and stealthy step of the foot-pad would
sneak up behind you on the street of a
dark night, fell you with a slung shot and
relieve you of your watch, chain and other
valuables.

Gentlemen, he
can’t smoke, he doesn’t drink so far as 1l
know; falling to the seductions of the
wandering woman has never been charged
against him, but those who in innocent
confidence place reliance in his honor, his
honesty and his probity, rest, indeed upon
@ broken reed. This is the sanctimonious,
church-going, family-praying defendant, I
now leave to be dealt with as the richly
deserves by an indignant and honest
jury.”

With a rude shock one awakems from
the spell of the orator to learn from the
Sentinel that the jury, gave the plaintiff
a werdiat for $10. No classic ardor burns
in the soul of a Victonia cOunty jury.

A PYBLICIST AT ONE HUNDRED.

Senator Wark, whose first of a series of
anticles written for the Montreal Wit-
ness was republished in The (Melegraph
some weeks ago, comtributes another to
that journal, dealing now with “Britain’s
Wheat Supply and Canada’s Output.” It
is mot very prominently displayed, and
one may guess that the Senator’s ideas
do mot accord with the free trade views
of the'Witmess. The Senator traces the
growth of the demand for foodstuffs in
the United Kingdom, and argues against
the making of another reciprocity bargain
with the United States. He believes
Canada should grow and send by Cana-
dian or British ehips to England all the
wheat meeded there. He says Canada
should be represented in an Imperial par-
liament:—

“A parliament in which the provinces
are mot represented is mot the body that
should legislate for the provinces. 1
ttrust, therefore, that the present Imperial
parliament will soon be succeeded by one
in which every province of the empire
will be fairly represented; then the in-
tberests of the provinces will receive proper
atbention, and there will be no room for
complaints. I trust such a parliament
will ere long be aiding our sovereign.”

Under the old reciprocity treaty, he
argues, “the Canadian farmer carried
what food he had to spare to the point
on the boundary nearest to his farm,

~where he found a person ready to pay

him for it, and pass it into the United
States free of duty, and if it ever reached
Britain the Americans had all the cost of
transporting and handling it. They now
see in our Nornthwest the prospect of a
very rich country. Many of them- are
coming over to share in it, and some are
expressing a wish for a new reciprocity
treaty, but it is to be hoped that our
parliament will adopt means to retain our
wealth in the empire until all our wants
are provided for.” He is unable to see
that we would gain anything by another
treaty. The Senator probably kmows that
Canada is not at all likely to have to pass
upon the reciprocity guestion at all soon.
The United States congress will not offer
any terms, such as Canada would con-
sider, ait least for a long time to come.
Until sentiment across the line has under-
gone a mighty change—one great enough
to overthrow the power of protected in-
terests at Washington—reciprocity will
not become a live issue.

AT LONG RANGE.

It is somewhat surprising to find the
New York Evening Post accepting as
wholly accurate the eanly reports that Ad-
miral Togo fought his action with the
Russian fleet at distances varying from
five to eight miles. It has been stated
that the shell which killed the Russian
admiral was fired by a Japanese vessel
eight miles dx:.t,an’c but the report lacks
definite confirmation, and in spite of the
use of telescope gun sights and improved
range-finders it is most unlikely that
much of the fighting was carried on at
any such distance. I1f the reports of the
officers on both sides should agree that
the battleships were more than five miles
apart during the effective firing, the in-
fonmation would be indeed astonishing.
The Post considers that the long range
reported is the most impressive feature
of the engagement, aside from the ac-
curacy of the Japanese fire.

“Togo,” the Post says, ‘‘seems never
to have approached nearer to his victims
than a distance of five miles ,except with
his torpedo boats, and generally he was
a good eight miles away. Kamimura was
closer to his prey, particularly when his
ships closed in on the Rurik like a pack
of wolves arcund a dying horse; but none
the less he kept at a very respectful dis-
tance, and, like Togo, relied on his heav-
iest guns. When one considers the dis-

Several of the American
ghips at Santiago carried 12-inch or 13-
inch guns. Few hits were made with the
big guns, although the sea was calm and
the ships, therefore, were steady, and the
range as a tule was from one mile to
three. In oceamn target practice no range
approaching eight miles is used. The Jap-
anese may have improved greatly upon
the American gunnery, and the Japanese
admiral desired to fight at long range, as
he had more heavy guns than the Rus-
sians and ’djd not wish to have his own
battle line crippled. But eight miles
would seem too great a ramge at.which
to experiment in a battle upon the result
of which hung so much. Shooting at land
baitteries or bombarding a city is another
matter.

DISCHARGED AT FIFTY.

A somewhat startling result of competi-
tion appears in a brusaily worded order
issued by the manager of a Jarge manu-
facturing plant in New Jersey, dismissing
all men more than fifty years of age from
the company’s employ.. ‘I'he manager told
these men they were useless and must
make way for younger men. Many of
these ‘“useless” men have families de-
pending upon them. Few, perhaps, have
saved any momey. Very few, at least,
have enough to live on for the remainder
of their days. The older the man the
more difficult it is to obtain a new situ-
ation at fair wages. A man at fifty can-
not readily learn a new trade. Discharge,
even for an unjust cause, is a great handi-
cap. The effect of a general adoption of
such a policy would be little short of
frighitful.

No doubt the tendency of keen com-
petition is to crowd the elderly man out,
but that all men of fifty are to be sum-
marily cast aside is inconceivable. The
man who is able and willing to work
should be penmitted to do what he can,
no matter how many his years, if work
be necessary to him.

The labor unions in some places have
encouraged discrimination against elderly
men by insisting that all men doing a cer-
tain class of work, shall receive the same
pay. The unions do not intend to drive
the old men to want. Indeed the idea is
rather to protect them, yet a scale of pay
according to the ability of the workman
would seem absolutely necessary in many
branches of employment. Some day the
hard working man who has toiled until
he is fifty will be able to quit with a
competence, no matter what the nature of
his employment. Until that day comes
the able-bodied workmen who are in their
prime would seem bound to meet the em-
ployer half way in permitting any willing
man to earn what he can, even if he be
three score and ten. Men of fifty are not
to be shelved as useless as long as they
are willing to provide for themselves and
their families. If they were, the younger
men would have to work all the harder.

INSANITARY.

The safety board yesterday made a dis-
covery which many citizens made some
time ago. It is that the sanitary conditions
of the country market leave much to be
desired. The question came up quite un-
expectedly yesterday. The aldermen were
dealing with a dispute among those hold-
ing “market privileges,
asked the market clerk if the place were
not unsanitary and was promptly told that
conditions are wretched.

Pericdically there are agitations about
the slaughter houses and the market, and
périodically the public receives assurances
that something has been done to improve
conditions which have frequently been
described as shocking. As a matter of
fuct something really was done some time
ago to alter affairs in the market for the
better, but the work was not thorough.
Of late neglect has rendered some parts
of the place most offensive.

The committee appointed by the safety
beard will do well to make a tour of in-
spection on Saturday night, and if their
examination is thorough tvhuy‘will feel like
recommending some drastic changes,
cluding, perhaps,
from the police on days when the crowd
is greatest.  Vigorous measures by the
safety board cannot be taken too soon.
The place in which so many people buy
their meat should be made as unobjec-
tionable as possible.

Acadia Institutions Extolled in Ad-
dresses Before Large Gathering
Saturday Night--The Convention
Sermon Yesterday Listened to by
Large Congregation.

Truro, N. 8. Aug. 20—(Special)—The
maritime Baptist convention met this
morning at 10 o'clock in the First Bap-
tist church. with attendance of fully 350
delegates, R. G. Haley, B. A, of St.
John, the retiring president, in the chair.

After short devotional service the con-
vention opened for transaction of busi-
ness.

The report of the board of governors
of Acadia University was then read by its
secratary, Rev. Dr. Kempton.

The rest of the morning session was 0c-
cupied in discussing this report, which
was accepted as read.

In the afternoon, after correspondence
was disposed of, the report of the min-
isterial education board was read by its
treasurer, . Boakes, Wolfville. The amount
neceived from treasurers of denomination-
al funds for Nova Scotia, New Brunswick
and P. E. Island is $542.53. The amount
appropriated by the board.to assist seven
students of Horton Collegiate Academy is
$238.50.

The report of the board of governors
was further considered, the financial report
being read by the treasurer, Rev. A. Co-
hoon. The expenses of the college were
$16,852.08, the proceeds $13,925.14, leaving
a deficit of $2,926.90 for the year. In re-
gard to college residence for the year
there is a surplus of $116.70 in the treas-
ury. Horton Academy shows a deficit of
$1.081.16 and Acadia Seminary a deficit of
$996.51.

For the second forward movement fund,
the total amount received is $19,595.70; of
this $14,717.58 has been expended on re-
pairs to the college buildings. The trust
funds on hand amount to $242,151.45.

The report of the committee on tem-
perance was read and adopted, describihg
the evils of intemperance and recounting
the work being done in the cause of pro-
hibition. The following recommendations
were made:—

1. That this convention again records
its endorsation of the principles of total
abstinence for the individual and prohibi-
tory law for the dominion.

2. That all our church members by pre-
cept and example try to influence others to
abstain from the use of intoxicants as a
beverage.

3. That we do our best to elect to of
fice men who are total abstainers as well
as possessing other qualifications.

4. That we give our sympathy and prac-
tical suppont to officers in executing the
law.

5. hat this convention does mot ap-
prove of the Gothenburg sysbem.

6. That for prohibition, the _people
throughout Camada will continue to work
and pray.

7. That we are grateful to know that so
many of our churches use the unferment-
ed wine at the Lord’s Supper.

Throng at Evening Session.

At this evening’s meating the First
Baptist church was filled, many having to
stand. President Cummings presided. The
speakers of the evening were Prof. K. W.
Satvyer,Rev. 1. D. Morse and Dr. Thomas
Trotter, who spoke on educational sub-
jects.

Prof. Sawyer, who was but lately ap-
pointed to the principalship = of llorton
Academy, spoke of the work being done
there. It was rveally ithe back door of
Acadia College for.it supplies the college
with more than one half its students and
is an important factor in the progress of
Acadia. Twenty4five years ago almost all
of the students of the college passed
through the academy but since’ 1899 only
about a third came from there.. The rea-
con of this could not be determined. Some
people said the changed conditions of high

school education were accountable for this.
But it was shown that the high school
did not give the prospective college stu-
dent as superior a: preparation as the col-
legiate school, for in the high school many
superfluous studies were taken up, studies
which were not actually needed before en-
tering college; therefore actual college
preparatory work could mot be had there.
It was said that in Maine there were four
Baptist collegiate schools anu the reason
for this was believed to be that people
had a better idea of what was needed. He
knew (Horton Academy was mot all it
might be but he fully believed there was
not its equal in the maritime provinces.
Its moral tone was of the highest and that
counted for a good deal, its curriculum
had been arranged with a view to produe-
ing the best results and to properly de-
velop the mind and its religious life was
promoted. Ohristian influence there was
strong. Its manual training department
was well equipped. "

It was peinted out that the success and
worth of the academy could not be meas-
ured by dollars and cents, for its aim was
{o promote the best bhat was in a man,
and often what really was the most sue-
cessful year was the,year when they had
ithe largest deficit. The school was what
the people made it, and was principally
supported by the Baptist denomination.

Rev. L. 1. Morse’s subject was Chris-
tian Education. MThis, he s2id, was an all
round education. The first item needed
in education was the proper kind of teach-
ers. Johm the Baptist's teachers were his
father and mother, who were strongly
Christian, and their early influence over
their pupil exerted itself all his life. The
teacher- should not only be able to teach
the student useful kmowledge but should
be able to wield a good influence that
would make itself felt even when their
charge had left their tutorship. Thisend
was considered when the teachers at Aca-
dia were appointed. The speaker had no
use for :the professor who was so broad
that e lost sight of God’s purpose. Their
object was to provide as good a Christian
training as possible, to have Acadia be a
thoroughly Christian institution. No man
was in a condition to do his best until
he was in the right attitude towards God,
that is the indwelling of God’s spirit was
a great educator.

Dr. Trotler’s Address.

Rev. Dr. Trotter recalled some events of
the previous convention. He reviewved
some of the work dome by the seminary
during the past. year, which on the’whole
was considered quite prosperous. The sue-
cess was to a large extent due to the effi-
ciency of Principal H. T. DoWolfe. The
speaker said he often talked about the
liabilitics of the college, but tonight he
would review the assets. One qf these was
environment, the situation of the institu-
tions being unsurpassed in Ncva Scotia.
Another was their accymulation of prop-
erty and the various buildings, the col-
lege, seminary, gymnasium, Chipman Hall,
manual training hall, academy and resi-
Jdence. The large dcampus was mentioned
and the farm in connection with the in-
atitutions. Of the institutions, the colloge
was endowed to the amount of $240,000, a
very handsome asset and thougli there was
a certain debt yet the financial prospects
were very bright. ;

He told his hearers to think of their.

history, the work that the. institution has
been and is doing for the glory of God,
their indwelling spiritual life, the service
that the college has rendered to the world
by producing so many uprigit, able and
intelligant men who havé ., done untold
zo0d to humanity. !

The thigh standing of Acadia with the
larger wcolleges, was spoken of and it was
shown that Acadia men were the equal
of those from more famous colleges.

All through the doctor’s speech. his
forceful statements were pupctuated by
enthusiastic applanse. In concluding he
save a eulogy on the life of Rev. Dr.
Nawyer, who has spent his life in the in-
terests of the institution and whose pres-
ent success is largely due to his untiring
efforts. Some of the institution’s other as-
sets were its supporters, its senate and
board of governors, and lastly God was
with them and considering all things they
felt themselves rich indeed. (Prolonged
applause.)

Convention Sermon. . .
Truro, N. S., Aug. 21— (Special)—The
convention sermon of the Baptist conven-
tion in Truro was preached this morning
in the First Baptist church, more than 400
being present.

FATHER DEAD

George Wheaton Lost Life in
Blasting Operations in
North End.

SAD HOME-COMING.

His Daughter Arrived from Presque
Isle on a Visit, Knowing Nothing
of Shock Awaiting Her—Father
Had Been Struck by Rack Thrown
by Blast.

George Wheaton, of 40 Brook street,
died yesterday afternoon from the effects
of an injury received during blasting oper-
ations on Elm street.

His daughter, Mrs. Herbert Morrell, ar-
rived from her home at Presque Isle
(Me.), on the Boston express last evening.
She was totally unaware of her father's
death. She alighted from the train with
smile-wreathed face, and those who_ had
undertaken to acquaint her with what had
happened found that their duty had be-
come €ven more painful than anticipated.

A North End clergyman, and about a
half-dozen_friends and relatives were at
the station, and as the train entered thcy
tould see M.s Morrell with her infant in
her arms.

A brother-inlaw entered the coach, and,
bearing the baby, assisted her down the
car steps, around which her friends were
grouped, each with a heart full of deepest
pity.

It had been agreed that mo hint of the
fatality would be given until all reacaed
the saddened Brook street home, 'uif s. 1€,
as they saw her holding up her baby to be
admired and felt the hearty shake of her
hand could ill restrain their emotion.

All were dreading one thing—that she
might make direct inquiries for her father,
for it was believed that she had been ex-
pecting him to meet her. Instead she
chatted about her trip, coddled her baby,
and wanted to hasten home, for it was
late, and she was anxious to sce her par-
ents and family. <

They walked along the train shed and
into the . depot building, some smiling
bravely, but thg majority almost over-
whelmed. Near the waiting room door
they stood irresolute, as if wondering if it
would be best to reveal what they knew.

A few feet away hung a newspaper bul-
letin. It boge in black poster type what
they dread:&\tn tell.

Mercifully Mrs. Morrell did not look in
its direction and after a few moments
more of uncertainty the party proceeded
toward the station entry, she avalking
briskly in.advance, and her following com-
panions sharply conscious of the fact thav
a few minutes more and her voice would
be brolken with sobs and her eyes dimmed
with tears.

The Fatality.

Mr. Wheaton nvas about 40 years of age,
and is survived by a wife and five children.
There are three girls and two boys, all
but one, residents of this city.- A sister
is Mrs. Grant, of Weymouth (N.S.).

The fatality oceurred between 2 and 3
o’clock yesterday afternoon, while blasting
for the city was in progress in the rear of
the Dufferin school, Eim street. Benjamin
Moore, of Marsh Bridge, was in charge of
the men. and Mr. Wheaton’s duty was
shovelling the broken rock into a cart and
conveying if to a stone crusher a short dis-
tance away.

Mr. Moore said last evening that the
first he knew of the accident was when a
man ran up and told of seeing a body
lying by a cart. He hastened down and
<iw the body was that of Mr. Wheaton.
The back of the skull had been ‘blown
away and the brains were ouzing out. He
had been struck by a flying piece of rock.
He was distant just 140 feet from where
the blast went off. The distance was mea-
sured by Superintendent Winchester.

Dr. Mclntyre was summoned, but noth-
ing could be done. The man was taken
to the hospital in the ambulance and
death occurred about 4 o'clock. Mr.
Moore, who has forty years of work to his
credit, says that the blasts were well cov-
ered, and the customary precautions
taken.

MARITIME BOABD
OF TRADE WINDS
UP BUSY SESSION

Resolution Favoring a Fast Atlantic
Line, Double Tracking l. C. R-
and Other Matters Passed.

Monecton, N. B., Aug. 19—At the Board
of trade meeting this mocnng the fast
Atlantic question was orought up by Mr.
Payne, of Halifax, who moved that:

“Whereas, the construction of a second
transcontinental railway and the growing
expansion of Canadian exports and im-
ports indicate the imperative mecessity of
utilizing Canadian shipping to the fullest
possible extent in order to keep pace with
constantly increasing internal develop-
ment; and,

“Whereas, the majntenance of a eepar-
ate summer and winter Atlantic mail ser-
vice between Britain and Canada, has
proved inadequate to the requirements of
the Canadian commerce, and

“Whereas, it has been stated - in the
dominion parliament that ninetenths of
the Canadian mails to and from Great
Britain arve despatched and received via
New York; and,

“Whereas, the home government has
recently granted the largest mail subsidies
on record to assist in the construction of
the two fasbest steamers in the world for
service at foreign ports; and,

“\Whereas, ‘the establishment of a Cana-
dian fast Atlantic service affords a ma-
terial all round decrease in mileage and
consequently a more rapid conveyance of
the imperial mails to and from the Ori-
ent, and

“Whereas, the Atlantic ports of Can-
ada are several hundred miles nearer the
motherland than other ports and better
adopted for rapid ocean mail transit on
moderate lines, therefore, be it

“Resolved, that the Maritime Board of
Trade strenuously protest agaimst the
present divided system of Atlantic’ mail
transit, which at a cost of over $1,000 per
day only provides an ocein mail service
very slightly, if at all in advance of the
average time of delivery for the Atlantie
mails at the inception of ocean steamer
navigation three-qarters of a century ago,
and further

“Resolved, that in view of the fact that
over twenty steamers with & speed of
from 20 to 25 knots are now plying on
the North Atlantic the time has arrived
for the people of this dominion of Can-
ada, with' the aid of its government, to
inaugurate the long promised fast Attlantic
service on the basis recently suggested by
an acknowledged authority on the subject
as. to the fastest ocean steamers om the
shortest ocean passage.” <

‘Phis was seconded by Capt. Read, of
Summerside,and supported by Capt. Allen,
of Summerside, and Mr. Stephen,of Hali-
fax.

The resolution was adopted unanimous-
1y.

Double Tracking the I. C. R.

Mr. Starr, of Wolfville, submitted 2
resolution calling for the double tracking
of the Intercolnial and the reduction of
grades, where possible, in order to accom-
modate the increased traffic that would
result from the fast Atlantic service. Mr.
Starr spoke at /some length in suppert
of the resolution, which was adopted.

0. E. Smith, of Halifax, said the mat-
ter of exchange on cheques between
banks and their agencies had become one
of a rather serious chraracter. Banks had
opened agencies in ‘all parts of the prov-
inces, and business men in remitting were
obliged to lose the exchange. He objected
to the excessive charges, which in the ag-
gregate amounted to a considerable sum.

The boards of trade of St. John and
Halifax were requested to take the mat-
ter up with clearing houses.

J. B. DeWolfe, of Halifax, submitted a
resolution in favor of government owmer-
ship ‘of cable and telegraph lines. Sceond-
ed by Capt. Read, of Summerside, who
said that if persons on P. E. Island de-
sired to send a message to Boston, 25 cents
could be saved by sending to a friend in
Sackville and’ asking him to repeat from
there. He thought this a disgraceful state
of affairs. Adopted unanimously.

A ‘telegram was read from E. K. Spin-
ney, of Yormouth, thanking the board for
electing him president.

This completed the business, and after
the ‘transaction of some minor matters
the board adjourned, and were afterwards
photographed.

O INPORTING OF
MIED MOLASSE

Important Regulation Issued
by the Customs De-
partment,

IT'S FOR PURE GOODS.

As Result of Molasses War, Impor-
tations Must Hereafter Come
Direct by Vessel from Place of

Production or Its Shipping Port—

Will Have Noiél{lg_?ffect’oh Trade

The trade in mixed molasses in Canada
has received a severe blow, from which
it is molt likely to recover. i

Hereafter molasses must come direct by,
vessel from the place of production or its
shipping port, or pay a practically pro-
hibitive duty. A mew customs regulation
has settled the question.

This is a decided victory for the advo-
cates and imponters of pure goods. The
change is a result of the molasses war of
whidh particulars were given in The Tele-
graph months ago. Direct importers have
found themselves for some time competing
with ithe mixed goods of a foreign com-
bine. Vigorous protests were made, 2n in-
quiry was instituted, and as a result there
is a nmew customs regulaltion.

Hereafter Porto Rico molasses must
come direct from Porto Rico, ! not by,
way of an American pomt, where there
may be a mixing plant. The same is true
of Barbados, Trinidad and other West
India molasses. It is also probably, true
#hat . under ‘the Tegulation New Orleans
must come direct if imported here.

One effect of the change will-be to give
pure molasses a much larger market, for
large quamtities of American mixture have
been going into the upper provinces. The
new regulation is as follows:—

Under section 18 of the tariff amendment.
molasses admitted to entry under item 441
of the customs tariff, 1897, must be imported
direct from the place of production (or its
shipping port) under regulations made by
the minister of customs. These regulations
require that molassess produced in the for-
eign West Tndies and admited to entry, un-
der said tariff item 431, shall be imported di-
rect to Canada by vessel from a port in
the West Im@ies. Direet shipment is also
required in respect of molasses produced in
British. countries and admitted free.

St. John importers are much gratified
with the change, as a mumber of them
were active in pressing for such action
as would shut out the mixed goods.

The foreign combine which forced priceek

above a mormal figure last year met with
one meverse last spring,’ when mew pure
goods were brought in and offered at @
fair price. It has mow meceived another,
in the negulation just issued fto collectors
of customs. Necessarily, the direct im-
porters will reap am advantage, and the
retail trade and the consumer will mot
be offered mixed goods under the brand
of the real article.

Gem’r:\l?Boot«h, who is now making what
wist ' now®be  described as a triumphant
rogress through England, traveling in an
vtomobile, began to preach when he was
fifteen, in the open air at Nottingham.

Ic entered the Methodist New Connexion
Church, as minister, fifty-two years ago,
nd, after being a traveling evangelist, he
ettled down to ordinary cireuit work for

few years. It was in 1861 that he re-
igned, in order to devote himself entirely

o evengelistic work, and in 1865 the first
egan to make special appeals on behalf
f the destitute population of east end
.ondon. This effort was first called the
Shristian mission, and it was not until
878, or twenty-six years ago, that it re-
eived the title of the Salvation Army.
Jjke many great movements for the
crld’s derision and insult, and, so far as
1ere externals were concerned, there were
o doubt exaggerations that lent them-
lves to ridicule. But fundamentally the
bjects of the Salvation Army were great
nd sound, the saving of the lost, and the
plifting_of the submerged, spiritually,_and
materially.  General Booth and his family,
nd many devoted licutenants, caring
othing for the world’s contempt, cheer-
ully pursued their way, and the results
have  been marvellous.

Last year, for instance, the Salvation
Army had 7,558 societies, established in
orty-nine countries and colonies, under
5310 officers, that is, men and women
1aintained for the work. It has also or-
anized a great system for the benefit of
he submerged, starving, vicious and crim-
nal classcs, and in connection with that
ranch of the work, it has fifteen sceial
arms, 120 rescue homes, 58 workshops,
helters for accommodating 16,718 people,
89 food depots, and it supplied meals dur-
g twelve months to 7,891,663 people, and
what not.

was simply the farewell &tatement of a
man who said he found further existen:e
unbearable, According to the message,
this family life was anything but har-
monious. He become a fugitive from
justice. But he desired Yo point out that
he was guiltless. The work of others was

the cause of his ruin. (He suffered and |

would choose death in prefq‘enc‘e to a con-
tinuance of life under such circumstances.

He charged the captain to sée that the
letter addressed to his wifé. would safely
weach its destination. Both letters he
placed between the handles of his dress
suit case in his eleeping section and after
tnaking an inquiry of ampther occupant of
the apartment, left the place and Was
not seen againm,

The Man to Whom He Last Spoke.

‘The person to whom it is presumed
{Mr. Brigham last spoke is Capt. D. L.
Taylor, of the W. H. Johnson Company,
pianos; this city. Oapt. Taylor, who is a
Civil War veteran, marnched at the head
of the Wisconsin detachment in the

Boston last week.

. Friday at moon he boarded the Calvin
Austin, intending to return to this city.
He was ussigned sleeping quarters in the
fower pontion of the steamer and after the |
boat had got under way found that he
was to have a sleeping companion for thé
voyage. He was presumably about 28
years of age, slender, with brown mous-
tache. He twore a dark tweed suit and
carried a dress suit case. ‘As soon us he
ascertained Capt. Taylor to be a G. A.
R. man he made 4 remark concerning the
great parade, but it wis not long ere Capt.

Talked of His Troubles.

About twenty minutes before midnight
Brigham entered and resumed a convlrsa-
tion he had earlier in the evening.

Brigham came in he did not maice
any attempt. fo disrobe, but sat on a
chair and continued to talk of his mis-
fortunes. He would comverse for a few
minutes, then occupy another chair, talk
awhile and again shift his position. Present-
ly he took several lebters from a pocket
and while reading them commenced to cry.
He then recommenced his narrative of
general mnhappiness and was told that
possibly he was not thc only person who
bore worrgws. The captain had troubles of
his own, also. Presently Mr. Brigham
asked for the loan of a lead pencil and
shortly afterwards Capt. Taylor endeav-
ored to go to sleep.

About 3.30 o'clock Brigham finished
writing and carefully enveloping and ad-
dressing two epistles, placed them be-
tween the handles of his grip. Then he
stepped outside. Capt. Taylor did not see
him since.

The Official Record.

The rain storm started Saturday after-
noon and continued until 8 o’clock Sunday
morning and was the heaviest on record
for the month of August and ncthing to
approach it has occurred since the record
breaking rainfall of the June 24, 1901,when
the main was accompanied by a most severe
thunder storm. ’,

At that time the rain fall was 4.90
inches, but the storm lasted longer than
this one.

The rainfall of Saturday night and Sun-
day morning was phenomenal for its heavy
downpour and the amount recorded in so
short a space of time. The total fall re-
gistered at the observatory was 3.80 inches
between 4 p. m. Saturday and 3 a. m. Sun-
day. The self-recording rain gauge at the
observatory shows that the dewn pour
was heaviest between 10 o’clock Saturday
night and 1.35 o’clock Sunday morning.
Between 9 and 10 o’clock Saturday might
the recording instrument shows' 0.22 inch;
10 to 11 v’clock, 0.53; 11 to midnight, 0.90;
midnight to 1 a. m., 0.95 inch, and for the
second quarter of an hour after midnight
rain was falling at the rate of one and a
half inches-an hour.

During ‘the night the wind from south-
east to southwest recorded from 18 to 24
miles an hour, shifting to northwest and
north Sanday morning with clearing
weather.

In Qarleton many roofs were not prooi
against the assaults of the rain. At the
corner of Rodney and Ludlow streets the
catch basin refused duty and the street
was gullied. []

The N. B. Southérn Railway had to give
some attention to a washout a few miles
from Carleton and had a crew of men at
work Sunday.

The C. P. R. was caused practically no
trouble by the sterm. Some parts of the
Carleton branch meeded a little attention
where the rain had washed out the bal-
lasting.

At Mispee, a message t0 the Telegraph
says, there was a regular cloudburst and
in that vicinity a great deal of damage
was dome. The Mispec stream was in six
hours swollen to a volume mever attained
even at high freshet time. Forty feet of
the culvert at Blacklock’s sbore was swept
away, the Burns bridge was carried away
totally and swept into the Bay of Fundy.
The approach to Thomas’ bridge was gul-
lied out and damage of $150 done. Nearly
every culvert in the vicinity has suffered.

The roads between Mispec and St. John
are reported to be in very bad shape after
the storm. The rain was the worst re-
membered by the oldest people. Some
wood was carried away and several hens
were drowned in the flood.

The men under canvas at Fort Dufferin
had their troubles. The tents were not
capable of affording shelter and some of
the men found refuge in a barn.

QOur hearts are appealed to, mot only
by the great wotk which this scciety has
done apd is doing, but by the many un-
improved opportunities.

Touched by the magic hand of home mis-
sions our offerings are increased to a mul-
titude with which to bless both home and
foreign lands. We do mot discourage of-
ferings to foreign missions, but we em-
phasize the importance of home missions.
A. McLean, corresponding sccretary of the
foreign society, speaking of churches
planted and fostered by the ‘A. C. M. S.
said, “Churches thus planted and fos-
tered “are related to the work in the non-
Christian world as the roots of a tree are
related to the branches: Without vigor-
ous Toots the tree will wither and die.”
Speaking of the two things—men and
means—required for the conquest of the
world, he says: ‘“The men meeded for
Africa, for China, for Japam, for India,
and for the islands of the sea, must come
from the churches in this land, if they
come at all.”

KEvery agency
helps forward the main purpose of the
missionary enterprise.

The Disciplez of Christ gave $681,000
last year for home and foreign missions,
'Fhey have missionaries in all parts, in
the United States, in many parts of Can-
ada, and in all the great heathen fields of
the world. Mhe disciples are growing in
numbers at a rate that is the marvel of

“all the religious bodies in America. They

number now 1,250,000; in twenty-five yéars
it is confidently believed they will num-
ber 5,000,000. They are growing in wealth
and in missionary zeal as well. The out-
look is bright and full of promise.”
