SOME UNIONISTS ARE OPPOSED The gas franchise question was dis­

cussed last night at the special meet­
ing of No. 2 committee.

The representatives of the company 
owning the Romney fields were heard, 
and they offered to bring gas to Lon­
don for 30 cents a thousand.

Nothing was done, however, as Mr. 
F. G. Runball, president of the London 
and Western Counties Pipe Line Com­
pany, was unable to be present.

Another meeting of the committee 
will be held Monday afternoon next, 
when both concerns will be heard.

Mr. A. C. Munson, of Chicago, pres­
ident of the Indiana Gas Company, 
which is exploiting the Romney and 
Tilbury fields, could not attend, but 
Mr. E. Mackay, of Leamington, and 
Mr. J. Wishart, of Chicago, appeared 
on his behalf.

Romney Gas.
Mr. Mackay first addressed the com­

mittee. He said he represented the 
company which owns the Romney and 
Tilbury gas fields. They have 10,000 
acres of land under lease and have at 
the present time 30,000,000 feet of gas 
in sight. They are "leasing more land 
all the time, and by January expect to 
have at least 50,000,000 feet of gas 
ready for distribution. He claimed that 
they have the largest wells in the 
country. One well alone produced 12,- 
000,000 feet of gas, while another ran 
7,500,000 feet.

An Explanation.
“This field must not be confused

The matter was thor­
oughly discussed and the opinion that 
some move should be taken prevailed.

There has been trouble between the 
Labor people and the liquor men for 
some time.

It was thought that the unions were 
not receiving proper consideration at 
the hands of the hotelkeepers and 
breweries, and that union-made goods 
were discriminated against.

Not long ago a circular was sent to 
the hotelkeepers In the city asking 
them to show more consideration to 
union goods, or a move would be made 
to reduce the licenses. Only two hotel- 
men replied to these communications.

Local Option.
A large number of the members of 

the council last night were in favor

a vote on local option, but it was 
pointed out that the time for the pre­
paring for taking such a vote had 
elapsed, and the only thing that could 
be done now was to ask the city coun­
cil to reduce the number of licenses.

This would materially assist the 
union men, it was thought, and would 
compel the hotelmen to treat the 
unions better. If it did not have the 
desired effect, they would next year 
ask for a vote on local option.

The petitions will be ready this 
week, and will be circulated by union 
men throughout the city.

Pembroke, Nov. 4. — A destructive 
fire broke out here this morning which 
for a time threatened to wipe the town 
off the map. As it is the damage will 
run up into hundreds of thousands of 
dollars, many of the finest buildings 
are now smoking ruins, and although 
the fire demon is now under control, it 
was only after the most stubborn fight 
by the local brigade, augmented by all 
the assistance that could be hurried­
ly sent from Renfrew and Arnprior.

Fanned by a high wind the 
flames ran down the street, jumping 
from one building to another despite 
the best efforts of the fire-fighters to 
quench the flames.

Even though disappointed 
with the immediate result, there is no 
cause, and there will not be any loss 
of faith and confidence in the justice 
of labor demands and their successful 
achievement. Action consistent, in­
sistent and persistent, will achieve for 
the toilers the triumph of the cause 
of labor and the cause of human jus­
tice. Though temporarily defeated, 
labor Is not conquered. The future is 
ours."

Over this is laid a thick covering of 
paper, and after leaving an air space 
of an inch, another floor has been 
laid.

These floors have been the cause of 
considerable discussion, and at one 
time Engineer Graydon issued an order 
to discontinue laying them. The trust 
has protested strenuously to the coun­
cil about the quality of the flooring, 
claiming that it is a shame to put such 
lumber in so splendid a building.

“The doctors didn’t want them.

“The heating system is an experi­
ment as far as we are concerned. The 
buildings will be heated by a hot air 
circulation system, the heat being 
forced through the rooms and corri­
dors. The walls are all double and 
the heat will be forced through the 
spaces between them. These buildings 
will be two-thirds empty for years to 
come, and yet the citizens will be ask­
ed to pay a big bill in taxes for their 
maintenance every year.

London, Nov. 4. — A fight for a 
European throne is soon to be decided. 
Time was when such a struggle would 
have been settled on the field of bat­
tle. The disputants of today will be­
take themselves to the law courts.

The prize is the throne of the inde- 
! penden Grand Duchy of Luxemburg. 
The disputants are the present occu­
pant of the throne, the Grand Duke 
William Alexander, and his six beau­
tiful daughters on the one side and 
his. cousin. Count Merenberg, on the 
other.

When it was seen that the advent 
of a son to the present Grand Duke 
was extremely improbable the Luxem­
burg Parliament last year passed a 
special law making it possible for a 
daughter to inherit the throne. It is 
this law that Count Merenberg will 
endeavor to have set aside. To do 
so he will have to raise the question 
of the legitimacy of the issue of a 
morganatic marriage.

The Count is the son of the late 
Duke Nicholas of Nassau, uncle of the 
present Grand Duke, and is the near­
est male relative of the Grand Duke. 
But he is only a morganatic cousin, 
for a romantic history attaches to the 
marriage of his father and mother.

Nicholas of Nassau fell in love with 
a beautiful Russian actress, Natalie 
Poushkine, a married woman. After 
her divorce he married her in London, 
raising her to the rank of Countess 
Merenberg. He married no other wife 
and the Counts and Countesses of 
Merenberg might thus rank as legiti­
mate children.

The history of Europe teems with 
morganatic marriages, especially in 
Austria. As a rule the royal person 
who contracts one of these marriages 
abjues all rights of succession for his' 
or her children. The Grand Duke 
Franz Ferdinand, heir to Francis 
Joseph, Emperor of Austria-Hungary, 
is morganatically married and has re- 
nounced his right of succession for his 
son, but it is fully expected that when 
he comes to the throne he will per­
suade the Austrian and Hungarian 
Parliaments to recognize his son as 
legitimate, with full rights of succes­
sion to the crown.

throne of Austria-Hungary.
Luxemberg is a tiny neutral state 

which was created an Independent 
grand duchy by the treaty of London 
of 1867. Sandwiched between France, 
Belgium and Germany, it measures 
fifty miles by thirty-two. It has its 
own Parliament, and other machinery 
of government, with a most placid 
recent history.

The capital is built on a rock rising 
precipitously on three sides to a height 
of 200 feet. In olden days the town 
was one of the most formidable fort­
resses of Europe. One great military 
authority placed it only second In 
point of natural vantage to Gibraltar, 
and It was besieged and starved out 
in the wars of France, Germany and 
the Netherlands. After the treaty of 
London it was found a matter of ex­
treme difficulty to dismantle and de­
stroy the fortifications so as to pre­
vent them from being an object of 
covetousness to the surrounding na­
tions.

Luxemberg has Its own stamps and 
coinage, but the latter only runs to a 
half penny and a penny, an indication 
of the lowly aspirations of its people. 
They speak a dialect which might be 
roughly described as Low Dutch with 
a provincial French' accent. The official 
language is French, and as far as the 
manners and customs of the well-to- 
do classes go the country might be­
long to France. But small and humble 
as is this little agricultural state, it 
is an Independent Grand Duchy, and 
to reign over it is to be a somebody, 
so the fight in the courts between the 
reigning duke and his cousin will 
probably be keen.
