I felt persuaded that lie had discovered me,-
During these few ivords, he gare me an occa-
sional glance, in ôrder, as I thought, ta ascertain
what effect bis allusions might have upon ny
feelings. His conduct brought to nmy mmd the
superhuman skill attributed ta him, in penetrat-
ing the most secret thouglhts of an unwiliing wit-
ness. I believe I had presence of mmd sufficient
to baffle him, and Father O'Donovan, with great
tact, receved bis observations as applied gener-
ally, and wiithout any particular reference.
