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The making of the President V
This decision was communicated 
by the President to the Board. The 
Board considered the matter in 
some detail, and in the end, 
agreed with the committee that 
Dr. Anderson could not be 
automatically reappointed and 
that a search for potential 
candidates had to be made. Some 
days later, Dr. Anderson wrote the 
Board of Governors and the 
Senate advising them that he did 
not intend to reapply.

The search committee then 
proceeded to the business of 
advertising for a president in all 
the appropriate ways. It is thought 
that between 40 and 60 people 
applied for the job, although 
exact numbers are not available.

Since the matter of having a 
university president is very 
important, the Board had to 
appoint an acting president until 
such time as a new president was 
officially appointed. The UNB Act 
says that this appointment must 
be made from among the 
Vice-Presidents of the university. 
Only Dr. Condon from UNBSJ and 
).F. O'Sullivan, Vice-President 
Administration, were then eligi­
ble, as Dr. Kavanagh is an acting 
vice-president. The Board ap­
pointed Dr Condon.

From the time the search was to 
have officially ended (late in the 
term last year) and now, there has 
been a great deal of concern as to 
who would be nominated by the 
committee. The committee's 
security was very tight indeed, 
and only rumors circulated, most 
often contradictory. The local 
newspaper reported a couple of 
times that candidates were about 
to be put forward.

The action heated up again 
aarly in August. Two things 
happened: First, the committee 
came up with a recommendation 
for a presidental candidate; and 
second, quite a number of the 
nembers of Senate decided that 
the way the committee had done 
:ts business was unsatisfactory.

In an in camera session of the 
Senate meeting late in July, a 
motion was put forward contain­
ing the principle of no confidence 
in the search committee. When 
the motion was introduced, there 
was some question on the 
legalilty of such a motion, since 
the committee was a joint one, 
and the Senate was only one-half 
of the basis of the search 
committee. Acting President 
Zondon, chairman of the 
meeting, said he had checked 
;his, and found that the Senate 
aad every right to express its 
apinion and thus the motion was 
acceptable. After much debate, a 

vote was taken which ended in a 
tie. Chairman Condon voted to 
defeat the motion. This did not 
necessarily reflect his personal 
opinion, as it is usual for à 
chairman when forced to vote in 
the case of a tie, to vote for the 
status quo.

In the UNB student handbook 
a page is devoted to a discussion 
of what the university president 
is, as far as students are 
concerned. Most students are 
aware that he is the top man in 
the university, and know he has a 
lot to do with how the university 
runs, and in many ways, how the 
university is seen by the outside 
world. There is no doubt that he 
has a lot of responsibility, or 
power, whichever way you look at

I
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From UNB's inception, presi­

dents were appointed without 
fixed terms, that is until the 
retirement of President Emertus 
Colin MacKay. At that time it was 
decided that a fixed-term 
appointment was more suitable 
for such an important officer. In 
this wav, forced review of the 
man's performance was ensured. 
The first president appointed 
under this system was Dr. Dineen, 
who unfortunately did not live 
until anywhere near the end of his 
term. The second was Dr. John 
Anderson.

In early summer 1978, Dr. 
Anderson directed the attention 
of the Board of Govenors to the 
fact that his appointment was 
scheduled to end in approximate­
ly one year from that time. A 
decision had to be made as to 
how this situation was to be 
handled The Board of Govenors 
decided that the best approach 
was to appoint a committee, a 
search committee, to examine Dr. 
Anderson's performance and then 
to recommend to the Board of 
Governors and the Senate (for this 
is a joint committee) whether or 
not a full search should be 
implemented for a president.

This committee, under the 
chairmanship of Dr. I. Unger, 
went about the business of 
assessing Dr Anderson's perform­
ance in, no doubt, many ways. 
One, which we are aware of, was 
the sending of approximately 600 
letters to faculty and other key 
people at the university. These 
letters asked the university 
community to express their 
opinion on the job Dr. Anderson 
did.
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impression that the sponsors of 
the motion did not act in an 
entirely responsible manner, or, 
failing that, that they 
making things awkward for the 
nominee. At that same meeting, 
the Senate voted to not make any 
decision on a possible president 
until the university was in session. 
The Senate also reaffirmed that 
students had a right to listen to 
any candidates talk at the 
scheduled 'university community' 
sessions.

It is generally thought that the 
response to this letter campaign 
was relatively limited: 50-75 
letters back. These letters, 
however, excited a great deal of 
debate in a Board of Govenors 
meeting. The search committée 
had decided and made it clear, 
that after -the letters had been 
examined by the committee, they 
would be destroyed. Some 
members of the Board thought 
that instead, the letters should be 
placed under seal, in the archives.

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j thof the agreed-upon 
selection procedure for the 
president is that the candidate 
will give a presentation to the 
university community and that 
this gathering may ask questions.

Bearpit Session?

Between sampling trips, I found 
myself in Fredericton in the midst 
of the great bearpit debate. I was 
aware that students could attend 
the meeting with Dr. Cassano, but 
I think I ended up going that 
overcast Wednesday because I 
was the only Brunswickan staffer 
in sight.

I can only say that in many 
ways it was quite a sight to see. 
Hundreds of professors going to a 
lecture hall; literally streaming 
into Head Hall.

Dr. Israel Unger opened the 
meeting and stated the ground 
rules. Dr. Unger said that the 
meeting was open to the 
university community, (faculty, 
students and staff) and anyone 
who didn't qualify should leave. 
He said that Dr. Cassano would 
make a short presentation and 
then those present could ask 
questions of the candidate.

Dr. Cassano's presentation took 
about an hour. He stated his 
academic qualifications and his 
current research interests. He 
then discussed in some detail his 
work experience as he saw it 
relating to the job of UNB 
president.

Dr. Cassano started at the 
University of Windsor about 10 
years ago. His progress up the 
ladder seems somewhat above 
average. Two years ago he was 
elected president of the faculty 
union at Windsor and spent 
"thousands of hours" around the 
bargaining table negotiating that 
"all important first contract". He 
tried to emphasize that this 
experience gave him a pretty 
good picture of the problems of 
both sides, and that if he were 
appointed management here at 
UNB (where the faculty is 
presently working on a first 
contract) his experience would be 
valuable to UNB.

The University of Windsor has 
undergone drastic (20%) reduc­
tions in student populations in 
recent years. Dr. Cassano

outlined the steps he had been 
'involved in managing faculty size 
and stabilizing the enrolment. 
UNB has not suffered this decline, 
and Cassano noted that this 
experience at a university where a 
decline had taken place would be 
useful to combat the potential

meetings with officials, senators, 
governors and the university 
community. He also spent a day 
at UNBSJ.

Dr. Cassano wiii be at UNB 
again in a few weeks for more 
meetings and there will be a joint 
meeting of the Senate and Board 
of Governors to decide on his 
acceptability. At that time, the 
search committee will present, 
move and second only Dr. 
Cassano. Other candidates can be 
nominated at that meeting by 
Senate and Board of Governors 
members.

Dr. Cassano also talked about 
his experience in lobbying 
government to pay more atten­
tion to the universities. Apparent­
ly he was part of a group of 
professors who descended on the 
cafeteria of the legislature in 
Ontario and buttonholed anyone 
they could find to talk about 
university funding. He stated, 
several times, that it was 
important to keep the general 
public aware of what universities 
were doing. He also suggested 
more research involvement with 
various government agencies on 
local problems.

Dr. Cassano did not say too 
much about students, but then 
there were not too many students 
there. He did talk about programs 
he had been involved with to fit 
the course offerings with respect 
to time, place, and content, to 
when the students could take 
them. He said at Windsor it was 
found that many courses were 
being given when students 
couldn't take them. That is, 
courses available at night were 
wanted in the day and vice-very. 
Problems of enrolment affect us 
all because lowered enrolment 
means reduced courses and 
higher fees, and so thus many of 
those comments were pertinent to 
students.

The question period opened, 
and the first serious question 
concerned how Dr. Cassanc 
himself felt about a meeting ot 
this kind. The questioner noted 
that the local paper had termed it 
a bearpit. Dr. Cassano said that he 
had been informed right at the 
outset that this meeting was a part 
of the search procedure adopted 
by UNB. He said that he was 
prepared to make the presenta­
tion and field questions. It was a 
little surprising (to me) but quite a 
number of rhetorical (to be kind) 
questions were asked by various 
professors, some of which would 
have rivalled those asked at an 
SRC meeting.

There will be another 'bearpit' 
session early in term. The August 
one was interesting, but I felt it 
academic, on the whole. It is up 
to the members of the Board and 
Senate to make these decisions. It 
is up to them to examine a 
candidate far more carefully than 
is possible at a public meeting. It 
would have been more useful, in 
my opinion, for the search 
committee to have obtained from 
Dr. Cassano a written presenta­
tion of his speech and make it 
generally available.
