RRINC1 l'AL A LT K K AT ION S.
Classification of all matter passing hy mail within the Dominion has been 

simplified, and important alterations have been made in the regulations respeet 
ing the transmission of miscellaneous matter between Canada and the United 
States.

The registration fee on letters to the United States has been fixed at Ô cents, 
as formerly.

The limit of weight for closed parcels sent from Canada to the United King 
dom has been extended from three pounds to four pounds.

KIR ST CLASS MATTKK.
Includes letters, post cards, legal and commercial papers wholly or partly 

written, and other matter of the nature of a letter or written correspondence.
The rate of postage on a letter posted within the Dominion of Canada, for 

transmission by mail to any place in Canada, is d cents per halt ounce weight; 
but the statute provides that this rate must be prepaid by postage stamps at the 
time of posting the letter.

Any such letter posted wholly unpaid (or not prepaid one full rate of d 
mits) cannot be forwarded to its destination, but will be sent to the Dead Letter 
( Hiice, hy first mai/, for return to the writer.

Letters as aforesaid posted in Canada, and addressed to places in Canada, 
w hen w eighing more than half an ounce, and liable therefore to two or more 
rates of postage, w ill be transmitted by mail to destination, though not fully pre­
paid, if as much as one full rate of d cents has been prepaid thereon by postage 
stamp, and will in such cases be forwarded charged with double the amount of 
deficient postage. 1 lius, if such a letter weighing more than l oz., and not ex­
ceeding 1 oz. in weight, be posted prepaid d cents only, it will be rated t> cents 
unpaid 1 ‘ insufficiently prepaid ’ —and forw arded to its address.

On letters posted at an office to be delivered from it, commonly know n as 
</rnf> h tiers, the rate will be I cent per A oz. ; to be in all cases prepaid by postage 
stamp affixed to such letter w hen posted. Drop letters, if ie-directed to some 
other post office in consequence of a change in the residence of the person ad 
dressed, become liable to the ordinary rate of d cents per oz., less the amount 
prepaid. Insufficiently paid drop letters will be rated w ith double the amount <>t 
deficient postage.

NKWSKARKRS.
Newspapers and periodicals printed and published in Canada, mailed by the 

publishers in the post office at the place where they are published, and addressed 
to regular subscribers or newsdealers in Canada, resident elsewhere than at the 
place of publication or at the place of publication, provided it be not in a city 
oi tow n where free delivery by letter carrier has been established—are transmit 
ted by mail to their respective addresses in Canada, the United States or New 
fou ml land free of posta»/*.

On all newspapers and periodicals posted in Canada, other than those ad­
dressed from the office of publication, to regular subscribers or newsagents in the 
Dominion, including all newspapers and periodicals published less frequently than 
once a month, the rate w ill be onr cent per four ounces, to be invariably prepaid 
by postage stamp. Newspapers and periodicals weighing less than one ounce 
each may be posted singly, if prepaid by postage stamp one half cent each.

States newspapers or periodicals, re posted in Canada, must he piepaid hy stamp, 
at the rate of I cent per 4 ozs., or traction ot 4 ozs.

A newspaper t ■ pass at tin* above rate mentioned is subject to the following 
restrictions : It must have no cover, or a cover open at both ends. It must have 
no writing thereon hut the name and address of the person to whom sent and the 
name and address in print of the publisher ot newsagent As regards trail 
aient newspapers passing within the Dominion of Canada, however, simple marks 
calling the attention of the party addressed to any particular paragraph or adver 
tiscment w ill he allowed, provided that such marks are Hot of the nature of a 
letter.

M1SCKLLANKOCS M ATTKK.

On all pamphlets, occasional publications, printed circulars, prices current, 
hand hills, exhibitors' entry tickets for I dominion or Provincial exhibitions, book 
and new spaper manuscripts ; printers proof sheets, w hether corrected or not : 
m tps, prints, draw ings/ engravings, lithographs, photographs, when not on glass 
or in cases containing glass ; botanical and entomological specimens, when pro­
perly put up, so as to prevent injury to the contents of the mails ; sheet music, 
whether printed or written ; doeunn nts wholly or partly printed or written, such 
as deeds of land, mortgages, made under seal (including chattel mortgages), in­
surance policies (including renewal receipts w hen attached to the policies), voters 
Ii-Ts, militia and school returns, <u other documents of like nature, the rate of 
postage is I cent tor each 1 ozs. : provided that no letter or other communication 
intended to serve the purpose of a letter be sent or enclosed in any such package 
or thing mentioned, and that the same be sent in covers open at the ends or sides, 
or otherwise so put up as to admit of the <• intents being, if necessary, easily with­
drawn for examination by the ollicers of the Dost < Mlice to ensure c e *e with 
this provision ; it enclosed m sealed envelopes notched at the ends or sides, or 
with the corners cut off, letter rate of postage will be charged ; and that the post 
age rate be prepaid by postage stamp or stamped post bands or wrappers, in all 
cases. Limit of weight. 4 pounds.

No packet of miscellaneous matter can be transmitted by mail it it exceed *2 4 
inches in length or 1*2 inches in width or depth.

Legal and commercial papers generally (including bank pass-books) are not 
inrhoh.il in thinl-r/ass matter, but arc liable to b'ttf r nifr of postage, except when 
sent as parcels by I‘areel Dost, and the exceptions above given to matter of that 
class are restricted to the documents specified -such as deeds and insurance 
policies.

I he rate of postage upon packages of seeds, cuttings, bulbs, roots, scions or 
grafts, is I cent for each 4 ozs., which must be prepaid by postage stamp. The 
limit of weight is 4 pounds.

I Tinted or lithographed circulars, that is, printed or lithographed letters 
which are ’ ’ for transmission in i<l< nfical h nils to several persons, and the
whole or the greater part of which is produced by means of ordinary type, engrav­
ing, lithography, the electric pen, or any other mechanical process easy to recog­
nize, prices current, hand bills, and other printed matter of a like character, are 

. chargeable w ith a rate of 1 cent per 4 ozs , which must be prepaid by postage 
stamp. I he letter rate of postage must be prepaid for any communication of the 
nature of a letter not w holly printed, whether it is placed in an open cover or not.

Patterns or samples, when practicable, must lx* sent in covers open at the 
ends, and in such a manner as to he easy of examination. I hit samples of (lour, 
seeds, drugs and such like articles, which cannot he sent in covers of this kind 
hut sin'll articles only may he posted enclosed in boxes, or in hags of linen or 
other strong material, fastened in such a manner that they may he easily opened, 
so as to enable the otlicers of the Post Office readily to satisfy themselves as to 
the nature of the contents. Ordinary paper hags or covers should not he used 
tm enclosing Hour or other similar mattei.

There must he no writing upon or in any packet except the address ot tin- 
person for whom it is intended, the address of tin- sender, a trade mark or num­
ber, and thu price of the articles, or such words as may he ncct <sai y to indicate 
precisely the origin and nature of the merchandise.

PAIUKI.S.

Parcels closed at the ends and sides, and not exceeding ."> pounds in weight, 
may he posted at any post otlice in Canada, for conveyance to any other post 
otliee in the Dominion, at the following rates : For each parcel weighing not 
more than 4 ozs,. (i cents; exceeding 4 ozs., and not exceeding S ozs , P2 cents : 
for each additional 4 ozs., or fraction thereof, (> cents.

The following conditions must he carefully observed : No letter or letters 
must he enclosed. The parcel must not contain any explosive substance, glass,

’, tish, fruit, or other mattei likely to injure the ordinary contents of tin- 
mail. The weight of tin* parcel must not exceed f> pounds, nor the size exceed *2 
feet in length or I foot in breadth or thickness. The postage must he prepaid by 
stamps.

The parcel should have the words “ P»y Parcel Post, ’ plainly written on the 
address. It should he well and strongly put up, and he legibly addressed to tin- 
post office address of the intended receiver, the name of the county in which the 
said office is situated being added.

If the name and address of the sender he written on the parcel, it will, it 
delivery should fail from any cause, he returned from the Dead Letter Office un­
opened to the sender, on payment of an additional parcel rate for the return con 
veyance.

Parcels may he registered on affixing thereto a .1 cent registration stamp, in 
addition to stamps representing the postage. \\ hen registered, the postmaster 
should give a receipt to the party posting the parcel.

Parcels sent under these regulations may contain hooks, daguerreotypes, 
photographs, written or printed matter, returns, deeds, legal and commercial 
papers, and all transmissions of a like character, not being strictly letters.

To enclose a letter or letters, or any wiiting intended to serve the purpose of 
a letter, in a parcel intended for the parcel post, is a misdemeanour.

Kye glasses, spectacles, queen bees and their attendant bees, seeureh put up, 
may be sent by mail, prepaid by parcel post.

Firm ( LASS M AT I KK.

\\ ill include miscellaneous matter of all descriptions not belonging to either 
of the above classes, and not excluded from the mails bv the general prohibitory 
regulation with respect to objectionable matter. Fifth class matter must be so 
put up as to be fit for conveyance in the mail bags, and yet admit of ready and 
lull examination by the officers of the post office.

I he postage on fifth class matter must be prepaid by postage stamps securely 
affixed thereto, at the rate of I cent per oz. weight or fraction of I oz.

The limit of weight for fifth class matter will be 4 pounds for an\ single 
package, and as respects dimensions, the ordinary limit of 2 feet in length by I 
foot in width or depth.

Fransmissions of the fifth class will be subject to the general prohibitory 
iemulation, excluding from the mails all matter liable to destroy, deface or other 
'vise damage the other contents of the mail bags or injure the person of any officer 
or servant of the post office, as well as all obscene or immoral matter.

REGISTRATION.

(hi every letter and packet posted for registration, addressed to any place 
with in the I bin inion of ( anada, should be affixed in addition to a stamp or stamps 
representing the postage, a registered letter stamp of the value of 2 cents.

(hi a parcel or packet of patterns or samples addressed to any part of Canada, 
the registration fee is Ô cents; this fee must be paid by a f> cent registration stamp.

Postmasters are instructed not to accept for registration, letters addressed 
either to initials, or what may appear to be fictitious names, as it is impossible
to obtain any satisfactory receipt or assurance of proper delivery of letters of 
this class.

Our English brethren, from no valid reason that we 
know of, always refrain from reporting the number of members 
in their churches.

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THE UNION MEETING AT MONTREAL

EDITORIAL.

VSË

The Thirty-fifth Union gathering was pleasant, harmonious 
and profitable. Emmanuel Church is what “ Zion ” was, a strong 
and good centre to rally round. It is only some poor pastor oi 
delegate from some weak country church, who can lullv feel the 
encouragement and strength of mingling for a week with the 
members of a vigorous city church. Two of them were lodging 
together on Dorchester Street, during the l nion week, some 
years ^go. “ Brother B.,” said one of them, “ here we are lodged 
like princes ! Don’t you think we are in danger of getting proud 
over it ? ” “ Brother S,’ said the other, “ it seems to me a great 
instance Christian humility, that we can spend a week here, 
with such surroundings, and then go home to our poor little 
places, and by contented ! ”

We noticed two or three very young delegates. Though the 
present Union derived no particular benefit from them—for they 
did not say a' word—yet the denomination did ! These 
young men will go home, full of “ Union matters,” to tell their 
churches; and they have had an expedience worth a year's ex- 
>erience at home, in seeing how affairsTare conducted, and in 
>eing waked up generally. And a growing number of lad v-dele- 

gates—four this year—suggests the propriety of placing some of 
them on committees ; probably all of them serve on church-com­
mittees of one kind or another, at home. They must not let the 
suspicion get abroad, that they are merely ornamental members 
of the Union.

A complaint was made—whether well-founded, we cannot 
be sure—t hat there was much sight-seeing among the members, 
to the neglect of many of the Union meetings. Especially was 
the thin attendance complained of at the devotional “ hour at 
tho beginning of every day. With the exception of the Reporters 
and Secretaries, and Convenors of committees, who were prob­
ably busy over their notes and minutes, there was no good reason 
why the mem hers si mu Id be absent for the first hour of the 
session. Perha|TSvhe mvntion of it—not as an opinion or obser-

*
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vation of the Editor’s, hut as a general complaint on the part of 
those who attended—may tend to bring about an amendment in 
the matter. In the same direction, a complaint was made, not so 

easy to meet ; that of one, two, or three committees being absent, 
while the session of the lboon was being held Especially in the 
case of the very large and important Home Missionary Commit­
tee. It was*pointed out, that that committee could not do its 
principal work before the Cnion met, nor after it adjourned ; 
for their action in many cases depended on consultation with 
ministers ami delegates from the particular fields under consul- 
elation ; and these parties could only be had during the sittings 
of the Union. Finally, the Rules were amended, so that tin* 
Union in future will give more intervals for < omimttee-work.

The Chairman’s Address, and the Annual Sermon, were just 
what they were expected to he from the men. The Chairman, 
Rev. John Morton, of Hamilton, in his address, dealt with the 
question of “ How tin1 Church can win over the Masses,” in his 
own sharp and terse manner—wasting no time nor words on 
mere sentiment or ornament. He said, “ W e must take our 
stand beside those who have tailed in the fight for bread ; who 
have wandered into evil habits, who have lost their way intel­
lectually . . . Wre must sympathize with the problem of existence. 
The poor are to be considered. The toilers have not enough to 
make them feel secure. They have formed organizations. These 
sometimes act unwisely. . . . The Church was to purify the nation 
by purifying the men and women who composed the nation.' 
tie advocated a humane, loving and helpful gospel to man, as the 
best means of winning the masses.

9

The Rev. Dr. Barbour, in the opening sermon, spoke of 
Chi ist as a model fhr village and rural preachers. He said, “ He 
was found sitting and teaching in little synagogues, rather than 
declaiming to vast multitudes. He preached principles rather 
than commented upon actions; struck at the heart of things, 
rather than pruned their surroundings : aimed not so frequently 
at immediate effect, as at permanent impressioti. No jest made 
ligtit His thought- ; no slang made rude 11 is speech. While 
Constantly varying His style according to need, He varied not 
tin* everlasting word. He also spoke of the difficulty he found 
in imagining Christ among parades and processions in Rome—in 
the luxuries of palaces and drawing-rooms—or manager of some 
great ecclesiastical machinery. There was much therefore to 
encourage the preacher, who m humble circumstances, and 
among humble people, was endeavoring to save souls.
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A third notable utterance was that of Rev. William ( ’uth- 
hertson, of Woodstock,on the “ Events of 1588 and 1G«S<S ' His 
word-panorama of the Spanish Armada and its swift destruction 
—and of William and Toleration, was at once pleasing and in­
structive, weighty and informing.

Rev. W. S. H. Fielden, too, the genial Secretary of the Colonial 
M i^siorw^l Society ; and Mrs. Wheeler, a returned missionary 
from Asiatic Turkey, added much zest to the meetings. The 
brethren were perhaps a little afraid of Mr. Fielden—remember­
ing the similar visit of the late Mr. Poore, whose wrong-headed- 
ness in jumping at conclusions was perhaps only equalled by hF 
conscientiousness; but who nevertheless wronged us—hAt Mr. 
Fielden is a different man. With most silvery tones, his careful 
utterances showed a mind willing to receive impressions, and 
facih* in forming those impressions into opinions and principles ; 
sympathetic with all manner of Christian work—and anxious to 
learn in America, that he may be able to advise in Europe. Mr.

\Fielden spoke a number of times—always well, and with much 
acceptance. Mrs. Wheeler had come over from the United States, 
at the special request of the Woman's Board of Missions. She 
said she had been asked to come and help a Missionary infant 
here ; and as a mother in Israel, she felt bound to come. She 
and her husband, Dr. Wheeler, and others, had been teaching the 
Armenians the better way of a purer faith ; and that faith, in 
its outward manifestations, was entirely Congregational. Some­
one asked the native pastor at Harpoot, “ Why he was Congre­
gational ( ” His answer could not have been better, if he had 
pondered over it a year ; he said, “ Because the Book of Acts is

rnFhe luncheons in the basement were pleasant features. 
Formerly, there was usually one luncheon during the Union; 
but this year, each day of full sittings. The three churches fur­
nished an ample number of young ladies to wait on the tables ; 
who, with jaunty white caps—and a persuasive eloquence (a iit- 
tle in the interest of over-feeding and dyspepsia !) were every­
where Hitting about. Of course the pastor, who presided, Rev. 
F. II. Marling, seized the halt-hour or more, following the repast, 
to introduce three or four speakers each day it was desirable to 
hear, and for whom room could be more readily found there than 
in tiie Union proper.

Fhe l nion is becoming the centre of a considerable number
«1

ot societies. For two sessions, the Woman’s Board has added one 
more new society. And it is very vigorous. They report their
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meetings in Calvary Church, to have been harmonious and en- 
thusiastic. Few of us were able to get a half-hour to drop in 
and hear them. Their Reports will he read with much interest.

There were several new faces at the Union. The thiee or 
four English brethren Mr* Hall had sent out, have all found 
)laces, and give promise of good work. And the old faces an* 
tecoming older, and more thoughtful ; the fathers are passing 

away, and tie- younger brethren are becoming “ the fathers in 
their turn. Last year we missed many accustomed faces ; and 
heard of many vacancies in the field. This year, we thought there 
were fewer faces missing; and there was scarcely a vacancy that

o « •

was not filled. On»* or two brethren goto the United Stateso
every year ; but then, as in tin* case of 1 >rs. Barbour and Barnes, % •
we sometimes get a return the other way !

A fair opening has been made in the North-West. From the 
distance, and the inadvisability of leaving their new-entered 
fields, none of those brethren were with us—they are no doubt 
planning a grand descent upon us next year—but their work 
was remembered and sympathized with. On every hand there 
was more of encouragement, self-reliance, consolidation, and the 
conviction that God has a place, and a work, and a blessing for 
us, in the land.

Thu Run . Ludwick Krihs w as of Herman stock, and was l><>ni in the 
township <>f Barton, near Hamilton, on the 10th of February, 1812. His 
father, David Krihs, was a farmer. Some years later, during the boyhood of 
our friend, the father moved to the then new township of Eramosa, in the 
County of Wellington. Here Mr. Krihs grew up, following the plough.

At his fathers house, under the preaching thereof some visiting Ameri­
can Presbyterian minister, he was brought to the truth as it is in Jesus, in 
some revival meetings ; and at once began using such gifts as lie had, to 
proclaim salvation to others. The first Congregational preaching in the 
township was at his father's house, Rev. Hiram Denny being the preacher ; 
and the Krihs family became the nucleus of what is now the Congregational 
Church at Speedside, in Kramosa. The same year, 188d, he married Miss 
Hagar McMillan. In 1887, Mr. Krihs began to take lessons in Theology 
from Rev. Adam Lillie, then pastor of a small church in Brantford ; so that, 
in addition to originating the tcleph >/ie, Brantford has the honor also of 
originating the Congregational College. In 1888, Mr. Lillie removed to 
Dundas, and Mr. Krihs accompanied lim. Rev. David Dyer, who had been 
pastor of the Hamilton Congregational Church, and also preached in the 
Barton Presbyterian Church, removed, and Mr. Lillie was invited to supply 
the Hamilton Church, and Mr. Krihs to preach in Barton. This continued 
fora year or more, when in the autumn of 1840, Mr. Lillie removed the 
“ Theological Institute ' to Toronto. Soon James Vincent, Kdxvard Ebbs, 
and Tims. Hodgkin joined the student-band. The students found a prayer­
meeting regularly held at the house of Deacon James W ickson. At one of 
the meetings it was resolved to form themselves into a Congregational Mis­
sionary Society. Mr. E. Ebbs was the first secretary ; and Mr. S. King the 
first treasurer. When student Kribs had finished his college course, the 
“Missionary Society gave him $20. He now moved to the village of 
Stoiitfville, where he was soon engaged in building a frame church. He was 
the builder of several country churches.

He was at Stouftville about twelve years; aipl for some years he did 
not receive $50 annually from his people ! Mr. Kribs was a man of resources ; 
and when church-salary there was none, he did a little surveying and con­
veyancing, and perhaps still more of house-carpentry. Having also pre­
served the use of his ancestral tongue, he was in great request among the 
Pennsylvania-! lerman settlers in Markham (the township where he was), for 
celebrating marriages they greatly preferring one who could do it in 
“ Dcutsch.' And though the fee was generally small, their number made 
up for it.

In 18f>l or T>‘2, he went up to Colpoy’s Bay, about the spot where the 
P.O. name “ ( Ixenden ” is found on the maps, as a missionary among the 
Djibway Indians. Here, he built himself a house, and constructed with his 
own hands a stern-wheel steamer, 50 or 00 feet in length, flat bottomed, as

. il
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a means of communication with the white settlement at Owen Sound. In 
August or September, 1854, he removed his family to Owen Sound, and 
began preaching there ; still superintending the work among the Indians.

In March, 1855, a church of fourteen members was formed in < >wen 
Sound, with Mr. Kribs for its pastor.

He was highly respected in the town, as a man of sterling character, a 
good preacher, and a very public-spirited man. 11 e got seven or eight acres 
of bush-land within the town plot, and built himself a house. He was 
always most fertile in resources : a many-sided man.

When the land at Colpoy's Bay was sold, in 1857, he bought a water 
lot, two miles N. K. of where Wiarton now is, and he built a “ mill on it 
Three or four other families went with him from Owen Sound, and made a 
Congregational settlement. His mill was only furnished with a pair of three- 
feet granite stones, and his “ boult was a trough of narrow boards, hung 
by a rope at each end, and with boulting-cloth on the bottom, and vigorously 
shaken from one end by the “ miller ! ”

He was there about twelve years. In the meantime, his Hei<dihi>rs 
would have him act as Reeve of the (“united”) new townships; and he 
used to go all the way to doderich to attend the County Council. His neigh­
bors and friends were the nucleus of what is now a good working Congrega­
tional Church at Wiarton. In the end of J8(>ll, the church at Listowel got 
him to move there to become their pastor. It was not all plain sailing there ; 
he got into collision with the Materialists, and started a periodical to combat 
tin-m. Here, again, he built himself a house.

In the summer of 1X7 J, he went to the valley of the Red River, in 
Minnesota, and We, in a large degree, lost sight of him. W e saw an occa 
sional letter from him in a Canadian local paper, or heard of him writing to 
some old friend, but that was all. He had land there, and several sons-in- 
law and relatives settled around him.

I he Northern Pacific Railroad had then just been completed as far as 
the Red River, and everything was new and rough. Ministers were few, 
and he began preaching occasionally, and soon was in the emplojf of the 
American Home Missionary Society. For several years he supplied two 
churches regularly. ( hie of these he gathered and organized. In the mean­
time, the free “ Homestead he had settled on was daily improving. A 
minister who writes from that quarter says, “ He was never idle ; ami could 
do almost anything that needed to be done ! ”

(hi the 24th .January, 1885, he and his wife celebrated their golden 
wedding ; and they lived on together nearly five years more. Mrs. Kribs 
had died a few weeks before ; and Mr. Kribs died on the Kith December, 
1SX,, at his home in Hawley, Clay Co., Minnesota. He was ill three weeks. 
His eldest daughter says in a letter, “lie suffered very much ; his mind 
seemed all gone ; he was like a little child. The doctor never gave us any 
hopes from tin- first. He had inflammation of the kidneys and bladder ; and 
his lungs and heart were affected ; and his age was against him. In his last 
sufferings, though so distressing for his family to behold, he was entirely un­
conscious of suffering himsujf.

His family consisted of' three daughters and one son ; tin- son being the 
youngest. Mr. Kribs was a large, strong-built man, with a deep voice A 
manly, frank, friendly, independent man. Many a tale he told of how the 
Lord had blessed his labors in the conversion of both whites and Indians.
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Rut he seldom said anything about his many and long-continued hardships. 
He was always planning something—machinery, improvements, buildings,

« *r something.
Mr. Kribs’ adventures, character and works sometimes created a 

romantic interest in those who heard him. On one occasion, he quite carried 
away his audience in Zion Church, Toronto, with enthusiasm, as he told them 
of returning, among snow, from a distant visit to the Indians through the 
wild forest, when one ankle ga^'e out. The only way he could lift his foot 
was to get a strap of bark, for a sort of a “ stirrup,’ and lift his foot with 
his hand, by regularly pulling on the strap ! And when, from the limestone 
cliffs overlooking Colpoy’s Bay, he saw his house at a distance, he thought of 
the verse,

“ As when the weary traveller gains,
The height of some commanding hill ;

His heart revives, if o'er the plains
He sees his home, though distant still !

and struggled on again, for home 1
He was, in every respect, a model pioneer missionary. He always com 

manded his own spirit ; and, so doing, was able to command other men It 
never seemed necessary for him to seek advice from anyone : but he always 
had good advice to give. He served < hie who was invisible; and all his 
troubles, and hardships, and adventures were lightly borne. “ He rests 
from Ins labors, and his works do follow him.

file Rev. William Burgess was one of those useful and obscure rural 
pastors in Kngland, who do so much good of which the great world knows 
nothing. In advanced middle age, he emigrated to Canada, bringing with 
him a wife and seven boys. After remaining some time in South wold, he 
bought a tract of wild land, twenty-seven miles S. W. of Chatham, only a 
few miles from Lake Erie. (lood land, with a great future ; but covered 
with most tremendous trees, and liable to flooding in the spring ; flat and 
rich. A bad position to be in, for an elderly man, of slight frame, and un­
used to rough work ; with a number of boys without Canadian experience. Vet 
the hand of < iod was in it. They managed to get some clearings made ; and 
when we saw them, and spent two days with them, eight or ten years after 
they first came there, they had a decent log house, some kind of a barn, 
sixty acres cleared, and the respect of all their neighbors !

We preached for Mr. Burgess morning and evening. Four sons, of 
whom Richard was one, led the service of song ; two of them on flutes ; for 
they were all musical. Several townships round about were settled mostly 
by French-Canadians, all Catholics. But from Mr. Burgess being there, a 
number of English immigrant families had come in, and they helped to build 
up the cause. Richard told me of a visit an Indian Chief had paid them, a 
short time before. The great man came mounted ; and on the back of his 
Indian pony lie had strapped a saddle of his own construction ; made of 
maple wood, artistically carved, with peak and pommel ; and on that he was 
| >e relied.

Richard M. Burgess was born in 18.Y2. Two or three years after the 
date of our visit, he entered the Congregational College at Montreal, where
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lie spent une session, and then went to Bangor for two sessions ; and from 
there lie went to < Mierlin College, where he spent two sessions. In 187f) he 
was ordained Pastor of the Congregational Church in Kxira, Iowa, where In- 
labored for about three years. He then came to Michigan, and served the 
Home Mission churches faithfully from that time. He was Pastor at White 
Buck and Mimlen ; then at Ohio ; then at Alba, where he remained for four 
years. From Alba lie was called to South Haven, where he had just begun 
his labors, when, taking a severe cold, he was laid up with pneumonia, which, 
after a painful illness of two or three weeks, terminated his life at the early 
age of thirty-six.

11 is remains were brought to Tilbury and laid beside his parents in tin- 
family lot. He leaves a young wife, to whom he was married about hyt<> 
years ago, and in whom he had a true and earnest help-meet in the work f<Sr 
the Master.

Mrs. Love, of Detroit, President of the Women’s Branch of the Home 
Missionary Society, attended the funeral, where, through Kev. W. H. \ 
Claris, who conducted the services, she testified m behalf of the Home Mis 
sioiiary Society, to the loving respect and appreciation in which Mr. Burgess 
had been held by the churches and ministers of Michigan, and for them she 
tendered their sympathy to the wife and mourning relatives.

At the great gathering of the American Home Missionary Society (Con 
greg ' , in their Annual Meeting at Saratoga this year, one of the
speakers, Kev. \\ . < I. Puddefoot, of Traverse City, thus spoke :

“ It is now eight years since I stood for the tirst time to address a Con 
gregatioiial State Association in Michigan. The other speaker of the even 
ing was a young Home Missionary, Rev. K. M. Burgess. The young man 
was full of life and hope, and pleasantly alluded to the name of his town, 
which was Bad Axe. He said it was a shame, as the next town was (Irind 
stone City, and then he gave an interesting account of his home missionary 
experiences. That was but eight years ago and to-day his body lies under 
the turf, and his young widow mourns f >r her love for whom she waited so 
long only to lose so soon ! 1 have not time to give many illustrations, but
this case is a sample of many, and I will try and tell lus story in a few words. 
He commenced his work in Minden, Michigan. He was there through that 
period [Sept., 1S81 ], when tin* forest tires devastated the country far and 
wide. He remained unmarried for some years, because, out of his generous 
heart, lie had used money for other’s woes that would have started him in 
married life earlier. 11 is wife was in every way worthy of him, and entered 
heart and soul into the work at Alba. The people were poor, and out of 
our brother’s scanty store went money for the church that should have gone 
for the necessaries of life. At times, through the winter, they suffered from 
the lack of suitable food and clothing ; and at last the young wife sold her 
wedding-dress to buy a much-needed overcoat for her husband. In tin- 
spring a call came to a sunnier clime, and with renewed hope the young 
couple started anew. But, alas ! pneumonia seized upon his weakened 
frame, and, although the physician checked it, he was too low to recover, 
and passed to his reward at the age of thirty-six. And now, here is but one 
case of many ; and, humbly speaking, one that gold could have saved"

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bath, the 29th

April, 1888, at 1U a.111., in the 89th year of his age, the Town «if Sarnia has 
lost one of its most highly esteemed and useful citizens, and the Congrega 
tioiial Church, its oldest, most attached and faithful member and deacon. 
Mr. Me Lagan was born near Dunkeld, Perthshire, Scotland, in February,
181HI. While yet but a young man he united with the Congregational 
Church at Dunkeld, of which our late venerated father, Rev. John Black, 
was then the pastor. For fifteen years he adorned the fellowship of the 
church, serving it, during most of the time, in tlie capacity of deacon and 
Sabbath School teacher.

In the year 1847, in company with his wife, three sons and three 
aughters, he crossed the Atlantic, arriving in Sarnia on the 7th November. 

In the same ship that brought hint over, came also the mother and brothers 
of the Hon. Alex. McKenzie, late Premier of the Dominion, and at that 
time, one of the rising young men of Sarnia. Those who were his compan­
ions 111 travel had also been his friends and fellow-townsmen in the Old 
Country. After his arrival at Sarnia, Mr. Me Lagan united with the Con 
gregatimial Church, then under the pastoral care of the Rev. Mr. Nall, and 
subsequently ministered to by the Rev. Archibald Ceikie, the father of the 
well-known Dr Cunningham Ceikie, author of the “ Life of Christ. ” < >f
tins church, Mr. Me Lagan was made a deacon and a Sabbath Schoolteacher. 
Indeed, in the earlier history of the church, and for many years, he volun­
tarily, and without remuneration, did the duty of sexton, providing the oil 
for the church at his own expense.

For forty years, and during all the very trying vicissitudes of the 
church's history, Mr. Me Lagan stuck t<> it to the last. Many wavered, but 
lie never wavered. In times of difficulty, when many left the church to join 
more prosperous churches, he never left it. During the nine years that the 
church was practically defunct, and the church building closed, Mr. McLa- 
gan, though regularly worshipping with other congregations, was known as 
a Pongregationalist ; and when Mr. Claris came to resuscitate the cause, he 
was «me of the very few who answered to the roll-call, and assisted in rally­
ing the scattered forces. By that frugality, industry and enterprise which 
is characteristic of his countrymen, Mr. McLagan attained to the possession 
of considerable property ; but in an evil hour, by an endorsation for a near 
relative who failed in business, he lost it all. His conduct on this trying 
occasion was most honorable: he 'corned to resort to any of those repre­
hensible methods by which many men seek to save themselves from poverty. 
He frankly gave up all to his creditors, and, though his over-indulgence cost 
him the fruits <>f many years of toil, he emerged from the cloud with his 
honor untarnished and his fair name unsullied, but too old to be able to re­
trieve his shattered fortunes. But for this disaster, which happened while 
the new Congregational Church in Sarnia was building, that church would 
have been at least a thousand dollars less burdened with debt than it is 
t o-day.

Mr. McLagan s qualities <>f head and heart were many and conspicuous, 
and may be thus epitomized : He was a faithful friend, a diligent student of 
the Word of Cod, an earnest worker in the Church of Christ, a liberal giver 
to the cause of Cod, and a limn of prayer. His sympathies were as catholic 
as his attachment to his own denomination was sincere. He was a man 0 
tine presence, and blessed with almost invariable good health To the last, 
and even after death, his countenance retained that ruddy glow of health 
which is peculiar to those who come from the Uhl Country. It pleased our
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Heavenly Father t« • give mitn 11 is hoiunvd servant a very peaceful and e<un 
paratively painless departure. Prostrated by a very slight stroke of para 
lysis, on the Thursday afternoon, lie lay without suffering pain, and able t,, 
recognize his friends, and to answer their enquiries until Sabbath morning, 
when, with scarce a struggle, lie «piietly fell asleep in desus A large number 
of sympathizing friends followed the remains to their last resting-place in 
Lake View Cemetery, on/the following Tuesday afternoon. A good congre­
gation gathered m the Congregational Church on the morning of May the 
(ith, when tlie pastor made improvement of the bereavement, taking for his 
subject the parting scene between the prophets Elijah and Elisha. Il l\ ines, 
ii ; 9-10, “ And it came to pass when they were gone over, that Elijah said 
unto Elisha, Ask what I shall do for thee before I be taken from thee, etc.

Mr. Mcljagan s widow still survives him, at the age of eighty-four, and 
is cared for by two unmarried daughters ; and, singular to say, this is the 
first break in the family circle. The three sons and three daughters whom 
lie brought across the sea still survive Three remain in Sarnia and three 
are in the l nited States.

Mr. Joseph Barber, for a long series of years a member and deacon of 
the Congregational Church in (ieorgetown, was born in tin* year 181A Jit* 
and his brother James learned the business of paper making, m the « stab 
lishment of the late Hon. James Crooks, of \\ est Elamboro (father of the 
late Hon Adam ('rooks, Minister of Education for Ontario). Then the 
brothers began business for themselves in (ieorgetown ; and were always 
ready to adopt every new improvement in their art. And there havc been 
improvements since the day Mr. ('rooks taught them to make foolscap paper 
m a hatid-seive We remember being in their works one tine spring morn­
ing, very early in the “ sixties ; when they had reduced a basswood log to 
chips, in a turning-lathe, and had pulped it, and turned out the first sheet 
of paper ever made in Canada from wood. We put a piece of it in our 
pocket,and thought we would remember the circumstance. The brothers after­
ward dissolved partnership ; and for some years Joseph was not personally 
engaged in manufacturing. 11 is estimable wife, a standard-bearer in every 
good work undertaken by t he church, died a few years ago, after protracted 
suffering from cancer. A beautiful and costly memorial window in the 
church at (ieorgetown testified the devotion to her memory of the surviving 
husband. Mr. Barber was a kind-hearted, frank and generous man ; not 
without some failings, but beloved in spite of them ; devoted to the interests 
of the church, and revered by a numerous and highly-respected family, lie 
died suddenly, oil Saturday morning, 7th January, 1888, at the age <-f 
seventy-t w< >.

Mli. WILLIAM FI F LI», OF l'OIKU'Kli, ONT.

William Field was born in Tiverton, Devonshire, Eng., on the 2Ath of 
March, 1828. lit* emigrated to Canada with his father ami brothers in 18A4, 
and has resided in Cohourg almost continuously ever since. He was educa­
ted at the District (Irammar School and Victoria College, and spent two 
sessions in the Congregational Theological College, intending to enter tin* 
ministry. But he abandoned that intention, and went into the tanning
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business in Cubourg. Latterly lie had been engaged ill the large dry goods 
house of Field <V Br<>. At one time he was President of the Reform Asso­
ciation of W est Northumberland, and his inaugural address was published 
in the O'lobe and copied extensively into the Provincial papers. He was 
fluent in language, logical in argument, and scholarly in diction. It was a 
treat to hear him discuss any theological or political «piestion. A devoted 
wifv, daughter of the venerable John Loins, Ks<p, of Newcastle, and six 
children, survive one who lived and died without an enemy.

His pastor. Rev. Robert Aylward, said of him, “ In life he was uni­
formly cheerful often playful ; there was yet a substratum of piety which 
those who knew him best loved to recognize. He served us well and faith­
fully in this church. For many years he sang in our choir. He will be 
missed there. It will not be easy to till his place. And yet we dare not 
repine. Hod s will be done. The voice, now silent with us, is tuned to 
Ale >t her Sony in heaven. "

, Ur. Saer said, “It is not greatness of talent, or position, or wealth, but 
goodness that is rewarded ; not success, but faithfulness; not emotion, but 
Service by the mind and conscience, by the heart and hand. Mr. Jordan 
Was not great in achievements, or wealth, or social position. His unpreten­
tious life was in full accord with the description Christ gave of Christian 
character. He was the preacher’s faithful and true friend, and it was as a 
friend he spoke of the deceased. He had loved him for his unobtrusive 
kindness of heart, for the simplicity, sincerity and purity of his life, for the 
constancy of his devotion to spiritual matters, and for the Christ-like char­
acter he always manifested. He sought to do good, and no person could tell 
how much good he had done. He was a good son, a good brother, a good 
friend and a good Christian; and now lives in a sweeter and purer realm 
than this.

Mr. .Iordan lived so as to be missed. He will be niissed in his home, 
in the ^ .M.C.A., in the social circle, and in the city. Thy- world is poorer 
Cÿ his death. There is one less to do the work of life. We will miss him 
in the church, in the prayer-meetings and in the communion. May his spirit 
of consecration abide with us. < hi the drd of May, 187b, he made a public

Efofession of faith, and from that time until his death he lived a Christian 
fe. A death-bed repentance would have been almost an impossibility in his 

case. He ottered not the dregs of life, but his consecrated manhood to the 
service of ('hrist.

In IS lit he came to Canada, and built in 
succession the first grist mills in Halt, I‘reston, Woolwich, Stouffvillc, Cedar 
( irove, Herman Mills, Markham and l nionville; also a mill pn the HMi 
concession of Markham, long known as Whites Mill. Surely he was in 
labors abundant ; but Ins untiring energy found wider scope. There was 
something dear to him above the business idea the religious life. I le or 
ganized the first Sunday School in l nionville. I le was a staunch Congrega 
tionalist, and was one of the leading spirits in the organization of the Con 
gregational churches in Stoutfville, Markham and 1 nionville. His aenritx 
and liberality in church work are “known to all men. 11 is career was that 
of a pioneer Congregatioiialist. For upwards of fifty years he was a deacon 
in the Cnionville church, which position he held at the time of his death, 
possessing fully the confidence of his brethren. About thirty years ago, he 
retired from active life, to enjoy a serene and happy old age. He leaves a 
second wife, three sons and one daughter -Trueman I*., Benjamin F , Al 
hert, and Mrs. H. 1*. Crosby, in addition to a host of other relatives and 
friends to revere and cherish his memory. “ Sweet is the sleep of the just.

The subject of this brief memoir was born at Two Waters, Hemel Hemp 
stead, Herts, England, on the twentieth day of December, IHOÎf A portion 
of his early life was spent in Russia, whither his father had gone to erect 
paper mills at Retershotf, near St. Petersburg, f »r the Hovernment of the 
Czar. After the death of his father, he, with his mother and the rest of the 
family, returned to England. In the year 18,‘kd, he was married to Mary 
Hargraves, granddaughter of W illiam Lane, a poet of considerable local 
fame in Buckinghamshire. In the same year he sailed fur Canada, in tin* 
good ship “ Hope : which, after a favorable ocean voyage, was wrecked 
upon a barren island in the (Juif of St. Lawrence. The passengers, with 
officers and crew, were, after many privations, rescued and taken to Sydney, 
Cape Breton, and from thence to their destination, (Quebec.

After a short residence in Rh tehee and Montreal, he made Niagara Falls 
his home from 18! 14 to 18! 18 ; consequently, he saw stirring times oil the 
Niagara frontier during the rebellion of 18!>7, when the “ Caroline ’ was 
captured, fired, and sent over the Falls by an attacking party, led by (’apt. 
Drew. It was also during the time of his residence here, that he, by the 
grace of Hod, was brought to a knowledge of the truth as it is in Jesus ; and 
united himself with the Lord’s people on confession of faith.
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After a sojourn at the Falls ot four years, he came to I'oruntu to reside, 
and became a member <>t the First Congregational Church (now called 
“/nui Church"), during the early part of the pastorate of the late Rev. 
John Ri >af. He cunt timed -to reside in T< nun to until the time of his decease ; 
excepting, however, two prolonged sojourns in the land of his nativity ; but 
did nut sever his connection with the “ mother church. ” After a connection 
with the church on earth of more than half a century, lie departed this life 
on the 14th day of February, 1888, in his 7-Hh y/ar, in the joyous hope of 
joining the church <d the First born above, there to spend a blissful immor­
tality.

The departed husband and fat her leaves a widow, w ho w as his companion 
and helper for tifty-tive years, and who shared with him the joys and sorrows 
of a changeful and somewhat eventful life.

William McClellan, the founder of the village of Alton, was born in the 
.township of Stamford, in the county of Welland, in 1804 In 1828 he mar­
ried Miss Kmmeline l tiger, and lived in happy union for f>8 years, and 

settled in the northern backwoods of Caledon. In the year 184f> lie erected 
a carding and cloth-dressing mill. This was the starting point of what is 
now the thriving village of Alton In character he was inoffensive, a good 
neighbor and very friendly to the farmers who came many miles with their 
wool to be prepared for the clothing of our early settlers It is said he was 
generous to the persons who could not pay when their cloth was dressed, 
and lost a large amount of money through his kindness He was one of the 
first members of the Congregational Church organized over thirty years ago 
m Alton, and was a deacon for a number of years, and remained on the roll 
«>f membership until the day of Ins death. He died January 21st, 1888. 
His remains were carried to the grave by six grandsons, followed by a large 
concourse of friends. An appropriate sermon was preached by the Rev. M. 
S. Cray, from Rs. xxxvii. .‘>7 : “ Mark the perfect man and behold the up­
right ; for the end of that man is peace

been Chairmen of the Union and are members in any of their churches.

in. That this Union is founded on a full recognition of the distinctive prin 
ciples of Congregational Chinches, namely, the Scriptural right of every separate 
church to maintain perfect independence in its government and administration, 
and, therefore, that the Union shall not assume legislative or administrative 
authority, or in any case become a court of appeal.

iv. —That the following are the objects contemplated in its formation. — 1. 
To promote evangelical religion in connection with the Congregational denomina 
tion. ‘J. To cultivate brotherly affection and co-operation in everything relating 
to the interest of the associated churches. 3. To establish a fraternal correspon 
deuce with similar bodies elsewhere. 4. To address an annual or occasional letter 
to the associated churches, accompanied with such information as may be deemed 
necessary. 5. To obtain accurate statistical information relative to the Congre 
gational Churches throughout the British American Provinces. 6. To hold con 
sultation on questions of interest connected with the cause of Christ in general.

v. To promote the accomplishment of these objects, and the general interests 
of the Union, an annual meeting of its members shall be held, each of the associ 
ated churches being represented by two lay delegates : the meetings to be held 
at such time and place as may be appointed at each annual meeting.

vi. - T hat the officers of the Union be a chairman, secretary treasurer, statis­
tical secretary, minute secret ai y and committee, all to be chosen annually from 
its numbers, who shall execute the instructions of the Union, and prepare a 
docket of business for the annual meeting.

x ii. T hat alterations may be made in this constitution at any annual meeting, 
provided that notice of such alterations has been given at the meeting next 
preceding.

I. Applications for admission to the Union, whether by churches < r min 
isters, should be made in writing ; and after having been read to the Union, shall 
be referred to a standing committee on membership.

and recommend the applicant for membership, the recommendation shall be filed 
xx ith the secretary, and the application and recommendation shall then lie over 
until the next annual meeting, when a two-thirds vote ot the members present 

hall be requisite for admission into membership.
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-J The Union shall meet annually on the Wednesday after the first Sabbath 
in June, at |0 a.m., w hen the annual sermon w ill he delivered, after which the 
l nion shall he organized un< 1er the presidency of the ( hailman, 01 , failing him, 
a chairman f>ro /< in. to he chosen h\ the l mon t 1 the elet tion of minute 
secretaries and reporters, the calling of the roll, the appointment of standing 
committees on biu-iness, memhership, nomination and finance, on nomination hy 
the committee of the l nion. The chairman tor the next year shall then In- 
elected hy ballot without nomination. l or this purpose ballot papers shall he 
furnished by the Statistical Secretary to all ministers and delegates in attendance 
at the annual meeting, and these ballots when east shall he counted hy scrutineer* 
appointed by the Union Committee. If at the first ballot no candidate shall 
have received a majority of the votes cast, then the names of the two candidates 
having the highest number of votes shall be declared, and the balloting further 
proceeded with.

,‘t. The committee of the Union shall then present their annual report.
I. — Wednesday afternoon shall be devoted to the work of the various com 

mittees, during which time the l nion shall stand adjourned. On Wednesday 
evening the Chairman's Address shall be delivered.

Û. — Thursday morning shall be given to the Canada Congregational Mission­
ary Society for the purposes of its annual meeting.

(b- On Friday evening, a conference on the State of Religion shall be held, 
at which the Statistical Secretaries shall submit their annual reports.

7. — The meetings shall be daily opened and closed with prayer ; the morning 
devotional exercises to extend to an hour.

S. — No motion shall be discussed unless seconded ; no member shall speak 
twice to the same motion without permission from the chair, and every motion 
shall be presented in writing by the mover, if required by the chair.

9. The roll shall be called and the minutes of the preceding day read at the 
opening of each day's session, and the minutes of the last day at the close of the 
session.

10. The church in whose locality the annual meeting shall be held, shall be 
requested to celebrate the Lord's Supper in connecté* with such meeting.

II. On Monday evening, during the sitting of Tlie Union, a public meeting 
of the Union shall be held.

12. Application shall be made by the Statistical Secretary, one month at 
least before the annual meeting, for statistics of the several churches, and a brief 
narrative of the state of religion among them, that he may prepare a condensed 
narrative of the whole for the annual meeting, and for publication, if so ordered.

l.‘l. A collection for the funds of the Union shall be made annually in each 
church, on or near the Lord's hay prior to the meeting. From this source, the 
finance committee, after providing for other necessary expenses, shall pay, in full, 
if possible, the travelling fares of (I) ministerial members who are pastors or 
members of ( ongregatioiial ( lunches within the Provinces ot < hitario and (Quebec ; 
and (2) one delegate from each church contributing not less than the sum of five 
dollars to its funds ; or, if unable to pay in full, shall deduct from the claim of 
each, such equal amount as may be found necessary ; such payment not to be 
made until after the final adjournment, except with leave of the Union.

14. I he delegates from the Union to corresponding bodies, who may fail to 
fulfil their appointment by personal attendance, shall address these bodies by 
letter, communicating in substance such information and sentiments as they 
would furnish if present at their annual convocations.

Li. — All supplies of pulpits required during the Sunday in which the Union is 
in session, which are not othervv ise provided for, shall be filled by the nomination 
committee in connection with the pastor of the chinch where the Union is held, 
and a copy of such appointments shall be posted on the door of the church wln-rc 
the l nion is assembled.

1 HX.TRI NAL >TATKMKN'T.

I. We believe in one ( lod, the Fathei Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth, 
and of all things visible and invisible ;

And in Jesus Uhrist, His only Son our Lord, who is of one substance with 
the Father, by whom all things were made ;

Ami in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and Hiver of life, who is sent from the 
Father and Son. and who together with the Father and Son is worshipped and 
glorified.

II. We believe that the Providence of Hod, by which He executes His eter
mil purposes in the government of the world, is in and over all events ; yet so 
that the freedom and responsibility of man are not impaired, and sin is the act 
of the creature alone. *

III. We believe that man was made in the image of Hod, that he might

THIRTY-FIFTH ANNUAL KF.PORT OK THE COMMITTEE OF THE CONOREU ATION A L

UNION OF ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.

In presenting the Thirty-Ftith Annual Report of the Congregational 
l nion of Ontario and Quebec, your Committee would first of all express its 
pleasure at our meeting once more in Emmanuel Church, whose graceful 
hospitality we enjoyed four wears ago.

We congratulate the (lurch upon its happy choice and settlement of 
a pastor ; and ourselves also, that the good providence of God has brought 
hack to Canada, and especially to our Congregational Churches, one who has 
always occupied a very high place in my affection and esteem. Forty years 
ago, the Rev. F. H. Marling commenced his ministry in Montreal. May we 
not hope, that here, his labors may be consummated and crowned.
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The |wist year has been one of quiet, steady labor. and we trust of per 
mam nt growth, God has heen good to us in preserving us to each other, 
and to our work. Only one death hi the ministerial ranks have we to record, 
and that of a brother who was prohahly a stranger, at least to most of the 
v<umger brethren here the Rev Ludwick Kribs, who passed to his reward 
last December in the State of Minnesota Mr. Kribs deserves to he renient 
be red by us not only because he was the first student that was trained in 
our College, but also because of the varied and successful pioneer work which 
he performed in Canada, during the earlier part of his ministry.

In reviewing the work of the past year, your Committee have to report 
that in compliance with your instructions, a copy of the Resolutions passed 
last year, in relation to the giving of religious instruction in our Public 
Schools, was forwarded to the Secretary of the Provincial Episcopal Synod of 
( intario ; also that a copy of the Résolutionson Christian 1 nity. was forwarded 
to the Prolocutor of the Provincial Synod ; but that no reply has been 
received by your Committee. Your Committee would suggest that the 
Special Committee on Christian l nion be discharged, and a Standing Com 
m it tee be appointed by the 1 nion.

Copies of the Resolutions passed in relation to the Welsh Tithe question, 
were forwarded to the Secretaries of the Congregational l liions of England 
and Wales, the Welsh l nion, and English l nion of North W ales Letters 
have been received from the two Welsh l nions, expressing their great ap­
preciation of the “timely utterance,” of this l nion, and stating that they 
had caused the Resolutions to be printed in the various papers.

The petition of the 1 nion in support of the Charlton Act was duly 
signed by your Chairman and Secretary, and forwarded to Mr.dim Charlton, 
M.P , by wlmm it was thankfully acknowledged.

In regard to the question of the participation of Student Delegates in 
the Funds for travelling expenses, referred to your Committee, they report 
that they have carefully considered the matter, and do not see sufficient rea 
sons for suggesting any change in the present rules of the l nion.

Mr. .1 allies White, of Woodstock, has been requested to present a paper 
on “ Church Finances,” in the place of the Rev. C.E. (iordon-Smith, who de­
clined.

Following the example of our brethren in England, your Committee in 
conjunction with the Pastor of this church, have made arrangements for 
special service on Friday evening, in commemoration of the tercentenary of 
the defeat of the Spanish Armada, and the bicentenary of the Revolution 
under William III.

to endorse the liquor traffic, by means of the “ Local Government Bill.”

Your Committee would draw the attention of the Union to Standing Rule 
No. (>, which relates to the hour of Devotional Exercises. This hour of wor­
ship is as truly a meeting of the Union as any other, although the chairman 
may not personally preside ; and we would urge that the attendance be as 
prompt and full as possible.

Knun the latter amount we are nmv ready to pay on at 
count of travelling expenses #t8<i.8(; ; xvhicli, after deducting the amount 
paid for outstanding accounts for last year, leaves m the hands of the Treas 
urer a balance of only #21.10. to wards'the payment of printing the present 
year s reports in tin.* Yf.ak Hook, and any other incidentals which may arise.

Your Committee, however much they may regret the large deduction 
rendered necessary this year, can «mix deal liberally <>r otherwise according 
to the amount of money they are entrusted with by the churches ; and the 
remedy is m the churches own hands.

In this connection, we notice that some <>f the churches did not send m 
any collections for the funds of the l nioii ; while some others sent sums so 
small as to be utterly out of proportion to the expense incurred m sending 
ministers and delegates such a long distance.

Your Committee would suggest that in future, when churches decide to 
send a double delegation, they have regard for the due proportion of things ; 
and make the collection bear some reasonable proportion to the expense 
incurred.

They would also suggest, that when coming to what may be called ex­
treme places, as far as distance from the majority of churches is concerned,
such as Montreal, the Secretary of the 1 nioii should draw the attention of

%/

the churches to the fact, through the Indefien cut, and request that in viexx 
of this the collections be increased to meet the additional expense. The col­
lections for 1888 were only eight dollars more than they were last year, when 
the 1 nioii met in Toronto ; a city which, being central for our churches, is 
reached at much less cost than a city three hundred miles east of it.

Accompanying this report tlA Committee furnish a tabulated statement, 
showing the name of each subscriiang church, amount of collection, name of 
minister, reported expenses, net amount allowed, name of delegate, reported 
expenses, and net amount allowed, with the totals of each column, thus furn­
ishing a complete and particular account of their trust.

Mr. Chairman, members and delegates of the 1 ni<m :—
The year has been one of substantial progress. We regiet 

that so many churches have failed to send in returns. A few 
reports came to hand too late to appear in the tables. We are 
pleased to notice that the regenerating power of the Holy Spirit, 
and the Word of God, combined with earnest pulpit and pastoral 
work, have been abiding with the churches. Revivals or grace 
have taken place at Ottawa, Belleville, Kingston (1st Church), 
St. Andrew’s, Can if ton, Pine Grove, Calvary (Montreal), and Pilot 
Mound (Manitoba). These and other churches have been (blessed 
with quickened life and augmented membership. Some'reports 
contain a prayer for the revival of God's Spirit in the hearts of 
the members. The hope of all our congregations is wrapped up 
in the power and Word of God. May our motto for the coming 
vear be, 11 A revival in everv church, and an increase in bem-vo- 
lent gifts all along the line.”

The year began with an unusual number of vacant pulpits. 
Since our last report, the following churches have welcomed 
pastors : Emmanuel (Montreal), Sherbrooke, Co bourg, Manilla 
and ( -reswell, New Durham, Brigham, Melbourne and Durham, 
St. Thomas, Wingham, Forest, Stratford, Winnipeg, Pfatagela 
Prairie and Canif ton. We welcome to a place on our roll, Canif- 
ton, a new and promising church near Belleville. Also the names 
Wood Bay and Portage la Prairie. We greet those who are lav­
ing foundation-work in tin* far West. Soon we expect to add 
the name of tin; promising cause in \ anconver, hard by the sea.

The cl lurches are in touch with the supremely organic age. 
Societies of Christian Endeavor have been founded at Frome, 
Sarnia, Zion and Hazelton Avenue (Toronto). The timez has 
come for rousing the young Christian workers into organic effort 
on behalf of the church proper.

We notice with pleasure that a system of “ church-visita­
tions ” has been inaugurated. Our polity conserves our inde­
pendence ; but our independence is only maintained, that we 
may be united by the bonds of fellowship in Christ and wider 
benevolence. The Western Association has begun with much 
promise a system of church-visitations. The Central Associa-

r*/
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turn has >ub-di vided itself int<» districts, with a similar end in 
\ it-w. It is hu}H-<l that each church will he brought into sympa­
thetic touch with the other, in preaching Christ to men.

ActXMioii,# to Membership.—During the year, 625 were re­
ceived on profession of their faith in < 'hrist, and 828 ,hy letter, 
making in all, 958. Our losses have been larger than usual, 
d'his is accounted for hv a more general revision of clmtcli rolls. 
The total losses amount to 658, leaving a net increase of 800 
The following churches have been encouraged by hopeful acces­
sion- : \Vinni])eg, 164 ; Rond St., Toronto. 102; Ottawa, 56 ; 
Kingston (1st,), 41 ; Kmmanuel, Montreal, 89 ; Belleville, 84; 
Montreal ( 'a 1 vary ) and ( îuelph, each 20; Hazelton Avenue, 
Toronto, 26; St. Andrews, Due., 24; (Georgetown and Canifton, 
20 each ; also the Western Church (Toronto), Granby, Wiarton, 
Mount Zion Toronto), Sarnia, Lanark, and Bethel (Kingston), 
haw* all been gladdened by encouraging additions. It becometh 
each and all to praise the Giver of every good and perfect gift.

Material Advancement.—New churches and parsonages 
have been erected. Older structures have been renewed and 
beautified, and thereby rendered more attractive and suitable for 
the worship of God. The Western Church, Toronto, reports a 
new building fa-1 approaching completion. Fidelity, courage, 
liberality and progress are combining to build a new Temple for 
< Ottawa.

i

Financial Statement.—The financial statement shows ayeai 
of material progress. Church debts are still disappearing. The 
church debt column has been increased some $10,881. This is 
explained by the fact that the report last year showed that the 
total value of church property was $.*>99,850. This year the 
value has been increased to $658,100, making an advance ot 
$48,429. It follows that the total value of church property ha- 
been increased $08,098.

The total amount raised for all purposes in the year 1887-8 
was $109,780. This year we have reached our highest figure, 
$120,966. Last year the churches raised $15 per member ; this 
year the amount />r<> rata has advanced to $16.68. < 'an we reach,
the $20 per member ' Manitoba gives $26.70, /rro rata ; Quebec, 
$18.50; Ontario. $14 7,871 members raise $1 20,966. This, we
believe to be a hopeful sign hTflpie future.

SUNDAY SCHOOL STATISTICAL SFCRETARY S REPORT,
ONTARIO, QUEBEC, AND MANITOBA.

( For details see “ Tables ante)

In presenting this, my first report of our Sunday Schools, I hih 
conscious of its 'meagre and incomplete character. It is incomplete 
Both as regards the number of schools reported, and the details given. 
As it is best, however, for us to look at the bright side, we take com­
fort in the fact that the report is a decided improvement on that of 
last year. More schools have reported, both in ( hitario and Quebec 
Provinces, and Manitoba reports herself for the first time on our list, 
with four schools. Your Secretary would have been much gratified 
to have drawn a comparison with former years, in the matter of detail, 
especially in reference to money raised for missions, Home and Foreign. 
But this was beyond my power, because of the careless manner in 
which many of the schools presented their financial position. 1 regret 
this much, because, from the amount given as raised for all purpose, 
viz. (Ontario alone) $3,(.)29 44, it is evident we have a great possibility, 
through a wise expenditure, to do much for missions in our Sabbath 
Schools. I hope, therefore, that in future, the reports may come in 
such form that we may be able to present figures in this connection 
that will not only interest, but inspire us all to greater effort.

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KV TIIK KKV. JOHN MORION, OF HAMILTON, ONTARIO.

On the Dtii of May last, at a great meeting in Memorial Hall, 
London, England, an address signed by 3,7.‘iU Nonconformist ministeps 
was presented to Mr. Gladstone, expressing sympathy with him in his 
noble effort to reconcile the Irish people to the English nation. It 
was a grand occasion, and a grand act, altogether worthy of the men 
who took part in it. It reminds me of another gathering held at 
W ashington some months ago, at which the leading Christian ministers 
of the United States conferred together, and prayed together, respect­
ing another reconciliation — I mean the reconciliation of the estranged 
masses to the Christian Church. This assembly was a sign of the times, 
showing on the one hand the crude state of affairs respecting the 
estrangement of thousands from the church, and on the other the 
determination of the best men in our churches to leave no stone un­
turned to refnove the alienation.

Now it appears to me that there is a similarity between the two 
works of reconciliation. It is generally conceded that England, with 
all her virtues, is not without blame : that she is, in a measure, 
responsible for the estrangement, and that in order to remove it she 
must tree herself from the causes of complaints, and bear herself so 
generously as to restore confidence. And it is not otherwise with 
the church, in relation to her estranged. While we glory in her 
beneficent relation to the world, we must admit that she has had great 
outstanding faults, which have turned thousands away. If she would 
remove the estrangement, she must by God’s help free herself from her 
faults. The remarks I have to make today will be an illustration and 
enforcement of this duty. And it will be found that the question has 
a wider bearing than the relation of the church to the estranged 
masses : for the movement which is to win back the estranged, is the 
movement which i.s to keep those who are still in the fold from wander­
ing. Before, however, turning directly to this duty resting on the 
church as a whole, let us look at the part which we, as a denomination,
have to play in it. \\ hat position do we occupy along with the other 
workers'/

As we cast our eyes athwart the Dominion, and think of the mil­
lions who are to spread themselves over tin* waiting acres, what share
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lies to us in keeping those who are still within tin* fold tmm wandering, 
and in winning hack those who have wandered \ What can we, by the, 
grace of Mod, do for our fellow'men ?

And first, a preliminary word to those of us who are present. Let 
me congratulate you on the inspiration for the work, to he derived 
from these meetings. Mere, for a brief space, we are buoyant, what 
ever of hardness, and drawbacks, and narrowness there may hi* in our 
actual work during the year—at this time it is forgotten—or almost 
forgotten. By the faces and voices of our brethren Mod comes to us 
and cheers us. Our eyes are lifted from the poor actual and encour­
aged to look along the shining path of progress, to tin* grand To Be ! 
We are made to forget the struggle in the valley, and feel that we are 
already on the hill top of victory, singing the song of triumph. Our 
hearts are large enough to take in all kinds and conditions of n^en, and 
patient enough to take pains with the most unpromising.

But the actual, after all, remains ; and however high we may soar, 
we shall in a few days have to return to it again, like the lark to her 
field. We wish to return to it, we wish to be among our people again, 
for, (iod helping us, we would not leave our task, however hard it may 
be : nay, its very hardness is, in our best moments, its greatest attrac­
tion. Forgive me therefore, if, for a moment, I recall its most unin­
viting features. It will prepare us to meet them and wisely to deal 
with them.

Looking then broadly over the yreaf denominations, and compar­
ing them with oui* own, I see that our churches are few' beside theirs ; 
they are also small beside theirsà and our income is as nothing to 
theirs. I see, also, that the greav social and business currents carry 
the masses past our doors, unless there be a powerful attraction to de­
flect them. And sometimes 1 hear ft friendly voice saying, k‘ You are 
not aggressive in Canada. Strange, for you are strong across the line 
and in England ! " Thus we are brought back to the actual—the stony 
field in which we are holding our plough three hundred and sixty five 
days in the year—and happy are they who never feel a sinking of 
heart, or (what is more likely in the strong) a momentary restlessness 
and discontent with their lot, a desire to change the field, and do their 
work in easier conditions.

Four years ago, from this very chair, in this place, in a calm 
and judicial address, respecting our denominational position, it was 
stated that ire are not to expect any great growth till we take our part 

• in the coming federation of churches. this was bringing us back to 
the actual present and to be ; and we fretted at it a little. It was not 
so pleasant as soaring in the blue sky of our historical records, but it 
was sa lu tory, for wç must remember that we cannot build our nest in 
the sky, however blue it may be, or raise our offspring there. This 
maternal work must be done on the ground, and the ground is not 
always dry and pleasant.

it
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Now, I am not in t hr posit inn of our Brothers by long experiem e 
and intimate knowledge of the country to forecast with assurance 
either as to our size or as to our possible future. Ilut I wish to sax, 
that there is nothing in this forecast whatever view we may take of 
it to discourage us. It. in the providence of ( iod. we are to become 
part and parcel of a federation of churches working for tin* weal of 
man, let us try, by the grace of ( iod, to be worthy ol the partnership. 
If, on the other hand which is more likely we are to retain our in 
di\iduality, and to be t he allies of tin* greater denominations in their 
ministry of mercy, let us do the part assigned to us bravely and well ; 
so that in labours of love we shall not be a whit behind the chiefest on 
the held. Whatever form the chinches are to take in the future, 
whether that of a great Christian republic under a representative go\ 
eminent, or that of Congregationalism pure and simple, we may rest 
assured that everything good in us will survive ! For the church of 
the future, following the law of progress, will, like every other institu 
tion, eliminate the retarding elements, and retain only those features 
and forces which will best (jualify her to accomplish the great work 
which has been entrusted to her in the world. The individual or the 
denomination which has most of these forces will have the largest share 
in the church of the future. /

As to our size. This should not, affect us -Except, indeed, to 
make us more devoted in proportion to our smallness. It is true, de­
nominations many times our size are in a position to do more work, and 
we rejoice that they are. God has laid more upon them. They have 
more workers. They have larger means. They have better opportu­
nities of reaching the ear of the people, for the crowd attracts the 
crowd. Hut while we are not able to do so much as some of our 
neighbours, this will not sour us, or make us less eager to do what we 
can. And we have much in our favour which commends us to those 
we wish to help.

Our name is not against as. Our fathers have seen to that, and 
given us a name which is a praise throughout the wide world. Nor is 
our polity a hindrance, but rather a help ; for it is in harmony if it 
be w illing to adapt itself a little with the democratic feelings of our 
country. Nor have we to contend with prejudice. Our fellow- 
countrymen are ready to listen to the Gospel humanely spoken, whether 
it comes from a prelate of tin* Church of Rome, or from a captain of 
the Salvation Army. They do not ask, “ Who is sayipg it ! but, 
“ What is he saying ? So then, granting that the social and business 
currents sweep past, ns, there is ample opportunity of usefulness W e, 
too, may have a share in helping our fellow-men ; and that in every 
department. Our college may turn out able ministers of Christ ; some 
of them to take a front rank in the Christian scholarship of the age ; 
some of them to take an honorable place among missionaries ; some to 
.speak to the cultured and thoughtful ; and some, because of special
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gifts, to g<> <lu\\ h ainuiii: tin* degraded, and t<> vi<* with tin* I><*>t m tin* 
Sal \ at ion A i ni y in lifting tin* talion ; and many, with ordinary talents, 
and ( ’lirist in their hearts, to preach tin* low of Hod to perishing men. 
And our vhurvlies may supply men and women who, touched hy tIn* 
love of their kind, will go out into publie life, and lend a hand in 
helping on these great reforms, which are vet needed to lift the hut 
dens from tin* masses, and to make it easier for them to he good In 
short, I see not why we should not, in ever\ depaituient ot Christian 
work, prove ourselves worthy of tin* race from which we are sprung, 
of our allies hy whos reside we are standing, and of the high calling 
wherewith we are called. There are about 8,000 of us scattered over 
the I dominion. What possibilities lie in 8,000 souls, who are serving 
their fellows, not for tin* gratitude they are to receive, hut for Christ s 
sake ! What burdens they may lift ! What hearts they may soothe ! 
What social and political e\ ils they may help to remove !

Kut now look to the people whom we are to help. And I leave tor 
the time those w ho are growing up in our churches, and from whom 
our principal growth is to come. I look to those who are on the out­
skirts of our churcfos that large class who are unattached, or hut 
slightlv attached—and 1 remark that, apart trom our natural growth, 
uur principal gains are to come from this class. Here, among these 
outsiders, we have the best opportunity of testing the attractive power 
of our lox<*, and of securing recruits for our Saviour. Our gains are 
not, as a rule, to come from anv of the great denominations ; nor, for 
that matter, from anv of the smaller denominations, but from the out 
lying masses, and from the children w ho arc hanging loosely to the 
skii ts of the churches. Among these we are to go, w ith the story of 
heavenly love, and with humane hearts, to shim* upon them, and to 
make them ft tel that our presence is a Messing. From these we are to 
make new friends. It is an established fact in the history of religious 
movements, as was shown recent lv by Sir W. Hunter, in a remarkable 
address on the religion of India, that the increase does not come from 
the orthodox ranks, hut from the unattached, and those who are out 
casts. It was so in the start of Christianity; for she gained the 
masses hy her recruits, neither from the ranks of orthodox Jews, nor 
from the educated pagans, but from those who hung loosely around the 
outskirts of these classes. The Methodist movement, though started 
in the bosom of the Church of England, did not make its gains from 
the good members of that church, hut from the people outside, who 
were more or -less free. And it is well known that our foreign mission 
a ries have made their gains, neither from the most educated peoples, 
nor from the most religious, but from the lower grades of society. Not 
many of the mighty among the Hindus, or among the Mohammedans 
have been called. Every normal religious movement has started on 
the ground, with its roots in the soil of the common heart ; and from 
that soil it has drawrn tin* nourishment which has enabled it to rise

\
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ii pw ard, am I to spread its branches over the earth. \\ <• an* to grow, 
tii»*ii, not by attracting Kpisoopalians, or Wesleyans, or Presbyterians, 
ii'it I'\ working shoulder to shoulder with them on tin* non Christian 
population, and hy proving ourselves to be not a whit behind anv of 
tiiem, in our willingness to spend and he spent for the glory of (bid, 
r d the l <>od of our fellow-men.

These unattached people, who have either slight connection, or in* 
connection at all with our churches, oiler a fair Held in which we ca , 
work along with tin* other denominations ; and the question as to our 
success among them will turn, in its last issue, not on ou?' size, or our 
age, or the glory of our ancestry, or on our liberality though all these 
have their place and power but on the use we can be to them ; if we 
can help them ; it we can bring hope to them ; if we can inspire them 
with new courage for the battle of life ; if we can assist them in 
working out their great pressing problems ; if, in a word, we can 
minister Christ to them, we shall have succeeded. And as to out 
relative success, as compared with other workers, if that is worth con 
sidering at all, it will be a' cording as we are more or less useful than 
they, along the lines I have indicated. If we art* after tin* building

fi

up of our church, if we are seeking to show what a tine race we are, if 
we are aiming at anything that terminates on self, we shall fail ; but 
if, with a noble self forgetfulness we are going forth with the sole end 
of doing good to men for Christ s sake, failure is impossible.

In all this I have not touched on anv distinctive mission that Ik*-
*

longs to us. I>nt is it not becoming less and less possible for denomina 
tions, as for nations, to have anything distinctive ! Travel, commerce, 
the telegraph, and literature, are gradually etl'acing tin* peculiarities of 
nations, and making them possessors m common of all that is best in 
civilization. And so with denominations. They are getting rid of 
outstanding defects, and becoming sharers equally, in all that is good 
in Christian thought or work. The light that breaks out in any one 
denomination shines over all. It cannot Ik* otherwise ; tin* best 
students of all the denominations, sit under the same great teachers 
m science, philosophy and theology. They read the same books. And 
they meet in the same societies to discuss the problems of the hour. 
And what is true of the leading students who have opportunities of 
going abroad, is true also, in a sense, of all ministers and thoughtful 
Christians. A great book is published, and the impulse it gives is not 
felt within the denomination from which it comes alone, but spreads 
itself out to every individual in all the denominations. It becomes 
lik** a spiritual wind, blowing over the earth, and setting into motion 
every blade of grass in tin* Held, and every leaf in tin* forest. This 
being so, tin* distinction must become less and less, and vet we may be, 
unconsciously, exercising an influence which is peculiarly our own. 
Victor Hugo says that some day, far in tin* future, a historian will be 
relating to a wondering audience that there was a time when there
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wen* Z ( /#</> m Kurope. I cannot say as to that. lint it. in tin* tut uiv 
history of tin* Christian Church, a tiin** should conn*, when the creeds 
aie n htfh A Xs rhi//onif> than at present, when the members of the 
church will he the law - makers, and when the purity of tin* church m 
more universally sought after I sav if such a time should come, we 
shall have the satisfaction of knowing that find has used us in helping
to hrin^ alunit the change. But after all, the only distinction which

■ * - ~ *

is worth reaching out after is that which comes from uniting with our 
hi etliren in seeking to do good, in being instruments in the hands of 
< » id in bringing the gospel of ( 'hrist to the sad heart ot humanity.

I have thus, in discussing our own work, been brought into tin* 
heart of t he <piestion with w hich I began : a question for all the 
churches “ I low are the estranged masses to be brought back to the 
church ! And let me explain that I use tin* term “ church in its 
popular seime; meaning, the people who, professing faith in (’hrist, 
meet for the worship of Cod and for the observance of ordinances. 
Let me further explain, that in speaking of the estranged masses, I 
am not thinking of the church as friendless. (Mi the contrary, she 
never had more friends than now. The best men in tin* world recognize 
her as the fountain from which Mows all that is sweetest in life. The 
unbiased judgment of mankind acknowledges, that it is from our 
Christian churches that the men and women come, who are most 
humane most self-sacritieing, and most willing, like their Master, to do 
good. But while all this is true, while it is true that the church has 
hold of the heart ot mankind, it is also true that there are thousands 
and tens of thousands estranged from her. They are spread over the I >o- 
minion, over the continent, over the world. They are found in greatest 
numbers in our workshops, but also in our ot lices, in our law circles, 
in medical circles, and in the literary class. They differ, wide as the 
poles, in many respects ; some of them good, others not good ; others 
positively vicious. Some of them estranged for one reason, some tor 
another. Some of them retain slight connection with the church ; 
attending now and again. Some of them are even devout worship­
pers. But while they differ in these respects, they are all one in their 
alienation from the church -this alienation varying in degree, from a 
w ant of warmth to a positive hatred. “ I low are these people to be 
brought back ? And 1 w ish you to notice that mv question, at pre­
sent is not, “ I low are thev to be reconciled to ( hrist Ï which is more 
important. It is possible to be estranged from the church, in its organ 
ized form, without being alienated from Christ ; just as it is possible 
to be a patron of the church, w hile the heart is far from Christ. As 
to the latter have we not, again and again, been made to blush at the 
sight of men whose lives were notoriously bad, standing on the plat­
form, or on t Ik* floor of the House of Commons, making fiery speeches 
in defence of the church, and declaring, with a curse, that they would 
be willing to shed their blood for her ! They were lovers of the church,
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without being lovers ot the Saviour. There ai*1, 1 tear, many ut this 
ri ass They are sticklers tor the church, while they show no savor ot 
< T i rist in their homes, or in their dealings wit h their tel low men. They 
love the church so well, that they are willing to adopt all kinds ot 
sharp practices to keep up her finances, and to decorate her home ; on 
tin* other hand, est rangement from the church is not necessarily 
» .strangement from Christ. Luther and his followers became alienated 
from the church, in one of its organizations Wesley and his followers,
though not by their own desire, were alienated from tin* church in

another of its organizations. And there are hundreds of < hrist ians, out 
side of our Christ ian churches today, repelled from them, unwisely I 
think, by their glaring inconsistencies. Now I have not been speaking thus, 
to suggest that the masses now under consideration are all, or mostly 
( hristian, for alas ! 1 fear they are not. 1 have been thus speaking
merely to make clear tin* exact question before ns, “Why are these 
m isses e .tranged from tin* church t —from the organized societies of 
of men and women who profess to 1>€ Christians? — from those societies 
v died Roman Catholic, Episcopalian, Presbyterian, Methodist, Baptist,
( ongregational, etc , according to their respective forms l And in try­
ing to get a satisfactory answer to this question, it is important to get 
the point of view of those under consideration, to find out how they 
work on the church. And in this connection, 1 wish to observe that 
they do not, as a rub*, distinguish between one section of tin* church 
and another. They look on it as a whole, as we do on Buddhism or 
Mohammedanism ; and their point of view, in a large measure, deter­
mines their judgment. Whatever is done by any section of the church, 
is done by “the church as a whole ! If any section of tin* church 
has been opposed to social or political reform, the whole church is 
blamed. If any church is unsympathetic, this want of sympathy is 
charged to the whole. And what leads to even greater evil, whatever 
sin any single member commits, the whole church gets tin* blame ot it. 
It a member of the church is a defaulter, or oppressive, or untruthful, 
or dishonest, or profane, or drunken, or selfish and spiteful, the whole 
church is discredited. If the members of an individual church, at 
their church meetings, or in their relation to each other, are envious, 
and spiteful, and acrimonious, the outsiders say : “There is less 
brotherly love and forbearance in the church, than in secular societies. 
We are, to outsiders, a unit ; and tin* evil of a part is the evil of tin* 
whole, and in the sense in which they use the term “ church. ’ they are 
right. The church, as she is found in the world, must be judged of, not 
ideally, but concretely—not by what she should be, but by what she is. 
And if, in any particular church, the ideal has departed—and there 
remains the form without tin* substance as came to be tin* case with 
tin* church in the wilderness she des< rves no respect. W e must judge 
her by her members. It would be wrong indeed to charge their sins 
to Christ, or Christianitv — but their sins give character to the church,
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and any judgment is invormt that dors nut include them. ( Inis 
tianity is always perfect, hut the (’hristian Church is mil v what hei 
meinhers make her, and hence these outsiders are entitled, when they 
sea evils in her, to flunk that they are evils, to sntj that the\ are, and 
to have ;tn nmrsuut to them. And hence it is the case that everx 
filing unlovely, of which a inemlier of the ( hristian ( hurch is guilty, 
is a cause, and a legitimate cause, ot offence to the outsider, and in 
its measure responsible for the estrangement w hich we deplore.

There is anotjjeff*'very important thing to he noted in the outsider's 
point ot view. It has hern said h\ some one, that it takes twentx 
virtues to establish a mans reputation for goodness, while one \ ice is 
sufficient to give him a reputation for badness. In other words we 
w rite the virtues of men on the sand, while we engrave their vices on 
brass. We cannot expect t he estranged masses to deal more kindly in 
their estimate of the church. They see her blemishes more quickly 
thin her beauties. They have no historical vision they cannot be

expected to learn of the good the church has done, but they know wadi 
the evil of which she has been guiltv. They should remember that 
the church introduced a new life into the world which has, ever since 
its inception, been elevating and purifying; that in the dark ages she 
stood against emperors as the guardian of the poor, and dared them to 
touch them at the peril of their souls. They should remember that 
they were members of tin* ('hristian Church who fought, and died, to 
secure the liberties they are now using to abuse the sacred institution.

1 hey should remember, also, that from the heart of the church have 
come the forces, social and moral, which, in tin* present century, have 
been snapping the chains ot sJaverv, enfranchising the masses, and 
working in a thousand ways, through benevolent societies, and indivi 
dual philanthropists, to ameliorate the condition of mankind ; and, 
above all, they should not forget that tin* voice of the pulpit is a voice 
ot love ; that it proclaims to all men that there is hope for them ; that 
Cod gave his only begotten Son for them, and that that Son still sym­
pathizes with them in all their trials. They should see that whatever 
may be true of individual members of the church, or individual sections, 
her heart, w hich is t he heart of Christ, is with them, and is seeking 
their good. but they are ignorant of all this, and remember only tin* 
church’s wrong: that slit1 kept millions m ignorance : that she has 
stood opposed to many ot the reforms in this country which have been 
secured in spite ot her ; and that, at the present day, many of her 
active members are evil in their lives, and many more without sympathy 
tor tin* sorrows and struggles of mankind They tix their eyes on the 
hateful things in the church ; they hate them and turn away.

Note then, tin* point at which we have arrived, m judging of the 
must of the masses estrangement. They are alienated from the church, 
i»'t by the Christianity that is in her, but by the si)i that is in her. 
discriminating between the different classes of the estranged, and

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, it111»lî aside tor t lit* momynt tlie class made up ot the positively w icked. 
.nid t lie atheists, t lies do not stand otf t rom us because we love them 
.nul seek to help them ; but because, on many occasions, and through 
-nanv of our members, we have not loved them, have not sought to help 
i hem ; have, on the contrary, stood aloof from them, and taken par t 
with their enemies against them. They do not stand apart, because 
*hey see men of < 'hrist-like character* among us, but because*they see 
among us men who a>e cold and sellish. Mark it well ; it is not the

n

</ondn''ss in the church that repels them, it is the harness.

W hile these great blemishes remain, thousands will be estranged
We are to expect nothing else. Has not our Saviour fold us, woe
unto the world because of offences ; because of the offences ar ising from
unchristian Christians? While these unchristian Christians are among
us, “offences must comeV they cannot be avoided. “ lUit, says oni
Lord, “ Woe unto that man by whom they come : it were better for

%/ *

him that a millstone were hanged about his neck, and that he wen- 
drowned in the depth of the sea.

This brings us to the remedy. Since it is our evil winch is the * 
chief cause of estrangement, we must cease to do evil. We must, look 
mg back on the past, consider wherein we have given occasion for the 
enemy to blaspheme. W e must purge ourselves ; we must cast out 
the unclean thing. And we must do this, not so much by casting out 
individual members, who are not what they should be, but by Hftnoj 
u}/ the jrhole life of the church to a higher and purer plane. Every 
member of the church must take his own life in hand, and purge out of 
it whatever may have been a cause of stumbling to any soul. W a owe 
it to Christ ; we owe it to His cause the cause of man that we shall 
not allow anything in our lives to be a legitimate cause of offence.

W hen the members of all the churches shall, in fair measure — m 
such measure as may be expected in this life,«have ceased from actions 
that are positively hateful and unchristian ; wheli Methodists, Eres I \ 

terians, Episcopalians, and the rest of us, shall be so living that those 
who are without will have “no evil," or at least “little evil, to say 
against us one large step will be taken in reconciling the masses to 
the Christian Church. Lut while these blemishes remain, it matters 
not w hat methods we adopt, what committees we form, or what activity 
we manifest, we cannot hope to till up the chasm that yawns between 
us and the multitude.

Lut the removal of blemishes is but.one step ; and now I come to 
the positive remedy. W e must not only cease to repel ; we must, in a 
larger measure, begin to attract. We have said but little, when we 
have said that we are doing nothing to drive these people away, for 
still the question presses, What are we doing to keep them from going? 
With what strong cords have we been drawing them to our bosom ? 
The remedy lies m tin* possession by the church of a strong attractive

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ouality. Sin* must, like* the great central orb <-t <>ut system, hold tin*

wandering orhs within her circle. lint hovs [ 1 In1 answer is found, 
not in tin* word imtlunl, hut in tin* word t'mprr. Methods are vastly 
important ; hut. wayside gatherers, tract distributors, house-to-house 
visitors, will tail, unless there lx* the proper temper. What we need, 
then, is a change of temper, or speaking more correctly, a wider distri 
bution of the temper that is native to tin* church, and that character 
izes Mini who dwells in our midst : a wider distribution of love.

We must have sympathy with men ; not merely because they are
respectable, or because they have good taste, or because they have*
beautiful characters--because* they belong to this nation or that—but
because they are mrn. We are* not to turn away from them because

• *

they are in the mire We must be drawn to them, in whatever condi- 
tion they are, as Moffat was drawn to Hechuanas, as Hums to his 
Chinese, as Jesus to the lepers to tin* woman who had lost her repu 
tat ion—to the men who were goodhearted, but made no profession of 
religion. We must be drawn to them because they art* men, and heirs 
(though they are ignorant of it) of everlasting life. It is this quality 
in our Lord which has won to Him so many hearts. There is a scene 
in His life which never fades from mv memory ; 1 mean the occasion 
when lit* was on the hillside, with a crowd of people around Him, and 
when He said, as He looked on them, “1 have compassion on tin* mul­
titude, because they are as sheep without a shepherd.’" And we may 
be sure that there were in that multitude all kinds of characters—the 
noisy and rude, tin* shrinking and despondent, tin* sharp-eyed critics, 
and tin* thoughtful. Hut every one of them was an object of interest 
to Jesus. And there was not one of them whose manner or ways 
would have prevented Jesus from sitting dow n on the grass beside him, 
and being a helpful brother to him. And tin* sympathetic nature of 
Jesus, which comes out in these words, accords with a description of 
Him, as He now is, by the writer to the Hebrews, in which he tells us 
that our high priest tan have compassion on the ignorant and on those 
who are out of the way. Indeed, we know that there is no charactei 
istic of our Lord which stands out more prominently than this spirit of 
helpfulness to those who are not w hat they should be. This feature of 
His character is what stirs hope in our own hearts, for we know that it 
there be no love and help for those who are not what they should lx*, 
there can lx* no help for any of us !

It is this manner of his, that marks him oil from all men* moral 
ists and denouncers of wrong. The latter point out faults. They hold 
up tin* weak and erring to contempt ; they laugh at the inconsistent. 
Ur, m a different temper, they berate them— “give it to them, as wo 
should say. Ilnur word to the erring is a word of condemnation, 
w ithout any savor of fellow-feeling. Hut Christ s word to those win, 
are out of the way, is a word of sympathy. He came not to bring 
men to justice ; He came to help them out of tin* difficulty into which
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departuiv tmin law than lli1 ; no .me had. or could have a higher stan 
< ia i « ! ot ii\ mg, I ai t no oik* li.nl a tenderer word lor tin* wrongdoer 
\\ as it not because 11n saw tin* pathos ot lit»* how dithrult it is to ho 
mod. how hard it is to take the straight non iso in tin- voyage of I it o, 
that thero was this infinite patience and helpfulness in Mis heart

‘‘ Tin* world tor ( lirist ’ “ Tin* world for <’hrist 1 is a erv, a
nolile erv which is often heard, and which rings in tin* ears of manv 
workers in all parts of the world ; hut then* is another cry, which goes 
doepor into tin* mission of ( 'hrist I mean, " Christ /<>r t/uj trorfd

• le came not in tin* first place to get tin* world to give it self to Him,
out to give Himself for tin* world. As lie himself expresses it, “ I 
came into the world, not to ho ministered unto, hut to minister, and to 
give myself a ransom for many. Me came as the great champion of 
man : of all men ; of the ('hinese who are landing on our W estern 
dlores, as well as the Saxons who are landing on our Hasten i ; of tin* 
Mack men who are in ignorance in tin* Southern States, as well as tin* 
white men who have kept them in ignorance ; of the wicked and law 
less m our land ; yea, of the men who have drifted into socialism and 
anarchy. He came as their champion not to sympathize with their 
c/*<7, hut to sympathize w ith them ; to take 11 is place heside them, and 
tu feel how hard it has been tor them to he other than they are ; to sax 
to them, “ Yes, I know all about it ; I know the hardness of your 
lot : I feel for you, hut let Me speak : Ho not make it worse for your- 
-elves : listen to me and I will show you your way out of it. Thus
He has gone forth in 11 is mission of helpfulness, haring His blessed 
breast to whatever arrows might pierce Him ; and 11 is motto is, “ The 
best for mankind, though it may he the worse for Me 1 Such is .Jesus. 
And it is because 11e is such, the unselfish ( )ue, living for others, that 
He has a claim on tin* worlds gratitude.

Now, what ('hrist is, the church, in tin* midst of which lie dwells,
■- to h<*. Since we have a great high-priest, who has compassion on
1 hose who are out of t in* way, who has had compassion on us, we must
he compassionate. We must take our stand, in sympathy, beside t Im-e
who have failed in tin* battle for bread ; with those also who have
railed in the battle against evil habits ; and with those, too, who haw
lost their wav in their search after Christian truth. Let us not hastily

judge them, but take our place beside them, remembering that it is not 
so much our dut \ to rebuke them, as to save them, if possible, from
• heir errors ; and remembering, also, that we too are but little children, 
looking up into the starry heavens of divine truth, wondering what it 
aii means.

Look, for a moment, at this latter class. \\ e should have large 
sympathy with those who have lost their wav intellectually -whether 
they are befogged on the one hand or shooting the rapids ot daring 
speculation on tin* other. Remembering all tin* causes, hereditary and
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educational. which h t v »• wrought tou aid this; remem I >enng that it is 
a , haul tu flunk right as it is tu net right ; and remembering oui uvvn 
battlements and struggles in reaching <*v en the first shoulder ot t h « * 
mountain ot knowledge I sa v, remembering all this, lut us not nie» t 

them with rehuke. Let us rather svni}>athi/e with them; and it. in 
t lu* impulse ut youth, they go beyond the stage ot reverent impur1 
and “ rush m w here angels tear tut read, let us not lose pat ienvr with them 
but love them, as .lesus continued, in spite ot all Peters foolish speeches, 
and hast y conclusions, to love the impetuous apostle, who always said 
stnn-t thing, even when he wist not what to say.

W e belong to a family who hav e done much for religious tolerance 
Kor the last two hundred years, our forefathers in the faith have been 
pleading and suffering to secure that the State give liberty to everv 
one, to think for himself in matters of religion. And to-day, we have 
m> rejoice that m the empire to which we belong, and in the great 
Republic which has spr ung from us, religious equality in the gyes ut 
the law has been secured. W e have to rejoice, also, that this great 
blessing is spreading over the earth, and that we are within measurable 
distance of the time when the vast of a mans religion will not be a 
disqualification in any land. The battle is won, and mankind is to 
reap the benefit. The civil rulers will allow every religion to have 
free course. Put intolerance may be driven from the State, and bar 
bored in the heart. We may take from* the State the power toon 
demn, while flu* court still sits in our souls. There may la* the stake 
and the pillory, and tin1 banishment, in tin* heart, long after they have 
been driven from the State. The sentence of death, yea of a cruel 
death, may be pronounced in the heart, long after such power 
has been taken from the magistrate. About two years ago I met a

n v ij

pious < hristian lady, who was then and •st ill is, engaged in Christian 
work in the city in which she lives. < Kir conversation turned on one 
of the large churches in the city, and she remarked, in a gentle though 
decided tone, “I believe there are few, if any, of t Ik* Lords people in 
it. That lady would be the last to persecute, and yet in the court of 
her heart she was calling six or seven hundred professing Christians 
to 11ft- bar and pronouncing sentence upon them, and 1 fear judgments 
ot this kind are not so rare as might be supposed W e hear such 
remarks as these, “So-and-so is converted “So-and-so is not con­
verted. “It is enmity tu (Jod that makes him a doubter. “If is 
because he wants to cling to sin that he will not accept the truth. ’ 
Now, however true it may be that there are persons in the condition 
described by these sentences, we are not in a position to apply them to 
this' man or to that man. for we see not tin* heart. And such remarks 
are often hastily made ; in some cases flippantly made, by self-consti­
tuted judges who know little of fjie human soul, and of the struggles 
through which it has to pass, on its way to the Kingdom. The 
same must be said of all those judgments that pronounce on

live and die without any oppoi t unity of sal vat ion that by t lie necessities 
of their lot, t lie> conn* into <*x istence xx it h hut one road before them, 
and that the road that runs down the slope of t lie mountain to the 
dark x alley of eternal despair. 1 >y tlmse* hasty judgments, the judg­
ments that fail to see the breadth of tin* operations of the gracious 
(iod. many misrepresent ( 1hristiani^y to the world.

I plead not for license. I do not take tin* xiew, that it does not 
matter xx dial a man believes, so long as he lives right ; for I a in con 
x inced that no man can live right, or at least, lixe* long right, who does 
not flunk right I do not plead for indifference to truth ; but I plead 
for a large tolerance for those w ho, amid many conflicts, are failing to 
find their way. ( >nly thus can we help them ; only thus can xx c keep 
them from being est ranged.

The church must also, in all her members, stand in sympathy with» * »

those who ha x e yielded to x ice. Not that we art* to have any sympathy 
for t he rev, any more than tIn* mother has for the disease which is 
marring tin* beauty of her child Lut xx e are to take part with them 
against their vices. Our loxe for flinn must be stronger than our 
loathing for their rirr. We must guard against tin* sentimental love 
for the debased, which tenderly, and xx ith falling tears, prays for the 
degraded South Sea Islanders, but which turns away with disgust and 
harsh epithets from a company of rough Canadians. I said a moment 
ago, that it is hard to flunk right. I wish now to remember that it is 
hard to low right. When we think of tin* inherited tendencies with 
which a man begins this life ; when xve remember tin* stored up forces 
of evil as well as good, which lie latent in tin* little life*, we shall 
feel like* speaking a word for it, if, xvhem it lapsevs, too harsh a worel be 
spokeui against it. We shall say, u < ,onsiele*r how much he* had to 
strive* against ; think, not how had In* is, but how much worse he might 
have been ! ”

There are* children brought up in homes where* Christ is ridiculed ; 
there are children brought up in homes where the ideas of morality 
are* indefinite ; there are* children who inherit in their hlood and brain- 
wrong tendencies of faith and feeling. Those powerful impulses 
gathering momentum from past generations, carry tin* individual along 
with a power which, in many cases, is all but irresistible. How hard

8
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it is for some people—for most people—even after they are Christians, 
to be good, and kind, and patient, and truthful, and noble ! In many 
cases it is almost tin* same as to tell a steamer, struggling in the midst 
of the waves, to be still. We do not lose sympathy with her, if she 
appears to be overcome for a moment ; nay, not though she Incomes a 
helpless thing, at the mercy of the waves. And so with men who 
have become helpless waifs, and are borne wherever the current of 
passion carries them. Let us, drawn to them by the remembrance of 
their relation to Cod, overcome any natural loathing that may be in 
our breast: and let us get to their side, and say, “ We know about 
it ; we do not wonder ; you have had much to contend with ; we would 
help you.’ Acting thus, we shall be like Him who was the friend of 
bad people, and who can have compassion on those who are out of the 
way.

Last of all, let me say that the church should stand sympatheti­
cally toward those who are struggling, in various ways, with the problem 
of existence. Some are dealing with it in their individual lot ; others, 
through the societies which are so numerous ; others, again, through 
semi-political organizations. The church must not be a cold spectator 
of the men who are engaged in this struggle. The poor, especially, 
are to be considered. Not that the strong, who more easily gain a 
footing in the world, are to be forgotten, or looked at with anything 
but love and thankfulness, but the case i> hardest with the weak. They 
are apt to be trodden upon, not perhaps intentionally, but, neverthe­
less, really. Many of them find it ditlicult to make ends meet ; and 
remember, that their problem is not one of more or less comfort, but 
of independence or beggary. I do not hesitate to say that, as a rule, 
the working men in t he city in which I live, have not enough to enable 
them to feel secure. W ith their family to support, and the fear of an 
idle month, they have often an anxious time. They are striving to 
remove this cause of anxiety by their organizations and societies. 
Sometimes they act unwisely, sometimes wisely, just as miglii b< 
expected in a body of men ; and as we find in the church itself.

Now, the church must stand sympathetically to these men in their 
struggle ; and must have patience with them, even though at times 
they speak wild words. I do not mean that the church, as such, is to 
become an insurance society, to provide a living for all who may be 
left in want, or a political machine, to act on Parliament ; but by her 
members, she is to be the strong friend of these masses in their struggle. 
From hfrr circle must go out men who will direct them in their societies 
and plead their cause in Parliament.

If the church has to condemn, as it must condemn, some of the 
plans suggested to remedy the evil, let it not do so till it has made it 
clear, by word and work, that it sees the evil, and is doing its utmost
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incut of mankind. “Tin* weal of man, “ The w eal of man. This is tin- 
motto which floats out on the banner of all societies. The positivist 
and the supernaturalist, the theorist and the practical philanthropist, 
the monarchist and the republican, have all the same civ. Now, how 
is this profession of good-will to man to lx* tested ! Not by its loud­
ness, or by its sweetness, or by the number of voices which join in it ; 
but by the measure in which the promise is followed by performance. 
Not everyone that sait h, “Humanity, humanity, will win the affec­
tion of man, but they who prove themselves most useful. The fittest 
will survive. And in this struggle, the church has nothing to tear, if 
she be true to the great current of her past life, and to the Master who 
is in her midst.

The church, in her members, must have an interest, and must go 
out of her way to show her interest, in men. Her member*, inspired 
by the love of men, must go forth from her holy circle, to take their 
part in the great work for the betterment of the race. She must make 
her influence felt in the education of tin1 young, by supplying teachers 
w hose Christian lives will transform the secular school into a sacred in­
stitution. She must make her influence felt in municipal affairs, In 
supplying the men who will be animated in all their actions by a 
supreme desire to help the people for Christ’s sake. She must* control 
politics by sending to Parliament men who will legislate for the people, 
in view of their relation to Christ. In one word, sin* is to purifv the 
nation, by purifying the men and women of which the nation is com­
posed.

It is thus the church is to win back the estranged masses. She 
must, on the one hand, free herself, by Cod s grace, of her blemishes — 
and on the other, convince men that she is living for the/u, not for her­
self. She must make it clear to them, that sin* is willing, like her 
Master, to give up all for them ; that her mission is not to get but to 
7ice. And she must do this, not merely or chiefly through her officia 1 
acts, but through the men and women of whom she is composed. They 
must, as individuals, become, according to their abilities, humane cen­
tres around which people will be drawn. It is in the measure in which 
the church is doing this, that she has a claim on the world’s gratitude.

I do not sav that this will gain every one. There are men who 
have the heart of Judas, who will not be touched, though the Son of 
Man should look into their eyes, and plead with them. There an* men 
and women, of whom we shall have to say after we have done all, w hat 
the Saviour said of Jerusalem. Nor can we lx* sun* that all who are 
won to us will be won to our Saviour. There will still be found those 
who follow for the loaves and tin* fishes.

Zmn church for t liât very purpose. The site selected for their wot 
ship was on the east side ot Spadtna A venue, hy tar the widest street 
in Toronto. Here a small chapel was erected, near the rear of the 
lot ; which has in the meantime served hoth tor church and school-room. 
It will now he used tor the latter purpose exclusively. I he new 
church which fronts on Spadina Avenue, and occupies a go<xI corner, 
is of white hrick, sixty-seven hv eighty-four feet. The distance of

twelve feet between the rear ot the new and the old building, is 
occupied hv a one storey building, giving accommodation for vestry and 
class-rooms. Filtering through the front door, the main vestibule, 
eight feet wide and extending across the whole front of the church, 
will Im reached. At either side are staircases leading to tin* galhyy. 
The audience room proper is fifty f(*et wide and sixty-one feet in 
length, exclusive of the organ recess at rear, or tin4 large recess at 
front in the gallery, over the entrance vestibule. Four aisles or pass­
ages run longitudinally down tin* church, giving access to the seats, 
which are on the circular plan, all facing the speaker’s desk. Imme­
diately in front of the pulpit platform is the choir platform, which is 
raised two steps above the floor of the church: while tlie pulpit is four 
steps higher. The floor of the church slopes toward the pulpit, so that 
all may have a good view of the speaker. In rear of these platforms 
is the organ recess. Along both sides of the church is a three-seat 
gallery, while the portion across the front, opposite the platform, is 
seven seats deep. The actual ordinary seating accommodation of the 
church is as follows : ground floor, 452 ; gallery floor, 2V3 ; choir plat­
form, 30; total 775. The ceiling of the church* is one clear span, 
formed into a triple barred arch, and divided by plaster ribs and 
purlins, and the side windows groined up into side arches. The height 
of the centre of the ceiling from the floor is thirty seven feet. The 
interior casings and woodwork of the church are clear pine, with varnish 
finish ; the seating is finished with hardwood. The door into the 
audience room is covered with cloth. The building is heated by two 
large furnaces. The ventilation is from gratings in tin4 floor, connected 
by ducts to two large ventilation shafts ; while at the ceiling there is 
ventilation at the open plaster centre bosses, which will be controlled 
by coids lets down to the staircase landings. The space in rear, be­
tween the church and the old building, is made to serve for a vestry, 
and also for two large class-rooms, which open by folding doors into 
the olj.1 school room.

On the 4th of April, 1888, the corner stone of the new church 
was laid by the Rev. Arch. F. McGregor, the pastor. The building is, 
at the present issue, approaching completion.

So plans were obtained for a new building
altogether. 1 lie stone and other materials were largely utilized m the

new structure, the upper part of w hich is brick. There will be a con 
siderahle amount of debt on the new church ; toward which the mem­
bers who aie neither numerous or wealthy not unnaturally, look 
for some assistance from abroad.

< hairman ot t he ( mngregational l mon. Mr. I" ielden, Secretary of t he

be viewed from the northeast corner ot Albert and Klgin streets, and 
so r<‘j)i*(isei11s both the front and think elevations, each of which will 
show a gable with a ham 1 some window. The building will be of stone up 
to t he church floor, above which it will be of red biick with cut-stone fac­
ings. It will be as nearly as possible square, with a measurement of about 
• >S feet inside, and the auditorium will be seated, in amphitheatrical 
style, tor about -V_M) persons. There will be no gallery at present. It 
will have two main entrances, both on Albert street, and an entrance 
to the Lecture Room and Vestry from Klgin street. The ceilings of 
both Auditorium and Lecture Room will be of wood, the former stained 
and varnished, the latter painted white. The heating will be by steam. 
The windows will be of figured glass, with stained glass borders. The 
tower and spire will rise to the height of 1 OS feet, the spire being covered 
with galvanized iron. The roof will be of slate, with the exception of 
tilt1 centre portion of it which will be a deck covered with felt and 
gravid. The basement storey w ill contain a vestry, infant class room,

1 SS7, the building was formally opened.
The church building is situated on the east side ot Light Street, 

adjoining tlie grounds of the (’entrai School ; is built ot stone, present 
ing externally a tine appearance : alike creditable to tin* architect and 
congregation. The basement is well lighted, and with a lofty ceiling, 
is fitted up for lecture room and Sunday School pin poses. The audi­
torium is finished throughout with black ash, oiled and varnished, with 
handsome ceiling ; is comfortably seated with semi-circular seats, well 
cushioned. It is thoroughly well lighted, and presents as you enter 
through large roomy porches, a most inviting appearance, which is 
enhanced by the organ that has its resting place immediately in the 
rear of the speaker’s platform and desk. There is nothing superfluous 
and nothing mean in the general appearance, but all most admirably 
adapted for the purpose for which the structure is dedicated. The 
total cost is about $1 T>,000. There is a fine organ which cost $2,100.

The architect is Mr. J. Cuthbertson. The deacons are Messrs.

Rev. 1 >!’. Watson, of Cliebogue. The Rev. .1. B. Hawes, the re- 
tiring (Chairman, being absent, Mr. James Woodrow, of St. John, 
the Treasurer of the Union, took the chair temporarily, and called 
the l nion to order.

Mr. 1). H. Burpee, of Sheffield, N.B., wa$ appointed Minute- 
Secretary, and Mr. F. W. Read, student of the < \mgregationaL 
College. B.N.A., Assistant.

The Sessional roll being then formed, the Secret a ' v of tie* 
Union read letters from the ( ommittee of the Colonia1 Mission­
ary Society, and from the Secretary of the ( 'ongregational Union 
of England and Wales, conveying salutations and fraternal greet- 
ings from those bodies, and introducing the Rev. W. S. H. 
Fielden, the Secretary of tin* ( olonial Missionary Society, as their 
<1(degate to this ITiioii, as well as to the sister Union of Ontario 
and Rbiebee.

On motion of the Rev. T. Hall, Mv. Fielden was most cor­
dially received, and re< nested to sit as an honorary member of

» • '

this Union. The Rev. J. F. Aikins, of Robbinston, Maine, and 
the Rev. A Mc( begor, of Pawtucket, R.I., living present, were 
also received as honorary members. After the appointment of 
Business and other Committees, the Rev. Thomafc Hall was unani­
mously chosen Chairman for the current year. On taking the 
seat to which he was at once introduced, Mr. Hall made a few 
appropriate remarks.

While the Business Committee was preparing a docket of 
business, the Rev. ,1. Shipperley gave an interesting report con­
cerning his work in Maitland and Noel. He said there arc* four 
churches in the field, hut only two of them finished. There is a 
membership of about 75 in the Noel church. The cause at South 
Maitland has suffered through removals to the U. S. He sup­
plies the four churches every two weeks, and with encouraging 
tokens of success. \
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Mr. \j. Waterman, the < lelegnte in mi Pleasant River, re])( >rt e« 1 
five additions to the church within tjie last three months. The 
church is expert ing mis>i< mary aid, as lierctofore, and Imped the 
grant would not he discontinued. The ( ’hairman stated in ieply 
that he and the Rev. Mr. Fielden had hevn appointed a commit 
tee to look into this and other matters of the same kind, and a 
decision would he arrived at as to the grants, when their report 
had been submitted to the executive.

Rev. Dr. Watson reported favorable <*1 his work in Che 
bogue. Though there had been no additions during the year, 
yet the interest had been increasing, and the people showed a 
liberal spirit, financially and otherwise. Mr. Woodrow, the 
Treasurer of the Union, then read his Report ; from which it 
appeared that there was a balance on hand of ÿ-M) 82 ; but during 
the year a portion of the receipts had come from the sale of the 
property of Moose Brook church. The report was received and 
referred to the Audit Committee. A vote of thanks was given 
to the Treasurer.

At the afternoon session, the Statistical Secretary presented 
his Report. On motion of the Rev. S. Sykes, it was resolved 
that the report be adopted, and that the Statistical Secretary 
prepare a synopsis of it for publication in the Yeah Book. The 
discussion of t ie report occupied nearly the whole session, and 
called forth some interesting remarks. Dr. Watson spoke of the 
necessity of more prominence being given to the numbers re­
ceived into the churches from the Sabbath Schools ; and 
generally on the great importance of the work among the young.

Mr. A. K. Moore testified that by far the larger proportion 
of the members admitted to the church in Economy-came direct 
from the Sabbath School ; and expressed his) conviction that 
individual work tjffr Cln ist in the home and immediate neighbor­
hood of church mVybers, was of far more importance than re­
ligious revivals.

Rev. W . McIntosh stated that a proportion of nine-tenths of 
iiis church came from the S. School, and he was of the opinion 
that the report of the Statistical Secretary was not a matter of 
regret, but rather gratification, for, taking all things into consid­
eration, the results were better than could he expected. He 
strongly deprecated religious revivals that resulted in excessive 
demonstration, but tailed to make the converts any more liberal 
than they were before. He held that the kind of revivals car­
ried on throughout the country were rather injurious than help-

/
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fui to «loop spiritual life. He heartily indorsed all that Mr. 
Moore had said touching the necessity of individual work, in 
preference to the kind of revivals referred to.

Mr. J. Woodrow spoke of the lack of systematic teachingot 
the principles of ( Jongregationalism to tlie up-growing generat ion, 
and to that cause he attributed the non-aggressive feature of the
denomination in the Provinces of this Dominion.

<

What is needed is a concise text-book for childien, setting 
forth the principles of our denomination, and the reasons why 
our forefathers leeame Congregationalists, and why we should 
hold fast to the principles which they held soxiear.

At this point, the Rev. Dr. Harbour, Principal of the Con­
gregational College of B. N. A., being present, it was moved by 
the Rev. J. Shipperley, and seconded by the Rev. Mr. Fielden, 
that he be received as an honorary member of the Union. In 
seconding the motion, Mr. Fielden congratulated the denomina- 
tion in Canada, on its good fortune in having at the head of the 
College, Principal Barbour, of whose high reputation he had 
heai'd at Yale, and elsewhere in the U.S. He esteemed it an 
honor to second the motion, and wots sure that Dr. Barbour’s in­
fluence and work would bring about a brighter future for the 
church in Canada.

The motion being put to the Union, it was most heartily 
adopted. Dr. Barbour replied briefly.

Mr. Fielden then addressed the Union at some length, in 
support of the question raised by Mr. Woodrow; and, in the 
course of his remarks, stated that the principles of Congrega­
tionalism, for which our fathers suffered, need but to be taught 
t tm children who were growing up, and they would not fail to 
esteem it a pleasure and honor, as well as a duty, to be ioyal to 
the church of their fathers. He submitted to the Union some 
specimen tracts, written by eminent divines, wdiich he thought it 
would he wise to procure and circulate as widely, as possible 
annum the churches. He then handed over to the Chairman a 
handsomely bound copy of the new’ Hymnal, issued by the Con­
gregational Union of England and \\ ales and a hook of chants 
and anthems; both of which were a present from that body to 
the Rev. .1. B Hawes, as the Chairman of this Union for the pa^t 
war. Mr Fielden said that the books were recently Compiled, 
and pronounced bv eminent authorities to he the best of the 
kind published by any denomination. At the same time, cheap 
editions of the hymn hook could he orocured for 10 cts. .
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Hie Ohairman neerpted i lu- 1 looks for Mr. Hawes, mii>1 in 
tluing so made suitable remarks.

Hie Rev. fJ. Slu pperley read tin* report of t In* ( 'ominif t«*e on 
tilt* ( 'ANA MAN I.MIKI’KNDKNT as follows :

“ W hereas, the < 'anaiuan Indki*kni»knt is a welcome visitor in many of 
onr homes; we, as a l nion of the Lower Provinces now assembled, do 
heartily concur with its aim : and recommend it to our churches, as being 
an able advocate of our principles, ami a needful means of communication 
between us. W e mark its improved form, and augur success under its pres­
ent editorship. We recommend that t he pastors of our churches, and other 
friends, be earnestly requested to for wart 1 items of church news to the 
Kditor.

On tin* mot ion to adopi tin* report, tin* Rev. \\ . S. 11 Kir him 
id hr was indebted to tin* 1 NDLPKNDKNT for valuable informa­

tion regarding tin* work of tin* churches in ( himtda, and empha­
sized tin* necessity of observing punctuality in the remittance of 
m ws concerning matters of interest. After a tew remarks l>v 
tin* t 'liairman, tlie motion was carried unanimously.

On motion of Mr. d Woodrow, with the Rev. H. Goddard 
as seconder, the following Resolution on Temperance was unani 
mouslv carried :

'That in view nt the terrible evils resulting from intoxicating liquors 
as a beverage, this l nion earnestly rcc<immcnds the principles of total ab­
stinence to tlie members and adherents of our churches. And further Re­
solved That this l nion will approve of all parliamentary measures looking 
toward the prohibition and extermination of the lhpmr traffic, or the cur 
tailment thereof ; and that each pastor be recommended to preach one oi 
more sermons in the year, in the advocacy of the principles of total absti­
nence.

On Sunday morning, tin* liev. Alexander McGregor, who, 
five years ago, had resigned the pastorate of the Congregational 
church in Yarmouth, which pastorate lie had held for twelve 
years, preached from Isaiah xl. 9 : “() Zion, that hr ingest good 
tidings, get thee up into the high mountain. () Jerusalem, that 
hr ingest good tidings, lift, up thy voice with strength.”

dresses were delivered hy Mrs. Capron, a former missionary in 
India, Hr. Barbour, I lev. Thomas Hall, Rev Mr. Bidden and Rev.

The Rev. W. McIntosh presided. The addresses were inter­
spersed with singing. At the clu.>e, a collection was taken up on 
behalf of Foreign Missions, in the evening, Rev. Dr. Barbour 
preached an impressive sermon from John vi. 35 : “ 1 am the 
Bread of Life ; he that corneth to Me shall never hunger ; and he 
that beiieveth on Me shall never thiist.

This was followed hy the < onmmnion of t he Lord’s Supper, 
the pastoi of the church presiding ; assisted by the Rev. Messrs. 
Sykes and Watson, leading in prayer : and the Rev. Messrs. 
Bidden and McGregor giving short addresses. In the morning,o o o 01
the Rev. Mr. Bidden preached in the Congregational church in 
Chebogue. The Methodist, Baptist, Free Baptist and Presbyte­
rian churches of'Yarmouth were supplied either morning or 
evening by members of the Union. The day was all that could 
lie desired, as regards weather. The bracing sea-air of Yarmouth
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was greatly enjoy«*'l by all who had come from places inland, 
when* the heat is so oppressive betimes.

Monday morning, July 9th, a prayer-meeting was held at 
half-past nine, conducted by the Rev. Jas. Shipperley. At ten 
o’clock the business of the Union was resumed. The officers and 
committee for tlit* ensuing year were appointed

A discussion took place with reference to the circulation of 
denominational literature ; the Rev. W. S. H. Fielden taking 
part in it, and speaking very favorably of the publications of 
the “ Congregational House ” jn Boston, which he had recently 
visited.

Then followed a short discussion with reference to the place 
for the next annual meeting. The result was that the mattero

was left in the hands of the sub-committee for interim business, 
the Union not being able to decide at present, further than that 
the meeting should bo in one of the churches of Queen’s County,
N. S.

The Treasurer reported that he had received a communica 
tion from the Trustees of ( on ham College funds, but that it was

too late to insert their report in the Treasurer’s report of this 
year. #24 had been sent, being rent tor past two years, which 
amount will be included in next year’s account.

On motion of Mr. Woodrow, the following resolution, touch- 
ing church deeds, was adopted :

Resolve*/, That the members <>f the churches are recommended to as­
certain whether the title deeds of their church properties will sufficiently 
secure the properties against trespass, and for the benefit and use of the 
Congregational church to which such property belongs, and to the denomi­
nation. And that the Union will co-operate with the churches through its 
Trust Deed Committee, in having the title deeds examined, and, if neces­
sary, remodelled according to the deeds which the Union has authorized and 
recommended. And further, Resolved, That the Trust Deed Committee be 
empowered to incur whatever expense may be necessary to have the proper­
ties of the churches legally secured, according to the terms of this resolution.

At the afternoon session tlie time was taken up with bear­
ing reports from the Missionary churches, and considering their 
case with reference to future grants from the Missionary Society. 
Mr. Read, the student supplying Baddcck for the sum nier, reported 
that church as undergoing difficulties, owing to the removal of two 
families who had been the mainstay of the church ; and owing also 
to a failure of crops in that district last summer. He said there 
was an average attendance of 75 at the Sunday services. The Sun­
day School was small,the prayer-meetings fairly attended, and the
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work generally hopeful. The church is not at present able to 
support a separate pastor.

Mr. Mosier, the delegate from Brooklyn and Beach Meadows, 
stated that their pastor had resigned, that the parsonage was 
clear of debt, and that the people could raise between tfdOO and 
S4()() ; and gnat an tee a pastor hay, produce and wood tree. 
Brooklyn has a membership of 100, and Beach Meadows M) or 
.'>(), many of whom are now away from home. The Rev. H.
( ioddard stated he had been in Brooklyn, and considered it one 
of the most promising fields in Nova Scotia, and if a suitable 
pastor could be obtained, it might become self-sfippurting. The 
Rev. S. Sykes said he had resigned because he felt that the 
people should have a separate pastor, who could work more 
effectually among the young people than he himself could while 
pastor of Brooklyn and Liverpool.

The Rev. Mr. Goddard, who had resigned at Milton and 
was now laboring for a short time at Cornwallis, spoke of the 
latter field as one in which there was a good opening for a suit­
able man to do a good work. He had visited 100 families, and 
considered that there were at present dO persons eligible for 
church-membership ; and that the people showed their great 
desire to have a settled pastor, in getting signatures to subscrip­
tions amounting to $350 during two days ; which they guaranteed 
to himself, if he would stay with them ; that there are families 
outside the church willing to subscribe. The church had deputed 
him to inform the Union that it a man was not sent to them 
they must disband, disposing of the church property, and hand­
ing over the proceeds to the Union, and unite with other bodies.

The Rev. W. S. H. Fiel den considered that it should be a 
point of honor, not to allow this field to pass out of the hands of 
the Union ; and that if necessary a special subscription should 
be taken up to meet this great want. It would be a disgrace if 
the cause were to die out.

Mr. A. K. Moore moved that the Union supply this field with 
a suitable man, and means of support, as far as possible. The 
Rev. W. S. H. Fielden seconded the motion, which was carried.

Mr. Moore reported that the church in Economy was with­
out a pastor ; but that they were looking for one. He expressed 
deep thankfulness on behalf of the church, and personally, to 
the Rev. W. McIntosh for his sympathy and help in the recent 
stiess of trial the church had undergone.

said that he had expected t hr p;tst<»r to lx* piment, and was 
t herein re unable to give a detailed account of work in that place. 
Tlic pastor’s salary is paid up; eight members had keen added 
the past \ ear The church and parsonage were out of « lei it.

The ('hail man then expressed sin prise that such a large 
congregat mu as this tie’ll comprises, having seven preaching sta­
tions, could not raise money enough to meet all expenses. In 
reply, Mr. Jewett -aid the weekly subscription had not been 
started there, and that the church had uistained loss by re­
movals ; one of which was a member who used to subscribe #50.

Mr. Moore considered that the standard of subscri 
not high enough, and should be raised, in order that c 
should really do as they are able to do. Mr. Sykes said there 
was loom for two parishes in that field ; and it this could be 
brought about, lie thought the subscriptions could be doubled. 
He testified to file liberality of the people, from personal experi­
ence ; having been himself pastor of the chinch for several years. 
The Chairman also stated that the ladies there had contributed 
well toward the Home Missionary Society.

Concerning the church in Mail land. N.S., the Rev. Mr. Sliip- 
perley further reported a membership of seven ; that the church 
building was about to be finished ; t îat there was a debt on the 
church of $300, at 7 percent.

Mr. K. Fisher, delegate from South Maitland, reported the 
church building not yet completed, but that worship was held in 
the vestry. Their pastor had been paid up, but, owing to 
expense in building the church, they would like to have some 
assistance in defraying the pastor’s salary for this year.

Mr. A. Anthony reported from the church in Selina. The 
church was finished and is free from debt. Mr. Shipperley 
preaches there once a fortnight. The membership is from 30 to 
35 ; Sunday School numbers 25.

Mr. Shipperley reported concerning Noel. The congrega­
tion is larger there than at the other stations. The attendance 
is good. $100 contributed toward expenses ; $500 raised by the 
whole field. A parsonage is being built, to which there are eight 
acres of land attached. When finished, he will reside there, 
instead of in Maitland. The church applies for $200 missionary 
aid. There were fifteen acres of land, but part had been sold. 
Rev. W. McIntosh was of opinion that as the people wrcre in 
comfortable circumstances, they should raise the whole $700 
required, without assistance. Rev. S. Sykes thought the field too
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laigu for one man, and that it could he better worked by two. 
Mr. Fisher said if this were done, more support would be forth­
coming.

Concerning the church in St. John, Mr. Woodrow attributed 
their present financial position to he due to the system of con­
tributions carried out by the church. Although they hail suffered 
greatly by removals of families, and discontinuance of support, 
caused by the fire in St. John, and also by the Maritime Bank 
failure, yet they had paid off $600 of the $800 they had incurred 
in repairs to the church building. Still, as an effect of these 
causes, the weekly offer ings were $200 less than last year. Their 
pastor had taken a long holiday to recuperate himself, having 
been overworked. They were at present supplied. He (Mr. 
Woodrow) had many calls upon him, to give up the time lie de­
voted to Union business for ucrative engagements ; but havingo ' o
the interest of the churches at heart, he was induced to forego7 o
offers that had been made to him, and continue the duties that 
fell to him in his capacity as Treasurer of the Union.

Mr. L. Waterman further reported concerning the work at 
Pleasant River, N. S. The Sunday School was in a prosperous 
condition, and a better spiritual feeling existed among the 
brethren. There is a debt of $100 on the parsonage. The 
church tends to self-support, but the present condition 
of the funds is owing to failure of crops last year. At Ohio, 
the work is encouraging ; the prayer-meetings much better 
than formerly. The Rev. W. Peacock reported the church at 
Baker’s Settlement to he secured to the trustees and their suc­
cessors in office, but the Lutheran brethren are permitted to hold 
their services there.

The Chairman thought it inexplicable that these fields could 
not support a pastor without aid ; that it was a matter of much 
dissatisfaction to the Executive Committee, and all concerned. 
After a frank and open discussion, in w hich the pastor, the chair­
man and others took part, explanations were made ; and finally, 
tlie matter was referred to the Executive Committee for consid­
eration and settlement.

There being no delegate from Margaree, the Rev. J. Ship- 
perley, the late pastor, was called upon to report. He stated 
that the held was a promising one, and he hoped a good man 
would be found to take charge of it. The largest portion of the 
members and adherents, about 50 families in all, live within a 
radius of a mile or two. The church and parsonage were out of

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debt, hut the people vveie not as prompt as was désirai)!»* in pay­
ing the pastor's salary. -He had resigned the pastorate under 
embarrassing circumstances ; his salary being 3300 in arrears, 
with no prospect of its being paid up. The church was also in­
debted to its former pastor, the Rev. \V. Peacock, in tin* sum of 
from 320 to 330, which he had given up his claim to.

The Union adjourned by singing the Hoxology, and tIn*

In the evening, tin* missionary meeting was held. The Rev.

T. Hall, ( diairman of the I nion, called the Rev. \\ . McIntosh to
the chair for the evening. Tin* meeting was addressed first by
Mr Hall, who gave his report as Missionary Superintendent ;
and also spoke on behalf of the Ladies’ Missionary Society,
which had been in session during the day, in tin* vestry of tin*

«* • «

church. In his address lie showed the importance of the Home 
Missionary work, the progress which had been made in it, and 
the gieat importance of strenuous efforts in advancing the work 
of the Society.

He was followed by Mis. (\pron, who had labored for thirty 
years as a missionary in India, and under the auspices of the 
A.B.C.F.M. She was heard with great interest, as she spoke of 
the difficulties which the caste system in India had thrown in 
the way of successful missionary effort, and of the way in which 
those difficulties were met and overcome ; namely, by tact and 
prayer; dropping the good seed of the Word into the heart, by 
personal conversation, and leaving it with Cod to give the 
increase. The closing address was given by the Rev. W. S H 
Fieldeti. It was replete with facts and incidents, calculated to 
instruct and inspire with Christian zeal. A collection, amounting 
to 3-d, was taken up, and tin* meeting brought to a close by 
singing a portion of the hymn, “From Greenland's Icy Moun­
tains,” and the benediction by Dr. Barbour.

On Tuesday morning, tin* prayer-meeting was conducted by 
the Rev. W. Peacock. At 10 o’clock the business of the Union 
was resumed. After reading minutes, the Business Committee 
reconnu aided the following resolutions :

(1) . That the l nion Committee recommend the Trustees of the Gorham 
Estate to appoint Mr. .lolm Dunlap as successor to Mr. W illiam Anderson, 
deceased.

(2) . That the officers of the Union, with the Rev. W . McIntosh, be the 
sub committee for the transaction of interim business.

(3) . That Mr. .f. Woodrow and Mr. A. Barker be a committee to com­
municate with the churches, with reference to insurance unchurch properties.
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(4). That m view of the increasing desecration of the Lord's day, this 
Vmon recommends the members of our churches to do their utmost to pro­
mote a regard for its sanctity, and use their influence against anything tend 
mg to lessen reverence for the Divine commands in regard to the holiness 
of the day.

(T>). That the l nion heartily recommends the new English Congrega­
tional Hymn Book to our churches, in case any of them intend making a 
change.

These resolutions were all adopted by the Vnion, without 
discussion.

The Rev. J. W hitman being present, the Chairman directed 
that his name be added to the Sessional Roll.

The Rev. Mr. Daniels, supplying the church in St. John 
during the pastor’s absence, was also present, and wa^ voted to 
At as an honorary member.

The Committee appointed to prepare a resolution on the 
( ongregational ( dilege of B. N. A., submitted the following :

That this Vnion being favored with the presence of the Rev. Dr. Bar 
hour, the Principal of the College, most heartily bids him welcome, and 
(bul speed in the work which he has undertaken.

Also, That most profound gratitude is due, and is hereby given, to the 
Créât Head of the Church, for calling Dr. Barbour to such a responsible 
position.

Further, That in view of the call for more laborers, the Vnion most 
earnestly recommends that in all our churches unceasing prayer be offered, 
as directed by the Master himself, saying, “The harvest truly is plenteous, 
but the laborers are few ; pray ye, therefore, the Lord of the harvest, that 
llw will send forth laborers into His harvest. And that, while thus pray­
ing, they should remember the words of the Lord .leans, that it is more 
blessed to give than to receive.

The resolution was unanimously adopted.
On the recommendation of tin1 Business Committee, the 

Rev. W. McIntosh was appointed the preacher of the annual 
sermon next year, and Rev. S. Svfces. alternate.

The order of the day was then taken u >, viz., Reports of 
delegates to and from corresponding bodies. The Rev. Messrs. 
Shipperley and McIntosh gave interesting reports, as having 
attended the Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec.

The Rev. Dr. Barbour being introduced as one of the del - 
gates from the Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec/ 
conveyed the hearty congratulations of that body, and also an 
assurance of deep sympathy in the recent dark clouds of trial
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that have overhung the churches of this l nion, well as m all 
their work and endeavor in the common cause of Christ. In a 
masterly and succinct address, he outlined the features and gov­
ernment of the Church of Christ in apostolic times, as set forth 
in the Acts of the A post les, and the letters to the earlier 
churches; showing clearly that they held themselves responsible 
to no individual or governing body outside themselves ; hut 
acknowledged Christ only as their Head ; and that the Congre­
gational churches in these respects have the privilege and honor 
of following in the footsteps of the primitive church. He dilated 
upon the glory of such a heritage as is possessed by our body, 
and took occasion to urge that the depressed circumstances in 
which some of the churches find themselves in Nova Scotia, 
should be accepted by the brethren as a part of suffering in 
sympathy with the Saviour of the world ; and that they should 
exercise patience and trust in God.

A hearty vote of thanks was given to Dr. Barbour for his 
able and eloquent address. He briefly responded, and stated 
that lie hoped to return on some future occasion and visit the 
churches.

The Rev. \\ . S. H. Fielden then addressed the Union, as a 
delegate from the Congregational Union of England and Wales. 
He conveyed the congratulations of that august body, and spoke 
at length upon Congregationalism in the Colonies ; the jubilee 
funds recently raised in Australia and the mother country, and 
other matters of great interest ; concluding by an earnest appeal 
to the Union to esteem it a high honor to have a hand in winning 
this vast Dominion for the Master.

At the close of this session the Union accepted an invitation 
to a feast of fat things provided by the good ladies of Tabernacle 
church. The invitation included the ministers of other denomin­
ations in the town. Those of them who were able accepted ; 
and all present had a most enjoyable time, a blessing being first 
invoked by Dr. Day (Baptist). After the feast, the Rev. Mr. 
McIntosh called to older, and introduced the following speakers : 
Rev. Mr. Hall, Rev. Dr. Watson, Rev. Mr. Rogers (Pres.), Rev 
Mr. Fielden and Dr. Barbour.

On resuming business at half-past two, further reports were 
given from the missionary churches. Milton was reported as 
desirous to obtain a pastor, the Rev. H. Goddard having resigned. 
The sum of $500 had been guaranteed by the people toward the 
support of a pastor.
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From tlni cl in roll at Chelx >gue no additions wnv reported ,
1 mt soi vices hold regularly and interest good ; young people 
doing useful work in meetings and Sunday School, at which 
there is an attendance of of) scholars and Î) teachers. Work 
helpful and church in working order. Rev. W. 11. Watson, the 
pastor, paid glowing tribute to the work of the women of this 
church. It was resolved that this church he helped to the 
Society’s abilities.

The Business (1ommittee then submitted the following 
resolution, which was most cordially adopted :

“ I liât tlii.s l nion ilv.siivs to express its profound gratitude and indelitedness 
to the ( ulonial Missionary Soeiety tor the practical sympathy atlordcd to the 
Canadian Missionary Society in tonner years ; and sincerely hopes that the visit 
ot their highly-esteemed and much beloved secretary, the Rev. \V. S. If. Kieldcn, 
whom we have learned to love for his work's sake, may he fraught with inealcul 
aide good to our churches. \\ e desire also to convey our heartiest and best 
thanks to Mr. Kielden, tor the kind and inspiring words he has addressed to us; 
also tor presenting our needs so eloquently to the attention of the American 
Home Missionary Soeiety, with the hope of securing both men and means for 
these Lower 1‘rovinces.'

A resolution from the Ladies’ 11. M. Society was presented» 
asking that next year the Union grant one whole day to their 
Society for their work.

A paper t>y Mrs. »). B. Saer on ‘ The World’s Conference in 
London,” was read bv the assistant Minute Secretary, Mr. Read. 
A vote of thanks was passed to Mrs. Saer for her able paper.

The Business Committee recommended that the request of 
the Ladies’ Missionary Society he complied with, and that the 
members of the Union will be pleased to attend the sessions of 
the Ladies’ Missionary Society, or as much thereof as their busi­
ness will permit. Recommendation adopted.

The Membership Committee recommended that the Rev. F. 
T. McLeod he expelled from this Union. A resolution that lie 
he expelled was then moved, seconded and unanimously carried.

The Finance Committee reported having received the sum of
towards travelling expenses ; expenditure, #110.
The Revs. W. McIntosh, J. U. Sanderson and S. Sykes, with 

Mr. George Hague, were appointed as representatives of this 
Union on the Executive Committee of the C. C. Missionary 
Society.

A resolution of condolence with Mrs. W. Anderson, widow 
of the late W. Anderson, of Liverpool, was unanimously passed, 
and the Secretary instructed to forward a copy of the same to 
Mrs. Anderson.
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The appointment of the Rev. .1. B. Saer hy the ('ommittre 
for Interim Business, as a delegate to the World’s Missionary1 O

Conference in London, was confirmed. Delegates were appointed 
to the Maine Conference, as well as to the Congregational ITnon 
of Ontario and Quebec, and of Kngland and Wales.

Rev. W. 11. Watson, M l)., was appointed to correspond w ith 
the Congregational House, Boston, touching publications of 
manuals of Congregationalism.

Mr. Woodrow reported that investigation was being made 
relative to a church property at Falmouth, and in the event of 
a good title being secured, asked the Union to appoint trustees 
to take over the property. The following were appointed bo­
th is purpose : Revs. J. W. Cox and Thomas Hall, and Mr. James 
Woodrow. Rev. W. McIntosh was deputed to till Mr. Halls 
place in N. S. and N. B. during the latter’s absence.

The session was then adjourned, the Rev. Mr. Fielden pro­
nouncing the benediction.

The closing meeting was held in the evening.
The meeting opened by singing the hymn, “ In the cross of 

Christ 1 glory.” Addresses were delivered by the Revs. A. Mc- 
Gregor, W. H Daniels and Dr. Barbour, the latter speaking in 
the interests of the college.

Mr. Woodrow read a resolution from the Ladies’ Home 
Missionary Society, conveying a vote of thanks to Mrs. Capron, 
for her kindness in responding to the invitation to attend this 
session, and for the addresses she has made and counsel given.

Rev. H. Goddard moved a vote of thanks to the steamboat 
and railroad companies, for their generous reduction of fares to 
ministers, delegates and visitors attending the Union, and to t lie 
kind friends in Yarmouth for their abounding hospitality. The 
resolution was seconded by Mr. A. Barker, sup an ted by the Rev. 
Mr. Fielden, and most heartily carried. The lev. Mr. M(fintosh 
responded, saying that the friends would have had no difficulty 
in providing for four times as many as came.

The minutes were then adopted as if read, and after singing 
the hymn, “ Blest be the tie that binds,” the Union adjourned to 
meet in Milton or one of the churches of Queen’s County, the 
first Saturday in July, 1889.

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This year, facts and figures present tliemselves s<» stubbornly, that 
it is extremely difficult to bend them into an encouraging aspect. Still, 
we see nothing in them which should depress or discern rage the faithful 
laborers in their Lord s vineyard, so far as our churches are connected 
with it. The churches are in positions, and in a general state of organ­
ization, which prepares them as far as these* qualifient ions can prepare*, 
fordoing more in the* future* than in the* past. We* look for brighter 
days, and think we se*e* them in our e»ce*|e»siastie*al horizon. Returns of 
statistics have he*e*n forwarded from nearly all the churches with greater 
promptness than in former years. Iternis giveui, howe*ver, do not, by 
their completeness, warrant us in saying that the* geuieral statement will 
be anything more* than approximate*. Last ye*ar tlie*re was no change to 
be re*porteel as to the* pentonw'l of the* I idem. Now we have to state 
that two ministers have* bc*<*n laid aside* by illness, one has re mo veal 
f re> m his paste irate* and is supplying another church, one change e>t pas­
toral charge*, and erne* minister has le*ft the* Dominion. No new pastor 
has entered the held during the* year. We* are* thus weaker, as to the 
number of ministers in actual work, by three. Three churches are 
temporally supplied by students from our college. All of the churches 
exempt two, are* either under pastoral oversight, or for the present, sup- 
plieel. Sifc of the* now active* pastors and supplies are from the Canada 
Congregational College ; one from Regent’s Park College, London; 
"three are* from Rangor, and the others received private instruction. 
These l 2 preach at 50 churches and preaching stations, to 11195 hearers. 
They reckon 2100 persons under their pastoral care. The additions to 
church membership are 21 by profession, and f> by le*tter ; while the* 
removals by death are 16, aiul 11 by letter, bur greatest losses are 
by migration ; this is shown by the dropping from our roll of member­
ship of 51 persons. This number represents the actual loss in numbers 
sustained by the churches ; as the* other gains and losses are equal. We 
have remaining on ofir roll of membership 4G1 males and 738 females, 
i. f\, 1199 in all. The number of Sabbath Schools equals that of the 
churches, viz., 20, under the superintendence and instruction of 133 
officers and teachers, who would have in their classes, if all were pre­
sent, 993 scholars. The average attendance, however, is but 798. The 
number of baptisms reported this year, is 9 adults and 27 infants ; or 
36 in all.

With respect to church property, few if any changes have to be

y
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noted. There uro still 20 church edifices, equal to tin* number of 
churches.« < hie is being constructed at Ohio, henceforth to be known 
by another name, Hemford, in N. S. Pleasant River counts, in addi 
tion to its own building, a place of worship at Bakers Settlement. 
The number of sittings in all of these churches is said to be 5000 ; so 
when we compare the number of sittings with the numbered attend 
ants, we can say, “ yet there is room.”

Seventeen of these edifices are said to be* properly registered, and 
eleven are insured in case of lire. This statement is more in accord­
ance with the Union’s recommendation than any report previously 
given ; although not yet satisfactory. The value of these buildings is 
given as being $03,1)00 ; while that of the twelve parsonages is $17,1)50 ; 
giving thus a total value of church property to tin* amount of $81,850. 
There are debts on this property to the extent of $6,870, averaging 
over $5 per member The amount raised for local church objects is 
$9,358, or nearly $8 per member on an average ; while $520 for Home 
Missions, $131 for Foreign Missions, $222 for general Benevolent pur­
poses, and $10,307 for all purposes, are reported from the churches. 
This shows an encouraging increase in contributions, notwithstanding 
the decrease in membership, of $1,853 over the amounts reported last 
year—showing about $1) per member. The amount of missionary grant 
in aid of tin1 churches, as gathered from the returns, is about $1,000. 
This would vary to some extent from the correct statement given by 
the U. (\ M. S. The number of pastors receiving aid is seven. This 
is a less number than usual, not because of less need, but perhaps from 
lack of funds.

i ONSTltl'TK>N.

XRTICLE I. NAMK.

This Corporation shall be called “The Canada Conoreoath>nai. Mis­
sionary Society, and shall conduct its operations within tin* limits of the 
Dominion of Canada. 1

ARTICLE XJ. OBJECTS.

The objects of the Society shall be as set forth in the Act of Incorpora­
tion, namely, to plant and to foster Congregational Churches in suitable 
localities ; to aid churches in sustaining their pastors where required.

ARTICLE III. —MEMBERSHIP.

All persons being members or adherents of Congregational churches* 
paying two dollars annually into the funds of the Society, shall be members, 
and those who subscribe at one time twenty dollars or more shall be life 
members. Churches subscribing annually ten dollars or more may be rep­
resented at the annual meetings of the Society by one delegate, and churches 
subscribing fifty dollars or more may be represented by two delegates. Each 
Auxiliary branch contributing annually to the funds of the Society ten dol­
lars or more may be represented by one delegate. The above mentioned 
subscribers and delegates shall constitute the membership of the Corporation.

ARTICLE IV. OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES.

The Officers of this Society shall be a President, a Secretary, a Treasurer, 
a Superintendent, and two Auditors. The Standing Committees shall be a 
(ieneral Committee and an Executive Committee. These officers and com­
mittees shall be appointed at the annual meeting of the Society, and shall 
all be members of the Corporation. The I Ieneral Committee shall consist of 
the President, Secretary, Treasurer, Superintendent, and not more than 
twenty-five members. The Executive Committee shall be composed of the 
President, the Secretary, the .Treasurer, the Superintendent, the Honorary 
Secretary, and one member from each District Association within the bounds 
of the operations of the Society, who may be nominated by the Association.

ARTICLE V. Dl TIES OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES.
#

The President shall preside at all meetings of the Society and its Com­
mittees, when practicable, and shall seek to promote the general interests of 
the Society’s work.

The Secretary shall have charge of the books and correspondence of the 
Society, shall call the meetings of the Society and its committees, and shall 
exhibit the records of proceedings at each meeting.

The Treasurer shall have charge of the funds of the Society, disbursing 
them as directed by JJiuAJeneral or Executive Committees, and shall present 
annually a full account of all receipts and disbursements.

t
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The Superintendent shall hi- under tin* direction of the Exi-eutive Com 
mit tee, to whom he shall report quarterly, visit the churches of the Congre 
gatdonal order within the hounds of the Society's operations, with a \ iew of 
deepening their interest in its work and of securing liberal contributions for 
the Society, and shall explore new mission fields, secure missionaries for 
vacant churches, and have a general oversight of the interests and work of 
the Society.

The \editors shall examine the accounts of the Society when required, 
and make an annual audit of the Treasurer's hooks previous to the annual 
meeting « if the Society.

The («encrai Committee shall exercise all the corporate powers of t^ie 
Society, have charge of the annual mission grants made to the churches, e\ 
amine, employ and direct all the missionaries of the Society, and have a 
general supervision of its affairs. They shall present a report of t he work of 
the Society at each of its annual meetings.

The Executive Committee shall have full charge and power for the 
administration of the affairs of the Society during the interval between the 
annual meetings of the <ieneral Committee ; shall receive all applications 
from churches for aid from the Society, and report thereon to the (ieneral 
Committee, to whom they shall also make an annual report <>f their pro
ceedings.

AKTIl I.K VI. M KK I IN’OS.

This Corporation shall meet annually on the first Thursday after the 
first Sunday in dune, at the place where the Congregational Inion of Ontario 
and Quebec assembles. A public annual missionary meeting shall be held 
on the evening of the same day.* Special meetings for the despatch of spe­
cial business may be called by the Executive Committee at such time and 
place as may be deemed desirable, provided that a month’s notice be given 
thereof. The ( ieneral Committee shall hold their annual meeting at the 
same time and place as the Corporation, at the call of the Secretary; and 
the Executive Committee shall hold their quarterly meetings at the time and 
place it may be agreed upon.

All sums of money specially collected, given or bequeathed for the pur­
pose, together with the proceeds received from the sale of disused church 
property, shall form a Church Extension and Building Fund, which shall tw­
in vested by the Corporation, who may apply the income thereof by the 
< Ieneral or the Executive Committee by way of loans, or otherwise, for the 
organization of churches in new fields, and for the erection or enlargement 
of places of worship where they may be required.

AKTIl I.K XIII. At X IL! A K Y SOClKTIKs.

Auxiliary branches of this Society may be formed in churches and loca­
lities, to co-operate in the work of the Society. Each branch shall, at least 
one month previous to the annual meeting of the Society, make an annual 
report to the Secretary, and send to the Treasurer all funds collected on its 
behalf.

A KTI ILK IX. — Ml SS ION A K IKS.

Each missionary in the employment of this Society must be a regularly 
accredited member of a Congregational church, and shall endeavor faithfully
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tu promote all thu interests of the Congregational denomination in Canada. 
He shall send to the Secretary a half-yearly statement of his work on or be­
fore the first days of December and May in each year, and furnish such sta­
tistical returns as may be called for.

ARTICLE X. MISSIONS.

Each church requiring a missionary grant by the Ceneral Committee 
must make application therefor through the Secretary at least one month 
previous to the annual meeting of the Society, according to the printed forms 
provided, in which a certificate to the effect that all previous pledges of sup­
port to its pastor have been fulfilled shall be inserted. Churches aided by 
this Society are required to make an annual collection for its funds, and to 
keep their property sufficiently insured ; and all such churches acquiring 
property shall have inserted in the Trust Deed a clause providing that in 
case the church shall at anytime be disbanded or cease to exist, the property 
shall revert to the Society.

AKTK'LK XI. RECEIVING AND DISMISSING PASTORS.

Churches aided by this Society are required, as far as practicable, in the 
settlement and dismissal of pastors, to carry out the recommendations passed 
by the Congregational Vnion of Ontario and Quebec in lH7b in relation to 
Councils. In cases where this is impracticable, the sanction of the Executive 
Committee must be obtained before a settlement or dismissal of a pastor is 
consummated.

ARTICLE XII. CONVEYING PROPERTY.

The President, Secretary and Treasurer shall be the duly authorized 
persons on behalf of the (Jeneral Committee or the Executive Committee to 
convey and accept conveyances of real estate, and to receive and discharge 
mortgages as advised from time to time by the Corporation, and shall affix 
the Corporation seal to all such legal documents when required.

ARTICLE XIII. AMENDING THE CONSTITUTION.

This Constitution may be altered or amended by a vote <>f two-thirds of 
the members present at any annual meeting of the Society, one day’s notice 
having previously been given of the proposed amendment, in writing.

THIRTY-FIFTH ANNUAL REPORT.

With the completion of another year’s labors and respon­
sibilities, your Committee herewith present a general statement 
of the work done, and of the receipts and expenditure, since last 
Annual Meeting, leaving the details to be subsequently filled in, 
as on previous occasions, from the reports furnished by the mis­
sionaries themselves.

It affords the Committee great pleasure, as they are sure it 
will to all, to have with us at our present meeting, the Rev. W. 
8. H. Fielden, the genial Secretary of the Colonial Missionary 
Society, in London, to which we have been so long and so deeplv 
indebted for assistance, in carrying on our Home Missionary 
work in Canada. The many months of earnest labor spent by 
our Superintendent, Mr. Hall, in Britain last year, and nuw the 
return visit of Mr. Fielden to the Dominion, cannot fail to do 
great good, by spreading information in regard to the extent and 
demands of the Canadian field, and awakening in the minds of 
British Christians, of our own faith ami order, a dee >er sense of 
obligation in regard to it. The reasons which impelled the origin­
ators of the Colonial Missionary Society to establish it half a 
century ago, still exist more largely, probably, in Canada than in 
the Australian Colonies, the emigration to this country being 
drawn, to a very much less extent, from the ranks of our British 
churches than to the other Colonies, which have not unfrequently 
attracted to themselves the very flower of English Congregation­
alism. In Canada, on the other hand, a very large percentage of our 
people would be found, on investigation, to be of other religious 
origins, and to have been brought into connection with our 
churches through benefit received from the labors of our mis­
sionaries and evangelists ; and being for the most part, of the
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humbler classe^, have possessed neither the means, nor the oppor­
tunity ot promoting our missionary work here, as in the < ’olonies 
referred to. Our success, notwithstanding, has been much greater 
than even we ourselves have always recognized. It is now 
twenty-three years since we were honored by the coming of a 
delegation, specially appointed by the Colonial Missionary 
Society, to visit the Canadian churches, and it may be of interest 
therefore to both the Society whom Mr. Fielden comes to represent, 
as well as to the churches in this land, to look back over the 
years of the past, and the work in which we have been co-oper­
ating, and note the progress made towards self-support. A hasty 
glance over the list of churches that have been aided by this 
Society since 1854, presents the following names of those which 
since that period struggled into financial independence : London, 
Frome, Paris, Guelph, Hamilton, Speedside, Scotland, Burford, 
Toronto Western, Cobourg, Coldsprings, Union ville, Pine Grove, 
Bowman ville, Stouffville, Martintown, Indian Lands, Ottawa, 
Lanark, Melbourne, Cowansville, Stanstead, Granby, Danville, 
Rugby, Vespra, Embro, Douglas, Garafraxa, Forest, Warwick, 
Warwick (Ebenezer), Watford, Howick, Turnberry ; also Yar­
mouth, Liverpool, Brooklyn, and Beach Meadows, in N. S , and 
Sheffield, N. B ; Winnipeg, Man. ; 42; besides which the follow­
ing have been self-sustaining from the time of their organization: 
York ville, Don Mount, Northern (Toronto), Kingston (Bethel), 
Emmanuel and Calvary (Montreal), G. The list affords gratifying 
evidence of progress, and we trust and believe that the example 
set will soon be followed by many others.

1 he completion of the Canadian Pacific Railway and the 
rapid opening up of Manitoba, and the North-West to settlement, 
have impressed the Committee with the urgent need of immediate 
and energetic action, if we would not altogether miss the oppor­
tunity at present offered us, of planting our standard and doing 
our part in the evangelization of that country. The Committee 
in London being in hearty sympathy with ourselves in the mat­
ter, and having promised us, through our Superintendent, gener­
ous assistance in this extension of our work, steps were taken, 
even before the final adjournment of our Executive, in June 
last, to secure the services of suitable men for Victoria and Van­
couver, B. C., also for one or more of the rising towns of the 
Prairie Province. The Rev. Hugh Pedley, B.D., of Cobourg, was 
asked to go to British Columbia, the location to be determined 
after he should have visited the Pacific Coast, and reported to us 
his impressions regarding the places to be first occupied. On his

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return, In- urged on your ( Nunmittee the immediate occupation 
of Vancouver, tin* terminus ot tin- ( anadian Pacific Railway, a 
rapidly growing town <d (>,()()() or / ,()tM) mnahitants ; and tin- 
( ominittee accordingly asked linn to undertake the organization 
nf a mission there. It was also proposed to him that he should,

si hie, with a view to awakening interest in the work oil the 
Pacific Coast, am I secure help towards tin* erection ot a church ; 
while thus engaged, a unanimous and pressing call came to him 
to accept charge of the church in W innipeg, then shortly to 
become vacant hv the removal of the Rev. J. R. Silcox to San 
Diego, California. Holding himself bound, however, to \ ancou­
ver, where tin- friends were eagerly looking for his coming, Mr 
Pedley, although feeling deeply tin importance of avoiding any 
intcrwfii u)n in Winnipeg, would do nothing without the full con­
currence ot the Kxecutivm; which, on the matter being laid before 
them at once gave eonJt to his going to Winnipeg, if he felt it 
his dut y to accept the (lath This Mr. Pedley has done ; and with 
the happiest results. The Rev. James Y\ . Pedley, of Georgetown, 
()nt., was then asked to undertake the mission in Vancouver, 
which he signified his willingness to do, and toward the latter 
end of March, after some delay on his journey, by snow-blockade, 
he be^an his work in that place, in good heart, and apparently 
with excellent prospects. A suitable site has been obtained, in a 
desirable locality, on which to erect a house of worship: a part 
of the land being the gift of the Canadian Pacific Railway Com- 
pany; meanwhile, Mr. Pedley is preaching in a hall that lias been 
rented for the pin pose, and is gathering a good congregation 
around him.

Acting further on Mr Hugh Pedley s report, as well as on 
the advice of others who have visited Manitoba and the North- 
West, the Executive Committee also asked the Rev. A. W. Gen ie 
to undertake a similar mission in Brandon ; which after careful 
consideration of tjie matter he agreed 4o do. Early in October, 
Mr. Gerrie relinquished his charge in Pine Grove, Ont., and left 
for his new sphere of labor, being commended to the grace of 
God in a special designation service by his brethren of the Cen­
tral Association. Shortly after reaching his new field, however,o

he visited Portage la Prairie, where he found a better opening, 
as he was led to believe, than in Brandon ; and with the consent 
of the Executive, he resolved on beginning there. The full and 
very encouraging accounts received from him seem to warrant 
the decision arrived at. These, as well as those received from
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1 v-v. John McKinnon, regarding the work at Pilot Mound and 
W ood Bay, will he found in their appropriate place, among the 
reports of the missionaries, in the appendix. The outlay in con­
nection with the removal of these brethren to the far West has 
necessarily been large, and our Manitoba fund, long unused, is 
noxv nearly exhausted, but the results achieved seem fullv to 
justify our cautious procedure.

The number of missionaries employed during the vear now 
closing lias been 34 ; most of them during the whole period ; in 
addition to which, 13 of tlie students of the college in Montieai, 
were commissioned for the vacation, thus making a total of 47 
missionaries, whose aggregate labors amounted to 3b.1, years 
This shows an increase oi 7 missionaries, and of GÂ years’ work, as 
compared with 188G-7.

CHANGES.

The following are the changes in the pi'/yon nr l of our mis­
sionary staff during the year: The Rev. \V. Bit^gess lias resigned 
his charge in Li stow el and settled in Michigan. Rev. C. E. (lor- 
don-Smith has left Stratford, and accepted the pastorate of a 
Presbyterian congregation in Lancaster, Ont St. Thomas, which 
became vacant a year ago, has been supplied in part by student 
labor and more recently by the Rev. W. F. Clarke. VWoodstock 
has received temporary assistance, in view of t he greaf -effort >ut 
forth in the erection of their beautiful house ot worship. The 
Rev. Dr. Ward has been installed in the pastoral chargé of the 
Wingham church. New Durham and Manilla, Ont.,have received 
new pastors in the persons of the Rev. James Webb, and Rev. T. 
W. Bowen, respectively, recently arrived from England. The Rev. 
James White, also from England, supplied for a time Yank leek 
Hill and Hawkesbury ; but although invited to settle there, pre­
ferred moving West. The Rev. Joseph Dixon has been settled at 
Fianklin Centre, Que. Assistance has again been granted to the 
church at pleasant River, N. S., under the care of the Rev. W. 
Peacock. Economy, N. S., has been left vacant by the removal 
oi Mr. McLeod. Margaree and Baddeck, N. S., have also become 
vacant through the removal of Rev. J. Shipperley to Maitland. 
To these must be added the new arrangements for Portage lan o
Prairie, Man., and Vancouver, B. C.

FINANCES.

The increase in our missionary staffs and the extension of 
our work in Manitoba and British Columbia, has so far been
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unattemLbd by any corresponding growth of income. We have not 
been able to meet the challenge generously thrown out to us at our 
last Union meeting, by a gentleman in Toronto, to double our con­
tributions for the coming year, and cannot therefore avail ourselves 
of his liberal1 offer. The result is that we again close the year 
with the treasury overdrawn to the extent of $309.95. A special 
giant of £50 stg. per quarter has been made by the Colonial Mis­
sionary Society on account of the work in Vancouver, for the 
coming year. We have also to acknowledge the receipt of two 
cheques for $500 each, sent anonymously, for which our warmest 
thanks are due. The total receipts for the year, from all sources, 
as shown by the Treasurer’s Statement, have been $10,608.34. 
Details of the contributions from the churches in the seveial dis­
tricts, will be found in the appendix.

SUPERIN T E N J ) E N T S R E PORT.

In submitting this Sixth Annual Report, your Superinten­
dent desires to record with devout thankfulness, his sense of 
gratitude to the Great Head of the Church, for the measure of 
ability, continued throughout another year, by which he has been 
able to take the oversight of the important work of your Society; 
and as opportunity afforded, interested the larger churches in the 
missionary enterprise, throughout our land.

\\ ith continued commercial depression, and an unusually 
unproductive season, in many of t he farming districts, tears were 
entertained that the mission churches would find it more diffi­
cult to meet their obligations, than they had done in past years. 
These fears have been groundless, and many are making sure 
progress, in the direction of self-support.

There are few if any, of the mission cl Ai relies, that are not 
anxious to relieve the Society of their share of missionary aid ; 
in order that the Society may be able to enter upon new and 
more needy fields. There may be a few cases, in which the long 
continued custom of receiving grants in aid, has resulted in the 
belief, that the Society may be depended upon, in all future times, 
to assist in the support of their pastors. These cases are few, 
and should lie speedily undeceived. I have instituted in most 
missions, a searching investigation, into the financial ability of 
the congregations ; and 1 would strongly recommend, that every 
one of our missions be urged to assume self-support as soon as 
possible.
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1 mot the brethern of the Maritime Provinces, %t the Union 
meetings in St. John, N.B.; and, with the deputation from this 
Union, held a Missionary Conference. The churches in those 
parts are still discouraged by numerous removals, to the United 
States and the Western parts of our own country. Some of the 
older churches have suffered most from this cause.

A deputation from the College being on the ground, t<» visit 
the various churches, throughout Nova Scotia, and New Bruns­
wick, in the interest of that institution, it was agreed to, by the 
brethren assembled, that mv annual visit might be deferred. 1 
think it is of the greatest importance, that a thorough and care­
ful visitation of all our mission churches, in these parts, be made 
without delay.

My time has been occupied chiefly in visiting the missions 
in Ontario and Quebec, conferring with the churches on various 
matters relating to pastoral settlements, finances, and their spirit­
ual condition. In one case, bv the direction of the Executive,

•

] gave an entire month’s work to a mission church. 1 found the 
few members much discouraged and talking of disbanding. They 
needed encouragement and organizing; they have now a settled 
mstor, and in the midst of a rapidly increasing population, ai e 
mil of hope for the future. 1 devoted more or less time at sev­
eral points, to evangelistic work ; enough to confirm me in the 
belief, that such work is most important, and would be a great 
blessing to our churches at present.

There have been several vacant churches during the year, 
and I have done all in my power to supply them, We are 
indebted to several lay brethren, (so called), as well as to several 
of our settled pastors, who willingly gave their services to supply 
the need of others.

I have had an extensive correspondence with all parts of the 
country, and with a large number of ministers in the old landy 
who are anxious to find spheres of usefulness in Canada. Four 
brethren, highly recommended by some of our well-known min­
isters in England have come to us during the year. Three of 
these have been Settled, by Council, one in a self-supporting, ami 
two in mission churches ; and appear to give the utmost satisfac­
tion to their respective churches, and to be well pleased with 
their adopted country. 1 am well aware of the risks and diffi- 
culties, attendant upon opening the way to those unaccustomed 
to our country and methods of work ; yet in the nature of things, 
unless we recruit the ranks of our ministry somewhat from
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abroad. many of our churches must Ik* left pastorless. I am at
present in correspondence with a number of reliable ami
thoroughly «mod men, in Kim land ; who would he likelv to suit
in any part of our mission field or in our self-support ini' churches,
till wre are able to supply all «»uv churches from the college. 1
think we would do well to receive with gladness, the help we
mav be able to obtain from tin* Mother County, or from across
tlm line. The work of your Society calls for peculiar talents,

• * •

and qualifications : Love for souls, patience, helpfulness, faith, 
and a large measure of grace, to enable the labourer to endure 
hardness as a good soldier of Jesus Christ.

1 have observed during the past, as in every former year of 
my work among the churches, that, humanly speaking, success 
depends mainly upon the men themselves. Short pastorates, 
hasty and unsuitable settlements, and discontent, have always 
wrought mischief : while the men w ho have wTorked and waited, 
and prayed, have generally succeeded.

The past year has not witnessed so many revivals as a year 
or two ago; yet in some instances, there have been both sowing 
and reaping ; and 1 think all over the mission field, there has 
been spiritual progress. Most of the missionaries labour in the 
midst of scattered populations, and to two or three, or four and 
five different congregations ; in such circumstances, it is difficulto 1

to concentrate effort. The assistance of a faithful and judicious 
evangelist would be of great service in many of our mission 
stations at present.

The missionary year now closing has been a most trying one 
in many respects ; yet I am thankful to be in a position to report 
growth ; growth in the number of our churches, growth in mem­
bers, and increase in financial resources, both in East and West.

Beyond the provinces to which my labours have been con­
fined, we look anxiously to that greater Canada, lying West, and 
North-West ; where we thankfully record the establishment of 
two new churches during the past year, and we long to go in 
and possess the land for Christ. We wait and pray, for means 
and men, that we may perform our share of pioneer work, among 
the new’ comers, and first settlers, of that most promising part of 
our vast Dominion. Multitudes of our people are going from the 
East, and are being joined by many Congregationalists from the 
old country, in British Columbia and Manitoba. Could we not, 
in that new land, crept during the coming year a “ Memorial 
Church,” to the memory of the man who has done so much for
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( 'oimreofationalism in Canada, the late Rev. Henry Wilkes, D.D.? 
Soim- of our earnest workers have been asking for a special 
object to work for. 1 would strongly recommend that in Bran­
don, Portage la Prairie, or some other good centre in Manitoba, 
we elect a “ Wilkes Memorial Church.” /

In bringing this report to a close, I desire to record my 
gratitude for the uniform kindnesss, and hearty co-operation, I 
have met with in every place I have visited during the year ; and 
during all the years in which I have held my responsible and 
laborious office. I can truly say, I love the work ; 1 am not 
weary of it, but 1 have often been weary in it ; and I have longed 
and do long, tor the rest and quiet of home, and pastoral life. 
Through the goodness of God, I have been permitted to continue 
my work without serious interruption, during the year ; and 
have travelled about 10,140 miles, and have given over 2LS 
addresses and sermons, chiefly of a missionary character.

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REPORTS PROM THE CHURCHES.

» ONTARIO, WESTERN DISTRICT.

Sarnia.—Rev. R. K. Black, pastor ; grant, $400. Mr. Black 
reports in December :

“ It is now just one year since, as the result of a previous trial of the field 
for three months, followed by a personal conference with the Missionary Kxeeu- 
tive at Ottawa, I accepted the call to the pastorate of this church It was not 
without many fears, as to what the result might be, that this step was taken. 
The church was small, as in respect to members ; and the members, for the most 
part, people in humble circumstances. Besides, on the church building, erected 
about six years ago, there rested a debt of $3,ti30, the interest on which was felt 
to be a heavy burden by the people.

It is witli feelings of sincere gratitude to God that I have to report that this 
indebtedness has been largely reduced during the past year. As the result of the 
sale of an old church-property, #1,000 was obtained ; and over $4.*10 was collected 
by the pastor fiom sister churches, thus reducing the indebtedness to $‘2,‘200. 
Nor has the church, while thus providentially helped, been idle during the year. 
By a reference to the Tieasurer * Report, recently submitted, and other memo­
randa, I find that the sum of about $900 has been raised by the church during 
the year, for local church purposes and denominational objects. A new furnace 
has been obtained for the church and other improvements made on the interior 
of the church building. I wish that 1 could reportas encouragingly in regard t<> 
all the other departments of church life and work. Yet here, too, we have no 
cause for despondency, though much need of patience. Our congregations on 
the Sabbath, though yet but small, are growing slowly, but steadily. A few 
have been added to the membership by letter, and one by profession. The 
attendance in our week evening prayer meeting has increased, and the Sabbath 
school is* quite hopeful. A Young People’s Society of Christian Endeavor has 
been formed, and is doing good work in distributing religious literature in the 
homes of the people living on the streets south of the church. Two of our young 
men aie studying privately, with a view to enter our College in Montreal the 
next term ; for all of which we desire to thank God and take courage.”

His report for May speaks of much to try faith and patience ; in 
the way of business depressimi and consequent removal of families; 
but is hopeful in tone. Particular mention is made of the death of 
“ Our venerated father McLagan,” and the departure of another deacon 
to California to seek a new home for himself.

“ This leaves but one deacon in the church and there is but very scanty 
material from which to choose successors in office. These depletions have some­
what depressed our spirits, and crippled our resources. Bnt yet, despite all 
this, we have much cause for thankfulness. There has been a slow but perceptible 
increase in the attendance on the means of grace. Six members have been added 
to the church ; and, despite the hard times (more felt by our people than by any 
other congregation in town, inasmuch as they are, for the most part, of the work­
ing class), the contributions for church purposes have not declined. Besides,
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probably, meeting the current church expenses, about S’200 have been raised 
(lin ing the past half year, to procure a new furnace, and otherwise improve tin- 
church edifice. Our prayer meeting and Sabbath school are in a flourishing con 
dition, ami both pastor and people are hopeful. Our chief need at present is an 
abundant outpouring of the Holy Spirit, and for this many are fervently 
interceding. ”

Kincardine. — Rev. (\ L. Ross, pastor; grant, £100. Mr. Ross 
again reports heavy losses to the church by death and removal to 
other localities ; among the former he mentions Deacon Ferguson and 
his wife, whose unexpected deaths have cast a great gloom over the 
place, and are a heavy blow to the cause here.

“They were pleasant and useful in their lives, and died in sweet peace in 
Christ. 1 blessed are the dead who die in the Lord.’ A number of our 
best workers have also removed to Manitoba and Dakota, but we hear with joy 
of their work of faith and love for the Master in these new fields. We have still 
a faithful hand of willing workers left. I pi each three times every Sabbath, 
besides teaching a large Sabbath Bible class. The services of the sanctuary are 
well attended, and there is a good interest Some travel over six miles to attend 
preaching. Finances came out square at our annual meeting, ami the church has 
paid s|0() on the debt on the parsonage ; and now we are busy preparing to re 
pair our sanctuary. "

Winyham. 'Flic Rev. I >r. Ward, pastor; giant, $300. The 
pastor, who took charge only on dune 1st, 1NS7, reports, in December, 
progress in every department.

“ The congregations have gradually increased; that in the morning now 
numbers between (i() and 70, and that in the evening between SO and 90. The 
church property has been much improved in appearance, and made more 
comfortable . . . Internally, we have bad the building cleaned from top to
basement; the aisles carpeted, and other additions to our comfort and convenience. 
We now use the Congregational Hymn Book exclusively. The ordinance of the 
Lord’s Suppei is observed monthly. The spiritual life of the church is gradually 
becomming stronger. Two new members have been added to our church roll. 
We have purchased a new organ and formed a choir, so that the singing of the 
church has been very much improved. We have just held our Anniversary 
Services, and a more successful and enjoyable time the friends have not had for 
years. ( )ur week evening prayer meetings are well attended. I have visited 
very freely, and worked in other directions amongst the people of the town, and 
have always been most kindly received. 1 hold regular ‘Cottage Meetings.’

The report for May is equally encouraging. Six members had 
been added to the church, and £300 of debt paid off. Rut we regret 
to add, the failure of Mrs Ward’s health has since compelled the 
pastor to resign his charge, and return to England.

Wiarton.— Rev. C. E. Holton, pastor ; grant £150. The reports 
from this field are very encouraging :

“ Wiarton (the pastor says) has grown in size and population ; hence w e 
have had a good attendance at all our services. Hepworth, where an afternoon 
service is held, is proving to he a good point. '1 he village is growing and our 
work is consolidating. We are in need of a larger place of meeting, w hich 1 trust 
w ill be supplied to us before very long. We cannot report as many additions as

56
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in some previous reports, ami v\ <- have su tiered losses by «leatii and removals. 
However, we hope to report work in this way next time We have had a visit 
trom Mr. Hall, and were specially favored by having Mr. (ierrie, from the 
College, for a Sabbath. We were glad to see the tare of a brother ( Ongrega 
tionalist in the pulpit ; this is something ipiite novel u ith us

H is report for M ay sa vs :
“Very cheering reports were given at our annual meeting in February. 

The past year has been one of blessing, and the blessing is still with us Our 
congregations aie more nearly approaching our seating capacity Nev\ members 
are being received, and our last quarterly missionary collection was the best.

“ The population of our village is now estimate <1 at about 2,000. The lumber 
and tisbing industries are prosecuted with a great deal ot ‘push. Other branches 
of trade, and furniture manufacturing are thriving. Wiarton is a busy place.

is organized as a branch ot Wiai ton. A committee has been appointed 
to provide better accommodation tor our growing congregation At the last com 
munion < iglit members wa re received. 11 epworth has passed the stage of 1 the 
corners : it is now a thrifty village W ith W iarton and " _ ' as centres,
we have a wide field tor missionai \ work.

French Zfuy, Saut/rm. Rev. Thomas Iîigeanor, pastor. ( 1 rant 
S 1 f>( I. Mr. Unit <ui, w ho^xereises a general oversight over this mission, 
says of it :

“As I cannot attend the l nion, I send you the following statement concerning 
the ‘Indian Mission. I visited French Kay yesterday. To say that Mr. 
liigcanoe is doing all that could be desired, would not be true, but he is doing 
good work, so far as 1 can learn At present we cannot do better than gnant the 
request of the Indians, and keep him on. The membership is about fifty two.
Mr. Kigcanoe was ordained last November, during Mr. Hall’s visit. I have 
visited the mission tw ice since then ; spending two days w ith them in February.
The church has been plastered and money has been raised to build a shed ; they 
are now taking steps to re seat the church. During the year they have raised 
for Mr. Kigeanoe about forty dollars, being ten dollars short of what was 
promised—not so very bad for them ; next year I hope they will not lack any.
1 have received from various sources thirty-five dollars, with which 1 have fur 
nished (partially) his house, bought flour, etc., and paid the rent of his house and 
lot ($6.2.*) per quarter). Ilis income has been from all sources, $220.00. The 
same place can be obtained for another year at the same rental This mission 
may turn into good account, w ith a station or two amongst the white people, 
in the future.”

Strafford was occupied for the first half year by the Rev. C. K. SA 
Gordon-Smith. Hut, discouraged with the slow progress made, and 
almost despairing of the future of the church, in consequence of the 
heavy debt upon the property, Mr. Gordon Smith resigned his charge 
early in January, since which time the church has had only occasional 
supplies, until the call and settlement of Rev. J. P. (ierrie, in the 
month of May. The graitt required is large—$100—but Mr. (ierrie 
enters upon his work with zeal and hopefulness, and we trust that a 
new era has dawned upon the church.

Listowol.—The Rev. W. Burgess, who was in charge of this church 
during most of the year, i eported in December heavy losses by removals 
to Toronto and Galt, but says :

4918
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“ I am not, however, discouraged with our general work. We have as good 
an average attendance as at any time during my pastorate of two and a quarter 
years; and we have a good Sahbath School, with an average attendance of nearly 
one hundred. Next Sabbath we shall receive into fellowship three new members 
by profession. \\ e have two services each Sabbath in our church, with an 
average attendance of a little over one hundred ; sometimes having a very much 
larger number.

In the month of March, however, Mr. Kurgess felt it to be his 
duty to resign his charge, and the church remained vacant for several 
months, obtaining such supplies for the pulpit as were available. 
Recently it has secured the services of the Rev. Alexander McLeod, 
of the Congregational College, who has been ordained and settled there, 
with excellent prospects.

TUhnrtf C'"litre.—Student W att I ibored here during most of t he 
summer. He reports :

I found the church in a low condition and things generally discourag 
mg ; preached twice on Sunday and conducted a prayer meeting in the evening.
I began a prayer meeting in Korth church a short time after arriving here.
I attended Sunday School in North church and took a class ; there was also 
a Sunday School in church, but the hour was inconvenient for me to attend. 

I he attendance at all the services increased, having as many as fifty at prayer 
meetings. One encouraging feature is that the people are in earnest and anxious 
to secure the services of a pastor, which is the only hope of the church. I 
enjoyed the work much, and have had frequent testimony to the benefit received, 
by both young *Tmd old. 1 have visited all connected with the church several 
times; also some outside, as well as some of onr French and Roman Catholic 
friends. Always well received.

•V. 7 human. — On the retirement of the Rev. XX . H. All worth from 
the pastorate in May last, Student Solandt was put in charge of it for 
the summer, who reported finding things in a very discouraging con­
dition. However, he says:

I he few friends set to work and the outlook soon became more hopeful.
I he parsonage was rented, the people and preacher worked and prayed, and 

Cod blessed^ our efforts ; so that we not only paid $ 1 .">f> of debt, but raised and 
paid over -L 0 on church improvements ; the congregation increased : two joined 
the church on profession, one of them a young man who wishes to enter our 
College. The people were attentive and kind, and my stay among them was 
very enjoyable and happy. I he Sunday School averages forty-five children and 
ten officers and teachers. It was demoralized in spring by the loss of so many 
teachers. I acted as superintendent, and the school is now fairly well equipped ; 
the vacant offices are tilled; I do volumes were added to the library ; the library 
was catalogued and the books repaired. 1 lie “(lospel Hymns were introduced 
instead of the book used. ’

Later on, tin* Rev. \V. XV . Smith spent a month there, supplying 
the vacant pulpit ; and for the last six months of the year the Rev. \X. 
I". ( larke has been laboring as stated supply. The great need of 
the church, on the human side, is a faithful, hopeful, energetic pastor, 
and for that the committee are anxiously looking and hoping.
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S pw hurham, vacant since tin* removal of the Rev. (J. S. Pedley, 
obtained a pastoi in October last in the person of the Rev. James 
Webb, then just out from England, towards whose support the Execu­
tive made a grant at the rate of #200 per annum. Mr. Wehh reports:

“At the time of my arrival the Methodist church was closed for repairs and 
alterations, and out Methodist friends had the use of out church for their evening 
service; hut almost immediately after my settlement they gave up hoth services 
to me. As however, their church was not re opened until the‘27th of November, 
we could not tell to what extent our congregations would he affected hy their 
withdrawal; a number of them worshipping with us hoth morning and evening.
I am glad to say that they have not been very materially affected. Through the 
w inter the attendance has been very good, with the exception of one or two very 
unfavorable Sundays. We have gained seveial adherents, who are very régulai’ 
in their attendance

Several additions to the membership are reported, and several 
others art1 applying.

“One young friend, who finall\ decided for a religious life, on the first Lord s 
Day evening of this year, w hen I preached to the young, stands proposed for 
fellowship; and other two have applied. We have sustained several losses b\ 
removal, and the gains w ill not much more than compensate for these.

“We have a Bible Class on Wednesday evenings, which is well attended, as 
many as thirty sometimes being present. A Literary and Musical Society meets 
in the basement of the church on Saturday evenings, which, though called The 
New Durham Literary and Musical Society, is to all intents and purposes a Con 
gregational society. . Idle w eekly meetings are largely attended, there being 
sometimes nearly a hundred persons present, do the young, the society is help­
ful, and it gives them an opportunity of exercising their talents in various ways, 
and it is a source of income to thefmurch.

“I have paid 1 ‘28 pastoral visits. The distances at which the people live, the 
generally bad state of the roads, and the lack of a horse and buggy, prevent me 
doing as much as 1 should like to do of this kind of work.

“In October, a meeting was held, at which the remainder of the debt on the 
church property was raised, so that it is now free. It is intended, before next 
w inter, to enlarge the shed accommodation, and to paint the church.

“Towards the end of the year our Methodist friends intimated that they 
wished to withdraw from the Union Sunday School. They have done so, and a 
Congregational School has been started, with good success. As many now attend 
each school as formerly attended the Union school.

“At the end of December 1 was asked to become superintendent of a Union 
Sunday School, which meets in the Hatehley School House, three miles from 
here. I consented, and almost every Sunday afternoon since I have been there. 
The attendance was small during the severe weather, but rose to f>‘2 last Sunday.
I hope, through my connection with the School, to get a footing at Hatehley, and 
that at no very distant date we may have a station there, where at present there 
is no place of worship. ”

St. Catharines.—Rev. J. Colclough. Urant, #300. Mr. Colclough’s 
report for I )ecember says :

“We are making progress, though but slowly. We have greatly improved 
our church building ; for a small people this has cost us no little time and money. 
Since May we have received six members into the church, two by letter, two 
from the school, and two from the congregation. Our Band of Hope is doing

1 1
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well. Phis winter we have started a Young People s Bible Service ; and.W eekly 
Cottage Prayer Meetings, in various parts of the city, which are being well 
attended. We have also a good attendance at our preaching station. Our main 
difficulty is the raising of a congregation here in the city. In St. Catharines we 
have no lapsed masses, no great number of families who do not profess to go to 
some place of worship. Then, unfortunately tor us, many of our scholars are 
children of parents who go to other places of worship, and as they grow up they 
leave us to go with their parents. So we make but slow progress* The tide is 
against us.

11 is report tor May announces serious illness, and is written by an 
amanuensis, the doctor having forbidden him even to use a pen. An 
experiment is being tried in the way of fitting up a public Reading 
room in collection with the church, open (‘very evening from S to H1 
o’clock. This has brought a considerable1 number of friendly visitors, 
and drawn in a few young men from the streets, whom they hope thus 
to benefit religiously. The attendance on Sabbath is also “steadily 
improving." Rut we regret to add that, just when things were begin 
ning to look hopeful, our brother has been compelled to resign his 
charge and return to England. We trust his health may soon be re­
established.

ONTARIO —( ’ K N I UAL DI SIR 1CT.

Alton mid North Erin. Student Hilton Red ley occupied this 
field during the vacation of 1887, preaching his first sermons on the 
8th May. \

“The people (lie says) received me very kindly, and although somewhat «lis 
courage»!, owing to a lack of prcadiing during the preceding winter, they picked 
up heart, and joined m with me willingly. 1 found that a good «leal of visiting 
was needed, and very soon commenced work along that line. People kept getting 
more interested as the summer advanced, and the church, which at first was not 
very full, towards the close looked as if it were too small. Prayer meetings were 
organized in Alton and North Erin, and were fairly well attended. The Sabbath 
School at the former place was particularly interesting, one of its most attractive 
features, being a Bible-class of from fifteen t«» twenty young men and women. 
The attendance at North Erin averaged forty, that at Alton seventy-five. The 
new church building is on tin; way towards completion ; and when ready for 
worship there will, no doubt, be a considerable increase in attendance, as the old 
church is very uncomfortable, especially in winter."

A pastor has just been procured for them, Mr. Frank Davev, of 
the Congregational College, having been ordained and settled there in 
May. The committee has made a grant of $ 1 f>0, and has great conti 
deuce in his success.

Barrie.— Rev. J. R. I Mack, pastor. Crant, 8*200. Mr. Blacks 
last report, after reciting the difficulties lie found in his way in settling 
in Barrie fifteen months previously, goes on to say :

“And now, on looking over our common work during these months, 1 am 
glad that I undertook it, not that the difficulties have all been overcome, or the 
success of our joint labors has been large, but some of the obstacles have gone, 
and the success has been such as to warrant the expectation that the church will 
become fairly strong and permanently useful.
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“ I hero have been 17 additions to the membership ; eleven new families have 
become a part of us, and at least as many more are connected with us through the 
Sunday School. Some of our regular attendants have removed from the town, 
hut their places in the congregation have been taken by the new-comers, and there 
lias been an increase in the number attending the services. This gain is most 
noticeable in the Sunday School, whose register now bears 15f> names, instead of 
b7 on my advent . . . There has been a very gratifying improvement in our
financial condition. At the commencement of my ministry, there was a deficit of 
>4 weekly, as regards the regular income ; the receipts now equal the ex pen 
diture.

South Caledon. — Rev. A.XV. Richardson, R.A..pastor. (Rant $17)0.
( inly one report has reached us, from which we make the following 
extracts :

“Congregations at both my stations for the last half year have been very 
good indeed. At Church Hill especially, have the numbers been large and the 
attention all that could be desired. About the end of January last, 1 held two 
weeks of special meetings in Caledon. I preached every night but Saturday, ami 
am sme that all felt benefited by them. Among the visible results 1 have 
received four young people on profession of faith, and more will follow . During 
the winter my work lias been very hard, since, owing to the Alton and North Krin 
churches being vacant, 1 have been sent foi to visit the sick and bury the dead, 
in a field extending from bottom to top of the township of Caledon, and all 
across its western division. Keyoml this, 1 drive across the township of Krin 
before 1 can see the farthest removed member of Church Hill church, and have 
to travel seven miles north and south before reaching the limits of my parish 
in those direct ions.

Not satisfied with even this wide field, our laborious missionary 
has since been extending his work among tin1 quarry menât Inglewood, 
and to the Forks of the (’redit fixer: in appreciation of which the 
committee has made him a small additional grant for this year.

Pnrkdal^—\\fi\. Charles Duff, M.A. (Irani £300. The church 
in this rapidly extending suburb of Toronto seems to be slowly grow 
ing, and it is to be hoped will one day become great and prosperous. 
Mr. Du IF says in his May report:

“We are progressing very nicely and comfortably in oui church and its 
work. I am not satisfied in this regard, but very thankful for the progress we 
are making. 1 think our congregations have increased nearly a third since my 
last report. Finances are doing nicely and our people aie encouraged and hope­
ful. Dvery month sees new additions to the church, not a few of them pleasing 
instances of conversion. My salary is never a week behind. We are geeting 
into more system in our work ; and the ladies are begining to take an interest in 
the schemes and work of the church which they have not manifested before.

In his second report, Mr. Duff speaks of some financial depression, 
but of no diminution of numbers, nothwithstanding the opening of a 
large new Presbyterian church near by:

“To hold our own," lie says, “under such circumstances, is something. 
Fifteen new members were added during the past year, mostly on profession of 
their faith. Five were dismissed to other churches, and seven or eight were cut 
oil for non-attendance, which leaves us, in actual membership, about 
where we were.
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Hmnnanville.— Rev. VV. H. Warriner, K. 1 >. (liant $ 1 OU.
“The past six months' work, Mr. Warriner says in December, “was 

broken by my visit to Knglaml to see my father and brothers and sisters, after 
an absence of sixteen years. During my absence the pulpit was acceptably 
supplied by the Rev. A. \\ . < ierrie and Rev. \\ . \\ . Smith, and 1 found, on my 
return, that the church had kept well together, united in ( hristian loxe ami 
service. A public reception was given me, and 1 was sui prised by a gift from 
my people of SôO “to help to keep the house warm this winter,’ they said 
Thinking the prospects favorable to hold special services, I invited and received 
for two weeks the help of the Rev. K. I >. Silcox, of Kmbro, who preached faith­
fully and well. The meetings were much enjoyed by those who attended them, 
and the church was revived; but up to the present 1 have not been privileged 
to gather much fruit as the result. One of the chief features of the year has 
been the numerous removals from church and congregation to Toronto, California 
and elsewhere. 1 find that since May last we have dismissed nine members to 
other churches, and dropped three on revision of the Roll. This is a large 
reduction from so small a membership as ours, and has not altogether been made 
up by additions. Still we have received some, and three more stand proposed, 
on profession of faith. Others we hope, with confidence, to receive before long. 
The past year has also been, without exception, the most harmonious year in all 
Church fellowship and life since my settlement in LS<S*2. Our finances, in con­
sequence of the removals already spoken f, have not increased; but b\ careful 
economy, and special etlbi ts, we have somewhat improved our circumstances.

11 is May report speaks of still further losses by removal, but says:
“Our congregations have, however, kept up, and somewhat increased, and 

our Sunday School and prayer meetings have flourished Of the additions to 
the church during the year, three were from the Sunday School Our finances, 
though not very abundant, are still in a healthy condition. Long outstanding 
accounts were gathered in at the beginning of the year, and provision made for 
their payment, and a Ladies' Aid Fund has been opened for repairs and interest 
on mortgage. My people though few, are courageous and generous, and con­
tribute on an average $‘20 a year per member."

Manilla.—Rev. T. W. Koweït, pastor. ( irant $*200. I bis station 
which has been vacant since the resignation and removal of Rev. Ceo. 
Whyte, has again been provided with a pastor. Ivurly in the year, the 
Rev. T. \V. Bowen, from England, visited the people, at the instance 
of our Missionary Superintendent, and on their cordial invitation, 
settled among them. Probably through some oversight of the rule 
of the Society, no report has reached the Committee, but there is 
reason to believe that the settlement has proved a happy one, and that 
the church is prospering under its new pastor.

ONTARIO — E ASTERN l>I ST RICT.

Cofdsjtrings.—Since the removal of the Rev. Hugh Pedley from 
Cobourg, Coldsprings has been separated from it, and during the whole 
year has, by permission of the College Board, enjoyed the services of 
Student Swanson, who has proved himself both energetic and success­
ful. Mr. Swanson has opened a new and promising station at Bewdly, 
about seven miles away, where no other preaching service is held, in 
consideration of which the Committee have made a grant, in assistance, 
of $7f) for the year.
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Rev. A. \\ . Main, pastor. ( I rant S B )( >. lia* pastor 
reports the prospects in this held as “bright and more hopeful than 
over he has seen them before.

“ We have an average attendance in the morning of seventy-rive or eighty, 
in tile evening between one hundred and twenty five and one hundred and fifty.
I preach each Sabhath morning and evening, and teach a Bible class at - p.m.
I he Wednesday evening pray ci meeting has been fairly well attended I he 
young people ha \ e organized a ‘Society of ( hristian Kndeavor, which meets 
every I hursday evening, and is of gn at 1 enelit in keeping the young members 
interested in the work. Besides some weeks of special serx ices of our own, the 
church during the months of March and April united with the other churches of 
the city in a series of evangelical serx ices rallied on under the leadei ship of Rev. 
Messrs. Hunter and ( rosslcy. I hr meetings were good and were followed by 
cheering results, (hi the first Sabbath of May we received twenty foui on pro­
fession! of faith, and nine others xxeie elected; thirty-six have been received 
during the year, and twelve now elected to membership. Financially this has 
been a very trying year on the Belleville church, and in order to sympathize xvith 
this little band, one would need to take the pastoi s place for a little while. But 
the interest on both church and parsonage is paid; about Slid on t in principal, 
and the pastor paid in full : S.'ilT’i have been sent from the church and 
Sabbath school to the t . ('. M. Society. ’

hot a number of months our brother has been holding a tbird 
preaching service at 3.30 p. m., in the village of Canifton (three 
miles from Kellevi 1 le). where a good and much interested congregation 
has been gathered. On the bth of I >ec( mber, by vote of a ( 'ouneil 
called for the purpose, a Congregational church was organized with 
thirteen members, to which eight have since been added. A disused 
Methodist Church building has been bought for s‘7•">(I, on which &-00 
has been paid.

I lie attendance is over 10(1. A Sabbath school meets in the niorninc with 
forty five scholars, an vtlieient Superintendent and good teachers I have a 
prayer meeting there every Tuesday evening which is well attended. Between 
S40 and ÿ.>1 > lias been laid out on the church. A new organ has been bought, 
ami they have sent $ I 1.7<> to the ( . M. Society. The work there is very en 
couraging, and, it looked after, will be a great help to the Belleville church. In 
v ivw ol the recent awakening, and the deep interest taken in t he work of the 
church, and the very encouraging new field just opened, I have reasons for 
la hex ing that we will soon have a self-supporting cause here. The unanimity 
and kindness of the people have greatly encouraged and helped me.

Middlrnllc. Rev. K. C. \\ . Mact oil, R.A., pastor. ( • rant S1 OU. 
Special services were held in this field in March, with the ilssistance of 
Rev. A. \\ . Main, Relleville, and Rev. R. \\ . I lay, Lanark, for three 
weeks. 1 he at te 1 a* and interest were v erv marked, and all re­
gret ted that his duty to his own field made it impossible for Mr. Main 
to remain longer.

“ About twenty persons (says the pastor) were led to accept of Christ as 
their Redeemer and King. Some of these belong to othei churches. Fight have 
already united w ith our own, and there are several whom we expect to receive 
shortly. One of the young men received feels drawn powerfully to flic ministry, 
and is prayerfully seeking the path of duty.

1
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1 Brother Main's presentation of the ( i os pel message, and modçof work, were 
most acceptable, and met, as they well deserved, the most giateful and hearty 
recognition. He seems to be just the man that is needed to co-operate with 
pastors and churches in gathering in the harvest from seed sown in the regular 
course of the ministry. He is clear and forcible in statement, vivid in illustra­
tion, tender in appeal, and most effective in the face-to face dealing with inquirers 
in the after-meetings, and in their homes. * ’ * Occasional removals rob
us of many of the young people win* would be a strength to us in coming years. 
But after all, that is the story ever old and ever new. We contribute our lite- 
lilood to churches of our order in the larger towns or cities, or else to other 
churches of our common Loid, w hose work is oin' in the whole and in every part.

“ As it is, my work is spread over half a township, and presents many aspects 
full of interest and hope I have more c<> operation in directly spiritual work 
than at an\ time before, and an increasing attendance and interest in oui Weekly 
l‘rayer Meeting.

Later oil, lie says :

“1 have introduced more of the * Bible Heading element in the prayei 
meeting, so as to enlist young and old m the seal eh of the W ol d.

And in respect to tinances :
“Having paid for the new church, the people are likely to <u> more for 

denominational objects. Some sdO was raised among them by Lev. K. k. Black, 
their first pastor, foi Sarnia church debt. We have just taken S20 in subscrip­
tions to the college. ’

Vankleek Hill find Hfurkrtihur}/.—These stations were supplied in
the summer 1»\ Student* Austin ; and for a short time after his return

%■

to college, By Rev. James White. The former sent in a report of his 
labors ; from which we make the following extracts :

“ The services at the Hill have generally been fairly well attended, averaging 
from forty to fifty on Sabbath afternoons. On Thursday evenings our church is 
used for the ‘ Union Prayer .Meeting ; an outcome of last year’s revival services, 
and is well attended. We have endeavored to preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ 
in faithfulness and sincerity ; and our hope and trust is, that the seed sown w ill 
blossom into rich fertility —not only for the cause of Congregationalism, but for 
that to which we believe our church polity is a means—the < 'hutch of the living 
God.

“ On May ‘24, we had an open Foreign Missionary meeting, in connection with 
our Ladies' Society, and realized Sid toward the Mrs. Currie Memorial Fund. 
One young man, a member ol our church, has expressed his wish to enter the 
ministry, and has been advised to study at the High School, preparatory to 
entering < 01 lege.

Of Uau'kesbury, he reports :
“On the first of May we began preaching services at Haw kesbury ; and have 

continued to proclaim the message of salvation, with the exception of two or three 
Sabbaths in June, and three in August, when Messrs. McIntyre and Sinclair held 
revival services in the Congregational church. The result of their meetings was, 
that many w ere brought to know Christ, to the salvation of their souls Some of 
these young converts have expressed a wish to join the church, it a pastor was set­
tled amongst them. The need of a settled pastor, to preach to and visit among the 
people of Haw kesbury and Vankleek Hill, is great and urgent A Young Peo­
ple's meeting has been begun ; and thus far has been well attended. A Ladies' 
Missionary Society has also been formed, and the outlook is encorna: ing."

1 he at
tendance at hoth morning and evening ser\ ices continues good frequently our 
little church is tilled on Sahhuth evenings

“ We haw lost nine memhers by death and removals ; hut have received live 
hy transfer. I hiring the yeai, Sis have heen raised tor Missionary and t ollege 
funds ; and about ÿI(10 for church debt, besides this repairs to parsonage have 
been paid for.

‘1 This winter we are uniting in prayer meetings with our Methvdfst breth­
ren and the results are good.

At the end of the year Mr. Dixon received a call to a church in 
New York State, and m accordance with Article XI ot the Constitu­
tion of tin* Society, signified his wish to the Committee to withdraw ; 
which, with their consent lie did, and the church at present is vacant.

Fat on. - Rev. ( ieorge Skinner, pastor. tirant, S100. Some 
changes in the services were noted in Mr. Skinners last report ; Kirch 
ton, which is visited every Sunday afternoon, having taken the place 
of Learned Plain, and a service being given to Kingsley every alternate 
Sunday evening, when the Raton friends hold a social meeting for 
prayer. Reviewing the work of the last live years, the pastor says :

“ 1 think we may safely say that tin- prospects are much brighter than they 
have been, and the work has the appearance of permanency. Since June last, we 
have received nine into fellowship ; seven on profession of faith, and two by 
letter. The increase in membership will not likely increase our financial strength 
very much, as they are mostly members of families that have been regular con­
tributors. A steady work is going on. Some have been led to embrace Chi ist 
as their Saviour, since our last report ; and others are thinking seriously. I nion 
and harmony have prevailed in all our work. The outside of the church has been 
painted during the summer. Next summer vve hope to build sheds, which are 
very much needed.

Fitrh Fin/. Rev. 1 i. R. Adams, pastor. < J rant S100. (Imaged and 
faithful missionary, who has now for J4 years occupied this laborious 
field, is still continuing his work. 11e says :

“ I have not much to say that will appear interesting. W ith me it has been 
a year of mourning, hut Cod has graciously sustained me, soul and body.

“Our work has gone on about as usual. The Sabbath services and the 
Sabbath Schools have been well sustained ; and with some degree of encourage­
ment ; and 1 may say with much enjoyment. It has been a hard, snowy winter, 
but 1 have heen able to meet all my appointments but one, and to do a great deal 
of pastoral work ; w hich requires much more of a minister's time than his Sabbath 
labors.

“ With thankfulness to Cod, that He gives me health and life to honor Him 
in the Cospel, I remain, yours truly, L. 1*. Adams.
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WntrrnUr. R»*v. < o*orge Purkis, pastor, ( I rant $ 100. Sonic iv 
arrangement of the stations has been made here also, “Lavers 
having been dropped during the winter, in the hope of inducing the 
people to attend at Waterville, where Mr. Lurk is now holds Loth 
morning and evening services. After speaking of some improvements 
in the church properv, all of which have Leen paid tor, Mr. 1 'urkis 
says :

“ 1 iiin thankful to be a Lie to state that 1 liax c been permitted to continue my 
w ork during the past year, without interruption. ... I have, during the year, 
held se veil tv seven services in Waterville, forty nine in Curtis, and thirteen at 
Lavers, besides preaching seventeen outside of my ow n held : making in all one 
hundred and forty six sennes. The Wednesday evening prayer meeting has 
been regularly kept up, although it has Lem fluctuating in attendance. Ihc 
Sabbath School, although not huge, has been steady, and interesting.

“ The cogti ibutions <>t the people for mv support have been somew hat on 
the increase, and before I rccviv « <1 v our letter infonning me that the ( ommittee 
could not cent inue the gi ant anv longer. 1 had intended to propose that we should 
not apply tot any help this y t at. I told our friends at oui Annual Meeting what 
I had been thinking about, and also tead them your letter; and I think they 
would have readily adopted my suggestion, had it not been that they were mak 
ing arrangements to procure a m-w parsonage ; tin present one being mueli out of 
repair. After discussing the matter, it was moved, seconded and carried ununi 
moiisly, 1 That v\ e thank the Missionary Society for their kind help in the past, 
and ask that a grant ofVHH) be made fot another year, in \ iev\ of our being about 
to build a new parsonage.

“ Luring t lie y car. v\ * have raised STS for'the ('. ( . M. S., being an increase 
of ÿ10.fi.S uvei last year ; also N7N> for Loreign Missions; besides S5S s5 for other 
denominational, and general religions objects, making in all $1 10.x*i.

“If I am spared until tin end of June, I w ill have completed my twenty-first 
year in Waterville; during which time a great many have been added to oui 
fellowship, though a large proportion of them have been removed fiom us, either 
by death, or to other parts.

NOVA SCOTIA.

( fn hm/ur.— Rev. W . 11. Watson, pastor. ( 1 rant, >"_M K I. From 
very voluminous and interesting reports we extract the following:

“We are working along without any additions, yet not discouraged on 
account ot this. W e have young people rising in our meetings, and telling that 
they are seeking and have found Christ ; and vve rejoice, though we receive them
not. remembering the Master's words, ‘Other sheep I have which are not of this 
fold.'

“Our people are very regular iu thcii attendance, and out morning congre­
gations have been on the increase '>piritually, we are advancing as a church; 
and the community has taken a step forward in some respects. We have been 
enabled to introduce some helpful literati.i e, and the Congregational Hoard’s 
works are not neglected. We can report progress in Sabbath School work, as 
our membership is increased to (17, and vve hold an average of ovei 50.

“Our Ladies I ‘ray er Meeting has a good spiiitual tone, and is inert asing in
interest. We have a \ tiling People’s Sew ing Society started, to assist the older 
society in good work.

“ I he interest in the church was never greater in many respects, although vve 
have no additions to report. Financially, we have good encouragement. Though
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having sutlcred loss h oui various sources, by removals and death, xxe finish the 
year free ot deht ; and 1 have been paid, as in former months, m ml ni m». If v\ e 
could only hold what we have and what we get, we might. in five years, he a 
self supporting church ; hut that is not ever Likely to he.

“ South Mnif.lawf, 14 miles from the Shuhcnacadie Station, on the ! ('. Rail 
xvay, has, since November last, w lien tin. present pastor took charge, heen regu 
hil ly supplied w ith p: caching, every fortnight, on Sabbath mornings. Although 
the congregation has, in common xxith all oui otlici congregations here, been 
greatly diminished and weakened by lemovals, yet <juito a large gathering genei 
ally presents itself, sometimes nearly tilling the basement ot the church, which is 
at present the only part ot the building w e can use. The exterior of the edifice 
presents «piite a neat appearance, its spire being seen for miles. 1 Taxer Meetings 
are well attended, both here and at I rbania, four miles above. A good general 
interest is obserx able.

“ Malflund. The congregation began, in November, to meet in its unfinished 
church I uilding, and feels much encouraged More xvork on the edifice is expected 
to be pioceeded with this spring. An organ has been placed in the church. Fair 
and sometimes full congregations meet fortnightly on Sabbath afternoons, and 
monthly on Sabbath evenings. At the latter meetings collections for missions
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un* taken up, and good results hoped foi*. The New Congregational Hymn Hook 
Ims just heen introduci d. Five miles down the Kay shore is the ehureh at

“.SV////0, which meets m a neat little structure, finished and well furnished.
This locality and church is feeling very keenly, in common with the 

others, the efleet of the cessation of the shipbuilding trade all along the shore. 
Here, not long ago, the launches averaged one vessel per mile, each year, foi 
about IS miles ; wheieas now not one is being built for the whole distance. A 
great exodus is the result. g

“A#a/ has a fortnightly Sabbath sei vice, which is generally well attended. 
The church building is a finished substantial structure. . . . Several of the
congregation reside at a considerable distance from their place of worship, among 
them some of its most active members. Hence bad weather and lieav v loads have 
a diminishing effect on the attendance One member was added to the ehureh 
from the S. S at the last communion, and one also to each of the churches at 
South Maitland and Selma. ( hie a sailor lad saved from a burning ship, to spend 
40 days m an open boat on the Pacific. lb* devotes his life to the Lord. fort­
nightly Sabbath evening 4\,r vices aie also held at Noel \ i liage or Moose I book.

Mnrijnr>> was left \ avant in November by the removal of Mr. 
Shipperlev to Maitland, as already noted. So far no means have been 
found of supplying it.

( 'orn milhs has received such service as it was possible for him to 
render, from the Lev. .1. W. < 'ox. We rejoice in the hope that our 
brother is improving in health, and may yet be given back to us, in 
answer to the prayers of many.

Milton. Rev. Henry ( ioddard, pastor. ( irant, £100. The pastor 
has continued his work throughout most of the year, in a condition of 
physical weakness which has at last compelled him to resign Ins charge 
and seek a different climate. Reporting in hecember, he says :

“Our congregations keep about the same : unless we have an influx of resi­
dents, which is highly improbable, we cannot expect an increase. Two of our 
people have recently removed to the States, and others are likely to follow. Our 
Prayer Meetings, including our Monthly Missionary Meetings are well sustained, 
and there seems to be an earnest spirit of prayer amongst the people 1 have 
started two Cottage Prayer Meetings, which are well attended and much enjoyed. 
The Ladies Missionary and Church Aid Societies are vigorously carried on. In­
deed, the ladies are the main supports of this cause. They recently held a sale 
of work in aid of painting and renovating tin* parsonage, which realized ÿfXl, after 
deducting expenses. M v Noting People’s Kami has not been so well attend» d ; 
nevertheless there C much connected therewith to encourage us. 1 have continued 
pleaching at Kcacli Meadows, one* a fortnight, to excellent congiégalions, and 
next Lords Hay I am to preach at Krooklyn. There is much fruit to be gathered 
at these places; but the great immediate v\ ant is a zealous man on the spot.

Mr. (ioddard reliin|uishe<l his charge at tlm end of April, and 
Milton is vacant.
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liaddeck.—Student Lee spent the summer here ; from his report 
ue take the following :

“1 found the church suffering much from the lack of regular preaching and 
pastoral oversight ; many told me they would like to join our church, but they 
could not feel sine of its permanency ; and they might be in need of pastoral 
ministration, and iinable to obtain it

“ The congregations were small all the first Sunday, but steadily increased up 
to the time of my leaving. In the evenings, the room would be comfortably 
filled. The collections were good ; for the first two months, ovei .£.1.00 pci 
Sunday, and during the last few weeks, over £.”>.00. I preached foreign Mission 
sermons, and received £7 (Hi in collections ; also £.”>()() for Home Missions, and 
sô.OO for the College It was the first time any such collections had been taken. 
We also set apart one Sunday a month as .Missionary Sunday in the Sunday 
School, which w ill be continued : and at the end of the year the amount collected 
w ill be sent to the Treasurer.

‘‘We procured three dozen Congregational Hymn Books, many of which 
have been sold. \\ c also procured a large book for ( hurch Kecords, into w hich 
1 copied the Property Heed, Covenant, Membership Roll, Baptisms, and record 
of meetings, ‘etc. Baddeck is growing, and is becoming a popular resort tor 
toil lists ; and the influence of our church, even now, is highly beneficial to tin* 
place*

“Our prayer-meetings were an interesting feature. 1 found the people, espe­
cially the young, unaccustom d to any active work \N e introduced I opics in 
advance, and soon many read texts bearing upon them. We also introduced 
“ Sentence 1’layers, w ith good results. The average attendance was fifty.

“ The field is an extremely pleasant one, and is capable of bringing forth 
much fruit : the people being intelligent «and prosperous It is a critical time 
for the church ; it must either be established upon a firm basis, with a pastor, or 
the adherents will drift away from us.

“ There is a debt of £100 on tin* church, held by an adherent, who has prom 
ised that as soon as a pastor is procured, he will give a receipt in full for it.

Pleasant Hirer. Rev. \\ . Peacock, pastor. Leant, $100.

“ In September this church gave its pastor leave of absence for a few weeks, 
which he spent as a ‘ working holiday in Margaree, hi.- former charge.

“it w as very gratifying (he w rites) to be pi ivileged, after the lapse of six 
years, to visit the homes, ami greet many with whom we had often held sweet 
fellowship, and talked together of the good things of the Kingdom of our Lord 
and Saviour. ( fid memories returned and w armed our hearts tow ards them and 
Him w ho had led them and us together in our former work. On leaving, how­
ever, we left behind us, in death, mu little daughter, Nina Blanche, w hich calls 
forth memories of the place. While there, we spent a week, in the interest of the 
Missionary Society, with a small church of twenty families at Lycli Lomond, 
where we found a devout people.

On our return, the people of Pleasant River manifested their kindness to, 
and interest in us in various ways. A sociable was given, uie proceeds of which 
were handed to us ; a waggon and woodlouse has been erected in connection 
with the parsonage. On the part of teachers and scholars, in all three schools, 
much interest has been taken in the work At Ohio and Bakers Settlement 
pastoral visitations have been instrumental in reaching and getting a hearing 
from a number of le ads of families, and others, w ho had seldom or ever attended 
the public worship of God : some of whom are now deeply interested in the 
Word. For the past few weeks a good spirit has shown itself in our week 
evening prayer meeting at Ohio.

Vancouver. The Rev. Hugh Fedley, late of Cobourg, Ont., who 
wiis the first appointee of the ( 'ommittee for this place, having, with 
their consent, accepted the call of the church in W innipeg, his brother, 
the Rev. ,J. \V. Fedley, of ( leorgetown, was asked to undertake the 
mission in his stead. His church parted with him reluctantly, hut as 
Mr. Fedley felt it his duty to go, they at last consented, and gave him 
a good “send off,’ and generously contributed towards the establish 
ment of the new cause. Mr. Fedley reached his new home at the latter 
end of March, and began services in the hall of the Young Mens ( 'hris- 
tian Association, from which they were shortly afterwards removed to 
one more convenient and commodious, in the W ilson block, where a 
congregation of about "J00 persons been gathered. Farticulars 
regarding the beginning thus made halyalready been published by the 
Committee in fly-sheet form, and need not b(* repeated ; but we give 
extracts from his last letter, of dune 2 1st, which are most interesting :

“ Last Sabbath morning we formally organized ourselves into a church by 
name, ‘The hirst ( ongregational Church, Vancouver.’ There were d*2 charter 
members. We adjourned to meet on Tuesday evening, when 4 more were added, 
so that we have to start with. Twenty three of these ar e men A great mini 
her of these are single persons; put there are, at any rate, I."» families members 
of the church, besides a number that simply adhere to us. 1 read the ‘ Déclara 
tion of the Year Kook, also a solemn covenant. We took as our basis for a 
constitution that of the Central Congregational church, W innipeg, and amended 
it to suit ourselves. All the otlices and committees of the church are tilled. 1 
think we have the framework of a good church, laid on a firm foundation. It 
was the first time 1 have done anything of the kind, and was careful to do it well.

1 went over to W estminster this week and spent several hours exploring 
the town. From conversations which I had, and the general appearance of the 
place, I think it is going to be of considerable size. I found enough C<m<jrt<fu 
tionalis/n there, in my short visit, to warrant the hope, that in the near future, 
we shall have a church there. 1 have set one or two persons there to find out for 
me the names of all who are inclined to our church. They will report to me 
Nanaimo, 1 think, should be visited, and \ ictoria. I am inclined to think that, 
in this Province, there is room for us in abundance, if there can be put down in 
these places men who can hold their own. ”

As mentioned elsewhere, the Rev. Messrs. Fielden and Hall are 
about to visit British Columbia ; and, with the promise of liberal assist­
ance from the Colonial Missionary Society, we have good hope of a 
speedv occupancy of several of the fields named in Mr. Fedley s letter. 
The cost at first, however, will be heavy, and our Canadian churches 
must be prepared to do their full share.

MANITOBA.

Portage la Prairie.— As explained elsewhere, the Rev. A. V\ . 
(ierrie, late of Fine drove, Ont., was designated, in October last, as 
the Missionary of the Society, to take up work in Brandon, Man. ; but 
on his arrival there, and after consultation with friends of the cause
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secretary's report.

regards the growing interest among oui- churches in the conversion of 
the heathen as out of proportion to otliei Christian duties. We have 
given only a little over $2,000 during the year to proclaim the gospel, 
where there are now 400,000 souls to one minister ; and since this 
society was formed, we have only sent one man forward—who othei 
wise would have been used at home.

< hi the othei* hand, over $0,000 was given during the year for 
work on our own continent, where there are now f)00 ministers to the 
same number of souls. And since this society was formed, our college 
has sent out fifteen men into the home-field. In short, on the home 
fields, where then1 are five hundred times as many laborers, we have 
sent fifteen times as many men to swell the number, in seven years ; 
and this year have given three times as much money. We feel that 
this society is warranted in pressing the foreign wrork upon the notice 
of Christians in the churches, without being considered unwise in the 
use of denominational funds.

We have printed a pamphlet containing some of Mr. Currie’s 
letters. Some were sent to each church to Ik* sold, and many churches 
have remitted, so that most of the expense has been covered. 1 he 
Canadian Independent has been freely used, and we wish that it would 
he more generally taken by laymen, so that fresh news from oui* foreign 
fields might readily be distributed.

FINANCES.

The contributions have been a gain upon last year. And it is 
noteworthy, that they have come in without any pressure. No heart­
rending appeal has gone forth ; hut the officers have tried to set the 
work fairly before the churches, as one of their natural Christian activi­
ties. The gifts have been made as free-will offerings. And we have 
reason to believe that this spirit has been a help to the churches, in 
the work within our own borders. Those churches which have in­
creased their contributions to foreign Missions, have also done so for 
our other denominational societies. The expenditure has been for Mr. 
Currie’s salary and exploration-expenses, and for outfit and travelling 
expenses of Miss Lyman.

The next year w ill require a larger expenditure, to furnish equip 
ment for the new station. Mr. Currie’s estimate for the year 1889 is 
as follows :

Board and the Ladies'Society of the Maritime Provinces sent letters

your Board would suggest two or three lines of action that may 
help to secure, to some extent at least, the object desired. ( 1 ) 
Next year will lx- the Jubilee year of this institution—a good old 
age, as institutions live in this country, and beyond the age of 
most of its sister theological colleges. The Board recommend 
that the Jubilee he kept and rendered famous by a welborganized 
and persistent effort to raise the present Endowment Fund to at 
least $4-0,000, exclusive of the Lillie Memorial Fund. (2) They 
further suggest that some plan be adopted for securing larger 
and more regular, and more general annual contributions from 
the churches, to the Current Expense Fund ; and, to this end, 
that a financial secretary be appointed, whose duty it shall be to 
acknowledge every month in the Canadian 1 ndependent, remit 
tances received from churches, to stir up laggard givers, in such 
ways as he may deem meet, and to awaken to a proper sense of 
duty, whether they be churches or individuals, those who do not 
contribute at all. It is a shame that there should be found so 
many in both these categories, who do not recognize the claimsv n 1 o

The House Committee have given their best attention to 
keeping the buildings in a state of good repair and comfort ; and 
Miss Pigott, the Matron, has enhanced her good reputation by 
her assiduous and careful management of domestic affairs. In 
this connection the Board have to report that, whilst not target­
ing the duty of extending hospitality, they have deemed it 
expedient to enact the following House Rules, which are here 
presented for the information of all concerned ; the ground of

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The Principles of Sacred Eloquence ; the structure and composition of 
the sermon ; pastoral application of truth to the needs of the people ; 
pastoral visiting ; care of tin* churches ; Missions and Missionary work.

In Theology—to the Middle Class, daily lectures extending through 
the whole term, have been delivered upon the following topics: The 
Existence and the Attributes of God ; Revelation ; Inspiration of the 
Bible; The Divinity of Christ ; Miracles; The Atonement and its 
Results, as far as the Doctrine of Regeneration. The remaining sub­
jects of the Redemption that is in Christ Jesus, are to be taken up 
next session, namely : Adoption, Justification, Sanctification ; The 
Church ; the Last Things, including the Salvation of the Righteous, 
and the Punishment of the Wicked.

There has been no interruption to this course of instruction, 
scarcely an absence on the part of a student all through the term.

In addition to the regular lectures, 1 have had a weekly meeting 
of the whole College for exercises in reading, preaching and general 
criticism in the service of the pulpit.

May I also report that 1 have been honored by the attention of
the students to the instruction given, and gratified by tin* progress
thev have made.

«

(2) I)r. Cornish reports :—
The Class under my care has met twice a week, with a few ex 

ceptions, when illness or important duties elsewhere prevented my 
attendance. We read in class, chapters X to XVI, of St. Mark’s 
Gospel, and chapters I to VII of the Acts of the Apostles. At the 
close of the session, an examination of three hours' duration was held, 
in which Messrs. Macallum, Mason, and Sol and t acquitted themselves 
creditably.

(3) Mr. Burton reports :—
According to agreement, I have completed my engagement as 

Lecturer on Apologetics at the College. Sickness prevented me going 
the two weeks consecutively. They have however been given. I 
gladly bear testimony to the improved tone in the classes, and thereby 
rejoice in the salutary influence of oui* respected Principal. May 
God’s blessing continue.

1 crowded ten lectures into nine, covering instruction on Butler’s 
Analogy, and the argument of Paley in his “ Natural Theology.” Also 
a lecture on each of the following Anti Theistic themes : Agnosticism, 
Atheism, Materialism and Pantheism. I have left with Dr. Barbour 
examination questions, to be used at his discretion.

In thus bringing my engagement to a close, I desire to express to 
you personally the attention received from my former professor, and to 
express in general my earnest wishes for the prosperity of the College.

The thanks of the Corporation are due to the Rev. Hugh 
Pedley, for appointing a course of reading in Ecclesiastical 
History, for the Calvary Church Medal; and conducting the 
examination therein.

The study of Hebrew in the classes of the University has 
been made compulsory on all the students of the < ollege, instead 
of allowing an option between it and French and German. The 
following students have; completed their course of study, and 
received, at the hands of the Principal, the certificate of the 
College to that effect, with the best wishes of the Board of 
Faculty for their future happiness and success: Messrs. J. P. 
Gen ie, Solandt and Daley.

The closing service of tin* session was held on April 11th, at 
which the address was delivered by invitation of your Board by 
the Rev. Dr. Barnes, of Sherbrooke, to whom the College is under 
great obligation for this able service, so cheerfully rendered.

The reports were duly received from the Faculty of Arts ot 
the University, of the attendance and standing of the students 
attending the classes of the same ; and, as far as the under­
graduates are concerned, they may be regarded as more than 
usually satisfactory, showing as they do that our men can give 
themselves to hard and systematic study, and that they can be 
formidable competitors in the race for academic honors. At 
the Sessional Examinations of the University, Mr. Hilton Pedley 
passed for the degree of B.A., with first rank honors and Prince 
of Wales gold medal, in Mental and Moral Philosophy ; Mr. F. 
W. Macallum passed in Class I for the B.A., ordinary, standing at 
the head of the list ; Mr. Mason stood at the head of Class II,

A special meeting of the directors shall he held previous to the annual meet 
ing of the members, to prepare the list of directors, committees and officers for 
the ensuing year, to be submitted at the annual meeting, as well as to transact 
any other business connected with the society.

III. ANNIVERSARY SERVICES.

Missionary sermons shall be preached on the fourth Sunday in June in the 
churches open to the society's use, and such other services shall be held as the 
society may from time to time appoint.

IV. NOMINATION OK DIRECTORS.

The number of directors shall not exceed titty. Directors shall be nominated 
by district associations, or other Congregational organizations, where associations 
do not exist in British North America and Newtouudland. All such nominations 
shall be reported to the meeting of directors immediately preceding the annual 
meeting of the members, and any deficiency in the nomination list, whether caused 
by the failure of district associations, or other organizations to nominate or other 
wise, shall be supplied by the meeting. Vacancies occurring in the board may be 
filled at any time.

V. MEETING OF DIRECTORS.

All meetings of the directors, for the transaction of business of the society, 
shall be held in such places and at such times as may be agreed upon by the 
directors.

VI. OFFICERS OF THE SOCIETY.

The officers of the society shall be president, vice-president, treasurer and 
secretary. Should any of the offices become vacant during the year, by resigna­
tion or otherwise, the board shall have power to elect others to till the vacancies. 
Should the president and vice president be absent from the meeting, the board 
may elect a chairman for the occasion.

SKVKMII ANNUAL M KKT1 N< i.

The Seventh Annual Mooting of tin* Canada Congregational 
Foreign Missionary Society was held in hminanuel Church, on I burs 
day, June 7th, 1888 ; tin* President in tin* chair.

A hymn was sung, and prayer offered. The Secretary read the 
minutes of the last annual meeting, and then the report for the year 
just closed. The Treasurer, Mr. T. B. Macaulay, then read his report ; 
these two were adopted, and ordered to he printed, by motion of Rev. 
1 >. McGregor, seconded by Mr. J. Adams.

A short oral report of what had been done by tin* Woman’s Board, 
\s as given by Mrs. Macallum, their president. It was followed by an 
address from Mrs. W heeler, of Harpoot, 1 urkey.

The election of officers for the ensuing year was moved by Rev. 
Geo. Robertson, and duly seconded. The list is printed at the head of

s report.

?
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3. Candidates who are graduates of any University, or who can satisfy the 
Hoard that they are otherwise possessed of sufficient acquirements, may he^it 
once admitted to the Theological course ; also, as exceptional cases, such 
candidates may be admitted to that course as it may be expedient, in the 
judgment of the Directors, to train as preachers, without the ordinary literary 
culture.

4. Candidates, other than University graduates, on entering shall be subjected 
to a written examination in the following subjects :—

(a) In English :—Writing from dictation ; Composition ; Grammar; History 
of England.

(/>) In Mathematics:—Arithmetic; Euclid’s Elements, Hooks I. and II.
(c) In Classics:—Elements of Greek Grammar, and translation from the 

Greek into English of a portion of one of the Gospels.
5. They shall be required to take a full year in the University in the study 

of such subjects as the faculty may designate previous to commencing their 
Theological work.

6. Approved candidates are received on a probation of four months, at the 
close of which, if the result of their probation be satisfactory, they are admitted 
as regular students of the College.

CHAPTER V.

OF Til K STUDENTS.

1. Students are, during their Literar y course, under the general supervision of 
the 'l'lieological Professors, ami take such subjects in the Theological department 
as the Hoard may direct.

2. The students, both in the Literary and rheological departments, are 
required to attend exclusively to the studies approved by the Hoard.

3. Every student, on his admission to the College, is required to sign a declar­
ation of obedience and consent to the Hy Laws and Regulations of the College.

4. Pecuniary aid, when necessary, may be granted to them from the funds, 
the amount in each case to be fixed by the Hoard at the beginning of the session.

5. Attendance upon the classes in the College, and the use of the L^^iry, 
are allowed without charge to the students.

B. As a part of their preparation for their future work, the students, under 
the sanction of the Directors, may preach the Gospel as they have the opportunity.

7. Every student, when admitted into the College, on the expiration of the 
term of his probation, is required to procure a formal dismissal from the church 
to which he formerly belonged, and without delay, to obtaiih^dmission into a 
Congregational church in Montreal. Such dismissal and admission must be 
reported hy him to the Hoard. Furthermore, lie is expected to be as legular as 
possible in his attendance upon the services, ordinances and church-meetings of 
the church to which he belongs during his College course.

8. Students are not allowed, during their College course, to enter into the 
marriage relationship without the knowledge and consent of the Board of 
I lirectors.

9. Students, who leave College, without obtaining the official sanction and 
discharge of the Hoard, are required to refund to the College the amount ex 
pen led by it for their education.
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B.A., ordinary ; Mr. Dairy stood at the head of 1 lass I, and of 
his year, for tin* Intermediate Examinations, and Mr. Oolclough 
passed tin* saint* examinât ion in Class 11, with the prize in Classics; 
whilst those of the third and first years, with two exceptions, 
kept their tei ms.

The Board report these facts because they regard them as 
creditable to the students, and encouraging to those who wish to 
see a well-cultured ministry sent forth for the ,ervice of the 
churches.

For many years past, in fact nearly always, a difficulty ha> 
been found in beginning the work proper to the College promptly 
at the time appointed for opening the session. This has arisen 
mainly from the fact that the entrance and other examinations in 
McGill College begin at tie* same time, and extend over the best 
part of two weeks; and our senior students in different parts of 
the mission field are tempted, because of* this broken period, to 
continue their work there until such time as they know the 
work of their classes will really begin. To meet this difficulty, 
your Board have ordered, that at this present annual meeting, 
notice of motion he given, which notice is hereby given, to amend 
section 4, chapter ü of the By-laws and Regulations, by substi­
tuting, “the first week in October ” for “the second week in 
September.” They further request your authorization to begin 
the next session at the date now proposed. In this way, as they 
think, there will be a real saving of time and of money, with no 
practical diminution of work ; but it must be understood by all 
concerned, that the classes will be promptly opened, and that 
attendance at the opening service of the session will be made 
compulsory on all.

Leaving these matters of a purely academic character, your 
Board comes to the financial part of their Report ; and whilst 
they are thankful that the finances on the whole are in a favor­
able condition, they are anxious to be relieved of the stress and 
strain of straightened circumstances, in order to be free to do 
more in the way of developing and completing our present 
educational appliances and equipment. \Y it h the advent of our 
honored Principal a great advance was made in this direction, 
but no man would rejoice more than he, to see his labors supple­
mented by those of other permanent competent instructors. Of 
course this question, like so many others, resolves itself into a 
question of money; in other words, given the ways and means, 
and the thing required can be secured. To secure these ways 
and means and that right early, is, in the opinion of your Board,

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CONSTITUTION.

I. NAME.

The Canada Congregational Foreign Missionary Soi iety.

II. OBJECT.

To spread the knowledge of the gospel among the heathen and other mien 
lightened people.

III. MEMBERS.

Persons subscribing !?‘i annually, ministers and other representatives of con 
gregations conVihuting $10 annually, shall be members. F very benefactor mak­
ing a donation y>f i?4() at one time, shall be a life member.

IV. ANNUAL MEETING.

A general meeting of the society shall be held annually to appoint officers and 
directors, receive reports, audit accounts, and to deliberate on any measures 
which may promote the object of the society. At such meetings all matters shall 
be determined by the majority of the members present.

V. COMMITTEES.

Directors are empowered to subdivide into committees for managing funds, 
making reports, and such like, but no proceedings of the committee shall be valid 
till ratified at an ordinary meeting of the board. Not less than three directors, 
exclusive of the officers of the society, shall constitute a meeting of the board for 
the despatch of business. The treasurer and secretary shall be, ex-officio, entitled 
to meet and vote with the directors of the society.

VI. KINDS.
All funds arising from donations, legacies, subscriptions, collections, or other­

wise, shall be lodged by the treasurer, as soon as collected, with the bankers of 
the society.

VII. POWER TO REVISE.

The foregoing regulations shall be subject to such modifications as the mem­
bers of the society, at their annual meeting, may from time to time think proper.

B Y-LA \YS.

I. ANNUAL MEETING.

The annual meeting of the members may be held at the same time and place 
as the ( ongregational l nion of Ontario and Quebec. All arrangements for the 
meeting shall be made by the directors.
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and removal of officers of the College, subject to the revision of the Corporation 
(3) The general oversight and management of the affairs of the College. (4) Tin- 
framing of by-laws for the domestic economy of tfie College and the conduct and 
discipline of the students, and (f>) the presentation of an annual report of the 
general condition of the College to the Corporation at the next regular meeting

4. Any member of the Board absent from its meetings for a year shall be­
held, ipso /act o, to have \ acated his seat, but may be le appointed or re-elected 
thereto.

5. The proceedings of the Board are subject to and regulated by by-laws, 
which may be enacted, amended or repealed, after due notice thereof, at an\ 
annual regular meeting of the Corporation.

b. Vacancies in the Board, whether occurring by death, or resignation, or 
otherwise, may be filled by the Board as soon after their occurrence as it may 
see fit.

' CHAPTER 111.

OF THE 1* KO F ESSORS.

1 The officers of the College shall be a Principal, and such other Professors 
and Lecturers as may be associated witli him from time to time, of whom the 
Principal and Professors shall be members of a Congregational church.

2. The officers of the College shall receive their appointment from the Board 
of Directors, as before provided ; and in case of resignation of, or removal from 
office, except for cause, three months’ notice thereof shall be required ; provided, 
always, that no appointment or removal shall be valid unless made at a meeting 
of the Board specially called for that purpose, at which not less than a majority 
of the B<^rd must be present.

3. The duties and salaries of the officers of the College shall he determined 
by such regulations as the Board of Directors may from time to time ordain in 
that behalf.

4. The Principal and Professors, with such clerical members of the Board as 
may from time to time be appointed by it, constitute the Faculty of Theology, 
ami as such, are entrusted with the educational work of the College, subject to 
the sanction and control of the Board of Directors.

5. In cases of discipline, the Faculty may admonish or reprimand a student, 
or prohibit his attendance on the classes, preliminary to reporting him to the 
Board to be further dealt with.

6. Meetings of the Faculty shall be held monthly during the session, and the 
Faculty are required to make regular reports of their proceedings to the Board.

7. The Principal of the College shall be, ex ojficio, chairman of the Faculty, 
and one of its members shall be appointed annually by the Board to act as 
Secretary of the Faculty.

CHAPTER IV.

OF CANDIDATES FOR ADMISSION.

1. Every candidate for admission into the College must present to the 
Directors the testimony of the church of which he is a member, respecting his 
piety and suitableness to the work of the ministry, together with a written 
statement of the grounds of his own conviction that lie is called of God to that 
work, and of his views of Christian doctrine and Church government.

2. Candidates for admission to the full course must be prepared to pass the 
Matriculation Examination in the McGill University.
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BY-LAWS AND REGULATIONS

CHAPTER 1.

OF THE CORPORATION .

1. The Corporation in called “Thk Conoreuation al College ok British 
North America.1’

*2. Its object is to educate ministers for the Congregational chuiches of 
( anada and the other Provinces of British North America, and for Foreign 
M isaionary service.

3. Contributors of two dollars annually to the funds of the College are 
members of the Corporation. A contributor in arrears one year, shall not be 
qualified to vote at the meetings of the Corporation, or to exercise his other 
lights of membership. The Treasurer's subscription lists shall be taken as 
evidence of contribution.

•

4. Churches contributing for the previous year to the current expense fund 
of the College, the sum of ten dollars, or upwards, may be represented at the 
meeting of the Corporation by one delegate for each church ; those contributing 
twenty five dollars, or upwards, for the previous year, by two delegates ; and 
those contributing fifty dollars, or upwards, for the previous year, by three 
delegates.

5. All who contribute, or may have contributed, at any one time, the sum 
of two hundred dollars, or upwards, not including annual subscriptions, to any 
one or more of the objects set forth on page 4, or to any other special object or 
objects, shall be life members of the Corporation.

ti. A regular meeting of the Corporation is held annually, for the reception 
of the report of the Directors, the election of a new Board, according to provision 
hereinafter named, and the transaction of other necessary business.

7. The annual meeting is held at the same time and place as that of the 
Congregational Union of Ontario and (Quebec.

8. Special meetings of the Corpoi ation may be held for the transaction of 
special business, at the call of the Board of Directors, or on a requisition to that 
effect to the Chairman of the Board of Directors, signed by at least twenty 
members of the Corporation ; provided always, that no sudh special meetings be 
held without one month's public notice thereof in an accredited newspaper in 
Toronto and Montreal, and also in the Canadian Iialf/wntlmt.

CHAPTER 11.

OK THE HOARD OF DIRECTORS.

1. The Board of Directors is elected from members of the Corporation, and 
consists of a Chairman, Treasurer, one or more Secretaries, and twenty-five 
members. Five members of the Board shall constitute a quorum.

‘2. Five members of the Board shall retire annually, in rotation, but shall be 
eligible for re-election.

3. The powers and duties of the Board are :
(1) The management of the finances of the College. (‘2) The appointment

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(4) Dr. Jackson reports:
I have given a course of twenty-one lectures during the session- 

They embraced the history of Congregationalism in England, from the 
time of Archbishop Laud to the Victorian era. Also the origin and 
development of Congregationalism in Scotland, Ireland and Wales. 
Special attention was devoted to the efforts of Laud to establish Anglo 
Catholicism in Great Britain and America ; to the lives of Cromwell 
and other leading Congregationalists, in the Ijong Parliament, in the 
army of the Commonwealth, in the Westminster Assembly of Divines, 
and in the churches ; to the struggle for civil and religious freedom ; 
the laws of repression under which our fathers suffered ; their efforts 
to educate ministers and maintain their churches in secret ; the Acts 
of Indulgence granted by the Kings ; tin* attempts made by the 
Church of England and Presbyterians to bring about Church Compre­
hension, and the gradual attainment of complete civil and religious 
liberty. The results of the examination, which on the whole was very 
satisfactory, will be found in their usual place.

(5) Mr. Warriner reports :
My lectures to the students during the four weeks allotted to me 

last session, were upon the Origin and Constitution of the Pentateuch.
The subject was introduced by a historical resume of its discussion 

from the days of Philo and Josephus, until the present. In reviewing 
the present aspect of the question, special care was taken to distinguish 
the views held by such representative men as Profs. Julius Wellhausen, 
Franz Delitzsch, Robertson Smith, S. S. Driver, E. C. Bissell, and W. 
Henry Green.

The class then entered upon a personal examination of the subject, 
taking up, 1st. Those scattered texts which might seem to imply a later 
origin than Moses, and a different location from the wilderness. 2nd. 
The Documentary theory,especially as that is used by such critics as Prof. 
R. Smith to establish a late origin. 3rd. A comparison of the religious 
and ethical principles of the Pentateuch with the ancient practices and 
principles of the Jews, as shown in the earlier historians and prophets.

The series was brought to a close by a lecture setting forth the 
positive argument.

Of course it was impossible, in the limited time at our disposal, 
to do absolute justice to every part of so great a theme ; but we were 
able to open up the matter fairly, and somewhat comprehensively, and 
I trust the lectures have helped to establish the faith of the class on 
an intelligent basis, and to manifest the worthless and utterly unsatis­
factory character of the modern reconstruction of the history of Israel, 
attempted by the critics of the Wellhausen school.

I have only to add, that the conduct and industry of the students 
greatly increased tin4 pleasure of the work.

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THIRTY FIRST ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE CONGREGATIONAL PROVIDENT FUND SOCIETY, FOR YEAR
ENDING 31ST MAY, 1 SS,S.

That the Society is becoming venerable, is being made prac­
tically apparent to the Directors, by the fact that several of the 
original beneficiaries have, during the past year, paid up thirty 
annual subscriptions, and are, therefore, now relieved from further 
payments.

In Anew of this fact, however, the Board regret to have to 
record that, for the last three years, there have been no additions 
to the Beneficiary membership ; our younger ministers are 
apparently disinclined to take advantage of the privileges offered 
by the Society. Doubtless, this is to be accounted for largely by 
the unfortunate loss of capital sustained by the Fund in 1883, 
when doubts were felt as to the ability of the Society to meet 
its engagements to the annuitants. However, the fact deserves 
notice, that among the churches, the Society lias warm friends, 
who, in its necessity, rallied to its help, and enabled it to keep 
promptly all its engagements ; while each year- since the catas­
trophe, we have also been enabled to add something to the

l'he Directors therefore think that the time has now arrived 
when they can urge our young ministers to become connected 
with the Fund, giving, as it does, much greater advantages than 
can be obtained at the same outlay from any other species of 
insurance.

From the financial statements presented herewith, it will be 
observed that the net capital of the Widows’ and Orphans’ Branch 
is now $12,629, being an increase of $700 over last year. 1 Deluded 
in this increase is a sum of one hundred dollars, being a free7 o

donation to capital account from Hon. John Macdonald, of 
Toronto, and for which the sincere thanks of the Society are due.

The subscribing churches are about the same in number as 
last year, though the amount subscribed is somewhat larger ; but 
the increase is mainly from Emmanuel Church, Montreal. And

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and so they are willing to tall in with any denomination that will occupy tin 
field. It has been too often said that we are not needed in this country, on tin- 
ground that the Presbyterians and Methodists are preaching in almost every 
village. Well, I may say that, as far as 1 can see, there is not much truth in the 
statement. There is room enough for us, and for many more. The villages are 
few in number here ; the rural districts are very large and numerous, and before 
long villages and towns will rise in places where there is nothing now but prairie. 
When 1 came here last fall, the Presbyterians, Methodists, and Episcopalians 
had ministers stationed in this neighborhood, and while 1 was away east the 
baptists got one. When 1 preached my first five or six sermons, 1 could look 
upon only seven families which were really adherents of our denomination ; at 
present I may safely say that I can look upon forty or more that are adherents, 
and in due time we hope to see them members in good standing in our church. 
At present we have the largest congregation in this neighborhood, but if I had 
turned away because other denominations had'their ministers stationed here we 
should have had no church here at present, and 1 believe that the same success 
would accompany us in other places.

“ Last week 1 travelled close to forty miles west of here. 1 did not know 
where 1 was going, but before I went very far, I found that 1 could open two 
good stations in that locality. At one of these places there are two or three 
families that formerly belonged to our denomination, none at the other. The 
poor people never have had any service at all until last winter, since they settled 
there about seven years ago, and they get service only once a month now. I 
believe there are hundreds of places like this in this Province.

And still later, he says:
“ 1 have preached regularly at each of our appointments, and conducted a 

Kibje-class evei y Lord's day, except on two On one of these occasions I preached 
in a school house about 27 miles west of Wood Kay, and on the other in a school- 
house ‘210 miles north west ; the reason why I was away from home these Sundays 
was already reported to the Executive Committee, and 1 am glad to learn that it 
was cordially received and w ith good results. A few' weeks ago I visited one of 
these stations, and the people there desired that I should preach to them as often 
as I could. . . . At the stations near home the attendance on the Lord's day
is good ; at one of these it has increased from 0 to, I believe, in the neighborhood 
of ”>(). At this station, also, we have organized another Sunday School ; number 
of scholars on the roll, *20. This makes two Sunday Schools in connection with 
our church. Our Wood Kay congregation has slightly increased ; it will not 
include much more until new settlers come in. . . At Wood Bay we have
put up a new stable, and have raised .*‘20 for the Missionary Society.

“ Last night wre held our annual meeting. All present were hopeful that we 
will have a good future in this locality. A resolution was passed to the effect, 
that $100 of the debt on the manse shall be paid before the end of the coming 
month. We have now four deacons added to the officers of the church, and an 
auxiliary of C. ('. W. K. Missions.

“ I feel that we will never be able to know our strength in this locality til 
wre have a more convenient place for worship. School-houses are very inconve­
nient, owing to the smallness of the seats. People like a comfortable seat, and a 
comfortable place for their horses, especially during winter. These things are 
greatly needed. We have the promise of a church site, free, in a very conve­
nient place, just near enough to the Railway."
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According to the regulations of the College the full course of study extends 
over five sessions, and is divided into a Literary course of two sessions, ami a 
rheological course of three sessions. Candidates for admission to the full course 
must be prepared to pass the Matriculation Examination of the McGill University 
in the following subjects :

Classien, Mathematics ami English.
In Clastic*. Latin Gnunmar, Creek Grammar, ami une east Latin ami une east Greek author 

The authors recommended are : Cicero (against Catiline I and II.); Virgil (Tnenl B. I.)

In Mathematics. Arithmetic; Algebra, to simple equations, inclusive; Euclid’s Elements, Books
1,11. ami 111

In Knnlish Writing from dictation English Comp sition. A paper on English Grammar and 
History.

For the literary and scientific subjects of the full course, the students attend 
the classes of the Faculty of Arts in the McGill College according to the terms of 
affiliation with the University ; in which Faculty the full course extends over 
four )ears and leads to the degiee of lb A. But in the third and fourth years, 
l’heological students are allowed exemptions from attendance on certain classes, 
should they desire it. d ims, the studies of the third and fourth years of the full 
course are prosecuted simultaneously in the Faculty of Theology and in the Faculty 
of Arts. The woi k of the fifth year is confined to the Faculty of Theology.

The following is the course of study in the University which students in
1’heology must pass through in order to obtain the degree of B.A.:
First Year. Classics; French or German or Hebrew; English Grammar and Literature ; Fare 

Mathematics; Elementary Chemistry.
Second Year.—Classics ; French or German or Hebrew ; Engli h Literature ; Elementary Psychology 

and Logic; Pure Mathematics; Botany.
Third Year.— Latin or Greek ; Mathematical Physics (Mechanics and Hydrostatics); any two of the 

following departments—French or German or Hebrew (whichever the student ha^ taken in 
t he first two years) ; Experimental Physics; Zoology; English and Rhetoric; together with 
one Additional Department, for which see below.

Fourth Year. Latin or Greek, same language as in third year ; Mathematical Physics (as in third 
year) ; Mental and moral Philosophy ; any two of the following departments French or Ger­
man (same language as in previous years); Experimental Physics; Geology ; History , and 
one Additional Department (the same as chosen in the third year), for which see below

(N. B. —The Additional Departments referred to above, of which one must be selected, the same 
department hting taken in both the third and fourth years, are as follows, viz . (1) Classics, in­
cluding Latin and Greek. (‘2) Mathematical Physics, including Optics, with Astronomy. (3) Natu­
ral Science, including Chemistry, Mineralogy and Geology <d Canada. (4) Mental and Moral Philo­
sophy. (f>) English with History. (li) One Modern Language or Hebrew.)

(N.B. — Theological students are entitled to exemption from the Additional Department, or 
any one of the Ordinary Departments required in the third or fourth years.

The Theological course proper begins with the third year of the full course, 
and extends over three full sessions. It embraces the following subjects: — 
(1) Systematic Theology; (‘2) Historical Theology; (3) Pastoral Theology; (4) 
Homiletics; (T>) Greek Testament Exegesis; ((i) Church History; (7) Evidences 
and Biblical Liteiattire.

In both departments, the session begins at the middle of September ; and 
examinations are held at Christmas, and at the end of the session in the several 
subjects of the year. Students must pass these examinations as a condition of 
maintaining their proper status. Candidates who are admitted to the Theological 
course proper (“Shorter "), in accordance with sec. 3, chap. iv. of the Regula­
tions, are required to attend such classes in McGill College as the Faculty of 
'Theology may deem expedient, and also to pass the examination of such classes.

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literary work, and your Directors have every confidence that in his 
hands the Independent will be increasingly popular. A special feature 
introduced by Mr. Smith is a number of wood cuts of churches and 
pastors, which not only add largely to tin* interest of the magazine, but 
which will, we feel sure, greatly help to foster that spirit of unity and 
fellowship which we happily believe is growing amongst us.

These improvements cannot be effected without a large increase in 
expenditure, and your Directors feel that they may confidently appeal 
to the churches for increased patronage and support. One very 
admirable method in which this help may be given has already been 
recommended by the Quebec Association at its meeting in April last, 
and from whose resolution we gladly quote as follows : “ We recom­
mend, therefore, that in each church some agent be regularly appointed 
to solicit subscriptions, and that all items of Church news be regularly 
forwarded for publication.”

Your Directors feel that this is the very best method by which the 
churches may help the Independent to a larger success.

Another method, which your Directors think available, is by special 
contributions, to be given either by way of the purchase of stock, or to 
secure the free distribution of the Canadian Independent, as the donors 
may desire. It is surely not too much to ask tin1 friends of our cause to 
do this.

Your Directors notice with pleasure that the step taken by the 
Congregationalists of Canada twenty two years ago, in the incorporation 
of this Company, our friends in England are now preparing, in some 
measure, to follow. At the meeting of the Congregational Union of 
England and Wales last May, one of the most important announcements 
made was, that after midsummer the Union would issue its own publi­
cations. And one of the reasons given for that step was that it would 
be an advantage to be brought into more direct communication with 
their customers than they had been under the old custom of giving their 
work into the hands of a publishing firm.

This is what we feel, and, encouraged by this example, your 
Directors feel that we should unite in pushing on our work to a still 
greater success.

TH K PROVIDENT FUND

Statement of Mr. C. R. Mack, Treasurer, before the Congregational
Union, on Friday, dune S, 1SSS.

The Committee of the Union have kindly allowed me a few minutes 
<>f your valuable time, in order that I may commend to your notice as 
a Union, the important Society which, for the last 22 years, I have had 
the honor to serve in the capacity of its Secretary.

THE PROVIDENT FUND SOCIETY.

It has been unfortunately, from lack of time doubtless, too much 
the custom to put the annual meeting of this Society in anywhere—and 
relegate it to the end of some long session, thereby compelling it in a 
few minutes to transact merely its routine business of adopting tin* 
Report, and electing its Directors—while those who attend have dwin­
dled down to about a dozen.

All this has had an injurious effect on our Society, and in conse 
quence our young ministers are not connecting themselves with it, and 
really, in most cases, are ignorant either of its methods or of its value.

To correct this ignorance, and endeavor to interest our younger 
ministers in the Society so as to cause them to become connected with 
it as beneficiaries, 1 propose in as concise and brief manner as possible, 
to tell what we have done during the thirty-one years of our existence. 
The Society was formed under the auspices of the Union, and therefore 
as its child, it has a right to report its doings.

We have collected from the various churches in the Dominion for 
the Widows’ and Orphans’ Branch, during that time, $8,542, and from 
individual donations, $295. One (only) legacy of $25 was bequeathed ; 
and the ministers in connexion have paid as beneficiary subscriptions, 
$7,472. Interest on investments has netted, deducting the unfortunate 
loss sustained through the Montreal Loan and Mortgage Company, 
$10,665 ; making total income from all these sources in round numbers,
$27,000.

And now, what have we done with all this money ? Well, first 
and foremost, we have paid to widows and children of our deceased 
ministers, as annuities, $13,350, a sum of money which, though not so 
large as we could wish, yet, coming in with regularity every quarter, 
means far more than we can understand, of comfort to these households, 
bereft of their heads.

The Forty-ninth Session was opened on the appointed day, 
in the Assembly Hall of the College, with a large and much- 
interested audience.

ner, for the same term, a course oil Hebrew Exegesis; whilst Rev. 
Hugh Pedley was requested to lay out a course of reading in Church
Historv, and to conduct the examination in the same.

1. By those received under thirty years of age, and by Alumni of the Con 
gregational College of B. N. America, subscribing within twelve months from the 
date of their ordination, Ten Dollars.

2. By those received over thirty and under forty years of age, Twelve Dollars.
3 By those received over forty and under fifty years of age, Fourteen Dollars.
1. By those received over fifty and under sixty years of age, Sixteen Dollars
5. By those received over sixty years of age, such a special rate as may be 

agreed to by the Society.
b All subscriptions to be paid semi annually on the 1st of January and July, 

and if not paid within three months, to be subject to a tine of one dollar. If not 
paid within twelve months, due notice having been given by the trustees, the 
minister so in arrears shall be held to have withdrawn from connection with the 
fund.

XIII.—ANNUITIES.

There shall be paid from the funds of the Society to the families of the Bene 
ticiary Members the following Annuities : —

1. To their Widows for life, or until re marriage, One Hundred Dollars.
2. To their Widows for each Son under the age of lb years, and for each 

Daughter under the age of IS years, Twenty Dollars, but Forty Dollars for the 
youngest child.

3. To Ouardians on behalf of Orphans, Forty Dollars for the youngest, and 
Thirty Dollars for each other child, until they attain the ages mentioned in the 
preceding section; provided, nevertheless, that the Directors shall have power 
to delay such payments to Ouardians until they are satisfied that they will be 
properly applied.

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His life on these exploring tours you have read in the pamphlet 
we sent out containing his letters. When at home in Bailundu, his 
occupation is thus told in his own words, written last November :—

“1 am very busily occupied with household duties; work in my garden, 
school, visiting the capital and the King, studying the language, and with other 
duties. 1 spend four hours a day teaching, and from one to two hours wiiting 
out exercises, and preparing work for the lads, having no hooks for use in the 
schools. The hoys have made marked progress during the month, and 1 am 
highly pleased with them. I manage to visit the King about twice a week, and 
am always received by him in a good-natured way. If lie is busy discussing a 
case, he gives me a seat on a rock by his side, where I may hear what is said and 
learn Umbundu. If he has no business on hand, he calls me to take a stool close 
to him, and speaks a number of sentences for me to write down. He seemed well 
pleased with his pupil today, when I made him a formal speech ; telling him, 
among other things, that if he taught me Umbundu, I would soon learn to speak 
well. He said he would teach me Umbundu, and 1 should fix his chair for him ; 
or in other words, we would help each other ; and certainly no professor ever 
delivered his lectures with more patience than King Kwikwi."

At present Mr. Currie is at the coast, having gone down to help 
to arrange business matters there, so that Mr. and Mrs. Walter, who 
live at Benguella, can come home on a furlough.

The outlook is this :—Mr. Currie is waiting, almost impatiently, 
for another missionary-family to go out, so as to enter with him upon 
the new station lit1 has chosen ; the mission being very unwilling that 
he go out alone. This new station is about two days’ journey north of 
Bihé, and a little east ; and is in the country called OHmbinda. The 
immediate sovereign is King Kopoko, who boasts of choosing the kings 
of Bihé ; but the truth is, that the King of Bihé is in authority over 
all that country.

< )f this country he writes himself :—
“ The population would be considered good in a well-settled agricultural 

district in Canada. The country is drained by a large number of small rivers. 
There are tracts of deep, sandy soil, which, as I have noticed in other places, are 
specially fertile. Everywhere the crops look healthy, and much further advanced 
than in Bailundu. The hill sides were covered with a carpet of living green, 
enlivened by a large variety of brilliant flowers. In the fields were rich collec­
tions of gladioli. In the ponds and streams were calla and other lilies of rare 
beauty. Few animals were to be seen, and scarcely any more ferocious than a 
mouse Few birds were noticed worth a gun-shot, except to swell a museum. 
There is much well timbered land. There are many peculiar mounds, of which 
the natives say. 1 God started to make a mountain, but did not finish it. Doctor 
Webster says the site we havg selected is more than likely to prove healthful.

“ We have bargained for some land. A tree was cut with a large knife sent 
by Kopoko, and the place was, with due solemnity, declared ours. 1 have 
arranged to have a hut built in my absence, and a lot around it fenced in, in 
order to accustom the natives to the idea of having a white man live among them 
as a friend and helper ; and also to have them take a little responsibility upon 
themselves.

“ The site is at the meeting of four ravines. A church built there will be in 
view of at least twenty five villages, and a bell swung in the belfry would ring 
up and down the four valleys, calling many people to worship. A house near by
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would have a beautiful view, he only a few feet from a stream of splendid water, 
aud close to an abundance of timber. It is really one of tin* most strategical 
points in the whole country. There is a large field for work in the immediate 
neighborhood ; and we would be in possession of the two main arteries into the 
interior, the vast (iarujutUa country beyond.”

Later, Mr. Currie writes : —
“The King objected considerably to the location ; it being so far from his 

capital. Senor Porto, the Portuguese official whose residence is at Belmont, acted 
as arbitrator. I made my point, that if I w as not allowed to settle at the site 1 
had chosen, I should go into the Ganguella country ; and w hat was more, I would 
not give a present of guns, powder, rum, or a lartjt present of cloth. The next 
day, word came that I might settle in Olimbinda. So the matter stands thus 
The local governor, Kopoko, has given me a splendid site. The king of Bihc ha^ 
consented to my settling there. The Portuguese governor has also declared that 
I shall have the right, and that if any difficulty arises, lie will render me assist
anoe. >}

The Board repeats the urgent call for a missionary to go with his 
wife, to enter with Mr. Currie upon his newly-chosen station, which is 
opening up so attractively.

In closing, we call attention to tin1 4th article of the By-laws of 
the Society, which calls upon the different associations to appoint 
directors from their number, to serve upon tin1 Board of Directors the 
same as in the Home Missionary Society. We also urge upon every 
minister to hold a monthly missionary meeting, for prayer and the 
giving of missionary information ; and also to the training of children 
to give something every year of their own earnings.

We recommend that tlx1 appropriation asked by Mr. Currie for 
1 889 be granted.

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it was deemed better to begin at Portage la Prairie The Executive 
Committee assented to this change of plan, with the understanding 
that Mr. (Ierrie should occasionally visit Brandon, and as far as possi­
ble prepare the way for a commencement there, and at other suitable 
points in the neighborhood. This Mr. (ierrie is doing. Under date 
of I >ec. 22, 1887, he writes:

“ 1 believe there in a better opening here, at the present time, than in Bran 
don ; and better, 1 believe, than there ever will be again for many years to come. 
I felt, in a measure, as if it were ‘ noir or never ’ for the Portage, and so I have 
started work here. The place will not, 1 think, be as large as Brandon ulti 
mately. It is at present about the same size, and I think will grow more for the 
next two or three years. The Portage suffered more from the ‘ boom,’ perhaps, 
than any other place in Manitoba ; so much so, that it is now a bankrupt town, 
without any Corporation, Council, Mayor, or official of any kind ! A Commis 
sion lias been making enquiry into the matter, and it is expected that some set 
tlement will be made before long.

“ Apart from this, the town has just passed through the best year it lias had 
since 4 boom’ times It has evidently touched bottom, and has begun to come up 
again. The place is situated in what is conceded to be one of the finest agricul 
tural districts in the Province A college for music, painting, commercial work, 
etc., has been established recently, with gratifying results. There is at present 
a plan on foot for the erection of a building in order to make the college a perma­
nent institution for the Portage . . It is the present terminus of the Man
itoba and North W estern Railroad, and so has an outlook along that line, towards 
such places as Minnedosa, Neepawa, Rapid City, Birtle, etc., and being on the 
(' P. R. as well, it has an outlook westward along that line. When 1 have said 
this, 1 have given pretty much all the favorable prospects for our cause here. 
We have not many people, and the financial strength is not great. But the few 
w e have, I believe, are made of good stuff ; and have taken hold of the work in 
a way that speaks well for future success. 1 think we could possibly organize 
just now w ith about a dozen members. 1 am not, how ever, anxious to bun y 
organizations ; but we may probably do something in that line early in the new
vcar.

The Sabbath services have been held in the Council Chamber, and 
the week-night meeting in one of the rooms of Lansdowne College, 
which was kindly put at their disposal free of charge. The congrega­
tion has purchased and paid for a cabinet organ, and a generous friend 
has offered two lots, “ in a very desirable location,” as a free gift, to 
which they propose to add two adjoining lots at a cost of $400 more, 
on which they hope soon to build a house of worship.

“ We are getting along quite 1 expected. We might make a
bigger flash and glare, ami, 1 think, we could, but I have no desire to grow 
except in a healthy way. 1 know the work is to be hard and discouraging enough 
at times, 1 have no doubt, but we know that we have the sympathy and prayers 
of many friends in the east. We have given our hearts and our hands to this 
work in the firm confidence that the Master has called us to it. We are, there­
fore, glad we came ; are enjoying the work, and are as comfortable and happy as 
possible, even if we have had it dd degrees below zero ; and, at the present 
moment, what seems akin to a blizzard is raging outside, only it is not a blizzard. 
We are told we poor Unsophisticated folk from the east are ready to think any 
little blow' a blizzard."

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REPORT FOR SESSION 1887-88.

It is with feelings of devout thankfulness, for the circmn-o
stances of encouragement and promise in which the College finds 
itself, that the Board of Directors once more make report to their 
constituents.

The last annual report opened with a mournful list of losses, 
by death or removal, of those who had been cons hcuous for their 
warm attachment to the College and its work. This year, no such 
losses have to be reported ; but, on the other hand, positive gains 
and advantages have been secured, which must, in large measure, 
add to its strength and efficiency. A year ago, tin1 Board reported 
the negotiations which resulted in the acceptance by the Rev. Dr. 
Barbour of the Principalship ; and they indulged in sanguine anti­
cipations of the great benefits to the College and the churches, 
which were likely to accrue therefiom. Without using language 
that might seem out of place in an annual report, the Board desire 
to say this much, in the way of justice and honour to the esteemed 
Principal, as well as for the encouragement of their constituents, 
that their anticipations, sanguine though they were, have been 
amply fulfilled in the successful teaching and general administra­
tion of affairs by Dr. Barbour, as Principal and Professor, during 
the past session. All who have had anything to do with the 
College will bear willing testimony to this simple and matter-of- 
fact acknowledgment, which is full of promise for the future.

Another gain has come, in the return to the citv of his first 
labours, of the Rev. F. H. Marling, an alumnus of the College ; 
and one who, in the capacity of Secretary and member of the 
Board, rendered it, for many years, very valuable services. Mr. 
Marling, whilst occupying the important position of Pastor of 
Emmanuel Church, is ready to give the Institution the full bene­
fit of his ministerial influence, and also of his riper judgment and 
experience, in all matters appertaining to its best interests ami 
success.

At this annual meeting, the Corporation is favored by the 
presence of the Rev. W. S. H. Fielden, the honoured Secretary of 
the Colonial Missionary Society ; which from the birth of the 
College, has been its fast and liberal friend and supporter:—
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For expenses during ;tll these 31 years, we have paid $822.or 
♦‘(jual to $20.50 per annum. This includes the legal and other expenses 
of tin* first and second acts of incorporation, cost of printing Reports 
in Year Hook each year, incidental printing, travelling expenses, hooks, 
stationeiv and postages; so that any one can see the Society has been 
managed on economical principles. Then we have, to balance tin1 
receipts, a net capital, invested, and yielding six per cent, per annum, 
of $1*2,(>39. So much for the Widows’ and Orphans’ Branch.

In 1 873 was formed another branch of tin1 Society, for the benefit 
of ministers retired from tin1 active duties of the ministry through ill 
health or old age, called the “Retiring Ministers’ Branch.” To give 
this branch a start, the Rev. William Clarke was appointed to make a 
special effort among the churches, which realized $2,07ft. Since then 
the churches have given us $1,477.

Individual donations have come in to the amount of $243. Leg 
acv, $20. Subscriptions from ministers in connexion, as beneficiaries, 
.<883. Interest has netted, deducting the loss sustained through the 
Loan and Mortgage* Company, $33b ; making the total receipts S5,0l 1. 
In the earlier years there was paid out from its funds, in the shape of 
charitable annuities, $285; but it was afterwards considered inadvisa 
hie to continue1 these, until the Branch Intel secured a capital sufficient 
to guarantee* those* beneficiaries who began and continue to pay in 
vearly beneficial subscriptions. The expenses incident to this Branch 
have been >54, and the- present net capital is $4,700.

I’he- total capital, therefore, of both Branches amounts to $17,300, 
and this will show that the Society is of great importance to both 
churches and ministers, and de*se*rve*s more- attention and notice* than it 
has often received at the* hands of both.

In conclusion, allow me* to urge our younger ministers to become 
commet eel with the Society, just as soon as they secure the blessing of 
a gooel wife. Life* is epiite uncertain ; and the following instance of the 
paramount benefit of our Widows’ and Orphans’ Branch ought to con­
vince every one of its value: ( )ne* of our annuitants died in April of 
this year. Her husband became a beneficiary about 29 years ago. He* 
had only paid in $80, or eight annual payments, when he was taken 
away ; and up to the time of her death his widow received $1,900 as 
annuities from the Fund. No insurance company can, by any possi­
bility, give* such a return as this for such a small outlay, for two rea­
sons : 1st. The churches don’t give them any collections, and, 2nd. 
Their officers and clerks can’t work for nothing.

I will be most happy to supply full information with regard to 
terms of subscription, etc., to those who may desire it, either person­
ally or by letter.

The Society desires also to thank the churches most cordially for 
their co-operation hitherto, and to bespeak a continuance of their kind
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In supporting this resolution, Mr. Hague generously ottered 
to give the last £5,000, on the condition that tin* endowment 
funds of the College were raised to a total of £50,000.

Resolved,—That Chap. I., sec. G, of the By-laws and Regulations be amended, 
by dropping the words “ retiring ” and “ordinary ” therefrom.

9. Notice of motion was given by the Secretary, on behalf 
of the Board,—

That sec. 4, Chap. VI. of the By-laws and Regulations be amended, by sub­
stituting the words “ first week in October, ” for “ the second week in September. ”

10. On motion, the above minutes were taken as read and 
confirmed, and after prayer the meeting adjourned.

The I )i rectors of the Congregational Publishing Company,of Toronto, 
herewith submit to the shareholders their Finnncial Statement and 
Report for the year ending 31 st May, 1888 :

The Financial Statement will, we are pleased to say, show a great 
improvement in the affairs of the Company ; $2*25 having been paid off 
the Canadian Independent notes, leaving only a balance of $75 due to 
the Ontario Bank.

The result has, in a large measure, been brought about by the 
exceptional success of the Y ear Book, under the able management of 
the Rev. \V. W Smith ; 1,1 22 copies of which have been sold, as against 
1,021 of the previous year, and this, notwithstanding that the uniform 
price was raised to fifteen cents. Mr. Smith was also able to secure a 
large reduction in the price of printing.

We would earnestly commend the Year Book to the Congrega- 
gational churches. It well deserves their heartiest support.

The work of the Book Room Department has been conducted again 
by your Secretary-Treasurer, and a slight increase of business has been 
effected. We regret, however, the large number of Sunday Schools 
which have not, up to the present, availed themselves of this oppor­
tunity of obtaining the very best denominational Sunday School 
literature. We are aware that other Sunday School papers may be had 
at cheaper rates, but we know of none that, in proportion to their cost, 
are of equal value to these, and we feel that it is of vital importance 
that the children of our Sunday Schools should have the advantage of 
these excellent papers.

The Rev. J. Burton, B.D., in December last, resigned his position 
as Editor of the Canadian Independent, or, to speak more correctly, 
declined the re-appointment offered him by your Board. Your Directors 
regretted to lose the services of one who had, for so long a period (six 
years), and with such unselfish ability, conducted the management of 
the magazine, and to whom both its literary excellence and financial 
success were so largely due.

It was only fitting that your Directors should express their hearty 
appreciation of Mr. Burton’s services in the Resolution which we printed 
in the January number of this year.

Your Directors are, however, able to report that an able successor 
to Mr. Burton has been secured in the person of the Rev. W. W. 
Smith. Mr. Smith brings to his task a large and varied experience in

CHAPTER VI.

OF THF (OURSE OF STVDY ASH EXAMINATIONS.

1. The full course of study extends over five sessions, and is divided into a 
Literary course of two sessions and a Theological course of three sessions.

2. In the Theological department, the course of study includes the original 
Languages of the Scripture, Kihlical Litcititure, Systematic and Pastoral 
Lheology, Church History, Homiletics, and Exegesis of the Creek Testament^ 
w ith such other accessory subjects as the Board of Directors may from time jfo 
time appoint.

3. In the Lheological course, the students are examined at the close of each 
session in all the subjects of the year. The examinations are 'conducted by ex 
aminers (among whom the l heological Professors aie included) chosen by the 
Hoard of Directors, and by means of printed questions and written answ ers to the 
same. Those who pass are arranged according to their proficiency, as Ist-class, 
2nd class, and 3rd class. If a student fails to pass in any subject, he is required 
to undergo a supplementary examination in the same The results of these ses­
sional examinations are recorded by the Hoard and reported to the Corporation 
at the annual meeting.

4. I he session of the Theological department begins in the second week in 
September, and ends the second week in April.

T). I he Professors are at liberty to hold, during the session, such class ex 
aminations as they may deem necessary, either in the manner aforesaid or orally.

(i. In the Literary course, students are required to pass such examinations 
as may be appointed by the Faculty of Arts of the McCill University. The Hoard 
of Directors are required to obtain from the said Faculty of Arts, a report of the 
examinations of the students in the several subjects thereof, and also, of their 
attendance and conduct during the session in the University, and to present the 
same at the annual meeting of the Corporation.

CHAPTER VII.

GENERAL REGULATIONS.

1. Alterations may be made in these By-laws and Regulations, or new ones 
added, by any regular meeting of the Corporation, provided, that notice of such 
alterations or additions has been given at the meeting next preceding.

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“ After six months stay in the country, ... I must candidly say the 
prospects for the advancement of Congregationalism are not very bright. 1 think 
it we have patience enough, and are satisfied with sin’ll tilings, we shall have 
gratifying success in some places. As things are now our growth can neither be 
rapid nor great for years. Here, in Fortage.la FrairicyXve have a difficult prob 
lem to face We have a few earnest souls, but weJiave little growth ; in fact, 
it has been rather tin- other way. as some of our people have left town since we 
began our work here. 1 should like the friends in the east to know as early a- 
possible how we are situated, ami so to understand what to expect in the way of 
progress. 1 am satisfied that our coming has been made a means of
blessing in the town. We have cause for thankfulness that our labour is not in 
vain. ’

Mr. (Jerrie writes, Inter on, it little more hopefully ot the prospect 
at Brandon, but says we shall have to he “ content with slow progress. 
He sends the following suggestions in regard to the points in the west :

“ I went over from Brandon to Rapid City. Rapid ( it) has a population 
of 300 souls all told, and has four Protestant churches. 1 don t propose adding 
another to the list at present. The city, however, covers an area of perhaps nine 
square miles, more or less, so that there is room Jor i/rotrfh.' Mr Rogerson 
(formerly of Owen Sound) has been doing good work in holding meetings in 
school houses round about the place, but other denominations are beginning to 
take up his points. I came in a iyiith-easterly direction from Rapid City to 
Carberry, walking when 1 couldn’t get a ride. Out on the plain, between the 
two places, I met a Congregational minister from Kngland, a graduate of Not­
tingham Institute, who came to this country for the sake of his health, and is 
farming on the prairie He, too, has been holding meetings in school houses in 
his neighborhood ; but, like our friend Rogerson, is being crowded out by others.

‘‘ Carberry is a busy little town, a great grain market. Some day, if we 
w atch, we may find something to do there. ... I here are three points in 
Western Ontario to which I would like to call the attention of the Miss y Society, 
as possible places in which to begin work some day. One is Fort Arthur, which 
lias now a population of (>,()()(). and, because of its position, must come to be a 
place of importance. Another is Rat Foitage, which, although not large now, 
lias one of the best water powers on the continent, and w ill, doubtless, in time, 
become the Minneapolis of this North West. The third is the Canadian “ Soo 
(Sault Ste. Marie) ; I do not know much of this, but it is attracting considerable 
attention just now.”

Pilot Mound and Wood Jiatf.—Mr. McKinnon continues his 
labours in this wide field, and the committee has renewed the grant 
for another year at the former amount. In a letter written shortly 
after the last annual meeting (1887), he reports a growing interest, 
especially at Wood Bay, where they greatly need a house of worship :

“The house in which we are accustomed to meet to worship Cod is getting 
to he too small, but seeing that we have no means that would enable us to go on 
with the w'ork, we have to wait for a while. 1 do not like to ask aid through the 
columns of the Independent, but if some one else would do so it would greatly 
encourage and please me."

A little later on, he reports :
V >45

“ We could begin in almost any place if we had men and means to carry on 
our work. Wliat we should do is what others arc doing, begin preaching and in 
due time a church could he organized. People from all parts, and from all 
denominations have settled in this country, and there is scarcely enough to be 
found of one denomination in any settlement to be able to provide for a minister,

i
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WOMANS BOA HI).

We congratulate the women on the discovery of a power which 
has heen latent heretofore. The power of thorough organization is 
illustrated growing!y in their work. About a thousand dollars have 
been gathered by them ; of which about half has gone to Foreign Mis 
sions. And we hope t liât before t lie close of the coining year, an aux 
diary will be established in twice as many churches. Their emphasis 
of systematic giving will do our churches good ; and we commend highly 
the effort to pick up much by gathering the through persistent
effort The science of giving, and the love for it, must be learned young ; 
and the women have that matter on their hearts !

INDIA.

To the Executive was referred the (question of supporting Miss 
Lily Lyman. In the autumn, under commission from tin* American 
hoard, she sailed from Boston for Loin bay, and landed safely at her1 
destination. She immediately began to study the language, and at the 
same time to teach some youth who could speak English a little. Thus 
she has already given nearly a year of useful service ; and writes of 
much delight in her work. The Executive decided to furnish her out 
tit, and her support for the first year; the Woman’s Board promising 
to raise as much as they could of the salary.

But as our work is opening up in Africa, the Executive do not 
recommend the continuance of support from this Society ; hoping soon 
to have at our station in Africa all the workers whom we can support 
with tlie resources at hand. And this seems wiser, since there* is no 
prospect of the Bombay station ever coming to be* a Canadian tie-id.

AFRICA.

Our missionary, Rev. W. T. Currie, has been doing some exceed­
ingly valuable work in exploring the* country, to the north, east and 
south of Bailundu and Bihé. The novelty of this work has been a con- 
solation to him in his loneliness. In response tee the* resolution passed 
at the meeting ot the* Vniem a ye*ar ago, lie* writes :—

“ 1 am very thankful for the sympathy expressed to the parents of my dear 
wife. Never parents gave to Christian missionary a daughter better calculated 
to he a helper in his home, his Chiistian life, and his missionary efforts. They 
made the gift cheerfully, in spite of the sacrifice involved. And when the heavy 
blow fell, they uttered no word of complaint against me, as grief might have 
prompted.

“ I am thankful also for the kind words spoken to myself. The brethren in 
our churches have taken hold of my heart by their great kindness, as they could 
not have done in any other way. I rejoice to represent them in this country, and 
in the good work here to he done. With such friends to hold the ropes, I am 
ready, it the Lord will, to descend into the darkest pit in Africa, in order to save 
men for ( hrist.

a day for board and lodging. Also that students be at liberty to 
invite friends to the College table on paying twenty-five cents a 
meal for each.”

Your Hoard are gratified in being able to report that the 
Principal, with his family, has taken possesssion of his official 
residence; and they trust that he and his will have very many 
years of domestic happiness, and of increasing usefulness and 
appreciation in this community in which they have taken up 
their abode.

Mr. Hill has kindly taken charge of the Library for another 
session, and reports as follows :

The Library is in better condition than a year ago, by the addition 
of some modern and much needed volumes, bought with the forty 
dollars received from the collections at the opening and closing ex 
ercises of the session.

A gift of ten volumes, and a portrait of Rev. John Angell James, 
was received from the late Mrs. Sarah Ketley.

A gift of 42 valuable volumes was also received from Mrs. D. 
Macphie, together with donations in hooks or money from Messrs. G. 
\V. Moss and Archibald Moir.

Five volumes of Sessional Reports have been received from the 
Government, and four from the Royal Society.

There is a need of hooks of modern philosophy, and Bible study.

At the last annual meeting, a successful effort was made to 
remove the existing deficit of upwards of $1,500, on the current 
Expense Account, by a special subscription on the part of churches 
and of individuals. Of the sum subscribed, $1,540, the Treasurer 
reports the receipt of $1,408.70, leaving $132 still unpaid. In the 
Debt Account of the Treasurer’s statement herewith submitted, 
it appears that at the beginning of the financial year 1887-88 
there was due to the Endowment Fund the sum of $1,000 ; t<> 
meet which liability the sum of $1,408.70, raised by special sub­
scriptions, and $182.08 cash in hand, have been paid, leaving $9.30 
due on that account. The actual receipts and disbursements 
on account of the year just closed have been :—Receipts $6,472.85, 
in which are included $1,204.48 from the Colonial Missionary 
Society ; $2,561.22, remittances from churches and individuals ; 
$1,304.15, dividends from invested funds ; $150, rent of house 
for three months in 1887. The total disbursements have amounted 
to $7,426.15, which includes $2,775 stipends to professors and
