It goes without saying that a bank ought to have a 
requisite capital from the beginning of Its operations. 
There can, however, be no constant proportion be­
tween the amount of this capital and the extent of the 
business which may be built up by its men ns. The 
larger the business that can be built up on a given 
capital, the larger, of course, will be the profits. The 
point at which' the extension of the business passes 
the line of safety must be determined by the kind of 
business carried on by it, and the conditions of the 
community in which it is established. At times in 
the history of banking attempts have been made b> 
law to adjust the proportion of capital to loans apd 
discounts; but. nothing more than a conjectural line 
can be drawn, too rough to be of iny real service. 
Those Who risk their capital, and the directors, are 
best fitted to Judge the proper relation between capi­
tal and business done, as they will act according to 
the law of self-preservation.

The capital of a chartered bank is, of course, divid­
ed into shares of $100 each, par value. The powers, 
rights, and liabilities of each shareholder are de­
termined by the amount of stock held by him, dou­
ble liability being enforced under the Canadian law. 
Each share carries with it one vote, and dividends are 
allotted in proportion to the shares owned. Losses,

NO BUSINESS FOR PANAMA CANAL.
Today the Panama Canal, the greatest engineering 

achievement in the world, is thrown open for traffic, 
and—there is no foreign traffic. Could anything be 
more sardonic? Just when the most notable peace 
enterprise is done, the war comes on to paralyze 
ocean transportation.

Whatever may be the final outcome of the war, 
it is a certainty that Germany’s trade will be min­

ted and that she will be forced to commence all 
over again to build up her foreign commerce. 
Last year, the German Empire had a foreign
trade of $5,200,000,000 of which imports amounted 
to $2,675,000,000 and exports $2,500,000,000. The 
great bulk of this trade was transacted with the 
countries with which Germany is now at war. 
Eighteen per cent of her foreign trade was with 
Great Britain, which with the business she transacted 
with France, Russia and Belgium and Servia,. 
constituted the major portion of her foreign trade. 
The business transacted by Germany with overseas 
countries such as the United States and South 
America will be lost owing to the fact that she 
has now lost her merchant marine. This means 
that practically her entire foreign trade will be 
wiped out and she will be forced to start all 
again.

Last year, Germany did a total business of 
$850,000,000 with Great Britain, $550,000,000 with 
Russia, $312,000,000 with France and $210,000,000 
with Belgium, 
also considerable, so that out of Germany’s total 
trade easily one half was carried on with the four 
or five countries with which she is at war. Of her 
remaining trade, the bulk is carried on with the 
United States and South America, the major por­
tion of which she will lose through the destruction 

< of her merchant marine. The loss of her colonies 
and the injury to her prestige in the Far East 
means that still further inroads will be made 

xher commerce.
Germany does an annual trade of $570.000,000 

with the United States, but as she cannot both 
fight and trade, other nations will capture the bulk 
of this business. Germany also does $450,000,000 
worth of trade in South America, but already 
aggressive campaigns are being started in the Unit­
ed States to capture this business from the German. 
Altogether, Germany stands to lose vastly 
this war than she has gained in the forty-four years 
of peaceful development.

New York, August IB.—One of the receivers re­
viewing the general situation of Claflin affairs, said: 
"Considering the delicate nature of business condi­
tions in general, the Claflin Company is doing a very 
encouraging trade. Especially was this true during 
last week, when the big sale was started. The re­
ceivers did a total business of $11,101,019, from June 
24 to July 22, and during that time expended $832,442, 
leaving a net of $1,077,677.

"War abroad has been the biggest drawback to 
buying all over the country, and in most every line. 
This makes it necessary for jobbing houses to grant 
liberal extensions.

"I do not think the war has made any material im­
pression on the amount of goods purchased from the 
Claflin Company, except in some of its imported 
lines. But the Claflin concern handles mostly do­
mestic goods. They sell some goods abroad, mostly 
cottons, and shipments on these materials have been 
halted. So far no orders for blankets, underwear or 
other war requisites have been received from any 
foreign source. While little benefit has been derived 
from the war, I am glad to say the company has not 
suffered any extremely bad effects from it."

With the lines of the German army and of the 
Alliée drawing closer; with the reinforcements known

There will come a day or two when 
London, even with cable and telegraph, will have 
other such period of suspense, and when the Brussels 
dispatches to the London papers will possibly describe 
again, as they did under date June 17, 1816, "the 
cannonade, which was terrible, and was distinctly 
heard here"; and the “immense crowd of inhabitants 
of this city which went out at the gates of Namur 
and Halle."

‘There can be no question that the coming cotton 
crop can be marketed and marketed advantageously, 
provided only it can be safely carried by merchants 
and worked off gradually. The danger lies in the 
possibility of forced selling by farmers. during the 
early months of the season, under conditions that 
preclude the merchants from buying, except from 
hand-to-mouth, and the banks from lending. The 
world must have the greater part at least of the crop 
before twelve months are past;- the nations, both 
those at war and also great countries of the Orient, of 
Africa and of South America which are not engaged 
in the war, must somehow get their customary sup­
ply of cotton fabrics. The mills of the United States 
will almost certainly consume more cotton in 1914-15 
than ever before in their history ; England will find 
a way to get cotton to Lancashire; France and Italy 
and Spain and Russia can all find means of obtaining 
the American cotton they regularly consume. It is 
only Germany and Austria and perhaps one or two of 
the smaller European countries in the war area that 
may find themselves confined to the supplies of cot­
ton they already have on hand.

"In all probability more cotton must be sold by 
farmers during the months from September to De­
cember than can possibly find an immediate demand, 
but no more, or not much more, than can be distribut­
ed during the twelve months from September, 1914, to 
August, 1916.
