The Book of Job is generally regarded 

as the most prefect specimen of the poetry 
of the Hebrews. It is alike picturesque in 
the delineation of individual phenomena, 
and artistically skilful in the didactic ar­
rangement of the whole work. In all the 
modern languages into which the Book of 
Job bas been translated, its images, drawn 
rom the natural scenery of the East, leaves 

a deep impression on the mind.
“ The Lord walketh on the heights of the 

waters, on the ridge of the waves, towering 
high beneath the force of the wind.” “ The 
morning red has colored the margins of the 
earth, and variously termed the covering of 
the clouds, as the hand of man holds the 
yielding clay.”

The habits of animals ore described, as, 
for instance, those of tbe wild ass, the horse, 
the buffalo, the rhinoceros, and the crocodile, 
the eagle, And the ostrich. We see the 
“ pore ether spread during the scorching 
heat of the south wind, as a melted mirror 
over a parched desert."

The poetic literature of the Hebrews is 
not deficient in variety of form ; for while 
the Hebrew poetry breathes a tone of war­
like enthusiasm, from Joshua to Samuel, 
the little book of the gleaner Ruth presents 
us with a charming and exquisite picture of 
nature. Goethe, at the period of bis enthu­
siasm for the East, spoke of it “ as tbe love­
liest of epic and idyl poetry which we pos­
sess.— Humboldt's Cosmos.

I intend to show my 
consideration for tbe audience, and my def­
erence to tbe greater ability of the succeed­
ing speakers, by merely introducing tbe bu­
siness, and leaving it in their hands.

It is, Sir, most cheering to all who desire 
the progress of the best interests ot the 
community, that the city of Sl John evinces 
no decline, but advancement rather, in intel­
ligent zeal for the onward movement of the 
British and Foreign Bible Society. The 
permanence of this feature in tbe moral cha­
racter of any people, is one of the best gua­
rantees that can be afforded, that they will 
zealously guard, and diligently improve all 
their liberties and privileges.

1 have been requested, in the absence 
through sickness of my esteemed colleague, 
the Rev. T. Albrighton, to submit to tbe 
meeting the first motion. One great advan­
tage of the existing method of these public 
meetings is, that a topic for discussion is of­
ficially furnished to every speaker. Some 
when called on lo address an audience, have 
discouragingly replied, that they are at a 
loss for a subject. “ Give me,” said a learn­
ed and renowned minister, “ a subject, 
though it be the black art, and I will fur­
nish you with a discourse, I will make some­
thing out of it. And indeed how can any 
minister preach without a text.

And yet. Sir, tbe document we have jest 
beard, particularly in its judieioos references 
to the Report at the Parent Society, opens 
■p the whole magnificent subject of * The 
Book "—and the origin of the great Instite-

any existing republic, or kingdom, or em 
pire. Some esteem the Scripture* for tbe 
light they shed on the general and early 
history of mankind. All its statements are 
true. None of its facts have been disprov­
ed. All researches tend to confirm and il­
lustrate tbe hit tor ie portions of the Bible. 
Some merely literary men prize the Snrip- 
tores for their poetry. There are doubtless 
among tbe students on this platform those 
who could inform us of tbe names of Eng­
lish poets, whose works have given them 
great celebrity, who qualified themselves for 
their most admired productions by an earnest 
and frequent perusal of the Book of Job, 
and the unrivalled strains of the evangeli­
cal Isaiah. These, however are hut subor­
dinate excellencies of the Bible. Its morals 
command universal homage. When tbe 
Bible was for a brief season extruded from 
the common schools in tbe city of New 
York, the parents of the Jewish children 
conçut red with others to secure their general 
ore in the seminaries of the city. The rea­
son they gave was, their unqualified admira­
tion of tbe morality inculcated in the New 
Testament. What a testimony was that to 
the inspired oracle, “ Tbe law of the Lord 
is perfect." But over and above this, the 
Scriptures claim our love, and excite our 
gratitude to their aulbor, because they con­
tain the Gospel of our salvation, and fur­
nish the true and authentic answer to the 
momentous question, “ What must 1 do to 
be saved ?” It shows how guilt may be 
cancelled, how purity may be obtained, bow 
comfort and security may be had. In the 
Bible, God and eternity, life and immortali­
ty, are brought to light. The Holy Scrip­
tures are a diamond with many faces, and 
each flashes with celestial radiance. And 
this treasure is for the whole world. With­
out impoverishing ourselves by tbe distribu­
tion of the Word of God, we may enrich 
every tribe, every nation, of the great 
human family. The iotereet ol all man­
kind in the Book is equal—it is the same 
A clever Brahmin once observed to a mis­
sionary in India. ” Christianity may do very 
well for Englishmen and Europeans, but it 
is not suitable for Asiatics." He was shown 
his error ; and tbe missionary laboured to 
prove that all men stood equady in need of 
the religion of tho Bible, and that its right 
reception would confer on all the same great 
blessings. Yes, every nation may read in 
the histories of the Bible the early condition 
of its own remote ancestry ; its moral code 
is tbe only one truly adapted to man in the 
various states in which he is found in every 
age ; and the great Saviour which it pro­
claims, was given “ a ransom for off, to be 
testified in due time.” Let us, then, con­
tinue our cheerful end liberal co-operation 
with tbe British and Foreign Bible Society 
until tbe glorious enterprise in which it is 
engaged shall be accomplished, and “ tbe 
earth be full of tbe knowledge of tbe Lord, 
as tbe waters cover tbe sea.”

Lord is with us ; and while depressed on the 
one hand we are elevated on the other ! A 
word on China : Are you aware, that m no 
part of the world so large a portion of the 
population can read and write as there ? 
In China there were common schools before 
the Christian era. Every year, in Loo-ehoo- 
foo, ten thousand young men go np for ex­
amination in literature, law-, and the mili­
tary art. Tho insurrectionary movement 
has made great progress, and it was (said 
that all the students for officers in the revo­
lutionary and civil service, had now to study 
the Bible instead of, as under I lie empire, 
the books of Confucius !

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The Future Religious Policy 
in India.

We are glad that the Rev. Mr. Churchill's 
lecture is in prey and will shortly be published 
in pamphlet form. It will spread much valuable 
iniormition and sound views respecting Indian 
affairs. That a vast and beneficial change in 
tb, conduct of British Government io the East 
is impending will be evident to those who mark 
the tone of the leading journals of Great Britain, 
'fake the following from the London Timea:—

When the Mohammedans subjugated India 
•hey exem[ilified the known genius of their creed 
by establishing their own religion in open and 
active predominance. It was only the other day 
that we printed a species of political circular, 
avid to have been current in some parts of 
Southern India, which represented Queen Vic­
toria as taking blame to herself lor not having 
iuidc as many converts in a century as Tippoo 
Saltan would have mwU u, s month. We do 
no! concern ourselves about the authenticity ol 
of this document, but it was evidence, at any 
rate, that Hindus remember how Mohammedan­
ism was propagated by the strong arm of the 
Government and by the sword of power. Our 
own policy, baaed, perhaps, less on any delibe- 
rate resolutions than on the dictates of actual 
circumitances, has hitherto assumed an entirely 
different complexion. ’Not only has proselytism 
been never attempted by authority, but a kind 
of deference has been shown to the Hindu creed, 
and sentiments somewhat more favorable than 
those ot simple neutrality were almost industri­
ously obtruded on tha attention of the natives as 
embodying the views of Government. We have 
embraced every opportunity of disclaiming any­
thing like intervention in such matters; we 
abstained far a long time from exerting our per*

and abominable ongse; and we went ao far as 
to contribute tb» »chral «apport of the Sla'e to 
institutions promoting lalae doctrines and idola­
try. Oar adoption of this coarer, too, was hardly 
susceptible ol more thin one interpretation. We 
appeared to be bartering our convictions lor the 
convenience of Government. What we could 
do it we chose to put out our strength might be 
another thing, but it seemed evident that tar the 
take of an easy tenure of dominion and ecotse- 
mical facilities of administration we were willing 
to waive some ol our prerogatives is Christian 
governors.

Since the late insurrection, however, it has 
been questioned whether this policy was either 
so becoming as it should have been, or even so 
worldly-wise as it was thought; and arguments 
hive bean advanced to prove that it would be 
better to conduct ourselves for the future in mat­
ters of religion with \em indifference and more 
dignity. This expression of opinion bas alarme d 
an intelligent correspondent, and be addresses 
us in deprecation of a policy which, according to 
his views, would alienate the population as well 
as the Sspoys of India from our rule, and render 
impracticable that native co-operation to which 
the conditions of our dominion, even after the 
entire re-establishment of our supremacy, wi It 
compel us to look lorward. II we adopt these 
ideas, ho rays, we shill infallibly be exposing 
on* countrymen anew la the risks of conspiracy 
and revolt. Englishmen must necessarily live 
isolated among the natives, and unless the good 
will of the natives can be effectually conciliate d 
by a firm aeuranee on these pointa our position 
will never be secure.

The first reflection suggesting itself on these 
remarks ia, tbit upon the essential principles and 
general bearings of the question all parties are 
at one. We all desire that our role in the East 
should be characterised by tranquility and se­
curity, and, what is more, all would promptly 
concur in repudiating anything 'like an idea ol 
compulsory conversion. Proselytism by violence 
is utterly opposed not only to fba notions ol 
Englishmen but the genius of Christianity.— 
There cannot be in these- is lands aoy single 
Preacher or teacher, however enthusiastic, w bo 
would desire to sec either menace or «eduction 
emp'oyed by the Government of In lia for the 
saka ot turning Mussulmans or Hindus into 
Christians. The oui y question at issue is what 
attitude oa oar part would be most beseeming 
our position as Christian rulers, and most con­
ducive in the long to the welfare of our depen­
dency. Now, it to this inquiry it is replied that 
we had better go on as before, it is impossible to 
escape the retort that such a course has not an­
swered its end. Nobody can maintain that our 
policy has been successful in tranquilising the 
alarm of the natives on this head, when at this 
very moment they are in open insurrection 
against ui. If we had carried the Bible with 
fire aad sword from Calcutta to Peshawar we 
could hard!/ have been exposed to greater perils 
than we have exporjancsJ as it is. It is diffi­
cult to affirm the absolute wisdom of our system 
in tha face ol the fact tbs! an entire army has 
actually risen against ns out of alarm for religion, 
and has endeavoured to re-establish to our pre­
judice that very dynasty which never scrupled 
to advance its creed by force of arms.

These reflictioas are so natural that it is im­
possible to omit them ; bat at the same time we 
think the expresssions of our correspondent are 
rather too strong as characterising tho new views 
to which he adverts. We do not imagine that 
•any party in this country, political or religious, 
wishes the Indian Government to “ take a more 
decidedly hostile part against the creeds, the 
castes, and the superstitions of India ;" to in­
fringe upon “ the principle of complete tolera­
tion ;" or to devise any measures against caste 
or creed “ with the special aim of destroying 
them" We da no! think such opinions are at 
all rife among ns, and we are certain they would 
never prevail. No Christian speaker could ap­
pear, either in pulpit or on platform, and advo­
cate anything approaching to forcible proselytism 
in India. Hindus and Mohammedans must wor­
ship after their own fashion in times to coma as 
they have doue io limes post, but this acknow­
ledgment is perfectly compatible with a doubt 
whether o-ir policy his been as sagacious as it 
appeared to be on these particular points. It 
may not unreasonably be thought open to ques- 
tiou whether a greater assumption of self-re»- 
pect might not have procured us a greater 
amount of confi lence. Every conceivable as­
surance should be given that the power of Go­
vernment would never, directly or indirectly, 
be exorcised in controlling, disturbing, or in an y 
way affecting the religious personalities ol its 
subjects ; but if we showed as much faith in onr 
religion as we allow the natives to display in 
theirs,—if while disclaiming aoy compulsory 
propagation of Christianity we plainly avowed 
ourselves Christians and acted up to the avowal 
we might not find the strength ot our position 
Impaired by our sincerity. Nobody need wish 
the Indian Government to be more “ hostile" to 
the native superstitions, but it might well be less 
deferential We need not “ interfere" with 
castes, but we might pay them less homage.— 
We do not forget that after what has now oc­
curred a greater vigilance than ever may be re­
quired in dealing with prejudices for a time 
more sensitive thin before, but we borrow in 
conclusion of our remarks some observât ions on 
this subject ol which no reader will dispute the 
pertinence or impeach the authority. Thus 
writes one of the best end most experienced 
officers in the Indian army. Colonel John 
Jacob:—“ The fact is, that when, without giving 
offence, the English officer shows by his habi. 
tual conduct towards tho Sepoys that he (eels 
their caste prejudices, & to be marks ol in­
feriority which excite only his pity and regret, 
the Sepoys endeavour to keep all such caste pro 
indices, & as much as possible out of sight, 
will never allow them to interfere with duty 
and will never willingly obtrude them on notice 
at all." Do not these words point to a line ol 
policy which might be more becoming to 
Christian without being more alarming to 
Hindu.?

Letter froji Sheffield N. B.
Mr. Editor,—In a communication for­

merly transmitted for the purpose of in­
sertion in the pages of your journal, and 
which with equal kindness and prompti­
tude you published, an account was given ol 
tho gracious visitation with which the Lord 
was pleased to bless that part of the Circuit 
which comprises the ecenè of my present 
ministerial and pastoyal labor, which ranges 
on the immediate vicinity of the St. John 
River. r

In that communication it was stated that 
at the earliest convenient opportunity a se­
ries of special services was purposed to be 
held in -another section of this Circuit; 
namely, at Oak Point ; that this was ex­
pressly desired by the people there, and the 
hope fondly cherished that the Lord would 
accept and crown onr bumble efforts with 
success. This purpose has since been ac­
complished, and the anticipated results sig­
nally realized.

At no inconsiderable sacrifice of time, 
toil, and personal exposure to the unusual 
inclemency of the weather, many from that

________ ___ part of the Circuit had attended onr former
•mount authority in the suppression even of cinal |o*etu»gs. There some of them had sought

and obtaioed pardoning mercy—had caught 
the flame of sacred love, and in their new­
born zeal had borne the cheerful tidings to 
the homes of their friend». The way was 
thereby prepared for the consummation of 
our hope and the realization of the fondly 
cherished wishes of our hearts. It has been 
hut rarely, if ever, my lot to witness so much 
unity, both of purpose and desire, to hear 
God glorifie! by the salvation of -souls, as 
has been manifested by the community in 
general since we commenced holding onr 
special services.

On the lawful claims of the accustomed 
avocations of daily life was placed an arrest 
It mattered but little whether the services 
were appointed for the morning, the after­
noon, or the evening, the attendance war all 
that could be reasonably expected, and gen­
erally exceeding our highest auticipafioos. 
Both as numerously and cheerfully did our 
friends from the river side give their per­
sonal attendance and religious influence to 
the services held at the back settlement, as 
had been the ease on the part of our friends 
residing there when the * ark of the Lord ’’ 
rested in the midst of their own habitations.

Truly it was a pleasing sight to witness 
day alter day, and in the succession of the 
nielii season, sleds and sleighs, laden to their 
fullest capacity, gliding over the glassy sur­
face of the French lakes to the place ol 
solemn and sacred assembly. The eeene 
too, was d-JuWy enchanting as we were on 
all occasions accompanied by persons who 
were as willing as able to sing, both in “ the 
Spirit and with the understanding,’’ the 
praises of God, to who* temple sre were 
speeding our way, that there He might be­
come the special object of our confidence, 
and consecrated devotion.

The noble steeds which held us onward 
were the trained band instrumental ou those 
ntereeting journeying» to tho boose of God. 

The chiming sounds produced by the sonor­
ous adorning» which encircled their graceful­
ly curved necks, tended to remind one of 
the event foretold by the prophet Zechariah,

In that day shall there be upon the bells 
of the horses Holiness onto the Lord.”— 
These delightful excursions hoirever, were 
not utterly devoid of danger. On those 
lakes and meadows there are certain spots 
where the traveller hsi cause to suspect his 
safety. On two occasions at least, came to 
our ears tho exciting report that one of the 
sleds had broken through tha ice. Help, 
however, wai speedily and effectually at 
hand, and through the merciful providence 
of Him in whose service we were engaged, 
no serious injury resolted either to life or 
property.

The external circumstances attendant on 
this our second series of meetings were a*, 
favourable as those pertaining to the first 
were nnpropition*. The weather was gen­
erally fine, and the sleighing excellent.— 
The minds of the people too, highly approv­
ing the efforts we were making, had a cheer­
ing tendency, rendering it easy to believe 
that God would bless us by pouring out the 
residue of the Spirit, cleansing the blood 
which had not been cleansed, and showering 
town the latter as well as the former rain 
on Hie inheritance. The services were 
commenced on the day set apart by the pro­
per authority for tasting, prayer and humilia­
tion, on account of the unprecedented cruel­
ties inflicted on her Majesty’s innocent and 
unoffending subjects in some portions of her 
Eastern colonial empire by the dark and 
deadly savageism ami hellish treachery ol 
many of the native soldiery.

No sooner had we commence ! our meet­
ings than the power ot the Lord was pre­
sent both to wound anil to heal. With the 
exception of the few class leaders pertaining 
to tho Circuit, and some other members of 
the Uhnrcli, there was no help to be obtained. 
Brother M’Keown was at the same time 
zealously and successfully employed at the 
Oromocto in conducting similar services ; we 
had bis help, however one night, by which 
we were obliged, and for which we were 
thankful.

It was, however, highly delightful to find 
the official and other members of our Church 
coming out and so cheerfully lending their 
aid. For all the sacrifices they made, and 
the duties they performed, they doubtless 
deem themselves amply repaid. Their own 
souls have been greatly refreshed, and many 
of their children, and others equally dear, 
have been made the subjects ol converting 
grace. The services were continued for 
tho space of three weeks. Many and deep 
were the awakenings of the conscience. 
Every evening almost without exception, 
there were those who voluntarily set them­
selves apart from the densely crowded as­
sembly as objects for special prayer and ad­
monition. On several occasions the com­
munion rail was wholly surrounded. On 
two evenings during the services adult bap­
tism was administered. This ordinance was 
attended with a most gracious influence. 
While the appointed elemen', emblematical 
of the * blood ol sprinkling which speaketh 
lietter things than the blood of Abel ” was 
being applied, a soul-subduing unction man­
ifestly rested on the persons present. Dur­
ing this second series of meetings some 
twenty have professed to find the favor of 
God in the forgiveness of sin. Since the 
commencement ol our meetings fifty at 
least have been thus blessed. Tho* for­
merly belonging to our Church hare been 
much comforted and strengthened. The 
above number may be deemed small as the 
result of meetings so long protracted, but 
when it is considered that our population is 
thinly scattered,and numerically small, when 
held in comparison with the cities, towns, 
and large villages of the Province, the sue 
cess awarded to our efforts will be viewed as 
bulb encouraging and important.

Twenty-two years have transpired since 
any visitation from the Lord the Spirit ap­
proaching to such a revival has here taken 
place. The sainted Desbrisay, whose happy 
spirit ha* reached its glorified Itome,and the 
Principal of our male Academy, were then 
on the Circuit. Their names are embalmed 
in the endearing recollections of many to 
the present day, and will hold their cherish­
ed abiding place in the memory unto life’s 
latest hour, and then die out, only to be re 
newed with stronger vigor and everlasting 
freshness in that world which “ flesh and 
blood cannot inherit." Frequently were in­
dividuals heard to say “this reminds me of 
the revival twenty-two years ago, the time 
when our souls were converted to God.1 
The former of these servants of the Lord 
and of His Church is spoken of as one, ihe 
attributes of whose social, religious, and 
ministerial character, were those of warm 
and genuine kindness, deep and ardent piety, 
and unbending effort to effect the salvation 
of the souk of his fellow men. At the time 
above referred to, Bro. Desbrisay commenc­
ed some special meetings 1 believe at Oak 
Point The place of gathering was a pri­
vate dwelling. His only human help was 
Bro. David Coperthwaitt, and therefore 
having no third person to aid them in 
the sacred emprise, they bad to alternate 
their addresses to the throne of grace from 
the beginning to the end ol the meeting, 
The Utter of the* respected brethren is 
spoken of as one then extremely youthful 
in his appearance, but richly baptized with 
holy zeal, and deep devoted ness in hi* hex 
venly master’s cause. Take off two and 
twenty years from the doctor’s life, and but 
little of diflkulty will remain to prevent the 
belief that he most then have presented a 
somewhat j uveaile aspect, although the oner­

ous duties he has had for years past to sus­
tain have stereotyped his then smoother 
face with lines of anxious care. While we 
ara thankful to God for the gracious visita­
tion He has vouchsafed to us, to Him alone 
we award the glory. May tho* who have 
by faith received the Lord Jesus Christ, 
“ walk worthy of the high vocation where­
with they are called."

In conclusion, l can but be thankful to 
God that though for the space of two months, 
with the exception only of a few days, 
I have been engaged in the performance of 
religious itrvicea, repeated sometimes twice, 
an! even llirice, in the day, and these pro­
tracted to double the usual time, tny strength 
lias been according to iny day, and though 
somewhat wearied in, have been et no time 
weary of, the work. On other Circuits in 
this District the Lord is visiting His people. 
Sacoes* has crowned the efforts of our bre­
thren at Gipmocto, the Nashwaak, and also 
in the Woodstock, and Andover Circuits. 
From accounts received from these places 
from two hundred and fifty to three hun­
dred souls have been made the subjects of 
saving grace since the last Conference. To 
God be all the praise. May His enriching 
grace fall bountifully on all the Churches of 
the land 1

Shalt oar Bible Enter oar Nor­
mal School and Academy?
Why should it not ? Is its intellectual 

character so low as to render it unfit for 
such advanced seminaries ? Are there no 
portions of it sufficiently profound to merit 
the attention of those who have just sur­
mounted the mere rudiments of learning ? 
Certainly no man capable of forming an 
opinion oil such a subject, who has ever per- 
fued the sacred volume, will charge it with 
intellectual inferiority. The puerilities of 
the Apocrypha, the sublime nonsence of the 
Koran, and the absurdities of the shastras 
belong not to it. While embracing in its 
wide range po-itious within the grasp of a 
child’s intelligence in the lofty soarings and 
burning eloquence ol an Isaiah, and the 
comprehensively profound reasoning of an 
apostle Paul, it confessedly occupies the 
apex of intellectual productions.

Is its morality doubtful t Is there any 
thing in its instructions, warnings or exhor­
tations calculated to debase or corrupt the 
youthful mind, or lead it to think lightly of 
sin in any form ? Can it be supposed that 
the dictations of the Spirit of God, or the 
sayings and discourses of the Holy Jesus, 
are defiled with the smallest taint of impuri­
ty or error ? “ Unto the pore all thing are 
pure ; but unto them that are defiled and 
unbelieving, is nothing pure, but even their 
mind and conscience is defiled." The man, 
therefore, who condemns the reading of the 
scriptures by the young as injurious to their 
morals, because of their frequent condem­
nation in certain places of debasing crimes, 
proves himself to be defilod in heart, and 
totally ignorant of the only effectual means 
of checking the prolific nature of sin. Will 
no mention of sin prevent the rapid expan­
sion of the depraved propensities of youth . 
Will no condemnation of certain crimes in 
our public seminaries restrain the depraved 
imagination Irom gloating over them t 
Never! We unhesitatingly declare that 
onr institutions of learning are essentially 
deficient where all the crime* of youth and 
manhood are not unsparingly condemned,— 
and that by the authority of the Most High 
God. Bat, others, taking the opposite ex­
treme, regard the Bible as too sacred to be 
placed in the hands of children. We do not 
advocate its use as an ordinary class-book ; 
nor do wc think it beyond the province of a 
teacher to require his scholars to take care 
of their books, and especially of such a 
book ; but who will say that the youthful 
spirit of depraved man can come too early 
into contact with the purifying influences of 
God’s word, or that conscience can be too 
soon assisted to ascend the throne of the 
moral powers, and shape the course of ihe 
immortal spirit far from the quagmire* of 
pollution and the pitfalls of crime, into the 
path of virtue, prosperity and honor ? Such 
an opinion can only find an advocate io one 
who is prepared to «orifice the moral wel­
fare of a community, to gratify an ignoble 
pereonal ambition.

Is it so deficient in cane'y and interest as 
to merit its exclusion from ihe list of book* 
designed for Ihe instruction or training of 
our mure advanced youth' What! the 
most ancient and reliable history,—the 
most astounding wonder»,— tin- most/graph­
ic description,—the most sublime eloquence. 
— the loftiest dévotion,—interwoven with 
personal incidents and" biographies the most 
remarkable and entertaining, devoid of in­
terest and variety for the instruction of any 
portion of o-jr youth ! Tin: man who could 
oiler such a sentiment lo the public is cer­
tainly presuming too far on the ignorance 
and forbearance of ins readers.

The sacred volume must remain till (he 
end ot time unapproachably Ihe reo-t inter­
esting book to all classes that bas ever, or 
ever can be written. To exclude the ray- 
of our sun from our balls of learning and 
supply their place with the glimmering light 
of lamp* fed Ly impure oil, would indicate 
less folly than to deny a place, and the first 
place to this book, where fhe dry, detached, 
insipid, and often uninteresting productions 
of inferior men are honored.

But is the hook not set ! nr ran ? We de­
ny it. It is not the production of one 
sect. Its author is the Head of the Chris- 
tian Church, and all who hold by the Head, 
receive the Book as their standard authority 
on all points of morality. That on some 
minor matters, different denominations in 
terpret portions of it diversely is freely ad­
mitted,—for absolute uniformity in every 
shade of thought is not possible in the pre­
sent state ol ihe human intellect. Butin 
all the essentiide ol morality, the Christian 
world is agreed,—and these alone do we 
wish to be inculcated in our public semina­
ries.

If the Bible Is thus highly intellectual, 
soundly moral, varied and interesting, and 
unsectarian, and withal essential to a 
thorough training, why should it be exclud­
ed from our Normal School and Academy ? 
Into the former, the Board of Education, 
(as the Petition which we to-day publish 
testifies), would have introduced it ; tout the 
Executive Council rejected it. On the Ex­
ecutive Council, then rests the great res­
ponsibility of dishonouring the word of God, 
and thereby God himself, by denying bis 
book admission into the Normal School.— 
Let the people of Prince Edward Island 
remember this. What could have induced 
the Council to act eo dishonorably ? A fear 
of offending Ihe Roman Catholics. Eut are 
they sure thr.t they would offend tbe Roman 
Catholics ? We believe that there are many 
worthy Roman Catholic laymen, and some 
pnesti also, in this Island, who would have 
no objection to see that l>ook there, so long 
as nothing sectarian was deduced from it.— 
The heads of the Roman Ciofhoiics might 
bo offended ; bat is there none to stand in 
between tbe oppressors and the oppressed ? 
Is there none to vindicate the liberty of onr 
Roman Catholic fellow-subjects to think for 
themselves? Do not the waves of Ihe At 
lantie roil between them and Rome ? In 
this tree country, let every man examine for 
himself, and judge lor himself; and permit 
no minister, priest or bishop to eoroe be­
tween God and his conscience, enlightened 
by the word of God. But are the Roman 
Catholic#, if as one man, only to be pleased ? 
Can an Executive Council trifle with the 
rights and feelings of Protestants ? They 
have done so. It is for the leaf-hearted 
Proteslanls of this island to say that they 
shall do 60 no more. It is for them to *ay 
henceforth—"There are tiro parties to be 
pleased in this island.” T*he Academy ia 
indirectly under the same control, and with 
the same results. This institution, if it ia 
not to dwindle down to a mere commonplace 
Grammar School, demanda a third Teacher, 
of the highest Intellectual and moral attain­
ments. Then only will it attract the sons 
ol the higher classes, and be rendered per­
manently beneficial to the whole colony.— 
Proteetant.+ ol Prince Edward Island, your 
Petition is liefnre you. Sign it numerously, 
and tell your representatives that it is at 
their peril if they absent themselves from 
tbe post of duty orkjeny your just demand*.

lock—the Preacher, tbe Traveller, and the 
Warrior. It bad been supposed (hat Mr Spur­
geon’s popularity would prove short-lived, and 
soon pax* away ; but such prognostications have 
been falsified, and bis popularity seems on tbe 
increase rather than tbe wane. Ol Dr. Living­
stone, (lie great African explorer, and indefati 
gable missionary, tbe authentic travels are now 
before the public. The narrative of his labors, 
adventures and researches, from bis own pen, 
has appeared in a guinea volume. It has been 
issued by ihe prince of l-ondon publishers, John 
Murray, who is said to have acted towards our 
traveller with hi* accustomed munificence. The 
volume ha* already had a sale unpreeeilented 
of late year* by any work, exept “ Macaulay '» 
History of England,” and betore long it will 
probably reach the fiftieth thousand; exclusive 
of the circulation which on your side of Ihe 
Atlantic, and with your happy facility of adop­
tion and appropriation, it may he expected lo 
have.

Dr. Livingstone is the son-in-law of the Rev. 
II Moffett, whose published narrative ol labors 
and travels in South Africa bolds a high place in 
missionary literature. Many efforts had been 
made lo penetrate and dissipate the darkness 
that rested on Central Africa, but without sue 
cess. lo 1788, the African Association was 
formed, by whose aid, and under whose auspices, 
a land of able and resolute men, prompted by 
curiosity and Ihe love of science, were sent forth 
—Ledyard, Park, Burckhardt, Clappcrton, Lan 
der, and others—lo explore tbe wilds of Africa. 
And what did they find ?—a grave. With them 
the love ot science Was stronger than the love ol 
life. But the number of sucb persona ia not 
great, and Ihe prosecution soon closed, and Ihe 
martyr» of science who had been sent out by the 
Association, fifteen in number, all with one ex­
ception, sleep in the dost otj Africa. In 1807, 
another praiseworthy society .was formed for tbe 
bepefit of Africa. Its object wad the spread 
of diyilization on that continent; it consisted 
ol three earls,' two viscounts, five bishops, 
seven lards, twenty-nine members ol Par­
liament, and a whole army of philosophical 
philanthropist^ But the total of its sub 
scriptiona did not exceed live hundred pounds, 
and with this bird it proposed to dissipate 
the darkness of Africa, to cultivate her fields, 
and to give her arts, sciences, and civiliza­
tion. But the exclusioN of Christian mission­
aries was one ol the lunditpental principles ot 
(lie African Institution. The HAiuburyh Revive, 
at that time the scornful calumniator and fierce 
assailant of Christian Missions, exerted its ut­
most strength in the support and recommenda­
tion of the splendid project. But It came to 
nothing ; and the philosophers, having been foil­
ed in tbeir attempts at African illumination, the 
task was taken op by tbe churches of tbe lai 
and Ihe filling instruments were lound, such 
no Government would create or command, and 
such as the schools ot science and philosophy 
had not sent forth—such men as Vauderkemp, 
Shaw, Moffatt, and Livingstone. Arid besides 
the direct result in the conversion ol men from 
sin to holiness, and the formation of Christian 
Churches in tbe midst of heathen populations, 
Christianity has proved itself to be the most ef­
ficient means of civilizing the savage ; and men 
of science are learning by degrees the import­
ance of missionary labors to the cause ol general 
information. The Geographical Society re­
gards Dr. Livingstone as one ol its foremost he­
roes ; while the merchant princes on the ex­
changes of l-ondon, Liverpool, Manchester, and 
other great cities, have hailed his presence 
among them as the greatest patron of commer­
cial extension.

Dr. Livingstone is about to return to Africa. 
It was expected Ibat he should have left Lon­
don on the 26th ult„ and embarked on the 
27lh, on hoard the Peninsula Mail packet for 
Lisbon, but his departure bas been delayed by 
tbe intelligence which has just been received ol

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What it Means.
- Whoever wishes to see Popery in it» true co­
lours must view its operation in those places 
where there is little or no reitiaint upon tbe ex­
hibition of the system. It is for the purpose of

. ailing our readers in attaining such an acqnain- 
'y lance with its real character as will induce them 

* i stand upon their guard and employ every le­
gitimate means to resist the encroachments which 
it is the very nature of tbe system to attempt 
wherever there is any hope of success. The very 
dest cry of “ moderation " which has become the 
watchword of the emissaries of Rome, now that 
the people of Canada are beginning to see the 
danger to which the best interests of the com­
munity arc exposed, is calculated to make the 
impression that Popery has so far changed its 
character as to become the patron and guardian 
ol both civil and religious freedom. Whoever 
has been so far deceived as to imagioe (or a mo­
ulent that Popery has charged for tbe better ; 
or that it would not establish the same despotism 
in Canada, were it possible, that it maintains in 
countries under its sway, has only to learn its do­
ings wherever it dare act out its real character, 
to have the delusion eflectoally expelled.

The article on the first page of this paper, 
giving an account of the advantage which the 
agents of Rome are taking of the *• Austrian 
Concordst," shows that the system is still the 
same, and as capable as ever to re act the scenes 
of crnelty and blood with which the history of 
1‘opery is so deeply stained. The doctrine of 
“ moderation ” is never heard in Popish coun­
tries, and it is never preached by tbe agents ol 
Rome, except when the demands for the special 
priviliges they claim on account of their faith are 
resisted. Much has been said ol late in Canada 
respecting the “ No Popery cry,” as though Pro­
testant» were attempting aggressions upon the 
civil and religious rights of their fellow subjects 
who adhere to the church of Rome, when, in 
fact, the encroachments which the agents of that 
system have been attempting, have been tbe real 
cause of rousing Protestants to only a proper de­
fence ol their own liberties, and the maintenance 
of equal rights, Irrespective of religious associa­
tions; and now the aggressors in this warfare 
raise the cry of persecution as though tbe very 
existence of their religion is endangered because 
they cannot obtain their unjust demands.

With the history ol Po;. ry before tbe world 
and its present doings in countries where it has 
Ihe ascendency, we wonder at the impudence of 
the agents of that system to ask of Protestants 
foi even equal rights, when. Popery denies the 
lowest degree ol common justice 10 Protestants 
whose lot is unfortunately cast where Popery 
holds its sway. It is quite enough foi Protes­
tants to maintain the civil ami religious liberty 
which pure Christianity promotes, and Roman­
ists should thankfully accept as a favour that 
which their own religious system withholds both 
from themselves and those who own no allegiance 
to Rome ; bnt lor them to set up as Ihe advo­
cates of modérai ism or any other ism but des­
potism in its worst torm, is, to say the least ol it, 
a gross absurdity.

But what Is the real import of the wouderfui 
regard for the moderation for which the agents 
of Rome arc just now pleading with so much ap­
parent disinterested earnestness ? Why it means 
simply this, that they have leckoned without 
their host, and because of the success which has 
of late attended their grasping designs they have 
imagined that the prize for which Popery always 
aspires was within their reach ; but now that the 
Protestants of Canada are beginning to see anil 
feel to in some measure, the insidious progress 
of Ihe evil work, an l are determined to?meet 
the foe on the scene chosen lor (lie contest, the 
agents of Rome modestly ask that if they can­
not obtain all that they desire, some special con­
sideration will at least be given to the peculiar 
claims to which their “ faith " entitle them. “Be 
moderate," say they, “ in resisting our aggress 
ions upon equal civil and religious rights, and 
concede to us something at least by way of ac­
knowledging tbe supremacy ot our church, and 
tbe right ol our master the Pope to rule the 
kings of the earth."

- Rut the movements of Popery in Canada give 
evidence ol the important fact, that the system 
cannot live and prosper under the operation of 
the free and enlightened institutions which Pro­
testantism fosters. This the agents ot Rome 
themselves admit, and the fact is abundantly 
proved by the history ol that form of religion in 
the United Slates. The system is based upon 
ignorance, or a kind of education which secures 
a servile submission to priestly power ; and hence 
the d flosion of science by a general system of 
education which trains the minds to a manly nse 
of its powers, strikes at tbe very root of Rome's 
existence. The rights of freemen were never 
intended to be exercised by the adherents of 
Rome, and therefore the privileges of cnlight- 
eil citizens «host be denied them lest tbe exer­
cise should be fatal to the impious assumptions 
of fpititml power.

It our remarks in regard to the designs and 
doings ol Popery appear to have a political as­
pect, it is because ol the effort» ol the. agents of 
that system to control our civil attain lor the 
accomplishment ot their own purposes, and they 
must therefore tie met and foiled by an exposure 
ot their tactics ot war. Popery doe» not ecruple 
to employ tbe power of the State wherever that 
power can be secured. This has been abun­
dantly illustrated of late in Canada, and hence 
the necessity of a «eeming political warfare in

Canada-
The KLEcnoxs.-sThe results of the elections 

look ominions for the continued union of the 
provinces. In Lower Canada there is an over­
whelming Ministerial majority composed chiefly 
of Roman Catholics of the priest party, while in 
Canada West wbat is erronously called Ihe “ no 
popery party" has been generally successful. In 
fact, wherever the Roman Catholics raised the 
religious issue by concentrating their votes on a 
candidate, except in one or two cases, they 
have, we believe, been eignally defeated. Tbe 
result will be a very strong majority in Upper 
Canada opposed to what we may call pro-popery 
legislation, and a very strong majority in Lower 
Canada in favor of it. In this state of things wo 
may expect one of four resul's

First. The minority in Jxiwer Canada may 
join the Upper Canada majority, and conduct 
the affairs ot the country on tbe broad principle 
of equal justice to all, and special favors to none. 
This is, jierhape, too good to hope for speedily.

Second. The Upper Canada minority may 
join the Lower Cauda ma jority and give Rome 
everything its own way. This we scarcely think 
practicable in a British possession in tbe nine­
teenth cent ury.

Third Tbe present state of things may be 
main'ained by neither giving the priests any 
more advantages, nor taking from them any that 
they have already secured, and this being the 
easiest way, will, mast probably, be that adopted 
for some time.

Fourth. There might lie a diseolution ot the 
Union leaving each Prov iv-. to manage its own 
allairs in its own way, which would, we think, 
lie disastrous to the interests of alb—Montreal 
Witness.

One hundred an<! fourteen out of tbe one hun­
dred and thirty m mbers forming the Lower 
House have now been elected, shewin-j, accord­
ing to our list, 76 Moderates to 3b Ultras. Ol 
tbe Moderates, a half bozen—perchance 8 or 9, 
cannot be reckoned on as stannch supporteis of 
the Ministry ; but even making these deductions, 
there can he no doubt that Ministers will have a 
largo majority.

A serious d rawback to this success is, however, 
that three out of the ten Ministers are, as yet, 
unprovided wiib scats in l'arliament.

Earthquake at Naples.
On the ni^ht of We<lne«']*y , tlie 1f»tb Dec. 

the City of Naples was thrown into sudden and 
fearful consternation, by several awful t-hocks of 
an earthquake. They lasted several seconds, 
and were so violent as to cause the l>ells to ring, 
and the walls of the houses to swing visibly 
backwards and forwards. Many thousands of 
persons passed th » night in the streets, or in 
carriages, out of which the horses were taken. 
From eleven to two in the. morning every indi 
cation ot tear existed. Fires were lighted at 
almost every hundred yards, anil hundreds of 
[«septa were grouped around them Supersti­
tion drove many to the churches, which were 
closed, and great numbers were to be seen pros­
trate before them in an agony of fear. Liter in 
the night in some parts of the city tbe images of 
the saints were carried in solemn procession, 
while the people followed singing litanies. The 
scenes of tbe night will never be forgotten :— 
women rushing into the streets with their chil­
dren whom they bail snatched hastily from their 
beds, some wiiti only their night dresses, others 
had thrown a sheet over them. In fact, all the 
conventionalities and decencies of life were 
neglected in the universal panic. Next morn­
ing intelligence arrived of the los< of three lives 
in Sala, and great damage to many house*, among 
others to the prison and to tbe barracks. In 
Atesiia halt ot the bonnes had given way; in 
Ihtduhi about 100, and a great number of" person* 
had fallen victims ; in Voila the disasters we.ru 
immense, and a brigade of gendarmes, among 
numbers of o:hers, had been destroyed ; in Au- 
lefts, Petrosa, and Caggiino many others were 
killed, and great destruction of property took 
place ; in Salerno a great number of houses, in­
cluding the palace of the Litendenza and the 
quarters of tbe Gendarmerie, were severely 
affected, while the belfry and the church ot Sal 
dina gave way, occasioning the death of two 
women. Similar accidents occurred in Cam- 
pagna.

Terrific Storm in Lower Cal- 
forlnia.

I.a Paz in ruins.—A correspondent says 
On the 30th of September, .ibonl 9 o'clock in 
the evening, commenced the hurricane—which 
has of lute years become periodical in these parts. 
It increased rapidly in violence till 11, and then 
gradually subsided till 3 A. M , on the let of Oc­
tober. The terrific fury of the aale is said by 
the. inhabitants to hav • surpassed any preceding 
one within recollect.v.i, and though no! attended 
(at least in La Far,) wi'h tbe same loss of life 
as the storm of 'àti, its other results were even 
more disastrous. Thirteen vessels—everything 
in lact in port, with the single exception of a 
launch in the lagnoa and a schooner in Piehilin- 
que, were driven ashore almost at the outset, ihe 
Jeannette, ot Sin Francisco, holding on the last. 
Had the coast been rocky, the loss of lito would 
have been fearful. The Eeperaoza, (chartered 
ltv government,) was, after great exertion, float­
ed yesterday. The Blancarte, Paquete, Pearl, 
Jeannette and others still remain high and dry. 
'Phe crew of the last go up to-diy to Guaymas. 
Scvententhi ot the interior dwellings of the town 
are heaps of ruins, and many ot the better class, 
such as the Bishop's palace, Mr Kimballs, Ac , 
are in a similar condition. There il perhaps 
scarcely a bouse in La l’az which does not pre­
sent evidences ol tbe storm. All the barracks are 
a wreck, the streets obetiucted by Ihe fallen 
trees, and tbe garden» almost destroyed.

But one solitary traveller bas reschsd us from 
San Jose since the catastrophe. Sixty houses, 
the church, and all the palm and sugar planta­
tions are reported utterly destroyed, with the loss 
ot six lives in the suburbs. The sea there, ami 
at I'ape San Lucas, swept a mile and a half in­
land, carrying away everything in it» devastating 
route. At the Cape. Capt. Ritchie'» Urge house 
was swept off, with all the smaller bouses in the 
settlement, and loss of one life

Commissioners arc now employed taking s 
census of the losses in order to report to the gen­
eral goverment the ruined and impoverished 
condition of the country. Meanwhile, the troop» 
are being rapidly withdrawn, like locusts fleeing 
from a counrry already pillaged. The first de- 
tsrhment left in the Brisa a tew days ago, and 
are ir, py followed by a majority of the remainder 
je the commencement of the ensuing month. 
I he sole redeeming feature ot the tempest has 
I'-'on the liberating a large quantity of the pre­
cious metal ;n it,., placer of 1. is Gatlins and the 
uncovering ol a valuable vein of silver in tbe 
neighborhood of San Antonio.

Vancouver’s Island.
The white population of tbe Island, actually 

residents, including the officers and servants, of 
the Hudson's Bay Company, is stated at n ear 
six hundred. The claims, oi the free settles», we 
are told, do not extend beyond twenty mile» 
from Victoria—hence a knowledge ot the char­
acter of the land, or the resource» of that levi­
athan island, are almost entirely unknown—no 
exploration of ennaequence, except coast-wise 

: having ever been made. Tbe character ol the 
! lard, as far as settled, although containing almost 
j acre lor acre of solid rock, thrown np in places 
I mountain high, comparatively, is, nevertheless, 
represented as being extremely productive, 
wherever tbe partait of agriculture is practicable. 
Many beautiful aad valuable farms have been 

. made in the vicinity of Victoria, and the settlers 
j appear to be In qui te easy circumstances. Tbe 
rule ol tbe Hudson Bay Compaoy i» supreme 
noon the Island, but it is generally nnderstood 
that the members of that mammoth incorporation 
and monopoly have but slight hope of a renewal 
of their present charter, which expires in 1860 

- Smut has afflicted the wheat crop» on the island 
lor the past years, to a very ruinous extent — 
Fanners there are now soaking their seed wheat 
in a mixture containing vitriol, blue stone, &e. 
Those who have thus experimented find that 
tbeir crops remain unharmed from the evil re­
ferred to.— Olympian Pioneer ( Washington Ter­
ritory )

Acstraiia and the Indian Mutiny.—In 
all 'he Australian colonies the rebellion in India 
Was exciting the most lively interest, and tbe 
universal sympathie» of the colonist» are most 
enthusiastically displayed in behalf of the mother 
country. Nor is this sympathy confined to 
words alone, for n tar a» there were opportunities 
there was tbe greatest anxiety manileeted to 
render every ambiance in their power, and it 
was regretted that tbeir diitance, position, and 
means as new countries, did not enable them to 
afford it to a large extent It cannot tail to be 
most gratifying to all at home to find that the 
young and rising communities of the Anglo- 
Saxon race in the southern hemisphere take 
such an interest in the struggle which the mother 
country has had—now, indeed, successfully—to 
undertake in order to preserve India. Tbe Gov­
ernor General of India, with roost commendable 
energy and foresight, which have not been else­
where noticed, bad despatched requisitions to all 
tbe Australian colonie» to obtain «applies of 
horses for Indi». Not only bed the respective 
local governments given every facility for the 
pnrpoee, but great promptitude, and even enthu­
siasm, has been displayed among the large stock­
holders, both in Victoria end New South Wiles, 
to comply with the request. The zeal of the 
colonists has even gone beyond Ibis, eud it has 
been said that there would be eo difficulty “ in 
mounting Ihe horse* by volunteers from among 
the best riders ami tbe most hardy biuhmen in 
the world." The same spirit was displayed in 
South Australia and Tasmania ; and, in the 
former, amongst the notices of motion» before 
the Legislature, we find » proposition was to be 
brought forward that 100 aeasoaed troop horse» 
should be purchased and sent to Calcutta at tbe 
public expense.—Australian and Sew Zealand 
Gazette.

A Stroud Case or Mistaken Identity.— 
The Jrcquent mistake» that are made in regard 
to personal identity should make juries careful 
howthey arrive at conclusions involving character 
and liberty, upon evidence that is not of an en 
tireiy satisfactory character. A strong case, ir 
illustration, lately -ccured in London. A jewel­
ler was robbed of gold chains anil other article» 
to the extent of $500. The robbery was com­
mitted by two men, one of whom stood outside 
the door and attracted the attention of the shop 
man, while tbe other pocketed the goods. Several 
days alterwardi, a man who gave the name of 
1’robert was arrested as he was passing along tbe 
streets of London, upon (he assert on of a female 
servant of the jeweller, that he was one of the 
persons who robbed her master. Notwithstand­
ing his protestations, that he was a respectable 
former of Monmouthshire, he was hurried before 
a magistrate, where two persons swore positively 
to hi* identity, and he was committed for lurtber 
e xamination, an application lor bail having been 
refused. After tbe lapse of several days in 
prison, Probert was again brought before tbe 
magistrate, where it was shown by the testimony 
of servants, neighbors anil minister, that he was 
a man of large properly, ot the highest integrity, 
ami, further, tint be was at bis home in Mon­
mouthshire at the time the robbery was com 
milted in London. The evidence was so clear 
and decisive, that Mr. Probert was at once bon 
orably discharged, the jeweller acknowledging 
that his servants roust have Lc.cn mistaken 
Wc fear that cases now and then occur where 
the parties accuseil are equally innocent, but 
are, torm the circumstances ol the case, unable 
to make it manileet.

Cold Bathing
In summer or winter we detest, except it 
be to jump into a river, splurge about two 
or three minutes, end then dress, end walk 
borne as hastily as possible. All animate 
nature, except the bydric, instinctively 
shrinks Irom the application of cold waler, 
if in health. Everybody knows that cold 
water cannot wash the bands clean, end yet 
whole tomes are scribbled about the puri­
fying effects of cold water. Cold wafer ; 
kills mote than it cures. Hundreds of chil­
dren are killed erery year by fanatical mo- ! 
thers, sousing them bead and ears in cold j 
water every day.

The ordinary use o( a bath tub ie an in- i 
decency. A great deal of stuff ia printed 
about tee bathing habita of the ancients, 
about the Eastern nations, and their love of] 
the ba h. Whit if they did love it? 'The 
avenge of human lile ie shorter by many 
years, among the Eistern people thin among 
the Western. People talk glibly about ibe 
bathing habits of Eastern nations, and the 
cleanliness of the Hourie, who grace the 
Turkish harem, end then we essay an im­
itation in this fashion. A Turk lakes allot 
bath, we take » cold one; we jump into a 
bath tub, a thing which no decent Turk 
eser does. We question if ihem is a single 
baihetub in all the dominions of the Sulun, 
unless it be the pet property o( some water- 
mad yankee. A Turk washes himself un­
der a stream of running stater, alter a vig­
orous first-scrubbing ; so that no impure 
particle, loosened from one part of the body, 
can, by possibility, come io oonttet with 
the body again. We wash ourselves in 
bath rooms es cold eaGreenland ; the Turk 
cleanses himaelf in an apartment almost as 
hot as an oven. We really csnnol see how 
a man can make himself clean in a bath­
tub, after the usual fashion.

The sum of the whole mailer is this: If 
we waul to culnvaie habits ol personal 
cleanliness and health, let us. at rational in­
tervals, say once a week, have a room, in 

Jire time, which shows seventy degree* ol 
Fahrenheit, and with strong soap-suds end 
• hog's hair brush, let the whole body be 
moat thoroughly scrubbed, almost ss effec­
tually as if we rubbing a grease spot out of 
a plank-floor; then let the wlmle surface be 
rinsed with warm water, running from the 
spiggot. When that is done, an instsiiia- 
ne .us souse io e bath tub, or, belter-still, a 
bucket of cold waler dashed on the bead, 
falling all over the neked person, end then 
to be wiped dry and dress in two minutes; 
that, indeed, is a glorious luxury lo any 
grown person, not an invalid, l’liat 11 tak­
ing a bslh " ir quires t ie exercise of a sound 
judgment, and lhat without live H is not un­
attended with fatal consequences, New 
Yorkers especially have recently had some 
aad lessons. The lovely young wife of our 
national representative at Rome, went from 
the dinner fable lo a warm-bath, and died 
in a few hours. One of our moat dial in- 
gmshed lawyers, the district attorney, we 
believe, was, within a year, found dead in 
his bath-room. Mortimer Livingston, one 
of New York’s noblest merchants, “ took a 
bath one morning, remaining in the waler a 
long lime. On coming out lie complained 
ol cold over his entire person, and all the 
means made use ol to restore warm h fail­
ed. He lingered awhile, and died in a few 
days, aged fifty years," in the very prime of 
life t Bishop Haber, tbe author of that 
charming hymn,

“From Greenland's icy mountains, etc." 
died from the effecia of a bath; and hoe 
many thousands of children are annually 
burned into ihe grave by injudicious wash­
ing, we will not hazard to conjecture.— 
Malt’s Journal oj Health.

Origin of Paper Money.
The Count de TeodiUi, while besieged 

by the Moors ie the fortress of Alhietbre,
wes destitute of gold and eilver wherewith 
to pay his roldien, who began to murmur, 
as they bad not the meins of purchasing 
ibe necessaries of life from the people of the 
town. " In this dilemma, (says the his­
torian) what does this most sagacious 
commander T He takes a number of little 
morsels of paper, on which be inscribes 
various etime, large and small, and signs 
them with his own band and name. These 
did be give lo the soldiery, in earnest of 
their pay. ‘ How,’ you will say, ‘are sol­
diers to be paid with scraps of paper V 
Even so, and well paid, too, as I will pre­
sently make manifest, for the good count 
issued a proclam at ion, ordering the in­
habitants to take these morsels of paper for 
ihe full amount thereon inscribed, promising 
to redeem them ai a future time with gold 
and silver. Thu*, by subtle and most 
miraculous alchemy, did ibis cavalier turn 
worthless paper into precious gold and 
silver, and make his late impeverished army 
abound in money " The hislor.an adds, 
«• The Count de Tendilla redeemed his pro­
mises like a loyal knight ; and this miracle, 
as it appeared in the eyes of the worthy 
Agapida, is the first instance on record of 
paper money, which has eince spread 
throughout the eivillized world the most 
unbounded opulence.”

This happened in 1484; and thee we see 
that paper money, notwithstanding ell tbe 
maledictions which have been bestowed 
upon it by the ignorant, the unbelieving 
and tbe faiihleee, was ice adjunct of ihe 
invention of priming, the discovery of the 
western world, ihe Protestant Reformation, 
and the increased impulse given to civ- 
il,nation, indusiry and learning. Tbe more 
intelligent end prosperous a people the more 
H has abounded ; and though it has, like all 
• he other attribute* of civilization and 
liberty, been occasionally ebnsed and dege­
nerated into excessive license, yet Ibe good 
ii has effected has outweighed • hundred 
fold all tbe evils, and front the raaheel and 
wildest accelerated stages of its progress, 
we have never hern driven any where near 
the point from which the forced and prema- 
turh march began. It needs wise regula­
tion, like personal liberty and political 
right, and like these last n can be subjected 
to tlie despotic control of no governmental 
action among a free and enlightened 
people.

The Decay of the Asiatic Races.
The Friend of India, by far the ablest of 

the papers in India, some months since had 
a very able and eloquent examination of the 
hitherto dominant races throughout the 
whole continent of Asia. It showed lhat 
nil were sinking nway from inherent and 
circumstantial reasons. Since then the 
Bengal mutiny, which must end in giving 
British India completely into ihe hands of 
its conquerors, serves ua to confirm the fol­
lowing conclusions of the article referred to:

•• Ail history shows that iodigenoue Asi­
atic races require the directum of a domi­
nant class. Industrious, hardy, end with 
many of Ihe qualities essential in the devel 
opment of civilization, they seem to lack 
social force. India was in ihe days of Aur- 
ungzebe what she was in the days of Rum. 
China is now what she wits a thousand years 
ago. The Greek rayahs of Turkey are 
wbat Ihe Greek peasant was in the days of 
Cantacozene. Their numbers even do not 
miterially change. They do not advance, 
and need the directing force of a progres­
sive lace. It remains but io speculate ou 
the races lo whom ihis high function must 
be assigned. They must he Europeans, (or 
Europeans alone have acquired the necess- 
s.ry superiority in arms. Of Europeans tbe 
English and Russians alone display capa­
city fur the permanent administration to 
subject peoples. It is lo their hands that 
hr believe Asia lo he intrusted. The ad­
vance of Russia will be checked by no hu- 
mutiny and lew scruples. .Thai of England 
may, but she obeys Ihe irresistible impulse 
the mord" thoroughly for her occasional re- 
coil. Year by year the iwo powers close 
in toward each other ; and tl the future uisy 
be predicted from ihe experience ol ihe posi, 
another century will a; e this quarter of ihe 
globe governed from London, Washington 
and Si; Petersburg...”

British India—of which Hindosian con­

tains a population of 140,000,000 of human 
fcemgs—1)0,000,000 of these being subject! 
lo Greet Britain, 40,000,000 ibe subjects ol 
•Hies, end 10,000,000 the subjects ot inde­
pendent states—ibis region, the seal ol the 
present insurrection, extends from Ibe 8 h 
lo the B4th degree of north latitude, and 
hum the 68lh to the 92nd degree of east 
iorgitude,—being Irom north to soulb in 
len rih 1,500 miles, and from easi to west 
1,500 miles. Next in importance lo the 
Eisl India possessions are lhose of West 
India—comprising Jamaica, Trinidad. G'e- 
mda, St. Vincent, Barbados, St. Lucia, 
D imimca, the islands of Aolrgua, Nevis, 
M-untseret, St. CnrisiOpber (or St. Kitts,) 
Tortola, Auguills, the Bahamas, end the 
Bermudas. Then comes Snuth America, 
with Honduras, and then the Falkland la- 
lands. Next ceees British North America 
—Lower Caned*. l)wr Caosde, Novi 
Senti, Cape Brelo*, ,h. Sable Weeds. 
N<;w Brunswick, Prince Edward Meed, 
Newfoundland, tbe Labrador coin end the 
Hudson Bay Company’s territories.’ Turn­
ing. 'o the east ague, we fiad the large island 
of Ceylon, the Prince of Wales Island, Mo- 
lucca, Singapore, Australasia, beginning 
with New South Wales, end including the 
vast island of New Hollsbd, then Western 
Australia, South Australie end Van Die- 
man’s Laud. In Southern Africa, the Cape 
ofGood Hope, MauriiM»e,lbe l.lsof France, 
Si. Helena, Ascension, in Western Africa, 
Sierra Leone, and Gambia ; and we must 
not forget the colony of New Zealand end 
the settlements of Hong Kong, Finally, 
1here are the British colonies of Europe— 
Gibraltar, Gosze, and the Ionian Isles, be. 
aides the colony of Heligoland io ihe North

Sir Walter Raleigh.

opening for displaying bis ready wit lo the 
queen. One day he wai conversing on tbe 
singular properties of the new herb.

"that I .have so weil experienced Ihe nature 
of il, that I can exactly fell even the weight 
of tne smoke in any quoiimy I consume?"

Points of a Good Horse. ;

In purchasing a good horse, sight, wind, 
feel, end limbs must be ihe uppermost ob­
ject» of inquiry ; f..r nine horses out of ten 
are defective in one of these psriiculars 
Firs', then, examine his eyes, and do this 
before he comes out of the stable ; see lhat 
they are perfectly c car and transparent, and 
that the » or apples of the eye are ex­
actly alike in size and color. Next examine 
his pipes; if good and sound, on being 
nipped in the guilet he will ui er a sound 
like that Irom a bellows ; but if hie lungs 
are touched, end he is broken w inded, he 
Will give vent to a dry, husky, short cough ; 
look to his timb, also, and m'passtng your 
band down his legs, if you find any nn- 
natural protuberance, or pufiinese, or if 
feeling first one leg, then the other, you 
discover any difference between them, 
disease more or Uas is present ; he msy not 
be lame, but he ia not clean upon bis legs 
If he is broad nod full between the eyes, be 
msy be depended oa as a horse ot good 
sense, and capable of being trained to el- 
most anything. If you want a gentle 
horse, get one with more oh less while upon 
him; many suppose lhat the psrti-colcred 
horses belonging to circuses, shows, etc., 
are selected lor their oddity ; but it is on 
account of their docility and gentleness ; in 
fact, Ihe more kindly you treat boreee,’ tbe 
better you will be treated by them ia 

I tetero.

Attempt to Print a Perfect Book.
“ Whether such a miracle aa an immacu­

late edition of a claesieil author do** exist," 
says one, “1 have never Unot; bel aa 
attempt bis been made to obtain this 
glorious singularity, and was ss nesrly 
realized as is perhaps possible—the mag- 
nificent edition of Os Lueiidaa of Camoeos 
by Don Jose Souza in 1817. This 
amateur spired no prodigality of cost sod 
labour, and flittered himself that, by ibe 
assistance of Didot, not a single typographi­
cal error ehoeld be found io thel splendid 
volume.

" But an error was afterwards discovered 
io some of the copies, ocessiooed by ooe 
of tbe letters in the word Lusileoo having 
got misplaced during tbe working of ooe of 
the sheeis. It rousi be confessed lhat this 
was so accident or misfortune, rither than 
an erratum.”

The celebrated Foulisea, of Glasgow, 
attempted to publish a work, which should 
be a perfect specimen of typographical 
accuracy. Every precaution was taken to 
secure the desired reeult. Six experienced 
proof-readers were employed, who devoted 
hours to the reading of each page ; and 
afier it was thought to he perfect, it wae 
posted up in the. hall of ihe university with 
a notification lhat a reward of fifty pounds 
would-be paid lo any person who could 
discover an error. Each page wae suffered 
to remain two weeks in tbe place where it 
had been poaied, before tbe work was 
printed, end the primera iboughl they had 
attained the object for which they bad been 
etriring. When the work waa issued, it 
was discovered that several errors bid been 
commuted,.one of which wss io the first 
line of the first page. The Foulis’ editions 
of classical works sre still much prized by 
scholsrs and collectors.

Position in Sleeping.
It is better to go lo sleep on tbe right 

side, for then the siomach is very much io 
the position of a boule turned upside down, 
and ihe contents are aided m passing out 
by gravitation. If one goes to sleep on the 
leli aide, ihe operation of emptying the sto­
mach of its contents is more like drawing 
water from a well. After going lo sleep, 
let tbe body lake its own position. If you 
sleep on your hack, especially soon sfler a 
hearty meal, the weight of the digestive or­
gans, and that of food, resting on tbe great 
vein of the body, near the backbone, com­
presses it, and arrests the flow of the blood 
more or less. If the arrest ie partial the 
sleep re disturbed, and there are unpleasant 
dreams. If the meal has been recent or 
hearty, the arrest ia more decided, and the 
various sensations, such as falling over a 
precipice, or the pursuit of a wild beaat, or 
other impending danger, and the desperate 
effort to get rid of it mouses us, and sends on 
the stagnating blood, and we wake in a 
(right, or trembling, or perspiration, or feel­
ing of exhaustion, according to ihe degree 
,.f stagnation, and the length and streogth 
of Ihe effort made lo escape the danger. 
But when we are nut able to escape the 
danger, when we do fail over ibe precipice, 
when ihe tumbling building crushes us, 
what thro ? That is death ! That ia the 
death of those ol whom it ie said, when 
found lifeless in iheir bed m the morning : 
“ That they were os well as ever they were 
the dsy before;’1 and often it is added, snd 
ole heartier than common ! Thie Uat as l 
frequent cense of death lo those who have 
gone to bed to wake no more, we give 
as a private opinion. Tbe possibility ol its 
truth ie enough lo deter any rational rose 
from a late and hearty meal.—Tbia we do 
know, with cenainty, that waking op io the 
night with ptinful diarrhea, or cholera, or 
bilious colic, ending in deaih in a very short 
lime, is properly traceable lo a late large 
meal. The truly wi»e will lake the lifer 
Side. Fur 'Arsons who eat three tunea e 
day, it is amply sufficient lo make the last 
meal of cold bread and butter and a cup of 
some warm dunk, no one can starve on it, 
while a perseverance in the habit soon be­
gets a vigorous appetite for brenkfasi, so 
promising nf a day of comfort.--Halls 
Journal Health,

Romanism.
Never should it be forgotten that religi­

ous liberty ia the utter abhorrence of Una 
Riant despot ism Religious freedom and 
Romanism are in iireeoocilab1» antagon­
ism. The present reigning Pontiff eaya he 
“ bath liken ihia principle for buis, that the 
Calholic religion, with ill ils rights, ought 
to be exclusively dominant in such sortthsi 
every other worship shall be banished snd 
interdicted" This has always been the 
position, end in accordance wiib it the prac­
tice of ihe Romish church. This is the es­
tablished, openly avowed, and widely pro­
claimed posmon ol the Calholic church in 
this country. The Rambler, a Romish 
paper published in England, holds the fol­
lowing language :

" No man has » right to choose bis own 
religion. None but an atheist can uphold 
the principles of religious liberty. Shall I, 
therefore, fall in with aboroitiableslelueion ? 
Shall I foster that damnable docirioe tbit 
Socmiaism, and Calvinism, and Anglican­
ism, and Judaism are not every one of Ihem 
mnrial sins like murdir end adultery ? Shall 
1 hold out hopes io my erring Protestant 
brother that I will not meddle wiih hia creed, 
if he will not meddle with mine ? Shall 1 
tempt him io forget that he haa no more 
right to hia religious views ihen he hss to 
my pur<e, or my house, or my life blood? 
No. Catholicism is the most intolerant of 
creeds."

Interesting Monument
One of the most interesting ol the monu­

ments of ancient Rome, is tbe triumphil 
arch erected to commemorate the conquest 
of Jerusalem by Titus, who a ter Ibe de- 
etruction of the temple made a triumphal 
march to Rome, bringing with him a long 
train of captive Jews, and the spoil, among 
which were ihe sacred vessels of ihe tem­
ple. This procession is represented in the 
sculpture» on ihe beaniiful arch ; which 
thus furnish an illustrai ion of the Bible no 
where else found, these being ihe only re­
presentations that exist of ihe sacred veaaele, 
the table of the ehewbread, the golden can­
dlestick wnh its seven branches, and the 
silver trumpets used by the prieeli to pro­
claim the year of jubilee. Tbe Roman 
Senate and people Utile ihoughi, when er­
ecting ibn monument lo a deified emperor, 
that they were erecting a monument lo the 
true God, in the verification of prophecy 
and divine history. A recent traveller eays, 
notone of ihe Jews ol Rome, of whom 
there are about ti,000, will even at tbia day 
pass under the arch of Thus, although it 
span* one of ibe thoroughfares of ibe city ; 
they «bon it aa tbe memorial of tbe eebjo- 
gat ion of tbeir nation, which bee neve 
been retrieved, and regard U with aversion.
