Circulate the pledge among all classes
and sges—make temperance speeches, deliver
lectures, circulate tracts, books, periodicals,
reach temperance often from the pulpit on ik
Sabbath, and set everybody astir on the subject.
Turn the world apside down, as the aposties did
—turn it over upon the liquor tratlic, and siop
its sale. We want unparalleled activity in this
cause, and the co-operation of every man, wo-
man and child. er.hould lay hold on every
meéans of moral and social inflaence, and edu-
cate the conscience of the community to a full
appreciation of the importance of the subject.
Intemperance is the great, practical, influential,
giant sin, which should be assailed by the whole
spiritual and moral power both of the church
and of society.

The probability is, that the mejority of our popu-
lation have not had sufficient light upon this
subject to prepars them to take the stand neces-

It is this wholesale moving of huge stoves, heavy
farniture, and all articles of use pertaining to
boasekeeping from cellar to garretin connection
with bunting up, waiting for, and cleaning out
old houses, together with the care, worry, per-
plexity and discomfort attending the whole un-
necessary drudgery of such a breaking up and
transportation of your effects, that wear out the
life of ministers. Remedy thiis evil, and vou
save titne and money, patience and health:, and
leave nothing worthy the name of sacrifice con-
nected with the linerant Ministry. To this
work of providing well-farnished parsonages in
every appointment we ought as Methodist
ministers to give earnest attention, and if we
must attend to merely secular matters and live
